In domestic happiness, tbe wife’s influence is 
much greater than her husband’s ; for the one, 
the first cause—mutual lore and confidence— 
being granted, the whole comfort of the house­
hold depends upon trifles more immediately un­
der her jurisdiction.

As to the financial aspects of the case, we may 
further remind our readers that for the comple­
tion of the scheme, as set forth in the printed ap­
peal of the Trustees, a sum of £13,000 will be re­
quired. We believe we are also correct in stating 
that the present rental of the premises is £145 
per annum. This will, of course, cease, when 
the Trustees come into full possession of the 
Freehold, but £3,000 which they now hold in 
the funds will be absorbed in the purchase, tbe 
annual gain to the Trust being consequently 
about £55. Perhaps to some this large outlay 
of £13,000 may appear an unproductive invest­
ment, and they may think it looks like “ going 
to war for an idea." XVe may therefore observe 
that a considerable part of the property consists 
of a spacious chapel-yard and cemetery, which, 
while enchanting the cost, can yield no revenue, 
the burial-ground being cloeed. Still, we are 
convinced, cold and calculating though the age 
may be, that the Methodist people will deem it 
something more than an “ idea” to enfranchise 
and securely settle an inheritance specially sa­
cred and dear to all lovers of Wesley’s memory.

I have reason to believe 
that they esteemed him as a sincere friend, and 
one truly desirous of their spiritual and eternal 
welfare. He was, indeed, beloved by all that had 
tbe pleasure of his acquaintance. His death i* 
viewed as a loss to the community, and leaves a 
vacancy in our Church not easily supplied. One 
so faithful to the interests of religion, it is diffi­
cult to find.

4. It will create different centres of interest, 
possibly resulting in the erection of Institution* 
of Learning to be affiliated to our University : 
and giving employment to s great amount ol 
talent, on Committees and otherwise, now dor­
mant in the church. Some of our leading mind* 
are thinking in the direction of a consolidatioi 
of the entire work of the Provinces under on* 
general Conference extending from tbe shore* 
of the Pacific to the shores of the Atlantic. Th* 
project is a very magnificent one, but I pity th*

must itinerate from one extremity of the work 
to the other. Would the Eastern British Ame­
rican Conference consent to such an arrange­
ment?
