A LAUGHING FAMILY,
The Malady Which Afflicts & Family
Along the Delaware.

Faexcurows, N. J.,, Feb, 26.—Straight
aoross the Delaware from heroand back among
the hills which run el with the river for
many miles lives & family wl
the strangedt stories are told, The fa and
sons are farmers, and all live in n large, sub-
stantial house, & few yards from the 10ad to
Doylestown. They are all chronie hzb-l.
having an affliction of the musgles of the
:«:&h and throat which compels them to give

to apparent merriment at stated inter-
vals. The malady first appeared ix the father
about ten years

. He was usually »
quiet man, enjo; fun, but mu\Mu'g
enjoyment without much noise. He was
seated at the dinner table one day in the
spring of the year, eating steadily and not en-
gaged in any of the conversation which the
other members of the family were carrying
on. Buddenly, without any cause, he burst
into a fit of laughter so extremely different
from his acoustomed laugh that all were at-
tracted by it at once. When asked what was
the reason for this sudden outburst he made
no reply, but continued bis merriment. Some
of the boys thought he had the hysteries and
pounded bim on the back, but it did no good.
After a few moments he made motions for
pencil and paper and wrote that he was unable
to eontrol his risibles and asked them to send
for a doctor.

The rural physician came, but could give

no remedy that stopped the laughter. Peal
after peal of whas sounded like the heartiest
kind of fun came from bim, and nothing

would avail to prevent is. The doctor ally
came to the conelusipn that he was the vio-

tim of a nervous attack, and, leaving a ner-

vine, departed. The father continued langh-

ing until about sundown, when he suddenly
stopped and fell on the floor completely pros-

trated. He soon grew better, however, ate &

hearty supper and spent the evening much

as usual. WNo signs of a return of the odd

trouble appearing, he went to bed and was

soon fast asleep. Along abous two o'clook

| manifested themselves as on the afternoon
previous. He kept it up until 7 o'clock,
laughing lond and strong. At 7 o'clock the
noise suddenly ceased and did not return again
until dinver time. Thus it continued, recar-
ring each day shortly after noon -and in the
night about 2 o'clock, and has ever since. As
the weeks passed he grew so accustomed to
the disease that he was caused very little in-
convenienoe by it.

For eighteen months the father was the
only one of the household afflioted with the
malady, when Susie, the youngest child, sud-
denly burst into a similar fis during one of
her father’s attacks. From that time on she
laughed at about the same hours her father
does. One by one the remaining members
fell victims to the strange complaint, until
three years ago there was but one left free,
and that was Charles, the oldest son. His
long exemption led him to believe he would
escape the contagion. But he was mistaken,
and it is said he had his first attack while
petitioning for the hand of a Harrisburg dam-
sel, Bo frightened was the lady at the queer
behavior of her suitor that she ran from the
room, and it was weeks before the proper ex-
planations could induce ber $o sce him agajn.
She is now one of the family here and, escap-
ing the malady, never minds the hideous
chorus of laughter which twice a day resounds
through the house or grounds. It is regarded
a8 rather strange that none of the neighbors
have caught the infection, but such is the
case although many of them mingle constantly
with the family.

Everything possible has been done to alle-

viate or remove the malady, but without per-
coptible effect. People within a radius of a
few miles are 8o accustomed to the thing that
they do not mind it or mention it. People
passing the houee, especially in the summer-
time, have been filled with curiosity by what
they saw aud heard, and bave carried accounts
to distant places. These reports are very
vague, for the passers-by have had no definite
iden of the matter. They only know that it
lo k. d remarkably strange to see a father and
his sons out in a field ploughing and sowing
many rods apart, yet each one laughing as
though he bad heard the best joke in the
world.
The years of incessant laughter have told
somewhat on the faces of the family, tut not
80 a8 to be very noticeable. There are scores
of lines under the eyes and above the cheeks,
oaused by the drawing up of the skin. Then
their mouths have become wider and they
keep them olosed with difficulty, The
most. marked result of the disease,
however, is in the voice. The entire family
talk in the same tone, resembling as nearly
as anything the voice of an alto singer.
Males and females have the same infleotion
and intonation. Most of them have more or
lees trouble with their eyes, several having
become very near-sighted. The pupils have
contracted and the entire eyeball is dimin-
ished in size. This is acccunted for by the
contraction of the eyes while laugbing and
the effort required in working or reading
while undergoing an attack. Very little
physical annoyance 18 caused the laughers.
They read and write, sleep and work without
any trouble. The only thing ti{ey seem un-
able to do, while attacked, is to eat. Several
grandchildren have been born, and in all but
one instance they were taken, soon after
birth with stated attacks at the same hours
as their parents. Of course they do not
Inugh as the older ones do, but they crow and
express all signs of baby gleo twice a day and
never cry while in that state.
