The appropriation for war pur­
poses will probably be $50,000,000, 
altho’ it may be as high as $75,000

supplies, to amend the criminal 
code so as to cover more specifi­
cally acts of disloyal character, and 
to amend the Bank Act in regard to 
emergency note issues and in re­
gard to gold payments.

The session is likely to last a 
fortnight.

ment. “Leave breaking” is generally 

- the most frequent offence, and though 
on the surface of things this appears 
a wilful offence, in hundreds of cases 
it is simply the result of a lost train 
or boat, and a man’s character lost 
causes him the greatest difficulty to 
regain. For other offences he may 
be made to take his meals apart, or, 
most ludicrous punishment of all, he 
is made to stand facing the paintw’ork 
from 8 p.m. to 10 p.m., like a naughty 
small boy. Often this humiliating 
and absurd punishment has the very 
opposite effect from that intended.

But let us not run away with the 
idea that even if a married man with 
a family has to do the ridiculous 
“stand-in-th-corner” sort of punish­
ment, the same as his wife metes out 
to his smallest son, and grinds his 
teeth and growls as he watches the 
flies on the paintwork, that he is for 
an instant disloyal. He is ready and 
willing to do all in his power to serve 
his king and country, and help to 
bring honor to the huge steel citadel 
upon which he is called to serve.
