He was alone and was w alking
according to his own peculiar fash-
ion with his head down. Witness
said, “Hello Major,” but the deceasel
did not answer, exeept to turn aroun-
a few seconds later and smile, He did
not appear to be the worse of liguor.

Coroner. Ashton.

Coroner Dr, Ashton  pointed out
that none of the man’s limbs.  were
broken, this being in his ‘opimion a
peculiarity in an accident of this kind.
In addition to the injury to the man's
head. there was also severe mjun He)
the shoulder, evidently caused by a
blow. The coroner beliéved that the
injuries . pointed to accident . havinz
occurred while Creedy was lying with
his head on.the rail, rather ‘than
when he was standing in a walking
position. The blow on the head, he
thnu" ht, was a glancing one while the
injury to the shoulder may- have been
caused by the hody being struck by
some outlying portion of the train.
