“The Daily Mail’”” in a late special
edition publishes a short obituary in
which it says:

“Emperor TFrancis Joseph ~had
peen politically defunct for two
years.

“If he had disappeared from the
scene three years sooner, the world
would have forgotten his calculaf,inﬁ.

all the years of his reign without re-
flecting that these misfortunes were
all deserved.

London, Nov. 21.—Before the Prus-
sian diet yesterday, Count Friedrich
Von Loebell, gainister of the interior,
said no part of Prussian Poland would
be incorporated in the new kingdom
of Poland,, Réuter’s Amsterdam cor-
respondent cables. The Polish gques-
tion ‘was debated by the diet and
Count Von Laebell, the correspondent
says, made the following declaration:

“The government takes its part of
the responsibility for this step of
world historical impdrtance in the con-
fident ‘expectation it will be to the'ad-
vantage of the German Empire, by
closely connecting the Polish state
with ‘the German Empire and with
Austro-Hungarian monarchy. We
hope the German Emplre s safety will
forever be secured against the cast.
It is unnecessary to say that every
inch of ground in the eastern frontier
districts of Prussia is sacred and in-
alienable. No Prussian can think
otherwise, The government con-
fidently expects that Prussian Poles,
without prejudice to the Polish nation-
al feeling will live more and more up
to their duties as Prussian citizens.”

‘The minister promised for the per-
iod after the war reofganization of
laws concerning Prussian Poles and
said future decisions of the govern-
men would be guided by good will
toward the Polish population.

THE SITUATION.

The seriousness of the advanee of
Falkenhayn's army against the Rou-
manians’ has been still further em-
phasized by the taking of Craiova,
the capital of Western Wallachia, a
place of some 50,000 inhabitants. An
added feature.of menace is that the
Teutons have also in their hands the
main line of railway which leads to
Bucharest, the Roumanian capital,
120 miles distant from the point of
‘their ‘present advance. The main
trouble with King Ferdinand's troops
is that they are short on heavy guns
and other war material capable ‘of
meeting ‘the splendid enemy equip-
mrent in these respects. The present
outlook for them is still such as tc
cause grave coneern,

The Serbs continue to supply an
offset by the ‘continuance of their
vietorous march in Macedonia. In
iwo engagements they decisively de-
feated the Bulgar-German forces, re-
cording the capturs of nine more vill-
ages, together with the taking of
many prisoners and much booty. The
foe abandoned all stores and it is 7e-
corded ‘that their retreat was in the
nature of a disorderly rout.

There ‘have ‘been mno develop-
ment of importance . on the Somme
front. However, it is stated that all
the indications show that Haig is
making his preparations for a fresh
push,

THE LATE EMPEROR OF AUS-
TRIA.

In‘the modern sense, it brings the
mind back to remote times, to Te-
cord the passing of a man who as-
cended a throne sixty-eight years
ago. When he assumed power, the
late Queen Victoria was in her 29th
year, the Crimean war was six
years away, nineteen years had ‘still
to ‘elapse in Canada before the con-
summation of Confederation, and
the father of the present Kaiser
‘was ten years from his installation
as Emperor.

He was a born despot, a fact
which perhaps 'was necessary in
view of the diverse, and in many in-
stances, not too friemdly peoples
constituting his kingdom. He was a
man of loose morals, and the ~do-
mestic ‘tragedies ‘through which he
passed were without parallel. It is
on record ‘that ‘he 'mever ’‘stinted
himself with regard to the duties of
state, and all his life he was a hard
worker. There is Teason to believe
that he only too willingly allowed
bimself to become fthe tool of the
Prussian ‘war ‘party, and now he has
passed out ‘with his dual monarchy
in the throes of a struggle which
almost certainly will lead to a cer-
tain amount of dismemberment. Al-
together he constituted a striking
but not an emulative figure.

His demise will, of course, mnot
have the slightest effect with re-
gard to the progress of hostilities.
Neither would ‘that ‘of -any other one
man, for the nations concerned are
in the struggle to the close, no mat-
ter what individual comes or goes.

THE LENGTH OF THE WAR.

The Courier came in for some
criticism ‘about six months ago when
it ventured the opinion that from
all appearances the war would last
for at least another two years. Such
an estimate it will now be generally
felt was under rather than over the
mark. The truth might just as
weéll be faced that Germany does not
show any lessening of power either
in men or war materials. Her popu-
lation, by natural increase, gives
her some 600,000 youths to be added
to ‘the colors each year and she is
now supplementing Ler forces: by
the enslavement of thé Belgians,
who will be put at work in order to
allow other Germans to 'take a place
in the fiald. In the matter of prov-
jsions also, the Fatherland does not
appear to face any threatened
stringency. It is true that regula-
tive restrictions have been introdu-
ced, but anything in the nature of
starvation does not yet appear even
upon the remote horizon. It must be
remembered also that with diaboli-
cal cunning, the Huns have thus far
geen to it that all the physical devas-
tations of war have staken place in
other countries than their own. Bel-

: Sketch of His Reign.

