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MAN AND WOMAN POWER
IN CANADA.

(Christian Sclence Monltor.)

By the compilation of a National
Register, in June of this year, Canada
virtually took a census of all the avall.
able man and woman power in the
Dominion for the purposes of winning
the war. The step Is one of the most
significant and far-reaching which
Canada had taken In its war-time his-
tory, In that registration gvery per-
son in Canada, man or woman, of
sixteen years of age or over, Was
obliged to answer a series of questions
relative to his or her usefuiness for
national eervice at the present time.
The returns show that about 5,000,000
people presented themselves for regls
tration and answered the necessary
questions. Thus Canada holds, to-day,
a national inventory of the human
resources of the country, and it is con-
tidently predicted that the labor dif-
culties on the farms and in industry
wifl now be made easier of solution,
with the information available through
the National Regiscter,

The figures themselves, indeed, jus-
tify the conclusion that the Govern-
ment can supply all the farm labor
neceseary for Canada's war needs, can
mobilize labor for any kind of war
production and, if need be, systemati-
cally ration the peoplg. But, thanks
to the greater production of both food-
stuffs and ships which the past year
has happily witnessed, there is not
the slightest prospect of a ratloning

What
there is a likelihood of now is that,
through the existence of the Cagadian
Natioual Register, employers of labor
will be, and doubtless are, getting into
touch with the Government at Ottawa
in order to explain thelr needs. Those
persons who desire to engage in war
work will bé able to find the right
employment, whilst the Government,
by an organized system of redistriba.
tion, will be able to bring about the
highest percentage of economic effl-
clency.

Jn the National Register, as in the
similar register of men and women
which Great Britain prepared eome
time ago, Canada possesses an in-
trument, for the purpose of winning

e war, of tremendous potential
value. The question naturally forges
{tself to the front: How will the Gov-
ernmert avail itseif of the grest op-
portunity? Canada stands before the
world, to-day, a democracy in which
every man and woman may be placed
under ordegre. if called upon, in accord-
ance with the true democratic ideal.
The right use of the register, or rather
the fullest use of it, to the end that
some of the industrial difficulties with
which Canada has been faced may be
removed or ameliorated, is something
which the Canadian people will natu-
rally expect from the Government.
Now the military and industrial prob-
lems which have been before Canada
since 1914 are simple and clearly de-
fined. The Dominion has had to sup
ply the necessary man-puwer to reln
force the fighting men at the front.

¢are to distribute the salt as uniformly
as possible, using one pound of salt
to 40 pounds of cabbage. Sprinkle a
little salt in the contalner and put in
a layer of three or four {inches of
shredded cabbage. Pack down witha
wooden utensil like a potato masher.
Repeat with galt, cabbage and pack-
ing until the container is full or the
shredded cabbage is all used. Press
the cabbage down as tightly as pos-
sible and apply a cloth and then a
glazed plate over a board cover Which
will go inside the holder. On top of
this cover place stones or weights of

somne- kind, which will serve to force
the brine above the cover.
Allow fermentation to proceed for

ten days, or two weeks, if the room Is
warm. In a cellar or other cool place
from three to five weeks may be re-
quired. Skim off the film which forme
when fermentation starts and repeat
this dally if necessary to keep it from
becoming scum. When gas bubbles
cease to arise, if the container ie tap-
ped, the fermentation is complete, If
there is scum it should be removed
As a final step pour melted paraffin

over the brine until it forms a layer
from one quarter to half an
thick
scum. This is only necessary if the
kraut is going to be kept for a long
time.

This Canadian Has Ugly Name But

Beautiful Song.

The apple-blooms 1n the solitary
apple tree in the backyard, the only
survivor of ravage of the San
scale, been scattered by
winds, In their place is an as-
semblage of little green buttons,
which it is hoped will one day de-
velop into pippins.

