The President’s Yacht.

Washirigton, July 10:-The United
States slip Mayflower, which has
been made perhaps “the handsomest
vacht in the world, for the use of
the president, has had about $100,-
100 expended on her.

The navy department says the ves-
sel is-to be used only temporarily by
the president. - He will probably sail
on her to the West Indies to observe
the evolutions of the consolisaied
squadrons under Admiral Dewey.

The Mayflower was pladed in com-
mission a few days ago at the New
York navy yard. She is of steel, of
2,700 tons - displacement and seven-
teen knots speed. -She was built in
1896 by J. and @. Thompson, of
Seotland, for the Ogdeén Goelet
estate.

Early in 1898, when the war was
imminent with Spain, the*vessel was
purchased by the government, and
was one' of the first used as an aux-
iliary cruiser.

After the war the Mayflower re-
turned to the navy yard, New York,
and after mingr. overhauling, per-
formed miscellanieons duty until late
in '99, when the work was begun to
convert her  for the usé of the gov-
ernor of Porto Rico.

When first overhauled the beautl!ul
interior fittings, such as bath tubs
of solid marble; silk tapestry panel-
ling, decorations and carvings were
left undisturbed, except where re-
quired to be torn out to provide crew
accommodations.
