British North America How Woodsmen Put Up Six Cords of 
Wood In Four Hours.

Sup­
plies of eggs were better and a re­
duction of" 5c was the result. Farm­
ers* got from 30 to 35c. A good many 
of them disposed of their stock at 30c 
towards the end of the day. Butter 
was also easier. While the range was 
from 30c to 33c, a good deal went at 
30c before the close of the market.

Poultry, on the other hand, were 
decidedly firm in tone. They were 
scarce and sellers were well cleaned 
out early in. the day. Chickens went 
at 23c to 25c per pound, geese at 18c 
to 20c and boiling fowl at 18c. Ducks 
were quoted at 25c, though none were 
offering. A steady demand existed.

Potatoes were weak, prom 95c to 
$1.10 was given for them. Apples 
were about the same. Vegetables were; 
in fair demand. More dressed beef 
was offered than usual. Hindquarters 
went at 10 i-2c and forequarters at 
7 i-2c per pound. Receipts of loose 
hay were small. About 10 loads came 
in and sold at $15 to $16 per ton. 
There was not enough to supply the 
call. Three hundred bushels of wheat 
and 800 bushels of barley changed 
hands, the barley at 65c per bushel 
and the wheat at 95c to 97c per bush.

Another slump occurred at the local 
market for loose hay No. 1 changed 
hands at from $14 to $15 per ton, 
which is a dollar less than the top 
price paid last week. There was no 
great demand.

One hundred bushels of wheat, two 
hundred bushels of oats and two hun­
dred of barley arrived. They changed 
hands at unaltered rates.

There is no loafing where Sir 
Thomas is. The quick, electric energy 
of the man magnetizes everyone. He 
talks raipidly and works rapidly, and 
the curious thing is that everybody 
who comes in contact with him feels 
impelled to do the same. Staid offi­
cials will answçr his summons at a 
run; stenographers, when they hear 
his “buzzer,” will jump as though a 
brad-awl had been stuck in them.

He believes in the gospel of work— 
and his own sons, like himself, have 
had to go through the mill. He has 
done What he could for them, not by 
endowing them, as he easily might 
have done with an independent for­
tune each, but in giving a sound drill­
ing in useful work, and then setting 
them out in life to make their way 
for themselves.

Never was a happier family than 
Sir Thomas and Lady Shaughnessy 
and their boys and girls.

; n Is surprising how punctilious 
home authors have been with respect 
even to the smallest detail of their 
menuscripts. Dickens was a perfect 
terror and would make enough fuss 

lover an error of punctuation to drive 
a poor "comp." out of his wits.

Tennyson, too, was most particular 
(that not a comma should be omitted 
lor misplaced, whilst his revisions 
! were never finished. Perhaps the 
greatest terror of the compositor was 
Thomas Carlyle, for he would cover 
every square inch of vacant space 
both in the margin and between the 
lines with minute additions and 
emendations—and not once, but a 
dozen times.

Victor Hugo was equally difficult 
to please and satisfy. Of one of his 
famous works he made the printers 
isupply no fewer than eleven succes­
sive revised proofs, and the last half 

’dozen were furnished in order to make 
quite sura that the commas were in 
their right places.
> But perhaps Thomas Campbell, the 
fïamous poet who wrote suoh stirring 
{masterpieces as “Hohenlinden," “The 
Wattle of the Baltic," and “Ye Mari­
niers of England," takes the cake in 
'this respect. He was fastidious to 
ja degree, which fact probably accounts 
itfor the* small quantity and perfect 
[quality of his literary output. It is 
maid that he once walked six miles to 
[his printers, end Six miles back, in 
[order to have a comma changed into 
Ip. semicolon !
fc But an equally careful and fastidi- 
jous literary workman owed a great im- 
ipiwement in the opening line of his 
Linos ^famous poem to a printer. This 
iwaa Thomas Gray, whose “Elegy 
! Written in a Country Churchyard” is 
Iprobably the best known poem in the 
[ English language.
! Its first line reads :
[The curfew tolls the knell of parting 
i day ;
but when Gray sent it to the press his 
manuscript read:
The curfew tolls, the knell of parting 

day.
The thoughtful compositor did not 
understand the word “tolls” as an 
intransitive verb, so dropped the com­
ma, thinking the poet had put it in 
by mistake, and when Gray read the 
line his sensitive ear at once caught 
its new, sustained melody, and he 
adopted the compositor’s correction.

Probably the most fastidious living 
writer is the poet William Watson. 
I lis work bears the impress of extreme 
care, and, like Tennyson, his revision 
sjems never to be done.

SYNOPSIS OF CANADIAN 
NORTHWEST LAND 

REGULATIONS.
ANY person who is the aoie head 

of a family, or any male over 18 
years old, may nomest -d a quarter 
section of avauaote dominion land in 
Manitoba. Sasxatcuewan or Alberta. 
The applicant must appear in person 
at the Dominion Land Agency or 
Sub-Agency for the District. Entry 
by proxy may be made at any agency 
on certain conditions, by father, 
mother, son, daughte-, brother or 
sister of intending homesteader.

Duties—Six months’ residence up­
on and cultivafon of the land in each 
of three years. A homesteader may 
live within nine miles of his home­
stead on a farm of at least 80 acres, 
solely owned and occupied by him by 
by his father, mother, son, daughter 
brother or sister.

In certain districts a homesteader 
in good standing may pre-empt * a 
quarter-section alongside his home­
stead. Price $3.00 per acre. Duties 
— Must reside upon the homestead 
or pre-emption six months in each of 
six years from date oi homestead 
entry (including the time required to 
earn homestead patent), and culti­
vate 50 acres extra.

