APPEALING FOR ASSISTANCE

,
Succeeding Bad Crops, the Result of
Severe Drought, Bring the Farmers
to the Verge of Starvation—
Five Counties in a State
of Destitation,

NIOBRARA, Neb., Dec. 24.—The suffering
among the inhabi of the drought
blighted part of Nebraska including three
fourths of the residents of five counties is
becoming more intense daily and immedi-
ate steps alone can prevent many deaths by
starvation, Three years ago the farmers
of these drought bl'g ted counties raised a
very little crop and che past two years the
crops have been almost total failures.
Many families have not enough provisions
in their homes for one wook’s sustenance
and no money to purchase the necessities
of life.

Many of the merchants here feel that
they have aided these poor farmers to the
extent of their ability and are unable to
do any more for them or to sell them
goods on credit. The sufferers cannot
obtain employment and unless they re-
receive aid very soon it is the general
opinion that many will starve to death ; or
should the weather turn' very cold will
freeze, 2s it isa fact that many are bare-
footed and have scarcely sufficient cloth-
ing to cover themselves.

A mother and her two children were found
dead in their cabin this week. It is sup-
posed the mother had been confined to !
her bed by sickness, and she and her two
little ones starved to death. The stomachs
of the children were opened and not a
trace of food could be discovered.

There is not a stream of water in Per-
kins county nor a living spring. The soil
iif watered raises good crops; if not, it

bakes into a solid mass. The roads and
I much of the prairie resemble asphalt so
| hard packed and smooth are they. Well
diggers say that the soil is a solid mass 150
feet, down so hard that picks have to be
used to loosen it.

Death of Mr. Charles Rowsom.

Mr. Charles Rowsom died at his
home in Athens on Thursday last.
aged 39 years. %1

Most of our readers’ ‘are fawiliar
with Mr. Rowsom's long fight for life
against the fell disease that terminated
his earthly career. Of a sanguine
temperament and in the full flush of
vig-rous manhood, he was slow to ad-
mit, even to himself, that the disea-e
that was sapping his bodily strength
was of a serious nature, but at length
he was compelled to call in protessional
aid and his physicians correctly ding-
nosel his disease as being the growth
in the region of the spine of a cancer-
ous timor.  From the first the doc-
tors saw that there was bnt slight
chance for his recovery. The only
liope lay in the performance of an
operation, and to this the patient at
once consented to submit. At Brockville
General Hospital two attempts w.re
made unsuccessfully to remove the
growth.  Afte: the second operation
Mr. Rowsom rallied so far as to be
again able to walk alone and his
friends had strong hopes of his ulti
mate recovery.  But the progress of
the disease was only stayed for a little
while a-d 8 on reasserted itceif. A
trp to New York, where some of the
nest speciaiists on the continent  could
be consulted, was then determined
upou, and accompanied by hiy nurse
Mr. Rowsom went to that city.  Bug,
th re, too, he failed to find relief, and
returned, home with the convici n
forced upon his mind that he mus:
die.  For many weeks he had lain in
b d suffering greatly and dearh must
have come to him as a welcome gue-t.

Mr. Rowsome was widely known
thronghout these counties and was
universally respected.  In company
with Mr. Ransom, of Delta, dec ased
was #n extengive tuyer of live stock
for Montrea) mark.t. and hi< dea’ings
have always been of such a nature as
to gain for him the e-teem of those
with whom he did business.

The funeral took place on Saturday,
under Masonic auspices, service being
conducted in Chri t church by Rev.
Ww. Wrigrt. An immense con-
curse of people assembled and many
were upalle to gain admittance to the
church.

TRADE IN THE DOMINION.

A Fair Business Being Transacted—The
Past Year Reviewed,

NEW YORE, Dec. 20.—Bradstreet's to-day
says : Toronto jobbers say trade is very
quiet, and travellers from that city are not
hurrying their departure, although at
Montreal preparations are making in
several lines to send out travelers, At
Quebec City shoe manufacturers report
the trade brisk. At Halifax the volume of
busi is mod and wholesale trade
is dull. Collections throughout Nova
Scotin are slow. In Newfoundland the
business situation remains unchanged or
as previously described, somewhat chaotic.
Bank clearings at Winnipeg, Hamilton,
Toronto, and Halifax aggregate $15,412,000
this week against $21,171,000 last week and
$16,350,000 in the week last year.

Canadian business failures during 18%4.
as reported to Bradstreet’s, aggregate $1,-
851,781, against $1,543,000; total linbilities
amounting to $17,724,000 this year and
$14,762,000 last year, with customary ratios
of assets. There is a moderate increase in
the number of failures in the Province of
Quebee, with a sharp gain in volume of
liabilities. New Brunswick reports a
moderate increase in the number of fail-
ures, with nearly double the amount of
linbilities in 1898; and Nova Scotia, a
moderate decrease heavy decline in
volume. of liabilities, .".c like being true
with reference to Prince Edward Island
Jn Manitoba there is one less failure than
the year before, though with a slightly
increased volume of liabilities.

Failures in the Northwest Territory
dropped more than one-half this year and
linbilities still further. There is also a

maller number of failurves reported from

sritish Columbia, but liabilities have in-
1sed. Thore are 22 failures reported
n Newfoundland, against 15 the year
with liabilities of $6,250,000 this
