@ator Turner Says Award
: Was Just.

Washington, Nov, 9.—An important
fact in connection with the recent
deliberations of tbe Alaskan Doun-
 dary Tribunal appeared to-day.when
It became known that a stretch of
territory 140 miles in length, and of
ancertain width, is still in dispute,
and is likely to remain for some time.
The sigificance oi this was not ap-
preciated by the President or State
mwer’ until within the last two or
threc days, owing to an error in the
trarsmission of the summary of the

“triburat’'s award as cabled [rom
. Lordon. \

A c.ose reading of this summary
made it appear that the members of
the tribunal were unable to deter-
wine, on account of the lack of data,

thie exact courss the boundary shou.d
take along the short distance be-
; tweer: kate's Aeedie and Devil's 1’!:\\;
mountaii peaks beionging to he
mair range between bricash Co. umbia
a0 Alaska. Even th.s iact did. not
attract general attention. It nOW ap-
pears that the territory slill an-
owarded gtretches north and south
over the 1.0 mues between Kates
{ Nredie apd bevil's Paw.
Uncoveted acrritory.

As it happens, the'territory in ques-
tion is a region of the wiidest char-
acter. abroately destitute of vaul-
able resources, so far as known, and
covered by perpetual ice und SHOW.
Neither this Government nor Canada
cares much about this strip, but there
is a remote possibiiity that future
developments wili make it a cause
for regret that the question of sov-
ereignty over the whoe region was
rot settled. The part of the line in
guestion constiiutes nearly .a Jquar-
ter of the whoie boundary line be-
tween Alaska and the British posses-
slons. Devii's Paw is a jrommnent
mountai: peak, about seventy-thre:
miles goutheast of Skegaw. Kate's
Needle is a peak 140 miTes due south
ol Devil's Paw.

The members of the tribunal were
urable to determine precisely what
course the hne should take between
these monster peaks, for the charts
showing the interpational provision-
al survey of 1893 failed to give any
data as to the summit of the range
at irtermcdiate fpoints. At either
roints the survey man showed that ;
the work had been carefully done.
The grovisional survey was a badly
botched job. i
. They Want to Hold on.

The portion of the international
boundary left unsettled cannot be
fixed without further negotiations
between the Urited States and
Great DBritain, looking to the fram-
ing of a new treaty for this par-
ticular purpose, and, therefore, re-
quiring ratification by the United
States. It is believed that at least
one member of the British side of
the tribunal in London would have
been willing to settle the 140-mile
strip by drawing a straight line
between Kate's Needle and Devil's
Paw, but the American commis-
sloners were unwilling to do so0 in
the absence of reliable data, for
fear of giving away territory
which ought to be retained for tlle
United States.

Not a Compromise.

Former Senator George ‘Turner, of
Washington, one of the American
commissioners, arrived in Washing-
ton to-day, and went to the White
House to pay his respects to the
President. In regard to the London
award Senator Turner said: “It
was a just and an honorable ver-
dict, one that accorded with the
rights of ‘both countries. As to the
Portland Canal, that is a matter
commented on a great deal, and
not yet understood. I prefer not to
talk much upon the subjecl ‘because
of my position as a member of the
iribunal. However, you may quote
me thus far, the result attained on
the Portland Canal, particularly
that portion which divides the four
islande between the two countries,
has -been treated by the Canadian
press as if it were a compromise.
That view is not corract. The re-
sult was attained by strictly judi-
cial processes. When better under-
stood it will be seen to be well
founced in law.”

"4 ONE WIRE FOR BOTH.

A Telegaph and Telephone Experi-
ment on the C. P. 1.

