May 9, 1915, Friendship of David and
Print 20: 3242,
Jonathan.—1 Samuel 20:142,

Commentary.—I1. The covenant (vs.
1-23). 1-10. David had fled from Saul
to Samuel at Ramah and was there in
the school of the prophets. Saul had
learred where he was, and bad pur-
sued him. David fully realized his
danger, and returned to Gibeah and
sought an interview with his trusted
friend, Jonathan. He asked him what
he had done that Saul should seek to
slay him. Jonathan assured David
that his father would take no step
without letting him know about it, and
he would report to him any designs
his father might have against him.
David was aware that Saul knew of
Jonathan’s friendship for him, and
saw in that fact a reason why he
would not reveal to Jonathan his
plans to cause David's death. David
gave utterance to the memorable
words, “There is but a step between
me and death” (v. 3). Jonathan was
ready to do for David whatever he
desired, and when David planned a
test to determine Saul's present atti-
tude toward him, he readily consented
to do his part. The new moon, or the
beginning of the month, with an occa-
sion for offering sacrifices to God. It

Jonathan's lov2 for David and
spiritual insight enabled him to see
through the fallacy and to make his
choice. He wa: proof against unholy
parental irfluence; against material
consideration delusiv2ly oresented and
even threaten:d death. The manner
in which he performed his part is a
beautiful instance of wise and faithful
friendship under most perilous cir-
cumstances. He dared 1o let the court
know his preference for the spiritual
cver the material. That was heroism
which required more courage ihan to
g amid their chieers to the ~annoa's
mouth, To Saul's selfish heart this
noblencss of icve and celf-foreetful-
ness seemed nothing but self-will and
sheer madness. Hatred had become
the pervading spiri: of Saul's life and
it gave a coloring te everything. At
the very leginning of tha duvk villey
of trial throush which David had to
pass in consequence of Saul’s jealousy,
he was hlessad with .Jonathan's
triendship.  They entored into cove-
nant in the name or Jeohovah.

I. "Censtant amid life's perils. Jona-
than's love for David began in the
midst of his new-born popularity, but
it lasted all through his reverses.

ITALY'S TERNGS
WITH ALLIES

Thorough Understanding is Re-

ported as Being Reached.

Covers Both War and the Future
of the Country.

Rome, Italy, Cable-—via Paris——
From persons in close touch with the
war situation .as it affects Italy,
there was obtained to-day information
which indicates that the Government
has arrived at an understanding with
Great Britain and Francc concerning
the terms upon which Italy will enter
the war, if she eventually decides to
do so. This information, while unof-
ficial, is gathered from men who have
made a close and carefu] study of the
situation, The agreement is thus des-
cribed as follows:

First, a provision for concerted mil-
itary action, Italy will retrain from
hostilities during the preseni stage of
desultory trench warfare, which
v ould enable Germany and Austria to
concentrate a iurge part of their forces
against her. She will time her blow
contemporaneously with a general ef-
fort by all the opponents of the cen-
tra] empires now in the field.

Second, an understanding concern-
ing the territory to be awarded to
Italy in the event of victory.

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Millions of Money Will be Saved
Before Long.

Great Quantities of Straw Burned
in the Past.

In Western Canada they burn one
million tons of flax straw a year. Why
is thus? You might-ask why they burn
many millions of tons of wheat straw
a year. The answer is that nature is
so prodigal, they can afford to do so,
as long as they continue to raise the
greatest wheat crop in the world. The
reason they burn the flax straw, how-
ever, is because there has been no mar-
ket for it as it is grown at present,
but the flax plant with its valuable
fibre can and will be raised in a mar-
ketable form in the near future. The
climatic conditions and the soil of the
western provinces are ideal for the
growing of this plant, from the fibre or
which the world’s linen is made.

In 1913, the area in flax in the west
amounted to one million and a half
acres, properly grown this would have
yielded at least two million tons of
fine flax straw, worth on the basis of
the lowest prices for the KEuropean
product five hundred million dollars.

In Europe there is not much science
employed in the methods of flax cul-
tivation, and harvesting methods are
gimple, yet Irish flax fibre during the
last five years has brought $325 a ton,
and Belgian flax has averaged over
$400 a ton.

