THE IRISH AGITATORS.

A London correspondent says:

~ Mr. Parnell on Thursday night

felt that it was comparatively
safe for him to annoy the Gov-
ernment by obstructing the
emigration clauses. ilesucceed-
ed in delayingthe progress of
the Bill, and in filling Mr. Glad-
stone with rage, that found vent
in a speech of great power
and vehemence. Otherwise the
week’s work resulted in a dead
loss to the Parnellites. Captain
Nolan, the Home Rule whip, all
along protested against the use-
less obstruction of a measure
that, with all its shortcomings,
will benefit the Irish farmer very
considerably, and when Mr.
Parnell began his old tactics
again,Major Nolan threw up his
position in disgust, and joined
Mitchell, Henry, Shaw and
other seceders. 'There are now
three factions among the Home
Rulers. Parnell, Healy, O’Con-
nell, T. P. O’Connor, O’Kelly
and Sexton are extremists. None
of them, Parnell excepted, has
anything to lose by anarchy.and
and anarchy is their object. The
second division consists of the
brothers Sullivan, John O’Con..
nor Power, Daley Commine and
other moderate men, who do
not think Ireland can be bene-
fited by rowdyism in Parlia~
ment. The third faction com..
prises Mitchell, Henry, Shaw,
the two Blennerhassetts. The
O’Doroghue, McKenna, (’Brien
and other men of substance,who
are anxious to secure the
amplest tenant right by con:
stitutional methodsadopted by
Isaac Butt. Bigger is the fourth
faction all by himself. Nobody
outside the peasant class, which
is easily led captive by any sun-
burnt adventurer, has any con..
fidence in Parnell’s body guard.
Parnell himself is above sus-
picion, but O’Donnell, Healy

_and the rest of the extremists

are familar figures on the Irish
stage. The spesch of the Duke
of Argyle on t¥# Bessborough
Commission has led to a genéral
discussion of the whole ques-
tion of land tenure in Ireland.
Baron Dowse, oue of the wittiest
and ablest of the Irish Judges,
who was a member of the Com-
mission, routed his Scotch and
English assailants with ease.
So says gypartial and anti-lirsh
despatch. ' There is scarce &
statement in the whole tissue
that may be regarded truthful.

WRECKED BY A CYCLONE.

Cuicago, July 16—The town
of New Ulm, on the Minnesota
River, 65 miles from St. Paul,
containing 3,500 people, was
wrecked by a cylone this after-
noon. The wires are down, and
only meagre details have been
received. It seems that two
currents of air swept the val-
ley simultaneously, coming
from different directions. The
scene was appalling. Stone
and brick buildings were raised
to the foundation, and the air
was filled with debris. The
town is now.a mass of ruins.
West Newton, in a neighboring
county, was also visited, and a
family of three killed. So far as
known, 12 were killed and 20
wounded, some very seriously.
In the New Ulm Valley, in one
instance, the headless trunk of a
girl was found on' the prairie.
In another the trunk of an old
man was found. An old gen-
tleman was found dead with
his arms clasped around a tree.
Many persons had limbs broken,
mostly Germans. _

SFAX TAKEN BY THE
FRENCH.

The French Squadron arrived
at Sfax on Thursday,bombarded
the town, and occupied it des—
pite a vigorous resistance. The
French lost eight killed and
forty wounded. The French
position is now safe. The place
was strongly fortified by the
Arabs, and surrounded by deep
trenches. The French overtook
the rear guard of the insurgents
and killed 49.

THE LATE PIUS 1X.

