The view taken
by Sir Wilfrid Laurier was that as
the river where the power is te be

developed is an international boand-

ary stream, the Federal government

position to this it was pointed out
that the Canadian Nisgara Power
company Lad been incorporated
under similar conditions by the On=
tario legislature and bad subsequent-
ly asked for incorporation by parlia.
ment, bat strong objection had been
raised, with the result that the
application was withdrawn, Since
that time the company have not ex-
perienced any difficulty in oarrying
on their operations under their
provinoial incorporation, though the
oircumstances are identical with
those under which the Ontario and
Michigan compsoy proposes to
operate. The communication of
Mr Foy stated that while the parlia.
ment of Canuda may have thg con.
stitutional suthority to incorporate
this company, the province also has
that authority, and should be con-
ceded the international right to
exercise it, Notwithstanding stren-
ous objection on the part of the
opposition, Sir Wilfrid Laurier de~
oided to pass the bill,

The provincial government aleo
intervened ‘in opposition to the
passageof the Canada TLife bill at
the present time, in view of the
large number of policy holders in
Ountario who are interested in the
measure and who have not had an
opportunity to oppose Senator Qox's
bill, which they olaim will have the
effeot of taking vsluable rights from
them, Thbe situation is briefly this:
Doder the sot of 1879 it beld that
“sll the profits” iocluding the
interest on the capital stock, shouid
be divided among the shareholders
and polioy bolders. It is olaimed
by the compapy that the words
quoted were inserted in the original
hill by mistake, and as a matter of
fact the divigion of profita for the
past thirty years has rot, been on
that basis, Io recent years, par
tioularly since 1900 when the
oapital stock was increased from
$125,000 to §1,000,000, unnecessar-
ily 48 the policy holders olaim, their
profits have been seriously cut into,
Some of the polioy holders fonnd
that the company was not living up
to the requirements of the act of
1879, and olaims were made for
what they contend (o be a fair di-
vision of the profits, a8 between the
share bolders and the poliey holders.
Qune policy bolder bad issued a writ
to enforce this olaim. The oom-
pany had the present bill introduced
to alter the aot of 1879, on'the plea
that a olerical error existed in the
act, Oan the other hand it was

The Fishery Treaty.

In any deplomatic trans-
actions between the Laurier
Government and the United
States authorities, we may
count on Canada’s interests
being sacrificed. This was
the case in the matter of the
Alaska boundary and in every
other question between the
two countries of an interna
tional character, which has
originated and been concluded
since 1896. As a matter of
fact, the Laurier Govern-
ment's chief- concern in
matters of this nature weuld
seem to be how best to please
the plenipotentaries of the
United States. So notorious
has this playing into the
hands of the Americans be-
come, that we shudder when-
ever we hear of the initiation
of any negotiations between
the two countries in antici-
pation of the fresh sacrifices
Canada is about to make to
our friends across the line.
If the Laurier Government
are allowed to engage in
many more transactions of
this kind there will be very
few of Canada's rights and
privileges that shall not have
been handed over to our
neighbors,

Our latest diplomatic trans-
action with the United States,
in which Canada has undoubt-
edly suffered severely is the
waterway treaty. In this
case it cannot be pleaded that
the Imperial Government
sacrificed Canada. the Ot-
tawa Government are wholly
and directly responsible for
whatever surrender there has
been in the matter.

The nature of this latest
surrender was brought be-
fore the House of Commons
on Friday last, in a vigorous
arraignment of the Govern-
ment in connection therewith,
by Mr. McGrath, member for
Medicine Hat. Mr McGrath
presented the striking con-
trast between the carelessness
of the Canadian Government
and the business methods
pursued by the Americans in
this matter. The result was
that the American section of
the commission completely
dominated the Canadian com-
missioners and the interests of
the Dominion has been sub
ordinated to the Americans
on the St. John River; at
Niagara and on the St. Mary
River, in Alberta.

The Laurier Government
allowed the negotiations to
dawdle, taking three years to
appoint their commissioners,
and when they were ap-
pointed it was found that
they had no special quali
fications for the work they
had to do. They were
chosen in consideration of
their services as campaign
manipulators, rather than in
virtue of any special fitness
for diplomatic negotiations.
Two of their number were
taken from the corridors of
the departments at Ottawa.
The chairman of the Canadian
Commissioners was Mr G. C
Gibbons, a lawyer of London
Ont. who had been acampaign
manager for Mr Hyman, one
time Minister of Public
Works, who secured his ap-
pointment. Under his aus
pices was carried out the
famous London conspiracy,
in connection with Hyman's
election, the exposure of
which was followed by Hy-
man’s resignation and retire
ment from politics. ,Gibbons
was better at campaign mani
pulating than in protecting
the rights of Canada in treaty
making. Another of the
Commissioners was Louis
Coste, C. E. of the Public
Works department, the map
who took $2,000 from the

asa salaried officer of the
Public Works department be
reported favorably for a do-
minion subsidy. The Secre-
tary of. the commission got
pay for 210 days at $10 a
day and expenses in one year,
though the commissioners
seem to have met only 40
days, This man was said to
have been editor of a Govern-
ment newspaper, actively at
journalistic work during the
whole twelve months,

