Solving The Weather
Problem.

———

Weather Bureau's Activities a Marvel of
gystem—How the Weather Foreeaster
Works —Reading a Weather Chart—
Practical Value of Forecasts to Mariners
and Farmers.

We live at the bottom of an serisl
ocean. Its varistions of heat and
ocold, sunshine, cloude, and tempest.
afteot not only the bealth and bappi-
uess of man, bat his commerocial and
industrial welfare. The. more we
know about the weather we are likely
to have theretore, the greater i our
opportunity to make the most of con-
ditions. This is why the Government
Weather Servioe forecasts are of
valae, Weather forecasting has be-
come 8 science, and nowhere in the
world is the excellence of the work
of the American forecasting eqaslled.

Weather iorecasts are a composi'e
of the work of praotiocally the eatire
gervice. They are inflaenced by too
many conditions to enumerate io de=
tail, 8o we will study the main fabric,
and pass over the less important facts
Bvery morning at eight u’clock,
Washington time, and earlier as one
goes west,the observers in the various
Weatber Offices note the pressure of
the air,the temperature,the humidity,
the rainf:ll and snowfall, and the
cloudiness. Fifteen minutes later the
facts thus obtained are reduoced to
cipber form, in order to [acilitate
telegraphic transmiseion to the Weat-
her Buresn at Washington, and are
thep filed at the local telegraph office
Sach messsges have the right of way
over all others, and in consequence
are speedily in the hands of the Chief
Forecaster and his assistants, To
most of us the information that
pours in, in this fashion, would be a
hopeless jambtle, but the Weather
Bureau handles it all with as mach
system as charsoterizes the conduoct
of a well managed business house,

As {ast a3 the diepatobes are re-
ceived at the Bureau in Washiogton,
they are sent to the Forecast Division.
A reader receives them, the reader
being a man to whom the cipher is
like English., He reads the cipher
telegrarrs sloud, and here is where
we seoure an idea of just how oare«
fully the forecasting the public hears
&b ut is accomplished.

As the figur2s are read, different
clerks copy them, but the copying is
an extremsly interesting feature of
the whole plan, becaunse it is in this
fashion that the different varieties of
foreoasts are praoctioally made at the
same time. One dlerk construots a
chart showing the changes in temper.
ature duriog the preceding twenty
four hours, He draws broad red lines
to seperate the colder from the
warmer regions, and arrow lioes to
indicate changes in temperaturs of
more than len degrees, these ruuniog
in oval or circulsr form, indioating
that atmospheric disturbances move
and operate in any form of great pro-
gressive eddies, and that there are
central points of intensity from which
the foroe of the disturbance dimin-
isbes in all directions,

This work gives a key to the
method of preforming the task of
forecasting. The temperature chart
is oply one of 8 number. There is
the basrometer chart, for iostance
which indicstes barmetric obanges of
aday aod night. Heavy red lines

is the only ulzion imi-
8 tated. The reason is plain—

| to floods,

separate the regions of rising and
falling barometers, Narrow lines in-
dicate the areas where thé barometric
obange bas been greater than onme
teotb, and 8o on.

This ohart ie of great use totbe
foreosster, because it indioates, in
oconnection with the general weather
obart, the inoresse or deoresse of
intensity at storm oentres; & fact
that enables the issurance of storm
warnings. There are two otber
obarte of especial interest, one show.

Ping the bumidity of the air, and the

otber clond areas.

Now comes the general westher
ohart. Thbis shows for each station
the air temperature and pressure, the
velooity and direction of the wiad,
the rain or snow fall einoe the last
report,and the amount of cloudiness
The readings of the barometer on
this general weather chart are re-
duced to sea level so that variations
in pressure due to local altitndes may
oot maek and abscure those due to
storm formation, Thin lines, called
isobars, are drawn through places
having the same pressure.

By drawiog iscbars for esch differ

ence in pressure of one tenth of ap
ineh, the high and low pressure
areas are sooa enoclosed ib their pro-~
per circles. The word ¢hbigh ‘i’
written 8% the center of the region of
grestest air pressure, and the word
low’ at the center of the area of
least pressure, Uader the influence of
gravity, the sir presses downward
and outward {o all direotions, thus
oausing it to flow from a region of
great pressure towards one of lees.

For instanoce, if the ba.ometer read
29.5 at Chicago and 30.5 at Bismarck,
North Dakots, the pressure would
cause the air to move from Bismarck
toward Chicego so rapidly that 8
“nor’wester’ would be eXperienced
at Chicago, the velooity of the wind
being at lesst fifty miles an hoar.
Remember jast whal the highs and
lows are, for io .reading about the
weather at various times you will
note the terms are constently used,

It is a curious fact about storms,
tbat wherever they origioate t eir
tendenoy is ultimately to reach New
England. If we studied the weather
bistory of New Eogland we would
find that thera wae a preponderance,
or greater number of small storms
than in other sections of the couantry,
while the reslly fiarce storms are
experienced along the coast, This is
one fact that has had 8o much to do
with making New Eogland coasts s
dapger point for the mariner fur io
exoess of the danger probabilities of

weather propbesying, and he further
learns that if it were not for the
Rocky Mountaing, we would not have
nearly as muoh oold weather in the
Middle West a8 in the cage under
present condilions, The reason for
this latter fact is, that the mountains
prevent the warm Pacifio air carrents
pevetrating farther inland. Were
they able to pass this barrier, much
of the severe weather now experieno
ed in the regions named wonld never
be known, The interior of  North
America and of Siberia have geo-
graphio oonditions that ocsuse the
most severe oold waves of any part
of the world.

Not all the weather predicting is
at Washiogton, The forecasters in
larger towns and oities are in com-
muniocation with the foreossters in
other places of the region in which
they are located, and io this way are
enabled to forecaat looal conditions,
When the obarts indicale the formas
tion of & large volume of deose, cold
air in the Northwest, as shown by
the barometer readings,the forecaster
at Washington is active at once, He
oalls for especisl observation every
few hours from the stations withio
and direotly in advanoce of the ocold
ares, As soon a8 he becomes con=
vinoed that the oold wave will aweep
aoross the country, with its attendant
damege to property, destruction to
animal life,and discomfort to homan
ity, the wellarranged system of gend-
ing oat warnings is brought inoto
play. By meauns of telephones, the
telegraph, flags, balletins, whistles
mars and other agencies the people
evérywhera are notified of the ad-
vancing oold from twelve to thirty
gix honrs before its arrival,

The foreoaster’s work is not con-
fined to learning wheather it is oold
or hot, wet or dry. He warns the
farmers of the coming of trost, which
be discovers by notiog the presence
of unseasonable cold air, which is so
olear that it allows a free esoaps of

night. In additioa to these wirn=
ings there is the flood forecasting
The weather Service has established
a gauging station io the Rocky
Mountsains in order to determine the
amount of soowfell, the ratio o
spring melting, and their relations

In keeping watch for storms the
forecaster bears in mind that beiween
July and Ootober, inclusive, there are
snnually about ten trophioal storma
that tonch some portion of the Atlan
tic or Gulf Coast. On en average
not more thap one of theseis desa
tructive—somelimes none at <ll.
Timely warniogs are ususlly iesued,
and in consequence little loss of life
and property oocours. These storms
