Lord Roberts presided at a banquet 
given at Claridge's by the Pilgrim so­
ciety this evening in honor of the 
colonial prime ministers, who are in 
London to take part in the colonial 
conference. It was the most brilliant 
of the honors accorded the visiting 
premiers since their arrival here.

The members of the society and 
their guests numbered 360. At the 
same table with Lord Roberts sat 
Whjtelaw Reid, the ambassador of 
the United States, Sir Edward Grey, 
the foreign secretary, Lord Strath- 
cona, the Canadian high commission­
er, Alfred Deakin, the premier of Aus­
tralia, and the Duke of Devonshire.

The government was represented by 
a majority of the members of the cab­
inet; and many of the most promin­
ent men at the bar, in the church and 
in the commercial world were seated 
at the tables.

Sir Wilfrid Absent.
Sir Wilfrid Laurier, premier of Can­

Australian System of Defence.

He empha­
sized the fact that the problems of 
Australia were not the problems of 
England, saying the mother country 
had no Asiatic population as menac­
ing rivals. Then, referring obviously 
to the German occupation of the New 
Hebrides, the premier of Australia 
said he wished it to be noted that 
England had not allowed a rival- Eu­
ropean nation to secure a foothold 
close to Australia without a warning 
from Australia.

Predicts Conflict With Germany.
While the British navy had not 

been called on to make a test of sea- 
supremacy during the past century, 
the speaker said this would happen 
in the next hundred years. Without 
mentioning nations by name Austral­
ia's premier predicted pointedly that 
there would be war for the supremacy 
of the Pacific with Germany and 
Japan.

Then on the other hand they argued 
that if their committee discovered 
some cheaper process, and secured 
a patent on it. They were entitled to 
the benefits resulting from this dis­
covery and patent.

Mayor Griesbach considered the 
city entitled to the benefits accruing 
from the discovery. It was here that 
he made the statement quoted above. 
He went so far as to add that if the 
Artificial Gas Co. were clients of his 
he would advise them not to accept 
the clauses regulating the prices 
which the council sought to impose. 
But when the city didn’t want or need 
gas, the company must come to the 
council ae suppliants for a franchise.

A special meeting of the Strathcona 
city council Was' held last night with 
all the councillors present and Mayor 
Mills presiding. The main items of 
business were the passing of a sani­
tation bylaw and the reading of the 
mayor's report on the wooden pipe 
being used in waterworks .construc­
tion.

Aid. Hulbert reported that the may­
or had procured a nuisance ground, 
the contract for which would shortly 
be closed.

Sanitation Bylaw.
The new sanitation bylaw, by con 

sent of the council, was given its 
three readings and passed. It is quite 
stringent in its provisions and will 
do much to place the city in a much 
better state of cleanliness.

Sanitary Inspector Appointed.
In this connection the appointment 

of a sanitary officer to act also as po­
liceman, was considered at some 
length. Applications were read from 
Boyce Abernethy, A. Guemey, Arttiui 
E. Sherat, R. Turnbull. A. Smith, R. 
McKeman, George Matthews ana . 
McScanlon.

It was moved by Aid. McFarland, 
seconded by Aid. Hulbert, that Mr. 
Turnbull be the selection, and by 
Mayor Mills in committee, seconded 
by Aid. Elliott, that R. McKernan be 
the appointee.

The amendment was defeated and 
the motion that Turnbull b appointed 
then unanimously passed. |

To Enforce License Law.
The following resolution was mov­

ed by Aid. McFarland and seconded 
by Aid. Elliott:—

That the license inspector be noti­
fied to enforce the license law with 
reference to selling liquor in prohibit­
ed hours, and that the l,eal hotel pro­
prietors be informed mat the law with 
reference to sale of liquor on Sundays 
will be enforced from this date.

Aid. McFarland remarked that the 
hotels sold more liquor on Sunday 
than on week days.

The mayor said the inspector had 
been of the opinion that public sen­
timent was not behind the law. He 
thought the council should give the 
inspector their undivided support and 
inform him that the law must be en­
forced. He the mayor) would take 
the duty upon himself of writing the 
inspector, requesting him to perform 
his duty.

Wooden Pipe Contract.
Aid. Hulbert reported dor the sewer 

and waterworks committee, recom­
mending that the contract for wooden 
pipe for waterworks extension be 
awarded to the Canadian Pipe Co. 
and laid in separate trenches.

Mayor’s Report Presented.
At this juncture the lengthy îeport 

of Mayor Mills on the wooden pipe, 
promised in the election campaign of 
last winter, was submitted and read.

It was very voluminous and com­
prehensive, first pointing out a num­
ber of irregularities in the 1905 con­
tract with Deitz & Main, and then 
recommending tests of the pipe as ad­
vised by Mr. Alton, agent for the 
company, and others. Evidence was 
enclosed from Mr. Alton, the city en­
gineer, and Mr. Manchester.

In the campaign of last winter, it 
will be remembered, Mr. Mills eivere- 
ly censured the council of last year 
for using the wooden pipe without 
sufficient tests. His report of last 
night fully covered every point on 
which he had referred on that occa­
sion and was apparently satisfactory 
to Aid. McFarland, who has during 
the past month, showed some irrita­
tion on the question.

In answer to an interrogation from 
Mr. McFarland last night as to what 
he thought now of the wooden pipe, 
the mayor replied, that with the smal­
ler diameter of wooden pipe, if pro­
perly laid and tested as recommend­
ed. should prove satisfactory.

A motion was then passed, after 
Mr. Alton had been heard by the 
council, that the contract be award­
ed to the Canadian Pipe Co. ; and the 
1905 contract, the recent letter of 
Deitz & Main, protesting against in­
terference on the parL-ef the city in 
their work, and the mayor's repot*-be 
referred to a committee composed of 
the city solicitor, the engineer and 
the members of the water and sewer 
committee.

Aid. Crawford asked permission for 
the Methodist chjirch to be moved on 
part of the lane adjoining their pro­
perty while the new building wa# be­
ing erected. The request was granted 
provided the property holders affect­
ed should give their consent.

Council then adjourned.

Want Him at Naples. 
Associated Press Despatch.

Naples, April 21.—Details were ob­
tained to-day oi the escape from Ita­
ly of Enrico Alfano, known as “Erri- 
cone" head of the Cammorra secret 
society, whoee extradition is sought 
for by the Italian authorities. The 
local police authorities, who had long 
suspected him of being connected 
with the Cammorra, ordered a squad 
of gendarmes to arrest him. But Al­
fano, having associates among all the 
classes of the population, was noti­
fied of the intention to take him into 
custody and succeeded in leaving Na­
ples. He went from village to vill­
age under varied disguises in efforts 
to elude capture. At San Leucio, 
near Caerita, the gendarmes surroun­
ded a house in which he was conceal­
ed, but he succeeded in escaping and 
took a'train for Rome. On his ar­
rival in that city he consulted a law­
yer and remained hidden for a week 
at the capital. But lacking certain 
protection of the Cammorra, which is 
a Neapolitan organization, Alfano re­
turned here. The gendarmes, how­
ever, began closing in on him and 
he eventually obtained a false pass­
port-and escaped to the United States 
disguised as a stoker.

