Elevators mean wheat, In the Ed-
monton district they may mean oats,
but here wheat is king. Like great
ocean - vessels relieved of ‘heavy
cargoes they lie in port. Their period
of comparative idleness will not be
for long. The harvest season will
quickly approach, when once more the
great holds of the elevators will ‘be
freighted with their bulging cargoes
of golden grain e 3
The psychic movemegts of the
wheat farmer are interesting to
analyze. As  your correspondent
passed through this district last Aug-
ust he was led to think there was
nothing in the world like winter
wheat. The harvest ‘was then on,
and the grain stood as thick <in the
fields as a porcupine’s quills. The
wheat that was rushed to these same
elevators or shipped direct to the
lake ports was winter wheat. The
spring wheat stoed green in the fields
and was rather slow in ripening
The farmer became dubious. He saw
his winter wheat yielding from forty
to fifty bushels to the agre, and he
concluded that spring wheat was too
much of a gamble. He decided that
he would sow more winter wheat than
ever

Meanwhile the spring wheatifgrew
and ripened. The farmer harvested
a magnificent crop and turned it on to
the market at a good price. Some
farmers held their spring grain until
this year and have been drawing it
to the elevitors  between seeding)
spells or after their seeding was
done. What are they getting for it?

Figures will
readily be ‘quoted for the inquirer
Figures do not often lie, but

Human frailties
are put to a severe test when it comes

Suffice it to say, then, that a good-
ly increase in acreage was available
for the farmer last fall He sowed
a larger amount than wusual to win-
ter wheat. The <oil did not register
a very high percentage of moisture
at the time of fall seceding and the
process -O0f germination proceeded un-
ler difficulties. The winter was not
at all unfaverable and the wheat did
not suffer on that aceount. Then
g#ame the spring. At least it made
a pretense of coming. In this district
the grain, which had been dormant,
during the winter months, began to
sprout. - The month of April was a
“frost.” The grain was prepared to
grow, but it could not. It was so
repeatedly set back that many of the
farmers concluded that it was flone
for. ' Rather than take chances of los-
ing a crop, they reseeded their ficlds
to spring wheat. It is safe to say
that forty per cent. of the winter
wheat from Macleod to High River
was reseeded.

The sowing of spring wheat went
on concurrently. All through April
more or lesg seeding wes done with a
periodie cesaation of several days on
account of unfavorable weather, such
15 a snow storm. During the first
week in May every day was made to
tell. From the areas clos to -the
towns away up to the summits of the
hills in the distance the seed drills
were at work from five o’clock in the
morning to the fall of darkness.
Thousands of acres comprising the
homesteaders’ humble holdings and
seétion after section of the gentry
of the Alberta to be, were sown 1o
spring wheat. By the tenth of May
practically all the seeding was done.

The first week in May told the
tale. The winter wheat that was not
molested began to grow. Many of the
fields could not look better.” Others
are not in good condition and will
vield only an average crop.

The outstanding feature of the grop
situation throughout Southern Al-
berta is that a great deal haw still to
be learned about the growing of Al-
Red. There is wanted the
man who has a scientific understand-
ing of this now famous cereal. Tt
has yet to be. explained, why there
should be 'such a prolific yield one
Season and the prospeet of only a
fagir yield the next. Also why some
districts have a most favorable out-
look and others not far removed
have not met with suecess. There is
abundant room for experimental works
in this portion of the province which’
is s0 wholly and almost exclusively
devoted to this branch of agriculture.
As resistless as the ocean tide is the
advance of the breaking outfits
year. To the hundreds that are now
in the country scores are being add-
ed. One firm in Claresholm owns
seven steam and five gasoline outfits,
in addition to probably a dozen teams
of horses. This firm zlone has con-
tracted for 8,000 acres of plowing
this season.

The letter contains the following
warning: “We feel that the prosperity
of all classes has been greatly due to
the fact that this country has afford-
ed indisputable safety for invested
capital, and we should deeply regret
it if this conviction was in any way
weakened.”

