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PREMIER AVERTED
A LENGTHY DEBATE

\

MINISTER OF THE INTERIOR EX-
"\ PLAINS ESTIMATES OF HIS
DEPARTMENT.

Ottawa, March 13—S8ir Wilfrid Lau-
rier, by raising a point of order which
was sustained by the Speaker today,
brought to a sudden termination a
debate which promised to last all
day and which would have no doubt
been_goncluded with a division.

Early in the afternoon, when the
House was moved into supply in or-
der that the inte~ior department items
mightt be discussed, F. D. Monk
moved as an amendment a motion
getting forth that in view of the like-
lihood.of e division of traffic to the
south following the going into opera-
tioni of the reciprocity agreement, it
is desirable that the construction of
the Georgian Bay canal should be
proceeded with at once. -

The motion was an awkward one
for the Government because an
amendment to the motion to go into
supply cannot be further amended
and if it cannot be accepted, is con-
sidered as a want of confidence of
motion. The government was not
rrepared to accept an amendment
containing a declaration that the reci-
procity agreement constituted a rea-
son for the immediate construction
of the canal and it looked as though
the Government supporters . would.
have tio vote down a declaration. in
favor of the construction of the Geor-
gian Bay because it was coupled with
an implied “criticism of the recipro-
city agreement.

The Premier allowed the debate to
rin 6h for an hour and a half and
devoted the time to looking up rules
and precedents. Then he raised the
point that the ‘discussion was out of
order, that a private member could
not propose a motion which would
commit  the Government to an ex-
penditure of public money. After
some debate the Speaker ruled that
the objection was well taken and
the debate collapsed. i
: The remainder of the sitting was
occupied with a general discussion
of the immigration policy of the in-
terior department. |

Hon. Frank Oliver's explanatory
speech was interlarded with speeches
of Opposition members and requests
for more information. The whole
question was canvassed completely,
for the most part in a friendly spirit,
the chief critic being ‘Mr. Uriah Wil-
son, .of Lennox, who averred that
too much money was being spent by
the department for the results se-|
cured.

AFTER WHEA1 PRIZE

Wheat Exhibition to Be Held in New
York Next December Will Have
Competitors ¥From North Country
~—Two Added Prizes to the $1,000

Great interest has been aroused in
the,north country by the announce-
ment of the holding of an exhibition
in New York City next December by
the American Land and Irrigation
Company, where the wheat of the
continent is to be shown, and for
which Sir Thomas Shaughnessey, pre-
sident of the Canadian Pacific Rail-
way, has offered a prize of $1,000 in
gold for the best wheat shown.

TACTICS MISCARRY.

The Opposition in Saskatchewan
are fearful of an early election. They
have demanded from the Government
in consequence, an assurance that
an appeal to the people will not be
made until a later date. The reason
they assign for the demand is that
the voters’ lists should be revised be-
fore another election is held. As the
Government stands to benefit from
the new vote as largely as the Oppo-
gition, this attempt to put the minis-
ters in the position of appearing
afraid of a revision is not likely to
cut much figure. The Government,
on the other hand, have solid reasons
for refusing any such assurance as
that demanded. The dissolution of
the Legislature and the calling for
the election of a new House is the
prerogative of the Lieutenant-Gover-
nor. The ministers may quite pro-
perly refuse to trespass om that pre-
rogative by making an agreement
which would practically annul the
liberty of the King's representative.
If thcir demand is not complied
witk the Opposition threaten to block-
ade the estimates all summer—and
seem disposed to make good their
threat. Premier Scott, however, Te-
minded them on Saturday that the
only recourse against such proceed-
ure would be an immediate dissolu-
trying to avoid an early

FOREST PRESERVATION.

“Of all the civilized nations in the
northern hemisphere, Canada is do-
ing the least to treat the public ftim-
ber-lands as a permanent asset.”’/This
is the conclusion reached by Mr. H.
MacMillan, one of the Assistant In-
spectors of Dominion Forest Reserves
after a study of the present status
of forestry in Canada, particularly
in regard to the forest fire prob-lem.
This study is published by the Fores-
try Branch of the Department of the
Interior as their Bulletin No. 9 (‘For-
est I'ires in Canada’). During 1909
the loss through forest fires through-
out Canada amounted to $210,400,
and 1909 was by no means a bad
year for fires. The expense of fire
fighting and fire protection amounted
to $330,000. There can be little
doubt that this total of fire loss. is
much too small. In the first place,
the value of the fimber destroyed is
arbitrarily placed at $1 per thousand
feet, board measure, while the actual
value of the trees as they stand in
the forest would average much higher
than this.. No account is taken of
the damage done to young growth,
which, while not now actually sale-

THE MEXICAN “INVASION.”

