Monday passed and
there was not a word in the Govern- |
ment organs, either  authoritative or |
unauthoritative, which in any way or
in any degree led the public to be- |
lieve that the advertisements which
had been published the day before in
the Sunday Express were unauthor--
ized. Tuesday came and with it the
publication of the protest of the
Methodist Ministers against the sale
of a Sunday newspaper on Sunday.
With this protest before them, Tues-
day passed and still there was not onc
word published, from the Government
or elséwhere, in- the Govcrnmeni
organ repudiating - the government
advertising in the Sunday Express nf
iwo days before. Having blundered
and blundered badly, the Government
organs came in on Wednesday morn-
ine in a terrible state of apxiety and
blame us for calling ~attention on
Tuesday afternoon to the extraordin-
ary fact which was apparent from the
most casual glance through the Sun-
dsy paper that the Government was
apparently the chief advertising pa-
tfon of that newspaper. We are blam-
«d for giwing the Sunday Express free
advertising. Now the only reference
we have hitherto made was made
vesterday and was based on the ad-
vertisements which were published
on Sunday and had up to that time
been in no way objected to publicly
by the Government in its organs.
We asked why the Government ad-
virtising appeared in the Sunday Ex-
press and why the Government was
apparently the chief supporter of the
Sunday newspaper. On the other
hand the Government organs had
published ads. and notifications that
a-Sunday paper was to appear. But
we had not done so. It is clear then
that the publicity given to this news-
paper came from the Government
papers and not from the Opposition
Press.

This morning, however, the Govern-
ment manifests alarm. Authorized
repudiations are given and the Gov-
ernment is now attempting to retrieve
its blunder of silence for the past
two days. It is, however, somewhat
late in the day to do it after its
apparent public acceptance of the
situation.
