TURKS CAPTURED BY RUSSIANS.
LONDON, Jan. 26.
Four thousand Turks, including 50
officers, were captured by the Rus-
sians in a recent battle in the neigh-
borhood of Erzerum, according to a
despatch from Petrograd to Reuter’s.
The Russians are also said to have
captured scores of machine guns and
enormous quantities of ammunition.
The despatch says® the rout of ‘the
Turks after the battle which resulted
in them being driven into Erzerum
appears from later accounts to have
been even more decisive than first Te-
ports show. The influx - of 120,000
Turks into Erzerum will considerably
‘reduce the defensive power of the
fortress. In Pripet marsh region,
Volhynia, the Russian positions are
stated to be only four verst (two and
three quarter miles), from Pinsk, so
successful have been -the Russians’
recent actions. -

JAMES J. WHITE, PKIEST.

James J. White, whose entering in-
to rest has been chronicléed in the
Daily Press, demands more than a
passing notice in the Diocesan Maga-
zine.

In the days of his boyhood, Trinity
was one of the most flourishing settle-
ments in Newfoundland, and the
church life, school life and social life
braced a bright and intelligent peo-
ple for the daily round and common
tagk. His father was a man of strong
personality, most highly ®respected
ang wrevered, a faithful and intense
churchman, an intelligent and pro-
gressive citizen, a true friend and a
promoter of every good work, and he
and his family did much for the uplift
of the place. For many years -Jim
Ywas associated with his father, and
for ‘a time it looked  as if he were go-
ing to devote his life to Trinity and
the medical profession. He however,
decided otherwise, and after a certain
amount of experience gained as a Lay
Reader at Salmon  Cove and else-
where, 'he entered Queen’s, and at the
completion of his course, he was or-
dained Deacon in 1889, and Priest in

1892, Tor a brief period he worked
with his very great friend, the Rev.

Freight Congestion.

In view of the withdrawal of the
Black Diamond Line of steamers from
the service between Montreal, Gulf
Ports and St. John’s, and the replac-
ing of the Bruce and Lintrose on the
Cabet Straits by smaller and inferior
boats, the Council foresaw that a con-
gestion of freight on the Sydney, Port
aux Basques and Reid Newfoundland
Lines would follow, (caused by the di-
version of freight from  all parts of
Canada to Sydney), and forwarded on
September 4th a letter to the Colon-
ial Secretary, asking if any arrange-
ments had been or were being made
by the Reid-Nfid.

Science and
the Fishery.

We are glad to find the

Board of Trade has taken

up the question of Tech-

nical education in New-

foundland, as it affects
the staple industry of the country, and
that the Board has .collected consid-
erable information relating to Fishery
Schools abroad. We are also pleased
to find that the Board is interesting
itself in scientific investigation as to
our fisheries. It is indeed remarkable
that a country which has been almost
entirely dependent on the fisheries in
the past has done so little in either
direction. When the Fisheries De-
partment was organized nearly twenty
years ago, an opportunity was afford-
ed to create machinery to investigate
what were the actual fishery resources
of Newfoundland and Labrador, and
particularly what were the values and
locations of the banks off the coast of
Labrador. There should be a com-
petent staff of scientists attached to
that department and when information
had been collected and collated in the
way the Imperial Institute collates in-
formation, a basis would be formed for
getting out of these resources more
than is done to-day by their"better ex-
ploitation. There must be an extra-
ordinary large amount of information
also in the possession of our fisher-
men, particularly sthose who bhave
spent a life time at the fishery. This
of course has been so for generations,
but the unfortunate part of it is that
it mostly disappears with the death of
the fishermen, as their exfsts no public
means of collecting this information
and keeping a public record of it, and
the only part which remains is such
information as is handed .down from
generation to generation, from father
to son, and exists in the memory of
these still alive. A natural corrollary
of scientific investigation and develop-
ment of our fishery resources is the
firhery school, and the gradual forma-
tion of a fishery department in schools
of settlements which are malinly en-
gaged in the fishery,

| Particulars of
1 Disastrous Fire.

ROBT. COSTELLO, AGED 4, BURN-
ED TO DEATH.

From parties who reached the city
to-day from that section we learn par-
ticulars of the disastrous fire which
occurred at Conception Harbor, de-
stroying the home of Mr. Maurice Cos-
tello, and in which his son Robert,
aged 4 years, was burnt to death; also
his wife and 9 year old girl were se-
verely » burned.

her three children, with poor chances
of escape, as the fire was raging
florcely in every part of the house.
When her bed caught fire she rose
& window and threw out her 9 year
old girl and youngest child, Mike. She
then searched for her migsing boy
Bob, but her own night clothing caught
fire and she was forced to make her
exit through the window. She had a
narrow escape, as a minute or two
after the building foundered. Besides
being badly burnt, Mrs. Costello and
the two 'children she rescued suffered
great hardship owing to being put out
in the frost and snow . ingtheir night
clothes, The remains of fRobert Cos-
tello were burnt to ashes, while the
little girl is burnt almost beyond,re-
cognition and not expected to live.' Mr.
Costello is burnt very much and sus-
tained several cuts as a result of com-
ing in contact with glass and ‘nails
jumping ' through the window. The
Costello family are indeed to be pitied:
They lost everything they possessed,
as, the house with its contents was
razed to the ground. They will have
the sympathy of the whole island in
their sorrow and affliction.
