The nervousness of t)ie enemy op­
posite the Canadians has been justi­
fied, for those intrepid soldiers have 
now taken Fresnoy at a bound. This,

In Russia.
Lord Curzon states that 
the situation in Russia is 
still not regarded with­
out anxiety.

adherence to the terms of their 
agreement and its determination to 
fight to the end. We are told, and we 
can believe, that the whole Provis­
ional Government stands solidly be­
hind him, but unfortunately Govern­
ments are not everything. The note 
may not be as reassuring as the ntv 
eassity for making it is disquieting. 
The Workmen’s and Soldiers’ Dele­
gates are a body that is exerting a 
most pernicious influence and , play­
ing into the hands of the German So­
cialists, who are themselves the 
merest puppets to that end in the 
hands of the German Government. 
This being a game of intrigue and 
treachery, the last named find xit ex­
actly to their taste and are playing it 
very skilfully. One of their cleverest 
ruses is their affected antagonism to 
the German Socialists, who are thus 
able to work easily upon the simple 
minds of the mass of the Russian peo­
ple. All may yet be well, and will be 
as long as the sane and sensible men 
that now control the Government 
continue to do so, but if the array 
once becomes infected wiRvthe insid- 
uous ideas the German emissaries 
are endeavouring to inculcate, any­
thing at all may happen.

Monchy Bloodiest Spot 
of War. |

British Front In France, April 26, 
via London, 1.60 p.m. (From a staff 
correspondent of the Associated 
Press.)—The town of Monchp-le- 
Preux, which lies about five miles 
east of Arras, will stand out in his­
tory as one of the blodiest spots of 
the world war. The fightipg north, 
east and south of this little Artois 
village, perched upon a high knoll, 
has exceeded in intensity any of the 
individual struggles of the Somme.

Efforts of the Germans to re-take 
the village apparently have subsided 
on account of the sheer exhaustion of 
their available forces.

The ground around Monchy, as far 
as the eye can reach, is covered with 
the dead, the Germans at times hav­
ing employed their old tactics of at­
tacking in mass formation. Letters 
taken in the last two days from 
German prisoners, written In front of 
Monchy, say they regard the situation 
as worse than It was on tnc Somme 
while the casualties are mounting up 
as at Verdun. In one of the letters, 
tile opinion is expressed that what 
has made the fighting difficult has 
been the fact that the opposing for­
ces have not occupied fixed lines, but 
are scattered in half built trenches 
on this part of the front.

During one German counter attack 
on Monday, a force of 700 Germans 
took one bit of trench from a British 
outpost. The Germans continued to 
press forward, not noticing that they 
were passing an isolated trenclj sec­
tion on their right. When they were 
well beyond it, several hundred Brit­
ish soldiers poured out of this trench 
section and the Germans trapped be­
tween the khaki lines, were absolute­
ly wiped out in the fighting which 
followed. It^was a general melee in 
which the cries of the men engaged 
hand-to-hand could be heard plainly. 
The number of prisoners taken dur­
ing the various operations this week 
amounts to more than 3,000. There is 
absolutely no index of the casualties 
inflicted on the enemy. The fighting 
is too thick for the most part to per­
mit of individual surrenders.

Finding Monchy too difficult, the 
Germans late yesterday directed a 
counter attack on Qavrelle, where 
the last defensive line before the 
Drocourt switch position had been 
pierced. Four thousand men were 
seen forming for attack at a distance 
of 4,000 yards.

British field guns, massed in great 
number, were trained on the Ger­
mans, but their fire was held until 
the advancing enemy was about 2,000 
yards away. Then a perfect hurri­
cane of fire was opened and shrapnel 
shells played about the advancing 
column like fire-flies in a summer 
thicket. The oncoming waves trem­
bled for a time and then broke,. com­
pletely routed. Their path was 
strewn with the dead and the wound­
ed.

THE IMPERIAL CONFERENCE.
LONDON, May 3.

'(Through Reuter's Ottawa Agency) 
—The Rt. Hon. Walter Long, issued a 
statement respecting the work of the 
Imperial War Conference now ap­
proaching the end of its labors, to­
gether with some of the resolutions 
adopted by the Conference. It states 
some matters are of a most confi­
dential character that the publication 
of the resolutions and debates upon 
them probably will be impossible 
until after the war. The statement 
records that the decision was unani­
mous with respect to the resolutions 
Which are now publishable. Gn no 
occasion was it necessary to divide or 
to withdraw a motion because an 
agreement could not be reached. In 
moving the vote of thanks to the Sec­
retary olrState for the Colonies as 
Chairman, Sir Robert L. Borden paid 
a touching tribute to the late Briga­
dier-General Long who has fallen in 
the service of his country. Sir Rob­
ert and other members of the Confer­
ence also expressed gratification at 
the presence at the Conference of the 
jwn of the statesman who had done 
so much to promote the idea of Im­
perial unity, the late Joseph Cham­
berlain. The resolutions adopted re­
commend the appointment at the ear­
liest possible moment of a committee 
representing the military authorities 
of the United Kingdom, the Domin­
ions and India to consider the various 

1 patterns of military stores and equip­
ment in use with a view to the selec- 

; tion of standard patterns for general 
I adoption as far as the special circum- 
I stances of each country will permit. 

