An Inter­
esting legal point with regard to the 
tobacco Incident might be raised by 
ascertaining whether or not the mas­
ter of the boat bad been given an op­
portunity to make a Report Inwards 
at the Custom House. The right of 
search for suspected smuggled goods, 
Is, we think, made only after the 
manifest of contents has been ac­
cepted by the proper official, not be­
fore as some searching officers seem 
tc believe and to act upon.

We have also ordered for them an electric bor­
ing machine to be run by current from Unilectric machine and 
to be used in shipbuilding.

We are now installing the Unilectric Lighting System for Mr. 
Fred Ayre in his country residence. The Unilectric Corpor­
ation of Detroit are doing their best to supply the demand for 
these machines, but do not expect to be able1 to furnish them 
at present prices except for a very short time. They have pro­
mised us three more machines at present prices if orders are 
sent in promptly.
