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With Our Veteran Students.

‘A Visit to the Civil Re-establish-
ment Engineering School.

Very little is probably known by thet eral brushing up of the various por-

general publi¢ of the excellent results |
being attained in the way of vocational
training for our returned men. A visit
to the old recreation hut, in the
'Prince’'s Rinkx grounds, however,
would evoke great interest in some
phases of our soldiers’ and sailors’ re-
establishment.

Early in April of this year, the Civil.

Re-establishment Committee took over
the building above referred to, and
were fortunate in securing as the pre-
liminary organizer, Lt. J. F. W. Black-
hall, a practical mechanic, who was
greatly interested in his’ work. Com-
mencing with the .installation of cer-
tain machinery necessary for the early
stages of mechanical training, he or-
ganized the Engineering school, which
has now developed into a veritable
hive of industry for returned men,
who have been granted courses in
. machanical work. On that officer leav-
ing for McGill University in Septen-
ber, Mr. A. H. Whitman, a graduate of
the Acadia, N.S., School of Technology,
assumed control, and to-day we find
the school with an average attendance
of forty students, all of whom are
learning different phases of Garage
Mechanic Marine Motor Ingineer-
ing, and Electrical Engineéring. The
committee is greatly I.idebted to
Messrs. Franklin’s Agencies, G. M.
Barr, A. H. Murray, R. B. Job and the
Acadia Gas Engine Co., who supplied,
free of cost, the engines now in ase
at the schools, and Messrs. D, D. Car-
ter, J. T. Doody, George Knowling, Jr.,
and R. Bishop, who loaned their cars
for demonstration purposes. These
furnished ready material—of a prac-
tical character—for the students, and
afforded great help at the inception of
the school to the administration.
From the time of admission of the
student to the school, hi§ course is
made interesting. The preliminary
stages comprise simple tests to show
any mechanical training that he may
possess followed by lectures on the
theoretical side of the work, with de-
monstrations on the different machines
installed, and concluding with a gen-

tions of the work:

In the Gérage Mechanica.l depart-
ment there are now some twenty stud-
ents. These are being carefully in-
structed in the different parts of vari-
ous automobiles, they Ilgarn to as-
semble and ‘disassemble cars, effect
repairs, and make new parts. In fact,
we understand that during the past
two months many portions of the
machinery for Ford cars have -been
successfully turned out by the stud-
ents. It is estimated by Principal
‘Whitman, that in a period of from
four to six months,.any student tak-
ing this- course is fully competent to
take up a mechanic’s work in any
local garage.

The Marine Motor Engineering de-
partment is given over clusively to
the difficulties connecte@ with Motor
Engines. The students ar® taught how
to locate any trouble or irregularity
in the action of the mechanism, and
how to adjust same. A complete and
full series of lessons in the use of
drills, grinders, taps and dies, as well
as a comprehensive working know-
ledge of the portable lathe is also in-
cluded, so that a man who applies him-
self to the course, passes out with a
store of knowledge that he will find
very profitable in our local labour
market.

The Electrical Engineering depart-
ment is only handling a limited num-
ber of students. at present, and these
are learning principally, the rudi-
ments of house wiring and similar
work, but a much larger field is open
to them as time-goes on.

In all, some forty well satisfied and
contented returned men are receiving
the advantages of a training school,
which we are assured by the Principal,
is conducted and handled as efficient-
ly as any of the trade schools in Hali-
fax or Canada. A great deal might be
thought, but very little is known, by
the general public of the enthusiasm
and interest of our men in their

courses of vocational training, but a |

visit to the recreation hut during the
school hours would prove an agreeable
surprise.

Ethie From Labrador.

CAPT. ENGLISH’S REPORT.
(Western Star, Dec. 3.)

The 8. 8. Ethie returned from
Straits on- Friday merning. Captain
English reports lot of snow on Labra-
dor when the Ethie was at Battle Hr.
on the 22nd ult.,, but the weather was
mild. Not much fur caught along the
coast this season. Two schooners
bound for St. John’s and omne for
Flower's Cove were in Red Bay when
the Ethie came South; these were the
only schooners on the Labrador Coast.
R. Kean’s foreign vessel was loaded
with dry codfish at Flower's Cove
ready to sail. Not much gear salved
from the schooners lost at Henley;
the weather being too rough to work.
When coming south the weather was
so rough that the ship could not call
at Daniel's Hr, or Cow Head.

German Infidelity.

