PRINTING FIGURES.

HE President of the Fishermen’s Protective Union in a rer
cent Circular addressed to his Local Councils, when refer-
ring to Government printing by newspapers, made an elaborately
exaggerated statement that “probably since 1919 the Telegram
has received from eight to ten thousand dollars” by way of Gov-
ernment patronage. Yesterday we threw back the lie in Mr,
Coaker’s teeth. To-day we give thé exact figures of the monies
received from the Government Departments for general print-
ing, which is by way of advertising certain ordinances, whith had
to be announced through the columns of all newspapers irres-
pective of party predilections or affiliations. Such weork as this
is custom work; and comes through the ordinary channels of ad-
vertising. Patronage work is different altogether. As we have
already said, the Telegram does not solicit, particularly from the
sources charged up to us by Mr. Coaker. But let the figures
themselves tell the story. It is a far cry from twenty-eight hun-
dred dollars to ten thousand, even in the-space of three years.
Read the appended table of printing work done for the Govern-
ment by the Telegram for the years 1920, 1921, 1922, and be
convinced that Mr. Coaker does not tell the truth, nor is the

truth in him.

The large sum in the year 1920 on account of Marine and Fish-
eries, was due to the fact that there was much common advertis-
ing ‘anent the now execrated Fishery Regulations.
