Italy Has Fishery
Aspirations |

The following article taken
from the Canadian Fisherman
otitlines a new venture on the
part of Italy to obtain their own
fish for the home market.
Whether or not it will affect to
any extemt our sales. in that
country remains to be seen; and
will largely depend upon - the
amount of support given to the
promoters by the Itslian Gov-
ernment.

The chief factors which miti-
gate . against the successful
prosecution of the fishing indus-
try by the Italians are their
ignorance of the work as it is
carried on in -Northern waters,
and their instinctive aversion to.
the hardship and exposure inci-
dent to a fisherman’s life in
those regions whe;e the cod are
found.

Many circumstances, how-
ever, have to be considered in
connec¢tion with such an under-
taking. Italy has had a new birth
as a result of the war, and, di-
rected by that vigorous, deter-
mined if somewhat reckless
dynamo of energy, Mussolini,
who is the incarnation of the
new spirit, she has become fired
with the desire to set her house
in order, to restore prosperity
among her people by : giving
every encouragement to her in-
dustries, and to secure a more
Jmportant place among the na-
tions: Spurred by such asplra
tions, the Ttalians of to-day may
still prove themselvés equal to
their forefathers who~ in past
centuries, faced hardsh'iv and
orivation in their ventures into
unknown seas.

During the past summer a|

Portuguesé vessel loaded with
green fish in St. John’s, and
conveyed it across the Atlantie
in order to cure it at home, If
their project is successful, it will
no doubt result in their pros-
ecuting the  fishery by this
method on a larger scale next
year.

Whether such operations de-
velop to any extent or not, they
indicate at least an attempt by
others to enter as competitors
into our lndustry They em-
phasize further the 1 necessity for
us to overhaul our fish business
carefully, in order to ascertain
what can be done to make it
more profitable, and to search’
further afield for new markets.
