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France and
England To-day.

JOHN MURRAY ANDERSON COM- 
MENTS ON PARIS AND LONDON 
THEATRES.

(New York Sun, June 12, 1924.) 
An interesting chat about the Par­

is and London theatres was given 
yesterday by John Murray Anderson 
who has Just returned from a trip 
abroad to Revise and stage the sixth 
annual production of the “Greenwich 
Village Follies;”

“Prior to the war,” Mr. Anderson 
said, “the theater in Europe set the 
pace for the world. Now there is a 
change, caused by the war. Since 
the Europeans have had all of the 
war period, with the actual suffering 
there, the result is that in France 
and England the theatres are at a 
standstill and neither one of the 
countries has recovered from the de­
privation the war left.

“The first thing theatrical that 
strikes you abroad is the theatre 
buildings. The theatres themselves 
are very antiquated, especially in 
England. No new theatres have been 
built there since the war with the 
exception of one or two new moving 
picture houses. Most of the theatres 
in London are closed, and the suc­
cessful musical productions there are 
entirely American in spirit. The play 
called 'The Whirl of the World,' at 
the London Paladium, is made up 
almost entirely of scenes from George 
White’s ‘Scandals,’ ‘The Music Box 
Revue’ and the ‘Greenwich Village 
Follies,’ but this production has been 
staged with very much less distinc­
tion than in America. I have no idea 
what arrangement the London pro­
ducers made with Mr. White of the 
‘Scandals’ or Mr. Berlin of the ‘Music 
Box,’ but I do know the ideas from 
the ‘Greenwich Village Follies’ were 
simply taken without leave or li­
cense. Another show, ‘Leap Year,’ is 
at the London Hippodrome, and al­
though the spirit of the production is 
entirely American the revue for the 
most part is British made, and the 
outstanding hit of the show is made 
by the Gertrude Hoffman girls, who 
originally appeared in Mr. Ziegfeld's 
‘Follies.’ Why Mr. Ziegfeld ever let 
those dancers cross the Atlantic is a 
mystery. The music of ail the shows 
in London is entirely American. The 
outstanding song hit is Irving Ber­
lin’s ‘What’ll I do?’ Other than ‘The 
Whirl of the World’ and 'Leap Year, 
there is Mr. Chariot’s ‘London Call­
ing,’ which is practically identical 
with the Chariot revue in New York. 
It is the only other musical show 
that has had a long run in London. 

“The theatre managers in England 
Familv Meee expected enormous business during
1 dmuy Ivies» 4 the British Empire Exhibition at

Wembley, but, contrary to their ex­
pectations, they have found that the 
Wembley Exhibition is too strong a 
counter attraction, an'd the visitors 
who came to see the exhibition after 
a long day of sightseeing had too far 
to go to the theatre or were too 
tired, and as a result two-thirds of 
the theatres in London are dark.

“In spite of the antiquated theatres 
in Paris all of the shows there are 
flourishing. Paris has picked up, the 
reason no doubt being that Paris is 
the tourists’ center of the world, and 
Americans coming across the ocean 
instead of landing in England as 
heretofore, land at Cherbourg. Near­
ly all of the shows in Paris are ex­
tremely bad, hut the theatres are 
doing a good business because there 
are so many Americans there. ‘ 

“The shows in Paris are yt great 
deal inferior, even to the English 
variety. There are only tyro theatres 
properly equipped to house an elab­
orate musical production. One is the 
Champs Elysee Theater and the oth­
er the Mogadore /Theater. Of the 
current French revues the most suc­
cessful is that ope which features the 
Dolly Sisters, Called ‘Oh Les Belles 
Filles.’ Another smaller, but very 
charming,Ventertalnment is provided 
by Sast£a Guitry and his wife, 
Yvonno/Printemps.

The project to build a tunnel 
under the English Channel has 
been rejected by the British 
Government for reasons .that it 
is difficult to explain or justify. 
Apparently the old idea of pre­
serving complete insularity still 
remains, in spite of the fact that 
the narrow waters form a reg­
ular and rapid means of com­
munication, they are not suffi­
ciently wide to make either 
coast immune from attack by 
modern long range guns, and 
even the air provides another 
connecting link.

The estimated cost of the tun­
nel was about twenty-nine mil­
lion pounds, and the revenue, 
based on traffic receipts, about 
one and a half millions. It was 
anticipated that the increase in 
tourist trade alone would be at 
least ten times what it is at 
present.

The English and French en­
gineers who worked out the 
nlans for the tunnel decided 
ihat it would require six years 
to complete, and that continual 
employment would be provided 
for 20,000 men. In addition, the 
erection of new stations, the

and the extension of the tube 
svstem in London promised 
sufficient work to absorb prac- 
t’Cally the whole army of un- 
c mpleved.

SOMEWHAT 
MOVEMENT OF TOURISTS.

(Montreal Star.)
Montrealers who are crossing the 

border into the United States bavé 
got to give an account of themselves 
to the immigration authorities at the 
border. A letter telling when they 
are to return or some permit from the 
local immigration bureau will he ne­
cessary to stipulate whether their 
bearers will Remain in the United 
States of whether they are on a visit.

The following statement was Issued 
by the Department of Immigration 
here through the commissioner W. J. 
Clark, to-day:

"The new United States Percentum 
Imigration Lew goes into effect July 
1, 1924.

Under this new 'Act, Immigration to 
the United States for the coming three 
years will be limited to approximately 
170,066 souls per year.

