The Sun?cmﬁﬁl for Nearly Seten
ntes.

An eclipse of the sun, visible only. in
part of the eastern hemisphere, took place
on the 18th, of greater magnitude than
has been seen for many hundred years.
According to astronomical calculations, &
similar one will not take place again for
centuries to come. A number of favour-
able circumstances have combined to rem-
der this one of the most remarkable as-
tronomicul events of the century, and an
intellectual treat to man of ecience, such
as is rarely accorded to him. On the 1st
of July, the sun was in its greatest apo-
gee, and if during the weeks that have
intervened the apogee hassomewhat less-
ened, it is still so great as to make the
sun's diameter appear comparatively
small. About midnight the moon, on the
contraty, was at its greatest perigee,
which makes its diameter appear extra-
ordinarily large. The new moon took
place six hours afterwards, and, in addi-
tion to this unusual coincidence, the moon
being in the ascending node of its course
threw its shadow over the equator,so that
the eclipse not only covered the greatest
possible space on tie earth, but in those
places where it took place at noon the
diameter of the moon appeared still
larger, by which means the duration of
the eclipse was prolonged, while the sur-
face of the earth, which here reaches its
greatest speed of linear rotation, and fol-
lowing the disk of the moon’s shadow
with greater velocity than at any other
point, must have prolonged the whole
phenomenon considerably. In conse-
quence of 8o many combining circum-
stancés, the zone of the total eclipse cov-
ered an area of mearly 2,000 miles in’
lengtk, and 30 miles in width. In places

| where the phenomenon reached its high-

est point the duration of the eclipse was
six minutes and fifty seconds.

On the island of Perim and in Aden,
the total eclipse began shortly after sun-
rige ; passing through the eastern part of
India during the morning, it reached
Tenasserin at noon, ‘was visible dur
ing the afternoon, in Annam, thenm
on the islands of Borneo and Celebes, and
on many islands of the Mollusk grour,
and toward éyening’in New Guinea. It
is thus apparent that for the purpose of &
clote observation’ of the phy#ical *con~!
straction of the 'sun, which sciencé has
not yet been able to determiné, & number
of different’ points of “observation offered:
themselves, and with ‘this view some of
the European Gevérnments fitted out ex-
peditions in order that the resu’t of their
several observations might be compared.

It is rocky
in many places, but that which is fit for
illage yields excellent returns, The
from the Crown is nominally one
hundred acres, but owing to the pres-
ence of rock, not more than one half is
available for agriculture. The absolute
gift of land is not more than fifty acres,
for the rock is of no value, but only an
eyesore and a hindrance,—and the ques-
tion is freely mooted, whether the gift
should be raiscd from oune hundred to |
two hundred acres in order to compen-
sate for the presence of so large a portion
of sterile territory?

But though the out-cropping rock is'a
serious drawback to the settler, he is not
without counterbalancing advantages.
