A gigantic fraud m Philadelphia took 
this foam : A real ^estate dealer entered 
into a conspiracy with a clerk in the 
office of the Recorder of Deeds, by which 
property of the former was made to ap­
pear unincumbered, whereby he was en­
abled to mortgage it in. almost fabulous 
amounts. These swindling operations 
were accomplished some years ago, and 
were discovered by a mere accident.— 
There is a great deal too mnoh careless­
ness about seeing to the prompt registra­
tion of deeds and discharges of mortga­
ges, especially the latter;

The Whirlpool.—In the direction of 
the whirlpool, at the Falls, a high fence 
has been erected on the margin of the 
Niagara,, precluding a view of the water. 
The present lessee of the premises is an 
American, who took it for the purposes 
of speculation. An admission fee of fifty 
cents is charged all-comers, and people 
who do not wish to pay this earn are per­
mitted to remain outside of the gates. 
The fence is on the regular road allow­
ance, within a few feet of the river, aud 
this Yankee has no right whatever to 
put it there. So great has been the in­
dignation of some of the residents of 
Clifton and neighborhood that they twice 
pulled down portions of the obstruction. 
The Ontario Government should inter­
fere in the matter.

The Pacific Railway Exposures.
A great opportunity will be lost if there 

be no considerable moral gain as one ot 
the results of the Pacific Railway ex­
posure—if proceedings such as Sir Hugh 
Allan has confessed himself guilty of are 
not covered with discredit and do not 
measurably cease to be available for future 
promoters. It may be true that many 
who are clamoring against Sir Hugh 
Allan are in desire and intent, if not in 
deed, just as guilty as he; but that should 
not shield him from the consequences of 
his.acts. It will be a mildjjenalty of so 
much confesssed bribery to abrogate the 
contract. The beginning that has been 
made of the work in British Columbia 
cannot be regarded as bona fide; and 
though this lapse might lead to a for­
feiture of the contract, we should like to 
see it broken for the graver reasons which 
would form the real justification for the 
act. English capitalists, to whom it will 
be necessary to appeal, to whom Sir Hugh 
Allan has already once appealed, will not 
put their money info hands by which 
bribes have been dealt out in every direc­
tion. We do not here prejudge the case 
against Ministers ; for leaving that to the 
result of the enquiry that roust take 
place, there is quite enough in th» ad­
missions of Sir Hugh Allan to justify the 
course we have suggested.

Givens Your Hand T
Nothing in the phenomena of Spirit­

ualism has eo stunned the susceptible in­
to a fullness of faith as the miraculous 
evocation by th» mediums of. ghostly 
hands. How this bit of jugglery is per­
formed, in some oases, is shown by » 
writer in a Boston newspaper. He states 
that as an officer of a private- detective 
association in a New England city, he 
was, some months ago, detailed to search 
the apartments of-a woman who had 
been doing business as a medium,, and 
summoning hands -at fifty cents apiece, 
with the greatest success. He found a 
pair of ordinary gaiter boots fitting the 
medium, with small‘rings inserted in the 
toes between the outer and the inner 
soles. At the top of the boot outside 
the ankle were sewn four ordinary eyes, 
such as are used on dresses. He not 
only found these things, but what was 
more completely satisfactory,, he found 
four india-ruboer nands, gracefully and 
naturally fashioned and filled with gas, 
after the manner of the toy balloons. 
One was large and black like that of a 
negro. One was powerful, and brown like 
that of a farmer or mariner. Two were 
small and delicate, of a nearly white 
flesh tint—these belonged to the lost 
wives and sisters, and were those on 
which the unbidden tear most frequently 
started. To each was attached about 
twenty inches of strong thread terminat­
ing in a small book.

The 
hands, filled with gas, float lightly up un­
der the crinoline, without in the least im­
peding locomotion. And thus, if not 
armod at least full-handed, the sybil 
comes into the darkened room. An 
opening has been left in the extension 
table ; there the box is placed, and the 
medium always seats herself opposite 
this. The room being dark it is no 
trouble for her to unhook the strings 
from her gaiter tops, and pass the thread 
through the ring in the toe of the right 
boot. The medium sits with her feet di­
rectly under the box in which the hand 
is to appeal'. It then, ef course,, floats 
up into the box, and proves beyond a 
ireadventure that there are more things 
n heaven and earth than are dreamed of 
in our philosophy, Horatio ! If the feet 
are kept together and moved a little from 
side to side, the hand exhibits a corres­
ponding motion. If the left foot is kept 
still under the opening, and the right one 
moved away from it, the hand can be 
drawn down to the floor. If the dis­
tance is increased or diminished between 
the feet, the hand is made to appear or 
disappear in the darkness beneath the 
table with considerable rapidity. When 
a change of hand » required the lights 
are extinguished—»*1 course by. the spirits 
—and a new hand is hooked on.— New 
York Tribune. '

Contagious DteEisBS.—The English

The Royal Commission,
It appears that Judge Gowan is to 

be a member of the Royal Commis­
sion, in lieu of Judge Draper, whose 
name was given in this connection. 
Itvis now authoritatively stated by 
the Government organs that the fol­
lowing gentlemen have been appoint­
ed, viz. : The Hon. Charles D. Day, 
late Judge of Superior Court,Quebec; 
lion. Antonio Polette, Judge of 
Superior Court, Quebec ; and His 
Honor J. R. Gowan, Judge of the 
County Court, Simcoe, Ontario.

