BURNED 70 DEATH
WHILE AT WORK

Commissioner Samis Objects
to Presence of Reporter on
Ground That the Newspaper
Is Unfair in Its Attitude To-

wards Him

BECAUE OF THE HOUSE
THAT IWERSON BUILT

Commissioner Insists on Re-
porter Leaving Room; News-
paper Man Refuses to Do So
and Chief of Police is Called
in to Enforce Order

For the second time this year a Her-
ald reporter was ejected by the police
from the. commissioners’ meeting at
the. city hall on Saturday, at the order
of Commissioner Samis. The"” mayor
sustained the commissioner, and Chief
Cuddy was called on when The Herald
man refused to obey the mayor’'s order.

Commissioner Samis complains that
The HYrald has adopted a deliberate

policy of misrepresentation of his atti-
tude and his work as commissioner.
There was no personal animus in the
matter, the ejection being ordered “be-
cause of a report published in The
Herald of the commissioners’ meeting
of the previous day, at which the mat-
ter of the tenancy of the city’s house
by the late parks.superintendent, Iwer-
son, was taken up. The discussion be-
tween the mayor and Commissioner
Samis was reported in a manner which
the commissioner claims misrepresent-
ed the relations between himself’ and
the mayor, and which gave the public
a false impression of his action inm the
matter.

When the local newSpaper reporters
came into the mayor's parlor on Sat-
urday morning Mr. Samis objected to
the presence of The Heérald reporter.
He explained that he had nothing to
say against the reporter personally, but
that the paper which he represented
was maliciously endeavoring to mis-
represent him.

Objects to Reporter’s Presence.

“It was a malicious attack on me, but
it is what you are paid to do by yow
paper,” said the commissioner.

''he Herald reporter objected. “If

vou say that I am a liar, I give you the | :
‘1Yhelr craft and earned the well-merited
“Well decne, - Condor” which has been

“l object to your presence at the
commissioners’ meetingsy and if you
are there I shall not be,” said Mr.
Samis. 2

“I shall be there,” declared The Her-
ald reporter- “Are you the dictator in
this city? What have y#u to say, Mr.
Mayor?

The mayor intimated that Commis-
sioner Samis’ objection must hold good.

When The Herald man refused point-
blank to leave the commissioner rang
for the chief of police, and the chief
had to take hold of the reporter before
he would budge.

“You will have to throw me out every
day, for I #hall be here,” said the re-
porter finally.

When he was out of the room the

commissioner addressed the other press |

representative courteously. He said
that he always had given and would
continue to give the press all the infor-
mation possible in connection with
the public business.

“In fairness to the press and ,to the
commissioners and to the public it is
imperative that the press be repre-
sented by truthful reporters. For rea-
sons best known to itself. The
Herald has béen- carrying on a per-
sistent, deliberate policy of lying.about
me,” he said. “First, the reporters will
misrepresent what I say, and then thme
editor will base a misleading editerial
on the report. This doesn’t hurt me
peérsonally, but it is not in the public
interept that such a campaign be per-
mitted;"and I have no hesitation in
calling in the police and throwing them
out ,one after another, as fast as they
come along.”

The Second Clash.

After the last clash between Com-
missioner. Samis and The Herald re-
porter, The Herald replaced the eected
man with another reporter -from ’its
staff. This reporter has given satis-
faction to other officials and to the
mayor, who have little complaint of
misrepresentation,. and Commissioner
Samis, saddles ‘the blame onto the
editor of the paper rather than the re-
porter, claiming that the latter is mere-
ly carrying out the orders of his chief,

Commissioner Samis complained only
the day before of the appearance in a
coast paper of a long story advertising
Calgary as a city of dirty streets, and
implicating Mr. Samis as the official
responsible. This dispatch, he said,

_"had been wired from The Herald office

and was untrue and detrimental to the
whole city.

Meat Cheaper in London Than
| in Argentine from Where it|
| Comes — Great Monopolies|
| Regardless of Depleting
Stock if They Can Crush
Out Competition in Markets.

“Do the Americans do this for fun?” |
asked one dealer. “It is reasonable to‘l
suppose that they have an object 1‘n
view. It must be remembered that this |
is the season when the impeorters make
their profits in two months, and at a
time when British and other meat 18
much more plentiful.

“The Washington government is re-
moving the taxes on meats mostly be-
cause it failed to break up the power-
ful trust, and it is natural therefore
to suppose that the trust’s intention
is to retaliate with the object of pre-
gserving its own field and menopoly by
crushing or greatly weakening com-
petition in other parts of the world
and gaining control of the trade in all
parts of the world.

“They care little whether Argentine
stocks of cattle are depleted, and Ar-
gentine consumers meantime have to
| pay more for their meat than London-
| ers.

“The hopes of the independent ship-
owners rest in the Argentine govern-
ment doing something to present fair
competition in the interest of its own |
estanciers and the consumers. It is re.
commended that the question is as
| to how this balance is to be maintained
and it is a difficult one. One sugges-
[ tion was that the freezing works be
| limited in size. The answer that the
| Americans easily would surmount this
[ by holding them in other names.
