German and Italian Terms
Same as British With Few
Exceptions.

President c_as'tro S8eems Greatly
Relieved at the Turn of
Events.

Washington, Feb. 14.—Moved by the
spirit in which Herbert W. Bowen has
conducted the peace mnegotiations- at
Washington with the representatives of
the allies, and aunxious that his mission
should succeed, Andrew Carnegie, upon
hearing of Germany’s action in demand-
ing a cash payment of one million sev-
en hundred and eighteen thousand boli-
vars, instead of the £5,500 previously
promised her, sent the following mes-
sage to Mr. Bower, dated February 12:
“I shall be glad to hand you over at
once $360.000 to meet the German de-
mand, if Venezuela desires it.”

This fact became known tonight af-
ter the last of the addenda to the peace
protocols had been ‘signed at the British
embassy. Mr. Carnegie, it is, said, *has
been watching with close interest the
progress of the negotiations. The mes-
sage was sent as soon as the news of
iGermany’s demand was published. Mr.
Bowen despatched a grateful reply to
DMr. Carnegie, thanking him for his gen-
erous offer, which, however, it was not
necessary to aceept. In announcing Mr.
Carnegie’s offer tonight, Mr. Bowen
said that many banks and financial
syndicates had all along been anxious
to lend money to Venezuela, and had
sent representatives to see him with
this end in view, though these offers
were of courSe of a business nature;
whereas, the offer of Mr. Carnegie was
made without any reservation or men-
tion of security for the return of his
money. .

At the conference at the British em-
bassy this afternoon an important ad-
dendum was signed to clear up article
five in the Italian protocol. By a curi-
ous error this article provided that the
Venezuelan government obligated them-
selves to assign to the Italian govern-
ment, commencing the first day of
iMarch, 1903, for this purpose and to
alienate to no other purpose, 30 per
cent. of the customs revenues of La
Guayra and Puerto Cabello. Had this
provision stood unamended, the Italian
government would have been entitled to
their 30 per cent. instead of ‘sharing
with the allies as intended. Fortunately
the protocols were despatched -to the
foreign offices of the allies. It was
clear np to this point that the negotia-
tors signed the following agreement this
ifternoons “We interpret
tocols to mean that the 30%per eent. re-
ferred to therein of the total income of
the customs houses at LaGuayra and
Puerto Cabello, shall be delivered to the
representatives of the Ronk of England
at ICaracas, and that said 30 per cent.
is not assigned to any one powig, but is
to be retained by the said refjresenta-
tive of the Bank in Caracas. &d paid
out by him in conformity with§the de-
cision rendered by the tribunal Wt The
Hague.”” "

The text of the protocols signed last
night by Mr. Bowen and the represen-
.tatives of the allies, was made public
itoday. The British protocol is as fol-
lows:

‘“Whereas certain differences have
arisen between the United ‘States of
{'Venezuela and Great Britain in cou-
'nection with the claims of British sub-
jects against the Venezuelan Govern-
!ment, the undersigned Mr. Herbert W.
Bowen duly authorized thereto by the
JGovernment of Venezuela, and His Ex-
! cellency, the Right Hon. Sir Michael
| Herbert, K. 'C. M. G., C. B., His Brit-
!tanic Majesty’s ambassador extraordin-
lary and plenipotentiary to the United
States of America, have agreed as fol-
lows:

Art. 1.—The Venezuelan Gewernment
declares that they recognize in principle
the justice of the eclaims which have
been preferred by His Majesty’s Gov-
ernment on behalf of British subjects.
Art. 2—The. Venezuelan Gowvernment
will satisfy at once by payment in cash
or equivalent the claims ot British sub-
jects which amount to about five thou-
sand five hundred pounds, leaving eut
the seizure and plundering of British
vessels, and the outrages on their crews
and the maltreatment and false im-
prisonment of British subjects.

Art. 3—The Venezuelan and British
|Governments agree that the other Brit-
lish claims, including claims by British
subjects other than those dealt with in
article 6 hereof, and including those
preferred by the railway companies,
shall, unless otlierwise satisfied, be re-
ferred to a mixed commission, coasti-
tuted in the manner defined in article
4 of this pretecol, and which shall ex-
amine the claims and decide upon xthe
amount to be awarded in satisfaction
of each «laim. The Venezuelan Gev-
ernment admit their Mability in casee
where the claim is for injury te, or
wrongful seizure of property, and conse-
quently the questions which- the mixed
commission will have to decide in such
cases will be eonly: (A) Whether the
injury. teek place and whether the seiz-
ure was wroagful, and (B) If so, what
amount of compensation is due. In
other cases the claims shall be referred
to the mixed eommission without reser-
vatioa.

