But whatevér modifications of
the scheme Mr. Gladstone may accept, he
can scafealy surrender its principle. The
clause wds originally put forward as one of
the alternative methods of relief for chronic
poverty in the sterile and overcrowded
districts of Ireland, The Conservatives
and many Liberals wounld regard it as a
breach of faith if this alternative were taken
away. !

The amendment of Forster, omitting
mention of Canada from the emigration
clause of the land bill, was adopted.

. ONE OF GUITEAU’S SCLEMES.

Mayor Harrison of Chicago contributes to
the fund of ‘reminiscence that is pouring in
from all over the eountry, the following
sample of his impracticability : ‘“It was in
1876, when I wagin congress, that Guiteau
came to see me in reference to a scheme of
such extraordinary magnitude that at first
it astonished me that any man counld con-
ceive of such a thing, Ido not now recall
the full particulars, but it partook of the
nature of a national mausolenm or monu-
mental city, which should’ cover an im-
mense territory. It was to reach beyond
the tops of the highest mountains, and not
onlg’ was it intended to surpass theé pyra-
mids in 'immensity, but i5 was to rival
themr in endurance ; for it was to be con-
structed of cement or conglomerate, which,
tholigh soft and ductile, when first the ele-
mentary substances were mingled together,
would speedily ‘become flint or “as hard as
the hardest of metals. . The secret of this
composition he was willing to give to the

overnment if they would only immortalize

im' by taking hold of the scheme. As a
part of the plan there were to be monu-
ments and statues of the great men of the
nation, allegorical groups; representing in
undying, undecaying stone, not only the
great events which had passed, but new
ones would be erected from time to
time as events worthy of commemoration
should occur. This was not all talk. .. He
had fine drawings in perspective and.in re-
lief, with specifications and estimates as
well. They were executed with a master
hand, and must have taken months to plan
and place on paper. He left them with
me, and de:ired me to present them to con-
gress' and to advocate the undertaking
of the scheme by the government. I hu-
mored him by taking the drawings and
promised to examine them and deciide what
was best to be done. I saw that he was a
genius 'in some directions, and regarded
him as slightly demented in that direction,
so I tried to humor him and gave him far
more of my time'than I really could afford:
Finally he became very impatient at the
delay'in my movements, and gave me sev-
eral strong-talks. ‘He accused me of being
derelict in my duty as a congressman,” and
said the coming congress would curse me
for/ not preserving in eternal ‘shape the
record of my country’s greatness. It final-
ly ended in his calling in high dudgeon
and demanding his@papers and plans.
They were given to him, but for a long
time he pesteresd me: greatly by claiming
that I had not returned ali of them. On
several occasions he became very violent
and almost raved at me. Since then 1
haye neverseen him and kndw nothing

REDUCTION IN RAILWAY PASSENGER RATES.

The railways across the line are just
now engaged in a war.of rates. About §5
have . been lopped off from the through
rates from New York to western points,
and substantially §9 or $10 from Boston to
the west. It promises to go to the extreme
of making the fare from New’ York to
Chicago $10, or one cent a mile. Some peo-
ple imagine that this injures the companies,
but the fact is that the low rates attract so
much additional travel and business; im-
posing but slight additional cost upon the
road except that of increased firel necessary
to haul heavily-laden cars instead of empty
ones, that the railroads often make more
moeney 1o the cut-rate war thau they do in
a condition of universal peace and high
rates. )

‘Why then have we not cheaper rates all
the time? No good reason therefor can be
given. Here is what the Chicago Tribune
says on the matter :

1t is so evident that low passenger rates
create additional travel in a larger propor
tion than the reduction of fares to any
level not below that of mere cost that it
is an enigma why railroad managers main-
tain ' for the greater portion. of the year
double prices for carrying people. Itis
simply absurd to contend that, while 100
pounds of grain can be hatled between
Chicago and New York for 15 cents at a
profit, it is worth $20, or 133 times as
much, to carry only double that weight
in mén and trunks. The price for carry-
ing 200 pounds of corn to New York is
30 cents. There is small danger of the
rajlroads injuring themselves by carrying
the same weight of flesh, bones, and baad-
boxes for $15, or $10, or even less. The
small difference inthe cost of cars and
the amount of fuel consumed in greater
speed of passenger trains will not aimount
to anything like this enormous difference
in terms.

Why don’t our Canadian roads.do a
little rate-cutting? It they carried passen-
gers at * two-thirds of . the phesent rates,
especially’ in summer, then passenger
receipts -would double with very little
increased kost. ’

PEDERALI LEGISLATIY'E JURISDICTION.

