TWO ENGINES SMASH NOSES. NATURAL GAS EXPLOSION. THE ASSIZES OPENED. RUSSIA’S BAGGED JUSTICE evicted tenak.11 ”*d* * L1,e,y Scramble in a 13-story HI, Lordship’,1 Addrew to the Grand Jury 
Boilding In Chicago—Several Fire­

men Badly Scorched.

Chicago, Jan. 4.—Fire which started in 
the 13-story building, 407-425 Dearborn- 
street, occupied by Donahue & Henneberry, 
printers ana publishers, at 3 o’clock this 
evening, caused an explosion of natural gas 
which blew out the entire lower front of 
the building. Ten persons were badly in­
jured, two of them probably fatally.

The National Gas Company was engaged 
in putting in a pipe into a saloon adjoining 
Donahue & Henneberry’s building, 
doing so a pipe was broken and the gas 
escaped Into the basement.

About this time a small fire broke out 
from some unknown cause, and when the 
firemen arrived they detected the odor 
of gas in the basement. Nothing 
daunted, however, the men, led by Chief 
Swenie, rushed in. At that instant the gas 
was ignited and exploded with violence 
sufficient to throw the firemen prostrate.
In an instant, however, the least seriously 
injured, with their clothing in flames, 
seized those of their companions urable to 
aia themselves and dragged them from the 
burning room. *

Chief Swenie, though with hands blistered 
and face scorched and burned, was fore­
most in the work of rescue. A squad of 
police arrived opportunely end assisted in 
taking the injured to an adjoining drug 
store, where it was found that with the ex­
ception of Gallagher and Nolan there was 
little danger of any fatal termination.

broken pipe, and in a few minutes later 
another explosion "occurred.

Messengers were despatched to head­
quarters of the Gas Company for men to at 
once cut off the supply, but it looked as 
though before this could be done the build­
ing would be completely wrecked.

Almost immediately after the second ex­
plosion another occurred,and then a fourth.
After each the fire broke out again in vari­
ous portions of the building, but the force 
was ample to cope with the flames and 
prevent any serious spread. All effort, 
however, to shut off the gas was unavailing, 
and explosion followed explosion at inter­
vals of a few minutes, until finally the valve 
controlling the gas was found and the sup­
ply was cut off.

The damage to the building will be 
saratively light, being confined to the 
ïHsement and the second 
in thrÿxtreme north end.

THm STRIKERS ARE RESORTING TO 
SEVREE MEASURES.

—Those Libel Charges—Cases 
Tried Yesterday.

In opening the York County Assize 
Court yesterday morning Judge Rose stated 
to the grand jury that although the 
with which they would have to deal 
few in number, yet he hoped they would 
give them their full care and attention. 
He explained to them the full nature of the 
oath taken by them when entering upon 
their duties, and ran over the list of 
offences which wiU dome up at this session 
of the assizes, namely: Larceny, forgery 
false pretences, manslaughter, perjury and 
libel. He understood that some of the 
cases might be dropped, but Crown Prose­
cutor Irving had not been notified to this 
effect yet.

In referring to the libel suit against The 
World His Lordship stated that since the 
preliminary investigation at the Police 
Court the charge had been modified, and 
ht present Mr. Maclean stood charged with 
*{the malicious publication of a defamatory 
libel.” It lay not within the province of 
the grand jury to decide whether there 
truth in the statements referred to or not. 
They were simply to ascertain if the article 
was defamatory, and if they found it so 
then they had to decide whether it was 
published by the defendant. It would be 
defamatory if it defamed or tended to lower 
the complainant in the eyes of his fellow- 
men.

A man has the right to have his person 
and property protected, and the law also 
sees that his reputation is preserved unsul­
lied against unwarranted abuse.

When the case comes before a petit jury 
the defendant will have an opportunity of 
making, through his counsel, his state­
ments in rebuttal of the evidence the 
crown adduces against him. He 
that it was true and was published for the 
good of the public.

No one has a right to publish the private 
affairs of any man unless he has for his 
object some good purpose, a 
slander is deadly and the consequences 
often result iu the breaking up of friend­
ships, families and home circles. He who 
lives by libel deserves the contempt of 
everyone. No man lives who would care to 
have his whole life held up in panoramic 
show for the public gaze, and he who cir­
culates unjustifiable libpl is an enemy to 
society and should be dealt with as such.

