London, October 9.—The antitezin treat­
ment for diphtheria is coming rapidly into 
favor in this country, and the results are 
said to be most gratifying. During the re­

epidemic in Norfolk, for instance, of 
the patients treated in the ordinary way, 33 
per cent died, but after a supply of antito- 
zin serum had been obtained the sufferers

It seems certain that the new treatment has 
passed almost beyond the experimental stage 
and is destined to become universal. The 
demand for serum far exceeds the supply 
here. The experience of Vienna physicians 
this week tends to show that the use of the 
new specific is attended with certain other 
dangers. Two cases are cited, in one of 
which tracheotomy was necessary before the 

was administered. In both cases high 
fever set in a few hours after the new reme­
dy was given, and the fate of the patients is 
still uncertain, but all trace of diphtheria 
disappeared on the second day.

The Price of Lambs.

The idea appears to be abroad in some 
places that prices for lambs are high in the 
Boston markets. Such, however, is not the 
case. The best lambs bring four cents per 
pound in that city, and the ordinary grade 
about three and a half cents per pound. 
The lambs shipped from here to Boston or­
dinarily weigh sixty pounds each, which, 
at 3A cents per pound, is about $2.10 a head 
in Boston. Deduct from this duty, freight, 
expenses and shrinkage (as none of them 
“ weigh out” by the lime they reach Bos­
ton), and there is nothing to justify buyers 
paying more than §1.60 per head here, and 
that only for a good grade of lambs. Thus 
farmers will understand that it is vain to 
except high prices for lambs, as the quota­
tions in the Boston maikets will not justify 
big figures.

[The valuation of candidates' examination 

papers is made by the provincial examiners 
according to the regulations of the council 
of public instruction.]

To make a “ pass" in the grade of examin- 
pplied for, the candidate must make 

at least the minimum aggregate of the grade 
and at least the minimum of 25 on each im­
perative subject or paper of the grade; but 
this minimum of 25 may be lowered one unit 
for every 50, the candidate’s aggregate may 
be above the “ minimum aggregate” in the 
case of grade A, and for every 25 in the 
cases of grades B. C. and D; but for 1894 
the minimum for grade D. is reduced to 13. 
Candidates failing to make a pass in the 
grade applied for may be ranked as making 
a pass on the next grade below, provided 75 
per cent of the minima be made; and as 
making a pass on the grade second below, 
provided 50 per cent,of the minima be made.

ANNAPOLIS.

—The serious illness of the “Autocrat of 
all the Russias ” is just now attracting the 
attention of the civilized world, as his death, 
which seems likely to occur at any time, 
will add greatly to the complications which 
just now beset European statesmen. In 
even a less critical time than the present, 
when the war in the east may lead to such 
tremendous consequences, the illness and 
death of a Russian Czar is an event of in­
calculable moment. No other living man 
wields such tremendous power. He is the 
sole legislator, judge and executive for over 
87,000,000 of human beings. For that num­
ber of people he “ makes laws, levies taxes, 
expends the revenue and condemns to exile 
or death according to his own will, without 
let or hindrance.” The struggles of the 
Russian people for a constitutional govern­
ment, and the sternly repressive system 
adopted by the Czar to crush out all liberal 
and progressive ideas, are of course well 
known. The iron hand of the present em­
peror has thus far been able to stem the tide 
which carried away every other absolute 
sovereign of Europe. With his death the 
inevitable end of the struggle may come, 
and who can say what complications may 
then arise or what will be its effects upon 
the rest of the world.

The present emperor, Alexander III., is 
yet comparatively a young man, and he has 
ruled since March 13, 1881, when his father, 
the late Czar was assassinated, by means of 
a dynamite bomb. He is said to be afflicted 
with an internal tumor, and, judging by the 
latest despatches, has but a short time to 
live.

Halifax School for the Blind.
30 51We have received the twenty third An­

nual Report of the Board of Managers of the 
Halifax School for the blind. During the 
past year 54 blind persons have been under 
instruction, 38 males, 16 females; 6 of these 
have graduated or left the school, and one 
has been removed by death, making the 
total attendance, on Decemlter 31st, 1893, 
47. Of these 24 are from Nova Scotia, 14 
from Brunswick, 2 from P. E. Island, and 
7 from Newfoundland. The different de­
partments are managed with great care; the 
staff of teachers look after the physical, in 
tellectual, social and moral welfare of the 
pupils; these pupils are taught useful occu­
pât ions-that will prove a source of profit to 
them in after years. The school does a 
grand work in looking after those who un­
fortunately are deprived of the sense of 
sight, and it is cheering to learn from this 
report that the labors of the managers and 
teacher* are so far crowned with success.

$615,O0Q,000.

London, October 19.—The Central News’ 
despatch from Tokio s,iys a special session 
of the Japanese parliament convoked to con­
sider war measures, was opened at Hiroshima 
yesterday by the^emperor in person. In his 
speech ihe emperor expressed regret that 
through ihe obstinacy of China th^gacc T>f 
the east has been disturbed, addiiflr “ But 
the war having cqgjmieneed, we cannot cease 
operations until our object shall have been 
gained.” He also said be expected the mem­
bers of parliament to willingly agree to the 
governments proposals in hope that thereby 
the Japanese army would be victorious 
throughout and peace and happiness restored,
with additional lustre to the country^__In
the bill submitted ppdXT^ing increased ex^ 
penditure for‘the army and navy, the war 
expenses are estimated at $015,000.000 (?) of 
which amount $2li,000,000 is to be taken 
from the government reserve fund. Another 
bill introduced provided for raising a further 
internal loan of $100,000,000. An address 
in reply to the speech from the throne was 
presented by the presidents of tbe two 
chambers of diet, thanking the Mikado f->r 
advancing the standard of Japan by person- 
al$ assuming the direction of the war. The 
address concluded as follows: “ Your 
majesty rightly considers China an enemy to 
civilization and we comply with the imperial 
desire to destroy the barbarous obstinacy of 
the race.”

The London Times correspondent in Tien 
Tsin says China’s readiness to make terms is 
in no wise discreditable. Although aware of 
her immense reserves of strength, she is con­
scious of the enormous sacrifices and risks 
that must, be incuired before she can utilize 
them. Being without military ambition she 
will willingly spare no outlay. She will, 
however, face a loug war resolutely, taking 
measures that will render conquest by the 
Japanese impossible, although the effort will 
exhaust both sides.

Paris, October 19.—Figaro says, Europe 
has no right to meddle with the troubles in 
the east, as the Chinese and Japanese govern­
ments never meddle with matters that do 
not concern them. Lord Rosebery’s policy 
has failed thrice within a month in Europe, 
Africa and Asia.
