through our country, sund mingling with our peojie,
toecther with bis judgment on these subjecte

We miuke a short extract from the 4 Notes™
coptained in the October . nmuber of the Kree
Chnwrelt Magazine. Qor readers will aoe what
Mz, Begss judgnent is of Knox's College, and of
what we nay call a home-rubed uinistry.

Tn Toncito we spentsmnc time with the deopest
interst, At is the head quarters of the Free
Church in Capada, and is itxell o sising and e
portant town. W jeeachied repeatedly thete, ase
sived at the dispensation of the Londs Supper,
s bad a very large pullic mecting. But what
interested us chiclly, wis the Collegte for the pres
pariation of aigistcrs for the Cangban Church,
with itx exccllent profesons id  diligent studenis
Dir. Bhirns sud the other are quite tight in peints
i te this s the great sonrce of hape. 1t is quite
cicar that every country wudt ultimately look to
itsuwn youth for a2 supply of winisters.  If it de-
s upun a forcign Jaid, it never will be well
supplicd 3 and the en sent, with 2 few noble ex-
ceptions, will gencrally be thoe whnhave nat sue-
creded 3t howre.  In such = country as Canada,
tiie monding of such sn, Lesides the vast expenee
af it, ix thorvnzhly ruinone. Nt snly is the fichd
difficult and labwrious, calling for men of prculiar
ety amd zeal prepaied to Lrags every handehip
g the ke of Christy and  the sitdls of nen, bat
the culouist theuselves are a peenliatly active and
intellizent race. I is cloar that, gencrally speake
ing, it is the seet enterpriing and iutelligent «f
the jwegde whe hecome culenicts 3 and it iea mi
serabie uian—the mad intellizent of the poeple,
it the mest ineflicient of the minister. There
cannut be a donit that, under the Muderate mane
et of wur Colonicd scheme, this was very
aich the temlt, aud 1hat mnch of the iorper and
narrow s which s uct a3 2 drag upes the N
riag eucrgics of the Canadiaa Church, must
1ruced tothix source.  The adhierence of 20 many
of the old minsters to the Exallidninent of Scot-
kand at the Dliaujtion may be traced te the mume
canse. Now all this will, by the blewiug of Gal,
b enred by the establishaient of a vizores ool
bz, Mon will be Faised up who kimw the kimd
of wark which they jrwtuwc to uadeniake, and in-
wred 1 all the peewliaritics of their fnture pvition 3
Al sich taem as are el fit fur the work will be
arvated im time.

We ouglit, therefore, to grudge no
expeuse cither of mett o iy, in the catublishe
ment of mission collesres in all the countries with
which we are counceted. ' When on thissubject, 1
woull urze the importance of plucing the iustitu-
tions at *Foronto ot a thorenrhly effective and per-
matent fonting. A vast improvement lias been
accomplished since 1 was thiere, in the estabdish-
ment of a preparatory acudetny, presided over by
wy exceltent fricmd, Mr. Gate, i whont no one
could e more thoroughly qualified. But u whole
apparatus of buitdings should be estabished, in-
cluding sytiod and mincont premisesetle college
and academy shonld, if poedble, be endowed—lair-
sarics should be provided, uud everything done:to
give the whele enterprise am air of stulility.—
“Fhese are ohjeets wiach ought, in my opinion, to
Lesy unad which, 1 have no doubt, will be wamly
promoted by the Colonial Committes, and by all
the more wealthy friends of the colonies.  We
had nnch pleasant amd cheering intercourse both
with the profescons amd stwdents, and 1 am tho-
rowghly convineed that the enterprise, it well wa-
novzzed and supported, is in the highest degree pro-
mising.

Uniariv.  The pesple there had been depived of
their church by the mcmbers of the Scotch Fa-
tublishsent, uad were lasilding a fur better one, of
which iny fricud, Mr. Robl, is now ainister.

ale visited a place called Duidas, in the neigh-
boushood of Hamilion, conuceted with which there
i inmy smind a very interesing circitnstance.
Thevery vear before the great stragale bean i
Sentland, Dr. Candlish, whe was thet at Banhill,
in Dumlnntonshire, applied to the Glasgow Colo-
nind Society for an appointment abroad.
