CLERGYMAN, recently writing for a religious
mayrazine, comments upon the failure of his con-
gregation to partiopate in the service of praise, and
expresses the belief that the church which he serves i
threatened with an afrophy of song.

The Protestant clergymen as a rule, have had little
or no musical training, neither have they wade hymnol-
ogy # study.  Many among them, and hkewise many
of the laymen, fail to realize the importance of the wor-
ship of God in holy song.  In some churches the music
is in the hands of a4 music committee.  This committee
may be compased ot men, who, like the minister. have
little, if any knowledge, either of music or hymnology.,
As a consequence of this state of affxirs, the organist
and choir are often selected, without any regard what-
cver to the interests and requirements of the congrega.
tion in the service of praise.  Is it to be wondered at,
when the hymns are selected by the minister simply be-
cause the words are in accord with his subject, that the
orgamst and choir should appropriate this part of the
service, and the congregation become indifferent.

Amony those possessed of the greatest musical tal-
eats, professional and an.ate 5, few heed the call to
become leaders of congregational song, but are content
to exhibit their own superior talents in the solo, duet
or quartet.  Even in Sabbath-schools to-day we often
hear of & **children’s choir.”™  Why should not the whole
school be the choir?  The Birmingham, England, Sun-

day school Unton is on record as follows : ** What we
wish is that the whole of our young people should be
led forwird, and not metely the selected scholars of a
school choir.”

God forbid that the Christinn Church, with her
glorious hope--a risen, reigning Christ, ever present
inspiration - should neglect the heaven-endowed gift
and privilegre of worship in song.

Pure water, trickling a-down through the crevices
of the moss covered rocks, fern Iringed, glistening like
i nbbon of gold and arrow of sifver were touched by
e sunlight, seeking its way to form the roadside
spring how beautiful ! how attractive ! To the worn
and fainting traveller, however, what a mockery would
be the murmuring voice of the falling water, were he
denied the reviving draught by the intervention of a
power he could not resist. Like such a Tantalus there
is a dominant element in the church to-day, which
almost universally  denies, or to say the least, hinders
the particopation of the congregiation in  the service of
praise, and to the children and youth, the fambs of the
flock, denies a suitable channel for the expression of
worship.  The writer’s onwn ideal for the children is,
that the best, not of necessity the most diflicult, is not
too good tor them and his own faith in their apprecia-
tion of and ahility to do justice to the best, is unlinted.

Qne reason for the atrophy of song, the writer be-
licves, may be found in the Lick of attendance by the
young, upon the Sabbath services and regular weekly
prayer-meeting of the church.  Children and youth
know no proxy and would join with heart and voice in
the songs of praise, if opportunity offered, and they
were encouraged to do so. 3

The time is coming when the children and youth of o~
the church will hecome the leaders in a ** perfected ™ ser- C
vice of prause, and the medium will not be the **jingle *
tune of the past and present, but those nobler, purer, $
sweeter strains that in thought, in harmony and in o
melody accord best with pure and happy childhood, the o
breath of gladness, encouragement and a higher devo- .
tion, floating like sony birds above us, and rising like
the lark, heavenward, away from the mean and casual .
things of carth. . L

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‘The Cleveland Convention.
N this issue we publish information of the yreat con-
vention of Young Peoples’ Societies which is about
to take place at Cleveland, Ohjo.  Few conventions of
Christian workers call forth greater interest than this
one. Not only is it important as being comprised of
the young men and women of the churches but on
account of the high chiracter of the work which the
organization represents.  The Young People’s Societies
are, indeed, to some, not free from objection because
of the novelty of the movement, and because of a feel-
ing that they are governed within themselves, and not
entirely amenable to the control of the sessions, vet
these very objectors have nothing but good wishes for
the members and if their approval be gualified the
qualification itself springs from kindness.  And, more-
over, we are getting more and more accustomed to the
innovation, and 1t is safe to say that the better the work
of the societies in known in its wider scepe, as a world
influence, the more apparent becomes the great good
accomplished.

