' The failure of the New Orleans Eaposition to come up to’thc cxpecta-
tious of its projuctors and patrans has been variously attributed to its
distance from the gieat centies of population, to delays in completing the
buildings and perfecting exhibits, to bad weather, tolack of transportation
facilitics, insullicicnt accommodatione, igh railroad fares and rate of
board, cte.  Anything chse?

An cffort is now being made by the British Government to purchase
from the French the privileges which are secured to them upon the c.ast of
Newfoundland by formal treaty.  The presence of this foreign element has
been a constant source of annoyance to the inhabitanta of that ancient col-
ony, and it is time in the interests of peace and good government that the
riphts of the French to monopolize the bust fish-drying postiens of the coast
of Newfoundland should cease to exist.

The anti-slavery socicty in Great Britain are natutally disappointed at
the result of the expedition to Khartoum, and strenuous cfforta are now
being made to awaken an interest in the Soudanese question. Itisto be
Lioped that some scheme may be evelved by which the crucl slave-trade of
the Upper Nile may be prevented. Philanthropy may do much, but 1t is
nut all-powerful, and for the present, at least, it is difficult to see what
action could be taken by the society that would forever stamp out this
iniquitous traffic in human beings.

If the prestige of the Mounted Police stationed in the Canadian North-
West has been sufficient in past years Lo cenable a comparative handful of
men to overawe and hold in check the semi bactarous Indian tribes of that
region, that prestige must hasc suficred severely duting the fecent rehellion,
and it is doubtful whether the Indian warrivrs will evet again learn to res:
pect and dread o budy of men, who, in the hout of danger, wese content to
simply act upon the defensive, preferring the comparative safety of the forts
to exposure and danger in the field.

The itub and steel industsies su the United Swtes west of the Alieghanies
have seeenily shut down uwing w the strike of upwards of onc hundred
tLousand wurkinen, cutisequent upwi & seductivn of from twenty to twenty-
five pes cent in the wages paid ihic empluyees.  The loss o thes employers
which results frum the lusing of theis foundnies aud malls a5 very greay,
but the production of steel and icon goods at the present market price
would be ruinous. The immediate ovtiook in this trade is far from en-
couraging.

The three provincus of British Burmiah which were confederated in 1562,
since which time they have been cunuoiled by «he Indian government, are
now agitating the questivn of sepataung frum India,in which case they
would be formed into 2 crown colony. The morchants of Rangoon are
now pressing this matter upon the consideration of the British Minister,
chiming that the best interests of the province would be served thereby.
Neglect upon the part of the Indian government 13 the assignable reason
of this movement,

Most of our readers have heard of Mr. Frolinghuysen who lately died
at his home in Newark, New Jersey. After this distinguished statesman's
term of office as Secretary of State te President Arthur’s Cabinet had
expired, and he had retired to his home, he made this very eignificant
remark in reply to an interviewing ceporter. ** My only desire is to live a
useful hfe among my old neighbors—this yiclds more happiness than puli-
tics” Tbe significance of this remark arises manly from the fact that he
who made it had filled with a succesa that elicited almost universal applause
various high offices of State, and as a public man had won more popular
approbation than is usually hestowed on partizin office-holders. His last
officia! services were in the must Lunvutabic pusiion—with tho single excop-
tion of the Presidential Chait—in the gift of his country.  Yet he finally
conclule! that his highest earthly bappioe.  wuid foliow from his leading
a quiet, useful life, in his own town, amung hus vid acighbors.

