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PASTORAL LETTER
Of the most Rex., the SArchbishop, and the Right
Reo , the Bishaps, of the Roman Catholic Church
tn the United States of America, assembled in
Provincial Council at Baltimore, in May, 1343,
o the Clergy and Laity of their charge.

Vengrable Brethren of the Clergy and DBloved
Brethren of the Laity : Grocr to uwon, and peuce
Jrom God wur Fullor, and our Lord Jesus Christ.
Encouraged by the assurance of our Divine Re-
deemer : “ Where there are two or threc gatber-
ed together in my name, there am Tin the midst
of them ;" we have assembled in cauncil, ac-
cording t> the most ancicn! practice -f the
Church, and having humbiy invoked the Holy
Ghost, we have deliberated on various matters ap-
perinining to the goad order of ecclesiasuical af-
fairs, and the advancement of piety. Before se-
parating, we feel impelled to address you, with a
view 1o umpart to you some spiriluai grace to
strengthen you, and stir you up by admonition to
Iabsur the more, that by good works you may
maoke sure yonr vocation and election. ~ We canl
add nothing o the deposit of revelation committed |
to the special guardianship of Peter aaud the
other apostles, and presevved in the Church of
God, whigh is the pillar and ground of the trlith;
nor dare we take away an iota from it: bud it isg
our duty to exhort you to stand fast in the faith, 1
and to beware, lest, being led away from the errar ’,
of the unwise, you fall from vour awn steadfast.
ness. Gad requires you to captivate every ua-
derstanding in obedience to CLiist, and not to be
wise more 1han it behoveth to be wise, but to be
wise to sobriety.  The pride of man is always
ready o revolt against the truth of God. Confi-
dence in the streneth of our intellectual facalties,
leads vus ‘o scan the depths of Leavenly oy sieries,
and investigate the wosks of God ; but Le that
3s a searcher of moajesty, shall be overwheimed
with glorr.

Public wora
ship and private devotion must be regulated by
the revealed law of God, as declared by his
Church ; fur God must e worshiped in spint
and in truth. Youa should, therefore, never make
acts of religion mere matters of courtesy, wherein
the good pleasure of vour fellow-men might be
regarded rather than the sovereign will of God.
Itis on this account, and 1o avoid all participation
in error, that the Church commands her children
not to communicate in spiritual things with those
who are out of her fold. I+ has nevertheless
come to our knowledue that the consciences of
many independent situations are aggrieved by

Evexatious measures adapted to coerce them into

conformity, under the penalty of wanting bread,
and that in various psblic institutions attendance
at Protestant worsiup is in many instances exacted
of Catholics, notwithstanding the liberty of con-
science which is gnaranteed by the constitution
to all citizens.  We are aware that mere consix
deratinns of order have induced this customn, but
as’t is repugnant to the genius of our institutions,
as well as to the spirit of our religion, we trust
that the proper authorities, on respectful remon-
strance, will afford relief to afflicied contciences.

The transnussion of faith to their children was
a special abject of the solicitude of our fathers ;
for which they thought uv sacrifice too great. It
mustbe your carc, brethren, to _let the preeious
inheritance descend without dimuniton. Yoa
must, therefore, use all diligence that your chil-
dren beinstructed at an early age in the saving
truths of refigion, and be preserved from the con-
tagion of etror.  We have scen with serions
alarm, efforts made 1o pmson the fountains of
public education, by giving it a sectanian hoe,
and accustoming children to the vse of 2 version
of the Bible made under sectarian bias, and plac-
ing m their hands banks of varwas kinds replete
with effensive and  dangerous matter. This is
planly opposed to the f1ee genins of cur eivil in-
Atitet aas. We adionish patents of the awful
account they must give at the divine tribunal,
should their children, by thewr negiest or conniv-
ance, be imbued with false principles;and led
anay from the paths ot salvatian. Parents are
strctly bound, hixe fasthtal Abrakam,to teach their
chnldren tiie truths which Ged has revealed : and
Sty euffer them U be led astray, the souls of
the children wi'l be required at thesr hands.  Let
them, therefore, avail themselves of thewr natural
nights, guaranteed by the laws, and see that ne
intetference wnath the faith of their children bo
used an the pudlic schools, and nn altc.upl made
tonduce conformity i any thing cealsary 1o the

