between St. Anne's and Brownsville.

THE Canadian Pacifie Railway Company have taken an action for

TusE Millers' Association of Eastern Ontario met at Sinith's Falls
on Tuesday last, under the presidency of Mr. Beach, of Iroquois.
After the meeting was formally opened, Mr. Jas. Cummins, of Lyn,
was elected vice-president. From the gen<rai tenor of the speeches
which were made it appears to bu the real object of ithe association to
combine, if all other plani fail, to lower tlie price of wheat to the
farmer in order ta recoup themseolves for any loss they might sustain
in competition with the American miller. Crop reports were rend
frou 138 different places, which showed that the average number ,of
bushels nf wheat to the acre will b for 1889, 17J bushels in Ontialo,
and 15 bushels in Manitoba, snut having damaged much wieat in the
latter Province.

A DEWMTcHI fromt Winnipeg to an American paper says that the
Canadian Pacifie directors have apparently headed off the Northern
Pacific péople ln their endeavors to reach the North-West Territories.
Negotiations bave been in progress for sorne tine between the Northern
Pacific and the North-West Central stockholders for the purchase of
the latter lino by the former Tie North-West Central is projecting
through the most fertile part'of tic Saskatchewan country, and
will eventually extend to the Peaci *River district, and would prove
a valuable feedor for the Northern Pacific linos in Manitoba. News,
however, bas been rceived bore th t Englisi capitali.ts, backed pro-
sumably by tho Canadian Pacific, have made final arrangements with the
Canadian shareholders for the construction of the entirg road. The
English capitalists have not only arranged to take over what lias been
doue, but have also agreed to finish the first fifty miles from Brandon
this fall, and next year to completo the road to Battleford, N.W.T'
Mr Charlebois, one of the Canadian directors, lias rosigned bis posi-
tion and has accepted the contract to carry out tihe work. Already
some of the rails are in transit to Brandon, and the balance for the
first fifty miles bas been shipped frorn London. The majority of
stock is noiw owned by London capitalists, and they will control the
Board absolutely, when once it bas been organizod.

DIUTIES ON SAMPLES.
The 3inister of Customs has always re'ceived with so much

courtesy and consideration the approaches of any of our mer-
chants vho mav have discovered grievances in endeavoring to
comply with new rulinge and enactments in' that departnent
that we cannot lose all hope of soine modification or even the
total removal of the recently enforced duty upon samples, when.
the matter has been elearly set before him. Doubtless the
Department has had reason to complain of the manner in whieh
samples have been treated in certain quarters to warrant sueli
an innovation.

In respect of cut samples af cloth, silks, dressgoods,
embroideries, &c., it is difficult to ses how the recent action
of the Department cau be defended. These samples are now
frequently charged for by the foreign nanufacturers, and this
dotubtless had its weight with the Department in deciding upon
the recent interpretation. If imported uncut, it is easy to
perceive that a loophole would be left for fraud, but where
the cutting is performed by the lrm's buyer or other representa-
tive at the place of shipment or manufacture, it wears quite
another aspect. Toronto merchants appear to have experienced
no friction in the matter. These scraps, say 2ý x 5 inches (ex-
cept in the case of "feelers," which are cut about a quarter yard
long), have little or no intrinsic value, and after being used by
the traveller on the road, are useless except for the purposes of
the rag-picker, ta whom they are probably worth two cents a
pound. Many of them, such as oil-cloths, are never used, being
merely sent at a venture by American manufacturera from
whoi it is impossible to buy under the tariff. To the wholesaler

these samples prove the most onerous part of the modern
machinery for selling gooda, contributing to the expenses of the
commercial traveller in the shape of extra baggage from three
to five times what he usually pays for his railway fare. A
traveller for a large drygoods bouse pays, for example, 80 cents.
for his ticket from London to Et. Thomas, but his extrah baggage
(ovei 200 lbs.) coste him $2.E0 to $3. When an equal quantity
is carried ail over the Dominion by the ton to fifteen trávellers
employed by one bouse, bringing, as t were, a wholesale dry-
goods store to the very door of the retail dealer, and they are
-worth at the close of the season's trip only 1 to 2 cents per
pound, the wholesale merchant la not well disposed .towards
the agency which exacted full duty on these practically valueless
and already suiliciently expansive bits' of clo1h or other goods.
The law in respect of this élass could doubtless he modified with
advantage all round'were all eut samples admitted free of duty«
Even such articles as pocket-handkerchiefs may he secured
against sale as merchandise by cutting ont of the centre a
diamond-shaped or square piece of li to 2j inches diagonal
whereby eacfi quarter of the article'employed as sample shows
that it belonged to and was prepared for that purpose.

Our own Governient bas not unfrequently defended its
action in respect of fiscal regulations by pointing to the methode
employed by our neighbors to the south of us. To show that in
this respect we are not following their example, we make the
subjoined extract fron a late. copy of the United States tariff:-

Sanples-Pieces of cloth, edgings, textile fabrics, bound or un-
botínd carda containing buttons of various patterns, single gloves or
stockings, representatives of other classes of goods obviously intended
for use merely as samples to sell by, having no commercial value,
whether charge is made for same or not.-Free.

Samlples-1nported lu quantities for sale to jobbers or other dealers,
and samples of auy kind. having a saleable value as merchandise, are
dutlable according to the material."-Dutiable.

Gloves and stockings have probably given them some trouble.
A wholesale dealer or a manufacturer's agent could easily import,
say one hundred samples, that is, one hundred single gloves, and
by the next steamer or through another port of entry import
their fellows, and thus obtain a hundred pairs of gloves, free of
dqty. This method of evasion could be largely extended to the
evident demoralization of the glove business of the ordinary
importer. There is a way ont of the tlifficulty. In the case of
the gloves, above mentioned, the duty could b collected on half
the value ofthe hundred pairs, and if the fellows or mates should
afterwards 1te imported they could not avoid contributing their
quota also. Canadian importers receive their glove samples in
pairs and, pay duty on them in common with other samples
having a commercial value.

