IMMIGRATION.

The report of the Standing Commitiee
on Immigration and Colonization shows'
that the general decline of emigration both
from Great DBritain and the European con-
tinent still continues, the total number of
goenuine settlers arriving in Canada bemg
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only 79,169, of: which 22,'266 are entered aS

returned (anadmns, leaving. consequontly.
a net immigration of only 56,908 persons as

against 105 S24 in 1884 and 133,623 in 1883.
In these figures only those bona fide re-
muining in Canada are iucluded, the total

arriving at our ports heing 105,069, of

which number 25827 went on to places in
the United States.

The report, so far as Lhe questlou of as-
sisted passages is concerned is satisfactory,
inasmuch as ouly 6,694 adulls and 1,125
children were granted cheapened rates,
and these were compused entirely of agri-
cuttural laborers and domestic servants,
Loth of which classes are still much needed
in this country. The amount expended
in reducing their passages was $36,748 or,
after deducting commissions, about $%4,-
000, roughly speaking, =3 per head, and
the expenditure incurred in forwarding
them to poiunts inland where they could
find work was $5,759 more. The cost of
furnishing meals to the immigrants is
placed at $10400. All these sums are
fairly moderate, it is only when we come
to the expeuses incurred in inducing emi-
gration und to the salaries and expenses
paid to emigration agents, lecturers and
press correspondents that there 1s any
ground for criticism.

The various delegates who have arrived
from England to inspect the land and
" whom the guileless Canadian believed to
have been paid for their services by those
in whose interesis they were sent out,have
cost this country $3,759 for expenses; for
special agents $3,600; for services of clerks
5,800 \\h]le a sum of $5,300 is charged
for colonization purposes. According to
the reportof the Auditor-General, agenis in
Europe were allowed in addition lo those
sums §4 per day for travelling expenses,
but this fully adequate sam appearsio have
been exceeded in many cases. DMr. Dyke’
of Liverpool, for instance, having charged
as high us $27.50 per day for this item,

Still'the tolal per crpitie ¢ost of emigra-
tion is not excessive,. and though larger
than that of 1882 and 1883 is smaller than
that of 1884, The total per cupite cost for
the past six years is as follows:—

while for 1885 it is $£3.92. This includes
every expenditure made by the Depurt-
ment for immigration, for fixed establish-
menis and for special services of all kinds
with the exception.of quarantine expenses,

Two features of the report are unsatis-
factory, the first being, that the immigra-
tion of Chinese has increased to 4,097,
registered as ettlers, hesides those who
have been smuggled across tle frontier
and consequently do not appear in the re-
turns, and the second is, that the importa-
tion of destitute children,.of which great

.will cavil at.

complaint has been made in some parts of

‘the country, is largely on the increase, the

paymenis made to the so-called philan-
thropists who colleet ‘money in - Great
Britain to pay the expenses of these child-
ren, and receive a further bonus of $2 per

head from the Dominion Government for’

bringing them out, having increased from
$1,500 in 1884 to $3,003 in 1885, These
figures clewrly show that the businessis a
paying one, and it would be well if oflicial
attention were directed to this point.

The fotal expenditure for immigration
during the calendar year 1885, for all
services and all establishments, both on
this continent and in ]Curope, was $310,271
'im\mst $431,498 in 1884, a reduction of
£121,227, or aboul 28 per cent. The prin-
cipal items were $61,909 for Canadian
agencies, £65,050 for the London oflice,

printing £55,641, and paper for pamphlets,

ete, §19.381. These 1wo last items no one
The later issues of emigra-
tion pamphlets show a marked improve-
ment over- the highly coloved, if not
exaggerated, igsues of former years, and
are far more likely fo commend the cause
of Canada to the praclical emigrant. At
the same time we might suggest that a
judicious distribution of the leading daily
and commercial newspapers at the leading
emigration centres would do more to popu-
larize the idea of Canada with the masses
than the most persuasive pamphlet, and
while not in any way decrying the value
of emigration literature pure and simple
there is no doubt that a perusal of Cana-
dian journals would form & valuable coad-
jutor in attracting the attention of intend-
ing emigrants to the advantages of this
country. -7

T111E BANK STATEMENTS,

The monthly returns for Seplember me
at hand, and as usual we print the full de-
{ails in anollier column. Below we give
our usual abstract of the returns for the
past month, and the comparative figures
for preceding veriods.

