In a few
years they may-be expected to give shade and verdure to the heart of
the town, and, happily, ma J mduce similar attempts at improvemesit
n other ‘quarters. - .

- Some: "years ago, A'rcry rlestreet, had its greenusta, s0 had IIollrs
street, and oneor two of the intersecting streets in the same direction.
The aze of the improver was set-to work, the green heads of the
ancient ornawments were brought o the dust, and -the - clap-board
walls were allowed the full benefit of -the glare of mid-day.

Some persons were romantic enough to mourn over this further
