In these fnstitutions
the members sweas that they will obey leaders whom
they do not know, snd who may be very dangerous
mep, and command wicked thiogs, aud they call
God to witness that they will keep certsin gecrets,
withont knowing what they are, t_and which may
turn oat to be opposed to the teaching of the goapel
and the maxims of religion. The hebit of coatinuslly
taking oaths without necessity is undqnbxedly a pro-
fapation of the holy name of God, whilst to call bim
ic witness that you will do things of a douhtfal
morality i3 notbing less than blasphemy. Cur
divioe Lo-d, in the goapel, severely sondemzs those
who vei. their deeds in darkuess, and bate the ligh'.
+ Men’, says be, ‘loved darkoess rather than the
light; for their works were evil For every one
that doetb avil hateth the light, and coweth not to
the light that his worke msy not be reproved. But
be that doth ¢ruth, cometh to the light, that bis
works may be made menifest, bacause they are done
{n God' (Jobo iii. 19). These msxims shonld be
respapted everywhere, but especially in tks empire,
where associations for everything lawful are recog

pised, and where there i¢ no necessity of burying
aoything in darknoess uuless its wickedness and
deformity be such that they canpot bear tbe light of
day. Itis ezay to understand why banda of robbers
and assagzing bind themselvea by ocath to conceal
their deeds of wickedness ; but why mean profeesing
to act aceording to the laws of bouor, justice, and
religion, should ewear to secresy and to the conceal.
ment of their principles and actions, is a mystery
quite niatelligible. Qertainly, it is not in coafor-
mity with the precept of Obrist: ' So let your light
shine before men, that they may ses your good works,
arnd glorify your Pather, who is in heaven.! (Mat.
v. 16). In regsrd to Freemazons, we learn from the
history of modern times that many of them bave
been the greatest eaemied of religion, and the pris

cipal leadera of tte revolutions whick brought so
maoy evils upon society. The greateat infidel of
the Iast century, Voltaire, who laboured incessantly
to deatroy Christianity, and who never Lesitated to
uge garcagms, lies, and cajumnies for that purpose,
wag 8 Freemason, and obtained a sort of apotheosis
from his brethren in one of the lodgea of Paris a few
days before his uchappy death ; Marat, Darton,
Robesplerre, and other similar monatere of iniquity,
who were the great ectors in the French revolation,
snd ic"our days Mazzioi and Qaribaldi, the priocipal
authors of all the convulaiona of Italy, belooged to
the same craft. Moreover, there 18 & sort of Free

masons in Belgiom aud France, calling themgelves
eolidaices, who will not allow thelr children to be
baptiged, who refuse to coctract matriage ic a reli

gious way, who rejeot sll the Isat sacraments of
religion, preferring to die like beests of the field,

tian burial. ‘From tbeir works you will koow
sbem, says the Lord; and hence, though we do not
pretend to penetrate the mysteries of Freemasoory,
we may conclude that the plant is bad, ragically
bad, which produces sach pofsonous fruit, As to
Fenianism, I have apoken so often of it that I have
nothing new to say.

NEWS OF THE WEEK,

The.news of the raid upon Canada bad patur-
ally excited much indigoation in England, The
Tismes whilst giviag tke President ample credil
for bus efforts to enforce the municipal laws of
the States, and those bigher laws which are
bindiog on all communities of men cla ming to be
evthsed, expresses its indignation at the object
for which Canadian ard U. States’ trdops bave
been put w moticn. We have yet to learn

whetber it is the mteation of the Imperial Gov-

ernment to undertake its due share of upbolding
the bonor of its flag, and the protection of the
‘hves and properties of 1ts subjects on this side of
‘the Atlantic : or whether it proposes to leave
them to themselves and thereby renounce all
chaims to their allegiance, It must at once make
‘up itsmmd to one or the other of these two
courses. '

The Trish Land Bill, 13, we hope, by this trme
‘before the House of Lords, where we also hope
that it may receive a favorable conmderation,
On the motion of the Earl of Kimberly 2 Bill
for repealing the Ecclesiastical Titles Act bas
been read a second time.

Though the French Emperor bas obtained ap
immense majyority in the late appeal to the peo-
ple, the position of his Government seems by no
meaps secure, Thereis great discontent with
the present order of things. From Rome there
18 nothing new to report. The great question of
Papal Infallibihity willat is thought, be carried by
a0 overwhelming majority of the Fathers of the
Council and be publicly annouaced on the Fesat
of SS. Peter and Paul, the 29th nst.

‘We have devoted the greater portion of our
columns fo a report of the raid ; this will explain
the omission of otber matter, OF course these
reports must be received with caution, as in the
exaitement that prevads, fslse rumors eamly ob-
tain credence, and it is difficult to smft the pre
cious grain of truth from the mass of falsebood
1n which it is too often buried.

The condition of Sir Jobn A. Macdonald
continues to improve. He 18 very weak of
course, but we believe as well as bope that al,
danger is over for the present.

THE THIRD PUPLIC SESSION.