It is ‘doubtful if in all history
there !\as been -an active authentica-
ted reign longer than that closed by}
the death of Francis Joseph. '

At nineteen years of age he -
cem}ed the throne of Austg;-ia, up?n
abdication of his uncle, Ferdinand I,
Dec. 2, 1848, his death to-day end-
ing an -active reign of 68 years, all
but the first twenty which he was
also Apostolic King of ‘Hungary, o

In recorded history there certainly |
has been no reign equal in period
of time of that of ‘the Hapsburg,
whieh ‘closed tosday. Louis XIV, of
France was nominally king for 72
years. He detually occupied the
throne for little more than half a
century. A ecloser rival, and the
only one of modern times, wa3s
Queen Victoria, who reigned for 64
years.

Francis Joseph’s reign was as
eventful as it was long. From his
Imperial vantage point, he saw the
French monarchy go down, the sec-
ond empire rise and ecrumble, . the
commune flare briefly, and the Re-
public of to-day rise on-its ashes; he
saw the black pinions of the Prussian

German Empire later to tower
threateningly over Austria itself; he
saw the papacy shorn of its terrvitor-
jal demesne. while a ' ‘bickering
family of petty principalities was
welded into united Ttdly; he saw

powers, lose the last of her depend-
eneies ih two oc¢eans; he' saw Japan
opened to western eivilization, and
later defeat the Colossus of two con-
tifents; "he "saw "the  most’ dbdoltite
despotisms: Russia, Turkey, and
Persia—concede representation to
the people; he saw at a distance the
United States cement its federation
with the blood of a great internecine
war, and -he saw his own brother de-
posed from the Mexican throne and
shot.

In his own ecountry he faced -inter-
nal dissensions and external aggres-
sions from the moment he came to
the throne. By the war 'of 1859 ‘with
France ‘and Sardinia, he was forced
to cede Lombardy to Italy; by force
of arms and treaty he lost the Duchy
of Holstein to Prussia and Venice to
Italy, -and by ‘the .revolt of Kossuth,
the Hungarian patriot, he barely es-
eaped. having his dual empire cut in
two. . i .
'Of'tle tragedies which marked his
reign, ‘and ‘they 'were any, there
was none ‘which struek so deeply ‘at
him as the strange and still'upsolved
death of his son, which has popular-
ly been attributed to suicide as a
eonsequence of a ‘dark’and secret in-
trigue, ‘and the assassination ‘of his
Empress. His marriage to Princess
Elizabeth of Bavaria, was a love
match to which he had difficulty in
obtaining the consent of his mother.
The union, however, did not turn
out happily, and after their son and
heir to the throne was found dead
in his hunting lodge the Emperor
and Empress gradually drifted apart.
Her death at the hand of an assassin
was the final blow struck by fate at
the Emperor’s domestic gircle until
the murder of the Grand Duke, who
had been acclaimed his heir gave
occasion for the present war.
Francis Joseph, ‘a stranger to 2
large portion of his dominions and
regarded as a foreigner in Hungary,
was exceedingly popular in the army.
As a soldier he never achieved 'dis-
tinction, but that fact did mnot effect
the regard entertained for him in his
capital. 3

Like many of his predecessors,

less worker and ‘permitted himeel!
few recreations. In addition to his
reputation for industry, he possessed

the Austrian .people, who credited
him with having at heart the best
interests of his Empire.

The circumstances surrounding
the assassination of the heir to his
throne fromn which the war now pre-
vailing arose are well known. It is
generally understood, too, that
Francis Joseph was determined on
war against Serbia in revenge for his
Kkinsman’s murder and requgred little
encouragement from _the German
Kaiser to persist in his resolution,
despite the protests of the othg‘:
great European powers. Frangis
:Toseph gave the signal for the con-
flagration now raging in the old
Wworld and when the German troops
entered France through Belgium he
sealed his alliance with the invaders
by approving their action.

Scene of Success and Fail-
ure In Past.

London, Nov. 22.—(New York
Times cable)—A despatch to the
Daily Chronicle from Athens, No-
vember 20, says: ;

The great victory at Monastir al-
reéady has had far-reaching results.
The enemy is in disorderly retreat
along the whole left front, abandon-
ing dead and wounded and enor-
mous quantity of material, and the
still advancing Serbs are emphasiz-
ing the thorough nature of theit
triumph.

All reports agree that the ene-
my’s losses must be enormous. For
example, two regiments gsent to re-
inforce the troops defending Hill
1212, were in two hours slaughter-
ed to a man.