From the uppermost

the neighbors have been furnished,
morning after morning, with a musi-
cal medley, the delight of all who
bear it,

Poets on this side of the Atlantic
bave indulged in raptures over the
song of the nightingale, which they
have never heard but have taken
second-band from European rhy-
mers. Deaf are they to the wonder-
ful vocalist singing in the apple tree
to whom, native Canadian thai he is,
has been accorded no sounding title,
He is called—one may blush to write

ft-—the catbird.

This name has been. given, it is
sald, because of one of its cries,
which resembles the mew of a cat,

and this mew of the cat is the least
of this bird's accomplishments, His
mus cal matinee from the top of the
apple tree lasts a full half hour each
morning, and what a variety, with
no number repeated!

We all of us feel the need for spir
ftual food In some degree, and recog-
nize that In the eervices of the church
we have At least an opportunity of
finding what we require to satisfy
our better selves.

The greatest ideal that we can put
before us is the great spiritual good
for the greatest number. If all our
Churches would agree to take that ae
their motto and would sink their
lfttle differences until the whole world

learnt the simple A B C of Chris-
tianity, we ehould &oon be within
measurablé  distance of that ideal

which 13 best éxpressed in the phrase
“the world for Christ"

We may di‘fer in our methods of
attempting to arrive at the success
of that ohjective, but if we are Chris
tians first and eectarians afterwards
we shall stand a better chance of
realising our hopes than if we confine
our ideals to the success of our own
particular  branch of the Christian
faith.

The ideal Church to which we as-
pire will be one that combines all
the best points of all the bellefs that
prevall among the Christians of to-
day, and we shall find such a Church
arising in due time that will success
fully weld into a single credal confes
sion the aspirations of all true Chrie-
tians, without losing anything of value
or essentiality.

We have undoubtedly to thank the
experiences of the men who have been
fighting for us for the constantly
widening expressions of the new [deal

that has made itself felt both with
them and, through them, with ue at
home

Face to face on the battlefield with
the realities of life and death, and
with their experienees daily deepened
and enlarged, they have come to an
appreciation of the ultimate thinge
that they never felt in the easier days
of thelr civilian life. They have come
to a sense of spiritual values and
Ideals that they never would have ob-
tained otherwise.

They may not quite In accoisl-
ance with our al teachers, for
the average soldier's conception of
religion has little to do with creed
and even less with sectarianism. They
are interested in God, and whether He
answers prayer; and in the relation
between Him and the great consider-
ation of righteousness for which the
Allies stand. They do not pay much
attention to what we might ca!l the
“shop” side of the Churches: They
want a religion that appeals direct-

their faith An  American writ-
er, who has been examining in-
to the religlous side of the
lite of our brethren from over
the seas, as it came under his notice
in the camps in France, thus puts
the American soldlers’ ideal: Three
worce characterise the religion of the
American soldler—simplicity, brother
hood, and service. Falth |s stripped to
the buff in the trenches. Nobody cares
for any elaborate expression of be
lief

These three expressions aptly sym-
bollee the new religious ideal that is

struggling for recognition among
Christians of all communions—gimp-
licity. brotherhood, service. In them

we can find the whole of this Christ-
like life. The simple doctrine of the
Gospel as taught by our Lord is the
base of all religion, and the brother-
hood of mankind {s accepted almost
everywhere, while the lesson of mut-
ual eervice is one that has been con-
stantly taught from the earliest days
“Do ye unto others as ye would that
they should do usto vou.”

The laws of Carist are plainly en-
ough set out for all to read in the new
Testament, and the loving ubedlence
which He demands should nake the
following of them a matter of wvory
day purpose, Obedience should be easy
when once the principle of the law
has been grasped. When the Church-
©s &5 a whole realize that God's pur-
pose includes the salvation of the
whole world, and docs not insist that
that the man who belongs to one
sect should refuse to recognise those
of other eects as brethren, the firet
great step In the formation of the
ideal Church of the furture will have
been taken, and Christianity will proye
itself to be above and beyond all .!:n-
itations of mean's minds. Provided, ot
course, that the foundation be firmly
fixed on faith (n Christ as the Re-
deemer of all men, and on His aton-
ing work.