A homesteader who has exhausted 
his homestead right, and cannot ob­
tain a pre-emption may enter for a 
purchased homestead in certain dis­
tricts, price $3.0C per acre. Duties— 
Must reside six months in each of 
"three years cultivtLe fifty acres and 
erect a house worth $300.00.

♦isV»Of all the people I meet on the road 
there are none who interest me so 
much as the veterans and old stagers. 
Even as a lad, when I first came on 
the "toe-be" (road) I always found 
my greatest pleasure in the company 
of such men, says Harry Payne in 
London Ideas.

A thing wiych has always amazed . 
me in connection with these old vet­
erans is their wonderful hardihood. 
Twenty, thirty, and even forty years 
of life on the road have not under­
mined their constitution, or rendered 
them incapable of competing with the 
younger men on the road. I remem­
ber meeting an old stager some years 
ago while “on tramp” ib the north, of 
Scotland, at a place called Servie, be- ■ 
tween Montrose and Stonehaven, en 
the the north coast. Whilst tramping 
along the dust-laden road the old man 
confided to me something of his life I 
story.

He was bom on the road, of tramp 
parents, and had lived on, the road 
all his life.
years of age, and he looked as hardy ! 
and as fit as a man of half his years.
In the course of his seventy years 
of life he had been in turn acrobat in I 
a traveling circus, racing “spiv” (tip­
ster), tinker, wireworker, fern gather- I 
er, watercress gatherer, "tub thump­
er” (cooper), “tatter” (rag gatherer), 
odd man on the land, “mush-faker” j 
(Umbrella mender), and many more I 
things besides.

During the last fifteen years of his 
life he had practically lived in the I 
open air. His bundle contained his 
“skippering tackle,” or, in other 
words, his equipment for "dossing” 
out. This consisted of several old horse I 
rugs, a couple of long sacks, a small 
pillow stuffed with straw, and several I 
pots and pans. Th* old man’s knowl- I 
edge of Scotland was both “extensive I 
and peculiar.” He had tramped it by | ' 
day and by night, summer and winter 
for nearly a quarter of a century, 
and, as we say on the "toe-be," he 
knew every house for miles which 
was “good for a cold potatoe."

Like all old stagers he vehemently 
deplored the passing of the “good, old 
times." "The country and the people 
ain’t a little bit like what they used 
to be,” he said to me in plaintive 
tones, as we trudged along the broad, 
white highway in the golden sunshine 
of that glorious summer afternoon.
“The present generation have no 
hearts,” he continued. "When I was 
a youngster a man on the road could 11 
get a feed and a night’s shelter at I 
almost every house in this country- 11 
side. People used to think it shame 11 
in anyone who turned a poor man 11 
away from their door hungry and 11 
empty-handed. But those times are 11 
past and gone!" And the old 
heaved a sigh. A couple of years ago, 
while tramping in-4he north of Eng­
land, I made the acquaintance of an­
other old veteran. I fell in with him 
at a “kip” ( lodging-house) in Halt- 
whistle, in Northumberland, and we 
became quite “chummy," and were 
in the habit of wiling away the long 
winter evenings with a few games of 
dominoes. “Old Durham," as he was 
called, was seventy-fqur years of age, 
and had been forty years on the road.
Prior to that he bad been in the 
army, though 5 a what branch of the 
service I cannot say. No matter where 
he was staying in Northumberland, 
Durham, or Cumberland (to which 
three counties his wanderings were 
confined) he would rise at 4 a.m., 
summer and winter, and after a wash 
ard a cup of tea, start off on the road.
He had a lamp for lighting him on 
his way during the dark mornings and 
nights of winter.

He was a survival of the olden time 
pedlar, and always carried a pack 
well stocked with laoe, ribbons, and 
the sort of gimoracks which are dear 
to tiie heart of the country maid. 
During the summer time "Old Dur­
ham” used to ' live entirely out of 
doors, and for this purpose would al­
ways carry his “skippering tackle.”
I have heard this grizzled 
declare over and over again that he 
would not die in a bed.

Another old vetrean whom I can re­
call was, in tramps’ parlance, a “spike 
ranger,” that is, a regular habitue of 
casual wards, or “spikes." -Fifty 
years he had been on the “toe-be,” and 
more than half that time he had 
«pent in the "spikes” of England and 
Wales. At seventy years of age he 
could break his ten to fifteen hundred­
weight of stones, or pick his four 
pounds of oakum with the beet among 
nis fellows. How this man contrived 
to preserve his iron constitution 
retain his cheerful optimism while 
leading his worst of all existences is 
more than I can say. But retain them 
be did, down to the time he died, in a 
casual ward in South Wales.

Another hardy old veteran of my 
Acquaintance is still oe the road and 
doing his six “stages" a week. We 
will call him “Old Cough-drop,” a 
nickname which owes its origin to the 
peculiar nature of his calling. He is 
a tipster, and during the flat racing 
season sells “tips" at a penny a time.
The “tips" are enclosed in envelopes, 
and each envelope contains about 
half-a-dozen cough lozenges, of the 
sort you can get at four ounces a pen­
ny. “I don’t sell the tip,' gents ; I give 
you that in free, gratis, and for no­
thing, along with thé cough lozenges, 
which I’ll guarantee to cure in two 
days the worst cold or cough that ever 
threatened a man with six feet of land­
ed estate I" Thus the wiry old man 
in the “horsey" suit, who, in spite of 
his sixty-eight years, is still “padding 
the hoof” on the dear old "toe-be."