Montreal, Nov. 9.—The despatching
of train: by telephone instead of
telegraph all sver the Canadian Paci-
tie syrtem is one of the possibilities
of the future, if the experiment at
present being tried by the company
proves successful. The experiment is
ut:lizing telegraph  wires for both
ieleuzr.phic anl te ephoil: rervices.
At proeseac the system is working be-
iween Moutrveal and Ottawa, thece
being oue ’phone in the Canadian
Pacific office in Ottawa, one in the
office of Superintendent Oborne, of
the eastern division, at the Windsor
street depot, and one at the office
of M. Kent, manager of the C. I. R.
Telegrapin Company. These instru-
ments wera iastalled two days ago,
an American patented device being
used to make the necessary coanec-
tions. ‘The tclephone instrument is
larger than those in general use, as
it holds &2 teiegraph instrument as
well. The wive used jor the connec-
tion with Ottawa is technically
knaown as No. 9 wire of the ordin-
ary kind, and runs from Montreal to
“Tronto.

EMIGRANTS FORCANADA

Government’s Efforts to Get
Farm Hands.

Ottawa, Nov. 9.—The <Canadian
Government has decided to renew for
ten years the four per cent. loan
of $2,850,000, which expired on the
first of November. This loan had
run for twenty years. The interest
will be three and a half per cent.
for the new decade. Nearly: all of
this doan iz held In Canada.

There has been an hmmigration in-
to Canada, of 121,115 souls during
the last ten months, up to the end
of October. Of these 47,541 were
from the Old Country; 89,046 from
the States and 34,628 from vari-
ous countries of Europe. In October
alone the movement of.gettlers into
Canada numbered 7,392. The depart-
ment is laying out, however, for even
a more vigorous canvas next season
in the British lales, and getting out
special literature to aasist In a new
work in France and Belgium, whence
it is expected to draw a consider-
able fmimber of the most desirable:
class for farm work in Canada.

At the dairy conference in progress
hiere.

IN THE FAR NORTH.

Mounted Police Establish a Post to
1o Watch U. S. Whalers.

Ottawa, Nov. '9.—A report has
teen received from' Superintendent
Constantine, who took a party of
Mounnted Police down the Mackenzie
River, and has established a police
post at Fort MacPherson, in the
delta of the Mackenzie, on the Arciic
Sea. This is the most northerly white
settlement within the Briiish Em-
pire, and will be rather a lonely life
for the sergeant and four consta-
bles who have been left there. Good
shacks have been erected for them,
and everything done to make them
comfortable. The primary object in
establishing the post at this point
is to assert Canadian authority n
the Mackenzie delta, to prevent law-
lessness and the debauching of Es-
kimo and tndians by American whal-
ers.

For many years United States
whalerg have been frequenting the
Arctic seas, and have made Canadian
territory, namely, Herschell Island,
their winter quarters. On the news
being Teceived by them that the
police were coming they have moved
some 300 miles further east, in the
direction ‘ot Cape Bathurst. It is
felt that eventually the Canadian
Government will have to place a gun-
boat on those waters, if faw and
order are not to be maintained.

Trade in Canada ?

Pointed Out That It Likely
Will Not.

Toronto, Nov, 9.—The Globe says
that the fears that a period of fin-
ancial depression, from whatever

cause, is approaching in the United -

States, have turned the tlioughts of
many Canadians to the possible ef-
fect of such a misfortune on Cana-
dian industrial, commercial and fin-
ancial conditions. ' The Globe has
collected the opinions of many busi-
ness men in industrial centres in Can-
ada oa this point. All unite in admit-
ting the great amount of business
being done at present, and the large
number of orders to be filled. Many
are extending their plants, and the
only complaiut Is the searcity ol
labor to carry on their recessary
operations. T.ere is nothing in our
owa country to indicate any misfor-
tune, and the building of the new
trans-continental railway and the
continued rapid deve.opment of the
Northwest are pdinted to as factors
that will make 1or good times for
many years to come. Some of the
Canadian manufacturers, however,
express a dread, which théy have al-
ready voiced, that Canada would be
made a dumping ground for Amer-
ican products at siaughter prices in
case depression decreased their home
consuwption. 3

Canadian agriculture, which is the
backbone ol the country, is in a posi-
tion of security such as never before.
A long-continued depression in the

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Passing ot the Cavalry,

sabre was the weapon on both sides.