The war in Europe has practically
cut off the supply of this commodity,
and it is stated that the existence of
the Irish and Scotch industries - are
threatened by the scarcity of the crude
product. This presents an opportunity
for the Western Provinces to grow
flax at great profit because there will
be% great demand in all linen centres
for high-grade fibre. Proper methods,
of course, will have to be adopted, but
these do not necessitate disorganiza-
tion of present farming operations.

A larger quantity of seed will have
to be sown for fibre than for seed pro-
¢-tion, from two and one-half to
three bushels to the acre, according
to the quality of the straw to be pro-
duced, and this will yield from one
and one-half to two tons of fine flax
straw. Owing to this close method of
sowing, aeration in a great measure is
prevented, and the plant in its efforts
to reach the air and sun grows up in
long, straight stalks: thus a long,
thin fibre is secured . This method has
the advantage of preventing branching
on the single root. The straw is har-
vested by pulling the plants straight
up by the root, the object of this be-
ing to secure every bit of the fibre.
The ripeness of the plant is judged by
its color; when it reaches a yellow
tinge two-thirds of its !ength from the
root up it is ready for harvest.

While it can be seen that there is a
good deal of variztion between the
Irish price and the high price paid for
the Belgian product, special grades of
flax command still higher prices. Fine
courtai fibre, for example, is harvested
when the plant is in flower, the fibre
is used for point lace, etc., and is
worth from $5 cents to $1,10 per pound.
The straw is stacked and remains ex-
posed to the weather ten or fifteen
days before it is put under cover. The
threshing is done.in such a wmanner
that the straw remains whole and un-
broken.

Experts appointed by the Dominion
Government and others who have in-
vestigared the conditions in Western
Ontario agree that there is much land
open for homesteading along the line
of the Canadian Northern Railway
that s ideal for flax growing, and
that there is no reason why the finest
flax straw in the world should not be
raised in these districts. From the
first breaking flax can be grown, al-
though it could not be expected that
fine flax straw could be raised the
first vear, but the flax seed will vield
sufficient to put the homesteader on
his feet One advantage in planting
flax the first year is that it is one of
the best crops to break up the soil,
and to free cortain natural fertilizers
that remained latent in virgin soil,
which is too rich at the first to grow
wheat. 1t is necessary, ofe course, that
those who are going in for flax
growing should be careful about the
rotation of crops and the same seed
must never be sown on ine same
ground for more than two consecutive
vears, if a really high grade fibre is
desired. ' C. Py

Only by constantly swim-
ming asainst  the current can the
brook fish remain a brook fish and
not finally b carricd out to sea, A5
the breeic emptics into a river, and
the river enpties into th> orcan. But
ve cannot suppost inat the brok fish
knows that this will happen il it
weakly allows the stream o cariy it
along. The young minnow is bora
with the instinct to rasits the flow oL
the brook.

The mest natural supprcsitio nwould
be that the instinet aimounts to a tan-
dency to push against the pressure
«f the water, but experimomts have
chown that it is not the =ense of
touch, but the sense of sizht that
plays the important part The in-
stinet of the breck fish is not te swimn
against the current, but to keep near
the came “scenery’” on the banks or
bottom cof the stream.

The experiments that
were performed some yed
Professor 13. P. Lyen. He put somne
li‘ttle fish into a bottle filled with
water, and corked the bottle. which he
then placed in an aquarimm.  whose
cides had seawaad upon them. TWhen
he moved the bottle along by the vail
all the fish crowded to tne hinder end
of tie bottle. Of course there was no
current in the bottle The fish were
trying to keen alongside that part f
the seaweed covered wall that was
opposite them Eefere the bottle was
moved.

In another cxperiment the pro-
fessor reversed the conditions. e
made a wooden box with wira netting
at cach end, Its bottom he covered
with sand in its inner sides with
seaweed. ‘Then ne put the fish into
this box and placed it in a stream. As
long as the box was kept stiil the fish
headed against the current, but as
soon as the box was allowed to float
away in the stream the fish inside it
swam in any direction. While the
tox was still the fish, unless fhecg
mede bead azainst the stream. wcre
carried along past their landmarks on
the aides and bottom of the box. Bul
whean the box floatel along with them
they carried their landmarks with
them, and so they made no opposition
to ting swept along by the streary.—

WHY ARIZONA WENT DRY.