Cardinal Jacobini. told the
Ambassadors and Ministers ac..
credited to the Vatican that the
Pope desired them to inform
their Governments hdw deeply
pained he weas at the insult oft-
ered the body of the late Pius
IX. Henceforth he must con-
sider himself more than evera
prisoner in the Vatican,and pre-
vented from attending religious
service in any of ‘the Basilicas
of Rome. CardinalJacobini read
a circularto the Papal nuncios
abroad, which is to be handed
to the respective Ministers of
Foreign Affairs. Part of the
Pope’s message relating to reli-
gious services in the Basilicis
confirmed the assertion that had
the body of Pius 1X. been
peacefully removed, the Pope
would have found an early oc-
casion for passing the doors of
the Vatican. Six men were
fined and imprisoned for dis..
turbing the funeral procession
of Pius IX. There was great dis-
order at the trial, and the court
was cleared twice. The senten-
ces were received with shouts
and hisses. A crowd of three
thousand cheered the prisoners
when coming out of the court,
and followed them shouting,
“Down with the Clericals!” Sol-
diers dispersed the mob, which
re-assembled at the office of one
of the clerical newspapers, tore
down the bulletins, and started
for the railway station to pro-
test to the King and Queen, just
arriving from Naples, but the
police prevected a demonstra~
tion. The late Pope Pius the
Ninth was a voluntary prisoner
in the Vatican from the 20th of
September, 1870,when the army
of Victor Emmanuel took pos-

We do not hold it
excused that it got its information
from this source or that, as no man
in this Provizce knows better than
the cditor of the Telegraph how
much reliance onght to be placed in
the authority it quotes. Here is the

“A very pleasant fcature of the

The
first visit of Major Call and other
gentlemen here settled that point.

The next is
not an untruth in statement, but its
intent is falsehood. Here it is:

“Sir Hector and party were to have
been mert, on their arrival on Thurs-
day morning at Chatham railway
station, by a Conservative}committee;
but when the train with the distin-
guished guest reached the station,there
was not a single representative of the
party to be seen.

The truth is this; Before Sir Hec-
tor arrived at all at the Chatham sta-
tion,representatives of the party weré
there in waiting, but as the Chatham
Branch was not on time, and who has
ever known it to beontime, the re-
ception party took a turnround town.
Theyhad only just gone when the train
came in, and when they returned to
the station the party had gone to the
Liotel in ccnveyance prepared, and in
wailing, by the reception committee.
One of the gentlemen who is lam«
pooned for being absent it is well
known was ill, and kept his bed all
that day. Again it says:

“At 10 o’clock the same forenoen,
when Sir Hector was presented with
an oddrees in the Masenic Hall, there
were present by actual count only
sixty men and boys.

This is not true. No one in Chat~
ham belieyesit to be true or half trae.

ANQTHER WOLRD TO DR.
TACHE.

We do not know what per capita
value Dr. Tache, or the Chief Minisa
ter of Agriculture places. upon the
people of Miramichi. In other
woids we do not know how many
cents per head they think the people
down here arc worth; but at al]
events, from computations we have
made, they value a Miramichi life at
less than three and one third cents.
For example: This is the fifth port
in the Dominion, it is visitel by
ships from half the ports in the world,
—this very summer there came a ship
in here reeking with small pox and
she lay a week in onr midst, and her
sailors came ashore and mixed with

ur people, and our people went
sailors.
This all happened because this port
was not a guarantine station. Now
the cost of the officc wounld be say
$400 or thereabouts; the number of
persons concerned] is, say 1,200—
which would give an cxpense of three
and one third cents apiece. Perhaps
that is too much to give for the sake
of protecting a life: if it is our port
better remain as it is.

In connexion with the pellated
ship “Professor Schwigard” perhaps
Dr. Tache or Hon. Mr. Pope does not
know that the cuntrage of having a
pestilent ship for six weeks among
us was not the worst feature of the
horrible case.  Afler being put on
quarantine her sailors went ashore
every day without let or hindrance,
got water, lounged along the river
banks among the people who lived
there. When the inhabitants learned
the sailors who visited them every
day were from the ‘‘small . pox ship,”
they became terrified and ordered the
sailors away. Bat the latter refused
to go, whereupon two or three men
got guns and threatecned to shoot
them, which for once had the effect
of driving them from the land. Does
Dr. Tache think this fair treatment
(0 the people of Miramichi? Does he

think the community will put up with
it?

A Desolated Land,—MAYO.

VISIT TO A MONASTERY
RUINS,

GRACE O'MALLEY'S GOLD.

(From Cor. Monirenl *‘Witness.")