Through the carelessness and
procrastination of the Laurier
Government, the Canadian Com-
missioners were not appointed till
two years after those on the
American side. The American
Commissioners were trained ex-
perts, appointed solely in conse-
quence of their special knowledge
and fitness. They were eminent
authorities on the particular sub—
jects to be submitted to them.
The energy and promptitude with
which the Americans pushed the
work of negotiation was shared
by the Colonial office at London.
In striking contrast was the
lethargy and procrastination of
the OCanadian Government, who
only moved when prodded by the
Colonial office.

The result of the meeting of
these two sets of Commissioners
was disastrous to Canada. The
trained expert American Com-
missioners, who had been busy
for two years with the questions
to be dealt with, met a band of
machine politicians, with no
special knowledge of their busi-
ness, and easily dominated them.
The American Commissioners
overbore the Canadians on svery
point and had things just about
as they wished. ~ The consequence
is, that if the treaty will be rati-
fied in its present state Canada
stands to suffer most severely,
and the United States will get
concession after concession, to
which she has no legitimate
claim.

What is to-be thought of a
Government that is willing thus
to sacrifice the country’s rights;
that is more concerned about re-
warding political hangers on than
having our eountry represented
in diplomatic transactions by the
best talent available for the pur-
pose; that ie quite -satisfied to
allow our rights to be sacrificed
to allow our rights to be sacrificed
and our heritage to be bartered
at the demands of the patronage
system ?

It is a fine spectacle to see
Senator Ellis and the Globe
read out of the Liberal party
by Mr Pugsley and the Tele-
graph. Time was when the
mercenaries were thankful to
be admitted to the army after
it was victorious, but now
they march to the winning
side after the fight and set
about, courtemartialing the
battle scarred veterans.—St.
John Standard.

The supplementary estimates
for 1909-10 just brought down at
Ottawa add more than a million
to the proposed expenditurss for
the year and make the total, in
round figures $110,000,0000. As
the public revenue will not ex-
cead $£80,000,000, according to the
calculation of the Finance Minis-
ter, we shall be $30,000,000 short,
and a new debt will have to be
incurred to cover the deficiency,
Already the Minister has asked
for authority to borrow once
again, and this time. in order that
there may be no mistake, and
that the $10,000,000 to be ‘loaned
to the Grand Trunk Pacific may
be on hand when called for, the
amount to be sought in the Lon-
don market is $50,000,000.

Advices from North Syd-'
ney say that the Revenue
cutter Gladiator effected
seizure of the French fishing
schooner Dictator for viola-
tion of the Customs regu-
lations, committed last year.

Upon being interrogated the
master of the Dictator said
he entered at St. Ann's,
but it was afterwards dis-
covered that he had not
done so.

He will then likely
be appointed to act in an _ad-
visory capacity to the Com-
mittee of Imperial defence,
until the expiry of the term of
office of Sir William Nichol-
son. When that occurs Lord
Kitchener will in all likelihood
be appointed Chief of the
General Staff and First Mili-
tary Member of the Army
Council, retaining his seat on
the Imperial Defence Com-
mittee,

The Newfoundland elec-
tions, on the 7th, inst. re-
sulted in the return of the
Morris Government by a
sweeping majority. It will
be remembered that the gen-
eral election seven monthsago,
resulted in a tie of the respec-
tive followers - of Sir Robert

Bond, there Premier, and
Sir Edward Morris, Leader
of the Opposition, As each

side had eighteen members,
there was a dreadlock in the
Legislature. Bond resigned
before meeting the House,
and Morris formed a Govern-
ment ; but could not elect 3
Speaker when the session
opened. The Governor then
granted a dissolution and
Morris, as Premier, appealed
to the people. The contest
was bitterly fought; but the
result is, as far as known,
Government 26, and Bond
Opposition 10. Bond _, him
self is elected.

Loses Life to Save Dory.