A ROMANCE OF

An Italian Bandit, Head of So­
ciety of Terrorists Captured 

in New York.

LONDON LAUGHS 
AT OUTBURST

of German Press Against King 
Edward's Mediterranean Trip 
—Interested in New Dance.

New York, April 21.—A police raid 
on an obscure resort in the under­
ground world of the East Side has 
brought to light the romantic story of 
an Italian bandit, a fantastic neapoli- 
tan Rob Roy of great secret power, 
who, fleeing from his native country 
to escape arrest for assassination, 
came to America to weld the same 
power which was his abroad.

The man is Enrico Alfano, called 
■"Erricone” head of the mysterious 
“Cammorristi di Napoli” or Cammor­
ra, an Italian organization of terror­
ists.

May Be Liberated.
When the police raided the East 

Side den one night last week Alfonso 
was discovered crouching into a cor­
ner, seeking to escape the glare of a 
policeman’s lantern. He has been 
held without bail until to-morrow, on 
the.charge of uiurde^but unless the 
necessary requisition papers have ar­
rived from Italy, or some strong re­
presentations are made from Rome to 
the government at Washington, it 
seems likely he wi.l be given his free­
dom. .

Murdered His Rival.
Death was the punishment inflict­

ed on one Cuocolo, a pretender to the 
position of ruler of the Cammarrist, 
and Alfano was declared to be the 
slayer of his rival. The pretender was 
lured to a forest where he was stabb­
ed to death, it is alleged, by Alfano 
and other conspirators. Then the 
wife of Cuocolo was condemned and 
Alfano and his men, it is charged, 
called at the Cuocolo home and when 
the woman openen the door she was 
stabbed with stilettos a dozen times, 
The murderers spurred the gendarmes 
of Naples to extraordinary activ­
ities. Alfano and his associates, al­
ways protected by the far-reaching 
Cainmora, seemed immune from pro­
secution. Indeed the bandit was re­
garded by the populace as a demi-god 
possessed of mystic powers, free to 
roam at will unharmed because en­
veloped with some divine authority, 
invulnerable to bullets and impossible 
to captur:. With its stronghold at 
Naples the Cammorra has been bran­
ching in all directions and carried on 
systematic terrorism, robberies, black­
mail and other forms of crime, a huge 
and fine spun web with many victims 
which was directed always by Alfano 
an l which always safeguarded him 
from misadventure.

Scene Changed tc New York.

Associated Press Despatch.
New York, April 21.—Rev. Dr. 

Charles F. Aked, for sixteen years the 
powerful and popular pastor of the 
second largest Protestant church in 
England, where he gained a wide re­
putation by successful campaigns for 
civic decency against all forms of 
vice, formally transferred his activi­
ties today to the United States and 
assumed the pastorate of the Fifth 
Avenue Baptist Church of this city. 
Dr. Akeds labors at Liverpool, where 
he was pastor of Pembroke Chapel, at­
tracted the attention of not only all 
England, but of Europe, because ot 
his extraordinary ability as a preach 
er, the wide range of his broad and 
practical sympathies and his energetic 
support of every movement calculated 
to benefit the people. Dr. Akel first 
preached at the Fifth Avenue Church 
early last winter and left a deep im­
pression upon the members. Subse­
quently a call was given to him to 
serve as pastor of this influential 
New York church, a call which had 
the hearty endorsement of John D. 
Rockefeller, who is one of the pillars 
of the Fifth Avenue congregation. 
The new minister’s sermon today was 
in the nature of a message to the 
American people. With all due 
modesty, but with much earnestness, 
Dr. Aked declared ne was here to 
preach to all men, to take his place 
with the leaders of all the churches 
and to summon all his energies to 
battle with the problems that trouble 

"American life. He could not, he de­
clared, join a narrow church. His 
is to be, he said, the ministry of re­
conciliation, unfettered and unbound­
ed.

the shore, but shouts for help of those 
in distress attracted the crews of two 
steamers, which hastily went to the 
scene, only, however, to find that 
the Archangelski had Toundered. A 
number of her passengers, njostly 
workingmen, were rescued, but ov'ing 
to the swiftness of the current, many 
others were swept under the ice floes. 
There is no means of establishing defi­
nitely the number of victims. Accord­
ing to the police oi Okahaka, a sub­
urb for which the steamer was bound, 
100 persons are missing, all working­
men or small merchants of the 
humbler class.

Steamer Was Condemned.
The Archangelski was an old iron 

steamer, and she was condemned last 
fall, but the owner was able to have 
the ban removed and have her placed 
in service. The crew was made up 
of three inexperienced men, the cap­
tain and pilot having formerly been 
bakers. All three were rescued. The 
steamer had scarcely any ballast and 
when she ran sideways on a big ice 
floe, she careened and immediately til­
led and sank.

Those who were not picked up im­
mediately, sank into the icy water. 
One man scrambled to an ice floe and 
was carried down stream for a mile 
The wreck was found today lying on 
the bottom of the river scarcely a 
hundred feet from the shore.

It was impossible for divers to de­
scend owing to tloating ice. The banks 
of the river were crowded a’l day with 
friends and relatives of missing pei- 
sons, looking for bodies, but none 
were recovered.

FOR IMMIGRATION
Came up in House, and Some 

Members Showed Lack of 
Knowledge on Subject.

(From Our Own Correspondent ki the 
Frees Gallery.)

Ottawa, April 17.—The immigration 
estimates came up yesterday, and, as 
usual, were made the target for 
questions and criticisms from the Op­
position, not the least interesting 
function of which was to show how 
tittle some members of the Canadian 
Parliament know about this branch of 
the national business.

Nothing Too Gbod For Canadians.
Mr. J. D. Reid, Opposition znember 

for Grenville, Ontario, wanteotoknow 
whether it was true, as he had heard, 
that Canadians going from the eastern 
provinces were not so well treated by 
Government officials as immigrants 
from other countries.