GERMANY GAINS GROUND.

British Policy Has Turned Chinese to
German Manufactures.

Pekin, May 13.—The announcement
that the German, English and French
financial groups will meet in Berlin
to-day to take final action on the
Chinese loan under the new terms is
the signal for a renewal for an at-
tack by the London organ of the
British and -Chinese . corporation,
whese failure to dictate its terms to
China gave the Germans their 6p-
portunity.

The trend of the attack as cabled
to China is that the British should
not support the arrangement, because
it “involved a humiliating surrender
of British interests in return for per-
mission to resume 'British vested in-
terests in the Canton“Hankow line.”

In view of the anxiety-of the several
groups of British “financiers to secure
part of this loan wupen the Chinese-
German terms, it is Tegarded here as
unlikely that the British and Euro-
pean bankers and investors will be
affected by argdments based on poli-
tical considerations.

While unnquestionably it involves,
as it stands,the humiliation of the
British in ‘being forced to zbandon
their claim of a Yangate Valley mono-
poly and in securing a portion of the
loan only by the grace of the ‘Ger-
mans, the situation is one created by
the ‘'British - themselves ~ through
Downing street’s support of a single
corporation to the exclusion of outside
British capttatists.

This loan controversy has precipi-
tated a storm of criticism.and re-
erimination among  the Britishers
here. An ‘interesting reflex illustra-
tion of the effect of the British policy
toward China is found in the Hankow:
railways advertisement for locomo-
tives only of German -“manufacture.
Last year, despite the strongest pro-
test by the local gentry aad mer-
chants, a British loan was contracted
for this line. The loan ragreement
stipulated for British material.

The British are now protesting to
the government against the action of
the railway authorities in patroniz-

ARMEMNIANS WERE INSOLENT

French Officer’ Says
Openiy of Re-Establishing King-

Paris, May 12.—A letter received
here from an officer on board the
French armored cruiser Victor Hugo,
at Mersina, dated April 24, while ful-

The writer declares that after the
praclamation of the Turkish consti

mans became insolent and quarrel-
some. They boasted openly of. their
separatist intentions and of their pur-
pose of re-establishing the Armenian
kingdom.

FRENCH'POSTAL STRIKE
MAY SOON COLLAPSE

Leaders Have Not Yet Made Good
Their Bluff—No Attempts Made
at Violence—Only One-Fifth of
Those Employed go Out in_ Paris.

Paris, May 13—The postal strike as
yvet hangs fire. The enthusiasm dis-
played ' at the mass meeting at the
Hippodrome flast evening was not .o
efierveseent this morning.

Letters were delivered and the tele-
phone service was working almost
normally today.

There has been some slight difficulty
in the transmission-of telegrams buf
thé general sitdation so far shews that
the leaders of the strike indulged m
a bluff which they have not yet made
good.

THe following -wad given out as oi-
ficia] figures. At the chief post office
today 746 clerks of the 1.087 empléyed.
were absent. Twelve letter carriers
were absent out of 3,176. There were
Jes§s than a hundred strikérs at the
post office in:the centre of the city
and only 167 out of 2,547 at the other
branch post offices.

Reports from-the provinces tell the
same Story. There has not been the
slightest attempt at violence anywhere
or ‘even threats against the thousands
of ““black legs” .who remain in readi-
ness. Polieemen in uniform and in
plain clothes are in every office, but
their services have not been needed.

Prime-Minister Clemenceau is quot-
ed as saying: “While last evening’s
mass meeting was proceeding to settle
its business in public my task was
alrpady half done.” It is impossible.
however, to be certain as to the exact
number of those who quit work.

The fiures supplied officially differ
materially from those given by ihe
strikers.. The prefecture of police an-
nounces that only one-fifth of the pos-
tal employees in Paris have gone out.

SETTLEMENT IS ANNOUNCED.