The United States Government is
taking steps to prevent the Mexican
insurrectionists using United States
territory as a gathering ground and |
importing arms and ammunition from*
the Southern States. The action does
not imply partiality on the part of
the Washington authorities for either
of the rival parties who are contend-
ing, in their own peculiar fashion, for
political supremacy in Mexico. It is:
merely the course any country is
bound to pursue when a faction
takes up arms for the purpose of up-
setting the Government of a neigh-
boring and friendly mnation.

To allow the Mexican ‘“rebels” to
use United, States territory as a basis
of operations, as an asylum, or asf
a source of supply of the munitions’
of war, would be in viola-!
tion of the rules and the fact of neu-
trality. The Government of Mexico,
be it good or bad, is the Government,
and to give aid or protection to its
enemies is the same in effect as giv-
ing assistance or asylum to an invad-
ing force belonging to a hostile na-
tion. This no friendly nation could‘
do, and no more can it
allow its territory to be used by
those who, though citizens of Mexi-
co, are fin arms against the  c¢onsti-
tuted authority which represents that
country.

To prevent this is the duty of the
United States, and there does not
seem any basis for the wild conclu-
sion to which some excitable papers
and individuals have come that the
United States troops are to invade
Mexico, either for the purpose of end-
ing the dispute there or of subjugat-
ing the country. The former could
be done only under circumstances
which have not been shown to ex-
ist; the latter only after an open de-
claration of war. It is pretty safe to
conclude that United States troops
will not cross the border unless
they are asked to, or  unless ithe
Mexican Government is found unable
to pratect the interests of subjects of;

the United States.

It is interesting to recall that forty
vears ago the United States author-
ities had to take a somewhat similar
course to prevent somewhat similar
mischief along the northern boundary‘
of the Republic. At that time cer-
tain residents of the United States
who felt themselves moved to ‘res-
cue” Canada from the oppressor’s
yoke, etc., undertook the task with-
out the permission of the Govern-,
ment. They matured plans znd ac-|
cumulated arms in the United States
and actually invaded the Dominion,
where ‘the people they came to free
inconsiderately turned out and shot
them. Those who escaped the wel-
come fled back across the border and:
thhd United States authorities took
them in hand to prevent further ex-j
cursions of the kind.

The Mexican ‘rebels” seem to be
now in pretty much the position ofl
the Fenians after the Canadian volun
teers had got through Welcoming|
them. The warlike old President Ofl
the southern Republic has been mak-'
ing Mexico a pretty warm place for
them, and what they seem mnow to
be most in need of is somewhere to,
flee from the fate which awaits the
Mexican “pzilrwt”—a place where they|
can collect their scattered forces and
faculties, gather more arms and am-
munition and plan another expedition
for the liberation of their beloyed
country. The Washington authorities
seemr to have made up tHeir minds
that the United States is not to be

Free eggs were also a feature of
the Conservative fiscal policy of 1894,
of which Mr. Foster was one of the
directing minds. .

The Government at that time was
also willing to put shingles and pulp-
wood on the free list, or to arrange
a mutual reduction of the duties on
them. Section 10 of the Act of 1894
reads:

Shingles and pulp wood, or either
of them, may be imported into Can-
ada free of duty, upon proclama-
tion of the Governor in Council,
which may be issued whenever it
appears to his satisfaction that the
shingles and pulp wood or either
of them, from Canada may be im-
ported into the United .States free
of duty.

Thle Conservative Government of
1894 was not, it seems, concerned lest
the greedy paper-makers of the Uni-

ted States should denude ‘our forest
lands if they were allowed to export
pulpwood free of duty, nor that the
country would go to eternal smash
if the Canadian millmen were allow-
ed to sell shingles where the best
prices could be got for them.

The Conservative Government of
1894 was also willing to admit graing
hay and vegetables from the United
States or any other country free of
duty on a deciprocal basis.” Section 11
of the Act of 1894 reads:

All or any of the following things
that is to say: green or ripe apples,
beans buckwheat, pease, potatoes,
rye, rye flour, hay and vegetables
specified in item 41 in schedule A
to this Act shall be free of duty
when imported into Canada from
the country of production, upon
proclamation of the Governor in
Council, which may be issued when-
ever it appears to his satisfaction
that such country imposes no duty
on the like product or products
imported into it from Canada.
Mr. Foster did not think in 1894,

80 it wouldiseem that the Canadian
farmer would become an annexation-
ist if he were allowed ‘to sell hay and
beans to the people of the TUnited
States.

It was also part of the Conservative
belief in 1894 that the Canadian far-
mer could safely be allowed to sell
barley and Indian corn to the. people
of the United States without becom-
ing infatuated with their political sys-
tem! and giving up his loyalty to the
Empire. In section 12 of the Act it
was pnrovided that:

Barley and Indian corn shall be
free of duty when imported into
Canada from the countrv of pro-
duction, upon proclamation of the
Governor in Council, which may be
issued whenever it appearsg to his
satisfaction that such country
whence either or both these pro-
ducts are imported admits both
products free of duty imported into
it from Canada.