It, is also recommended that the ord­
nance personnel of the empire mili­
tary organizations be trained in the 
£ume methods and principles, and 
that the ordnance .officers from all 
parts of the empire should be attach­
ed tor an adequate period to the Im­
perial ordnance department. Further 
it Is recommended that the Admiralty

be requested to work out immediately 
after the war the most effective 
scheme of Imperial naval defence for 
consideration for the governments 
concerned at a conference to be held 
with reports of the admiralty regard­
ing the future security of the empire. 
The conference welcomes the increase 
in the number of Trade Commission­
ers and recommends the governments 
concerned to co-operate in assisting 
the service, especially for promoting 
Inter-imperial trade. It records the 
view that the 1907 Imperial Confer­
ence resolutions be modified so as to 
permit full representation of India in 
all future Imperial Conferences, and l 
that the assent thereto of the various i 
governments be obtained. It prays 
the King to constitute by royal char­
ter, an imperial graves commission 
on the lines proposed by the Prince 
of Wales to the Prime Minister. The 
conference records its deepest appre­
ciation of the French government’s 
generosity in allotting in perpetuity 
land where our men are buried and 
urges that similar arrangements be 
made in the peace terms with all the 
allies, enemy and neutral govern­
ments in Gallipoli, Mesopotamia, Af­
rica and elsewhere. The conference 
expresses the opinion that re-adjust­
ment of the constitutional relations 
of the component parts of the Empire 
is too important and intricate a‘sub­
ject to be dealt with during the war, 
and should be discussed at a special 
Imperial Conference to be held imme­
diately after the war. The conference 
records further that such readjust­
ment while thoroughly preserving all 
existing powers of self-government 
and complete control of domestic af­
fairs, should be based upon the full 
recognition of the Dominions as auto­
nomous nations of the Imperial Com­
monwealth, and India as an important 
portion thereof; should recognize the 
right of the Dominions and India to a 
voice in foreign policy and foreign 
relations, and should provide effect­
ive arrangements for continuous 
consultations on all important mat­
ters of common Imperial interest. For 
such concerted action founded on 
that consultation as the several gov­
ernments shall determine the confer­
ence recognizes the importance of se­
curing uniformity in empire policy 
and action with regard to naturaliza- ^ 
tion and recommends that proposals 
be submitted to the Overseas govern- j 
ments. It recommends present sys­

tem of double income taxation and 
that there be no delay in taking steps 
for the establishment in London of an 
Imperial Mineral Resources Bureau, 
on which the whole Empire shall be 
represented, whose duties shall in­
clude advising how its mineral re­
sources may be developed and made 
available to meet the empire’s metal 
requirements. In view of the- experi­
ence of the war the conference has 
drawn attention to the importance of 
developing adequately the capacity 
for production of the naval and mili­
tary material, munitions and supplies 
in all important parts of the empire, 
including the countries bordering on 
the Pacific and Indian Oceans where 
no such facilities at present exist. It 
affirms the importance of close co­
operation between India, the Domin­
ions and the United Kingdom with 
this object in view. The conference 
urges the present system of double 
income taxation within the empire be 
taken in hand immediately after the 
war and the law so amendeti as to 
remedy the present unsatisfactory 
position. In view of war experiences 
the conference records that the safety 
of the empire and the necessary de­
velopment of its component parts de­
mand prompt and attentive consid­
eration and concerted action and re­
gard, first, in the production of ade­
quate food supply, arrangements for 
its transportation, when and where 
required under any conditions' that 
may reasonably be anticipated; sec­
ondly, to control the natural resour­
ces available within the empire, es­
pecially those of an essential charac­
ter for national purposes whether in 
peace or war; thirdly, the economical 
utilization of such natural resources 
through manufacturing processes car­
ried within the empire; and recom­
mends that the Governments con­
cerned consider the enactment of leg­
islation in tills direction.

writes : "There are none except ac­
tive and reserve formations facing 
the British.