Tn discussing some time ago,
the terms of the Peace Treaty
with Germany, and the condi-
tions it imposed on that coun-
try, the theory was formulated
that if by any chance German
politicians saw an opportunity
to evade the said conditions,
they would do so. The char-
acteristics of the German are,
as has often been stated, un-
changeable and unchanging.
He is the exemplification of low
cunning and trickery. In war
as in peace, his tactics are ever
the same. When cornered he
whines for mercy. which sym-
pathy usually extends. His
aggressiveness, however, is put
on immediately he gets clear of
a tight place, and taken alto-
gether the Hun appears to be a
most difficult proposition. The
only thing he really under-
stands is the application of
force. Leniency has no place in
his_ make-up, and is a word ut-
terly unknown to him, for he
regards it as a syhonym of
weakness.

* *

Hence it is not at all surpris-
ing to find the whole Hun fam-
ily repudiating their most sol-
emn agreements, and refusing
to abide by the contents of the
Peace Treaty, signed by their
representatives with every out-
'ward appearance of gratitude
but inwardly with hearts black
and burning for revenge of the
slight put upon them by. ene-
mies for whom all classes had
but the utmost contempt. The
intelligence contained in late
foreign despatches that Ger-
many has refused to sign the
protocol (a preliminary memor-
andum often signed by the ne-
gotiators as a basis for a final
‘convention or treaty) presented
by the Allies, gives sound evi-
dence that the German Govern-
ment has received encourage-
ment from some quarters for
this repudiation, and it may be
argued from this premise that
the failure of the United States

Quick to take advantage of
anything seemingly in favor of
“doing in” the Allies, Germany
was not long in making her de-
claration of non-agreement with
the provisions of the Peace
Treaty, and the recent trans-
formation which has been
brought about proves that both
administration and people are in
complete accord in their repu-
diation of and refusal to sign
the protocol, which in this case
provides for an indemnity from
Germany for the sinking of the
interned fleet at Scapa Flow,
recompense for which was not
provided in the original treaty,
it having been completed,
agreed to, and ready for signa-
ture, when acting upon the or-
ders of theoir Admiral, Von
Reuter, the German sailors ac-
complished the deed of dishonor
which astonished the world.
The sinking took place on Sat-
urday, June 21, just before the
German Government h ad
agreed to an unconditional
signing of the Treaty. Another
point upon which the Germans
are most sensitive is the clause
insisting upon ,the delivery to
justice of German officers
charged with the commission of
crimes in France and Belgium
contrary to the laws of interna-

tional ‘warfare.
* % * %

That Germany is not, either
in the spirit or in the letter, ad-
hering to Treaty conditions, is
shown by the quiet but steady
increase in her armament, the
strength of which is to be as
specifically laid down in the
Treaty itself, and it has been
found necessary for the Su-
preme Council of the Peace
Conference to address a note of
protest to Germany on this
point alone, but with the ab-
stract encouragement drawn by
Germany from the American
Senate’s refusal to ratify the
Treaty, it is very unlikely that
any reply, other than a refusal,
will be made. That a large ar-
my is being organized in Ger-
many, under the cloak of a po-
lice force and in secret is the
cause of the latest Allied pro-
test. “A majority of the offi-
cers of the old Imperial army,”
says the London Times, “belong
to the Hohenzollern Associa-
tion, which aims avowedly to
get a restoration of the mon-
archy,” and the  information
comes from independent obser-
vers in neutral countries who
are closely in touch with the
currents of German opinion
whicl“points to the conclusion

Dear Sir:—I have no objection
whatever to the publication of the

For it
only proves that I was alive to the
road requirements of the place, and
took such an interest as to use my in-
fluenceé for the common good of the
community.

TheWsAge

How old k ﬂlc ocean? Standing on-

the shore and looking out over the ex-
panse of water, the ‘ocean seems a fix-
ed and eternal fact, but the seas had
a beginning and will have an end.
Scientists say that when the time
comes the last drop of water will have
been absorbed in he earth’ crust, its
| surface will be a desert and all llto
will become extinct.

The age of the oceans has been es-
timated by a leading authority, Prof.
Frank Clarke, of the United States
Geological Survey, at about 90,000,600
years. This, of course, is only an ap-
proximation, but is based on carefully
studied scientific data.

All the water was once contained in
the vapor that surrounded the glow-
ing, slowly cooling mass which is now
the earth. After the gasses combined
te form water the process of making
the ocean salt began.