“The annual quota of any national­
ity shall be two percentum of the 
number of foreign-born Individuals of 
such nationality resident in continen­
tal United Satates as determined by 
the United Satates Census of 1890, but 
the minimum of any nationality shall 
be 100.

"For the purpose of this new Act, 
nationality shall be determined by 
country of birth, treating as separate 
countries the Colonies, Dependencies 
or self-governing Dominions for 
which separate enumeration was made 
In the United States Census of 1890.

“Exemptions from the Quota 
requirements are limited to the follow­
ing:

"(a) An immigrant who is the un­
married child under 18 years of age, 
or the wife, of a citizen of the United 
States who resides therein at the time 
of the filing of a petition under sec­
tion 9;

(b) An imigrant previously law­
fully admitted to the United States, 
who Is returning from a temporary 
visit abroad ;

(c) An immigrant who was born in 
the Dominion of Canada, Newfound­
land, the Republic of Mexico, the Re­
public of Cuba, the Republic of Haiti, 
the Dominion Republic, the Canal 
Zone, or an independent country of 
Central or South America, and his 
wife, and his unmarried children un­
der 18 years of age, if accompanying 
or following to join him ;

(Montreal Star, July 1.)
Whether or not the Canadian sys­

tem of Government liquor sale would 
be a solution for a state of affairs in 
the United States, characterized as 
“appalling both from the standpoint 
of temperance and from the stand­
point of public and private morals,” 
Is what Dr. Nicholas Murray Butler, 
President of Columbia University, 
New York, and prominent member of 
the Republican Party, has come to 
the Dominion to find ont "We have 
had excellent reports of yottr sys­
tem,” said Dr. Butler, who arrived 
in Montreal Sunday morning and is 
a guest at the Rits-Carltoa Hotel, 
“and. we are going to see the mem­
bers of the Liquor Commission to 
find what methods have proved ef­
fective here.” The well-known pub­
licist will then proceed to the West 
to visit the Provinces, which have 
reacted from prohibition, to get an 
account of their experiences.

Temperance people In the United 
States were divided into two camps, 
he said, when the issue was fought 
some ■ years sgo—those who- support­
ed prohibition and those who did not, 
but who favored some system of 
Government control and regulation. 
The Prohibitionists had carried their 
point, and Americans had had five 
years of experiment. "The results 
are appalling from the standpoint of 
temperance, public and private mor­
als, law observance and the efficiency 
of Government." The attempt to 
enforce prohibition laws and secure 
their observance had completely 
broken down. The laws are flouted 
and disobeyed, and prohibition had 
set up a habit of contempt for and 
disregard of law. The effect on the 
young people was particularly seri­
ous, on young men and young women 
as well. The good thing accomplish­
ed was the abolition of the open sa­
loon, which was a public nuisance 
and a public danger. “The saloon 
will never return,” said the presi­
dent. "Not in any circumstances. 
Where it exists now it is in secret 
and illegally.”

“Only two classes of people in the 
United States are satisfied with con­
ditions as they are at the present 
time. First of these are the boot­
leggers, who make enormous, for­
tunes out of liquor trade and who 
want no change. They are perfectly 
satisfied to retain the law on the 
statute books forever. In the sec­
ond group of those who are content­
ed with the present state of affairs 
are the paid officers of lobbyists of 
the anti-Saloon League, who make a 
good living out of the agitation and 
do everything in their power to keep 
it up. They try to prevent any 
reasonable discussion of the situa­
tion and hurl abuse at the head of 
any who attempt to discuss the sub­
ject from the standpoint of public 
policy. *

“Things will remain as they are 
until the good people of the country— 
the Christian temperance people who 
have been imposed on by the anti- 
Saloon League realize the true facts, 
and reach the conclusion that they 
themaeiyes must tackle the problem 
and establish a better system. Many 
sections would keep prohibition; but 
other parts would substitute for it 
Government control.”

His faith in the people was so 
great, £e said, that he believed a cam­
paign of education would bear fruit 
in a reasonable time.

‘T am concerned less for the liquor 
traffic than for the contempt of law 
brought about by prohibition—the 
problem viewed from the standpoint 
of Government," said Dr. Butler.

When asked if he had heard that 
many students were earning the cost 
of their college courses by bootleg­
ging, President Butler qaid he had 
been told of such instances, but that 
they were students of colleges near 
the Canadian border. He was not 
speaking of his own students when 
he, discussed the harmful effect of 
prohibition on young people.

migration Head Tax fee of $8 as in 
the past

“The Consular Visa is not a guar­
antee of admission under the Immi­
gration Laws and the new Law con­
tains no provision for refund of the 
Consular Visa fee in the event of a 
person holding the Consular Visa be­
ing refused entry to the United Slates 
by Immigration Officers.

“The instructions have not yet been 
received as to just how the new Per- 
centnm Law will apply to natives of 
trans-oceanic countries, now resident 
in Canada, but it is expected that ad­
vices as to the quota allotment for 
persons of the latter classes will he 
received by American Consular Of­
ficers In Canada within a very few 
days.

“As the Law provides that ‘There 
shall be issued to quote Immigrants 
of any nationality (1) no more Immi­
gration Visas in any fiscal year than 
the quote for such nationality, and 
(2) in any calendar month of any 
fiscal year no more Immigration 
Visas than ten percentum of the total 
quota for such nationality,* it Is quite 
apparent that the monthly admission 
to the United States from Canada are 
to be greatly restricted in respect of 
all nationals falling within the quote 
provisions of thb new Law.

Tourists’ Privilege.