The Governor-General’s Expia 
nation.

His Excellency’s reasons for turn­
ing the representatives of the people 
out of their own house, in of the 
remonstrances of more than a hun 
dred of them, are to be read in the 
light of that maxim of the British. 
Constitution, “ The King can do no 
wrong;” meanting that he acts by 

• the advice of his Ministers. The 
real question seems to have ‘ been 
carefully kept back from the Gov­
ernor-General, who does not seem to 
perceive that the immediate issue 
inyolved was the right of Parliament 
to investigate charges against the 
Government. The failure of its com­
mittee did not rob it of that privilege, 
and surely it had a right to be con- 
suited in regard to the superseding 
of it by another form of enquiry 
The objection of the assembly at 
Ottawa on the 13th not being a full 
Parliament could have easily been 
met1 by an adjournment, as suggested 
by members of both shades of opin 
ion ; but even as it was the Ministry 
seem to be open to blame. The re­
jection of the Oaths .Bills, and the 
refusal by tlje Committee to proceed, 
constituted a crisis that should have 
admonished Ministers of their duty 
to consult Parliament as to further 
proceedings ; but they only saw in it 
a chance of successfully instituting a 
tribunal of their own which Parlia- 
ment had previously refused to 5d- 
cept, and which they n->w by an un 
popular use of the prerogative have 
succeeded in establishing. Accor­
dingly they did not warn members 
as they ought to have done that 
that change of circumstances required 
a full attendance at Ottawa on the 
13th, but rather adopted a contrary 
course. Seeing things in this light, 
we coul<$*perfectly well imagine Ilis 
Excellency replying to the objections 
of his Ministers that the House was 
not full : ‘‘Somuch the worse for 
you. A right of Parliament is in­
volved in the course you advise me 
to adopt with regard to the issue of 
a Royal Commission, and you ought 
to have taken proper measures to 
enable me to consult the representa­
tives of the people in this matter.'’ 
But it would seem that the Cabinet 
lias impressed upon His Excellency 
that any refusal to follow implicitly 
their advice or the adoption of a 
course not approved by them is tan­
tamount to dismissing them from 
office,—that in short he was a politi­
cal nonentity.— Witness

Can We Curtail the Credit 
System !

The following remarks from the 
Monetary Times are worthy of thought- 
ful consideration :—

It would be a mistake to suppose 
that credit is essentially bad ; the 
mischief begins when credit is abused^ 
when it is extended where it ought 
to be refused, and when it is paid for 
at too dear a rate. The credit ex­
tended by retail merchants in On­
tario is specially open to the last 
named objection, and is faulty and 
Unsound In several important res- 
pects.

Sales are made principally to far­
mers, who are in the habit of depend­
ing upon the proceeds of the crop of 
the coming season to make payment. 
In this way it often happens that be­
fore a furrow is ploughed, a seed 
sown, or a drop of the indispensible 
rain has fallen to irrigate the soil, 
the whole value of the produce has 
been anticipated, and stands in the 
shape of book debts with the village 
store keepers. Viewed from the 
retailer’s standpoint he has made 
sales, and his books show a margin of 
profit. And if the seed is well and 
wisely sown : if the clouds carry oufc 
their part of the undertaking by af­
fording plenty of copious and timely 
showers ; if the harvest weather is 
not unduly “ catchy” and wet ; and 
lastly, if the proceeds are not divert­
ed into some other channel, they 
pass to the storekeeper’s till and the 
farmer’s credit, and the whole trans­
action is successfully closed in a year 
from the time of being entered upon. 
If, on the other hand, any link in 
this chain should part, the sole prop 
is removed from the superstructure 
of credit. The goods are consumed 
and there is nothing at hand which 
will bring money. Further time is 
asked and must be granted. When 
this 'state of things become wide­
spread there is a general stoppage of 
remittances ; the whole machinery 
of credit, running through retail and 
wholesale merchants, manufacturers, 
bankers, everybody, is put out of 
gear. But, though there should not 
be a general, there is always a partial 
failure to make payments ; and the 
result is that, taking the accumula-

tions of these book debts on the 
average, not more than 50 per cent, 
can be realized out of them. The 
tact then appears that this is a form 
of credit which is not profitable and 
satisfactory to the creditor, and 
therefore ought not to be continued.