Art. 4—The mixed gommission shall
consist of one Venezuelan and one Brit-
ish member. In each case where they
come to an agreement their decision
shall be referred to the decision of an
umpire nominated by the President of
the United States-

Art. 5.—The Venezuelan Geovernment,
.being unwilling to provide a sum saffi-
|cient for the paymeamt within a reason-
able time of the claims specified in ar-
ticle 3, and similar claims preferred by
other govermments, undertake to assign
to the British Governmeat, commencing
the first day of March. 1908, for this
purpose and to alienate to no other pur-
pose, 30 per cent. in monthly payments
of the customs revenues of La Guayra
and Puerto Cabello. Tn the case of
failure to carry out this undertaking,
Belgian officials shail be placed in
charge of the customs of the two por's
and shall administer them' until the
liabilities of the Venezuelam Govern-
ment, in wespect of the above-mentioned
claims, shall have been discharged. Any
question as to the distribufion ‘of the
customs revenues so as to be assigned
‘and as to the rights of Great Britain,
Germany and Italy to a separate settle-

regard to any proceedings which might
be taken against them by the owners of
such ships or of goods on beard them.
Art. 9—The treaty of smity and com-
merce of October 28,1834, having been
confirmed in accordance with: the terms
of article seven in thig protocol, the
Government of Venezuela will be happy
to renew diplomatic relations with His
Majesty’s Government.

Dominion Will Not Disallow
Anti-Chinese Acts in
Future.

For Imperial Reasons Anti.

Japanese Acts Will Be
Disallowed.

‘Colonel, the Hon. E. G. Prior, Pre-
mier, and Hon. D. M. Eberts, attorney-
general, returned from -~ Ottawa Jast
night, after attending the conference of
Premiers and attorneys-geueral ‘of the
provinces held at the Dominion Capi-
tal, where Hon, Col. Prior took occa-
sion to lay British Columbia’s claims
for better terms and for the rights of
the province in regard to the fisheries
and the Oriental question before Sir
Wilfrid Laurier and the Dominion Gov-
ernment.

Speaking of his visit
Said:

“A conference was first held at Que-
bec -and my letter dealing with the
rights of British Columbia, which has
been published in full by the Colonist,
was embodied with the resolutions pass-
ed at that meeting, and brought before
{Sir Wilfrid Laurier when the meeting
of the premiers and attorneys-general of
the various provinces was held at Ot-
tawa, Hon. G. W. Ross, Premier of
g()ntario, acting as spokesman. At a
ilater date we saw Sir Wilfrid Laurier
and laid before him: and the Dominion
Government the claims of British Co-
lumbia. The Premier and cabinet gave
us a good hearing, and promised to take
the matters brought before them under
‘consideration, but no definite assurances
were made.

THE FISHERIES, *

“The fisheries question—a larger re-
turn of the amounts collected for licen-
ses, and the matter of trap-fishing—was
brought before the Premier and cabinet,
and also before the Minister of Marine
and Fisheries at another time. We ad-
vanced the claims of the provinee for
a larger return of the moneys collected
in licenses, and also took up the ques-
ti.n of trap-fishing, but we received no
definite answers in this matter, al-
though the Minister of Marine and the
cabinet promised to give the question
their consideration.

ORIENTAL IMMIGRATION.

Concern Felt About Lieutenant
Governor of Ontario—North
Ontario Campaign.

“I saw a copy of the Columbian news-
paper on the train,” continued the Co-
lonel, *“which says that we did wuot
know what® we were asking for in re-
questing 50 per cent. of the head tax
on Chinese, The Columbian says we
ought to know that an act has been
passed to allow British Columbia 50 per
cent. of the revenue obtained in this
manner. True, an act was passed, but
it was not brought into force, and will
not be brought into force until an or-
der-in-council is made, which step the
Government has promised to take. We
brought this fact to the attention of
the Dominien Government—that British
IColumbia was entitled to all evemts TS
per cent. of the money thus derived, as
‘British Columbia -suffers most as a re-
sult of this immigration. We know well
that the act referred to by the Co-
lumbian had been passed, but, as I have
said, it was not brought into force, and
the Government promised to pass aw
order-in-council which would bring this
act into force and give British Columbia
50 per cent. of the head tax. We,
however, did not think that 50 per cent.
was sufficient, and we asked for more.