One of the i:uportaut' side issues of the
Grand Junetion, and Peterborough case-is
the limit of legislative jurisdiction by the
federal and local parliaments.

.The Grand Junction “Railway company
was first chartered by the old parliament of
Canada, and was subsequently amalga-
mated withithe Grand Trunk, Lut the
charter lapsed ‘in 1860 without any portion
of the road being built. In 1870 the par-
liament of Canada passed an act 1o revive
the charter, and under that act the com-
pany proceeded to ‘build thé road and to
seek municipal aid for it. The municipality
of Peterborough .voted a bonus, but a dis-
pute arose with the company and the matter
was put into court. The question of juris-
diction came up ixaturally enough, and it
will be seen from.the extract from the judg-
meunt in the comrt of appeal, given else-

where, that in the opinion of Jus‘ice Cam-
eron the federal parliament had no power
to grant a charter, and cousequently that
thére was no company to'which municipal
could be;voted.

Communications were also read from the
proprietor of the -St. John's foundry, who
proposes manufacturing iron car wheels in
this city, sud asks for exemption from tax-
ation for a number of years; and from Mr.

-Ald: Hallam
suggested that chromos of the aldermen for
some years back be ‘obtained. He would
furnish his free. On being infermed that
he might be a mayor himself some day, he
offered no further opposition, “and the grant
was recommended. It was also decided, in
view of the onerous duties and indefatiga-
ble zkal displayed by- them during the past
few months, to adjourn their meetings until
the latter part of next August. The com-

ittee then adjourned.

ANOTHER SILVER ISLET.
Aitlos AdEE
Discovery of a Rich Silver Mine at Thunder
Bay—Two Thousand Dollars to the Ton Ex-
pected. P

Mr. Peter McKellar of Fort William was
in the city yesterday, on his way to New
York, whither he is going to compléte ar-
rangements for the incorporation of a com-
pany for the working of the silver mines of
McKellar island, which are claimed to be
richer than ®ny hitherto discovered in the
district of Thunder Bay., A World re-
porter obtained from Mr. McKellar some
information regarding these  mines.
They are ‘in McKeHar's island,
about eighteen miles -fiom Fort Wil-
liam, and in a continuation of
the belt of ore that has made Silver Islet
famous. The fissure in the rock is an im-
mense one, being about fifty feet wide,and
is literally full of silver. In many places
the spar willwield over $2000 of pure silver
to the ton. Mr. McKellar claims that the
ore is much richer than any which has been
taken from Silver Islet. The valuable
metal is fonnd in bunches, and in many
cases large blocks “of pure silver are ob-
tained. He is in fact’quite delighted at the
prospect, as he, thinks he has struck some
of the greatest silver mines in the world.

Thus far thé mines have not been ex-
tensively worked. Mr. McKellar and his
brother ~ last winter granted to a number of
Americans an interest in them in return for
money with which to work them, and 'a
shaft” has been sunk to the depth of 119
feet. In the course of a few weeks, how-
ever; some heavier machinery is to be put
to work, whén even better results is ex-
pected. The vein, although 50 feet wide
at the top, is. supposed to run to a very
great depth. The president of the compapy
is Mr. Grey, a banker of Chicago, and,
among the others interested in it are Mr.
Stephen of Detroit, and Mr. Wicker of
Chicago. The company intend obtaining 4
charter from the state of New York. They
have fixed their capifal at the good round
sum &f a million dollars.

IT- WAS ULTRA VIRES,

THE LIMITS OF FEDERAL LEGISLA-
TIVE JURISDICTION,
SRS Sl
Justice Patterson's Decision in the Grand Juno-
tion and Peterborough Oase—A Dominion
Act Ultra Vires of the Constitution.

We give below a portion of the judgment
of Justice Patterson of the comt of appeal
in a suit affecting & bonus to the Grand
Junction railway voted by.the municipalify
of Peterboro’. It is important as being
the fiset judgment in our superior courts in
which an act passed by the Dominion par-
liament is d¥clared to be ultra vires of the
constitution. .