It a man seeks an office of public trust 
through the suffrage of the people it is of 
the highest importance that his probity be 
unimpeachable and his affairs should be 
fairly investigated. Statements in regard 
to them would be justifiable if published 

j with a view to protect tho public. But if 
we permit statements and charges without 
foundation to be brought against our public 
officers the result will 1>e that our best citi­
zens will not accept a candidature for office 
and only those who care little for their 
characters will be office-seekers, which I 
need hardly say would be a circumstance 
touch to be deprecated.

RELIGIOUS FERS EC UTION 
SIMPLY HORRIBLE.

THAT IS

A Priest Escapee Death by Being a sprln- 
ter-Pelted with Stance and Fired at— 

Threats of a General Strike—shooting 
at all the Respectable^ Dressed Men 
In Sight.

Berlin, Jan. 4.—This has been a day of 
keen anxiety in the Saar district, where 
striking miners and their Anarchist leaders 
have made a desperate wttempt.to save their 
cause by- spreading terror and threatening 

* open conflict.
In Puttlingen this morning a mob of 200 

strikers raided the houses of the men who 
had refused to join them, dragged out and 
beat sevéral and smashed the windows.

In Forbach a mob starting out with à 
similar purpose was stopped for a 
moment by a _ priest who begged the 
men to be reasonable and not to 
make innocent workmen suffer for tryini 
to support their families. The doctrines o 
Anarchy,which they were trying to realize, 
weie disgraceful to Germans and Christians.

A pistol was fired at the priest as he 
spoke against Anarchists, and then g 
shower of stones fell around him. The 
mob made a rush for him, but he saved 
himself by running away. Tbe mob broke 
a few windows, beat two miners who refus­
ed to stop work and dispersed.

At the pit-mouths the men still working 
and mine officials have been in constant 
danger of being killed,many of the strikers 
were armed with revolveis and a few with 
rifles and they have been firing reck­
lessly m the neighborhood of the pits.

To Rally the Masses.
A meeting of 3000 strikers was held to­

day near Sà&rlouis and four leaders 
elected to act in the room of the two al­
ready arrested. Fire men and three 
women delivered violent harangues. They 
demanded higher wages and shorter shifts. 
The Government,\hey said, were trying to 
frighten the strikers

Terrible Accident Near Pittsburg—Two 
Trains of Cars Reduced to Splinters— 
Eight Persons Reported Killed—Others 
Are Still Under the Wreck and are 
Being Burned Alive.

Pittsburg, Jan. 4.—A terrible accident 
occurred on the Baltimore 6 Ohio Railway 
at Buena Vieta, 26 miles cast ot this city, 
by which two trains were wrecked and 
eight persons are reported killed.

A work train was standing on the track 
when a train consisting of heavily-loaded 
coal cars crashed into it. Both engines 
came together with a crash and the cars 
were reduced to splinters. Some of the 
workmen were on the cars, while others 
were busily engaged at work.

The shock was so great that all the men 
were thrown from the cars aud they, with 
those on the ground, were buried under tho 
wreck. Eight men are reported killed o#t- 
right and others are still alive under the 
wreck.

Both trains took fire from the wrecked 
engines and the flames spread so rapidly 
that it was impossible to rescue those in 
the ruins. It is impossible to obtain the 
names of tho victims, as the section boss is 
reported to be amoug the injured.

A LIXnSAY MAN MURDERED.
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n> Eight Miners Are Rescued 
Awful Situation.

6t. Petersburg, Jan. 4.—Ten days ago 
a mine on the/lines of the Lonetz Railway 
was flooded by the sudden ingress of a large 
volume of water. The miners had set off a 
blast and the explosion was followed by a 
rush of water, with which the pumps were 
not able to cope. The miners fled for their 
lives and all managed to reach the surface 
in safety, except eight men, who ifc was 
supposed had been drowned in the work­
ings. The pumps were going night and 
day, and to-day the mine was declared safe 
to enter.