Last years convention will be long remembered in
Canada, especially on account of the Karmarkar inci-
dent, which aroused the ire of the Roman Catholics of
Montreal where the representiatives of the societies
were gathered together ; and the indignation of Protes-
tants of all denominations on account of the remarkable
manner in which the Press Committee shirked respon.
sibility by throwing the Hindoo overboard, but itis not
likely that there will be an exhibition of such weakness
this year. The organization is still making wonderful
progress.  Atlast year's annual meeting the member-
ship was 1,500,000, at this year's convention the reports
will probably show a membership hittle short of 2,000,-
000, In Great Britain the growth has been wonderful,
over one hundred new societies having been formed
there. In Mustralia, in Canada and in the United
States the socicties are rapidly increasing in number
and in usefulness.  They penetrate everywhere, andin-
fuse vigor and new life into muny of the stated agencies
of the Church, while their own distincive work has,
as has been said, marked in its success,

The Cleveland gathering will be very large.  There
will be many thousands of delegates.  The duty of pro-
viding for their accommodation and comfort has been an
arduous one, but not too heavy for the energy and re-
source of the local societics. The City of Clevelandis
well adapted for a large convention, having spacious
halls, and the readiness with which the various churches
placed lecture rooms and halls at the disposal of the
Committee will enable the sections, provinces and

tes to have separate hea lquarters for their delegrates.
The arrangements foreshadowed on the programmes
seemt (o be complete, leaving nothing to be desired,
and doubtless, added to the feeling of good done will
he one of gratitude on the part of the delegates for the
welcome with which they will be reccived and  the
thoughtiulness which will minister to their convenience.

Indian Missions.

HE June number of the Forum contains an article of
much vadue to the cause of Christian missions,
The writer is FF. P Powers, the theme, The Success of
Missions i India.  Mr. Powers says that Protestant
Christianity is growing in India as fast as it is in the
United States, and that the growth of the missionary
churches has exceeded the estimates, or rather the
conjectures, of the missionaries twenty-three years ago.
He gives the following statistics 1 According to the
figures of the Bombay Missionary Conference of last
year, the communicants in Protestant churches in India
numbered 182,722 at the end of 18go, which wasa lJittle
moere than the communicants in the Presbyterian
Church, South, in the United States.  From 1880 to
18g0, the Methodist Episcopal commumcants in the
United States increased 31 per cent. ; the Congrega-
tional 33 per cent. ; the Presbyterian, North, 37 per
cent., and the Protestant Episcopal 53 per cent. In
the churches of India, represented by the Bombay Con-
ference, between 1881 and 18go, the increase of com-
municants was 0124 per cent. This rate of increase is
a little discouraging in view of the fict that the com-
municants increased 114,50 per cent. between 1871 and
1881, and 111,40 per cent in the previoas ten years., In
sp:te of the Mutiny, the ipcrease between 1851 and 1861
was 70 per cent. Baptist missionaries worked amony
the Telugus thirty years to get 235 converts, aund then
baptized 2,222 converts in one day, and 8,091 in six
weeks, and, now, have over 30,000. The ordained
minisicrs, both natve and foreign, are not much in
eacess of one o 200,000 of the population ; but the
number of ordained natives is increasing rapidly. 1o
180, there were 300,000 pupils in the missions schools.
Instead of reckoning six adherents to one communicant,
asin the earlier years, the missionaries, in 18go, reckoned
only three, socareful are they not to exaggerate, though
“statistics of conversions,” wrote Sir Charles U. Atchi-
son, lieutenant-governor of the Punjab, to Rev. Robert
Stewart, of Sialkot, in 1886, ' are ne proper or adeguate
test of missionary work.” In 1871, the missionary
statisticians reported that at the then rate of progress
there might be nearly 1,000,000 Protestant Christians
in India in 18y1, 11 000,000 i 19351, and 138,000,000 in
2001 ; but they added : ** It is needless to state that
such calculations hardly come within the bounds of
sobriety.” Yet, at four adherents to a communicant,
ey would have had a good deal over 700,000 in 1891,
and would have many more than 1,000,000 in 1901, In
other respects as well as that indicated by these figures
is ofr. Powcers defence interesting and the article
deserves wide perusal.