Owing to the fears freely expressed since 2 ferr weeks that the French-
Canadian clergy would make a stubborn effore to secure Louts Riel's
acquittal, many will be pleased to hear that Riel is being strongly de-
nounced by some of the most prominent and influcntial of that body.
Even Archbishop Tache, of St. Boniface, Manitoba, who was at one time
believed by many to entertain some sympathy for the rebel leader, has
been, it appears, ever since the beginning of the insurzection, free enough,
tho' moderate, in his conderanation of it and all its promoters, The
Catholic Herald thus rcfers to the utterances of His Grace on this head
when he was in Ottawa subsequent to the capture of Riel :

“ He cxprosses freely his sense of the folly of Riel's conduct, and has
no sympathy with the rebol in it's defeat and impnisonment.  He regards
Ricl as an encmy of the Catholic Church, aad a dangsrous man to any

A telophione was then repeatedly turned end for end in such a
way that its north aud evuth Jules were alteinately the uppermoss, and at
cach reversal a zruck was Leard in all the teluphones, resulting from the
induction of tho Earth on tiw centril magnet, It the experiment Lo made
with an induction bobbin only, the erack 1« extromely feeble, due m that
¢aso to tho induction of the Euth on the hobbin.  The telephone may be
replaced by « magoet wrupped with insulated wire,  The degreo of gensi-
bility of tho telephones can Vo determined, if the axis of rotation of the
magnet employed iu the expeniment bo brought littlo by hittls nearer to
that of the inclining apparatus,

SCIENTIFIC BASEBALL

Scionce hasg come to the aid of baseball players, and annuunces, for the
benefit of batsmon who are ambiticus to make heavy hits, that the ball
should bo struck at the angle of twenty-threo degrees in order to send it
to tho greatest poasible distance. Kepeated oxperiments with artillory
have proved that a ball fired frum a cannon at this angle will carry further

CLEAN CELLARS NECESSARY FOR HEALTIHY ITOMES.

In city and country alike, it is the dark corners. the neglected and
littlo used places in o house, which most frequently coutributo to its
unbealthfulness, and in ways which are the more inxidivus hecauso 8o often
unsuspected. Iu this reapect the cellars of many hounes have much to
answer for, for thoy ure gendrally dark and damp, with no direct raya of
tha sun to kill the meplitic gazea which always seck th we low levels, and
no ventilation to disperse them, evon where the collurs themselves a1 not
made tho depositories of cant-off rubbish and vegetablo refuse.  Thorefore
the warning cannot bo too often given, eapecially i the xpring, when so
many families move into now housen, and when the goud housewifs gen-
erally enforces the most thorbugh cleaning and overhauling of the year, to
Jook to it that the cellar is nut neglected.  Ther ceshings and walls should
be plastered and whitewashed or calcimived whers posably, to keep them
dry and clean, and tho occupants should provent themr ecllars above all
thingsa cluo from becoming ¢ puke holes” for rubbish; the floors shonld bo
wrell paved or comented. to keep out emanations frum the suil ; and whero
this can be done, thoy should be ventilated by keeping open, in dry
woather, windows or dor.a communicating with the vutsde air.  Emaxnativns
from collars do not kill in a night ; they are but too frequontly nut noticed
at all, although damp snd mouldy cellars have undoubtedly done much to
undoerminoe tho health of many families.  Thus collar air 1 taken up through
tho rooms of a house graduslly, and in ~mall duses at & time, but the
warmor air of tho upper rooms produces an upward current overy time tho

collar door is opened, ard neglect in regird to this mutter is sure t ontail
sorious consegquonces becau~o the real reason is 89 often overlooked.

Tho onginal building, put up for
the use of the Church of Englind Servico somo g'(-nra ago, having heen
refused by tho Trustoos to Mr. Murray, the Clergy have purchased a lot of
1snd, and presented it to the Church, hiave equipped a small Church, and aro
prossouting tho work of the Church of England to the great satisfaction of
the inh:bitants,

A baraar, for which great proparations havo boea made for somo time
past, wall be hold early in July, for tho bonefit of 5t.

CATHOLIC.