We wouid not judge un-’
kindly of any body ot wen, or of any individuals,
professing to have in view objects of philanthropy
and mutual aid : L2 we cannot conceal our ap-
preheasions that by assuming mere natural prins
ciples as their guide they insensibly prepare
themeselves for discarding revealed religion, so
that some find themselves divested of faith, before
they were consciousof the teadeney and intlu-
ence the society with which they connected them-
selves. We, therefore, feel ourselves bound to
renew thus solemnly our zdmonitions to all who
claim to be membess of the Chnreis, and to re- .
mind them of the scveral decrees of the sovercign
pontiffs in regard to sccret societies, and to de-
clare anew that sacramental absolutier cannet bz *
Jawfully or validly imparted to persons contint-
ing to profrss themselves members of such  seei-

ties. We conjure ali our chuldren in Chnist by

his tender mescies, to shun all such associations,

and through no consideration of interest or fear, *
to continde in aconunectinnso opposed to the

positive laws of the Church, and so dangerousto

the integrity of faith. The privileges of mem-
bership in the greai sociely of the faithful are

granted on condition of obedience to the laws of

the Church ; and are forfeited when =2cis are

dane to wkich the penalty of privation 1s attache

ed.

sufferings of our fellow-men present; in fine,
your sincere virtue will confound those vain men
whose ingenuity and industry nre exerted to cast
sust ition on our princ.,les, and evoke ngainst us
a'l .he worst passions of hwman nature. [let,
th. n, your entire deportment be good, *¢ that
whereas they spenk against you asevil-doers, con-
sidering you by your good works, they may glo-
rify Godin the dav of visitation. For so 1s tho
will of God, that by doing wellyou may. put to
silence the ignorance of foolish men. Whilst
youjustiy prize the civil rights which you enjoy
1n comunon with your fellow-citizens, be mindful
of the allegiance which you awe to the King of
Lings and L.ord of lords. Give o God what. be-
langs to God,the homage of enlightened faith,and
the cheerful obedience of your wills. * As tree,
and not as making liberty a cloak of malice, but
(1 Peterii.

The enormous evils of intempesance, which ne
tongue can pourtray, have given oocarion te tire
adoption of aremedy apparently extreme. Mils
lions in Ireland, and many thousands in this
country, have publicly pledged themselves to 2b-
stain trom the use o) all intoxicating liguors. We
cannot butapprove the determination taken by
such as have had the nusfortune to contract this
dreadful vice : for we have rarely seen tue
drunkard reclaimed. except by the total abandone< -
ment of the accasion of his sin; we also highiy
applavd the generous charity and zeal of such as
tarougih compassion for the unfortunate, have.
stepped forward to share with themn the privauan,
butwe deemit rught o guard against the possi-
ble abure af sn exccllent an institution. It must
be distinctly underi-aad and avowed, that the
modetate use of wine or of 2ny other liguor is,
of itself pesfectly Jawful, singe ¢ every creature
of Gad 15 good, and nothing is to be tejected
waich is received with thanksgiving, for it is
sanclified by the waord of God ond prayer.”

watcheth in vain that keepeth it."" (Psalm
cxxxvi) Let no man presnme on the strength of
hus determination,or on the restraining influence
of public opinion. The torrunt of passion e.sily
sweeps away these human barriers. Prayer,vigt-
lance, the rrception of tiie sacraments, ile flight
from the occasions of sin are necessary in order
to give effect to aur good parpuses, whick them-
selves must proceed from the inspiration of divine
grace, for ** we are not sufficient to think any
thing of onrselves as of ourselves, but our suffi-
ciency is from God.” (2 Cor. 1i.5.) It ison
this account we warn you against uniting in so«
cieties not based on religious principles, nor di-
rected by the ecclesiastical authority, orothers
wise organized in such a2 way as may suhpose
mere human influences and means.

These things, beloved brethren, we have thought
necessary to place before you that you may pro-
ceed in all things with enlightened faith, and
trusting in God who strengthens the humble, re-
sist with untiring efforts every temptation. ¢ And
that knowing the time: for it is now the hour te
rise from sleep ; for now out salvation is nearer
than we believed. The nightis passzed, and tho
day is at hand. Let us, therefore, cast off the
works of darkness, and put on the armor of light.
Let us walk honestly as intheday; not in rots
ing and drunkness, not in chambering and impu-
rities, not in contention and envy, Botputye on
the Lord Jesus Christ, and make not provision
for the flesh in its concupicences.” (Rom. xuii,
11.)