There is no department of the public service more difficult of
management than that of the Customs, and if remuneration were
at all proeoi'tionate ta the responsibilities of the office and the
work performed, the Minister of Custome should receive at least
double the usual salary. New circumstances are continuilly
arising, every Eeason opeos up-fresh di fliculties, and values
are ever changing, because of alteration in materials and
methode of manufacture. Importera must keep thoroughly
informed in these respects, and it is impossible that either the
head of the departinent. or the deputies and clerks can acquire
so promptly ail -the knowledge necessary to a proper ap.
prehension of the whole suhject. The latter must do some-
thing to show their zeal, while the resþectable importera may be
said to occupy the position of advisers between the two, and
therefore wherever practicable, should be consulted before
any important changes wliich may be recommended are
decided upon. It is evident that in th event of any proposed
radical changes in the tariff rates, the Governiment must procoed

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with closed doors, but in the case under discussion there could,
we~venture ta say, have been no absolute reed for concealment;
and our worthy Minister, who is invariably so willing to hear
what importera have to say concerning any cases found ta he
unnecessarily oppressive -and to add to his own comprehensive
knowledge of the subject on ail occasions, would probably not
render the Government of the period less popular with the com-
mercial comrnunity, or materially lesson the revenue, were he to
confer with the heads of répresentative houses in Montreal,
Toronto and elsewhere before resolving upon this and similar
changes.

SOME AMERICAN SUPERSTITIONS.
If the testimony adduced before the 'United States Sonate

Committee, on the subject of the trade relations now existing
between that co ntry and Canada, has done nothing. elseit bas
at least dispelled a amall portion of the dense ignorance of Can-
ada and Canadian trade which up to the present time bas ex.
isted in the minds of otherwise well informed American mer
chants. It has ahown them that Canada has but one tariff for
ail countries salike, and has disproved the ridiculous idea, so
prevalent throughont the States, that .the Canadian protective
tariff s dir',cted exclusively against foreign countries, and that
English go e are allowed to enter this country duty free.

It la curions how firmly ingrained this idea that Englieh
goods pay no tariff in Canada is in the minds of American
manufacturers. They argue tbat Canada is an English colony
and basing their deductions on their own treatment of Alaska
they feel convinced thet England uses ber pow'er as a mother
country to force ber gcods upon .Canada free of tariff, and by
taxation and oppression to draw all the wealth possible into ber
own coffers. They say England would never put up with the
imposition of a taï upon her gonds by a comparatively feeble
offshoot of the parent stem. The United States would not-
therefore Eugland would not; and until they beard the testi-
mony elicited at the commission's sittinge they would not be-
lieve in the absolute commercial freedom we enjoy, simply be-
cause were tbey in the position of Great Britain they would not
think of permitting a colony to legislate againBt their particular
interests¿ When discussing the relative cost of American and
British goods in Canada, we have frequently beard otherwise
well-informed American manufacturers complain of the unfai-
ness of admitting English goods duty free into Canada, and
thereby preventing American manufacturera from competing
for the Canadian market. In fact it seems to bo a thoroughly
ingrained idea, and one which even the clearness of the testi-
mony given before the committee will have groat difficulty In
eradicating.

There is another point also on which the American manu-
facturer entirely misunderstands the feeling in this eountry, and
this isuon the subject of reciprocity. He thinks that Canada de-
sires reciprocal relations in every branch of trade and manu-
facture, and that we desire toopen the gate for a demage ofAmeri-
can goods that would swamp our markets, crush out our mills,
and close down our factories. This is hisidea; it is hardly
necessary to say it is not ours. What Canada wants is recipro-
city in raw materials, not in manufactured products. We want
to send our coal, fish, wheat, wool, iron ore and lumber across lbe
political lino to the larger markets, lying to the south of us, lut
at the same time ve wish to build up our infant industries, and
by judicious protection to render thein a source of wealth to the
population among which they exist. Were we to agree to un-
limited reciprocity we should soon see Canada merely a slaughter
market for. cheap American gooda, and should witness the grad-
ual extinction of our industrial centres. Not only this; but.,
were'we to admit American manufactures free of duty, we could
not reasonably refuse the same privilege to Great Britain-nor
would the mother country permit us to exclude her traders from
an advantage granted to a foreign countiy.

If thon, we were to abolish our existing tariff so far as our
two greatestsuppliers are concerned, what would become of our
revenue. A revenue we must have in order to develop the na-
tural resources of our country and to reward the sniall army of
politicians and their haigers-on who infent every one of our
numerous legislatures. This revenue eau only come .from'two
sources. Either'it must lie levied by direct taxation upon the
people, or, as at present, by a customa tariff on foreign gooda
entering the country. No sensible man can deny that the lest is
the course most beneficial to the Dominion. Under its slield
the manufacturing interests of Canada are every day strengthon-
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ing and nultiplying thenselves: Our industrial population is
becominig larger and more skilled ; and the volume of unskilled
labor day by day diminisling. Dy its means the revenue noces-
sary for our cumbrous system of government, for the creation
and expansion of our railway and calial system, for the improve-
ment of our rivers and harbors, le collected without the average
citizen ever recognizing the fact tiat ie ie taxed. Were this
system abolisied by the establishrnient of unlimited reciprocity
and tie noney compelled ta be raised by direct taxation, the
burden would prose so ieavily upon every Canadian that the
progres of the country vould be et a stand-still. And yet the
Americans profess to believe that we desire unlimited recipro-
city I

Anotier favorite fallacy with Arnericanes le that in the event
of reciprocal trade relations the advantage would lie entirely on
the aide of Canada. They seem to think that we have nothing
to give in returnr and that any treaty tending towards the miti-
gating or abolishing of the presentCinieso wall between the two
couintries would airnply ba a one-sided bargain in our favor.
Tihat this is absurd it l only necessary to quote the evidence of.
tIra P'rosideit of the Boston Fiel Bureau to prove. Mr. De Butts
stated candidly that:-

AlI the fishing interest inr Boston had always 1. n in favor of
reciprocity. le iad found by investigation that tac most pros-
ierous years of tie flair business in Boston iad been under reci-
procity. It was ail nonsense ta say tiat Canadiens liad nothing
ta mive in return. They iad mouci to give, because it was cer-
tain that 09 per cent. of the fih brougit to Anerican ports by
Amoricnr vessels were stoleni from inside the three-mile Cana-
dian limîit. I wies not truc thant Anerican fisherman did not
want Canadian brait. Theay lad got to have it, for saltbait takeni
from tie horne ports was not good tora third tie catch tiat could
be got froi fresi bait. lis business would be more prosperous
unrtder reciprocity.