The chief change during the monihis the

increase in circulation, $2:412,000, & very

gratifying testimony to the increased ac-
tivity of buginess throughout the country.
Tast. year the increase in this item for
September was $1,200,000, but at that time
husiness was dull, and the increase in cir-
culation usual at this season, for the move-
ment of the crops was minimised by the
existing depression. This year the crops
are hetter, and although they are coming
to market very slowly, vet a fair activity is
reported. To this as well ad to the im-

provcmont in general tusiness the present

incerease in circnlaiion is due,

But in other respects our condensed
balance-sheet speaks well for the busi-
ness of the country.

Tiast month, in com-~

menting on the returns, we expressed the
opinion that this month'sstatements would
show increased foreign balances, since rates
in New York were better than at home,
We very cheerfully admit that circum-
stances have not verified our would-be
prophecy, the more cheerfully that while:
the conditions still exist which "were at~
tracting capital to New York, the condi~
tions at home are so much changed by the:
improved demand for money that our hold-

ings abroad decreased over a million dol- |

lars during the month. Loans to the gen-
eral public increased $3,119,000 in Septem-

ber, and this increase is mainly under the

satisfaclory heading of ‘‘other” current
loans and advances,” which represents the
ordmary discounting business of the banks.
Loans to corporations other than municipal,
the increase in which forms a portion of
the lotal given above, cover of course the
discount accounts of all umnufucturmg cor=-

.
porations—cotton companies, woolen mills,,

agricultwral implement makers and the:

like, including milling, trading and other-

companies formed on the joint-stock prin--
ciple. The division, as we have Defore:
poinied out, is meaningless now, since dis-
counts for the companies we have men-

‘tioned differ in no way from those for

urdinary business houses. To compleie
our comparison of the statemonts we add
that-the ordinary deposits have increased
81?843,000; therefore also o very wholesome
sign. The deposits of the Dominion and
Provincial governments have decrensed
1,677,000,

Taking the statements as a whole we
ave of opinion that it is the most satisfac-
tory that has issued for a long series of
months. The impression has been steadily
gaining ground that wo have “ turned the
corner” of the depression, and arg on the
way towards a imore prespsrous condition.
The reports we have from wholesale houses
and from interior points all tend in this di-
rection, and the baok statements show an
unmistakeable improvement and enlarge-
ment in their buginess. It is true that
prices are still low, especially for all agri-
cultural products, but there are good crops
as an oflset, and so far es-they are ex-
changed for clothing and other supplies,
they will buy as much now, owing to the
general reddcetion in valuey, as they would
have done some time ago, when higher
prices all round were the rule. There are
also more failures than it is quite pleasant

to contemplate, bhut the majority of theso .
result from circumstances connected with

the individuals. that would have lod to the
same end in the best of times.

The country hag passed through twa or
threo years of depression, and we secom
now to he reaching forward for the *fat
years” to follow. We do not know which
is most necessnry at such a period, en-
couragoment o thoge hanging back from
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want of confidence, or warning to those too

ready {o rushin at.the very first flush of

the dawn of bettor times, Renewed confi-
dence is almost the life-blood of the fn-
provement in business which we look for,
and we think there is good ground for har-
boring it; but the lack of it is hetter than
the other oxtreme. We commend the
juste milicuto our readers, the golden mean
of cantion and confidence which will make
the hest of either bad or good times.

Were n parent asked such a simple
question as why he wishes to provide his
child with that knowledge which is im-
parted in the public schools, he would pro-
bably ‘answer that it is for the purpose of
onabling him the more easily to make his
way in ‘the world; and npart from its
moral,

education. And yet, when one sets him-
self seriously thinking wpon it, he cannot

avoid the reflection that from' the econo- .

or roligious and ornaméntal in-
fluences, this is doubtless the object of all

mic point of view the learning of Lhe schools
falls much behind in the attainment of
this end. Indeed in one respect—that
which we take as the subject of this article,
and without which all great endeavors
towards success in life are almost in vain— -
the schools of the land rather discourage
than inculcate the practice of thrift.' ’

There is no virtue which is more to

‘be desired among tho masses of the .

people than thrift. in the use of money.