The world continues to ask, as Pilate asked
of old, What is Tysth? Taoe Church alone is
able to answer the question, but the world, which
<does pot.care to know, will not hearkeo to her
voice. It prefers to die 1 1ts error, and bas full
liberty to do s0o. 'The decrees of the Vatican
Council, although they are decrees of the Holy
Ghoat, convey no instruction to the world. Its
ears are closed. Atheism, materialism, and pao
-thesm ; the arrogance of rationalism, and the
dreary systems of naturalism, are agamn con-
demned, and' their advocates smitten with ana
thema ; because these old errors are revived ic
“-our generation, and propagated 1o maoy lands, as
though we still lived in the times of the pagan
sopbists, and bad pever beard of Him who ia the
“Way, the Truth, and the Life. Protestantism,
.be master 1nvention of the epemy of man, and
‘the chief dissolvent of Cbristian faith and umty,
hay condacted millions back to paganism.—
—derefore the Holy Vatican Council begias by
~condemning all the forms of unbelief characteris
-tic of our-age.

In the next General Congregation, the Sche
-m& de Paryo Catechismo, as modifizd by the
Commisaion de Discipling, was to be finally dis
cussed. Asit bas already been deliberated in
several sessions, and forty-ope Fatbers have ad-
dressed the Council upon it, the adoption of this
Catectism, destined for universal use throughont
Christendom, caenot be long- delayed.

tives indicated, had thought 1t his duty to permit
the immediate twntrodaction of that mportant
question.

1tis worthy of observation, aud will be a
gource of geperal satsfaction, that the Arch-
tishop of Paris, in a circular to the clergy of his
diocese, dated Rome, the 20th of April? writes
as follows :—% The period of expectation canoot
now be prolonged, and whatever the Counci!
may do or decide, fauh teaches us that it will
Ze well done and well decided.”

The forly-seventh Congregation resumed the
discussion of the Lattle Catechism. Mgr. He
fele read a paper for the Archbishop of Vienna,
and addresses were made by the DBishops of
Guastalla, Saluzz, and Savaunab.

The forty-eighth General Congregation met op
the 30th of April. The discussion of the Little
Catechism was countinued by the Archbishop of
Avigoon, and the Bishups of Lucon, Parma,
Autun, Mayence, Plrmoutk, Chiton, Treves,
and Secksu. The vote was to be taken on the
ensuing day, and the diccussion of the Schema
de Summo Pontifice was to follow immediartely.

The Gazeite de France, tbe most violent
and unscrupulous of the hiberal Catholic jouroals.

By the mercy of Gnd and the favor of tbe Holy
Apoatolic Ses, Archbisnop of Quebeo, Assistant,
at the Pontifical Throae, &c.

To the Clergy Secular and Regular, to tbe Religious,
Communiries, and to all the Faithfal of our Arch
diocese, Greeting and Benediction in Our Lord,

Now, Deurly Beloved Brethren, by asking and
obtaining from the Holy Fatker leave to retarn,
we have understood that we were not dispensed
with the obligation of contioming to cooperate,
as far as 1t depends upon, i the work of the
Council.

In the history of Councils there 1s an evident
fact, whick it is proper to potat out to you heres
it is the preponderating action of prayer. N’
doubt, consideration dud the most mature deli-
beration hold there a promnent place, so it must
be: for the promised assistance of the Holy
Ghost does not exempt from labor, and does not
demand the abdication of ecience and of reason ;
oo the contrary, 1t supposes and requires all
these : and it 1s truly in Councils that tbese two
great things, we mean scieoce and reason, mani-
feat themselves with most fecuodily and success.

be, ali.days, with his. Church, even-to the con-

summation of the world, in ‘order to defend it
against all the attacks of hell, and to keep it for
ever from all errors; and s promises are 1m-
mutable : they cannot fail to be accomplished :
but the certainty of obfaimwng the divioe assist-
ance daes not dispense the Church from the ne-
cessity of imploring it : no more than the assur-
aoce, given to the just and to sinpers, never to
be wanting in sufficient grace does exempt them
from the obhgation of having recourse to prayer
and the virtue of the sacraments, which are the
ordinary means to ‘obtain this grace with more
abundance aod efficacy.

The pastors of the Cburch, gathered to-
gether in Council, do not cease to be, by them

seives, mea weak and uscertain 1o theiwr thoughts.
It 13 to the grace of Goad that it belongs to en

lighten their intellect, snd to raise up iber
thoughts, their words and thewr judgments to the
beight of the immutable and eternal trath they
must acknowledge and proclaim. It is prayer
theretore which is culled to work thiz miracle ;
and this it is easy to understand, when we pay
attention to the maoner in which the Council of
the Vatican places prayer atthe head of all its
deliberations.

Ta effect, behold all these bishops assembled
together in this Couacil. Belore discharging the
office of judges and of doctors in the [eith.
they begin by fulfilling the holy duty of prayer,
T'aese ministers of the Lord, these successors of
1he aposties have nevertheless spent their life 1o
the study of (God’s holy law; they are men of
higb intellect, wen of labor, profound doctors,
for whom sacred sciences have no longer any
secrets, and to whom po human scieace is
strange > aod nevertheless, when eotering into
the Council, they recall to mind that they need
to pray, and that they must, ahove all, be mec
of prayer.