Curious Reasons Caused Hard-
Drinking 8tate to Turn.

A writer has told in a recent num-
ber of the New Republic why Arizona
voted for prohibition at the last elec-
tion, and 1t is very interesting to note
the reasons, for Arizona had never
manifested in the past much suscepti-
bility in the matter of temperance re-
form. It was a notoriously drunken
territory, and a very lawless one. As
a state it has been somewhat better,
but still far from what reason would
have dictated. Yet it voted for pro-
hibition by a majority of nearly 4,500
votes

One reason why the state voted for
prohibition is sa‘d to be the result of
an outcry against ten-cent beer. A
great many laborers were indignant
because the saloons of Arizona were
charging ten cents for a glass of beer,
although a glass of beer costs only five
in the neighboring state of California,
as it costs only five in most states of
the Union. The high price of beer in
Arizona was represented as being due
to the avarice of the saloonkeepers, as
perhaps it was. And so thousands of
laborers voted to do away with those
avaricious saloonkeepers.

Then there are from fifteen hundred
to two thousand negro voters in the
state. and these are sald to have voted,
almost to a man, in favor of prohibi-
tion, not because they believed in the
principle of prohibition, but because
they have never been allowed to enter
any saloons in Arizona except those
owned by Mexicans. One negro leader
is quoted as saying: “I don't sce how
I am expected to get patriotic over a
place I'm not allowed to go into.”
Then the mine owners and the mine
managers supported prohibition in or-
der to get rid of the Mexican saloons,
where so many of their workers
steeped themselves in cheap alcoholic
beverages on Sunday that they were
in poor shape for labor on Monday.
Principally for these reasons, it is said,
Arizona went dry. They were not, on
the whole, very bad reasons.

SHELLS DARDANELLES

Eye-Witness Tells of Awful Work, Kept Up
Day and Night.

'Seven Shots Wipe Out Approaching Turk
Battery.

(By George Renwick.)

Yesterday morning at daya
ihe most powerful fleet ever eagaged
in warlike cperaticns assenpled  at
sbe work of Lammering down the
Hellespent defences.

All day tae firing continued and
night brought no cessation of the
borabardmert. The darkness was lit
up by the alterpate flashing of search-
lights and big guns, while ths rcar
sounded thucderously across the wa
ters. The noise of the pombarim>nt
was heard aven in the vil'ages on the
north coest of the lsland of Mitylenc,
45 miles aawy. -

I left the tovn of Mitylene at mid-
night yesterday in a vefful mpwr
catique, and hizing passel the night
at Molyvos) on the north coast of
Mitylene, was off the Dardanell2s
early in the forenoon to-day. During
my voyage hither the bembardment
heralded itself Hom afar like the roll-
ing of <distant thunder. High above
my launch a couple of a:roplanes were
goaring in the sky, while off Tencdos
lay a number of iighters, two of th-m
besring Turkish lettering and doubt-
lcss captured from the eneiny. As
we gailod up the strait bhetween
Teneldss and the mamland, 1 had my
first view of the Hembardicent. This
was abeut mid-day, anl by this time
the noise had b2zome terrific.

SMOKE COVERED IENTRANCE.

(werhead the sky was perfectly
clear save for a heavy cloud that rest-
ed high above the entrance to the
straits. Bencath it hung a curtain cof
dull grey smioke. This heavy pall of
smoke w a curious sight. kKre long
the shins came fully into my view.
Tall masts and smoking funnels cou'd
be seen distantly and smoke was
belching forth.

After mic day the firing grew
heavier and about 1.1t o'clotk a tre-
nrendous «clhuian of smoke bhegan 12
pour up from Kum Kale. A minute
loter the village of Yens Shehr near-
by was pouring forth smchize and
flame. At 1.20 o'clock 1 was opposite
the entrance to the Dardanelles and
could see four large ships heavily en-
agald.

Far beyond, where the Narrows lay
in a garb of grev. tall coiumns of
smoke could plainly b2 observad ris-
ing into thec air and indicating that
the work of our gunners was proving
effective. A quarter of an hour later,
a big fire buist out on the heights
above Seddei Bahr and for a consid-
erable time tho smoke ascended in o
thick dense m from the spot.