Mrs. McDougall drove from Castleoar
to Westport. On the way down,she says
the only passenger on the car beside
myself was a gentleman, English I pre-
sume, who, after he became Iired of
silence, began a conversation with me,
taking for bis subject the

I looked to the side of the car where we
sat—it was a country of fine grassy hills
with not one wreath of emoke curling up
from a solitatary chimney as far as the
eye could reach.

Mildly, but with  resolu-
tion like Samantha’s, I urged on the
gentleman fo look at the prospect, and
he was like obe awakening from a
dream, for the country

seven and a half miles, is without inhab—
itants. I believe Lord Lucan was chief
exterminator over this stretch of country.
Brought up at the little inn at Newport,
and the stranger and I breakfast to-
gether. We conversed about over~popu~
lation. He had travelled much, and
when he recollected what his eyes saw
instead of what his ears heard of a false
cry, be admitted that a loneliness bad
fallen upon this part of the west. After
breakfast he went his way, with a new
subject for thonght, and I, deserted in a
wilderness of a commercial room, took
out some paper and began to write.
There was no sound but the steel scratch
of a pen that grew monotonous. After
a long time—some hoars—of solitade,
the door opened and & gentleman entered
with some luggage and a young woman
followed him. I gathered up my scrib-
blings and put them away.

one of the strongholds of Granna Uisle.
Well, got a car and driver and dreve
off {0 see these ruins. I was told that
no tourist ever visited Newport without
going to see them. The castle was the
farthest away, so I went to it first.
Passed through a poor stony country
with some inhabitants. Near the old
castle is a sort of composite house
made of old pieces and uew pteces
thrown together some way. 'l'hisis the
residence ot a paid guardian of the poor.
The people murmur exceedingly over the
taxes, and truly they are ground down
with them and a paid guardian adds
£500 to their taxation, to which they
have a great objection. Beyond the
guardian’s house, where young people
were playing at iawn tennis, close by
Clew Bay stood this castle of the Sea
Queen, with the water washing round its
koess. It is a square heep of sclid
masonry, and here and there loop hole
slits to fire out of. = At the very top is a
battlement protected gallery and strong
projecting apertures through which stones
could be let down, or molten lead,or any
otber deathly messenger, on the heads
of besiegers. Truly Grace O'Malley
knew what was what as well as any sea
queen might do, for here close’ to the
tawer the water is deep enough for a
vessel of considerable tonnage to ride at
anchor safe and concealed, and in perfect
shelter, The modern door of the ancient
castle wes locked, and we drove to the
agent of Mr Simes tu get the key and
were refused.

THE SOUTHWEST FISHERY
GRIEVANCE,

Deae Sir:—I suppose you bave read
in the papers about the fining of Good-
fellow for being found on the ice here in
March last under suspicious circum-
stances. [ do not wish to speak of the
fine now, as I believe Goodfellow de-
served to be fined, and that ta the fullest
extent of the law, for setting the fishery
regulations at defiance. But why should
he be declared an outlaw for oneoffense,
I know several here guilty of one offense,
convicted of the offense, fined for one
offense, and they are not outlawed. In«
deed I know of no one but Goodfellow
outlawed for the first offense.

Early in March Goodfellow came to
Mr. Jared Tozer, a gentleman here
who is universally esteemed, a large
employer, and a firm and iofluential
supporter of the Government. He ask-
ed for supplies and said, ‘I hope this
year will be better than last. I will then
be able to pay you both years accounts.”
Mr. Tozer fitted him out. In a few days
(Good'ellow who was fishing then ou his
own account was caoght, fived, and out
lawed.