A sad drowning accident oc-
curred in Chebucto Bay, near
Canso, on Wednesday last, when
Levi Cohoon, in an effort to save a
dory which had broken adrift from
his larger boat, was thrown into
the water and drowned. Cohoon,
in company with Hezekiah Dart,
left with A. Wilson and Sons’ bout,
the Blue Bell, early in the morn-
ing for Petit de Grats to buy fresh
fish. A dense fog covered the
bay and the wind held about
southeast until Cohoon and his
companion reached about midbay,
when the wind suddenly hauled
down northwest and blew a gale.
The Blue Bell was towing a large
double dory and as the strong
wind kicked up a heavy chop the
dory’s painter parted. Several
attempts were made to pick up
the dory, but the heavy sea kept
the boat out of reaching distance,
Cohoon, who was steering, asked
his companion to jump into the
dory, when they rounded her in
another attempt to get a line to
her, but Dart, recognizing the
danger, refused. Cohoon, who
was & strong, fearless energetic
fellow, made the leap himself and
landed in the dory, but his weight
and the force of the jump imme-
diately upset the boat and
Cohoon was caught in a trap
underneath. He wus a splendid
swimmer and it is thought that
the gunwale of the dory, upsetting
so suddenly, must have struck and
stunned bim, as the body never
came out from under the bcal,
As the wind was so strong Dart
could not do more than manage
the larger boat alone and she
quickly fell off out of reach of
Cohoon and the dory. Dart got
back to the town as quickly as
possible and reported the accident,
when the steamer Olive went in
search, hoping to find the body at
least. The search was rewarded
with the finding of the broken
dory caly. Mr. Cohoon was forty-
seven years of age and leavesa
wife and four children, the young-
est of whom is ten years.

Great Ice Fields

8t. John’s Newfoundland advices of the
18th, say : Grest fields of ice extend out
from the shore of nearly svery section of
Newfoundland constituting an active men-
ace to ocean navigation. Within ten days
& dozen ocean liners have put in here or at
nearby points badly damaged and report-
ing narrow escapes. Coastwise shipping
is subjected to an effeoting embargo, and
the returns from the recent elections at St.

Barbe are held up by the ice-bondage of
the steamer Eagle, which ia $ransporting
the ballot boxes. Not for nearly a score
of years have the ice fields held intact so
long as this season and only & shift of the
prevailing eaaterly winds, which have
driven the ice-floes in the direction of the
Gulf stream,

Although many of the transatlantic
liners arriving in Maritime and United
States porta have reported sighting large
flelds of ice, and many icebergs, the
steamer Lake Champlain, bound from
Liverpool for Montreal, was the first in
collision with one of the great niasses of
ice. That big liner, with 1,000 passengers
aboard, orashed head-on into a big ioce
pillar off Cape Race on May 6, and is now
repairing here. The Tunisian last Thurs—
day aleo halted on her trip from Liverpool
to Montreal with a thousand persons
aboard, leaking badly in her foreholds
after emcountering heavy _icefields off
Cape Race. Following temporary repairs
here it is expected the Tunisian will be
able to proceed with her “passengers,

The other steamers which have put in
elsewhere with evidences of their terrible
combat with the ice during the past week
are the Btigstad from Tyue to North
Sydney, C. B. a new vessel, which was %0
badly damaged as to be ordered to drydock
at Halifax ; the steamer Phoenix, from
Partington, England, which is now un-
loading at Bydney, prior to undergoing
repairs necessary on acoount of damage by
ice. The Newfoundland sealing fleet
suffered from the ice. One sealer, the
steamer Virginia Lake, was abandoned in
the ice, after a vain effort by her crew to
save the veasel, together with their catch
of 9,000 seals. Two others had their
main shafts broken and reached port un-
der consort. The steamer Prospero, en-
gaged in coastal service, was abandoned
during the past week in the ice floes off
Belleisle Strait.

The American and Canadian trawl-
fishing vessels have been obliged to seck
shelter in Newfoundland harbors, owing
to the fishing grounds being covered with
ice. That the conditions in the south
vary little from these to the north is
shown in the report of the stesmer Rosa-
lind, which arrived Friday night from
New York.

Captain Smith, of that vessel, reported
143 bergs off Cape Race on Friday. The
steamer Othello, from Cadiz, arrived here
last night, with a cargo of salt after a 19-
days voyage. Much of the delay was due
to a foroed deviation of 500 miles to the
south, so that the steamer might skirt the
floes.

The new Furness liner Langdale, one of
the many viotims of the ice fields off the
Newfoundland coast, arrived at Halifax
Sunday evening from London via St.
John’s, Nfld., with several plates under
her forward peak damaged, as the result
of forcing her way through great masses
of ice in an endeuvor to make St. John's:
The Landale is one of the new steamers of
the Furness Line and this is her first trip
to this port. She is in command of Cap-
tain Dunston. Afver discharging ocargo
here she will progeed ta 8t. John, The
Langdale was built at Sunderland ia 1903
and is 3980 tons register.

A Narrow Escape.