His fears were set at rest by the 
Minister of the Interior, who said:

“I have heard, as jny bon. friend 
has heard, that the native Canadian 
does not get the same show in me 
Canadian West as the ‘foreigner.’ 
Well, that is a mistake. There is, 
however, this to be said, that the 
•foreig.er’ who does not speak the 
English language deserves and does 
receive an attention than an English- 
speaking man does not need, and 
would resent if offered him. There­
fore when ‘foreigners’ come here speak­
ing no language but their own, who 
are not familiar with our laws and 
system of government, if we wish 
them to acquire an understanding of 
the advantages that are offered to 
and of the obligations which they are 
taking upon themselves, we must pay 
them an attention that the Canadian 
certainly does not require, because he 
understands thoroughly our laws and 
is himself a part and parcel oi the 
government. But so far as facilities 
for locating lands are concerned, that 
is te say, the selection of lands, mak­
ing entry therefor, and so on, precise­
ly the same facility is offered to every 
one alike. Our land offices are as 
wide open to one man as to another. 
The German, the Galician, the Douk- 
hobor, when they reach the land 
agencies, and a good many of the sub­
agencies receive no favors over the 
Americans or the Canadians. There 
is no distinction in any way to the 
disadvantage of the Canadian. But T 
beg to assure my hon. friend that 
while it is not the policy oi the 
government to enter upon a campaign 
to induce people from the eastern pro­
vinces to go to the western provinces, 
and I have every reason for believing 
that such a campaign would not Ire 
looked upon favorably by the eastern 
provinces, indeed we are not allowed 
to enter upon such a campaign, I want 
to say that when Eastern Canadians 
come there, there is nothing too good 
for them in the minds of the ad­
ministration.

The Opposite View.
J. J. Hughes, of Kings, Prince Ed­

ward Island, had an exactly opposite 
view. He thought the inducements 
held out to entice young Canadians 
west were too strong. These, how­
ever, were not offered by the govern­
ment, but by railway companies, and 
he did not see that anything could be 
done to remedy matters.

The grounds and buildings at the 
expostion are about eighty per cent, 
finished. No exposition ever has pre­
sented such a permanent appearance, 
and this, in a great measure is re­
sponsible for the delay. Several of 
the most important buildings are 
built solidly of brick, cement and 
iron, and these are intended to remain 
on the grounds, as the nucleus of a 
great park.
Will Reproduce Pioneer Conditions.

No other exposition has attempted 
to show the world the life of the col­
onists, the hardships of the pioneers, 
who opened up a new country. Into 
all this has been thrown touches of 
the romantic. Twenty-five states of 
the union will trace their history 
from their earliest day into the pre­
sent, and the exhibits will be shelter­
ed by appropriate buildings repro­
ducing early colonial mansions and 
frontier forts.

Great Naval Display.
The State buildings have been 

grouped along the historic shore of 
Hampton Roads and they command 
an excellent view of the navies of 
the world. It is this great display 
of naval power that will prove the 
crowning glory of the expesition.

It is expected the vessels will at­
tract world wide attention, for the 
fleets will number besides several of 
the best types of each foreign naval 
power, the Atlantic fleet of the U. S. 
navy under command of Rear-Admir­
al Evans. The fleet is already aif- 
chored in Hampton Roads, but the 
ships have taken the positions fur­
thest from the waterfront to give the 
commanding locations to the foreign 
visitors on Friday.

Winnipeg, April 28.—While the car 
shortage agitation was at its height 
last February, it waa stated that the 
matter would be brought to the at­
tention of tiie members of the House 
at Ottawa. In anticipation of such 
a step being taken, Sir Thomas 
Shaughnessy, president of the C.P.R. 
wrote Sir Wilfrid Laurier, giving a 
full statement of the case from the 
railway side. Since that time a copy 
of the letter hae been received here 
together with permission to make its 
contents public.

The letter, first recalling the vari­
ous criticiEtns passed on transporta­
tion companies^ and affirming the 
sense of obligation felt by railway 
companies to fulfil their public dut­
ies in return for their charters and at­
tendant privileges received from par­
liament, goes on to say;

"I do not believe that there is any 
disposition on the part of our Can­
adian railway companies to deny the 
facts. They admit, I think, that they 
have been unable, at times, to move 
all the traffic offering with a desirable 
degree of promptness, because the 
volume at such times-was in excess 
oi their facilities, and they may pro­
perly be asked : ‘Why was this the 
case? Why have you not the requis­
ite facilities? \

“In the present instance the rail­
way companies call attention to the 
abnormal development that has tak­
en place in the country during the 
past five years, a development that 
has resulted not only in a vast expan­
sion ot the traffic to be transported, 
but has increased a hundred fold the 
difficulty about getting men and ma­
terial to do the work necessary to en­
able the railways to handle it.

Too Much to Do.
“Cars and locomotives were not the 

only essentials. Increased crossing 
sidings were required, so that a great­
er number of trains could be moved 
over a given section each 24 hours 
Terminal yards, roundhouses, shops 
and freight houses had to be enlarg­
ed and additional water service to be 
provided. Then there was the road 
bed of the railway to be strengthen­
ed and improved, in order that it 
might be able to bear the strain of 
the additional tonnage that it was re­
quired to carry and a thousand and 
one other works were rendered neces­
sary.

"Have our railway companies been 
executing these works during the past 
five years.

Tremendous Increase.
“I can answer for only one railway 

company. At the end of the year 
1901 the Canadian Pacific Railway 
company had 732 locomotives and 
22,475 freight cars. At the end of 
1906, five years later, the company 
had 1,204 locomotives and 37,467 
freight cars, so that in these five 
years there was an increase of 473 
locomotives and 14,994 freight cars 
or about 70 per cent, in each case, 
without taking into account the fact 
that each locomotive and each car 
was of much greater capacity than 
those previously in service. These

At Failure to Obtain Imperial 
Council—Colonial Confer­

ence is Doing Things.

Associated Press Dispatch.
London. April 22,—Nearly all the 

London morning newspapers express 
satisfaction at the results thus far ob­
tained by the colonial conference. 
The Imperialists, naturally, are dis- 
appointed the failure to obtain the 
establishment of an Executive Legis­
lative and Imperial Council, repre­
senting the whole empire, and realize 
that the compromise arranged is a 
virtual victory for the colonial office 
and the desire to retain the existing 
relations of the colonies with the 
mother country. - At the same time 
they argue that the concessions are 
a great step forward in the direction 
of the unification of the empire, and 
that the new status of the conference 
will enable them to work much bet­
ter In the future for the attainment 
of their aims. The Morning Post in 
an editorial, is much outspoken in its 
disappointment. It declares the Brit­
ish government has conceded to the 
conference all the trappings of na­
tional independence and imperial 
partnership while chaining the con­
ference more firmly than hitherto to 
the colonial office. The paper says 
great credit is due Alfred Deakin, the 
Australian premier, through his atti­
tude in the leadership ' in the move­
ment. The Morning Post blames Sir 
Wilfrid Laurier, premier of Canada, 
and General Louis Botha, premier of 
the Transvaal, for the failure, and 
declares the status of Canada is now 
more colonial and' less national than 
before.