Difficulties Between C. P: R. and
Machinists Satisfactorily Arranged

Winnipeg, -Man., May 11.—It is
stated on reliable authority that the
difficulties between the C. P. R. and
their machinists have been satisfac-
torily settled.

WHEAT SEEDING COMPLETED.

Saskatchewan Has Immensely In-
creased Area—Prospects Gener-
ally Are Satisfactory.

Régina; Sask., May 12—Enquiry
made by correspondents today go to
show that. wheat seeding i: practic-
ally completed all through the pro-
vince and other grains are now going
in. The area sown this year will show
an increase of tens of thousands of
acres, although the exact figures of
the increase are mot yet available. In
the Regina. district much of the land
was sownbefore the recent big snow
storm and this, ‘with the favorable
weather which has since prveailed, is
already sprouting and making good
growth. The same may be said of
the Indian Head district and, indeed.
in almost all the localities, where +he
seed had been planted before that
storm, the-same remarks apply.
In Northwestern Sections.

In ‘some few districts cold, frosty
nights'Wave Had a deteriorating efiecet.
though this énly applies to some of
the mewer gdisgricts, where little will
be sown_ this season. In -the north-
west ‘end 'of the pro®nce, notably ip
Battleford and the Eagle Hills dis-
tricts, and also south of Battleford, in
the Cut Knife and Tramping Lake sée-
tions, large areas are all finished and
tender  green shoots are already fing-
ing the black earth.” Tn the Round
Valley and Turtle River country north
of Battleford mixed farming is rather
the order than straighi grain raising.
but there also prospects look bright.
In the vicinity of Saskatosn, in the
Eagle Lake and Goose Lake districts.
seeding operations are also about com-

lete,

In Northeastern Districts.

In the northeast corner, in the York-
ton district, there is a very large in-
crease in area sown to all grains and
planting is finished excepting on one
or two farms. In the southeast por-
tion of the province and .along the
Weyburn and Milestong country wheat
is all seeded and flax, oats and barley
are well advanced.

Gentrally the prospeets look good
throughout the graigp growing .portion
of the provinee. The snow fall of a
couple of weeks ago followed as it was
by ideal growing weather brought the
seed to germination in rapid time.
and it is possible that what little late-
ness there was in getting the seed into

In Manitoba the supplies
of fodd=r and coarse grains were suf-
ficient and horses showed a condition
oi 96, mileh cows 84.6, other horned
cattle 82, and sheep and swine 90.6 per.
cent., Seeding was greatly retarded Ly
cold. weather and in the districts of
Dauphin, MacDonald and Selkirk only
a little work had been done at the;
end of the month. Elsewhere a fair
start had been made and in’ Souris
about 20 per cent. of the wheat had
been sown

Live stock in Saskatchewan age in
excellent -«condition and supplies of
fodder have been not abundant. The
condition of horses is reported at ©3.
of milch cows 84, of other horned
cattle 83.50, of swine 87.75, and of
sheep 88.76 per cent. 2

No barley or oats had been sown
at the end of April and only a small
per cent. of wheat. Winter wheat is
the staple crop in the Maecleod, Cal-
gary and Cardstone districts of Al-
berta and is becoming a fairly general
erop in distriets of Red Deer and
Stratheona; but the late and cold
spring has checked its growth. Some
correspondents report that half the
area sown has been killed.

The standard eondition shows what
remains is 80 per cent. in the region
south of -Calgary, and 81.15 per cent.
in the region northward of that town.
Seeding operations were general at
the end of the month in all parts-of
the province south of township 52.
about 60 per cent. of the ‘wheat, 30
per cent. of the barley and 15 per cent.
of the oats being sown.

Correspondents in many places re-
port that all wheat has been sown.
Fodder and coarse grains have been
pleniiful and live stock are well above
the average condition. . Horses- show
an average of 94; milch cows 83, other
horned ecattle 34, swine and sheep
88.50 per cemt. Sheep are kept more
generally-in Alberta than in any other
of the western provinces.