So bent was Mr. Foster on recipro-
city in those days that even his tem-
perance principles did not restrain
him from putting in clause 9 of the
Act of 1894, which reads:

Whenever it appears to the satis:
faction of thel Governor in Council
that the Governments of France
and Spain or either of them have
made changes in their tariff of du-
.ties imposed upon articles imported
from Canada, in reduction or repeal
of the duties now in force in the
said countries, he may, by proclam-
ation, order the whole or part of
thirty per cent; ad valorem hereby
imposed upon wines imported into
Canada to be remitted as respects
importations from the said coun-
tries by the Government of which
such change in its tariff of duties
has been made as aforesaid.

I received letter yesterday telling
me that two acquaintances of mine
in the north of England, and their
wives are coming here in May, and
they have considerable capital; they
are not frightened; I- talked with a
young Northumbrian the other night
who told me he had a letter from a

in the newspaper reports. Sitting in
the gallery every day, watching the
conduct and hearing the words of the
niembers, the thought is constantly
forcing itself on my mind, ‘“what ef-
fect would a law allowing of their
recall have on these members?”

TAFT'S PROPOSAL

BRITAIN AND U.S. MAY SETTLE
THEIR DISPUTES BY
ARBITRATION.

London, March 13—S8ir Edward
Grey, the foreign secretary, leading
the House of Commons tonight in
Premier Asquith’s absence, made an
important pronouncement on the
Government’s policy. The Hon. Re-
ginald McKenna, First Lord of the
Admiralty, in defense of his estim-
ates against attacks from - certain
| quarters, explained that in 1914 Great
Britain would have thirty, and Ger-
mgny twenty-one Dreadnoughts—not,
he said an.unreasonable margin. The
size of the British navy, he added,
practically was governed by that of
Germany, and unless some wchange
occurred in the German naval law
this year would be the high water
mark in the British estimates.

Sir Edward Grey’s Speech,

Secretary Grey, affirming Mr. Mc-
Kenna’s assertions, emphasized the
cordiality of Great Britain’s foreign
relations and his earnest desire that
nothing should disturb these friend-
ships, especially with Gremany. He
then dealt with the difficulties to be
encountered in the disarmament
question, and pointed out that it was
the most civilized nations that spent
the most on armaments, asserting
that unless the mischief was brought
home to men’s feelings as well as to
their minds ,the growth of arma-
ments must in the long rTun break
civilization down.

Some thought, the secretary con-
; tinued, that it would end in war. He
j thought that likely it would end in
international revolution. Anyway, the
rivalry would not be stopped by any
single nation dropping out of the
race. Although Great Britain had a
strong navy, her army was small, and
an agreement with Germany needed
careful handling,

Law Instead of Force.

He was hopeful, however, that
something might be done, Any real
limitation of armaments, he declared,
must depend on nations learning like
individuals, to resort to law - instead
of the force of arms. He referred to
President Taft’s arbitration speech as
bold, courageous, and pregnant with
consequences, and said: “Such a
statement,” he said, ‘“ought not to go
without response. We should be de-
lighted to have such a proposal made
~to us. We should feel that it was
isomething 80 momentous and so far-
| reaching in its possible consequences
that it would require not only the
signature of both Governments, but
; the ‘deliberate and decided sanction
{ of parliament. That I believe, would
i be given.” *

Made Deep Imperssion,

Sir Edward Grey’s speech was
loudly cheered, and it created a deep
impression. When he referred to the
possibility of the adoption of Pre-
sident Taft’s proposal, he was listen-
ed to in tense silence. He said when
two of the greatest nations thus
should make it clear that under no
circumstances were they going to
war again, the effect of their exam-
ple on the world must have benefi-
cent consequences.

?Nations entering such an agree-
ment continued the secretary, might
b‘e exposed to attack’by a third na-
{tion. This would probably lead to
their making another agreement to
join each other in ady case of quar-
rel with a third power in which ar-
bitration was refused.

Must Face the Risks.

“In entering an agreement of this
 kind,” said Sir Edward Grey, “there
, would be risks, and you must be pre-
pared for some sacrifice of national
, bride. I know that to produce such
changes public opinion must reach
;Very high ideals, higher than some
think possible, but men’s minds are
working in this direction,
tory affords instances of reaching
siich an ideal point. It was so in thé
case of slavery Wwhen the United
States rose up, not counting the cost
in blood or money or the risk of na-
tional existence.”

‘ A World’s Policy.

! Tn conclusion, the secretary said:
]“'I’he general] adoption of such a sys-
i tem might leave some armies and
navieg still in existence, but they
would remain, not in rivalry, but as
the world’s police.”