Although the Germans were outclass­
ed and beaten on April 8th, they 
showed a better spirit and fought 
fiercely on April 23rd, so that on the 
whole we cannot call the German 
morale bad.” The correspondent got 
the impression that the Germans do 
not lack shells but are short of guns, 
and for some reason do not seem able 
to make up the lee way. He says 
that the German artillery was over­
whelmed by the British on April 9th, 
and later was distinctly inferior. Dur­
ing his trip to the front the writer 
saw only two German airplanes cross 
the British lines, but a number of 
thbm on the German side. He says 
that the general level of efficiency in 
the British air service is higher than 
in the German, but that the latter 
contains good star pilots and fasj 
fighters. He concludes: “When we 
relax our efforts at home the Ger­
mans will beat us, and this refers not 
only to aviation.”

propagating absurd reports regarding 
the alleged intention of Russia to 
conclude a separate peace with the 
Central Powers. The text of the doc­
ument annexed will form the best re­
futation of such intentions. The gen­
eral principles therein enunciated by 
the Provisional Government are in en­
tire agreement with the ideas which 
have been expressed repeatedly and 
quite recently by eminent statesmen 
of the allied countries. These princi­
ples were expressed lucidly also in 
the words of the President of our ally 
the great overseas republic. The Rus­
sian Government under the old re­
gime certainly was not prepared to 
appropriate the share of these ideas 
as to the liberating character of the 
war, the establishment of a stable 
basis for pacific co-operation, of the 
notions of freedom of oppressed peo­
ples, etc., but emancipated Russia can 
now use a language which will be 
understood by modern democracies, 
and hasten to add her voice to that 
of her Allies. The declaration of the 
Provisional Government being im­
bued with the new spirit of free de­
mocracy naturally cannot afford the 
least pretext for the assumption that 
the demolition of the old struggle lias 
entailed any slackening on the part 
of Russia ki the common struggle of 
the Allies. On the contrary the na­
tion’s determination to bring the 
world-wan to a decisive victory has 
been accentuated owing to its sense 
of the responsibility which is shared 
by all in general and each one in par­
ticular.

THE KING’S REPLY.

LONDON, To-Day.
Following is the text of the King's 

reply to the Conference: “I thank 
you for your loyal and dutful ad­
dress, which I profoundly appreciate. 
Since my accession I have realised 
sincerely the loyal affection for my 
throne and person shared by all class­
es throughout the Empire. It has 
afforded me special gratification to re­
ceive to-day's testimony of such feel­
ings from your representatives of my 
dominions beyond the seas and India 
now gathered together in the heart 
of the Empire. You have men at an 
historic moment in the Empire’s his­
tory. I am confident that the result 
of your deliberations will be a great­
er and lasting advantage, not only 
in helping to bring the present war 
to a victorious conclusion, but to en­
sure that when peace is restored we 
may be found prepared for the tasks 
which await us in the organization 
of the resources of the Empire with 
a view to rendering it more self-sus­
taining and strengthening the ties 
that knit together all parts of the 
Dominions. It has afforded me the 
utmost satisfaction that representa­
tives cf India have been members of 
your Conference with equal rights to 
take part in its deliberations. This 
meeting around a common board and 
consequent personal intercourse will 
result in increaèing a growth of spir­
it, larger sympathy and mutual un­
derstanding between India and the 
Overseas Dominions. Your present 
gathering is a giant stride on the road 
of progress in Imperial development. 
I am sure that this advance will be 
steadily continued. I deeply regret 
that owing to unavoidable circum­
stances it was not possible for the 
Commonwealth of Australia to he re­
presented at the present Conference, 
but I know that the great Dominion 
stands second to none in determina­
tion <to do ail in its power to assist 
in-the tremendous conflict in which 
the.

This 
morning, needless to say, their plans 
were a bit upset by the British attack. 
Good progress was made east of 
Guemappe along the Arras-Cambrai 
Road, British troops pushing through 
Cherisy south of that road swept sev­
eral hundred yards beyond their first 
objectives. There was heavy fighting 
about Fontaine-les-Crolssels and Bul- 
lecourt in which the Australians took 
part. There was also more fighting 
about Oppy to which the Germans are 
still clinging. The wood west of this 
village is very dense and is 
fairly bristling with machine guns, 
some of which have been mounted in 
the trees. This wood also is one con­
tinuous tangle of barbed wire, 
stretched from tree to tree. The Ger­
mans are holding desperately two 
woods east of Monchy-Ie-Preux 
known as Bois-du-Sart, and Bois-du- 
Vart, and have connected the two 
with elaborate trenches. Heavy 
counter attacks were attempted time 
and time again during the day, and 
from every section of the battle ’front 
come echoes of the never ceasing ar­
tillery duel.