History is full of the accounts of
the fascinations of women who were
no longer young. ;

Thus, Helen of Troy was over forty
when she perpetrated the most famous
elopement on record, and as the siege
of Tory lasted a decade she could not
have been very juvenile when the ill-
fortune of Paris restored her to her
husband, who is reported to have te-
ceived her with wunquestioning love
and gratitude.

Pericles wedded the courtesan As-
pania when she was 36, and yet she
;atterwards for thirty years or more
i yielded an undiminished reputation for
beauty.

Cleopatra was past thirty when An-
tony fell under her spell, which never
i lessened until her death, nearly ten
[years after; and Livia was thirty-
j three when she won the heart of Au-
gustus, over whom she maintained her
ascendancy to the last.

Turning to more modern history,
where it is possible .to verify dates
more accurately, we have the extraor-
dinary Diane de Poiters, who was
thirty-six when Henry II. (then Duke
of Orleans, and just half her age) be-
came attached to her; and she was
held as the first lady and most beanti-
ful woman at court up to the perloq of
the monarch’s death and the accession
J to power of Catherine of Medici.

" Anne of Austria was thirty-eight
when she was described as the hand-
somest queen in Furope, and when

Whether I acted rightly, who will to-
day decide?

Events have taken their course,
and we must now concentrate our
thoughts on raising again our shat-
tered German Nation and restoring
to outward and inward health our
Fatherland, which is bleeding from
a thousand wounds. I personally am
by no means in a state of deep de-
spair or indifferent apathy. Under
the entirely changed conditions, I
shall build up a new lite for myself
and my family.

The Queen’s near friends know that
her favorite poet is Lord Byron, and
that often when Her Majesty is busy
with her needle she has an open vol-
ume of the poet’s work by her side.

LONDON "GOSSIP. }

LONDON, Nov. 15,
TITE TWO MINOTES,

The two minutes’ silenco arranged
to start at eleven o'clock on Novem~
ber 11th in this country, in memory
of the glorious dead, was carried out
with extraordinary completeness. As
the sixnals went up so activity ceased
on the trigger. People walking in
the streets stopped still and the men
took their hats off. Veuicles—of every
kind came to a standstill, and any
passengers on them stood up, the men
again beifg bareheaded. People in
factory and office interiors observed
the same ceremony. The extraordin-
ary hush that descended upon London
was noted on all sides and was in

itself a most memorable thing. It

was odd even to see a horse’s head
nodding for a moment. At the same
time,, wherever possible, everyone
seemed to be in the open air. Crowds
streamed out of the London offices a
few minutes before eleven {o stand on
the pavements until the time was up.
Shopkeepers came ouf of their stores,
workgirls out of their factories, sail-
ors in the Thames went on deck and
tubemen came out of their subterran-
ean lifts. Everywhere then ensued a
reverent pause. Soldiers in London
stood at attention and saw again for
the two minutes the distorted horizon
of Northern France and the last rest-
ing place of so many of their gallant
cdmrades, It was a great and sacred
ijdea. At the the expiration of the
two minutes all was once more gal-
vanised into life, but a momentous oc-
casion had been registered.

A NEW FLYING MACHINE.

Much interest is shown in scientific
circles in the reported invention by
two Frenchmen of a new flying ma-
chine which will rise vertically in
the air, travel horizontally ‘once up,
and ‘alight vertically ‘again as softly
as a feather, The machine has been
described as a wingless aeroplane,
but it has nothing in common with
aeroplanes except the propeller. It
is technically known as a helicopter,
and consists of a large screw of light
fabric which lifts up the machine
without gliding on the air. In other
words, it is like a car with a huge
propeller on a mast right above it
which screws it upwards into the
atmosphere. Some years ago the
aeroplane builder Breguet had in-
vented a helicopter which actually
went up but could not travel horizon-
tally once in the air. The secret of
the new imvention /s that {he pro-
peller or propellers-employed can be
turned at will to both uses of ver-
tical and horizontal traction. Inven-
tors long ago conceived three possible
kinds of heavier-than-gir machines;
the aeroplane now common, which
glides on the air; the.  helicopter,
whieh' rises and alights vertically by
the action of .a  screw revolving
above it; and . the .ornithopter or
wing-flapping machine, which -no one
has yet succeeded in building suc-
cessfully. If the new France helicop-
ter gives the results hoped for it will
theréfore ‘mean .a revolution in the
art of flying.

$30,000 FOR A FLAT KEY.

In
South Kensington he had converted
into flats several ' large . mansions
rented at two or three hundred pounds
($1,000—$1,600) a year, and drew
from the flats $1,000 to $5,000 per year
for each.