Looking at the matter in ques­
tion from the debtor’s standpoint, 
the case .is briefly this : «Store 
debts” are the sink into which the 
hard earnings of many ah industrious 
and woi thy man disappear and leave 
no trace behind. He necessarily pays 
for his goods the very highest price ; 
and what is worse, uses more than is 
really necessary. If this is doubted, 
let any farmer try the plan of paying 
down for the wants of his family for 
a year ; the next year let him open 
accounts for dry goods, groceries, 
boots and shoes, and what not, on six 
months’ credit, and see the result. 
Let him compare his outlay with that 
of the previous year, and the waste­
fulness and extravagance of the credit 
system to him will be apparent 
enough.

All this being conceded, the ques­
tion remains, How is a change of 
system to be brought about ? By 
whomsoever attempted this work 
will be found to be surrounded with 
very great difficulties. The first of 
these is the reduction of sales which 
would necessarily follow. We do 
not believe that the amount of busi 
ness done would be less; rather would 
it be more, from thegincreased pros­
perity of the people, and the conse- 
quently greater ability to pay for 
goods ; but there would be a decided 
falling oft till the pinch of paying oft 
debts and meeting present wants, 
both at the same moment, was tided 
over. But this reduction of sales 
would not only pinch the consumer 
but the wholesale and retail mer­
chant as well. Under the present 
high-pressure system of trading, re­
tailers invariably find themselves at 
the commencement of the season— 
we speak now more particularly of 
dry goods—with a full stock that 
must be sold. If sold on credit a 
risk has to be encountered in the 
manner already shown ; but it left 
to lie on the shelves there is the cer­
tain loss by depreciation of stock 
staring him m the face ; so that it 
generally turns out that of the two 
risks the former is chosen. Next,the 
importer or wholesale trader is large­
ly stocked with goods that he must 
sell, and which he is willing to sell 
on credit so long as the banks will 
discount the paper representing 
these sales. It is apparent,therefore, 
with these facte before us, that more 
than the retail trade are directly in­
volved in the granting of these 
credits which it is sought to abolish ; 
and for them to effect the object 
without the co operation of the rest, 
would be a task difficult indeed.

It may be said without fear of con­
tradiction that the granting of long 
credit to farmers is not so general as 
at one time, and this is a hopeful 
sign. The extension of railways and 
other outlets has created a cash 
market for many products, and so 
made a sounder state of things pos­
sible We know that the sale of 
agricultural implements might be 
cited against this view, in which busi 
ness, not six or nine months, but 
one, two, and three year s’ credit is 
granted : and we here predict the 
ruin, sooner or later, of those who 
build up a business superstructure on 
(uch a basis.

The Canada Gazette of Saturday 
contains the appointment of Hon. 
Alexander Morris to be Lieutenant 
Governor of Manitoba and the North­
west Territories.

P. They represent popu­
lar feelings to hare greatly changed 
since the Pacific developments, and 
assert that a great majority of the 
Nova Scotia members have decided to 
withdraw their aiiegiance from the 
Ottawa Government.

Advices from North York represent 
the Tory party at a loss for a can­
didate. The two wings of the 
Liberal party are in communication 
with each other, with a view to uni 
ting on a candidate acceptable to 
both. A meeting of two sets of 
delegates is to take place shortly, 
when there is every probability of a 
strong candidate being announced.

Worth Looking after.
The Woodstock Weekly Review—which 

bv the way is a specimen oi almost fault- 
lets typography and press-work—calls at­
tention to the proposed visit of Joseph 
Arch to this continent. Arch, it will be 
remembered, was one of the leaders in 
the recent Trades Union movement 
among the English Agricultural labourers, 
and has been very favourably spoken of 
by a section of the English press. The 
Review says:—Joseph Arch, the champion 
of the English Agricultural laboring class, 
is expected to arrive very shortly in New 
ïork and preparations are being made to 
receive him in what may be termed we 
suppose a befitting manner. Arch is a 
man of excellent common sense and as 
unlike the violent Bradlaugh as light' is 
unlike darkness. Formerly a laborer in 
the Agricultural districts himself, he is 
fully cognizant of the miseries of Hodge’s 
condition and has assumed the very onor- 
ous task of either improving his position 
where he now is or otherwise of seeking a 
home for him in the fertile fields of the 
Western hemisphere. Those who look 
up to this Arch and are content to go 
whither he directs them are precisely the 
immigrants Osnada requires — hard­
working, industrious tillers of the soil. 
So far as mechanics go we are not in any 
particular want. Thrbugh the ordinary 
efforts of Emigration agents they drop 
into the country about aia rapidly as thdit 
services can be utilized. But as to farm 
hand we can find room for all that can 
be sent us and more. The cry from all 
Hectioue of the Dominion, and of Ontario 
particularly is for agricultural help, but 
to the waUthere is little response and 
for the very cogent reason that the help 
is not in the country. Joseph Arch has 
h in his power to turn to our shores or 
the shores of the United States, thousands 
of the very men the country is suffering 
for. Shall we then permit hin\ to be 
manipulated by the shrewd people on our 
southern border without endeavouring to 
bring him amongst us that he may see 
the resources of the Dominion, the vast 
demand for labor, and the opportunities 
open to the industrious of strong hand 
and sturdy will to make for themselves a 
home that shall be a home indeed?