THE MINERS MEETING.

Regarding the meeting of the men on
Friday, the Nanaimo Herald says:

“All day yesterday the air was filled
with rumors as to what had been done
at the miners’ mass meeting held in the
opera house. The meeting convened at
10 o’clock in the morning, there being
over 600 men present., Of these many
had not yet joined the union sinee the
local body became affliated with the
Western Federation of :Minere, and the
morning eession was for the most part
taken up by initiations. There were
about, 125 men initiated yesterday, and
the local miners union now contains
practically all the men who work under-
ground. By the time these initiations
had been finished there was very little
time for business, but the exeeutive coin-
mittee presented its report, 'which was
practically to the effect that the mdn-
agement refused to restore the 235 cents
a day on the safety lamps, but were
willing that the safety lamp men should
go to work at $3 per day. "On the gques-
tion of working the long wall workings
in the lower seam of Protection mine,
there was no concession or change. The
imanagement wanted these places work-
led at 68 cents a ton, the msual rate, and
would make up ‘deficiedt places to §3
per day. -At the morning session this
was simply received and an adjournmen
taken until 3 o’clock. i

“At the afternoon session, although
conducted in private, it was under-
stood that the relations of the company
to the men were thoroughly discussed
in all therr bearings. Not only the
safety lJamp and lower seam questions,
but many other smaller but no: less an-
noying differences that have of late
crept in between the men and the man-
agement. Till 6 o’clock the discussion
continued, and when the meeting ad-
journed, there could be no doubt from
the expressions heard on the street that
the men had decided to resist any .en-
croachment on their conditions. = Nohe
of the union officials would talk for
publication.

| Tragedy

Two Indians Piancd by a Fall-
en Tree For Many
Hours.

One Dies and The Other Taken
To Vancouver For
Treatment.

Fight Dver Deadman‘s Island—
Freight Rates to North-
West.

From Our Own Corresponuent.,

Vancouver, Ieb.. 12.—The steamer
‘Oassiar brings word of the terrible suf-
fering of two Kingcombe Inlet lndians.
On Kebruary 4 two Indians left Alert
'Bay in a canoe. They went to secure a
darge log for tuel. They should have
returned on Thursday or Friday. There
being no trace of them, a search party
went afte them and found the two ly-
ing beneath a tree which had roiled on
top of them. The men were horribly
injured. They were brought to Alert
Bay and placed on the Cassiar.  One
of them died before reaching Vancou-
vér. The other will survive. It ap-
pears that the rolling tree caught the
two men and dragged them over the
rough ground before pinning them down
prisoners for sixty hours till rescued,
during which time they were exposed to
a heavy rain. The men were cared for
at Malcolm Island before being sent to
‘Vancouver.

A deputation of business men waited
on the council in special session this
morning, asking them to secure action,
if poss.ble, from the provincial govern-
ment to put up Deadman’s Island to
public coinpetition. Failing to con-
wvince the council of the wisdom of this
move, they asked that a deputation be
sent to Victoria to urge the government
mot to grant the lease to Ludgate, but
ito let the city deal nwith Mr. Ludgate.
The council also objected to this course.
It was finally decided that the Mayor,
Ald. McQueen snd ‘Grant should pre-
‘pare a memotial of the city views on
the question to be submitted to Premier
Prior and Houn, D. M. Eberts on their
arrival in  Vancouver. Mr., Ludgate
said to the Colonist this afternoon that
he was prepaied to meet any fight that
those hostile to him were putting up;
that the lease had been promised and
the mill would be built.

" The Board of T'rade will endorse the
representations of the silver-lead dele
gates to the Dominion government. It
‘was so decided after a meeting between
the Board of Trade and the silver-lead
delegates to Ottawa, today.