LEGISLATIVE JURISDICTION. -

It is indisputable that the Grand Trunk
railway was one of* the works over Which
the parliament of Canada received exclusive
legislative jurisdiction. Under section 92,
subsection 10, the provincial legislature was
authorized  exclusively to make-laws in re-
lation tolocal werks ‘and undertakings

other than such ‘as were any of three enu-
merated -classes : S
(a) Lines.of steam or other ships, rgil-
ways, canals; telegraphs - and other works
and undertakings connecting the province
with any other or others of the provinces,
or extending beyond the limits of the pro-
vince; i
(b) Lines of steamships between the prov-
inces and any British or fereign country ;
(c) Such works as are before or after their
execution .declared by the parliament ‘of
Canada to be for the general advantage of
Canada or for the advantage of two or more
of the provinces. .
I agree with the opinion expressed by Mr.
Justice Camieron in the court below, that
the assumption by the parliament of Canada
of pcwer to legislate concerning a Work
wholly within one of the provinces would
not, under sub-section (c), have the effect of
withdrawing t! k from the jurisdiction
of the provincial legislature without an
express declaration that the work was for
the general advantage of Canada, pr
for the advantage of two or moré of
the provinces. But nothing of this kind
was required to give jurisdiction over
the Grand Trunk raitway, or any part of the

That part which was originally intended to
be constructed by the Grand Junction com-

any, and which, if it had been constructed

y the amalgamated company, would" pro-
bably have been .called *‘ The
ville ‘branch of the Peterboro’ loop,”
or some such name, but which wonld  not
have been the Grand Junction railway, was
as much the subject of Dominion jurisdic-
tion as any other part of thé Grand Trunk
railway. If the parliament had decided to
waive the foffeiture of the. right to con-
struct it and to extend the time for the
Grand Trunk railway company:to do the
work, I apprehend there could be no doubt
of such action being infra vires.

The question of the jurisdiction to legis-
gislate as has been done respecting the
road is less simple. There may be a diffi-
xulty connected with it, but I don’t see as
we can satisfactorily adjudicate upon -the
matter before us without grappling with
that as best we may.

On this account I regret that the decision
of the court turned npon points which in
the view of the court made it unnecessary
to consider the constitutional question, and
that we are therefore without the assistance
which the consideration of the matter by
that court would have given us.

On the 12th of May, 1870, the parliament
of Canada passed on act, 33 Vic., chap. 53,
entitled  An act to revive the charter of
the Grand Junction railway company. | The
preamble recited the incorporation of the
company under the act of the late province
of Canada, 16 Vic,, chap. 43, and stated the
terrpgg which may substantially convey the
purfose of the fusion of 1854, but ‘which
did not strike nie as beyond criticism on the
score of.accuracy, that the Grand Junction
railroad company became amalgamated
with the Grand Trunk railway of- Canada
with-a view of securing the construction of
the said Grand Junction railway under the
auspices of thesaid Grand Trunk railway
company ; and then alleges that the said
Grand Trunk railway company, having de-
clined to construct the said Grand Junction
railway, are willing and consenting to the
chartér of the said - Grand Junction railway
company being re-invested in and restored
to those persons amd corporations now in:
terested in-the construction of the Grand
Junction railway.

. It then proceeds to, indicate in the first
section that all the ' corporate powers,
rights and privileges vested in the Grand
Junction rtailway company by virtne
of the act 16 Vic. chap. 43, shall be restored
to and vested in asnumber of persons who are
named, and such other persons as shall be-
come shareholders in thesaid company after
the passing of that act, and that said cor-
porators shall in all respects have and hold
and exercise the said powers as fully as the
parties originally in the said act 16 Vic.,
chap 43, could and did hold and exercise
the same ; and that all powers .in respect of
subscribing for and holding stock . in
the said company, and . all ‘powers
whatseever by the said act granted to muni-
cipal corporations and others shall be con-
tinued by that act, and may be exercised as
fully and effectually as they might have
been under the said act; and that the pame
| of the #aid company shall be the Grand

Junction railway eompany.

The act” made several ‘changes-from the
original dne: for example, giying power to
the company to build the railway with such
gauge, on such line, and in such manner as
the directors may think best; to change
the amount of  authorized capital
stock from £1,000,000 to.__$1,000,000,
depriving the company -of th@.power: of
building or making a railway to the city of
Toronto, etc, ; and it limited the time for
the commencement of the railway to within
two years, and the time of {ts completion
to Peterboro’ within six years after the
passing of the act. i

Had the parliament of Canada jurisdic-
tion to pass this act?

I was for some time irclined. to - the
opinion that it had such jurisdiction because
the road had been part of the Grand Trunk
system, but further refleétion has convinced
me that no tenable ground can be found,
under the cifcumstances, for distinguishing
this work from any other local work. I don’t
doubt it. would have been competent for
the parliament of Capada to pass an act
disassociating this line from the scheme of
the main /Trunk line. which had taken
form . in,/ the establishment of the
Grand Trunk company of 1854, No
legisiation for. that purpose was neceS-
sary, because the power of constructing the
road had lapsed on the 1st of January, seven
years before that bill came into being.