A party of miners went down to rescue the 
bodies of their comrades. They searched 
the main galleries, but found no trace of 
them. Finally in a steep working they 
found the men still alive, but so weak they 
conld hardly speak. They were removed 
to the surface as quickly as possible. 
Medical aid was summoned. The physicians 
state that with proper care the men will 
recover.
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Seattle, Wash., Jan. 3.—Dr. J. D. 
Minkier, member of the State Board of 
Medical Examiners; Dr. N. A. Gile and 
Catherine McCormick, a nurse, were ar­
rested at Centralia yesterday on the charge 
of having murdered Alfred Wright, aged 
70. Wright camq from Lindsay, Ont, to 
Centralia during’the boom with $3700, all 
that was left of a fortune, and invested it 
m real estate and erected a building. He 
was lame from hip disease, and a year ago 
had a paralytic stroke. He engaged 
McCormick as nurse, and M inkier 
and Gile . performed an operation 
on his hip Dec. 6. The intent 
fcion was to put the joint in posi­
tion by stretching, but this failed and they 
cut but a piece of bone, causing great 
suffering. Wright gave a check for $250 in 
payment, but claimed that this was extort­
ed, and that he had agreed to pay only 
$150. C. W. Johnson, to whom Wright 
had^entrusted a certificate of deposit for 
$1059, refused to cash it. Johnson bad a 
guardian appointed, who dismissed all 
three prisoners. Wright died Dec. 23, and 
an autopsy was held. At the coroner’s in­
quest evidence of conspiracy was^ given 
which led to a verdict holding the three 
prisoners' responsible for Wright’s death. 
Gile is a Keiley graduate, but has relapsed. 
McCormick was formerly in the Salvation 
Army, but was expelled.

LIBERAL SPEECH.

A Hungarian Leader Who Speaks for 
?the Masses.

.London, Jan. 4.—The Vienna corre- 
spondent of The Daily News says . sen­
sation has been caused throughout Aus- 
triaand Hungary by a daring speech made 
by Herr Eoetvoes, the leader of the Hun­
garian independents. Herr Eoetvoes 
denied the right of the king to be 
offended with subjects of a nation standing 
unapproachably high above all others.

The king, he said, must be made to 
understand that he may be angry with 
foolish advisers, fcut not with the people. 
The speaker also condemned the action of 
the Catholics in coming to incense the king 
against the Liberals as rebellious subjects.

“The Liberals,” said the speaker, “re­
gard Hungary as: more precious than their 
religion, aud wilt renounce their religion 
rather than their patriotism. The indepen­
dence of our country makes the aim of our 
national politics.”

Vienna, Jan. 4.—A passenger 
from this city collided at Kanizsa to-day 
with a passenger train from Stnhlweissen- 
burg. Kanizsa is at a junction of the two 
lines. The engineer of'the Vienna train, 
misunderstanding the signals, ran at half 
speed on the track ahead of the Stuhlweis- 
•enburg train, which was moving 20 miles 
an hour.

In the crash the locomotive of the latter 
train plowed through the three carriages 
filled with passengers. They were com­
pletely demolished. Eight passengers were 

' killed, five sustained injuries of which they 
will probably die, and ten were severely 
wounded.

All the passengers on the Stuhlweissen- 
burg train were thrown from their seats 
and hardly a person escaped uninjured, but 
none were killed.

A. C. Toland, charged with forgery, whose 

case was laid over from the last assizes, was 
put in the dock. Crown Prosecutor Irving 
in laying the case before the jury explained 
that the prisoner was arraigned on three 
charges. The first which would be taken up 
was one in which James Fax was the 
plainant. Tho latter alleges that Toland 
owed $50 ou a deal. He applied for the 
money, but Toland, not having it, proffered 
a promissory note for $100, endorsed by 
William Thompson and John B. Gray as a 
guarantee. Mr. Fax accepted the note, but 
became suspicions shortly afterwards and 
visited Police Headquarters with the docu­
ment. Toland was at the time under arrest 
for participation in the utterance of a for­
gery in which Messrs. Russell and Powers 
were the victims. He was brought up from 
the cells and shown the note.

Inspector Stark swears that the prisoner 
stated to him at this time that the note was 
in the same condition as the Russell and 
Powers one, where he had signed the names 
himself.

In defence the prisoner was allowed to 
address the jury. He denied having con­
fessed to Inspector Stark, and stated that 
the note was genuine and was given him by 
William Thompson of Castleton on Nov. 
21, 1891, in acknowledgment of moneys 
loaned him.

Judge Rose charged strongly against the 
prismier on the evidence of Inspector

The jury after being out for 10 minutes 
brought in a verdict of guilty.