Sabbath Observance.

This tume last year Toronto was in the throes of a
well-fought fight against the running of street cars on
the Lord’s Day, a fight in which what was best in our
citizenship came out victorious. It was thought that
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the victory taen won after a fierce struggle would not
be challenged nor disturbed for years to come, and it is
to be hoped, notwithstanding rumors to the contrary,
that this hope will prove well-founded. It is, however,
sllegred that certain interested persons are trying to
steal i march on the opposition and once more to bring
on a contest,  The allegation has heen denied but the
maxim must not be forgotten that eternal vigilance is
the price of hberty  diberty from the domination of the
world, the flesh and the devil, forces alw ays in accord
it an onshiught on the Sabbath., For many months
busses have been run on some of the sreets, those
travelling by them presumably riding tiee.  Whether
fares are received or not we do not know, but that
there is an object behind the free bus other than public
convenience may well be believed for there be few people
who would expend money in this special manner from
quite disinterested motives.  What that object may be
would not probably be difficult to aiscover. It is sup-
posed that people will thus become accustomed to the
running of such vehicles, that citizens will take advans
tage of them to go out to the parks, and that once
having tasted the bait thus held owt they would fina «
withdrawal of the convenience intolerable.  The busses
are manned in part by Street Railway employees, afact
which it is supposed will demolish the ** work for ~even
days a week " objection,

But these tuctics need not
give cause for anziety if citizens who have regard for
Sabbath rest will but keep awahe.  The free bisses,
notwithstanding that they are ** free,” have not proved
a success.  The denizens of city slums () have not
taken to the ** bit of green sward ™, *‘the fresh, free
air of Heaven,” or to the ** shady groves ™ so cagerly
offered for their physical and morat good by the capital-
ists of souiless corporaticns and others who are usually
more itt home in the betting ring than mn the family pew.
The working men look with no kindiy eye on the
employers who have lent themsclves 1o the plans of the
bussmen, knowing what these plans are, and public
opinion has not changed a jot since it stamped itself on
the adverse ballot of last year.  Yet, when the ~nemy
is about, the arms should bebright and the fortifications
made secure,

Sucd adangerous, misleading., und soul destroying thing has
the Verbal lnspimtion Theory beon 1t s now to be set rmde and
wearoto bo put ght and kept right by Historaal Cratie s, atnld
we ate to have s Lroad and solid basis fur vue faith supphed by
the Histornal Ianganation,

Very weil  Let us examing our new fricads, so capable and
helpful.  What are thar methods? Histoncal Ceticism gathiers
most andustriously  from contemporancous suurces all kinds of
wformation, abuat the times, the customs, the laws and practices,
and the religions views and obsersances of the Jows, Greeks,
Romuna, aud any other people thatit can find any thing sbout.
It gathees from all sources.  Everytlung s grist tuut comes to its
mll, everything 18 trustworthy minl wbguestivnubie that it thus
picks ap. Then the N T, writers are collected and compared with
this prumuscuous gatheting, aind what fita in and havmonizes is
accepted as true, what does not is ireated as doubtful, spurious,
or the pious addition of a lator age.  Of conrse, Verbal luspiration
being set aside, the N.T. has no mwure claim to reverence and con-
filence than any other ancgent wobing, nur sv mach, for if any
conthiet anses the N.'T. must give way., .