A war veteran tells in the ““Boston Journal” of his surpriss on discovering
the breadth of Catholic charity, when it was his lot to exporience it in per-
son. Ho was one of a body of wounded zoldiers bound homeward after
Gettysburg, who twero temporarily detained on tho streot near a Catholic
church in Baltimore, Md. ‘Thoe well-dressed, rofined ladies on their way to
church at once surrounded the invalids, and insisted upon dressing their
wounds, and serving them with refreshments. His own words were—*From
the church came a genteol-lookinyg and most ladylike nun, advanced in yeare.
I learnt afterwards that she was the daughter of a well-known and wealthy
family, tut at an ecarly uge choso to become a ‘Sister’ of a religious order.
Sho quietly sct to work holping to dress our wounds, and giving durections
in matters whore she was bettor informed than those around her. At hot
command a strotcher was brought, and, despite my mild romonstrances, 1
was conveyed to tho intorior of the building. Here sho porformed her
friendly service with as much skill and horoism ns the most experienced
nurso could have ccmmanded, snd when my wound had been cleansed, my
soiled and bloody garmonts exchanged for now ones, my appetito satisfied
with stcoming hot coffeo and toast, and I lay comfortably upon a beneh,
whila a fan was waving gently to and fro boforo my face, I foucied thero was
not a king in tho wido world who felt any better or happier than I. Born
sud raised in 8 Now England tows whero Catholics were almost unknown,
my religious training, what Jittlo I had received, had lod mo to look upon
thez: as somewhat exclusive ond shut up within thomselves. I had read, of
course, of their charitablo work, and of their great dovotion to suffesing
humanity, but T had the mistaken idea that all, or noarly all, of their offorts
woro in behall of those of their own way of thinking., But I took it all
back thore and then, and thought that if the 1eligious teachers of my boy-
hood days could have been upon the spot, thoy, too, would have said with
me that, after all, accidents of race and creed are of little account when the
real welfare of humanity is at stake.”

If they be
occasionally mismanaged, and led into absurd extremes, it dues not fullow
that they ouglit to bn condemned 1n their entirety ; it mimply follows that
into them, as iuto all other things human, abuses aiv liable to creep. The
following very pertinent and scnsible remarks on this subject are fromy the
Bangor Induatrinl Jou=nal,—one of the bLest edited journals of its class
with which we are acquainte.] i—

not trades-unmions failures? If we conline oursclves to certain points of
obscrvation the conviction is forced upon the mind that suclt is the case,
but probably a broader range of vision would show that while these indus.
trial combinations have their disadvantages, they also bave their advantages
and benefits.  In taking a philosopnical view of the situaticn the rights and
intercsts of the laboring man should be as carefully and conscientiously
considered as those of the employers,  No just or equitalile determination
of this much-vexed question car. be made, unless the natural rights of both
sides be taken into account.  From this broad position, trades-univns can-
not be faid to be useless or, in_the maiy, filurca,

this principle.  The State i+ but a combination of individuals who )oin
hands under the form of law for the purpose of protecting each other's
interests and receiving protection.
necessatily wrong. A very strong cvidence of the correctness of this pro-

osition_may be seen in the combinations which employers themselves
indulge in frora time to time. These associations, formed of classes who
have a comnion intercst and a common peril, are founded in a necessity,
and, if properly conducted, are commend=ble. The troubly has been, and
pethaps ever will be, in the abusc of the power and advautage which arise
under such comhinations, Fire and water are useful clements when re-
strained under proper bounds—they are even indispensable elements, and
contribute more largely than any others to man's enjoyment and benefit—but
once let them obtain the mastery, and what do we see? On the one hand we
have fierce conflagraticas destroyiug the noblest works of man, on the other
we have the havoc and destruction which only the tornado and the flnod
can work. \Vith trades-unions we have also a great power for good—a
power alike beneficial to the workman and his employer—but this power
must 2nd should be controlled within reasonable limits ; otherwise, like fire
and water when unrestrained, it will work with most destructive influence.”

EDUCATIONAL REFORM.

The rapid improvement which has been made in cducational mothods
during the last few years has led to the creation of a rather misleading
term—the “ New Xducation.” ]
teaching is new only in its widespread influence ; in its ongm, hike so
many apparently new things, it is very old.
the young ideas how to slwot," (he was both a teacher and a writer on
archery) in the t6th century, practised, or at leaat professed to pracuse,
certain methods which the advanced cducationalists of to-day are strugglng
to render gencral. The wave next struck Germany, bringing into promi-
pence the eminent names of Comenius, Ratich and Sturm.  In the 18th
century Rousscau’s ¢ Emile’ revived the movement, which was largely
helped on by Basedow and Pestalozzi. The last named is the greatest and
most remarkable of educational reformers. He became a school-master out of
pure philanthropy : he was extremely poor (of course he lived in the last
contury) ; he was himself almost uneducated, and knew nothing of the
experience of other teachers; he acquired a reputation for lack of know-
ledge, judgment, power of government, aud common sense.