We deplore the enormous scandal of soine, who,
having already contracted marriage, enter into
new engagements during the lifestime of their
lawful consorts. Others, though few in number,
have sought from the civil authority & divorce
from the bond of matrimony, and have ventured
to pass to a second marri.. J¢, nolwithstanding the
indissoluble charrcter of the marriage tie,—God
having prohibited the separation of those whom
he has united. We are determined to employ
the severest zuthority of the Churceh against pers
sons guilty of so henious a crime, and to cut
them off from comnmanion, delivering them over
to Satan, that by humiliation in time their spirit
may he saved in the day of Christ.

We give thanks to God for the wonderful bless-
ing which he hzs vouchsafed to his Churchin
these United States, where, withia halfa century
the namber of bishops has incicased fram one to
seventeen, and the frithful are daily scen to ad-
vance inpiety as well 2s numbers.  One or two
painful instzaces of insubordination to ecolesiasti-
cal authority, which have recently eccurred, are
cxoeptions to the general docility and obedience
of our flock ; and we trust that the partics concern
ed will use all their efforts, by affectionate submiss

gotten. Qur power given us by the Lord for edi«
fication, not for destruction ; we lord it not over
you, by reason of your fsith; we seek your sal-
vation, not the display of authority. The delu-
ded men who occasionnlly resist the divine ordi-
nance, and violate the order which God has estab-
hished, disturb the peace of the faithful, and
spread scandal and disorder, under the pretext of
defending popular rights, whilstin realitv they
deprive the fithful of those spiritual privileges
which are their most precious inheritance: It has
been ulready declared and defined, in the first
vrovincial council, that tiie appointment and re=
moval of pastors are the rightful prerogative of
the bishop, and that it is the duty of the congres
gation to make a reasonable and just provision for
the support of the pastor so appointed ; the resis-
tance to which right would furce the bishop toa
severe exercise of the ecclesiasticai anthority.

We cannot withhold the expression of eur con-
soiation at the success which has crowned the
apostolic labors of missicnaries of the Society of Je~
sus in the vast regions occupied by ludian tribes,
especiaily in the Or2gon territory west of the
Rocky mountains. With zeal worthy of the
brigiitestages of the Church, they have gone to
these children of nature to civilize them,and im-
part to them the knowledge of salvation, and God
has confirmed their word, and made it fruitful.
‘¢ How beaut:iful upon the mountains are the feet
of him that bringeth good tidingsand tiat prescis
eth peace : of him that showeth forth good, that
preacheth salvation, that saith to Sion, Thy God
shall reign. The voice of thy watchmen: they
have lifted up their voice, they shall praise toge-
ther : for they shall seeeye to eye when the Lord
shall eonvert Sion rejoice and give praise together
O ye deserts ot Jerusulem : for the Lord hath
comfrried his people: he hath redemed Jerusalem.
The Lord hath prepared his holy arm in the sight
of all the Gentiles: andall the ends of the earih
shall see the salvation of our Gad.” (lsa. lit 7.)
Whiist the sons of Ignatius emulate the apostos
lic labors of Xavier, two devoted ecclesinstics
from two of our diocesses have generously
consecrated themselvesto ti~ <1y~ ofthe
colored emigrants from the Uniwca Suics in
Africa and the natives of western Africa. Fore-
going all the comforts of civilised life, they
have resolutcly encountered all the difficulties
of an undertaking that presents no flnttering
prospects of success. Pressed forward by the
charity of Christ, they only consider the degrad-
ed condition of man in the country market out
for their lnbors, and they hasten 1o afford him
the success of religion, content iwith whatever
measuras of success it may please Godl to grant
to their efforts.  Let us pray, beloved brethren,
that a blessing may he given o the apostolic
prelate now charged with this mission. nnd the
faithful band associated with him in the ardous

sion, to cause the scandal of resistance to be for-t undertaking. Your prayers should ascend to
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Guu tur this end, and your alms cannot be bet-
ter applied thun in enabling ministers of relis
gion to meet the heavy expenses of their jour-
ueys und missionary establishinents among the
Indians and Africans, We recommend both
missions o vour generous charity and zeal.