This is a place of testimnony which, cominrg fron the source
it doas, ihould convince tire rrost sceptical, and besides tins we
iave the t'estimrony of inany other brancies of American trade
ta the advantages tiat would accrue to theni were the principle
of reciprocity in raw mnaterials once re-establisied. Were the
duties on coal, crude irair, pig anud scrapr, abolished, New England
could compote successfully witir Pennsylvanria in tir mnanîufac-
tre of iran and steel because her makera could prrchase crude
iront cieaper thanr Pennsylvania could niake it. But, if tiese
vexations duties on raw irateriail continue, these industries muet
simiîply be trransferred ta other and miroro favorably situated
States. Carr it be prtended then tiat New Englarnd would not
beanre'fit by reciprocal relations witi Canada?

That it would aiso advrrrtage, ns we do notdeny. . Look at the
fallingoffin the ex portation of NovaScotia coal to tha States owing
ta the ireavy duty. The conpetition of new American mines
ias reduced the cost of soft coal below the point wlero, owing
ta the lreavy tariff, it becones profitable ta import it from Nova
Scotia. As a consequenca tie sipimnnts to Anerican Ifôrts have
fallon fromn 73,892 tonr in 1887 to 30,198 tous in 1888 and this
yearr tiy will ba still smariller. Aind evei of this reduced quantity
the bulk i cin wiuich pays only 30 cents prer ton duty. Wera
the tarifr renoved at leaist 50,000 tons woruld b sold lin New
Englarnd narkate. Amtrerican coupOtition would inrprove prices
on this aide, wirle aet the sane tine our cheaper coal would
onable the New England States ta compote on fairer torue with
P1ornnsylvnanira.

It la videnrt thon that what Canada ieada from the United
States la reciprocity in raîw materials. We cannot afflord to sa-
crifice our revonunne or our mnanufactunrinng irnterests by consenting
ta universal rociprocity ; nor do we believe that o sveeping a
mneasure would be favored by the United States. But a iraîsure
pormrittinrg the fre interchange of raw aniterial wouild b ofin-
calculablo beneait ta both. With the political aspect of tie ques-
tion wN have of course nothing to do ; we nred only consider it
i its bearing on cormmerrarce. WhIile it would undourbtedly lead

to closer and more aricable relations betweeîn the two couitries
wu doubt very iuch if i( would in rny way foster a desire for
arnnexration. lin falct wo iight riaturally.expect it to work lin a
contrary direction; for Cnrandianrs having then obtained a froc
mannrket for tirir raw miiiateriail, would iardly be likely ta voliun-
tarily accept the higher tariff of the United States, or to desire
to exciange tieir present lractical indeipenidence for a subor-
dinata position i the Union. The cry then of the "British ]?ig
in darnîger" cai safely bo laid ta one aida. It ls a commercial
question entirely, and not a political one, and althougi our
Anmerican friends persist in attachiiing a political motive ta whîrat
l simrrply ir natural effort to expand aur trade, this is only

another of their many fallacie upon this subject, and bas no
more real foundation in fact than the ones we bave just refuted.

THE FLOUR TRADE OUTLOOK.
The prospects at present favor lower prices, but at the same

time, a more remunerative trade than was experienced lastyear,
by Canadian millers and dealers. Owing to the unsatisfactory
harvest, causing a scarcity of sound wheat in Canada, a large
share of our trade, notably with Newfoundland, was diverted,
and Montreal shippera had to fll their orders in St. Louis and
Chicago, instead of at Ontario pointe and in this market. The
outcome of tits was great dissatisfaction among the milling in-
terest and a demand that the duty on American flour be raised
or that on American wheat lowered. It le well known, how-
ever, that the government did not accede to the request. As a
matter of fact, the public are of opinion that they are burdened
with enough duties already. A higher tariff on flour would
have caused a strong protest from consumers, while a redietion
an wbeat would bave aroused the farming community, and
holders of Canadian grain.

It looks very much as if the difdiculty wili be solved this sea-
son by the bountiful wheat harvest which le reported through-
ont the Dominion. True, some complainte bave reached us of
late, about the quality of winter wheat il Ontario, but this ie
probably confined to a few sections. It is said that the warm
weather came late and the cold and wet spring caused the ears
of grain ta be small and shrivelled. The average in prices will
scarcely exceed 17 buabels to the acre, against about 28 bushels.
S'pring wheat, it appear, has donc botter. With regard to our
Nowfoundland neighbors, we find that business is pronising, as
altbough the fisheries have not been as productive as hoped for,
higher prices for fiBsh and oils rule in the foreign markets. First.
arrivais for this-port bave been placed at good prices. Last year
the Ielanders paid dearly for their flour, which is a large item of
import; not only flour, but provisions, are much,lower in price
tits season. Owing to the comparative dearness-of old stocks of
Canadian flour, American flour is atill being shipped on New-
foundiand orders.

Millers complain that they have to pay too much for their
wheat,' even at the decline in price of late, and some of them
say they intend to import American wheat and grind it in bond
for export. The difliculty of obtaining new wheat lin good mill-
ing condition, bas caused sevoral lots of old red winter to be
slipped from here to the west for mixing purposes. With res-
pect to Manitoba whleat the general impression le, that the quai-
ity is first class, the bulk of it grading No. 1 hard. One thing ;a
certain, there is no frosted wheat the harvest' season closing
with fine summer weather, and in the future there is less danger
to be apprehended from froste, owing ta the Government experi-
mente with Russian, and other early ripening, northern wbeats.
If Manitoba le in a position to export eight to tan million bush-
els, as reported, Our millers may yet find that their position is
not so bad as anticipated by some of them. Deliveries willsooan
come forward in greater volume than at present, and farmers
laving obtaining paying prices for mnost of their products, are in
botter spirits and more disposed to sell, and ttra everything in-
ta money, than in same past seasons.