It is thr\ft whlch produces capltal, it 3 ’,
is this prevailing” “c¢haracteristic of ‘the
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-north Britons as a people which, com-
bined with enterprise, has given them
the position they océupy in'the banking,
mercantile, - 'mm\ufnctu‘ring and railway
business of Canada ;- it is thrift which gra-
dually widens the spnce which separates
the so-called workingman from his fellow-
laborer, who often as yet is the hardest
worker of the two. Is there any reason
then why the youth, the children of -the
country,-should be suffered to grow up into
adult esiate before they are taught the
blessings of thrift—that men and women
must be left to their own guidance in this
regpect, except what they may gather from
an occasional ill-digested proverb ?

The school banks organized in some of the
countries of - Europe, notably, Belgium,
Trance and Austria, and latterly in Eng-
land, with the object of giving practicel ef-
fect to the theories concerning thrift among
the people, have been assailed as widely as

they have been commended. InEnigland and’

Wales there are nearly 2,000 of these schoal
‘savings banks, in France there are 23,000,
Scotland has-123, and Ireland has none.
In Belgium and Haly, the system liag been
opposed by parents and teachers, and at-
tacked Dy politicians and the press. It
was hLeld that to inculeate thrift among
children, to teach them to save, and spend

wisely, is to breed selfishiness, to destroy

the trusting d)sposmon, the generous, un-
caleulating impulses of childhood, to turn
them into little sordid, cold-hearled econ-
omists, to form arace of misers; and heart-
rending pictures were drawn of “ the: ‘poor
little things with their cheerleas lives strip-
ped of their one solace, the delights ‘of the
candy-shop.” It has, howevor, - yet to Dbe
shawn that self-restraint, prudence, fore-
gight, are synonymous with selfishness,
avarice, meanness ; thatextravagance and
recklessness. are the same things as gener-
osity and the spirit of honorable indepen-
dence; that Jrudencéor‘the virtue of thnft
EIows of itself’; or that the great lessons of
self-restraint and self-rahance, inculeated
by the denial of a present doubtful Want,
or trifling, perhaps pernicious gratification,
in order to obtain a solid future good ‘can-
not bs taught at so ear]y an age as, for in-
stance, truthfuliness u.nd obedlence, with-
out endangering ‘the generous] instinets of
childhood, It hasbeen said that it is bet-
ter to waken the child. from its dream w ith
a gentle ]mnd rather than leave. it tobe.
awakened in after’ years by the rough ex-
perience of life. .

The process ef absorplion hag heen a
gradual one. The company have already
acquired liens against the steamers City of
Chicago and City of Derlin, aggregating
suflicient (o cover the value of both shipy
and for some time past the directors have
been eluboraling a scheme by which a
reorganized line can be put on the route
that will be able to compete in both speed
and aceommodation  with any line now
ranning, and which shall prove a formid-
able competitor to some of the weaker
lines. ‘I'he two vessels already mentioned
aro the only ships of the Inman flect that
will he retained on the new ling, and the
remaining three Tnman liners will he
gradually digposed of as opportunity oflers,
In ordor lo {ill their places, negolintions
have been commenced with the owners of
the Arizona and Alaska, now running on
the Guion ling, and with those of the City
of Rome and Americn of the Nalional
line and these negotintions have already
reached a slage which ensures the secur-
ing of these well-known fliers and their
placing on the weekly serviee of the re-
organized Tnman line.

The entire sum which will be paid for
the purchase of the Tnman line’s privileges
will he ruther over £2,000,000 and it is
expeeted that, at the lowest estimate,
another million will be required to place
the new line in perfect shapo.  The nego-
tintions are nol yet completed but it is
undersiood that the only reason of the
delay in the acceptance of the ofter is a
desperato atlempl on the part of the
Inmang to uphold their fine and prevent
its absorption into the new organization.
A hopeless ellort was recenily made to
float sullicient bonds lo build a now
stonmer and entirely rofit the others, but,
it fuiled signally, and consequently no
allornative is now lofl them hut to arcepl.
tho propositions of the railroad..