After having each one i particular said his
Mass, they sall asust again, n the attitude of the
most profound recollection, at the boly sacnitice
with which each congregation opeps’its labors ;
there they unplore the light of the Holy Guest.
they pray for-the Ugiversal Church, that God
may exalt it, and give it peace; they pray for
the Sovereign Pontiff, the common Father ot
Pastors and fatbful, 10 order that the Lord may
protect and sustain bim 1 the sublime m ssion
which He bas confided to him of ruling the
whole Church: and that all the blessings, which
te gwes to the children of God, may be
foruified by alf those he recewves at His hands;
they pray for tkeir deer country, which they have
not ceased 1o love, in devoting themselves, in a
particular maooer, to the service of Ged and of
His Church, fially, they pray, with special fer-
vor, for their pecople from whom they are se-
parated for a time: for that portion of the flock
of Jesus Christ, confided to their solicitude, and
of which they must, oce day, render an account
to the Sovereign Pastor of souls.

Yes, Dearly Beloved Brethren, the faithful of
their dioceses are ever present in their thoughts
and io thewr prayers, and much more stil thao
elsewhere, there, at Rome and at the Counesl.
were tt is their holy mission to occupy them-
gelves, in a higher degree, with the salvation of
their respective flocks. Dearly Beloved Breth-
ren, you were therefore there preseat with us;

yes, you were there, 1n our mind and in cur
heart, at every instant of the day; but, above
all, a6 the Holy Sacrifice of the Mass, which
wu offered up daily for you, and when assem-
bled, in the name of Jesus Chuist, in the general
Congregations, together with the other Fathers
of the Council and the Holy Pontiff, we joined
our prayers to theirs. And God knows with
what fervor we besought Him to be Himself
your pastor, to have mercy on you, to protect
you, tc preserve you in His grace and in His
love...... .
Would that you could, Dearly Beloved
Brethren, assist at this spectacle of ‘the prayer
of the Pastors of the whole Church, gathered
in Council! Oh!-how much you would be
touched and edified ! - There you would be con-
vinced that Jesus Christ is truly in their midst,
according to His promise, and that their pray-
er is truly the prayer of that Universal Church
to which he can refuse nothing. There, finally,
you would understand the influence of prayer
in the Council: that everything is there accom-
plished under the invoeation and by the inspira--
tion of . the Spirit of God, and, finally, how this
holy assombly is' different from political or
popular assemblages, which have no other guide
than human wisdom, and which are, alas! too
often, but the arend of human-passions.
Bat it is, above all, when the Sovercign Pon-
Lff presides himself at the sitting of the Coun-
cil, that prayer attains a grandeur capable of
striking the least attentive, and of moving the
most indifferent.

Permit us to speak of it here: we heard. it, for

the Council of the Vatican opened, under the
invocation of Mary Immaculate. It was pro-
nounced by the Holy Father himself, = His
sonorous and pedetrating voice still rings in our-
oars, and we shall ever have before our eyes his
profoundly religious attitude while reciting it.
We have some idea of what recollection and
prayer is when we have seen the Holy Pontiff
Pius IX, praying in the (Ecumenical Couneil
of the Vatican, in concert with all the Bishops
of the world, in the name of the Church......
He then said, and all the Council repeated with
him the following prayer :

“ Behold us here, O Lord Holy Ghost, he-
“hold wus: It is true that the number and the
“¢ greatness of our sins should keep us far from
“ Thee; but it is in Thy name and at Thy call
“ that we are assembled. Descend upon us;
“ be with us, and deign to iafuse Thyself into
“our hearts. Inspire our actions; guide our
“ steps; enlighten our conduct ; in’order that,
** aided by Thy divine assistance, we may, in
¢ all things, render ourselves agreeable in Thy
“sight.  Be Thou alone the inspirer and
“ the author of our decisions, Thou who
“ alone, with the Father, 2nd the Son, possess-
“est a glorions name. Suffer not that we
‘ become perturbators of peace, Thou who
“ lovest sovereign justice. May we not permit
“ ourselves to wander away through ignorance,
“ be misled by human influence, corrupted by
“ interest or by personal considerations; but
“ unite us effectively by the gift of Thy grace
“ alone, in order that we may be ome with
“ Thee, and that nothing may cause us to de-
% viate from that which is trath. Thus united
“ in Thy -name we shall keep strictly, and in
“ every point, justice with that moderation
‘“ which is inspired by charity. May, here
¢ below, our judgments differ in nothing with
¢ Thine, in order that hercafter for the good
“ which we may have accomplished, with the
“ assistance of Thy grace, we may obtain the

What a sublime and holy prayer, Dearly
Beloved Brethren; all that could be desired
and asked of God, by the Fathers of an
(Ecumenical Council, is therein contained, and
most admirably expressed ! Thus you see, it
is therefore on God's grace, before all things,
that the Couneil intends to rely. It is on the
assistance of the Holy Ghost, whom it implores,
with so much fervor and confidence, that it
reckons and rests. It is then this:divine nssist-
ance, assistance promised and secured by its
prayers, which will give to its decisions and all
its decrees their authority, their strength and
their infallibility. Yes, its judgments and its
decrees will be truly the judgments and the
decrees of the Holy Ghost; and, in procldiming
them for the instruction and the salvation of
the world, the Fathers of the (Feumenical
Counecil of the Vatican may say, hike the Apos-
tles, in the first Council of Jerusalem : ¢ The
“ Holy Ghost has judged with us, and we have
¢ judged with him.”