TRANSPORTS LtINED UP.

The largest warships stocd at the
entrance by the European side, away
to the left. Ontside of the entrance
stretched a line of transport. About
2.30 the bombardment became still
more intense. Great warships sent
forth shattering waves of sound. N>
fires could be seen at several points
along the Asiatic shore. The pall of
smoke grew thicker and for a time
obscured my vision up the strait.

An English warship, evidently one
of the Lord Nelson type, and the
French Jean d'Arc kept up contin-
uous cannonade. Bright flashes of
flame spurted from the mouths of
the guns. The roars which followed
were almost deafening. At times
several shots from the French
ship seemed directed against the bat-
teries in and near Kum Kale, and
one shell T saw took a huge mass of
masenry and reck out of the cliffside
there. TFor some time the bombard-
ment of this particular spot right op-
posite to where I stood continued.
Shells were hurled at it at the rate of
about twenty minute. When the
cmoke cleared it was evident that all
resistance . was ended there, for the
chips moved from their places and di-
rected their fire higher up the strait.

This movement of war ships
abled me to get an excellent view of
the Seddel-Bahr fort, which appeared
1o be utterly knogked to pieces. Then
two French warships took up tiuc
game, and distant streake of smoxe
told me that Keppez Point and na-
nak were feeling the effects of their
deadly fire. The sight of these great
ships in action thundering death and
destruction, was awe-inspiring and vet
strangely attractive. First came the
rapid flashing of flame, and the crash
~f broadsides, then the flagship's hel-
fograph flickered an order, and thé
grey hulls moved again’ in mazes of
thelr awful but fascinating dance.
Once more thev stand still, and again
thelr thunder and lightning roar and
flash forth.

serious opposition on the shores up to
the Narrows had been definitely bat-
tered down.

Towards 4 o'clock the firing reached
its maximum of intensity. ‘Fhe bhig
battleships lying in Erenkui Bay were
now particularly active. Up to this
time I had seen no indications of a
Turkish reply to the fire of the war-
ships, and it was not until 4.10 that I
first observed a great splash of water
in the middle of the strait. It was fol-
lowed by three others, while small
clouds of shrapnel smoke dotted the
sky above the entrance.

Between 4.30 and 5.30 the warships
at the entrance were particularly ac-
tive. The Jeanne d’Arc, cruising far
up the waterway, made a splendid pic-
ture, firing briskly as she went. Sev-
eral other ships could at thig time be
seen in the neighborhood of the Nar-
rows, moving about and firing heavily.
Shortly after 6 o'clock the Turks Z&o-
vided a diversion. Early in the morn-
ing, so I learn late to-night, a hostile
battery was driven back from the Sed-
dul Bahr by artillery that had been
landed at Cape Helles by the allies. 1t
was this battery which 1 saw return-
ing down the road towards Seddul
Bahr, obvicusly from Krithia. Before
it could open fire, it had been observed
by one of our warships, which found
the range with its first shot. A great
cloud of smoke and earth shot up-
wards. Another shell quickly followed,
playing right into the midst of the
Turkish gunners, who, however, stood
bravely by their guns and managed to
fire three shots in reply, ineffectively,
so far as 1 could see.

SKVEN SHOTS WENK HOME.

Then the warship poured seven shots
on the spot, and a long belt of grey
smoke obscured the battery, which did
not again give any sign of life. To-
wards sundown the firing slackened
somewhat, but after dark vivid yellow
tongues of flames continued to flash
furiously. Under cover of night the
Turks evidently become much more ac-
tive with their artillery, though it was
difficult, of course, for me to judge the
spot where the artillery duel was
taking place.

At the time of the writing tiris de-
spatch it is nearly midnight. A long
stretch of eastern horizon is flickering
luridly with the deadly lightning of
guns. Their thunder will make it dif-
ficult for me to sleep to-night.

Meanwhile the allied troops had been
landed on the coast opposite and be-
tween 5.45 and 7 o'clock a very fierce
artillery duel took place between the
guns of the forces landed and the
Turkish artillery posted on the heights
bevond Eskihisharlek.