Now Go idfellow fished the year before
on George McLvods land. It has al-
wavs been the custom with Mr. McLeod
"0 Lblet this stand when net us ng it
nimself. Lust spriug.after the fiuing of
(3oodfellow, agreeably to this practice
he gave & nots to - Goudfeilows father,
authorizing the Fisheries Depariment to
lewse the stand to  Mr. Guodieilow,
Senior. Thais wote was given to N
Tozer. Subseqaently to» this  Mr.
Tozer met Mc. Hogan tie Overseer, and
fold him he wauted him to issue a license
to Mr. Goodfellow.. Sr., to fish the
McLeod stands., *‘No'’ said Mr.Hogaun,
¢I will not. If I did issue the license
James Goodfellow (or Guodfeliow,Jr.,)
would fish under it.  Staggered by such
a swange, unprecedented, unwarranted
ground of refusal, Mr. Tozer drove on.
Subsequently to this again the gyounger

dered the money and was refused.  He
then put down his nets; they were seized
and confiscated.

working in the quarries. But Mr. Tozers
property remains in the haads of the
officers, he Mr, Tozer a victim to the
strangest proceedings ever known in the
history of the public service.

If there be apy stalements in the above
letter which are not correct, we shall be
glad at any time to have them pointed
out. If the statements be correct, then
does the action of the officer or officers
concerned seem to he open to the same
criticism as in the unprecedented out-
lawry of Goodfellow. The facts in the
latter are stated plainly. Mr. Tozer is
a general dealer in fish, aud supplies
fishery outfits.  In March Goodfellow
came to him and got supplies. Shortly
afterwards, Goodfellow was fined, paid
his fine, then applied for a license; ten-
dered the money.the license was refused,
—then his father applied for a license,
this was refused, on the presumption the
son would fish under it, then the son put
down his nets, they were seized and con-~
fiscated. Goodfellow went away losing
nothing. It was Mr. Tozers property
the officers  seized. Now Mr.
Tozer having much at stake in the fish-
eries, being a resident of the SouthWest,
and looking to a life-long business in
the fishery trale, isand always has
been just as zealous for the preservation
of the fisheries as the officers themselves.
In his dealings he is upright and honor..
able, and amongall who know him is
highly respected and regarded above re«
proach.

Now there is a fishing stand not far
from where Mr Tozer lives, and it is
owned by Mr. Geo. McLeod. Last year
she younger Goodrellow fished this stand.
When, this spring, he was refused a
license, for this is same  stand
his tather applied to fish. The officer
‘refused to give the old man a license,
though Lie had Mr. McLeods order, on
the assumption that bis son the outlawed
Goodfellow would fish it. That was
law equity and precedent with a venge-
ance. We always thought the laws of
our counfry presumed a man to be in-
nocent till he was proven guilty. Here
the officer assumes the guilt even before
there is an opportunity to commil the
guilt, for refusing GocAfellow, Sr., 8
license on these grounds, is to hold that
Mr. Goodfellow, Sr., who has not offend-
el the laws, who has not eveu been sus-
p-cted by the officers themselves,is like
wise an outlaw. Surely, surely there
must be some mistake about it!

Then Mr. Tozer applied for license for
himself and was informed in reply if the
license were granted and Goodfellow
were caagbht poaching, the department
would be asked to cancel McLeods stand
for ever after.

Now let us look at this. Suppose Mr
Tozer had got a license to fish this stand,
no matter whom he employed he himself
was liable to the pains and penalties
provided for breaking the fishery laws.
What had the department to do with the
agents,the employes of Mr. Tozer? They
licensed Mr. Teozer, and it is with bhim
they had to deal.  If his men broke the
laws, he had to pay the penalties. The
law does not know his employes—it
only recognizes the man who holds the
liccnse. Therefore if Goodfellow had
fished the McLeod stand, and had been
zaught peaching, it is Mr. Tozer who
would have beeu guilty,but he has never
yet been even suspected of poaching, and
yet for this first offense of his,the officer
would order the cancellation for ever of
poor McLeod’s grouud, McLeod an in-
nocent party being guilty of nothing bes
yond being the possessor of the land!
Monstrous ! Mr Tozer refused the
license. Who would have done less.—

This unfortunate affair has gone on too
far. We wish the officers could get to~
gether, and take calm fair counsel on
this matter aud then they would see that
in their zeal to do their duty well, and
that no doubt is the only motive, they
overshot the mark, and wrought hard-
ship und  injustice to  persons
who deserved much better things,
while in punishing thuse who deserved
to be punished, they stepped
outside the path of precedent, of justice,
and we believe of law.—Ebp. Star.