The Newfoundland fishing
schooner Cora, Captain Lee, ar
rived at North Sydney last Fri-
day evening and reported the loss
of two of her crew, Theodore
Downey and - George Osmond,
both of Grand Banks, off Scatarie,

on the previous Monday. The
men left the schooner to take in

trawls, and shortly after a dense
fog came on. After searching for
some time they were unable to
locate the trawls, and started to
return to the schooner, which
they also were unable to loeate.
They then set out for Scatarie,
but encountering the ice they
were unable to make any head-
way, and were forced to remain
in their dory until noon the next
day, when they were picked up
by the French fishing schooner
Dictator, which brought them to
North Sydney Saturday morning.
The Cora remained off Seatarie
for two days in the hope of find-
ing the men, when Capt Lee de-
cided to run for North Sydney.

Death From a Rat Bite.

Death as a result of a bite of a rat
was the sad fate of liftle Eugene
Jambeau, the nine days old son of
Mr and Mrs Eugene Jambeau of 134
Besserer St. Oitawa after baving been
severily bitten on the hand by a large
grey rat. The infant developed blood
poisoning. The baby had slept in its
carriage in the same room as its pa-
reats for severa] nights, and oo Friday
night last this was also the case. Mrs
Jambeau retired about ome o'clock
ber husband being already asleep, At
two o’clock she was awakened by the
sound of the baby’s cry and aroused
ber husband. On jumping oyt of bed
he saw a large grey rat leap from the
cradle to the floor and escape in spite
of his atteropts to kill It, The baby
was found with its left hand covered
with blood from several bites oa the in-
side of the palm. Medieal assistance
was summoned and an antiseptic ape
plied, but bldod poisoning soon set in

Thereis
a gimilar inorease in the rate for the
jransfer of “bearer” securities, ex~
cept colonial and Government issues,

‘f while the stamp daties on the trans

fercing of other stocks and shares
are raised to sums varying from
gixpende to two shillings, Two
ghifli;iga will be charged for a trang.
fer of an eggregate value between
5007 and  1,0007, while two shilliogs
more are added for every additional
1,0004.

The liquor licenses are increased,
and. from this source it is estimated
that the additionul reveaue will
amount to $2,600,000. Another pro-
posal is to tax land values and mine-
tal royalties. It is estimated thst
these will yield this year $330,000 and
increate annually. Tea and sugar
remain unchanged. The increase in
the duties on spirits with a customs
excise of 45 pents per gallon, is ex-
pected to produce additional revenues
of $1,600,000. It is proposed also to
increase the duty on manufactured
souff from three shillings to three
shillings and eightpence a pound and
so make an equivalent addition to the
duties on cigars, cigarettes and manu
factured tobacco. Together, these
sources are €xpected to yield a total
reveoue of $1,000,000 a year.

Everyone
knows that the expensive burdens
imposed through the army reorganiza-
tion plans undertaken aftér the disase
trous cxperiences of 1866 forced into
the background all thought of a devel-
opment of the navy of the empire.
Though some consideration of a naval
reorganization did occupy the mind of
Fraacis Joseph immediately aftér his
accession, Austria has preetically been
without a fleet for the-past century

The idea is again vitalized, since the
impossibility, with a large unprotected
seacoast, to play a conspicuous part in
the world’s politics, bas dawoed upon
the Emperor's advisers. There is
talk of opening a2 new navy yard In
Hungary- —America.

Fish und Game Protection.

{Montreal Gazette.)

The value of the fish and game re-
sources of a country is well illustrated
in the case of Maine, in which, it is
estimated, at least filteen million dol-
lars a year are spent by residents of
other states who go there io gearch of
sport with rod and guo, and find it
because the people have recognized
what protection can do for the preser
vation of their resources. Thé Belle
ville Ontario, in poiating this out, re-
fers to the fact that the total produce
of the Cobalt mines in 1907 was a
little over $6,000,000, and that most
of this.money weat out of the country,
while the fifteen millions spent in
Maine was scattered among the people
even to the most remote sectlions.
The comparison is valuable because it
forcibly illustrates the wealth lying in
the fish and game of Oatario, Quebec,
New Bruaswick aod Nova Scotia.
This value does not lie in the revenue
accruiog to the government, but in the
money distributed by visitors. The
fish caught by the average sportsman
costs him several dollars a pound. It
is not the fish he pays for, however,
but the recreation, and he will go
where that can be found. The suc-
cess of Maine does pot lie in any mar
ked superiority of ita laws, but ia the
fact that the laws are lived up to be-
cause the residents of the state in the
oeighborhoods in which game fish
and game abound are zealous self-
constituted guardians of the law.
They see that its provisions are res-
pected by their neighbors and their
visitors. As a result thare are lakes
in Maine which are as well stocked
today as ever they were with game
fish, but which were they located in
either Ontario or Quebec, would lcng
ago bave been fjshed out. Edoecat
ion in the yalye of preservation is
what is required in those four Canadi
an Provinces.