Several of the newspapers, includ­
ing even the government organs, The 
Tribune, and The Chronicle, continue 
to protest against the secrecy mani­
fested regarding the doings of the con­
ference. The Daily Mail urges that 
the business of the conference did not 
go smoothly, that Lord Elgin, secre­
tary of state for the colonies, tried to 
exclude the ministers accompanying 
the colonial premiers, by asking them 
“To remain within hail." They ur­
gently asked why they were brought 
to England if not to participate in 
the conference. The Daily Mail de­
clares that one even threatened to 
leave the country within twenty-four 
hours unless he was treated as a 
member of the conference. The paper 
says his threat had its effect, and that 
the ministers now share in the dis­
cussions.

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IS THE C.P.R. AFTER MACKENZIE?
In the debate on the Blairmore 

townsite incident in the House on 
Friday last the puzzle was to deter­
mine whether the chief objective of 
assault was the Department of the 
Interior or Mr. Malcolm MacKenzie, 
M.P.P. of Macleod. The war was 
waged with not more fury about the 
action of the Department than about 
Mr. MacKenzie, his conduct, his pol­
itics and his possessions. It was as­
serted, repeated and re-repeated by En 
adroit perversion of the language of 
the court that Mr. MacKenzie had 
"obtained the land through fraud’ 
and the users of this equivocal lan­
guage were at no pains to explain 
that the fraud had not been commit­
ted by Mr. MacKenzie but by another 
and without his knowledge, consent 
or suggestion. The conspicuous dis­
crepancy between the persistent repe­
titions of the equivocal statement and 
the very casual admission of the ex­
onerating circumstance was so appar­
ent that nothing short of a direct 
charge could have been better cal­
culated to give to the House and the 
country that Mr. MacKenzie had per­
sonally made fraudulent representa­
tions or had secured such representa­
tions upon the strength of which he 
had secured the land.

Another line of attack deliberate­
ly pressed against Mr. MacKenzie was 
the fact that he was a Liberal in 
polities, had been a Liberal candi­
date in a Federal election and was 
now a member of the ligislature of 
Alberta and a supporter of the Lib­
eral Government of that province. 
These facts were repeated and reiter­
ated as if supplying in themselves 
all necessary evidence that his claims 
to the land were ill-founded and pro­
viding good and sufficient reason why 
his title to ownership should be set 
aside. This was the half-expressed 
but ill-concealed grievance which gave 
the under-tone to the entire discus­
sion and was solemnly paraded in the 
resolution to which the Opposition 
were pleased to attach their speeches.

Yet another ground of offence was 
found against Mr. MacKenzie—that 
the land in question had become valu­
able. The mover of the resolution 
estimated it at a value of from $100,- 
000 to $200,000 or cited others who 
did so. Forthwith the ears of Op­
position gentlemen pricked up.

The figures probably were sug­
gestive—the sum was exactly the 
rake-off gathered in. on the first shuf­
fle of the Pope-Fowler land. Whether 
the disturbing emotion was envy or 
recollection it apparently was over­
powering for neither Mr. Foster nor 
Mr. Bennett were in their seats in 
the evening. Whether they were weep­
ing tears of jealousy or repenting in 
privacy will probably never be known 
Meantime their less sensitive or less 
acquisitive friends continued to assail 
Mr. MacKenzie because the land was 
valuable. What earthly connection 
the value of the land could have to 
.the question of its ownership they did 
not deign to inform the House but 
coolly took the position that the land 
was valuable—therefore it should be 
taken from the possessor forthwith.

That the administration of the De­
partment of the Interior past and pre­
sent is a proper subject for parlia­
mentary debate is not a matter open 
for argument and those who introduce 
such debate are quite within their 
right and duty, but why this simul­
taneous assault on the character of 
a gentleman not at all connected with 
that Department and having no priv­
ilege of defending himself on the 
floor of parliament? The mover 
the resolution was careful to an­
nounce that he held no brief for 
Mr. Lyon or any other claimant but 
was asking simply for the dis-posses- 
sion of Mr. MacKenzie and his lead 
was followed faithfully by his cob- 
leagues. That any other claimant 
was dissatisfied with the finding of 
the Exchequer Court waa not advanc­
ed as a reason for introducing the 
subject into parliament. The Opposi­
tion occupied therefore the position 
having either brought up the subject 
of their own violation and in the hope 
of scoring a political peint by the 
defamation of private character or

speaking for d8me party or parties 
whose interests were not1 ritore con­
cerned in discrediting the Department 
of the Interior than in destroying the 
reputation of Mr. MacKenzie.

Now if it was competent to consider 
in connection with this matter the 
political complexion of Mr. MacKen­
zie, his political ambitions and his 
political standing it surely is quite 
as proper to consider also his politi­
cal accomplishments. If it was fair 
to launch an inference from his po­
litical convictions and associations if 
surely is quite as fair to launch an 
inference also from his political per­
formances. If it was competent to 
avow Mr. MacKenzie’s political rela­
tionship as an excuse for an attack for 
which no other excuse was offered, 
it surely is quite as proper to search 
in Mr. MacKenzie’s political record 
for the real motive and cause which 
lies behind the excuse.

Has Mr. MacKenzie then initiated 
or espoused any cause likely to draw 
upon him the hostility of an element 
in Western politics powerful enough 
to demand revenge at the hands of 
the Opposition? The outstanding 
event in Mr. MacKenzie’s political re­
cord was the movement for the taxa­
tion of railway companies. This move­
ment Mr. MacKenzie originated, de­
veloped, and advocated until it was 
transmuted into law and carried into 
execution, to the satisfaction and 
benefit of the people of Alberta and 
the corresponding cost and displea­
sure of the railway companies.

During the campaign for the pro­
vincial elections in Alberta Mr. Mac­
Kenzie announced a plan by which 
the Canadian Pacific Railway exemp­
tion might be evaded. His plan was 
that while the C.P.R. main line was 
exempt the province should simply 
assess and tax the branch lines heav­
ily enough to mak eup to the provin­
ces the loss sustained by the exemp­
tion of th emain~line. Upon this 
question of how to tax the Canadian 
Pacific Railway rested the whole ques­
tion of whether or not the railways 
of the province should or should not 
be taxed, for if the older and stronger 
company could not be taxed it would 
only be confirming and entrenching 
its monopolistic features to tax its 
younger and weaker competitor.

That the Canadian Pacific Railway 
appreciated the situation was imme­
diately revealed an dall the influence 
that company could command was 
thrown into the figth against Mr. 
MacKenzie and every other Liberal 
candidate in the province. Fortun­
ately the people of Alberta also ap­
preciated the position and the Gov­
ernment endorsed by overwhelming 
majority. One of the bills passed at 
the first session of the legislature 
coined Mr. MacKenzie’s plan into law 
and forthwith the railways of the pro­
vince became tax-payers. By reason 
of this movement begun and advocat­
ed by Mr. MacKenzie the C.P.R. finds 
itself up against a new proposition 
and a somewhat disagreeable one, that 
of paying taxes to the province cf 
Alberta.