PASSENGERS FROM CHAMPLAIN.

The I.C.R. special trains will leave im-
mediately on the arrival of the steamier
with the second contingent. The passen-
gers who arrived today report that no
confusion oeccurred when the steamer
collided with the iceberg. The champlain
was going slowly in the thick fog when
the iceberg wa« sighted directly ahead.
Everything possible was done to avert
the collision but the ship was too clese
to avoid it and struck a long projecting
part of the berg which showed out of the
water about twenty feet. .

When the collision gccurred a coneert
was in progress in the first-class cdbin
and many of those whe were in attend-
ance did not realize what had occurred.
Among the third-class passengers a num-
ber of foreign immigrants were at first
greatly alarmed but were soon reassured.

BE CARRYING AGENCY

Like Ocean Liner or Train, says Wil

e bur Wright who with His Brother
and Sister Returns from Abroad—
Are Given Cordia] Recéption in
New York.

New York, May 12.—The greéting to
the Wright brothers, the aeronauts,
who arrived today, at the pier in Ho-
boken, was a cordial one. Théep step-
ped from the liner to the salutations
of numerous friends and admirers,-in-
cluding many men prominent in the
field of aviation. Accompanying them
and sharing in the congratulations
showered upon the inventors of the
aeroplane which has amazed the world
by ‘its record-breaking pérformances,
was their Sister, Miss  Katherine
wright, who has made several ascen-
gions with Wilbur Wright abroad.

“Of course, we are glad to be home
again,” said Wilbur Wright, “and we
appreciate the arrangements which
have been made for our reception. We
shall not stay in New York over a
day, however, but will go on to Day-
ton tomorrow afternoon. ‘From there
we go to Washington to fulfill our
contract with the gevernment. My
brother Orville, I éxpeet, will make
the tests with the machine ‘at Fort
Meyer. I do not anticipate making
flights myself while here. In August
probably, we shall rcturn to Europe
to carry out. contracts made with the
German government.”’

Orville Wright said that although
the injuries he sustained in hib acci-
dent &t Fort Meyer were still bother-
ing him, he expected to manipulate
the Wright aeroplane in the Ford
Meyer tests. The time limit for the
tests there was June 28, and the aero-
plane would be of the same type as
the Tegulation Wright machine used
abroad, hé said. As to the future ..°
the aeroplane, Mr. Wright said:

‘““We have carried two passengers in
some of our trips, and thé machine
could easily be developed to sustain
the weight of several more persons.
But I do not believe that the aero-
plane will ever be a regular passen-
geriearrier, as an dacean liner or arail-
road ‘train. Its rovince will be more
in the nature of a special conveyance
for the transportation of a few people.”

As to the efficieney of the aeroplane
in war, Mr. Wright declared that mili-
tary experts had told him that the
machine and its operator: would be
safe from injury by bullets at the
height of 1,000 feet.

KINRADE JURY INDIGNANT
Crown Misled Them Into Returning
Open Veridct.

Hamilton,” May ‘12.—That the Kin-
rade jury was laboring under a mas-
apprehensidn is now apparent.

A letter
has been sent from the jury to the
attorney general in which their stand
in the matter is outlined, The fore-
man said that the jury stood at ene
time 10 to 2 in favor of mentioning a
name in the finding, but the majority
were persuaded to refrain from doing
so on the ground that the crown’s
actions might thereby be hampered.

On Behalf of Ontario — Protests
Against Waterways Treaty.

Toronto, May 12.—Premier Whitney
today sent the following letter to Sir
Wilfrid ‘Laurier: “The Ontario gov-
ernment i8 of the opinion that if the
waterways treaty be ratified by the
parliament of Canada such ratifica-
tion should be exclusive of the rider
inserted at the end thereof by the
United States Senate, and this govern-
ment respectfully protests against
such a rider as being unfair to the
province of Ontario, in view of the
other provisions of the treaty as to
waters and streams.”