Bome time ago a delegation from the
Board of Trade asked Mr. Peters, then
freight agent of the 'C. P. R. to place
the Canadian Pacific Coast cities on
the same basis as Winnipeg in regard
to freight rates on certain lines of sup-
plies to the common markets in the
Northwest about equidistant between
Winnipeg and British Columbia Coast
ipoints; as Winnipeg was now enjoying
a rate of 25 per cent. better than Van-
couver, Mr. Peters promised to reply
in 30 days. He was then on his way to
take up his dvt’es in a higher position
at Winnipeg. As no reply was received,
the Board of Trade took up the matter
with Mr. Greer, Mr. Peters’ successor
in office at Vancouver. Yesterday Mr.
Greer informed Mr. Skene, secetary of
the Poard of Trade, that he had been
in communication with Mr. Beters, who
'had been very busy with matters inci-
dent upon his change of location, and
had been unable to find certain papers
ibearing upon the matter, as quickly as
anticipated. He had, however, found
those papers and laid the whole matter
tbefore his superiors and will be able to
give a definite answer in a few days.
Great tracts of land are to be reclaim-
ed by irrigation in the Territory men-
tioned by the C. P. R., and a big settle-
meont is expected in the reclaimed ter-
ritory. At prerent Winnipeg almost en-
tirely contro:s the trade at points in the
Northwest that are the legitimate mar-
ikets of Vancouver and Victoria.

Commitee on Railway Exten-
tion to Dispel a Wrong
lmpresslon.

The Coai City Apparently Labor-
-ing Under a Regrettable
Delusion.

At this afternoon’s meeting of the
general committee on Island railway ex-
tension steps will be taken to correct @
very erromeous impression which ap-
pedrs to exist in Nanaimo. At the time
of the holding of the first mass meeting
in the railway agitation' at the City
Hall some weeks ago, a rough draft of
suggested committeées was prepared, and
in this list were included the names of
certain representative men at Duncans,
Ladysmith, Nanaimo and other points
throughout the Island. These commit-
tees were merely “suggested”_ commit-
tees—it ~being considered desirable to
indicate right at the outset th_at Vie-
torians wished to work hand in hand
with every district on the Island for
the consummation of the project. The
names of those persons thus nameq oun
the committees in the manner described
appeared in the press in the _usual
course; but it was not intended in any
sense to usurp the liberty of the various
districte to choose their own committees
in their own way. A number of pgople
in Nanaimo, however, have put a differ-
ent construction on the matter, among
whom is Mayor Manson, of the Coal
City, who explains what his views are
of the proceeding in the following let-
ter to the secretary of the Nanaimo
Board of Trade: e

Dear Sir,—As you are no doubt aware
a meeting of the citizens is to be c@illed
for Wednesday evening, the 18th inst.,
for the purpose of appointing Qelegates
to attend the mining convention and
also to discuss railway matters.

You may also have seen that I ques-
tioned the necessity for a meeting to
be held on railway matters just at the
present time.

I wish t)> add in connection with the
committee named at Vietoria with the
Mayor aud Council at the head of the
list, that I do not consider they had
any right to name a Nanaimo commit-
tee. As the first named I did not feel

THE FERNIE STRIKE.