If occasion for it had arisen, the jurisdic-
tion would, I assume, have pertained to the
Dominion and not to the province ; but
when once disassociated fromn th® Trunk
line-the road resumed its position as a local
work. If the act of I854 had not been
passed, no doubt could have been thrown
upon it® being a matter within the exclu-
sive jurisdiction of the province. = The
former status is restored--by .annulling in
1870 the action taken in I854. Whether
we regard thé act off 1870 as incorporating
a company which before its nassing did not
exist, or a8 reviving a corporation which
either by force of the act of union of 1854 or
by force of‘therailway clause consolidated act

THE ONTARIO LEGISLATION.

Fartheron Mr. -Justice Patterson deals
with Ontario legislation on the Grand Junc-
tion road and says : 4

The most im nt actis that of 1874,
87 Vic. ¢ 43. It recites a petition of the
Grand Junction railway company that: all
the acts relating to the company may be
consolidated and amended ‘and “reduced
into one act. The first section yests in the
shareholders of the said company all the
rights, powers * and privileges intended to
be vested in the Grand Junction “railway
company under the several statutes passed
by tm parliament of the late. province of
Canada, by the parliament of Canada and
by the legislatidre of Ontario relating to
the said company. The second section re-
peals the acts passed im - 16th Victoria,
chap. 43, and the act 33rd. Victoria, chap.
53. But acts done underthose statutes are
to remain valid as if thestatutes had not
been repealed. Looking for the last named
act, 33 Vic. chap. 53, among the statutes
of Ontario, I find it is an‘act respecting a
college at Hamilton, which &l:ggests the
question whether it was intended to_repeal
that act or to repeal the Dominion act 33
Vie. chap.

Interniational Exhibition ‘of Smoke-Preventing
Appliances at South Kensington.

The smoke nuisance.in England has re-
cently attracted the” attention of scientific
men, public meetings have been held, and
it has been determined to hold an iuterna-
tional exhibition of smoke-preventing ap-
pliances: By permission of the commis-
sioniers, the exhibition will be held in the
buildings adjoining the Royal :Albert hall,
South Kensington, trom the 24th of Octo-
ber to the 26th of November. Gold, silver
and bronze medalsand certifidates of ‘merit
will be wwarded, Prince Leopold and the
Duke of Westminster are presidents, as-
sisted by a large committee of well-known

scientists, A

The exhibition will censist- of smoke-pre-
venting apparatus, fuel and inventions ap-
plicable to existing and new. dwelling-
houses, public bui.lgingl and factory and
industrial purposes, especially to appliances
adapted to existing chimneys, and for ob-
taining heat with the least possible smoke
or other noxious products. It will include
stoves of all kinds, base-burners, open
grates ; gas-heating apparatus ; appliances
for hot air, hot water and steam
circulation, An official catalogue
will be published with detailed
accounts of the exhibition. Trials will be
made upon the exhibits,and reports théreon
will be published. The trials, conducted by
experts, will be directed to ascertain the
comparative economy and convenience,
comgiued with the greatest freedom from’
smoke and other noxious vapors, The gen-
eral conditions of trials are :

1. The objects of the tests shall be to
determine effective power, cost, smeke, ete.
The mode of testing to be subject to the
decisions of experts.

2. The test shall be conducted for any
period not to exceed thirty-six hours.

This is an excellent opportunity for the
introduction of Canadian stoves in the
English market.

THE OKA INDIANS,

Arrangements for Théir Transfer from Two
Moufitains te Muskoka,

Orrawa, July 14.—Mr. John McGirr,
Indian agent, is in the city perfecting ar-
rangements with the commissioner of Indian
affairs for the transfer of the Oka Indians
from Two-Mountains locality to Muskoka.
It is understood that the remoyal of the In-
dians will shortly be made.” Ten thousand
acres of land have been secured in Muskoka
as a reserve, and the Indians will be located
upon this and supplied with provisions,
farm implements, etc. The seminary au-
thorities are to pay all expenses connected
with the ‘transfer, inclading the cost of the
land, which was secured ‘from the Ontario
government at 50 cents an acre. A few of
the Indian families at Oka decline to move,
on the gronnd that they do not approve of
the scheme, but Mr. McGirr thinks that all
of them will joinin at the proper time.