Convicted of Larceny.
The grand jury brought in true bills 

against Herbert Stone, alias Robert Stone, 
alias Thomas W. Smith, for larceny and 
against Charles Adams for perjury.

Stone, on being arraigned, pleaded “not 
guilty.” He was charged with stealing a 
silver watch from the pocket of Mr. Alex­
ander Burns while the latter was buying a 
ticket at the box office in Jacobs & Spar­
row’s Opera House. Mr. Burns missed the 
watch from his pocket, and, seeing a young 
man edging oat of the crowd in a hurry, he 
signaled to hie stepson, who was waiting 
outside the crowd, to stop the pickpocket. 
The stepson asked Stone for tbe watch. 
Stone denied having it. He was then ar­
rested on complaint of the stepson, but tried 
to get rid of the watch by throwing it into 
the street. The motion was detected, how­
ever, and the watch recovered. The 
prisoner had no statement to make in re- 
mttal and the jury found him guilty with­
out leaving the box. The prisoner admitted 
his guilt in two other charges of larceny 
which were preferred against him.

The grand jury adjourned at about 4 
o'clock, much to the openly-expressed an­
noyance of the Crown Prosecutor, who com­
plained to Judge Rose that in consequence 
of this action he had nothing to work on. 
A constable was sent out to look the truant 
jurors up and notify them to be in attend­
ance at 10 instead of 11 o’clock in the itiorn-

He 
furthermore stated that there was certain­
ly a future before the trade “if Canada can 
continue t6 raise grain of the proper quality 
and will send It over here in proper condi­
tion. This year’s experience may to a certain 
extent be said to be exceptional, for 
the conditions of the market have been so 
abnormal in every way. Canadians 
should remember that it must take time for 
them to win a recognized position in the 
market for their barley. It took Smyrna 
five or six years, and Canada must not ex­
pect to be more fortunate. A lot of work 
has been put into the attempt during the 
last twelve months to bring Canadian bar­
ley under the notice of English buyers, and, 
personally, we should like to see and think 
there ought to be some result from it. 
With better facilities in the way of rates 
the trade should have a future before it"

A thing easily obtained is, as a role, of 
little value. On the verdict of an expert It 
is possible for Canadian barley to get a grip 
on the English market. We have got it for 
cheese. We are getting it for eggs, butter 
and beef. And our shipments of all these 
products of the field, dairy and farm to the 
Mother Country will continue to grow just 
in proportion as our methods of preparin g 
and shipping them improve. John Bull’s 
taste is nioe and his eye critical, and when 
we once obtain his favor his custom will be 
assured.

Ie people of Michigan seem to be doomed 
to read the horrifying news of murder daily.. 
The frequency of this crimq in this state ia 
becoming inexplicable, especially since the 
atrocity of it increases appallingly. In the 
present state of human nature deeds of vio­
lence arising fiom sudden passion are 
to be expected in all communities. 
Michigan has her share of these, but 
she has more than her share of cold­
blooded and premeditated murder for rob­
bery or other selfish motive. The mystery 
of this is all the deeper because the Michi­
gan community, as a whole, is one of the 
most enlightened and virtuous in the world, 
and is the only political aggregation who 
ever received a prize for the superlative ex­
cellence of its educational system. In the 
defeat which we experience in the endeavor 
to give an intelligible theory of causes, it is 
natural to fly to our way of punishing for 
murder, but ours is by no means the only 
State which does no hanging.

In all events it isf evident that something 
besides theorizing must be done. The 
wholesale murdering must be stopped. 
Whatever the means the end will sanctify 
them, if they really accomplish the object. 
Michigan cannot afford longer to stand at 
the very head of a column of 44 States for 
the most brutail and blood-curdling crimin­
ality. While we do not send murderers to 
death, the innocent ones of the state will 
shortly feel that they are all under that 
dread sentence.

Throughout England the main lines of 
about to leave railway run on the linea laid out and built 

nearly two thousand years ago. Those 
roads te-day are, and ever since have 
been, modèle of engineering skill of 
that character. Away from those 
great highways, until the days of Met­
calf and McAdain, the country roads of 
England were ajl rough and difficult to 
travel as our most, neglected ones in back 
townships.