But it 18 with regard to the O, T. that Historical Critiasn. gets
i 1ts most Wtlectine work,  Theto it has shown that the Pontateuch
was nut whnitten by Moses, nor for 1000 years after his time,
‘That the Bouk of Jushua was written during or after the exile;
that David did nut wiite half a duzen of the Psalms, that Sulunion
wrote nothing at all, that the first kuown of a sacred volume
among the Jows was whas the Buok of Deutervnomy, lately con-
structed, was foisted upon the youny and wtsnapecting Jusiah, who
in his prous simplicity gladly received itas a genuine work by
Moses. Historial Crnitiusin hias shown us that less than half the
Book of Isaiah was wntten by that prophet orn his time, that
the Book of Daniel was not weitten for 300 years after the time of
Danmel.  Aud not vnly have theso results been produced, but by
Verbal and Historieal Crittusm conbined, the whole volume of
the O.'L. has been combed, carded and mixed to such an extent and
in such a fashion that nothing of unity or. =iginality or relinbility
has been left toit.  Every part is a conglonmorute, and the mixing
and mudiling has been so complete that nobody can tell to day
what 18 part of the orginal work nml what is a later patch.

Such are some of *he results of Verbal and Historical Craticism,
and Mr. MacInnes hails it as suoh a god send.  What a beautiful
precious, and cumfurting result it is!  How thankful we ought to
Le! and wrmed and qquipped with this new Bible, how much
bettes yuahticd we are to meet and defeat thentidel!  Because
now we need not defendany thing. U theintidel snys, ¢ your O.T,
Listury s unrchable, the nmwere gatherings from uscless tiadstion,™
we reply, ** We know that and we grant it at once.  But then you
must allow that they are neatly put together and that the Soplust
who did the work were elever follows.”  If the infidel says, *The
religious ubservances of the O.T. are not what they pretend to be,
and had ne such origin as 8 assumed,” we can triumphantly
exclaim ‘“ Granted, but you must allow that they were contrived
and fuisted upon an ignorant people by Josiah in the tirst place,
and by Ezra in the second, with a good end in view, and the end
Justifiesthe means.” 1§ the infide) says, **'There is no such thing
as prediction inthe OF. or the new, the pretended predictions
by Igairh, Jerenuali and Danel were all written after the events,
and are simply projected mto the past to fill the mind of the
reader with wonder.” We must mechly answer, * Quite true
my dear sz, but your must allow that they arevery fine descriptions
of the events.”  Aund so the nfidel is silenced ut every point and
easy and  triumphant victories are ever for the Bible and for
truth! How much belter is this state of things than the old posi-
tion where the believer hud to contend for tho honesty, the lus.
torical truthfulness, and tho religious versty of the sacred record
as an inspired record !

Wath 1egard 1o the N1, Hhstorieal Criticismn has not produced
auch marked results, as with the O.F. Still a good many doubts
and misgiviags hiasve been raised abuut it.  The fourth gospel was
hardly written by the beloved disciple. 2 Petor wasnot written by
the apostle whose name 1t bears.  Jumes has n very questionable
right toa place in the Canon. It is very doubtful whether Paul
wrots the Pastoral Epistles.  They show a state of development in
regard to the origination of the church and ideas of church govern.
ment that could hardly bo oxpected s Paul’s time.
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But wo havo another very intercating agent to considoer - the
historical imagination. “I'he special function of this agent is, accord-
ing to Mr. Molunes, ' to develop iuto greator aharpness of outline
and truth of colourlng, the great ligure of Christ beforo the adoring
oyes of maukind.”

Gettiog rid of tho trammels and restraiuts of a verbal {uspir-
ation is almost necessary to afford free scope to this new teacher,
amd doubts and misgivings about thoe suthenticity and genufnencss
of portions of thy New Teatament or the Uld anly open for 1t u laiger
field and givo 1t wider and freer scope.