‘The principles contended for by these educationalists are based upon
nature’s methods, They proceed from the concrete to the abstract, from
the known to the unknown ; they require the pupil to teach himself, the
teacher only directing bis movements ; they discountenance all coercion ;
they allow nothing to be committed to memory until it is understood.

Many of the greatest inventions have been made by men who could
never apply them well.  So it was with these reforms. Rousseau was not
a teacher, and Pestalozzt confessed to *“ an unrivalled incapacity to govem."
But the value of their ideas has been demonstrated by the experience of
practical men ; and it would be well if everyone who engages in the work
;)t: dc(:.iucation would base his practicc upon iae principles which they have
aid down.

HERAT.

From time immemorial, Herat, which is frequently styled the “Hilt of
the Sword of Afghanistan,” has oceypied an important place in the world’s
history.

I;y the early dawn of civilization Herat was the acknowledged metropo-
lis of the Aryan poople, and for centuries it was occupied by the descend-
ants of Timur, and was regarded as onc of the most favored cities in
Central Asia.  The strategical position of Herat, has long caused it to be
a bone of centention among the surrounding tribes, and its preseat ruler has
experienced great difficulty in retaining his hold upon 1, o%ing to the dif-
ficulties of communication between Herat and the Capital. The city,
which contains a population of about twenty-five thousand, is situated in a
beautiful valley, formed by two spurs of the Hindoo Koosh Mountains,
This valley has been rendered exccedingly fruitful by a superb sysiem of
irrigation, it being estimated that the food supply now produced would find
about one hundred and fifty thousand persons, in addition to the present
native population. From Herat radiate the great caravan routes direct to
Kandahar, Cobul, Bokara, Suisten, Meshed, Merv and Khiva, to Kermon,
to Yegd, and to Ispahan. . .

The fortifications of Ierat, which arc of an 1mgosmg character, are
| nevertheless weak and insecure ; and it is doubtful whether under present

conditions the city could be successfully held for more than two days ogaiost
a well-cquipped foe, like Russiz. The citadel, which is 2 huge artificial
mound, two hundred and fifty foet in width at the base, and fity fect in
height, is surmounted Ly a wall twenty-five feet high and fourteen feet
thick at the base. 'The city, however, is dominated by high hills which ren-
der its present fortifications practically uscless. )

nroximity :o the boundaries of Persia and Tastary give to it an importance
from a military stand-point beyond that which it would otherwise have.
This the Russians have not been slow to realize, and their movements in

GLADSTONE.

The acceptance by the Queen of the resignation of the Premier will no
doubt enable Mr. Gladstone to retire from public hife to enjoy that well-
camed peace and quict which he has g0 long coveted. Mr. Gladstone has,
during Yxis career of upwards of half a century, scen many reforms
carried into effect which mark the Britain of to-day as compared with that
of the early years of hung William IV. In the outsct of his public life
Gladstone was a most pronounced conservative, and though a somewiiat
young politician. he vigorously opposed the emancipation of the negroes in
the West Indies. His subsequent career proved him to be possessed of
more liberal views than he gavo promiso of in early life, and the peculiar
circumstances in which he was placed finally led him to throw in his lot
with the moderate liberal party of the kingdom. His wide-spread infiucnce
in Britain was due to his frcedom from the taint of political corruption,
rather than to hie administrative ability; and his record, though by no
means brilliant, i4 one of which any jonest man might well feel proud. His
successar in office, Lord Salisbury, will find it difficult to frame a domestic
and foreign policy that will be scceptable to the people’s representatives.
With Ireland in semi-rebellion, the Soudan given up to the plundering
hordes of the Mahdi, and the Russians threatening British supremacy in
Porsia sad Afghanistan, Lord Salisbury will indeed renuire a more than
average amount of foresight and sagacity, if he wouly rclizve the nation
from the vexatious complications of to-day, and again place her in her
proper position in the vanguard of civilization.