On turning to the government reports, we find that only 855,-
883 bris of flour were exported from Canada lest year, whilst
six years agu, the quantity was 508,120 bris. The, value of the
exports in 1882 was $2,941,740 and in 1888, $1,603,712. This ie a
serious decrease, amounting in fact to 455 per cent. in value, and
ta 29.9 in quantity. We imported, flour and meal, to the value
of S625,900 from the United States, against $1,003,593 in 1887,
and fron Great Britain the value of these importe was $11,843
as compared with $10,000 the preiious year. Our importe from
Great Britain were probably fancy brande, or re-ehipments.
Canada " retaliated" by sending wheat flour ta the value of
$1,06S,139, against $1,582,147 in 1887 to Great Britain, whilst to
the States our exports were valued at $20,172 in 1888 and et $17,-
572 in 1887.

A marked decrease in the importe of fiour into Canada, for
censuiption, was, no doubt, caused by the imposition of the duty
in 1879. In that year the value of the total importe was $1,486,-
661, while in 1888 the estimate was $254,097. A large quantity
of flour was entered for consumption in 1,54, the onount being
stated at $2,435,446, while the total imports were' valued at $2,-
602,548. It is estimated by the admirers of the present adminis-
tration that in consequence of the wheat and fiour duties, up-
wards of five million dollars have been ainually retained in the
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country which would otherwiee have gone into the pockéts of
foreigners.- The figures vary considerably and the trade has not
expanded ta such aun extent as might have been looked for. It
is evident that the trade of Montreal, and the Dominion, bas
extended more largely in other directions. Contrary to the
general opinion the value of breadstuffs imports for home con-
sumption was lighter last year tlian at any time since 1880 and
was made up as follows :-Wheat, $9,045; flour, $242,197: other
breadstuffs, $1,954,869; total, $2,206,138. The value of the total
imports into, and exports from'Canada, was as follows in the
years named:-

The largest year since confederation was 1882, when our total

exporte of breadstuffs reached S29,345,690 in value; last year the
figures were $17,334,941.

TWEEDS AND PRICES.
A wholesale woollen dealer complains that he bas been un-

able ta compote for business latterly owing. to the manner in
which goods were undersold by fellow importers. The dealer in
question buys his goode-many of them job lots-for cash, and,
consequently at very close prices. He says some of bis customers
have beeu able to buy in this market during the lastfew months,
tweeds at 75c ta 80o a yard which could not have cost the im-
porter not less than 4 shillinge sterling in Great Britain, or equal
to about $1.30 par yard laid down bers. He avers that he can-
not buy these gooda now in the transatlantic market for fouir
shillings owing to the advance in values.

It is difficult to account for sncb a cut in prices as that re-
ferred to. Circumstances occaaionally arise which prompt whole-
sale as well as retail dealers to force a sale of certain goode.
They may have miscalculated the season's demand, and over-
imported; the patterns for one reason or another may not bave
proved popular-did not " take "-or they may have found the
market overstocked, and chosen the lesser evil of selling at a loss
than carry so large a stock over. Any other explanation la
not to be looked for in shch a period of almost general prosperity
as that through which we are passing.

The unfaltering endeavors on the part of Canadian woollen
manufacturera of late years ta approach the ;tweeds of Englieh
and Scotch makes in styles and finish, bave doubtless in some
cases led to what was supposed to be a cut in prices in the Brit-
ish fabric. Certain mills, chiefly in Ontario, althougli Quebecalso,
is nt slow in this respect, receive samples or descriptions as to
styles and patterns early every season and forthwith proceed to
fill orders as rapidly as possible for this market. The fidelity
with which these patterns and dyes are reproduced is highly
creditable to our manufacturera, but the finish Beems as yet be-
yond their powers. To the eye of any but one experienced,
these Canadian goods look as well as the old country tweeds
with the advantage that they are fully 30 per cent cheaper, and
many pepple, wearers as well as those in the trade, unless trouble
were takeunto enlighten them, would -accept them for the im-
ported article. To the "feel" deception is not so easy, except
perhaps in the absence of imported samples.

The great variety of patterns produced in the British maun-
factorise and the superior finish of their products render these
more easy of sale, and the discriminating. wearer will usually
prefer a less durable article becausc-it l imported, a fact which
bas had its influence in leading to the imitation of patterns, etc.,
in ur own mills as above alluded to. There is also a suspicion
that the manufacture of so mucli shoddy cloth in Canada liai
done much to injure the reputation oi.our middle priced goods.
Clotb which sells atthe price of fiannel le not a desirable article
in the market. Its educational p'ower i too rapid to he whole-
some.

In the better class of imported tweeds, overcheck patterns,
lately- introduced in England, are already in the show windows

of our fashionable tailors, and are likely ta be popular the' coin-
img year.

PROMPT FREIGHT DESPATCH.

Although it is undentable that a great advance has taken
place during the pant few years in the handling of freight, one of
the requirements of the age is quicker freight trafflic. This is at
once seen in the case of perishable goods, or daily supplies for
large city markets. On this continent the speed of passenger
trains bas been chiefly considered, but, in Great Britain marked
progress has been made in the handling and forwarding of
marchandise of ail knds. In fact quick freight trafic bas been
a special object of the English roads froin the first and the re-
cognized system now l to receive gooda fron the shipper at
night and band thema over to the consignee at an early hour
next morning.

The discussion of this subject has received an impetus in the
United States by the growing importance of the Florida orange
crop which bas led ta "Florida specials " being placed on thé
route this year from Jacksonville to New York, for the accom-
modation of planters and their product. Rapid transit is almost
equally urgent in many other branches of trade. On the conti-
nent, and epecially in France and Germany, the average speed
af passengertrains is littie above the average for freightin Great
Britain. The short distances from the great receiving and dis-
tributing centres in, of course, an advantage in England, and-the
roade are aleo more solidly built, still freight trains aie run at a
speed of 35 miles an hour, and the normal average is as high as
30 miles. But 35 miles an hour is exceeded on the London and
North-Western, which runs a remarkably fast freiglit train,
probably the fastest in the world. This makes the journey from
Carlisle to London, with Scotch meat and fish, in 7 boums, 9
minutes, an average speed, including stoppages, of 41.8 miles
per boum; the distance being 299a miles.
. Since the Pacific road bas been in operation a marked im-
provement bas taken place in the handling and shipment of
freight in Canada. In 1S88 there was an increase in train mile-
age of 3,752,458 miles, in the number of passengers carried of
718,153, and in tons of freight of 817,424. The earnings.per mile
vere $3,465, an increase of $143 per mile, as compared with the
year before. This shows good management and also dissipates
the old idea that the competition of the Canadian Pacific would
be seriously prejudicial ta the existing systems. The amount of
freight carried, per head of population, le larger in Canada than
in France, Italy, Russia and many other countries.-- The follow-
ing are the six leading countries in this connection:

In the matter of passenger cars, and express and check system,
this country and the United States are decidedly in advance of
European methods, but in the collection, carriage and distribu-
tion of goods, comparisons are not so much ta our advantage•
There is an official warehouse system in connection with all the
leading freight depots, and so much ground is covered by the
goods yards that trains can be :made-up with despatch. We
may cite one or two instances, given by a valued contemporary,
which show the pains taken to supply and accelerate fright
traffic. The London and North-Western goode yard at Edge
Hill, Liverpool, contains 57J miles of line, costing $10,000,000;
and In addition, this company has in the same city five other
freight depots, two of then reached by tunnels, each a mile and
a quarter in length. There are also in Liverpool twelve other
-goods depots belonging to other companies. .At Crowe, another
London and North-Western depot, the a.ea covered by siding
and shunting lines is 200. acres, with 34 miles of runuing lins
and siding-room for 6,500 cars. Other railways have similar
accommodation, and no time is alloWed to be lost in despatching
goods from the seaports ta interior points of distribution.. The
excessive cost of space in.the large cities bas been reduced. to
some extent in London and Manchester by the use of two-tdried
depots. The chief goods depoté are found below the passenger
platforn, one of the largest in the world, Broad street, London,
being almost entirely underground.

The question of freight despatch is of importance, not only
to the railways but ta the trade of the whole country. In Canada,
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a great advance bas taken place in recent years in the construc-
tion of powerful locomotives and in general equipment, and it
will be found that the demande of incresing traffic will best be
met by adopting the British methods in handling and moving
freight.

MARINE INSURANCE.

Tite report furnished upon the past six mnonth's business done
in inland marine insurance, does flot afford particalarly cheerful
reading. I faet, it ls distinctly discouraging. In spite of the
fact tiat the six months just passed are usually considered the
least hazardous of the season, and although only one storm of
any severity lias swept the lakes, the losses in vessel property
during the first half of ISSO have aggregated close on S600,000.

Curiously enough the great bulk of losses have been on A. 1
steamers, usually considered the cream of îlke insurance, while
cargo boats have sufflered but little dainage. The reason for
tiis is sinply because nearly ail the .disasters of the present
year have resulted fron fog, and as tliese flret class passenger
steamers are compelled to push on through fog while the cargo
boats eithier lie up or proceed vith gaeat caution, it is only
natural that the greater bulk of the lossesthrough thick weather
have been upon the highest class of vessel. -No less than $245,-
000 of loss is credited to this class; a fact that seems to show
that thick weather is more to be dreaded on the lakes than the
most violent of gales. Out of thirty-iine casualties, fog caused
twenty-one, and, as th'ese were ail severe, we must credit 80 per
c ent of hie total volume of marine losses to fog alone.

Lake Siuperior stands, as that immeuse inland sea always
dces, as the scene cf the great bulk of marine disasters. The
total amonnt lost on that lake was $284,000, and every dollar of
tiis loss was caiused by going ashoie, or by collisions during fog.
lIi fact the fog-ki;ing and not the storu.king lias this year been
the most potent eneny both of the mariner and the underwriter.
Lake Muron is the only lake tiat lias suffered from gales, and

thnen onîly te he ostenut of $34,000. Lake Michigan bas been
practically free fronî disaster. ltis Lake Superior that lias swal-
lowed up oni its rocky shores three-fifths of the insurance losses
of the seisoi, and titis, too, principally ii boats of the A. 1 class.

These figures naturally have led underwriters to consider
whether they have not made a mistake in using all their endea-
vours to secure this class of business. The rate, as fixed at the
Buffalo meeting, was S per cent., and this, beyond a doubt, bas
been materially shaded in the sharp competition between the
conipailles, which lias centered oni this class of risks Sail ves-
sels of the lower classes have had to pay as biglh as 10 and 14
por cents, and even at that high rate owners have sometimes
had fairly to beg compaiies to taie the risks. With the season
half over general agencies now find that all the money so far
made lias been on this class of despised riEks., So that it is quite
possible that the inîsurance men have charged too nuch on the
lower classes and inot enough on the Al. Disastrous fall storms
nay niodify theso figures, but it is safe to prediet the balance of
profit insurance coinpanies nay make ont of the seson's busi-
ness will coie fron the smaller boats,

It is ntot the first time that practical experienco in insurance
lias disclosed a similair condition of afairs. lI fact the experi-
ence of comupanies points out that very often the most hazardous
risks are those that show the least percentage of loss. With in-
creased hazard comaes increased precantion, while security often
begets carelessiiess and resuilts in disaster. Then again, the
higher rates chargeable on hazardous risks often more than off-
set any loss arisinîg from then. lu marine insurance this has
been peculiarly visible. No lino bas proved more profitable
thtan the poorer classes of sailing boats, Sud singularly enouiglh a
class that lias paid ait average of twelve per cent for insurauce
alI summer has shown fewer losses and disasters than the cream
of passenuger steamers, wlio pay ouly three. These figures should
open the eyes of underwriters to the folly of neglecting a profit-
able lino of business, on account of its supposed greater hazard,
in order to struggle for A. 1 risks and then find that their losses
are far heavier on the best class of insurance than on ,the worst.
We shali expect to See a radical change in the policy of some of
the coimpanies at least, and with it a return to more profitable
rates than Si per cent. When the companies extend their ener-
gies over every class-of risk instead of confining it only to oue,
competition will be less keen and rates will approach closer to
their proper basis.