This wholo transaction forms a siriking
commentary on tho gradual change in the
position of tho ocean carrior, which may
be gaid to have takon place within the last
deende. Inold days cach steamship line
was served by many railronds and practi-
cally dictated  through rates to them,
More freight was oflered to them {han
they could earry away, and uonséquently
the stoamship line was tho practical mastor
of tho situntion.  Now-n-days all this is
changed, the increnso not merely in the
so ealled acean tramps, but in the number
of regular lines vunning, and the great
increpse in the sizv and earrying capacity

of the vessels composing these lines, has
cuused a complete reversal of the old con-
dition of things, so that in modern times
the Jine which can secure a position as a
tributary to a large railroad is felt to be on
the road 1o success and is well content to
accepl such percontago as that railroad is
willing to allot to it. It is the railroad
and not the stewmer that now controls the
traflic and on the part of all the great
rouds, whether American or Canadian,
there js a growing tendency to either
seeure o controlling interest in the man-
agement of the steamship lines tributary
o them, or clse, ag in the present case, in
absorh them altogether. Of course, there
are some old established, sterling lines of
steamers, notably in Canada, who yet fully
maintain their pristing position and power
ag factors in the Ireight market, and who
from their hLold on the popular favor, are
slill well able to stem the tide, but the
tendency of the times is as we have in-
dicated, and the growing power and far
wider scope of the great railroad corpor-
ations are now accepted facts.

AUTUMN WRADS,

Jackels and short driving coats are en-
Jjpying great popularity among the younger
Indies this season.  Among the recognized
leaders of f{ashion, smooth, close-shaven
cloths appear to be preferred, but the num-
ber of bonelé and tulted cloths worn shows

-that theso styles still have a large number

of admirers. I'weeds, cheviots and home-
spun are also aflected, and the colors out-
side of the omni-present black or ils con-
gener, very dark gray, appear to be fawn,
drab, medium and light gray, and the
varying shades of brown,

A pretty sample jacket of pale drab
kerseymeroe shown is a type of the style
now most prevalent, The turn-down col-
lar and cufls are faced with velvet, the
seams are strapped, and the double-breasted
front fuslened with faney buttons matehing
the jacket in shade. Juckets trimmed
with fur will be more worn than ever,
beaver being the most styligh of all, but
the groat popularity of astrakhan will be a
sovere drawback to the furriers this season.
Everything is heing trimmed with astrak-
han to the exclusion of genuine furs, and
the fashion appears to increase rather than
diminigh, Commencing with hats, it has
spread through all the difterent articles of
o lady’s wardrobe, even frillings being
shown with borders f astrakhan, and the
feeling of the trade is that this will be es-
sentinlly an sstrakhan season, and that the
morg valuable and costly furs will be
noglocted for this material, at all events so
far as trimmings are concerned.

Fur-lined cloaks and cirenlars aro always
in stylo, und will be worn as much as ever,
A novelty, this season, is to have the out-
side materinl a shaggy flannel instead of

silk, satin or cashmere as heretofore, -the
contrast between the cheap exterior and
the costly interior being u feature of the
wrap. In order to keep up the cost of the
cloak, the fur lining will be of more expen-
sive furs than hitherto, beaver being pre-
ferred, and the value of the lining will be
indicated by a simple roll of the tur round
the neck. The Russian circular, having
short slesves hidden under the wrap, is
coming in, and from the superior warmth
and comfort of the double front, bids fair to
oust the plain circular from popular faney,
in spite of the increased amount of material
required in its manufacture. Ifor lighter
wraps ihe new ulsters are very pretty.
They are made in tailor styles, usually in
plain smooth fabrics, though some shew a
variety of colors either in plaids, pin stripes
or striped effects, but large plaids are
tabooed and are only worn by the common
trade. Most of these garments have
jaunty coachman’s capes, or else show the
pointed hood which forms such a feature
in this season’s novelties. The Newmarket
also retaing a good deal of its old time
popularity, and new lines, tailor made, fin-
ished and lined with satin, and either
braided, or stitched with raw edges, have
taken well with the general trade.

Norfolk jackets still remain in favor with
a certain class, and it is said long cloaks of
tweed in light colors will be fashionably
worn. Redingotes, slightly varied in cut,
are also well called for. Lines trimmed
with head ornaments and passementerie,
and having the plails lined- with colored
silks, have sold surprisingly well. An
American novelty are cloaks made of
coarse woollen stuff striped with lines of
colored worsted worked into the fabrie.
Whether these bright-colored garments,
having such combinations as yellow and
dark crimson, blue, green, and white, white
and scarlet, ecru and mignonette, or pearl

grey with purple; 'will ever attain much .

popularity with Canadian ladies is very
much to be doubted, but so far as little
girls and misses are concerned they have
sold well and form a stylish, becoming
garmeont, ,