From what we have just said of prayer in
the Holy Council, it follows, Dearly Beloved
Brethrer, 1© that, although we may not longer
take part in its deliberations, as we have had
the happiness to do during our sojourn at Rome,
it is nevertheless still in our power to assist in
its labors and in the accomplishment of its work
of regeneration, by praying according to that
intention; 2° that, not having ceased to be
part thereof, and to be counted among its mem-
bers, by the permission which we have obtained
to absent ourself, it is a duty for us to kee
ourself united in spirit and heart with those of
our colleagues who have remained present, and
to join incessantly our prayers to theirs, in or-
der to implore, with them and for them, the
light and the assistance of the Holy Ghost....
And this indeed we have not failed to do since,
to our great sorrow we have seen ourself obli-
ged to absent ourself from them; and this we
have formed before God the firm resolution to
do, with all the fervor of which we are capable,
until the end of this great Council....

Thence follows alco, Dearly Beloved Brethren,
that you can associate yourselves with the Fa-
thers of the Council; and have part in their
work, by praying with us for' them, Piety
makes it certainly a duty for you.. And this it
is which we have intended above all to make you
fully understand; in addressing to you this pas-
toral, and it is also by this that we shall
terminate.

Is it not for you indeed, Dearly Beloved
Brethren, as well as for all your brethren in the
fuith scattered over the world, that the (Bou-
menical Council of the Vatican has been con-
voked? Is it not about you and about your
spiritual welfare that the Fathers of the Coun-
cil are occupied? Is it not in view of
your dearest interest that they labor, by
applying themselves, a3 they do, in .seeking
rémedies for the evils which afflict the world,
agitate modern society, and cannot fail to cause
tho eternal loss of innumerable souls? Is:it not
you and your children that they seek to pre-
serve from this misfortune, by forewarning you
against 50 many errors and viees, which menace
the repose and' happines of families, as well as
the. peace and safety of nations? They havo
therefore a claim upon your gratitude, your
agsistance, and your pious cooperation, and
consequently upon the aid of your most fervent
prayers,

Continuo then to pray for the Holy Council,
Dearly Beloved Brethren, for we are confident
that you have already prayed according to that
intention, and that you have not ceased to do so,

'since the day on which we recommended it to

you, before our departure for the eternal City.
Yes, pray for the Council, and pray unceasingly :
pray for the Fathers of the Counoil who, on
their side, pray aud labor for you; pray, every.
day, morning and evening; above all, pray,
when you have the happiness to assist atthe

Fire ar QUEBEC.—Apain the sad fask de-
volvesupon us of recording another great calamity
that nas befallen the apcient capital of Capada.
About 1 a.m. on the morawng of the 24th ult.,a
fire brake out in a baker’s shop, a M. L'Ortie in
St. Francis Street. A suff Easterly pate was
blowing at the tume : water dil not arrive 1m-
medately : and as the houses, ucfortapately, 1
the quarter attacked, are many of them wooden
ouvildings the flames spread, in spite of the efforts
of the Fire Compantes, seconded by the citizens,
and a detackment of the 69th regiment, with
fearful rapidity. The district was wrapped in a
maes of fire, which included all that portion of
the St. Roch suburb between St. Ours Streets
aod that called du Pont. * Eotire blocks of
houses” says the Courrier du Canada, * dis-
apreared, the small mortuary chapel,a monu-
went memorable as baving been spared by the

P|last two fires, was swallawed up, and still the

flames swept on leaving ashes, terror, and deso.
tion bebind them.” For some time serious fear
was euotertained that the Marine Hospital was
destined to perish, but changiog its course tbe
fire spread to the yards cf M. Daldwin, and de-
stroyed to ships on the stccks, almost ready for
launchiog. Luckily towards 4.30 the gale broke
a httle ; aod the rain falling in torrents aided the
efforts of the Firemen, to subdue the Aames.
The number of bouses destroyed1s by some es~
timated at 500, though 1t is theught by others that
this 1s an exaggeration. Much of the property
was tosured, but the Cowrrier to whose graphic
accouat of the calamity we are indebted for these
details, estimates the loss at $324,800, Upon
the poorer classes, who too generally neglect the
precaution of msuring, the blow will fall most
heavily, 7

—for, we in Caoada love to speak of bim as
« gur Prince®—with the pluck bereditary in
bis race, immeduately tendered bis services to
sct'on the staff of Gen. Russell. The 69th was
Lurried vp from Quebec, and every eﬂ'ost wal
maﬂé'lo put the country 1o a state of defence.