The Queen Elizabeth, standing well
out from the shore, joined in the duel,
which ended in the silencing of the
Turkish batteries. The result of oper-
appears to
be that the allies now are in complete
possession of the long tongue of the

IDENTIFY DEAD

Militia Department Plans for Our
Fallen Heroes.

Ottawa, Despatch—Arrangements for
the identification of Canadian soldiers
killed in battle with a view to the return
of their remains for interment at home
if their relatives so desire will be made as
a result of representations by General
Hughes, Minister of Militia, to the Brit-
ish authorities. The Minister of Militia
suggested that some distinguishing fea-
ture should be placed with every soldier

buried in France. During the South
African War the method adopted was the
inscription of the soldier's name on @
sheet of paper, but this was made possi-

ble by the exceptionally dry climate e¢d- =

ditions.  Other methods have been to
place the name and address in a bottle
which is buried with the soldier. while
still a third, which has been recommend-
ed in this case, is to establish identifi-
cation by means of perforations in the
soldiers’ clothing at burial. As for out-
ward marking of the graves, that is imn-
practicable in many cases. since such
gigns would be obliterated. It will, of
course, be easiest of all to record the
soldier’'s identity on his uniform’ while
living but this is contrary to modern
military practice, as it would afford the
enemy into whose hands the dead might
fall an opportunity of ascertaining the
location of different units.

FROM EXPORT

New List of Articles Held as a
War Measure.

Food to U. S. Permitted for Home
Consumption.

Ottawa Despatch—A large number
of further commodities have been pro-
hibtted from export as a war meas-
ure.

An extra of the Canada Gazette has
been issued containing a consolida-
tion of all orders-in-Council respect-
ing prohibition. These
Council, in addition to this consol-
idation, have been amended by the
inclusion of a large number of articles,
a list of which is published, the pro-
hibifion to be effective from April
30th.

There are four classes of prohibi-
ed goods. Class “A" comprises goods,
the export of which to allied countries
is prohibited. Ixport to Russian Bal-
tic ports is 1nciuded under this class.
Class “B" inciudes goods, the export
of which to all destinations is prohib-
ited. Class “C" covers the prohibi-
tion of exports to all foreign ports in
Europe and on the Mediterranean and
Black Seas other than those of France,
Russia (except Baltic ports), Belgium,
Spain and Podtugal. Class “D” cov-
ers the prohibition of exports to ports
in Denmark, the Netherlands and
Sweden.

The list of prohibitions
published is in exact conformation
with the British list. Class “A" in-
cludes a large number of natural man-
ufactured products, affecting the in-
dustry of agriculture as follows: For-
age and fodders for animals, cakes
and meals, dari, hay, fusel oil, hemp
seed, lentils, maize malt dust, culms,
sprouts or coamings, millet, offals of
corn and grain, patent and proprietary
cattle foods, peas (not tinned, bottled
or packed), straw, provisions and
victuals which- may be used as food
for man, hides of cattles, buffaloes and
horses, calf and goatskins, leather.
The list also includes wood, coal mica,
micanite flax, paraffin wax.

The second class includes aero-
planes, aircraft of all kinds and their
parts, munitions, chemicals, etc.

The Department of Customs is is-
suing a general notice to its collec-
tors and others drawing attention to
the new list of prohibitions. Special
notice is given that goods enumerated
under class “A" may be exported to
the United States only when for con-
sumption in that country, and Cus-
toms officers at ports of exit -are re-
quired before allowing exportation to
see that bills of lading for shipments
to the United States under class “A”
are made out to specified consignees,
and are marked for consumption in
the United States only.

In regard to goods permitted to be
exported to the United Kingdom when
shipped via the United States the bills
of lading must be made out to speci-
fied consignee in the United Kingdom
before the goods are permitted to cross
the frontier.

Respecting exports to foreign coun-
tries, through the United States, a
license of dispensation from the De-
partment of Customs must be deliver-
ed to the Customs officer at the port
of exit from Canada before exporta-
tion is permicted.

ENEMY WOULD
HAVE BEEN WELL
BEHIND ALLIES

Our Flank Was Exposed, But Can-
adian Bravery Saved Day,
Says Eye-Witness.

NEARLY THERE

Enemy Came to Within Two Diiles
of Their Objective Point,
Ypres.