That this will be either forgotten 
or forgiven neither Mr. MacKenzie nor 
any other Liberal member in Alber­
ta need imagine, and that the Cana­
dian Pacific Railway will call upon 
its friends and allies wherever and 
however possible to wreck vengeance 
upon the originator of the fell de­
sign may be assured. Throughout 
Western Canada the Conservative 
party and the-' Canadian Pacific Rail­
way go hand-in-hand and under nor­
mal conditions it would doubtless be 
left to the corporation’s allies in Al­
berta's avenge the taxation of the 
company. But the unholy alliance 
is not in normal condition In Alber­
ta today and the two lone survivors 
of the fray have not even weight 
enough to launch a slander. What, 
more natural than that the Federal 
Opposition should be called upon to 
discharge the service to the common 
ally which the Alberta detachment is 
not in a position to discharge? That 
the assault was in parliament direct­
ed against Mr. MacKenzie simply and 
solely on the ground that he was a 
Liberal, had been a candidate in a 
Federal election and is now a mem­
ber of the Alberta legislature is quite 
as good evidence as is needed that the 
Federal Opposition stands prepared to 
knife the character of the provincial 
legislator who dares consider the in­
terest of his province superior to the 
interest of the C.P.R.

Sir Wilfrid Laurier’s 
personal prestige has been so much 
augmented by his method of dealing 
with colleagues whose reputations 
were attacked outside their quality 
as administrators, that there is just 
a tendecy to lose sight of the circum­
stance important enough none the less 
that when Sir Wilfrid Laurier sees frt 
to cross the ocean and withdraw him­
self for the time from home, contro­
versies he is able to leave behind 
him at Ottawa a Cabinet strong 
enough, and many times over strong 
enough, to meet any force the Oppos­
ition can put into the field against 
it. He leaves Sir Richard Cartwright, 
Mr. Fielding, Mr. Fisher, Mr. Scott 
and Mr. Patterson, five members of 
his Cabinet who have been members 
of it for better than ten years now, 
against not one of whom has there 
been a whisper of scandal, public or 
private, in all that time. And not 
merely, have they the advantage <f 
this negative sort of commendation, 
but in any impartial study of the 
situation it must be conceded that 
their talents, their experience, their
character, afford lample guarantees

DISCRIMINATE IMMIGRATION.
Five years ago when Mr. Oliver as 

member for Albert^ stood up in Par­
liament to contend that Canada's im­
migration work should be directed to 
secure a discriminate, or selected rath­
er than indiscriminate immigration 
he stood alone so far as His Majesty’s 
loyal Opposition was concerned. Last 
week a resolution was introduced in 
the House condemning Mr. Oliver as 
Ministed of the Interior for bring­
ing the principle of discrimination or 
selection immigration into the immi­
gration work of Canada, and His 
Majesty’s loyal Opposition marshalled 
their forces to support the resolution 
to condemn the practical application 
of the principle.

The people of the west will here­
after have no ground for uncertainty 
as to the attitude va the Opposition 
toward immigration. They would 
that the immigrant as a political ele­
ment to be reviled or lauded as party 
advantage prompts and consistently 
register their votes in opposition to 
the principle of directing immigra­
tion work to secure a discriminate 
as distinguished from an indiscrim­
inate immigration. When by the 
condemnation of immigrants ljrom 
certain countries they may hope to 
gain popularity among other elements 
of our people no condemnation is too 
severe or too extravagant; but when 
the Government adopts a practical 
means for securing immigrants most 
likely to be in every way satisfactory 
they do so under the certainty of as­
sault from the Opposition.

the Calgary Herald, have been mak­
ing rather unseemly personal remarks 
about the Minister of Agriculture.

■ÿhe mormon, for the sake of his 
faith, is ever ready to obey the man­
date of his superiors and move to 
fredh fields. For the sake of the 
power—political, social, religious— 
that is involved, he is an earnest ad­
vocate of a policy of territorial ex­
tension, says Frank Yeigh in the- New 
York Tribune.

Hence it is that the Mormon power 
has invaded Western Canada and is 
already causing some apprehension 
there. In the newly organized pro­
vince of Alberta, bordering on the 
foothills of the Rock Mountains, is 
tiie latest stake at Zion. There eight 
thousand trekkers from Utah are 
farming and ranching, and incident­
ally building up a strong cause of 
Latter Day Saints in the Dominion, 
as an integral part of the army of 
three hundred thousand that consti­
tutes the sect the world over.

No less than eighteen hundred Mor­
mon missionaries are scattered over 
the globe, zealously propagating their 
faith, without remuneration from the 
home centre. It was this ruling 
thought of expansion that led a small 
company of eight or ten families to 
leave Utah a few years ago, under 
the guidance of C. O. Card, who thus 
became one of tiie pioneers of his 
people on the Western Canadian 
plains, and who has had his reward 
of fame by having a town named af­
ter him.

They were a delegation appointed 
by the Salt Lake hierarchy to spy 
out the land, and their report must 
have been favorable, judged by the 
emigration that resulted and that is 
still under way.

A few miles north of the interna­
tional boundary line Card and his 
.company preempted government lands 
and laid -,ie foundations of their pra- 
rie homes. They were the first agri­
culturists to settle in what had up 
to that time been looked upon |s ex­
clusively a ranching country ; in fact 
it was manifestly in the interests of 
the cattlemen to circulate such a re­
port. But the Western Mormons who 
had overcome the seeming obstacles 
of nature in cultivating the unprom­
ising soil of Utah, were just the type 
of workers to solve the problem in 
Alberta, and hundreds of farmers are 
there satisfactorily solving it to-day.

Thus it happens that where, scarce­
ly more than a decade ago there were 
few signs of human occupation out­
side of tne wandering cowboy and 
his roving herds, now there are a 
score of towns and villages, each the 
prosperous centre of a grain and stock 
raising region.

Law Abiding and Frugal.
The Mormon has brought it to pass 

As an industrious and law abiding, 
frugal settler Ihe is a welcome addi-1 
tion to Canada's western pioneer pop- i 
ulation, where the dominant need is 
men, to cause the soil to bring forth 
of its abundance ; where, according 
to the Celtic fancy of Lord Dufferin 
when governor-general of Canada who 
has only “to tickle the prairie with 
a plough to have it laugh back with 
a harvest.”

But many thinking Canadians arc, 
nevertheless not so certain about the 
value of this human inflow, judged 
by their history as a religio-political 
organization. In numbers the Mor­
mons are steadily increasing in Al­
berta, with a corresponding increase 
in influence and wealth. The first 
town, Raymond, was founded in 1901. 
In the period since then several oth­
er populated centres have come into 
existence—Cardston, Magrath, Stir­
ling and Tabor—to each of which 
large district are tributary. Hereto­
fore Lethbridge has been the Northern 
gateway of this Canadian Mormon- 
land, but the movement is spreading 
northward in the direction of Cal­
gary, the town of High River hav­
ing recently been started between 
Macleod and Calgary.