Body of Unknown Woman Discovered
in ‘Burnaby Woods.

Vancouver, May 12—Lying . face
downward near a clump of,brush, with
the branch of a tree laid over her
head, the hody” of an unknown wo-
man wag discovered #oday in Burna-
by near the corner of Sixth street and
Sixth avenue. Several bottles were
scattered about in the vicinity of the
remains, all of them empty and fail-
ing to afford any reasonable clue as
to what their contents had been.

Not far from the corpse, which had
plainly been -exposed to the elements
for four months there were the re-
mains of a small fire, and when the
ashes were scraped together some
small gcraps of paper were discovered
and 4t is also believed that the ﬁro‘
contained the charred remnant of &
hat which the woman had worn.

Considerable mystery surrounds-the
discovery of this body and the provin-
cial poliee are not yet at all certain
that the death of the woman was caus-
ed by her own hands. No person res-
ident in New Westminster or vicinity
had been reported missing during ie-
cent months, and it is a certainty that
the dead woman was a stranger in
that locality. A

The body was expensively dressed
in blu¢ knitted jersey, a cloth skirt.
and black silk petticoat. The clothes
were badly torn in ;places and as the
material of which they were composed
was not badly retted,- there is a sus-
picion that the woman met a violent
death during a_struggle.

THE U.§. SENATE WRANGLES.

Difference Between Wholesale .and
Retail Priceés Subject of Discussion

Washington, D. C., May 11.—The
Senate spent'the day wrangling over
the differences between wholesale gnd
retail prices. ‘Senator Scott started
the "ball by etating that glassware
sold by a factory at 90 cents per doz-
en was retailed at $4.50 and some-
times ‘more. Senator Flint of Califor-
nia charged that there was a trust
between the department ' establish-
ments, jobbers and producers. Sena-
tor McLaurin, of Mississippi, said
there was no foundation for these
statements dand the “battle “was ‘on,
Flint stating that goods manufactur-
ed in Mississippi for a -dollar were’
retaled at four. Senator Smoot, who
represents the Mormons, came to the
attack with the statément that razors
manufactured for $2.95 a dozen are
retailed at four. S8enator Smoot, who
costing $10.40 per dozen were retailed
at-$2 a pair. Senator Tillman said he
would be a protectionist if a ten per
cent. duty were put on tea. It was
pointed out by Senator Bale that tea
which was duty free retailed at 60
cents while the wholesale price was
but 16 cents. Senator Stone, of Mis-
souri, declared for a duty. on the
bottles which bring beer and wines
from abread, and was immediately as-
sailed for advocating the brewers’ in-
terests, in spite of his. explanation
that it was the bottling industry he
spoke for, Nothing was accomplish-
ed, the recommendations of the fin-
ance committee being ignored in the
heated wrangling.

REFUSES TO SANCTION HANGING

Constantinople, May 12—The news
from Asia Minor is better in general.

The
sultan refuse dto sanction the hang-
ing of men. coriddemned to die today
but the ministry again is insisting
on the executions. .

Rumored Rising of Albanians .

There are rumors here of a rising
of Albanians at Uskup, about 100 miles
from Salonika. According to the re-
ports 450 men of the garrison have
organized a movement against the
Young Turks.

Whereas, we recognize and -approve
of -the action of the Federal govern-
ment in already setting apart and
protecting tracts of land on some uf
the. casiern slopes.of the Rockies for
forest feserves,we still think thatthere
are many timbered tracts of land ad-
jacent to the Saskatchewan, At’ha-
basca, MeLeod, Pembina and McKen-
zie and northern rivers which are most
suitable for forest reserves and for
reforestration purposes. :

Theredore, in the opinion of this
convention it is highly essential that

for the preservation and reforestratiop
of tracts of land suitable for expedient
to be used, and dt is therefore recom-
mended :—

1—That timbered tracts. of land
should be set apart and ‘the settlers
prohibited . from. eneroaching = upon
them while being used for Gimber
areas. :

92—That for the wholé year an active
and adequate corps of fire ' rangefs
should be provided whose duty it
should be to patrol incessamtly the
timber areas to prevent forest fires
under efficient supervision.