It is not too mucn to say that the
news that the miners in the coal mines
of the Crow’s Nest Coal [Company were
again on strike was received with a
shiver of dismay Dy everyone interest-
ed in the mining industry in this prov-
ince, and who is not so interested? At
the present time of writing we have no
aeans of dealing with the merits of the
strike because the information available
is too meagre. But the effects of it, if
it is long-continaed, have only to be in-
dictated to be fully realized. This year
shegan with very bright prospects for the
auining industry, particularly in the cop-
per-gold mining districts. It 'was only
a day or two ago that we chronicled an
output of ore of 15,000 tons from the
Boundary district for one week, while
Rossland also is steadily maintaining it-
self. The outlook also for lead mining
and smelting is distinctly mere favor-
able. A better tone in the industry has
{been noticeable everywhere, a plucking
up” of heart and improvement of credit
amongst a large number of people in the
province who, during the last two or
three years, have, from various causes,
suffered severely and undeservedly. Now
the basic industry 'which supports pe:
thaps @ third and certainly a quarter of
the entire white population of British
Columibia, is as dependent upon a free
and regular supply of coal and coke
from, the ICrow’s Nest fields, as a. fish
upon ~water, or an animal upon air to
‘breathe. It is evident therefore that
‘whatever may be the causes which have
conditions which interrupt this supply,
fbrought such conditions about, are mat-
ters of very serious concern to the prov-
ince at large. The stoppage of work in
the iCrow‘s Nest mines is mot a matter
affecting merely the Crow’s Nest Coai
iCompany and ite employees: It is a mat-
ter intimately affecting the prosperity of
wyery one in-the province, a matter cal-
«ulated t0 spread mwide bankruptcy and
ruin amidst those iwho have mo concern
“with the cause of the dispute. "This is
the effect of all strikes, we admit, but
in very few is the interest of the out-
sider so direct and unmistakeable as it
is “here. "€ this laber difficulty is pro-
donged, what happened in 'the Pennsyl-
vania coal strike is bound to be repeat-
«d here also, on a smaller scale.' There,
industry all through the Eastern States
sbecame dislocated, and the public inter-
est became so insistent that the Presi-
4dent of the United {States wias obliged to
intervene. Here the mining and smelt-
ing -industries of a large part of the
province are bound, in the event of a
long-continued dispute, to be paralyzed,
-and what that means to British Colum-
hia~may be more easily imagined than
deseribed. "We do not wish to judge of
the merits of the dispute. We know
nothing of the rate of wages paid, and
dess about the conditions of employment
at [Ferpie. All we wish to emphasize
is that the public is a party to this dis-
pute which threatens 4o dinvolve our
'mining industry in its dicastrous conse-

tes-
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public-will insist upon havinig some voice
in the terms of its accommodation; and
that the public will naturally look to the
government to represent its interest in
the matter. If this labor trouble can be
settled between the parties immediately
concerned, every one in British Colum-
bia 'will breathe a sigh of heartfelt re-
lief, and, as thé easiest and best means
of escape from consequences most in-
jurious to the province, we should
strongly advocate a spirit of mutual ac-
comodation, good feeling, and frank in-
terchange of views between the parties
immediately affected, between employer
and employed. W are perhaps a little
old-fashioned in our views wmpon labor
digputes. A fair field and no favor,
and “let them fight it out” are gener-
ally the conditions which make for last-
ing peace and a better mutual under-
standing. But where the public is im-
mediately and most seriously affected,
the public will undoubtedly assert its
right of having something to say. The

is the skeleton in the cupboard of our
twentieth century civilization. No mna-
tion has yet solved the problem of their
prevention. The boasted legislation of
New Zealand has not yet by any means
fbeen finally tested. But justice, cour-
age, tact and mutual forbearance ecan
do a very great deal to mitigate their

THE WAR CLOUD IN EUROPE.