We need not, however, go many miles 
from this city to see highways ot a highly 
primitive character, which in the spring, 
fall and winter months, before snow allows 
the1 nse of sleighs, are most difficult to 
traverse. If the waste of time, the damage 
done to vehicles, the obstruction to business 
caused by bad roads could be calculated we 
are satisfied that it would far exceed the 
sum required to place them and to maintain 
them in better condition. Not only so, but 
good roads would prevent those numerous 
accidents by which lives and limbs are 
sacrificed.

The aystem of raising the necessary funds 
for road maintenance is somewhat anti­
quated. The imposition of what is called 
“statute labor” is a relic of by-gone days, 
when those in the immediate vicinity of 
public highways were alone their users, 
when money was scarce, when the exchange 
of commodities was the ordinary form of 
trade, and when the time of the ratepayers 
was only equal in value to that of laborers.

There ia something grotesque in serving 
vast numbers of modern ratepayers with 
notices that they are called upon to do 
“statute labor” on country roads. It 
would be a sight worth traveling far to see 
to witness lawyers, physicians, storekeep­
ers, bankers, clerks and the whole body of 
rural dudes, patting in their “statute 
labor” duty, with pickaxes, shovels, wheel­
barrows and stone-breaking hammers. The 
allowance of about $1 per day would, we 
fear, be an excessive one for their ser­
vices.

The statute labor system should be abol­
ished in law, as it is in practice, and the 
coet of the work of road maintenance be 
universally and equitably levied upon the 
whole body of ratepayers.

The toll-gate system is sound in theory 
but highly obnoxious in working. It 
is reasonable that those who use 
roads should pay for their construc­
tion and repairs. In the neighborhood 
of cities aud towns the county roads are 
very largely used by those who pay nothing 
for them, except by toll-gate fees.

On the other, hand the road»* sidewalks 
and other accommodations of oity and town 
life are freely enjoyed by country people 
without charge. The adjustments of thè 

t of suburban roads so as to place the 
burden of their maintenance equitably 
updn the rural and urban population is 
doubtlese a difficult problem, which is eolved 
in a rough way by toll-gates.

The relative expense of keeping up 
such roads can be judged by the fact that 
such costs vary from $909 per mile near to 
cities to $150 per mile at some distance 
away, the scale falling about $150 to $200 
every three or four miles, as the cities re­
cede.

This question is exciting great interest in 
the States, where a powerful “National 
League for Good Roads” is being formed in 
many States. Conferences will shortly be 
held to discuss this question. We should 
be glad to aee a similar movement com­
menced in Canada, where the system of 

intaining roads and raising the necessary 
revenue for tbia work needs revising and 
amendment.

A False Analogy.
A public speaker of some prominence

GLEE BOY 4GAIN.

The Brannons* Woodbine Horses Seized— 
Ungrateful to the Jockey.

New York, Jan. 4.—Brannon Brothers, 
the owners of Glee Boy and Secret, with 
whom they won a email fortune at the 
Gloucester track, secured the release of the 
horses by depositing $300 with Sheriff West 
ot Camden, to pay the claim of Jockey 
Ennis, should he whi his suit to recover 
money due for his services. As soon as the 
horses were freed from the sheriff’s attach­
ment their owners shipped them away, and 
they are not likely to again trouble the 
dreams of the Gloucester bookmakers.

Previous to securing the release of Glee 
Boy and Secret by legal means the owners 
attempted to spirit the horses away, but 
were prevented by the determination of 
Henry Wagner and his deaf mute son. The 
horses were in tlielr stables at Mt. Eph­
raim, and Deputy Sheriff Sell appointed 
them to watch the animals. Wednesday 
night six men anpeared at the stables and 
attempted to bulldoze Wagner into letting 
them take Glee Boy and Secret away, but 
Wegner drove them away at the point of a 
revolver.

Jockey Ennis, who was brought to Glou­
cester to ride the horeee, and who kept his 
secret so well, was very badly treated by 
the owners. He says he was to have re­
ceived $15 a month salary, $5 for each 
mount and $15 additional every time he 
won. Failing’to get his money he had the 
horsee seized. All he made out of the Glee 
Boy race was $800. He had $15 bet on the 
horse at 20 to 1. On Wednesday, before 
he had the horses seized, Ennis was promised 
his claim providing he brought the saddles 
and other traps from Gloucester. He did 
so and was then turned away without a 
penny of his pay.

Donoghue Claims the Title—The Minne­
apolis Cracks Would Not Meet Him.

accompanied by his brother J aroes, have 
arrived hfre from Minneapolis.