Its inctho-s of working aro iateresting  T.ot ua consider them.
Hero we may say thero 1s # logitimate tteld for tho historical imagin
ation, or tho sanctified tmagination. Nearly ail the historical wad
blographical pertions of the Word of tlod are but brief outlines.
Somctimes u few wonls set forth a lifo; n fow verses present the
hiustory of & century. So hkewise with morals and doctrine ; we
have olten only bricf statements setting forth the salicut truths, im
portant sced germa or fundamental princples, and it is teresting
to fill up these historical notices according to tho outline given
us. Wo knuw very littlo about Jabez, for example, yet
from tho littlo that 18 known the sanctiicd imagination
can bui d & beautiful and nstructive biographieal sketeh, which 1s
legltituatn and proper.  Tho Book of Judges gives huat very hricl
notices of 2 perioa of moro than three centurics. The histotical
imagrmation can introduce here a great deal that is legitimate and
proper, or 4 great deal that is utterly wido of thenark and unslead-
ing. So likewise with tho New Teatament.  The apportunity and
tha invitation 1s given to tho inagination 1n a thousand pluces to hll
in and build up.  The ** Life and Epistle of Panl by Conybearo and
Howson,and the **Earty Daysof Christianaty * by Farrar,arc beautiful
and powerful iliuatrations of what may bo done by the historteal and
sancttticd imagination.  We, therefore, heartaily concur with much
that 16 said by Mr. McInnea about the lustorical imagination.  But
the imagination 18 a very volatile and wayward faculty. Nota
power we possess needs more careful watching.

Accepting tho New Testament story as historic, the imagnation
may be tet loose i that fiell whito it keeps within the historie
limits,  Assumung the New Testawent doctrinnl teaching to be literal
and authoritative, theimagination may beallowed pretty wide scope
in fllustrating withont much danger. Indecd a grest deal said and
weitten in the name of Chrastian teaching is of this character.

But the historic imagination becomes a vory different thing and
produces very ditlerent results when the idea of mnspiration is re-
moved, aud the restraints of historic verity ave withdrawn from the
Scripturcs.  But it 18 Just in these circumstauces that Mr. Mclnnes
finds theso agents doing such praiseworthy work. Historical criticiem
a.d the historical imagination proceed to bnld upanaccount of Jesas
and Histeaclung. But they are not hinited to the facts of rovelation,
They claim & wiler sphero, and the right to shape their portrait
according to the New Testament model or varymg from it according
to their own bent and teachings, Just hore there is need for caution.
While the historical imagination is hemmed ia by the well-detined
limits of tho inspired word, 1t cau hardly get dangerously astray.
But break down this hniitation, and we have no rchable guaranteo
that its conclusions arc sound.

Mr. McInues speaks in cloquent languago of ‘¢ tho unveiling of
Christ.” But whatis true i his account is not new, and what 18
new is not true He canrot speak more cnthusiastically of thg
beauty and glory and cxalted character of Christ, than many old
writers perfectly satuficd with the Westminstor standpoint. Con-
sequently when ho says this view has only been enjoyed by thoso
who have discarded the old idea of the Scrniptures and embraced tho
views of modern criticism ho 1 sunply romancing.  Not a sirglo
idea of any vatue hasbeen added by tho modern methods to the
historical representation of Uhrist.  Any change that has been urged
has been in the direction rather of obscuring our view ; becauso it
has tended to limit the ranye of our authentic accounts of Jesus
and his teaching.  For example, the tendency of modern criticiam is
to raiso doubts about the Johaunean origin of tho fourth Gospel.
But if this were not written by John it was written at a later
period—somo time in the second century. And if written in the
sccond century, its accounts of the discourses and actior:s of Jesus
are largely conjectural and tho product of mystical speculation.
Thev must consequently ba sct aside when we are formiog our
conception of the Great Teacher. But if the fourth Gospel is barred,
then some of tho most iniportant and charactenstic viewa of Jesus
must Le dropped ; aud accordingly our knowledge of Him must bo
curtailed—~modificd s0 as to lower rather than exalt our conception
of Him.
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A good deal that Mr. Mclnnes aays about *“welioving Christ on
His own authority,” and recogniring Him as the ** acll-evidencing ™
Christ, is confusing ard misloading. It is evidontly introduced ava
sort of alternative way of becoming acquainted with Jesus, over
againat tho common way of knowing Him through the Scriptures as
if there was ono way of secing L hnist, namuly, through the reveating
word, and anothor way, through tho self ovidencing Christ.  But s
this sccond ~ay a reality * 1s it not a mero fiction, a mere name for
a bascless ldea ? Caun any man get 8 correct and soul-satisfying view
of Jesus otherwise than through the Scriptures, Old aod New * Mr.
M Iones may think lic 1s talking of a reality, and others may be
imposed upon by s contident asaertion, but in tiuth he s smply
unpostag upon histaclf and others by a phantom.