WILL IT PAY THE FARMER?

The speeial adaptability of the ~oil and climute of Nova Scotia for the
raising of sherp were sumowhat crudely referred to by a correspondent of
the Woltville (endiun, in o recent nnmber of that journa), but although
the etylo of the urticle was somuwhat abrupt in its tenor, the common sense
.:fap.lnyod by its author fully compenaated fur the want of cleganco in its
diction.

Mauy of vur farmers labor under the delusion that their deposits in
the «aving's hank will bring them i a better retuen than would result from
any outlay they might make in improving their farms, stock, cte. This 1s
+ mistake, and, roonar or luter, the agriculturalists and stock-raisors of this
country will learn that the best investmenta thoy om make aro those which
immediatoly aftect the sealth-producing powers of their own property.

A farmer who keops but a sl flock of sheop cannot fairly cstimato
tho regults which would acerne wors the numbera of his flock t-n tizes as
great.  Tho truth is that furming in this country is too general ; the eoffort
appmp to be to secure a variety of productsrather than to 1nsure oxerllenco
in onn or wore  The man who faue ¢s that ho can mako moyre muncy by
keoping & fow hens, a fow turkeys, a fow geess, o fuw sheep, and a fow
pigs, thay he ean by sivipg bia full time and athettion to the care of o
poultry-rard will in *he end find himsell Lttle better off than ho was at
the ontart I come of our farmers would dispose of their poultry and
pige. and stork their farns with flucks of Svuthdown and Choviot eheop,
the veuture wonld undouhtedly Lring them in 8 gued return, and each yeot
would find them in o better positin to take advantago of the experivnco
which they would undoubtedly gain by giving special attontion to the caro
of onao class of animals,

We should like vut tesders ia the country tu give the Critic tho benefit
of their views upen this question, and as wo have among our subscribers
many of the leading Aguicultumlists of the Provines, wo may reasonably
hopo that this joarmal may bo the weans of diffusing much valuablo
information upon questious which ure of vital 1nterest to our farmers.

To traco the personal characteristics of an author in his writings is in
fome cwes o sourco of interest; in othurs it tenda to weaken the hold
which he may have already gained. It his peouliaritiva aro such a8 endear,
or even such as are casily tolernted, he becotaes an eslevmea porsonal
friond ; if on the other hand thoso peculiaritices aro such as wo can noither
admire nor condone, tho less wo know about them tho Lotter,

It is customary to divide authors into objective and subljective ; the
formor porsossing, liko Shukspore and Seott, the power of going complotely
outside of themsolves and treating thoeir subject from a pornt of view wuite
independent of their own characters, whilo ‘the latter always reveul them.
rolves, not meroly by thar literary stylo, but by their very sentiments. Of
tho objective elasa of writers, who possess genius of the highest dramatie
order, wo have hero nothing to «wy.  We wish to glance at a fow of the
subjective writors in order to learn how far a writer's porsonality may be
enjoyed by the general nader,

Tho lofty idealizing power, tho refined classical taato, the profound re-
ligious fervor of Milton; the gentle manlincas of Addison ; the burly
strength, and honest independence of Sam, Johnson ; oven the sympathetic
tendernces of that embodiment of human weaknosses, Goldsmith, cast over
the reader’s mind and affoctions a spoll more potent than any mere admira.
tion for iniollectual greatness can pro” wo.  Theso authors bring us withip
the rango of their pereonal influenco ; wo learn to know thom perzonally,
and to like them. On the other hand thore are authors who roveal personal
characteristics which repol rather than atract us.  Lven Thomas Carlyle,
with his brilliant powers of cxpression and his mighty grasp of intelloet
ovinces in his writings qualities of hear, which provent our liking him per.

sonally. Thero is no doubt that this want of sympathy with him as a man
has largely impaired the popularity of his writings, and will shorten the
pormanoncy of his fame. :