MINING PROSPECTS IN THE EASTERN TOWNSHIPS.
Sir William Logan, the first director f the geological survey,

of Canada, was asked once what lie considered would" be the
prospects of the Etastern Townships of Quebec as a field for
mining enterprise. Sir William was not only an able stratigraph-
ical geologist, but bad a wide knowledge of practical mining
and was possessed of shrewd judgment. His reply was to the
effect that the iniiieral resources of the Townships would probably
be.developed most profitably by a syndicate of large capitalists:
who could afford to make a miss here and there. Sir William
Logan reached thtis conclusion by a consideration of the geolo-
gical structure of the Townships. The formations in that part
part of the province belong to what is known as the " Quebec
Group"; and their i rregularity is such that the extent of any
particular minerai deposit cannot be always even approximately
estinated. It is tbis fact which bas led to some notable failures
thore as well ne to some notable surprises to well-nigh despond-
ing investors. The mineral wealth is vast, indeed, but it is often
so situated that the cost of working exceeds the product.

Thie successes of late years, however, particularly in slate,
copper and asbestos, would seemn to indicate that a profitable
development is, to a large extent, possible with caution, and
that a prospective field for the employment of foreign capital
now seeking investment on thtis continehtL bas been opened up.
The forthconing report of the geological survey will, atany rate,
give some indication as to how far such hopes may be realized.

A WORD ABOUT HOTELS.
The practice of tippiag waiters and other servants at hotels

which is se universal in England and throughout Europe-notwith-
standing the notices that a charge is made fer this purpose in the Ilbill'
-is becoming more general on this side of the Atlantic. It is not se
persistently demaided, but the man who fails to fee the waiter in the
dining-room, and thant in advance, is made te feel that he bas made a
mistake. His patience will be exhausted before he gets served, and a
cold breakfast will be placed before him. Should ho complain of this
inother half hour must elapse before the waiter again makes his

appearance. The hotels, of which these complaints are made charge
ample prices, and it is possible. that the managers, who invariably
have not had a life experience in hotel-keeping, may niot ho aware of
them. A prompt attendance were cheaply purchased by a fee of 25 or
50 cents, but most travellers will object te this stand-and-deliver
mode of waiting.

While on this subject, it would hbe well te draw the attention of
hotel-keepers et summer resorts to the dissatisfaction, becoming more
common latterly, in respect of railway dinners. For example, at the
Mempbremagog louse, at Newport, the train waits 25 minutes for
dinner. This is more than ample for most people, but when it takes
15 minutes of the 25 to get served with the soup, and that so scalding
that at least 5 minutes more are consumed in despatching it, there is
very little time f jr the remainder of the dinner, which costs a dollar.
Complaints have frequently been made to the highly ornamental and
dignitied head-watter, but ha ale, probably, is of the stand-and-deliver
class; ho walks up and down the room with a lofty air, entirely

,ignoring the efforts of diners to attract his attention. Fabyan's, in
the White Mountains, which at one tima was one of the best kept
hotels in that favored region, is but little better. The price for dinner
at Fabyan's is $1.25, and we have yet to meet man, woman or child
who has been able to get waited upon promptly enough te finisn even
a tolerable dinner in time te reach the train. We look with soma
degree of interest for improvements in the direction indicated, and
shall refrain meautime fron naming other more recent offenders.

The hotel season has been fairly prosperous. Notwithstanding
the great exodus to Europe to witness the Paria Exposition, we hear
of but few failures among them, and these are confined to the neigh-
borhood of Portland. The hotel at Cushing's Island and the Preble
Bouse at Portland, both under the sane management, were obliged to
succumb in Augast, and the new lessee of the Ocean Bouse at Old
Orchard was also forced te the wall by Eome impatient creditors.
The recent storm on the Atlantic Coast will make quite an inroad on
the assets of hotel property cuners along the New Jersey and Long
Island Coasts. The resorts at Long Branch, lockaway, and 'the
beautiful beaches and hotels at Coney Island, built, laid out and im.
proved at so much expense within the last few years, have suffered
very severely, the waves washing the terraces, gardons, pavilions and
hotels te such an extent as to render the place unrecognizable by
recent visitors.

A Buvss's Excos1N.--The Montreal agents of a large wholesale
dry goods firan la Toronto recently struck out an idea for promoting
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business, which, if not entirely new, bas not as yet been extensivoly 6
put into practice. They addressed circular letters to a number of res- v
pectable retailers offering .to provide them with railway tickets to
Toronto and return in order that'they might visit the extensive ware-
bouses of the firm, and partake of their .hospitality.. Somewhat leess
than a score -of dealers accepted the invitation for themselves and
their wives, some from Montreal and vicinity, others'from Quebec s
As many of them feit they could ill spare. the time for a holiday dur-
ing the summer,- the opportunity was the more readily availed of, c
while the presence of the ladies doubtless rendered the movement all
the more agreeable. Arriving in Toronto, they were met by the mem-
bers and representatives of the firm. Tho National Club was engaged
to provide the spread and au excellent .band discoursed sweet music,
while the Pullman-car visitors did ample justice to the banquet.
Loyal and special toasts were proposed and responded to, and ail feit
highly pleased with the reception accorded them.-Did it pay? Yes;
we are told so. Some seven or ton thousand dollars worth of goode
were purchased by the excursionists. Every man bougbt something,
and a few good accounts were placed. The expense of the special
car, the banquet, etc., fell far short of five per cent of the aggregate
amounts purchased, while the buyers and their families can hardly
fail to cherish pleasant recollections of the trip. But what will the
commercial traveller say of this innovation ? Mèssrs. Wyld, Grasett
& Darling and their agents in Montreal, Dumaresq & Morisoi are
being congratulated on the venture.

Tas retail jewelry trade Of Montreal bas witnessed some vicissitudes
of late years. At.one period pedestrians along our populous streets
are dazzled by a rich display of useful and ornamental articles, pre-
cious and-unprecious stones, watches with solid cases and some very
hollow inockeries indeed ; in a few months or weeks, should the
admirer return to the spot, ha is not unlikely to see it like Alladins'
palace, ail vanished into thin air. A few hundred dollars worth care-
fully displayed, will make as dazzling a show as anyone cean desire.
But genuine goods cost money, and the wholesale jeweler who bas
been more successful than bis retail brother is not unwilling to supply
him with aun abundant stock for which he takes good cares he is amply
secured by ever vigilant attention to the premises. The profits made
by the supplier are enormous on paper, but this very cuplaity some-
times defeats itself. The state of things disclosed some months ago
on the deatb of a retailer who was popularly supposed to be doing a
prosperons tredewas probably a severe exemple, but bis methode give
the key ta rnucb lu the business. '1'he absence front bis usual haunts
of R. F. Stoddart, of Bleury street le tbe latest sensation among the
jewelers. The father (R. W.)'left for a trip lataly bot on arrivlng at
Vancouver, ha wrote a crediton pleadlng ilIL-ess and said bis son (Il. F.)
wbo was ou bis wey east, would atteu.l to the business meautime,
A visit to the promises dleclosed the impaletable fact that the sou
bad stolen a march on the creditors and thet the stock bad been
1largely removed. The labilitles foot up several1 thoosands, aud the
detectives are looking after tbe assets. Amoug the principal creditors
are J. H. Joues & Co., for about $2,000, M. Scbwob, Z. Anerbach & Co.,
who lu view of Stoddart's standing sirice bis failore, bave no oua to
bisme but themeelves.