In gealskin, and the exquisite imitations
now offering in seal -plush and sealette,
most new mantles have the flowing sleeve
and short square front which have gradu-
ally been coming to the front for some
time past. The mantles shown as samples
are’short and graceful, and are trimmed
with Alaska sable, black marten, astrak-
han, or begver. Tail fringes of fur are
still fashionably worn,

Ir the recently invented process of making
water gas accomplishes what i8 predicted for
it; it will fully counterbalance, so far as the
iron trade is concerned, all the advantages
now experienced by those who have'a supply
of natural gas at command.  The process ap-
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pears to be extremely simple and cffective. A
jet of superheated steam is directed into a re-
tort full of inzandescent coke, when the oxy-

gen unites with carbon to form carbonic acid,

and hydrogen is liberated.  The gases are led
to a second retort filled with some refractory
substance Lept red hot, by which a glowing
gurfuce is exposed to the gases, while at the
game time superheated steam is introduced.
"I'his seizes upon the carbonic oxide to form
dioxide, and more hydrogen is liberated.
A milk-of-lime bath removes the carbonic di-
oxide, and the pure hydrogen is led to a
reservoir, One ton of coke in this process
produces about 69,000 feet of gas, which is
about eleven times the quantity usually pro-
duced by the expenditure of a ton of conl.
This reduces the cost to little, if anything,
more than that of natural gns when the diffi-
culty of controlling the latter is taken into
the account.

Tnose who are supposed to know most
about the wool market predict that, so far as
Texns is concerned, the season’s clip will not
exceed 3,500,000 pounds, for the reason that
sheep are not shearing as heavily as expected.
There is no change in prices, and holders are
firm. Seven hundred thousand pounds have
been received, and 678,000 pounds sold at
prices ranging from 19} to 22% cenis per 1b.
The growers are more than satisfied with the
sitnation, but the Northern and Enstern
buyers ave grumbling at the high prices they
are compelled to pay, and several of the here-
tofore heeviest buyers representing lastern
houses are persistently holding off, making as
few purchases as they can ab present prices.
The good profits from the wool clip this year
will undoubtedly stimulate a large incréase in
the product next year in Texas. Growers
will not kill one-balf as many lambs as'in
years when wool brought Iower prices.

~ Tur recent advance in the price.of manu-
factured iron in Great Britain is hailed by"the
trade ag the beginning of a turn in the tide.
The iron business has yielded but litéle profit
for some years. Houses with ample capital
have been compelled to witness almost every
successive purchase of stock decrease in value
on their bands, with all the uncertain con-
comitants of a falling market; and their
financial strength, paradoxical as it may
sound, & source of weakness. Dealers whose
means compelled them to- buy, as it were,
. from hand to mouth, found themselves in a
better position as to profits. Steel was in no
better condition, and the only apparent chance
of profit lay in the gradual substitution of
lower grades’ of manufacture. There is yet
considernble steel held in stock_here, for
which the importers would gladly accept half
the price it cost them geveral years ago.

TIII‘ IRON CASE: BE R’l‘RAM VS MAbSDY
ET AL. - :

_’1‘0 ik Ep1Ton oF THE JOURNAL OF Co.\lm-:nm-'::
Dear Sir—This case, momentous to the
rpartics concerned, was first brought to the
:notice of tho iron trade, when in its incipient
stage last December, by the London [fron
Trade Gazette : The plaintiffs are four brothers,
~originally from Scotland, who until about four
years ago, when they moved to Toronto, were

branches in the towns of Lindsay and Orillia,
they are of reputed good' standing, reputation
iand favor. The defendants are a Stock Co., in
o flourishing condition, manufacturing agri-
cultural nnplcmcnts and-one of ‘the largest
concerns in the country.;. the Masscy family
own about four-fifths of the stock and ‘are
acquisitive as to the remaining fifth, Thisasa
degree of. feeling, entered a little into the
sympathics of tho masses for the plaintiff, for
whom on personal grounds:much sympathy
was expressedly felt throughout the whole of
the trinl, which commenced on the 11th inst,

before J ustice Cameron and a Special Jury
Considerable feeling had been manifested on
both sides in the case before the trial, each
snying that if the case went against them they
would carry it to a highet’ ‘cohrt even 1o the
I’uvy Council in England; it was thiercfore no
surprige to see the phalanx of legal:luminaries
present when the case opened. .