In the meantime the most contradictory rumors
were w circulation as to the numb%rs of the
maraudiog band. By some it waa estimated by
lhll.ill'SB'DdS, by others only by bundreds; but by
all it was agreed to, that the raiders were In
ea}nest,and were well supplied with arms,of which
for some time past great quantities bave been
stored away io the barns, and furm houses near
the frontier, The leader wa3 O'Neill, but it
was rumored that his plan of an attack upon
Capada did not meet with the geaeral approval
of the Veniap body 10 the U. States. The Pre-
sident of the U. States issued a proclamation
denouacing the movemezt.

All Wednesday the City was in a state of
greal excitement. as it was evideat that Mont-
real was the objective point ol attack, and its
olunder tre end which the marauders bad iv
view;.aad as detachment after detachment of
the Volunteers were marcbed through the streets
on their way to the frout, they weve loudly
cheered by their fellow-citizens. Specal guards
for the Water Works, Fire Stations, and tbe
Baoks were organised, and the City Couacil
took such measures as the critical state of affairs
geemed to call for.

Tpe first fighting took place oo Wednesday
about poon. It appears that at ibat bour
the first body of Yankee Garibaldians crossed
the Lines pear Pigeon Hill.  To mee
them, and oppose lbewr progress there wag
only a body of about one hundred militia,
aided by an equal number of volunteer farmers,

_and yeomen, residents of the district, who turped
out to protect their native iand from pollutior,
their homes rom plunder, their wives, sisters
and davghters from outrage. They were well
posted oo a hiliside, covered by rocks, fences
and brush, from whbence they opened a brisk fire
on- the advancing enemy; and after a smart
skirmish, they had the satisfaction of driving
back the invaders with some conniderable loss in
killed asd wounded.” Oa our side no seriouvs
casualties occurred, Whilst this was going on,
tbe leader of tbe gang, O'Neill, who bad pro
dently recrossed to the U. States sude of the

Oa Thursdsy the excitement continued, though
somewhat allayed by the tidings of the repulse
of the rauders on the afternoon of the day betore,

The arrest of O'Neill bad also much efect, for
{be geveral impression was thal the arrest was a
“dodge” on bis part.n order to give lum, O'Neill,
& excuse for backing out ol a scrape. A man
named Donaelly, another ring leader of the gang
was badly wounded in:the leg, and of his follow

‘ets many were reported as being quite demoral-
ized, retreating as fast as possible, and throwing
awdy 1o thewr flight their arms and ammumtion.
Our people were with difficully restrained from
pursmog, the marauders, but they succeeded 1o
capturing one four pounder breech loader, and 2
good imany. arms which bad been abandoned.
Tbe greatest credit is due to the commandmg
officers, Smith and Chamberlin, for their judi-
tious arrangements ; and too much praise cannot
be awarded to the brave farmers and settlers of
the district, who turned out of their gwn atcord
to shoot down the ruffians who were guilty of
this unprovoked atlack upon them. Whilst such
2 8pint is maintaiaed, Canada bas nothing to fear
from the bordes of brigauds ou the other side of
the Lines, We give from the telegraphic re-
ports of the Ferald such detads of the fighting
at Pigeon TAil as bave come to hand, and seems

“At 11 o’clock, Gen. George P, Foster, U. S,

"Marehal for Vermogt, with s deputy, Thomas

Falley of St. Albans, arrived upon the scene.
They found a guard of Fenians stoppicg the
passage df citizens, This the officers in com-
mand wee speedily informed by the Marshal,
would not do. This was the public highway anc
they bad no right to prevent the passage of any
citizen, the guard was accordingly withdrawn,
and the reporters and a number of citizens passed
on wth the column. The Marsbal, seekiog on
General O’Neill, informed him of his authorty
and of the President’s proclamation, and formally
orderd bim to desist. The order was received

-by O’Neill very coolly and with apparent uncon-

cern.
THE ADVANCE.

The Feanians, about 500 in pumber, consisting
of detachments of four Feoian regiments, after
theiwr arrival at St, Albans, marched to X airfield,
where they were partially uniformed and fully
armed. They left Farfield bright and early on
Wednesday and marched for the Canadian lige,
abour fifteen miles distant. At mmme o’clock
they balted at Hubbard’s Coraer, half a mile
beyond Franklie, and a mile or two from the
lme. Here ammunition boxes were opened, car
tridges distributed, and preparations made for
aclion j probably, however, mith little expecta-
tion of any formidable resistance. Information
was recewved that the highway across the line
was guarded by a company of Canadian militia.
All, bowever, were 10 lngh spirits, and Lhe men
apxious to press on, confident of their ability to
brush any such opposition from their path.

THE BATTLE OF PIKE RIVER

sooo opeped. O'Nwll formed bis troops 1 lice
of battle extending at right angles across the
road, one company bewng detailed to act as
siiemivhers, These recerved their orders from
Col. Brown, a good leoking officer in cimhan
dress, and weariog a Scotch cap, who takiong a
musket addressed the company, (Capt. Cronan’s)
saywng that he was honored with the command of
the skirtoweh live ; that they must keep cocl and
obey orders, These were to march down the
road, cross the bridge and

THE ADVANCE

was at once ordered. About ball a mile from
the line, the men wece halted to load, and theo
were ordeced forward,

The Feman troops were here balted, and
were addressed in a brief speech by Gen. O’Neill.