(By “The Eye-Witness.”)

London Cable——The British offi-
ciul “eye-witness” in a narrative of
the battle of Ypres says the Germans
had prepared to attack the allied line
on the 20th, but the wind not being
faverble “for their use of asphyxiating
gas,”’ they postponed it until the 22nde

The gas, the narrative says, was dise
tributed along the German front line
in front of the French position, and
the wind being from the north it was
blown directly on the Frencn. The
German plan, according to the “eve-
witness,” was to make a sudden on-
slaught southwesiward, which, if suc-
cessful, would enable the Germans Lo
gain crossings of the canal south of
Biayschoote and place them well behind
the British line and in a position to
threaten Ypres.

“Allowing time for
take full effect on the troops fuc ing
them,” says the “eye-witness,” “the
Germans charged forward over the
practically unresisting enemy in their
imimediate  front, and penetrating
tiirough the gap thus created, pressed
on silently and swiftly to the south
and west. By their sudden irruption
they were able to overrun and sur-
prise a large proportion of the krench
troops billeted behind the front ling
in this area and {o bring some of the
French guns, as well as our o n,
under a hot rifle fire at close range.

“Qur flank Dbeing thus exposed, tire
troops were ordered to retire on St
Julien, with their left flank parallel
to, but to the west of the highroad.
The splendid resistance of these troops
(the Canadians), who saved the situa-
tion, already nas been mentioned by
tl.e ccmmander-in-chief.

“Megnwhile® apparently waiting un-
til their infantry penetrated well pbe-
hind the allies’ lines. the Germans
upened a hot artillery fire upon vari-
ous tactical points to the aorty of
Y pres, the bombardment bheingz car-
ried out with the ordinary high ex-
piosive shells and shrapnel of various
caiibres and also with projectiles con-
teining asphyxiating gas.’

“The “eye-\\'i((mss" then telis how
a battery of field artilery, which the
Germans had virtually surrcunde 1,
fired upon the Germans at DOi -
blank range, cliecked the rusi, and
dia not lose a gun. The infantry
meautime had  withdrawn to St.
Julien. Reinforcements final'y wero
brought up by officers on their own
ipitiative to meet the Germans, who
by tkis time were barely two miles
from Ypres.

“TLese battalions.” the narrative
continues, “‘attacked the Germans with
the bayonet, and then ensued a melee
in which our men more than held
their own, both sides losing heavily.
One German battalion seems to Lave
Lbeen particularly geverely handled, its
colonel being captured among several
other prisoners.

“QOther reinforcements were thrown
in. As they came up when night
fell, the fighting was continued by
moonlight, our troops driving back
the e€nemy by repeated bayvonet
charges, in the course of which our
heavy guns were recaptured. By then
the situation was somewhat restored
in the area immediately north of
Ypres. Farther to the west, how-
ever, the enemy had forced their way
over the canal, occupying Steen-
straete, and, crossing at Het Sas, had
established themselves at various
points on the west bank.

“In the early morning of Friday we
delivered a strong counter-attack
northward in co-operation with the
Frencli, Our advance progressed for
some little distance, reaching the edge
of the wood about half a mile west
of St. Julien and penetrating it.
CANADIANS LOST HEAVILY HERE.

“IHere our men got into the Ger-
mans with the bayonet. and the lat-
ter suffered heavily. The losses also
were severe on our side, for the ad-
vance had to be carried out acro-s the
open, but in spite of this mnothing
could exceed the dash with hich
it wag conducted. One man, anc . is
case was typical of the spirit shown
by the troops, who had lost his rifle,
smashed by a bullet, continucd to

During the afternoon
counter-attack made further prouress
south of Pilkem. thus straightening
the line still more.”

The writer then tells how the <er-
mans, bringing up strong reinforce-
ments, “and again using gas,” captur-
ed St. Julien and managed to throw
several brigades across the canal. The
British made a strong counter-attack
Sunday, and, while they gained some
ground, it stopped in front of the
village of St. Julien. The Germaps,
the narrative adds, made repeated at-
tacks against the British near Brood-
seinde, backed by a tremendous
artillerv bombardment and g#;, but
they all were driven off, “wit., great
slaughter to the cnema.”