Further evidence of Mormon activ­
ity in this “Stake of Zion” under the 
British flag is found in their recent 
purchase of the famous Cochrane 
ranch, composed of $5,000 acres of 
the choicest land in southern Al­
berta, for $6 an acre. A large beet 
sugar factory is in operation at Ray­
mond and this industry bids fair to 
be an important feature of their in­
dustrial life.

Raymond is named after a son of 
Jesse Knight. The latter believes his 
son is to be the instrument, in the 
hands of Providence, of gathering to­
gether the long lost Ten Tribes of 
Israel, and that they will ultimately 
re-assemble at Raymond.

Jesse Knight himself is one of the

pondingly rich, and the acquirement 
of his wealth is in itself a strange 
tale. Some years ago the old mor­
mon had a dream that at a certain 
spot in the mountains he would find 
a mine of great value, and that he 
was to use its wealth for the good of 
mankind. In due time, the treasure 
mine was located in Canada, and in 
two years thereafter Knight was a 
millionaire. Now, by process of ev­
olution, he has several mines and 
consequently several millions. He is 
also carrying out the terms of the 
compact by causing thousands of 
acres of irrigated prairie lands to be 
plowed for beet raising, and his 
schemes for the benefit of his people 
are many and wide-spread. He him­
self works in the field with the hum­
blest of his men. when ih Alberta, 
and sets an example in his personal 
life for simplicity and abstinence.

Cardston’s Founder.
Cardston is the creation of Joseph 

Card, a son-in-law of Brigham Young. 
Mr. Card is the ex-president of this 
Canadian “Stake of Zion,” and con­
ducts a large co-operative store, for 
co-operation is effective throughout 
Mormondom in the purchase of and 
communal use of steam threshers and 
in the erection of grist mills and 
cheese and other factories. Surround­
ing Cardston are a number of small­
er settlements.

A majority of the “saints” live in 
village communities for the sake of 
the social life and the educational 
and religious privileges involved in 
such an arrangement, the church and 
the school constituting an important 
part in the economy of the sect. A 
deep interest is taken in .the schools. 
Excellent buildings are provided and 
fairly well equipped teachers are se­
cured. Wisely, too, the trustees take 
a mpre than perfunctory interest in 
the werk intrusted to them by fre­
quently visiting the schools and in­
specting the work of the teachers. 
While they were compelled to adopt 
the public school system of that part 
of Canada, they have steadily pursu­
ed the policy of preparing their own, 
young people as teachers. As a result 
in a year or two there will be no 
gentile teachers needed and none em- 
ployd. Furthermore, they will take

Famine Striken Russia
Twenty Millions are Starving

London, April 19—Writing from the 
Russian famine district Dr. Kennard, 
who was sent by the Society of 
Friends to investigate conditions 
among the peasantry, draws an appal­
ling picture of the suffering. After 
calling attention to the urgent and 
immediate need of funds he says :— 

“This is the worst famine Russia 
has ever known. Over twenty million 
people distributed over the southeast­
ern provinces cannot live w'ithout aid 
to see another harvest. And I may 
say that this figure has not only been

date of the harvest will vary with 
the latitude, and the famine stricken 
region is spread over such a wide 
area, five times the size of France, 
that more than ten degrees of latitude 
are involved. Funds will be needed 
till the end of July to feed all these 
millions, and then the harvest wil 
bring relief.

But there are many hundreds of 
thousands to whom the harvest will 
not bring relief, for they have neither 
land nor cattle. The few cows that 
are in existence are in such a pitiful 
condition themselves that they are 
useless for milking purposes. The re­
sult is that babies and young children 
are being forced to eat the coarse 
black bread and the indigestible 
young cucumbers which are luxuries

to the adult Russian peasants today, 
but are death to infants. The people 
in most cases have sold in advance 
all that the harvest might bring them 
They have sold themselves and their 
work from all over the southeastern 
provinces and are coming in, and 
young women and girls are forced to 
prostitute themselves to obtain food. 
-For those suffering people, to whom 
the coming harvest means nothing,re­
lief must be afforded during the whole 
of the coming year.
Epidemics Add to Terrible conditions.

In the meantime, epidemics of dis­
ease add to the terrible condition of 
the young. The difficulties encount­
ered of relieving these are made ten 
times worse now owing to the practic­
ally impassable conditions of the 

, country roads. The winter snow-s are 
melting and projecting vast volumes 
of water in countless cataracts toward 
Mother Volga, and neither man nor 
beast can hope to do anything in the 
way of travel.”

Disastrous Typhoon.
Berlin, April 19.—Colonial Secretary 

De Rinberg stated today that a cable 
message had been received from the 
governor ol the island of , Yap an­
nouncing that a disastrous typhoon 
swept over the Caroline Islands on 
Good Friday last, and that 230 of the 
3,000 natives of the Ulullthi group 
were drowned. Cocoanut trees were 
destroyed and famine threatens the 
surviving nation. The steamer Pla­
net, of the German navy, which has 
been engaged in geodetic work, and 
the steamer Germania, of the Jaluit 
company, proceeded to the Ulullthi 
Islands, taking food and help. It is 
proposed to bring as many of the 
suffering natives as possible to the 
Pelew and Lacone Islands.

Mexico City, April 19.—A tentative

CHINA RIPENING 
INTO REVOLUTION

iignificant Address by Y.M.C.A. 
Representative Southam in 

Presbyterian Church.

Frist Presbyterian church was pack­
ed last evening to hear W. J. South­
ern, one of the international secretar­
ies of the Y. M. C, A., who is at 
present pushing the propaganda of 
the Y. M .C. A. movement among 
the eastern colleges.

Mr. Southam's demeanor is that of 
a man who knows, and who is not 
disconcerted by great events. He is 
thoroughly conversant with the Y. 
M. C. A. movement'in the far east, 
and gave a most realistic and graphic 1 
account of the social, poitical and re-, 
lieious revolution that is ripening in 
China.

The speaker’s remarks were based 
on the Messianic vision of the forty- 
ninth of Isiah, which, he said, might 
consistently apply to China.

He sketched .the purpose oi the Y. 
M. C. A. movement in the non- 
Christian lands. The work had been 
taken up at the pressing call of the 
missionaries as a means to- reach the 
students and business men of the 
non-Christian countries. There were 
now 66 secretaries in foreign lands 
occupying the strategic centres. The 
work was largely maintained by fin­
ancial aid obtained in the city where 
the work was carried on. Only the 
salary of the secretary was borne by 
the Y. M. C. A. of North America.