3—That in addition to the natuyal
reforestration “of 'such areas active
steps should be taken to promote the
extension of timber there.
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after taking evidence re such through-
out_the provinces.

Compulsory Delivery of Express.

Resolved that some steps should
be taken by the railway commission
to compel express companies to de-
liver parcels to all parts of cities and
towns iree of charge.

'SCHOOL BOARD SECURE
NEW SCHOOL SITES

Large Purchases Authorized at Regu-
lar Meeting of the Board Held on
Thursday Afternoon—Beautifica.
tion of the Present School Pro-
perties Agreed Upon.

The regular monthly meeting of the
Edmonton public school board was
held in the secretary’s office with
Chairman Alex. Taylor presiding and
a full attendance of members. The
principal matter that came up for con-
sideration was the securing of addi-
tional property for school buildings
in what is at present outlying parts
of the city. Purchases to the extent
of nearly $25,000 were ordered to be
made and the options held by the
board will be taken up at once.

The play grounds of the McKay
avenue school will be enlarged by the
purchase of the remaining half of the
block on which the school is located.
The part to be sccured which is in
block 4, H. B. R., is made up of lots
37, 33 and 39, purchased at a lump
sum of $12,000, and lot 40 at the south-
east corner purchased for $5,000 from
E. L. Ferris.

A school site will be seeured cp
Fraser’s flats and a handsome schocl
will be erected there in the near iut-
ure. The site is on lots 6, 7, 8 and 9.
block 3, river lot 20, bought from J.
A. Dalton. The price to be paid i:
$2,275.

The school grounds of the Alexande:
Taylor school will be enlarged by th
purchase of lots 78, 79, 80, 81 and lo!
1 in block 18 adjoining the present
grounds. The cost is $2,100 and the
purchase is being made through the
Great West Land Co.

The residents of Inglewood presént
ed a petition to the board represent-
ing that there were 60 children and|
asking for the establishment of ‘a;]
school. The board viewed the requcsti
favorably and this fall a temporary |
two-roomed building will likely be
erected on the block site mow owned
by the board in Westmount.

L. M. Roberts, M.P.P. for High
River, the distriet which shipped mare
grain last year than any other in Can-
#da, is- visiting the capital -for the
first time since his eledtion.

He called at the government offices
Monday and met the Premier and
the various caginet ministers. He
will remiain in the city some days, a
guest of Duncan Marshall, M.P.P.

Mr. Roberts is a youn gman of keen-
ly alert appearance. He is a sucecéss-
ful business man in High River. Like
every “other man in the south, the
sybject of paramount interest to him
at¥the present moment is the crops.
He says the winter wheat west of the
C. P. R. line, Calgary and Lethbridge
line, to the foothills, will be a full
crop.  The same is true Por a distance
of ten miles east of the mailway. Fur-
ther east not more than a third to a
half of the crop has been effected. The
lack of moisture is responsible for
the lack of growth in the winter
wheat seéctions, where the grain as yet
shows no signs of life. West of Higb
River, where thre will be a full crop.
there was an abundance of moisture.
Another causé contributing to the
possibility of a part of the wheat crop
of the south being winter killed was
the warm days and cold nights during
the month of march. But despite what
may now appear to be an uncertainty
with regard to the crop, Mr. Roberts
believes there will be a very satisfac-
tory yield this year.

Mr. Roberts says the High River
district is getting an exceptionally
superior class of settlers this year.
These are Americans and eastern Can-
adiang ,who are purchasing improved
farms, and who invariably have com-
fortable bank accounts. There are no
homesteads open for settlement in
the district; théey have all been taken
up.