Tn the Venezuelan trouble the proto-
cols have been signed by-the allies. We
have only a dim and hazy notion of
what a protocol is, ard its significance
is to us to some extent mysterious. But
‘We recognize it as some sort of agency
by which matters are relegated from
the possibility of violence to the safe, if
leisurely, methods of diplomacy, 8o
that once more all is serene in South
{America. 'The United (States Senate has
also ratified the (Alaskan Boundary
Treaty, with what appeals to us as sus-
picious alacrity. 'We know the United
States Senate, and the point of view
from which it approaches international
questions in which the interests of the
United (States are concerned. It has al-
ways manifested a certain obliquity of
vision towards principles of abstract
justice under such circumstances, which
makes us doubt the sudden conversion
involved in its acceptance of a treaty if
that treaty 'was as fair to Canada as it
is advantageous to the United States. At
the same time, we believe Theodore
Roosevelt to be a just and honorable
man. If he has been able to commit the
iSenate to a just and honorable treaty,
it does him very great credit and the
iSenate also. However, there are certain
elements in the Senate from whom we
‘would rather have seen opposition to
the treaty than a ready acquiescence,
“Timeo Danaos et dona ferentes.” Yet
we are bound to hope for the best,; only
|Canada has been “euchred” 8o often, it
is a little hard to believe that (anada
is not going to be “euchred” again,
[While the sky in the Western Hémis-
phere is clearing rapidly, in the Eastern
Hemisphere there are gathering clouds.
If .the spark set in the Balkan states
starts a4 decent conflagraiion, Russia is
ifreely credited with the intention of
Pouncing -upon Constantinople and set-
ting all Europe in a blaze, If Russia
attempts anything of the kind, she will
have Germany, Austria and Italy, and,
naturally, Turkey, against her. Be-
cause she will have Germany against
her, she will have France in her favor.
Here are the materials for a war of un-
precedented magnitude, a sort of Emuro-
pean Armageddon. What part is Great
Britain going to play? According to a
despatch we published yesterday morn-
ing, Premier Balfour is reported to have
spoken as follows: ‘“The Balkan states
are now giving anxiety and the question
can only be selved by common action
upon the part of the great civilized poOwW-
ers. The Kuropean concert is clumsy,
he said, but it is better than iso'ated ac-
tion. DMr. Balfour implored all those
who had any command over the -sources
of public opinion to refrain from indulg-
ing in the easy task of embittering the
relation between nations and creating
jealousies, so easily formed and so diffi-
cult to allay.” If this is a correct re-
port, ‘we do not like the tone of his re-
marks. It might be all very well for
‘Great Britain to throw her influence on
the side of Germany, .Awstria and Itaiy,
if, by so doing, she nvas able to smother
the trouble. But if such action were
to mean that she would be commitied to
taking sides with them, if the trouble be-
came incapable of peacealle adjust-
ment, we fail to see what possible ad-
vantage could be gained for the British
Empire by so doing. Russia could be
very easily restrained by Great Britain
after an exhausting struggle with Ger-
many, Austria, Turkey and Italy; where-
ag, if Great Britain entered into such a
struggie, the tendency of these other
powers would be to make of her a cats-
paw to pull their chesnuts from the
fire, because Great Britain would have
a great deal more to lose in the event
of defeat than any one of them, and also
a great deal less to gain in the event
of victory. 'We can hardly believe that
Mr. Balfour is so fatuous as to design
to play ducks and drakes with the Brit-
ish Empire in a hazard of this descrip-
tion.. We should have been better
pleased to see a more firm adherence to
‘Great Britain’s traditional policy of
aloofness from KEuropean affairs. The
destiny of the British Empire entirely
transcends the issues of Buropean in-
ternational politics, .and the last thing
loyal Britons should desire would be to
see it jeopardized by immersion in any
such issues.

Therefore, apart from its assurances of
support in the House, which we unde;--
stand are ample, the government is
daily gaining strepgth in its appeal to
e reasonableness and common sense of
the people as a whole, and can afford
to contemptuously ignore an opposition
which talks the louder the less it is able
to accomplish.

THE ©OPPER SITUATION.

Copper s very slowly and gradually
moving up. Awcicording to ithe reports of
visible copper in stock, this movement
is not easy -of eomprehension. There is
practically no difference in ithe stock in
hand - between this year and Ilast, al-
though the consumption of copper was
exiceptionally heavy during 1902. Those
interested in the wcopper market who
are able to study the guestion from mn
inside point of view, dec'are that the
difference in the situation -appears mot
in 'the wtock of wvisible copper, but in the
stock of invisible copper. Invisible cop-
per may strike the uninitiated as a
somewhat peculiar phrase. But what
it refers to is the stocks of copper held
by the large consumers which have been
taken off the market, but have mot yet
been msed.. Before the high prices in
copper, it was the custom tor large con-
sumers to Jlay in considerable stocks
when a favorable opportunity arose.
During the reign of exceptional prices
these stocks nvere exhau:ted and not re-
mewed.
since, as there was a general expecta-
tion that the siump in copper would
carry its price dower than it-actuauy
went. 8o that altcough the visible
stock of copper is actualiy a:most as
iarge as last year, it now represeunts all
that industry has to come and go upon;
whereas in previous years it did not.
The wconditions under which production
in the big mines i1s now being camned
on, are aiso atiecting the market favor-
ably. From year to year costs are in-
creasing, and most of the big mines
would rather wcurtail production than
mine ccpper lat ten or eleven cents.
‘I'here is a disposition 'to regard rourteen
cents as a fawr standard price for cop-
per, and undoubtedly the big producers
are bending their enengies to reach and
maintain that ngure. ‘A'nan rourteen-
cent. copper British Columbia wants
nothing wetter. ‘Lhere is not a copper
mine in the province which cannot make
handsome yprofits with copper at that
priece, and there are many properties
which will readily ¢ind capital for their
development. Under the influence of an
enonmous quantity of capital poured in-
to that country during the last eighteen
months, Mexico is becoming quite a
factor in the production of copper ores
and matte., Its exports to the Unitec
States’ are increasing very rapdly, but
the big mines comtrol the market, and
their production is so enormous, com-

pared with that froam any other sources, '

that a price at which they can ]iye is
Lkely in the upshot to be established
and maintaived. .