His ““seeuitn of aeerng Chrest' mny be nccepted. 1t 15 with hie
way of sceing Christ that wo find fault.

He ciones with & glowimng and grandiloquent paragraph upon the
new theology, foc if tho Higher Urittetsm has ot yet formulated a
system of theology 1t 1a to have one, and Mr, Mclunos kindly gives
us an outlino of it.

The tirst dogma 18 to bo this: * ( hrist Himsolf is to be tho
sole rule of hfe.” and the result of thia new rule will o that the
Christian of the future ** wili no longer timp along Iaden with m-
numerable fotters which gall him at every limp.”  Tho rule of faith
ia to bo Christ, and tho great aim of hfo is to be Christlikeness.
This 18 very good and does not seem to differ much from what we
hear every dsy and are very famaliar with. One thing we would
liko to know, however, 18 this. How are wo to ace and kunow Chriat
—to becomo acquainted with His hife and example and enjoy His
guidanco ?  1s 1t to be through the medium of the Scriptures? Aro
wo still to search the Scriptures, or ts thero somo other way of
knowing Christ as our examplo and rulo of life? If the former, wa
do not sco how it differs materally oo principlo from the old way,
‘“the lhble, the rule of hife, but if the latter we arc at sca, wo
kuow not where to look or v-hat to do.

A second thing, a fact, not a dogmia:  ‘“ Theology 18 not te be
systematized 22l rationalized as at present. It is to bo Biblical
a historical setting.”  This will give fine scope to the uew n.cthods,
aud o dolightful rango for nvw aud startling results.

The third thing —a dogma: * The centre, round which all its
parts ust be grouped and to which they must all conform, 1s
Chirist's infallible intuition of the Fatherhood of Gsod.”

This is to ditferentiato tho new systems from the old so clearly
that no one can inako a mistake about it. *' The popular theology
has been shaped by philosophers and scholastice, and has iucorpor-
ated into it eicments of Hebrew ideals, Rabbinical traditious, (ireck
speculations and Roman jurisprudence and polity. The new
theology is to ve the theology of Christ, who alons is the pure
fountsn head of Divine truth.  The root idea of the present theol-
0.y 8 tho sovereignty of God,—God an autocrat ; man a subject, a
rebel and a crinal.  Thero is too much of the forensic in the old
theology.” This is all to be discarded in the new, whose root idea
wall be the I'athethood of God. Tho sovercignty of tiod 18 to be
still recognized, but it is not to bo the sovereguty of a rulor, but of
a Father. All this is a very ingenious preparation for getting rid of
the doctrinc of atoncment and the vicarious work of Christ, which,
I think, we may venturo to atfirm, will have no place in the now
theolegy any moro than they havo in the thcoiogy of Theodore
Parker. Sulfering and chastisement are rocogmzed as reforming
iofluences, and these, endured by the sinner, are apparently all that
is nceded by way of atonement, all of which is only a round about
way of reaching a position long ago attained by abler men. In
Theodore Parker and the Modern School of Unitarians, represented
by James Martincau, Mr. Mclanes will find kindred apirits and
beautiful things said and taaght about the self-evidencing Christ,
His intuition of tho Father, and the Fatlorhood of God that may
ovon pale his own cloquont sentences.  Aud whon he goes to them
and lays before them his new discovery which is to savo the Church