In the field of journalizm the vffects of hetraying gool or bad personal
qualitics are no les< decided than in that of cuthomship.  Not to go abroad
for examples, wo have in our midst Dowspapurs whoso lvading editorials
always consist of an effusion of malirious Sarcasm.  (n attompting to wade
through theso torrents of vituperation, rige, and mis-statomont, ono pictures
to himsclf a journalist whose faco is distorted with the pangs of dyspupsia
and whore conversation is saturated with the * gall of bitterness,” Thoro iy
an evening paper in this city, it is needless to specify 1t wore partienlarly,
whoeo editorialx are so uniform in their malice, narrownoss and disregard of
fact that, ziven the first suntonco as o koy-note, the rest might be supplied in
suhstance by any constant reader of tho paper.

Whether in journalism or in authorship, a writer may tafuly betray any
personal qualitics which would not stand 1n the way of our liking him as o

AMR. SANDFORYD FLEMING ON THE INDIANS.

In hin vilume “ From OId to Now Woestminstor,'’ Mr Sandi~nl Floming
has a chapte. vn the Indians which 18 worth reading just now 1o is a
writor who mast eortainly have seon a good deal of the Indians, and who
has had to deal with thewn from tho benoevolont as well s the practieal point
of viow, and lus opinions aro thereforo of valuo, '

Ho deals with tho subject from two points of viow, £rst from the point
of pativnt benovoleneo, and noxt srom ts,mt of tho practical man. Concorn-
ing the difficulty of civilizing thw Indian ho BAYS t—

* Wo must, on our sule, ﬁo reasonablo in our speculations. Weo must
remembor that thoe Indiay Lus nover bron habituated to steady labour, and
it should not bo a mattor of bowilderment if ho is vacillating and irregular
in accopting that condition. For couatloss gonerations his lifo has beon
Domadic. {Io has beon lord of tho soil, bred o warrior, and tho whiteman
who has boon tho causo of this changoe 1 his condition skould bear with
him and bo patient, and extend him holp and aid. It is not ouly the
Indian who finds it hard to accopt the lifs of monotonous employment day
out and day in, Many of our race who ut a somewhat advanced period in
their career are aot down to patient cffort, find it no littlo of a trial.”

That is perfectly true ; and it is recognized by all wiso men who know that
human probloms soldom yield to sudden solutions, and who mover talk,
or write, cr act, in a panic on any subject that touches the improvemont of a
goucration of mankind it any condition of civilization.
When Mr. Floming comes to cousidor what amploymont thy Indian can
bo placed in ho bas a practical suggoestion to otfor. “Thoro is much,” he
ays,  in tho Indian character by which they aro fitted for paculiar omploy-
mont ; a3 gnardians of rivors, as hordsmon 23 boatmon ; and thoy have
exiraordinary aptitude for any calling which oxacts readinets of resource
and quickness of porcaption.” He refere, aleo, to tho skill which the Indians
show in boat building, the handiness they oxhibit in mills, ofo., and says,
** ns forestar and geardian of the obsorvanco of somo of tho gamo laws ho
would bo invaluable ; and it is only by strict obsorvance of our regulations
with regard to the scason in which fish and gamo can be hunted and killed
that its proservation can bo assured.”
Wb are capecially concerned as a pf‘oplo in the maintonance of a peaceful
Eolioy regarding tho Indians. Tho po 1y that has boon Foretofore pursued
as heen a policy that has had so much the admiration of mankind that it
would be most unise to recklossly abandon it. Just now many counsels of
abandonmant are offored. We do not think thay aro councils of perfection ,
and fortunately they are councils whirh ng ono who has over had auy
responsibility for Indian welfaro has ovor ontertained with soriousmoss.—
Zoronto Mail,