635 bales ¯ went to Great Britain. The total takinge by Amnerican
pinners are given et 2,267,080 bales, of which 1,780,486,bales went to
Northern spinuers and 486,000 bales to Southern spinners, but the
onsumption by Nothern spinners is given et 1,829,000 bales which
eaves them withi a stock of 24,515 bales. The total crop of Sea
Island cotton le given et 43,903 bales against 39,571 bales last year,
of which there were exported 23,045 bales to foreign countries. The
estimated increase in the number of cotton spindles during the year.is
given et 650,000, of which 200,000 are credited to the Southern mille
and 450,000 to the Northern mills, making the total number of spindles
.n the United States 14,175,000.

By our last exchanges we learn that a severely depressed toua bas
prevailed in the British sugar trade, chiefly attributable to the entire
collapse of the Magdeburg market, although the fine weather for the
growing crop bas contributed an adverse influence, and a farther im-
portant reduction bas been established. The speculative market for
old crop bas been weak, owing to the preseure to sell onl the Contin-
ent, and prices have receded is for August and 41d for September,
closing et 14a 9d and 148 7id respectively; new crop bas fluctuated,
and after a slight recovery closes et a still lower poïct, October at 148
and November-December et 13a l0ýd f.o.b. To refiners larger sales
bave been made, 88 par cent et 14s 9d to 15s, and since selfers et 145
6d, 75 per cent at 12s Gd f.o.b. Cane sorts on the spot have bee
difficult of sale, partly due to the strike, and busineas in the. better
kinds is limited, but a large floating cargo of new Java bas been sold
at the greatiy reduced price of 17s 6d. There bas beau more desira
to seil low brown, and as au important decline bas been accepted a
larger business bas resulted, Cane Jaggery and Penang et 1ls, Gro-
cery Crystalized bas been quiet, and although the strike bas caused a
suspension of public sales, only a limited business bas been done et a
further decline of 3d to 6d par cwt. As a consequence of the strike,
400 tous low East India have beau bought in Liverpoal for ;delivery
in London. The laudings et the four ports last week were 0,301 tons,
against 12,148 tous In 1888; the deliveries were 11,051 tons, against
18,995 tons, and the stock now shows.a deficiency of 114,700 tons.

Tsz market for new season's black leaf Congou teas bas been dull
et London, with only a limited business et previous rates. The first
cargo of new Foochow par Glenogle, bas been gradually shown; the
quality of Panyong and Saryune proves good, Paklin .about equal to
lest year, but Soomoo le inferior'in' quality ; thera bas been a fair de-
mand, with the following sales : Saryune et 8¾d ta ild, with fine et
ls 6d, Soomoo et 11d, Panyong l0od to le 4d, Padrae 11d to la 3d,
Pecco, ild to 1 8d, and Paklin et lld to l 4d. In new Souchong
smali sales bave been made from le 2d to 2i par lb. Old Congous
have beau quiet et previous rates. Scented Teas'remain steady.
Green Teas are unchanged. The market for futures bas fluctuated,
and September, after further declining to 4 8-16d, bas recovered to
4 14-16d, December receded to 4 9-16d, but closed et 4 12-16d ; the
sales registred by the Produce Clearing House for the week amount
to 20,000 belt-chests against 22,500 half-cheets the previous week.
Telegraphic advices from China, dated Aug. 24, give the total exports
from Hankow and Shanghai et 31,000,000 lbs, from Foochow et 12,-
000,000 lbs, fromt Canton et 5,000,000 lbs, as against 30,000,000 Iba from
Hankow and Shanghai, 18,000,000 lbs from Foochow, and 8,000,000
lbs from Canton on Aug. 26 of last year.

The scene of his operations
was in a neighborhood where cards of the vlsiting kind are but rarely
seen, and it needed but little ceremony on the part of the detective to
obtain a point of observation in a shrine next door. Having satisfied
themselves that theli suspicions were grounded, the budding subject of
a sensation was summoned to a private interview, the result of which
was that ho immediately tended bis resignation. We need scarcely
eay that it was promptly accepted.

As AN evidence that Halifax cannot truthfully be charged with
lack of enterprise the followiug lidt of steamers largely owned lu that
city and regularly plylg out of the port testifies : SS. Halifax, between
Halifax and Boston ; Beta, t Havana; Alpha, to Bermuda and Ja.

Bridge-
water, ta Lahave and Bridgewater; Princess Beatrice, to Charlotte-

Halifax. Ail those steamers have been acquired within three or four
year and have worked a complete revolution in the carrying and
passengel business in and out of the Port of Halifax.

Wo have hald occasion fron time ta time ta notice the increasing
interest taken by our luinibermen ln British Columbia timber, and

now condense an article fron the Vancouver Nes Aduertiser of the
8tl imt., descriptive of the kind of sawmill necessary for the conver-
sion into lumber and tiuber of the giant irs and cedars peculiar ta
the illand and miginland coust of that province, now boing erected by
the Maclaren-Ross Luirmbering Company.

No visitor ta the city of New Westminister, who is desirous of
stiflying the points of interest ln the province fron an indulstrial
standpoint, should fait ta seo thle new sawinill which le being orected
by the Maclareu-Rose Luimboring Company. The mill le situaed on
the Fraser river julet est of he city, and occupies one of the best
locations which it would be possible for a milling coupany ta select.

Thu visitor imay, if lie chooses, instead of driving, take any of the
outgoing trains, aIl of which stop) et thie p'oint, as IL already forme the
nucleus of il town. Hero the company owns 400 acres of land sur-
rouinling lie mill. Wlen one stands beside ile mil building thatn
which strikes him imont forcibly l the rmassivences of its construction
aîîd Ite wonderfiui lengtlî.