The case wag one of contract, the plaintiffs
‘offered and’thie defendants nccepted offer by
the plaintiffs to supply the Massey Mig. Co.
with a certain specification of Ioop, Sheet,
Norway, and Staffordshire Bar Iron, the latter
being described as BNT, 8&H, TK, Shelton or
equal. The TK brand was shxppcd, and almost
immediately upon delivery being made, it was.
found to be much crystallized, brittle, and
unfit for the" purposes intended, and as con-

tended—not the quality known as TK in the

trade. The plaintifis were sent for and further
tests’ were made ; delivery was allowed to
progress until a large quantity of the whole
was delivered into the works of the defendants.
The latter proposed to take and pay for the
iron in the specification other than the TK;
the plaintiffs proposed that they should accept
all, and claim upon them, if any claim they
hnd under the contract, but the solicitors for
the defendants barred - tlus, and after much
delay an action at law was commenced for
about $14,000 of which I think about half
was the TK, and the only offending iron in
the contract.

The case commenced by onc of the plaintiffs
being put into the witness box., He proved
the contract, then rested, to force the defen-
dant to make his case; the defendants moved
to dismiss, but the court dismissed the motion
and the case was then proceeded with on the
part of the dcfcnce, when @ large number of
witnesses were examined as experts in respect
to the ‘quality of the iron. Some of them
were {from Toronto, but the majority of them
from the other towns, where they were exten-
sively engaged in manufacturing. Mr. Jacks,
Glasgow, was examined, though~I think he
was o witness expert, like myself, much
against his will ; the well known Jacob Reese,
of the city of Plttsburg, was also examined,
and tréated the court to some of the inner
secrets of iron mnnufnctmmg, the cussedness

‘that its manufacture sometimes brings about,

and condemning this lot in particular of 'l‘h
ag unhmerchantable iron.

 Onthe questxon as to the umnerchnntnble
character of the iron, there did not seem to be
much doubt, though nemly all the witnesses
hesitated to say this in unqunhﬁed terms, as

throughout the lot, and they knew not how’
to separate the good from the bad ; besides
there was -a large mensure of sympnthy and

“good ‘will for the plaintiff in conflict with

their conscienices. The rendmg of the evi-

delivered to the defendants ;. their position
was improved also, from a legal point of view,
by admissions of the defence, that after they

had found the iron was bad' they-had used |7

gsome of it, and that they had sold the acrap
from it to the Ontario Rolling Mills, and that

they had racked it into racks with other iron.,

All these admissions admitting of a' fine

", argument that the delivery of the '_iro'n_\'lgzu‘l

been accepted and .actually mixed or incor-
pomted into the stock of the defendant com-
pany, made in ‘my opinion a good case for the
plaintifiy on ‘the question of delivery made
and at (at least constructively) accepted. ‘The
jury, in returning their award, said that the
defendants were to pay the plaintiffs for what-
ever portion of the iron -they had used. The
Honorable Judge in charging the jury said
upon the question of brand :—#The plaintnﬁ's
held that they had agreed to furnish certain
brands of iron, including a quentity of TEK
and that they hud furnished the material of
the brands asked for. Now in the pomtlon of |

the plaintifis a8 merchants and dealers of i iron, |

they claim that they undertook nothing 1n

regard to the quality of the iron ; they only |

undertook to furnish iron of the descx iption |
named ; if they had been manufacturers they
admitted that they would have been bound in
addition to supply the iron of a rensonably
good quality, not poasessmg any latent defects.
The only portion of the iron furnished accord-
ing to the contract which the defendants

objected to, was that of the TK brand, but |

under the law if one part of a contre.ct was
not carried out the wholo of it was rendcred
null, and this ground was taken by the defen-
dants. His opinion of the question as to
whether the responsibility for defects, should

rest with the manufacturers or dealers, was’

that «if, in the case of irom, the defects were

‘latent und not observable to the eye of ‘the
dealer, then the manufacturer would be -re-.
sponsible, but if the defects arose from cor-
rosion and rust for example, after tho irdn’
“came into the hands of the dealer, then the'

dealer would be responsible” Except in the

‘finding of the jury it will be observed that
this question of liability or non. liability by
‘brand is not covered by the charge of the

Judge, excéptin eo far as it bearsupon theactu-
al offender—{tlie ‘wrongdoer, the manufacturer.
This question will no doubs be settled author-
xtutivcly in a higher court.