ADVANCE UPON THE ENEMY.

It must bave beeo intended that they should
deploy as ckirmishers immediately upon crossing
the bridge ; but no deployment was made. The
company marcked down the hill by flank—thar is
o columa of fours—and had bardly crossed the
lise when they were upened oa by the Cacadians,
<ome of whom were pearer to them than they
had supprsed. The company halted, fronted,
returned ke fice aod then made a rush across
the bridge, ~eseral fell, one killed, others
wounded. Two men were shot upaa the bridge
aad fell 1ato the stream ; the rest stopped, broke,
and souzbt sbelter from the fire under the bridge.

In the meactime finag opened sharply between
the militia and the mamm Fentan body. One or
two mep were wouoded, and- there was a rapid
«cattering of the citizeas and reporters, five or
«ix of whom bad pusbed forward and were ac~
tually between the contending lines. These
<ought shelter in Richard’s bouse. Gen.O'Neill,
finding his hine begoiwg to get unsteady, or-
dered them into the feld, under cover of a piece
of wood just on the brow of the valley. From
ting position they fired sereral volleys.

The repulse of the advance company, some of
whom could be seen tunning without arws for
some woods,and the uncomforiable way in which
the bullets whistl-d, were too much for O'Neill’s
men, aod they felt back in disorder, vll they were
address« d again by Gen. O’Nuill as follows:

GEN. O'NEILL'S SECOND SPEECH,

Men of Freland : I'm ashawed of you. You
have acted disgracefully. But you il bave
apother chance of showing whether you zre
cravens or not. Comrades, I will lead you on
again, and if you will not follow me, I, with my
officers will go and die w your {ront.

With tbese words he ordered tbem back to
their poettion, and a scattered fire was Lept up
across the hne for an hour and a half, with no
particular effsct oo either side, the Canadians
keeping thewr pomtion bebind the stone fences,
and the Fenans keeping -their position, with the
loss ot several men, and more or less scaltering
to the rear. :

THE ARREST OF GEN., O'NEILL.

Al this stage of the proceedings Gee. O’Neill
passed down across the road alone, with the m-
tention of detaching a company from the right
of his line fer a flack movement., H's move
ments had been closely watched by Geun. Foster,
who seeing bis opportunity addressed a company
of a dozen citizens, who were watching the pro
ceeding a little out of the hae of fire, =ith the
words: “ Gentlemen, [ propose to arrest O’Nell.
Wil you back me in the ducharge of my duty 7”
« We will” was the reply.  Geperal O’Neill
bad just then stopped to speak to & wounded
wan in the road, when Gen. Foster stepped up
to bum, laid bis band upop him sod said, I ar-
rest you in the aame of the United States Gov-
eroment.” ¢ No, no,” said O'Neill, « You
must not, I will pot be arrested.” DBut tbe
Marshal kiew better. Assistant Marahal Fal
lay was by this time at hand with their carriage.
O'Neill was pul into it, tn a momeat, and 1 an-
other Lthe Marshal with bis prisoner was driving
capudly from the spot O’Neill was cautioned
that any eutery would be at the risk of his life
aod he was thus takem back right through the

‘followers, who were guardiog the .arms aod am

mouoition 10 the rear, without any snspicion of
what was going on. It was certainlya bold
deed to seize the-commander of a force of armed

N

and dqspernté men, right from among them ;. and
the brave Marshal deserves high credit for. the
prompt and succeasful discharge of his duty. The

-| arrest of O'Neill, when koows, caused great

discouragement among his followera. Donnelly,
it 19 said, wept, and, jomned to the resistancein
front, the impression became geueral that the
game was up.

DEMORALIZATION.

All order became lost, numbers of the Fenians
started for thewr homes, some of them turniog the
green jackets of theic umforms and others throw-
ing them away. No attempt was made to stop
this straggling Gll about four o’clock, when a
rearguard was posted across the road 1n Frank—
lin village. The main body remamed about a
mile from the line, the men sittiog or Iymg by
the sides of the road, hoxes of ammumtion and
arms open by the roadmde, and very hitle sign
of any authority or discipline.

Col, Doouelly who assumed command after
O’Neill’s arrest, with about tbhirty mean, still held
Richard’s house, probably with the intention of
bringing their dead aud wounded from that point
after pightfall. Some thought that after their
reinforcements reacbed them they sbeuld again
advance, But the prevaliag opinion was of no
use 1o try again. Promment officers admitted
that nat ome—tenth of the force they expected
was on the ground and that their force was en-
tirely insufficient to undertake and adrance into
Canada,

There are official despatches to the Geoeral
{rom Col. Smith to the eftect that the Fevians
fired some shells duriag the night at bis posttion §
but very wildly and without doing any mischief.
At day hgbt he advanced, and meetiog very lit-
Ue show of resistance captured the guo from
whichfthe shells were fired. The Fentans were
clearing out leaviog all their stores. '

Col. Chamberlin was on the ground during
the action of yesterday.

Col, Smith telegraphs that be wanots no more
reinforcemeats, and the troops which were going
forward to Pigeon Hill were ordered back to
St. Armand. They, bowever, will remain there
for the present.