The work was meeting with success 
as was abundantly proven in the late 
Japanese war. The Y. M. C. A. was 
the only religious organization toler­
ated in the Japanese army during 
the war. _

Mr. Southam specified some of the 
changes that were coming over the 
empire of China, a nation which had 
preserved its identity through the rise 
and fall of one hundred empires, and 
bad its prophets and singers long 
before the passage the speaker had 
chosen in Isiah had been penned.

The awakening of China consisted 
in a new patriotism and a deep na­
tionalistic movement as was seen in 
the successful boycott aimed at the 
United States. -Criminal torture and 
been abolished and the revolting

criminal law had been recodified. The 
imperial government had decreed that 
io one might become an official whose 

wife or child were subjected to foot-1 
torture. The government was deter-1 
mined to abolish the opium trade. |

One per cent, of the land utilized 
for the cultivation of the poppy was 
being reclaimed* each year, so that at 
the end of ten years there would be 
no opium produced in China.

The greatest change, Mr. Southam 
said, was in the educational system 
of the nation. In 1905 one official or­
ganized 6,000 new primary schools in 
■m? province. Another significant fea­
ture was- the exodus of Chinese stu­
dents to foreign seats o 1 learning. 
There were now 1,800'Chinese students 
in the Japanese universities studying 
’he secret cf Japan’s rapid rise in the 
great family of nations.

It has occurred to me that I was 
perhaps neglecting a duty in not call­
ing public attention to the sad condi­
tion of the sick and afflicted in the 
Mackenzie River country. Thq dis­
tance by the ordinary travelled route 
between Athabasca landing (which is 
itself about one hundred mjles north 
of Edmonton) and Fort MEPherson, 
near the Arctic Sea, is 1,854 miles, 
and over that whole distance the in­
habitants—Indians, hall-breeds and 
whites—are without a single physi­
cian.

Of missionaries there are many, 
and the good people ol Canada send 
liberal support to maintain them, but 
surely, as the eloquent apostle of the 
Labrador says, it is poor comfort to 
the suffering and dying to be told 
that we love them and that the Lord 
is good when we fail to do anything 
to relieve their physical distress.

My attention was forcibly called to 
the condition of these people in this 
respect during my visit to that coun­
try last summer. Only two days af­
ter leaving Athabasca Landing in a 
steamer our cook took sick with what 
was apparently appendicitis. It was 
soon evident that his case was ser­
ious, and it was extremely distressing 
to see him growing worse day by 
day, while of the fifty or more on the 
boat no one could d-> anything to save 
his life. After about a week of in­
tense suffering he expired, and now , 
fills a lonely grave on the bank of 
tlie Athabasca River, far from his 
former home in England. There are 
many in the country who are afflict­
ed with certain ailments that would 
yield readily to simple surgical op­
erations. In sueli cases there are on­
ly two alternatives: either to endure 
the affliction or make a long journey 
of perhaps a thousand or fifteen hun­
dred miles to Edmonton, which is 
not only expensive, but if the journey 
is from the far north, where there 
is only'one or two boats in the year, ! 
it will necessitate an absence from ! 
home of about twelve months.

Just before we left Edmonton we 
heard of such a case. The wife of an 
employee of the Hudsons’ Bay Com­
pany at Fort Simpson, on the Mac­
kenzie, nearly 1,200 miles from Ed­
monton, came out to the latter place 
on the return of the steamer in 1905 
in order to undergo some simple op­
eration for her eyes, which, I believe 
was quite successful, and only neces­
sitated her stay in the hospital for 
a week or two, but as she could not 
get back to her home that season she 
arranged to stay in Edmonton and 
return the following year by the boat. 
Unfortunately a week before we left 
Edmonton she took suddenly ill and 
expired, and instead of our having 
her as a companion on our journey 
we were compelled to be the bearers 
of the saddest of all messages to her 
husband, who came aboard, as soon 
as the steamer touched the bank, ex­
pecting to meet his dear one after a 
long year’s absence. It is unneces­
sary to say that this incident was 
most distressing, but it is not singu­

lar, for this annual steamer brings 
similar messages every trip. I shall 
only mention one other instance : 
Some titne in April of last year I re­
ceived a letter from a trader of my 
acquaintance, whose post was at the 
Arctic Red River, on the lower Mac­
kenzie, beyond the Arctic circle. This 
letter was written on Christmas Day, 
fully four months before it reached 
me at Ottawa. It described life in 
that far northern region most graph­
ically, and the general tone was cheer­
ful, and reflected the life of a man 
greatly interested in the strange sur­
roundings of his new home. I knew 
a reply would not reach him sooner 
than I expected to myself, and 1 
lo6ked forward with pleasure to the 
surprise that I would give him when 
1 should present myself in person 
to answer his communication. On 
reaching Great Slave lake I was in­
formed that I would find my friend 
at Fort Good Hope on our way down. 
This post is about three hundred 
miles this side of the Arctic Red 
River. So when our steamer, the 
Wrigley, reached Good Hope I look­
ed eagerly among the crowd of In­
dians, half-breeds and a few whites, 
everyone down to see the arrival of 
the first steamer, if not the only one 
of the year; but to my surprise my 
friend could not be seen. I soon had 
his quarters on the bank of the river 
pointed out, and in a few minutes 
more had found him in a small log 
hut in a dying condition. He had a 
few months before contracted a se­
vere cold, which failed to yield to any 
remedies that were available. 1" 
learned on my return that he died 
the day after I visited him.

These are but a few of the distress­
ing cases I met with on my journey. 
Here is a field for another Grenfell of 
vaster extent than that afforded on 
the coast of Labrador, and I cannot 
but believe that if our people realiz­
ed the condition of the scattered set­
tlements, extending over two thou­
sand miles from Edmonton to the 
polar sea, with regard to medical aid 
they would respond as willingly to 
provide one or two hospitals as they 
now do to the supprt of the missions 
in that region. It is true that the 
missionaries are generally supplied 
with a few drugs, and some of them 
have a limited knowledge of medicine, 
but I do not know of one capable of 
performing a serious surgical opera­
tion, and provided he were, the con- 
ditioris of the homes of these people 
would certainly ribt be favorable to 
convalescence.

Will not some one undertake the 
work of establishing a small hospital, 
say, at Fort Simpson? This would 
be a central point on the river, and 
would, I am sure, be soon patronized 
by many who hâve been afflicted for 
years, and who otherwise could nev­
er receive the treatment that their 
cases require.

Cosmopolitanism of Canada.
It is difficult today to realize that 

it is not much more than half a cen­
tury ago since Canada was one of the 
most disturbed, and in some respects, 
one of the most discontented portions 
of the British Empire. And yet that 
is the fact. The Frenchman who oc­
cupied the greater part of Eastern 
Canada was intensely Catholic in 
faith, strongly Conservative in prin­
ciple, and was for the most part a 
small farmer quite content with the 
narrow life of his village—except when 
he grew audacious, and emigrated ov­
er to better wages and wider condi­
tions in the United States.