They did not
reply to my cables, but one takes the
trouble to write me a letter, in which
he offers me wheat, but at such a price
that I can go to a miller in Sydney and
buy it for less momey.

Commissioner: “I. . have —a- letter
which states that wheat can be shipped
from Winnipeg at three-pence halfpenny
a bushel via New York less than via
Vancouver, and this unfortunately stops
shipments via Vancouver.” B

Irate Visitor: ‘Unfortunate, Sir, is
not the word. It applies to an acczdent,
and fixing freights is not an_ aqcldent,
Does it not strike you that it is-very
peculiar that Canadians should send you
here to promote direct trade, and then
make such arrangements as make direct
trade an impossibility. I regret that I
have been induced to waste my time
and money in such a foolish business.
The conselquence is that New York firms
have got the business and 1 am out
of it.”

The Second JIrate Visitor has his in-
ings opening up with this: * “I see by
the ship’s manifest that have
shipped those goods to me, but I have
no Jetter of advice, no bhill of lading,
and no invoice. In the name of heaven
how do they suppose I can get the
goods, and what’s more, pass the cus-
toms?”

Commissioner suggests that shipping
company can be arranged with and
cases can be opened and valued.

Second Irate Visitor: “Yes, and have
them valued at twice as much as they
are worth. (No, Sir, I'll let the stuff go
into a bonded warehouse, and then those
‘Canadians will-have a sweet bill to pay
before they come out.”

Commissioner talks softly, and by and
by gets second irate merchant to agree
to suggestions, but he does so solely
on the condition that the !Commissioner
writes to that (Canadian firm and in
vigorous language tells them what will
happen if this carelessness is repeated.

“I beught some Canadian
ples which were to be like sample sent
out and shipped in“the same way. The
stuff is on the “wharf, but they are not
like sample, and were not shipped in
the same way, and half of them are
rotten. An officer of the ship says they
are not /Canadian apples at all but Yan-
kee. [I won’t touch them.”

An examination shows these state-
ments true; and that is another black
eye for what should become a decent
trade. 5

A casual ¥i$itor drops. in to the Cana-
dian -office, and after -a «conversation, re-
marks: “By the way have you not
urged us to buy frozem hogs in Canada
as {Canadian pork was of a better qual-
ity than American? Well, they are un-
loading some from the steamer, a part
from ‘Chicago and the rest from Canada.
Just take a logk at them, and then say
whether you c¢an honestly make your
statements again.” An examination

were from ‘Canada.. That explanation
jwould not help the matter, and is not

i 'These incidents are enough for a
'sample, and enough to indicate a rea-
son why the trade of ‘Australia with
ICanada does mnot grow more rapidly.
(Hrrors are unavoidable but why such
blunders as the shipment of inferior
goods, like those apples, are made, pas-
ses comprehension, particularly since it
is the third ‘instance of this sort of
thing that has occurred in the ship-
ment of alleged Canadian apples that
has been noted in the Monetary Times.

It may afford a grain of comfort to
know that the United States Consular
reports are full of incidents of the same
kind, also the British consular reports,
and probably the German consular re-
ports, as well, only for this, as
we cannot read German, we cannot an-
swer for certain, It has sometimes oc-
curred to us to wonder who is getting
the trade that these countries are con-
tinually losing by carelessness and in-
aptitude. Misunderstandings must arise
in the early stages of commerce before
seller and buyer properly understand
each other. But it 1s very important
that these misunderstandings should be
limited as much as possible, and therein
lies the value of ventilating cases of
disappointment and their causes.