from impending overthrow, he will, no donbt, receive from them a
very learty welcome. But they will also be able to show him that
his positions have been found and proclaimed long ago, and by these
good aad eminently wise men he will be assured that long before he
was born tho danger to tho Church, which now a'arnis him, had
been seen and warning given. He will be told that shelter and
rescue have been offered the imperilled Church again and again, but
she has all along turncd a deaf ear and persisted in going her own
way. And we are very much mistaken if the Preabyterian Church
does not give Mr. Mclones similar treatmont and resolve to go for.
ward in her course, taking all risks of shipwreck and run from the
dangers against which he warns hor. Mr. Mclnnes can find many
sympathiscrs and many kindred spirits in modern Unitarianism, bus
wo trust not in tnodern Prosbyterianism, cither under the southern
croas or in northern climea,

2. There came wise men (Greek, Magt, sages). Ori-
ginally a class of priests ameng the Persians and Medes,
who formed the king's privy council, and who cultivated
astrology, medicine, and occult natural science. They
are frequently referred to by ancient authors,  Herodo-
tus speaks of them as a priestly caste of the Medes,
and as interpreters of dreams.  Afterwards the term
was applied to all Eastern philosophers. They are
men of rank and wealth and learning from the far
East, representatives of all that is best in the old civil-
1zations of the world. Daniel became president of such
an order in Babylon (Dan. ii: 48). The Gospel does
not tell how many in number these wise men were, but
tradition has made them three, from the number of their
gifts, and represents them as kings,—-* three kings of
the Orient.”  From the East. Here in the plural, refer-
ring to the Eastern regions, probably Persia, since the
Magi were the priestly caste of the Zoroastrian religion,
the religion of Persia, and hence were not idoiaters, but
worshippers of the one Gad under the emblem of fire.
To Jerusalem, the capital of the country, these strangers
would naturally come to find the king of the country.,

The Expectation of the Messiah in the World. * 1n
the far East the Chinese, the Japanese, and other kin-
dred nations, have cherished and immemorial tradition
that God was to descend upon earth in visible form, to
enlighten men’s ignorance in persor and redeem them
from their sins. Zoroaster taught the Persians con-
cerning Christ.  He declared that in the latter days a
pure virgin should conceive, and that, as soon as the
child was born, a star would appear, blazing, cven at
noonday, with unduiminished lustre.  ** You, my sons,”
exclaimed the venerable seer, * will perceive its rising
before any other nation.  As soon as you see the star,
follow it wheresoever it leads you, and adoie the mys-
terious child, offering your gifts to him with the pro-
foundest humility. He is the Almighty Word which
created the heavens.”

Whence arose this Expectation?  Without doubt
from the Jews, who were scattered everywhere, with
their Scriptures and their hopes, since the Babylonish
captivity. Daniel himself was a prince, and chief
among this very class of wise men.  His prophecies
were made known to them: and the calculations by
which he pointed to the very time when Christ should
be born became, through the Book of Daniel, a part of
their ancient literature.

The Star in the East.  Welearn from astrononucal
calculations that a remarkable conjunction of the planets
of our system tcok place a short time before the birth
of our Lord. It was the conjunction of the bright
planets Jupiter and Saturn, close together at vne point
of the heavens. The attention of the whole astronomical
world was called to the sight; and this scemed to draw
notice to another sight,—-the appearing of a new star
in the constellation of the Serpent.  The glorious spec-
tacle continued almost unaltered for several days, when
the planets again slowly separated, came to a halt, and
then Jupiter again approached to a conjunction for the
third time with Saturn, just at the time the magi may be
supposed to have entered the holy city, in December.

A Hint to Sabbath-School Superintendents.

Unity in thought and teaching in our Sabbath-school
lessons is most desirable. It gives spice and interest to
the work, and develops the sympathy of teachers one
with another.