The tido of immigration to the United States continues to obb, The
arrivals at the chief ports during the ton months ouding with April aggro.
gats but 275,468, as against 371,625 during tho ton months ending with
April, 1884, At this rato tho total for the fiscal ye ir which closes on June
30, will bo only about 385,000, or scarcoly half tho aggregate for the twolve-
month onding with Juno, 1882, Tho influence of business prosperity and
depression is always plainly visible in thoe statistis of immigration. During
the flush times which followed tho war, the total kopt rising until it had
reached 459.803 in the year ending on June 30, 1873, Tho panic arreatod
this moveincnt, aud the aggrogato kept sinking year by year until it had
fallen to only 138,469 in tho fiscal Year of 1878.  As businozs improved, the
pendulum began swinging tho other wa » a0d this timo 1t went further than
ovor bofore, tho twolve months which closed with June, 1883, reaching the
onormous totul of 788 992, From this lofty mark 1t foll 1n the next year to

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COMMERCIAL AND FINANCIAL

COMMERCIAL.

The past week has been ono of considerable activity in the wholesale
grocory trade, and most of our merchints have goul reasvn to bo pleased
with their sales for that periud. Thete has been a gose W for sugsr and
molasses from the country, so that the stocks of thass articles have suffersd
s marked dimiuution. Thoero has also been o gpurited eall for fisy, oud
prices in tho kinds used for Hume consumption have somewhat stiffened.
All kinds of country produce in season have beer arniving rathor wore
frovly than usval, and mecting with a ready sale. There has also been
cobsidorablo speculation 1n tobacco, immensy sales being made daily. duty
paid. 1t is oxpected that & heavy iucreaso in the duty will take place
within a fow days, and as wholesalers like a make a littlo vxtra profit to
cheor thew up, they aro investing protty largely.

Froun continues to declino and is fast gotting down to tho point from
which it started to go up somo time ago. There wore very heavy stecks
hero at the time of the rise, and wo fear thore has been a big hole made in
somo people’s profite. Thero has beor. an offort made in the United States
to got tho milis to close down, in order to work off tho fust increasing
stocks which have boen lately coming into New York aloue to the extent of
nearly eighty thousand barrels per weok, and the effort having Luen partially
successful a Brmer tono was given to the market for a fow days, which,
howevor, was lost almost immediately aftorvards. The oxpected short crop
is the only thing that keops the market in any kind of shape. Some of the
stocks will likely sour in tho het weather, but wo don’t think thoro is much

fear of that happening hore, as, a8 a usual thing, we only buy from hand to
mouth,

Suoan has becomo very quiot lately, and tho oxcitemont has about all
cooled down. Most of our heavy buyers having stocked up heavily at the
commencoment of the advance, aro not buying to any oxtent., Oulside
murkets have becomo more quiet, and s considersble part of the advance
has been lost. As the preserving scason is now on in the United States,
this fact does not look very promising to holders of large stocks, and we
should not be surprised to seo a farther decline soon. Wo havo only one

rofinery at work and two closed, noither of which appear anxious to resume
work.

Movasses.—There is a gogd deal of differenco of opinion sbout this
articlo. Advices from the West Indios ways tne market is going up, and
will continue to advance, but there Las not beon any rise so far hero,
although importors are trying hard to get higher prices, which, howover,
they have not been able to accomplish. TLhero does not appear to be much
common stock in the market, and what low gmdoes aro hore do not meet
with the ready salo they formerly did.

Tea.—Tho Euglish market is getting cleaned out in anticipation of the
arrival in August of the new crap, which will bo later than usual this year.
There are considerabls stocks here, somo of wkich is held for an expected
tiso on account of duties which may be puton, so that we have about <s
much as will last until the now arrives,

Burrar.—Thero havo beon soveral large importations from Cinada lately,
and this, together with largo quantidces of cur province make coming to
market, has made up considerable stocks to work off. Prices keep well up,

but any advance is not within the range of probabilities for somo time at
least, .

Cueese touched bottom ebout two weeks ago, and since then thore has
been & gharp advance of one cent to o016 cent and o half. The prospects at
the opening of the scason wero for extremely low figures for the summer,
but the recent advance has put all calculations to flight, and holders who

had large stocks on which thoy expected to lose monoy have suddenly found
themselves considerably better off.

Eags aro becoming scarce, and although prices cannot be said to be much
highor,-still they may go up ot any moment, especially as large buyers aro