To at uxiiericed rillwriglit who laid examined the product of
the foreste and know the tremendous size of the tinmber, an inspection
of the miill would give the liveliest feeling of dolight, and lie would
et once see hait its strengtl and proportions were such as an efficient
sawrnill in this country requires.

THEN MILL BUILDING.
The building ie four hundred and fifty faet long, eeventy-two foot

wide and contains two storices. The upper floor le one large room
unbroken by a post from ane end to tle ather, hie roof boing sup-
ported entirely by truss work A clear space le thus provided for the
Machines, and there is nothing to, in the slightest degree, inpede the
men in tlir work.

BooMING AND SHfIPPINo FACILITi.
The booming facilities of the mâill will be unsurpased intbe

province, and thora are advantages i the river which are *not
possessed by mille. situated on sait vater. One of these is the fact
that there is no danger from the toiedo, which plays sncb havoc in
ocean waters. In booming loge in this province all the mille destroy
a great deal of valuable lumber by using what is called the " dog,"
a heavy iron spike which is driven through the stick for the purpbse
of holding it in position. Owing ta this a large portion of the log bas
ta be sawn off as useless. Mr. Kendall looked about for somle plan
whereby this sacrifice might be avoided, and he bit on the idea of
using an endless chain and live rollers. This plan will work àdmif
ably, and without doubt the idea will ba gezerally adopted throùgh-
out the country. Along with excellent booming facilities, the mill
aise posseses superior advantages for shipment of lumber bath by
water and land. Shiips can moor at the company's wharf beside the
mili and can be loaded directly from the building. iside track bas
already been partly built from the railway line through the company'd
land ta the mil, and it is the intention to run another track parallel
with the building.

MODE OF OPERATION.
The log will come in at the castern end of the mill and paso

lengthwise througl the different machines tilI it reaches the west
end. Here It is, by automatic machinery, transferred sideway arid
passed out of the raill over trimmer tables. One board of sixty foot
long could be cut lm twenty-six different lengths. Ail the dimension
timber passes lengthwise on to a platform at the west end of the miii,
and can fron thence be transferred ta either ship or car. The capi-
city of the mili will be about one hundred and fifty thousand feet per
day of ten hours, equal ta about fifty million feet a year.

The conipßny have already about one hundred and fifty mon
working for them. The extensive limite, over 60,000 acres, possessed
by the company, said to ba unsurpassed by any on the Pacifie coast,
are situated bath on the island and mainland, estimated ta comprise
over two thousand million of feet of timber, sufficient ta stock the
mill for from forty ta fifty years.

Tem BANK, oF BalTIse NonTIa AsRnic.-A genorai meeting of the
shareholders of the Bank of British North Amerita wýs held the 3rd
inst., at the offices, Clement's lane, London. Mr. H, J. B. Kendali
presiding. In moving the adoption of the report, the chairman said
that the meeting was convened for the purpose, as etatedin the repor
of declaring an interim dividend. It was not their custom at that
period of the year ta send out a balance sheet, and therefore they had
no accounts before then for consideration, but the board of directofs
and the auditors had carefully examined the books of the bank, and
they found that the profits during the past half-year were fully suffi-
cient for the payment of an interim dividend, which they now de-
clared, of 35e per share, or at the rate of 7 per cent. par annum, eftdr
of course providing for bad and doubtful debte. He Was glad ta say
that the bad debts were as moderato as usual, and as regarded doubt-
fui debts very ample provision had been made for tho. The succesé
of the bank went hand-in-hand with the prosperity of the DominioA
of Canada. Ail that ho had ta say at that moment was that the po8i-
tion of the bank was one of prospority, and during the lalf-year under
consideration they bad no drawbacks. HE thouglt that the proprie-
tors owed tleir thanks to the managers and staff at the varions
branches, and also at the London office, for thè efficient maner ii
which they bad conducted the affaire of the bank. He spolke in termin
of deep regret of the death of the manager of the agency in New York,
Mr. D. A. M'Tavish, in whom the bank liad tst a most efficient and
zealous servant. The vacancy had beon filled by the appointment of
Mr. Stikeman. Mr. H. R. Farrer, seconded the motion, which wai
carried unanimously.

How TuE PARIs EXPOSITION WAs OaGANIZED.-On the 31st Of March,
1886, au agreement was entered into between the government of
France and the city of Paris, on one side, and the Credit Foncier
acting on behalf of a guarantee socièty, on the ather side. They as-
sumed that the total expenses of the proposed exposition would be
43,000,000 francs. Of this the state agreed ta advance 17,000,000
francs ; the city agreed ta advance 8,000,000 francs ; the guarantee
society agreed ta advance 18,000,000 francs. But the guarantee
society was to receive back again 18,000,000 francs worth of foutitérs'
shares of 1,000 francs each, and these were ta participate pro rata In
any profits that miglht accrue. The guarantee society also stipulated
that the 25,000,000 francs advanced by the government of France and
city of Paris, slould be exhausted before any portion of the 18,000,000
francs was touched. On the other hand the state was to have entire
control of the exposition. Iu the first instance the tickets were to be
issuned by tho Treasury as in 1878, a commission of 1 par cent was ta
bu allowed ta rotail dealers. On the 15th of April, 1889, li Oredit
Foncier issued 1,200,000 bonds of 25 francs each at par. Attached to
eacih bond wero twenty five entrance tickets valued at i franc each.
If the subscriber used his twenty-five entrance tickets lie got the bond
for nothing. The bond was a ticket in a lottery, entitling the holder
ta a chance in the drawiugs for prizes. l- addition, however, these
bonds are-themselves ta be'repaid without Interest to-the hotders ln
hie year 1964 Bonds of 25 francs each with coupon tickets attached,
were sold uinder thesa circumstances ta the amuount of 30,000,000
francs. The gurantee society was reimbursed for the total 18,000,000
francs of its advance, and the renaihiing 12,000,000 francs are suppo-
sed ta bc sufficient, if properly invested, to pay aIl lottery prizes, and
ta accumulate à fund for the payment of the bonds themseolves et their
maturity in 1964.