There are advices frore all poiots between this
city, Kiogston and Ottawa; all ndicating the
despateh of troops to Lower Cacada.

The 69th regulars, seven bundred strong, lelt
at 1.30 p.m. for the Huolisgdon frontier via
Coteau du Lac and Port Lewis. The mea are
% grioning” to get ot the marauders.

Col. Smith’s troops buried one Fenian this
moraing.

As tbe Express ‘Train was leaviog Portland
yesterday afternoon it was discovered that there
was a considerable quantity of Femap ammuni.
tion on board—in al! about 2,500 lbs—destined
for Tslend Pond. The American officers, acting
on the strength of the Presideat’s proclamation,
immediately seized the whole.

FRrELGHSBURG, May 26.

Two Fepian priscoers were arrested this
moraing at Cosk’s Coruers. The name of one
is James Hunt McAnally, and that of the other
Power, 8 brother of the man who was shot at the
frontier yesterday.

Oae of the men captured at Cook’s Corners is
Huat. He was captured by Col. Miller, of the
520d Battalion, baving 1o the midst of a crowd
come about six feet over the lines., He was
looking at the Capadian bivouac, when the
Colone! asked if be knew be was on Capadian
territory, He answered in surprise that he was
not. He was arrested on the spot, and acknow-
ledged bimselt to be a Fenian. He bhad 1o his
possession a discharge as a cavalry man in the
1st Mame Regiment. :

Cooks’ Corners, Thursday moraing,
May 26, Seven o’clock.

Last night, by order of Colesel Smith, the
Volunteers deployed for skirmishing, prior to re-
tiring to quarters for the night. A number of
Fenians secreted in farm houses, farsaken by the
awners, at tke approach of the Rifles, made for
the woods. The Volunteers opered full fire—
the Vic’s, especially anxious to do service, could
bardly be restrained. The 60:b Battalion took
the Foad way, while the Vics skirted the woods,
and chased the Feviaos into the forest S. E. of
the hines. Io the skirmish at least six Fenians
fell dead. The Fenians returned shots, and for
a while there was a lively time, QOar Volunteers
were unscatbed. but the Femans were utterly
demoralized.  Venturesome 1odividuals who
visited the camp, reported that such was the
case, and that the rascals were getting rid of the
stores, selling aud giving them away.

A man came from Rykert’s farm to ask the
terms oo which six men—ococe wounded,—could
surrender, The Colonel named terms, and after
parley sent a detachment of Vics under B, M.
Gascoign to arrest them, but wheo be got there
the men had fled. On their return the ekir.
aushers brought back a Fentan shot through the
beart, supposed to be John Rowe, of Boxer
Engne Company. Crowds gathered round the
body, and the buttons sod braid were ripped off
as mementoes. The 60th and the Home Guard
crossed the lines last might to spoil the Egyptians
and brought knapsacks, rifles, etc., as many as
they could carcy ; others fellowed. At three
o’clock this moroiag a large quantity of stores
passed through, and pieces of cannon were cap-
tered. Iotelligence has reached bere that there
are 0o Fenians within fifteen miles. The last
advance was most destructive, the number of
Feoians killed being about 20. General Don-
uelly 1s said to be among the number. General
Lewis is said to be shot through the thigh, and
Captain Croydon, of Burlington, 18 also seriously
wounded.,

By Colonel Smith’s judicious disposition of bis
hapdful of men a large force of Ienians were
held ia check, and, so far as (b {rontier is con-
eerned, all hopes of a successful raid are extin
guished,

Among the Fenians on the other side is said
to be ope O’Reilly in command, an escaped con-
viet from Australia. -

All the dead and wounded were removed by
the Fenians, except one or twolying n the more

exposed parts. :

Most of the people here have left their homes..
General Donnelly was shot through the bladder,
aod 13 since dead..

Later accounts of the same cay, the 26th ult.,
represealed the raiders as in full retreat from
Fracklw, robbing and stealing as they weat, aid
threatening vengeance on their leader O'Neill,
whom they openly accuse of having sold them.
The accouat given by that worthy of his arrest
1s cunntog. He had gone to the rear, ou the
U. States side of the lwes, when most upex-
pectedly he was pounced upon, forced mto a
carriage and driven oft to jail, pasiog through
his owa troops whom Le did not dare to eall to
bis rescue ; he from his prison, where 1n default
of bal to the tuse of $20 000, be was com.
mitted, complained bitterly of the conduct of the
U. States “as being anything but neutral.’—
And this leads us to say a word on tLis term
“ neutrality” which some siily persons seem to
think should be the duty of the U, States ay
between the raiders and the Capriraps. The
term is an absurdity,
* Neutrality” pecessarily implies three disting!
parties, of whom two are belligerent, whilst the
third is the neutral,dowg nothing for or agamst
either. In the case before vs, we bave in the
first place the Canadians as one party ; und in the
second place the raiders, but there 1s no third
party—Ilor the raiders are U. States ctlizens
subject to the laws of the U. States whose pro-
tection they claim, and under whose shelter they
argamee and prepare tietr atfack. Mow the
Goverament of the U, States 1s oot distioguish
able from the people or citizens of the U, States:
acd to ask the former to be neutral or inactive
as betwixt 1ts own citizens and those of another
country 1nvolves a contradiction in terms, for u
is not in the position of a third party. In a werd
the Government which allows s citizens to or-
ganise, arm, and prepare for an attack upon a
peighboricg country and furnishes them with 3
locus standi, and shelter from pursuit ig case of
a repulse, is guilty of an overt act of bostlity
against its neighbor ; and 1t is this of which the
U, States Goveroment would be guilty, were st
to do nothing, as betwixt its owa citizens the
raiders, and tbe people of Canada with whom the
U. States profess to be at peace. In the pre
gent instaoce it has acted well, and bas done
wmerely tts duty.
One thing 19 evident. These ever recurring