,-w In Western Canada, on the other 
hand, there were peculiarly strenu­
ous specimens of the races that inhab­
it these islands—dour hard-working 
and ambitious Scotchmen ; English­
men with their push, their tremen­
dous national pride, and their scorn 
for the ideas and habits of other na­
tionalities and creeds ; and even the 
Irishman, who belonged to the same 
religious creed as the French-Cana- 
dian, looked down on the Frenchman’s 
lack of enterprise and ’ reactionary 
ideas.

Advantages and Disadvantages.
To solve all these different elements 

into an amalgam was a feat that very 
few statesmen could achieve ; it is to 
the' everlasting honor of Sir Wilfrid 
Laurier that he has succeeded in do­
ing so. He started, it is true, with 
some advantages. He was French by 
birth and by creed, and that gave 
him a certain advantage, in dealing 
with that recalcitrant element of the 
aCnadian population. But, on the 
oher hnd, it also gained for him a 
certain instinctive distrust on the 
part of the othér provinces and the 
other races. The one thing which I 
did not like in Canada—which I found 
a delightful country—was that there 
still persist there some of the accurs- 

• ed old feuds of the world of Europe 
—strong religious divisions, strong 
political diversities and antagonisms 
And in such an atmosphere of reli­
gious hatred and political animosity 
it was impossible to hope that a 
French-Catholic could find himself 
accepted without a protest. And thus 
ones has honestly—in estimating the 
career of Sir Wilfrid Laurier—to say 
that his advantages of birth and 
creed were about counter-balanced by 
the disadvantages.

larger amount of space of the Ameri­
can continent than the United States? 
They have within the last two or 
three years created two new parlia­
ments in two new territories—Alberta 
and Saskatchewan—and each of these 
territories is bigger than most of the 
big countries of Europe. One little 
fact, within my personal knowledge, 
brought home tdSme the change in 
the conditions of Canada more tahn 
scores of things I have read. When 
I was in the United States, some 
seventeen years ago, all New England 
was talking' of the huge immigration 
from Canada to the New England 
States. I remember people telling •• e 
that some towns of Massachusetts and 
Connecticut were almost overrun by 
French-Canadians. And, in fact, 
people of all nationalities were rush­
ing over to the States, even some of [ 
those emigrants who had been brought 
from Europe to Canada at great cost 
to Canada.

Americans Emigrate.
And now the process is reversed. It 

is the United States which is sending 
the immigrants into Canada, not Can­
ada into the United States. In *he 
far Western States, like Dakota, 
American farmers who have been 
there for generations are selling their 
farms, packing up their goods and 
chattels, and are emigrating into the 
richer and more fertile lands of West­
ern Canada. No fewer than a quarter 
of a million of Americans are expect­
ed to reach Canada from these regions 
within the present year. And all the 
people who do go to the West of 
Canada are enthusiastic in their 
praise of the resources, the possibili­
ties, the climate of-the country. The 
old legend that you could find noth­
ing there but arctic cold is exploded; 
you find, on the contrary, one of the 
most beautiful and temperate cli­
mates in the world, and people are 
growing rich almost over-night. Su-h 
is the demand foi-dand; such is the 
immense immigration.

Our Premier.
And now, what manner of man is ' e 

who bears upon his shoulders this At- 
lantean burden? The best description 
I ever heard of Sir Wilfrid Laurier 
was given to me by a very interesting 
Canadian personality, Mr. Ross, who 
was for many years Prime Minister 
of the Province of Ontario. " Sir 
Wilfrid Laurier,” said this dour, 
gnarled, kindly, shrewd old Scotch- 
Canadian, “is a picture gallery rU 
in hip self.” This praise—which I 
will always remember as witty and 
picturesque—gives you some idea • t 
the impression which the appearance 
of Sir Wilfrid Laurier makes upon 
you. He is like some splendid por­
trait that has walked down front) the 
walls of a mediaeval French chateau 
and is again stalking the earth. You 
could never mistake him for anything 
but a man of French blood. Nor 
could you, at the same time, ever take 
him for a modern Frenchman. With 
all his intensely progressive and 
broad spirit, Sir Wilfrid looks the 
man of the chateau and of the eigh­
teenth century; the Frenchman born 
before the French Revolution; one 
who had exchanged repartees with 
Voltaire ; who had mailed benignly at 
some of Talleyrand’s jokes on the 
gullibility of mankind.

An Interesting Personality.
Imagine a very tall, a very slight,

almost a bony figure; imagine a face 
exactly the same—that is to say, long, 
narrow, and bony—and you will have 
some idea of what Sir Wilfrid Laurier 
is like in the flesh. There is not a 
spare ounce on that body, which, 
nevertheless, seems as alert, active, 
and enduring as that of some deer­
hound. The face seems to concen­
trate itself in the mouth, which is 
large—as is the mouth usually of the 
oi ator—mobile, slightly pursued. The 
face is clean-shaven, which also gives 
a certlin look at once of academic 
distinction and of eighteenth centu'y 
character. You could take him, if 
you did not know him, for a great 
scientific scholar, for a Professor of 
letters, for a high ecclesiastic ; or you 
might fancy that he was a brilliant 
wit and encyclopaedist—one of the 
band that prepared the French Re­
volution. You could take him for 
many things, but never for anything 
that was not intellectual, distinguish­
ed, and well bom.

Character in His Dress.
-And there is about the whole man 

a certain trimness and precision 
which are almost suggestive of France 
and of the eighteenth century. He 
dresses with a perfect appropriateness 
to his figure, his face, and even nis 
position. The coat is usually a frock 
coat with spacious tails; the waist­
coat—if I remember rightly—is some­
what low cut; and his collars are, :n 
their way, as prominent and remark­
able as those of Mr. Gladstone.

CHINA IS IN 
SORE STRAITS

As Result of Famine—Many are 
Dying—Must Have 

Relief.

Shanghai, April 19.—The following 
are extracts from the reports just re­
ceived of foreigners in the four fa­
mine centres : -

Yaoman—“ The famine is growing 
worse. Chinese in great numbers are 
dying.”

Suchien—“Almost out of supplies. 
Need large amounts immediately. Re­
lief commenced.”

Sing Kiang Pu—“ Many dying. 
Must increase relief.”

Luhiawietse—“ The whole country 
is in the deepest distress. Refugees 
who went south hoping to find relief 
are returning empty handed. There 
are processions of great numbers of 
people with wheelbarrows, transport­
ing their doors, tables, beds and cup­
boards to market to be sold for al­
most nothing. Hundreds of women 
and children are seen in the fields, 
scratching out roots and scanty 
blades of grass. Hundreds of trees 
have been stripped of their bark from 
the roots to the tips of the highest 

’branches for use as food. The ma­
jority of the population are living on 
wild roots, etc., which is causing dis­
ease.”