:r]{i\'icl‘e Blanche, and so apparently reg-
! ularly recurrent wete these visits that
| merchants started regular fishing es-
| tablishments, employing armies of men
{ and fleets of boats, and the summer
| catch was dried and cured for sale to
| the great Jersey firms then trading in
| Gaspe. Until 1865 or thereabouts the
trade was profitable and important, but
about that time, the correspondent says,
the *‘white whaie” or porpoise, appeared
| in numbers and had so ir . sesed by
1867 that the cod suddenly axe finally
disappeared. It seems by this writer to
be assumed that the advent of the por-
poise was the cause of the departure of
the cod, though whether by eating the
fecod which had attracted the cod, or by
devouring the cod fry, or by their pres-
ence near the spawning grounds fright-
ening the fish away, is not made plain.
Or was it the sharks which followed in
the wake of the porpoises which fright-
i ered the codfish? At all events it is
| announced as a fact in natural histery
| that where the porpoises are present in
great numbers both the ‘cod and the sal-
mon disappear. In its turn the porpoise
has an enemy in the “black fish,” an-
| other of the whale tribe, a cmall aud
swift species of the grampus, which
tears the porpolse in pieces with its
powerful dorsal fin. After an attack by
the “black fish” the ‘“white fish” in their
turn disappear, at least for the season.
How far the substitution of one vora-
cious cetacean by another is an im-
provement we are not teld.

The Indians receive from $50 to
$150 for smugei'ng one Chinaman across
the line. Tt takes three days to make
the tr'p, and as a rule the British Col-
mmbia agent furnishes three or four
‘Chinamen for a Seattle trip.

Orly a fenw days ago the government
officials learned of this latest smuggling
scheme, -but got to work immediately,
and are watching all Indian - camps
along the Sound.

The miners are deter-
mined that their union shall be recog-
nized, and the manager of the coal com-
pany is absolutely opposed to meeting
them. A deputation consisting of three
miners from Morrissey, Michel and Coal
creek tried to present their grievances
before Manager Tonkin, but he refus-
ed. He will meet them individually,
but not collestively.

It is a little difficult to get informa-
tion from the miners here. and it is not
known whether they are backed by the
Western Federation UmO'_n'_or not."

Manager Tonkin says the miners here
are making better earnings than those
in any other plhce in Canada.

The lightkeeper and his
jassistant came off with a small boat,
and said they had nothing to eat. They
{had been living on flour and what fish
:they could catch for a week. Food had
"been running short for some time, and
ithey had been living on short rations
| for six weeks. A month ago one.of the
assistants left the lighthouse in the big
boat and went toward Petersburg to &e-
cure provisions. As he had not return-
ed up to the time the Amur stopped
in answer to the signal of the lightkeeper
the others were quite anxious regarding
him, as very heavy weather had pre-
vailed since he left. It may be that
he has been delayed at the Northern
town on account of the bad weather.
The ‘Amur supplied the lightkeeper with
‘beef, tobacco, sugar, potatoes and other
needful articles, and the unfortunate
lightkeepers were very grateful for the
relief brought by the Amur. They had
| been signalling many passing vessels,

Revenue Cutter to Be Sold Out ¢
Government Service.

The United States revenne cutter
‘Grant, which has done~service in the
[Puget Sound and -Alaskan waters for
ten years, is to sever her connection
with- the Government. In the eourse
of the next two months or thereabouts
the vessel will be put up at auetion and
sold to the highest bidder, just as the
ICorwin was two and a half years ago.
As yet there has been no official an-
nouncement of this purpose, but in local
naval cireles it is known this disposi-
tion is o be made of the boat.
By the time the Government is ready
to part with her the Golden Gate, now
in the revenue cutter service on the
San Francisco station. will be here to
take the place of the Grant.
The Golden Gate is a new boat and
was built at the Moran Bros.’ ship
vards. She is considered one of the
best_and speediest boats in the service
and is more needed in these waters than
she iz at San Francisen. ‘Shortly after
the arrival of the Golden Gate at Seat-
tle two or three other revenue cutters
are expected to he assigned to these
waters, making a fleet that will be bet-
ter:able to cope with the business neces-
sities of the 'Treasury Department,
which are rapidly increasing in the
Puget Sound district.
. The reason for the 'sale of the Grant,
it is said, is that she is past the days
of her usefulness, MHer machinery is
getting old, and 1n many respects she
has outlived her time. She is one of
the oldest boats in the service and the
oléest. on the Pacific Coast, with one ex-
ception. iShe was built in the 60s and
for many years did service-in the Hud-
son river in New York. Ten vears ago
she was brought to the Pacifie Coast
and for nearly all that time she has
Tt);:eltx attached to the Puget Sound dis-
ct. :
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