A Timely Letter.
Rouxo Buncawow, Nxwena Eutaa,
Ceylon, May 7th, 1894,

Rev. Mo, WiLkig, —Several " Jatlua young
men now working in India have mentioned 1n
their leticrs to us the fect that the Canadian
Mission contemplated the reducing of the work
of the English Middle School, and of employ-
ing some of tho teachers as preachers in the
vitlages.

We have known you for a long time, having
had tho privileyo of travelling otit with your
wifo and yourself to the East, and writc asa
friend to say that as far as tho expenience of
this Mission goes you would be lusing your
huld on the higher castes and moro influcntial
classes by giving up higher educational work
amoug tho.

Formerly the American Ceylon Mission had
somevery poadschoolsin North Ceylon. A dep.
utation came from the home Soctety and cut
down all the educatioua! wark, degrading the
seminaries for young men and young women
to vernacular institutions, and turning out in
one day 5,000 children from tho mission day
schools (** as an oflering to Siva,"” said oune of
the older missionaries), reduciog the Medical
Mission work, and the work of the mission
}ntinting press, and turning all the mission
iolpors out into tho district as itinerant
preachers.  This was done by the deputation
and the voto of the younger missionarics
agaiost tho earnest and tearful protests of the
venerablo missionsries who hal been for many
years in thecouutry.

‘The result proved that this policy was a
mistake, and it was only after twenty years
that wo i. c. the nissionaries, were able to
bring Lack the work to its foriner standivg and
‘.milﬁ up the schools, medical work and print.
inyg operations to their former or nearly their
former position. In tho mcentime we had
lost goldon opportunities for influencing and
moulding the characters of the rising youth
who are now the leading Government ollicials
and wen of influctce in the proviuce and in
other parts of the island.

It vas from tho olit scminary at Batticotts
when it was in itstlourishiug condation that
those who are now our oldest and best pastors
came. For nearly twonty years the mission
was ~ot ablo to produce such thoroughly
traincd alloround well.equipped men.  Now
during tho last fourteen years they hava built
up the work agai+ and are sending out well
trained men and ssnen fram their achools,
and Ly these schools exercising a controlling
Christian influonce on the community at large.

1f you abandon yourstrong educational work
at Ujjain yon may bo able in the next ten o1
twenty years to gather in a considerable num
ber of converts frow 1 mong the poor and ignor-
ant proplo of the villages, but at the same
time you will have lost your influcnce oves
hundreds and hundreds of the rising youths ot
the upper and wore influential classes, haviny
turned  them over to utterly ungodiy or o
heathen influences in these formation perio
of their Jives, and thus sent them out to work
not as your friends and helpers, as mght hare
boon tho case, but as your opposers.

If the cainmission had bLeen to disciploa ~w
hiero »ud thete of those casiest to reach the
matter would have been ditlerent, but as the
commissson istodisciplo all uations, ato we not
bound to give the Gospel to the high casto a«
well asto the low? Are we not bound to
** preach the Gospel to cvery creature,” and
arc they not creatures to w}vxom it muat be
preached ?
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Where and how can it be preached so
cffectively as day by day by a beloved
teacher to his cluss of listenmg studentn? If
the teachera can butinfluance the chiracters
of the hundieds of hoys who pass thiough
their schiools, they i turn may nflucnce
huandreds more, and your school will be o
power, a giowing power, for good in the city
and district.

This work nced not interfere at all with
your village work.  On the vontrary, it will
help it by raising up helpers for at from
amony the conserts mede in the school.

The old saying is, ** You do not need u
razor to cut a hedge fence.” You do tot
surely require Lighly paid and ighly edn
cated helpers, tahing l{mn out of the high
school, to nse them in itinerating work
tho villages.

I am sure that if you only made known at
home the work this school had done and
could do, you could casily, aven from private
sources, or from the home socicty, get fuuds
with which to carry it on.

Please eacuse me for writing so freely and
fully. Iwnte astoa brother in Christ, and
from no other motive buta wish that your
mission should mnot, cven at oune of its
stations, make the mistahe mado by the
AC. ML in yeurs gone by.