cccurred. It1s admitted on all bands that the
men engaged 1a the raid, are indignant wuh
O'Neill and their Jeaders, and vow veageance
against them, :
The condition of the fugitives from the frone

Ou Friday the telegrams reported anotber af
fair at Hinchiogbraoke, where a large body of
marauders were assembled, The 69th under
Col. Bagot, aided by our volunteers, artillery
and others, advanced upon them, but they made
their escape at once back across the lines, whither
of course our troops coald not follow them. The
line of retreat was covered with arms and koap-
sacks which the fugitives had thrown away in
thewr flight.

May 27, 11:30 am.

Ttis morning at five o’clock the troops at
Huntingdon made an advance, The force was
composed of the 69th Regiment, the Garrison
Avrtillery, apd Eogueers of Moatreal and the
Huntiogdon Battalion. Your correspondeat ar
nived at Trout River lmes an hour w advance
of them and saw the Feuians forming a breast-
work with rails Ieading across a field on the north
back of Trout River and half a mile from our
side. At haif-past eight our troops came up
when Col. Bagot ordered the Euntingdos Vo
lunteers, urder Lit.-Col. McEachern 10 deploy
across the field—tbe 691b to advance along the
road, and the Artillery to cross the riverand gn
up the south bank. The manceuvre was per
formed at once, and the whole ltae opened fire.
The Feoians fled at once not firing twenty
shots. Such a skedaddle was never seen. Owur
men followed fast, firing as tbey stopped. Toe
Fenan officers tried to form their men on cross-’
ing the line usiog their swords and revolvers, but
all o vam. They rushed to their old camp, none
of our men are burt, and it i3 supposed the Fe
nians only bad a few wounded, one is said to be
killed and we have oae prisoner, The Uaited
States wroops are advanciog from Malooe end
will take them prisocers before mght.

- He appears, however, to be of a most
vesolute character. ~‘When arrested he was
dressed in & swt of black apd while mixed stuff,
and wore 2 small round hat. He was born at
Barcelona, of French parents, but came to
France when young. He received a good
education ; he expresses hunself in good language,
and with a vivacity which shows lis southero
origm. Oa bemg, bowever, questioned with res-
pect to his family, he refused to reply, but
declared that be had been a Republican from bis
youth ; that be had grown-up with those 1deas,
and had held them when in the armye When
under the flag be was sentenced to six months’
imprisonment-for makiog away with his clothing ;
be did not, however, undergo the condemnation,
but deserted a first time ; he was- then corporal
in the 7th of the line. He returped to France
under benefit of the amnesty of the 15th August
Jast, but before the end of the year was sentesced
afresh to two months’ imprisonment for an act of
dishonesiy, At the expiration of ns punishment
e began to mingle in the agiation at Belleville
and La Villette, and the sitoation of bis barracks
{the Prince Eugenr) rendered bis relations with
the revolutionists of the fanbourgs an easy mat
ter. - He was acquaiofed with Fayolle and
Asnou two other deserters, and bis superior in-
structzon no doubt caused him to be sought after
by Flourens as a suitable instrument.  He again
left bis regiment on the 10tb January, but was
seen at the fuperal of Victor Noir, still m
umform. He then fled to B.ussel:, and after-
wards joined Flourens in London, his expenses
bewng defrayed by tbe Democrats. In England
the project of 2n attempt on the Emperor’s life
was discussed between him and Fioureps, and
the former uadertook to carry it out. ‘I was
discouraged,’ says Beaurie ; ¢ I bad no means of
earniog my livelibood m a country of which |
did ot koow the language. 1 was seized with
despair. I saw that I must make the sacrifide of
my }ife, and T was determined that theJoss should
be of some service to my party.’ A letter from
M. Flourens found on the prisoner recommends
him to disguise himself as a soldier 1n order to
fire on the Emperor.’

The Monde publisbes a curious letter of M.
Gustave Flourens, dated two years ago. This
gentleman, who 15 now accused of having advised
Beaurie a8 to the hest way of killing the Em—
peror, in Janvary, 1868, wrote a letter to his
Majesty, couched in 1he most submissive ierms,
to apply for the post of Professor at the College
de:France, previously beld by bis father. An-
otber mcident of the affarr is the expulsion from
France of Cernuschs, the notorious 1talian Revo.
Intionist, who was the right-hand man of Mazzini
and b irinmvirate dunng thewr occupation of
Rome.
