FATHER BURKE'S SPLENDID LECTURE,
ON THE

‘* Apostle of Ireland.”

The following splendid lecture, on Ireland's
Apostle, by Ireland’s greatest liviag orator,
will be read with unusual interest, as onc of
the best efforts of the latter :—

«Let us now praisc men of renown, and our
fathers iu their generations; # % ¥ %
those men of mercy, whose godly deeds have
pot failed; good things continue with their
seed. Their posterity are a holy inheritance;
and their seed hath stood in the covenants;
and their chi'dren for their sakes remam for-
ever; their sced and their glory shall not be
forsaken. Let the people show their wisdom,
and the Church declare their praise.”—FEccles
44,

We are assembled to obey the command of
God expressed in my text. One of the great
duties of God’s Church, to which she has been
cver most faithful, is the celebration of her
saints. From end to end of the year the
Chureh’s sazints arc the theme of her daily
thanksgiving and praise. They are heroes,
aad thercfore she honors them; just as the
world celebrates its own heroes, records their
great deeds, and builds up monuments to per-
petuate their names and their glory. The
saints were the living and most faithful repre-
sentatives of Christ our Lord, of bis virtues,
uis life, his love, his power, so that He lived in
them ; and wrought in them, and through them,
the redemption of men ; therefore the Church
honors, not so much the saint, as Christ our
Liord ia the saint; for in truth, the wisdom of
saintliness which she celebrates, wherever it is
found, nothing clse, as described to us in Serip-
ture, than 2 ¢ vapor of the power of God, and
a certain pure emanation of the glory of the
Almighty God; * * * the brightness of
eternul light, and the unspotted mirror of God’s
majesty, and the image of Ilis goodnmess; *
% ¥ " and through nations she conveyeth her-
self into holy souls, she maketh the friends of
God and prophets.” Nor does the Churel's
honor of the saints derogate from that of God,
a8 some say ; otherwise the Lord, who is jea-
lous of His divine power and glory, would
never command us to praise the saints as he
does in the words of my text, and in many
other parts of the Holy Secriptures: * Praise
ye the Lord in his saints,” ¢ God is wonderful
in his saints,” ete., ete. Nay, so far from les-
seniog our Jove and praise of God, the saints
are the very channel through which praise is
Most acceptably given to Him, and if the
Scriptures command us to praise the Lord in
all His works, how much more is His saints—
the masterpieces of nature and grace! Let no
one, thereby honoring bis saint: let mo one
Imagine that we arc come together to bless and
praise other than Qur God Himself, ¢ the Fa-
ther of lights” ¢ for every best and every pers
fect gift” which He has given us through our
great Apoatle, St. Patrick. He was “a man
of renown,” for his work and bis name are
kﬂown_nnd celebrated by all men; ¢ and our
father in our generation,” for he * begat us to
God by the Gospel” He was, however, “a
man of merey,” for, when he might have lived
for himself and the enjoyment of his own case,
ue chos_e rather to, sacrifice himself, and to
make his life cheap and of no acceunt in his
own sight, and this through the selfsame merey
Which - brought the Lord Jesus Christ forth
from the bosom of the Father, namely, morcy
for a people who were perishing. His ¢ godly
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deeds have oot failed,” for the Lord erowned
his lubors with blessings of abundance.  Good
things continue with his seed,” for the fuith
which he planted still flourishes in the land.

for the scenc of his labors, famous for holiness,
obtained among the nations the singular title
of ¢ the Island of Saints,” ¢ And his seed hath
stood in the covenants,” for it is well known
und acknewledged that no power, however
great, hus been uble to move them from the
taith ouce delivered to the saints. ¢ His chil-
dren for his sake remain forever,” fur he
blessed them, as we read, that they should
never depart from the fold of the # one Shep-
herd” into which Le had gathered them, and

prophetic blessing on earth, ¢ His sced and
his glory shall not be forsaken,” for ¢ they are
the children of the saints, and look for that life
which God will give to those that never chunge
their faith from 1lim.” Seeing, therefore,
that all tho conditions of the Inspired Word
have been so strikingly fulfilled in our suint,
is it wonderful that we should also desire to
fultill the rest of the command, ¢ Let the peo-
ple show forth His wisdom, and the Church
declare His praise 7" I propose, thercfore,
for your comsideration—first, the character of
the saint himself; secondly, the work of his
Apostleship ; and thirdly, the merciful provi-
denee of Almighiy God toward the [rish
Church and the Irish people. The light of
Christianity had burned for more than four
hundred years before its rays pedetrated to
Ircland. For the tirst three hundred years of
the Church’s existence the sacred torch was
hidden in the catacombsand eaves of the earth,
or, if ever scer by muan, it was only when leld
aloft for a moment in the hands of a dying
martyr, Yet the lume was spreadiog, and a
areat part of Asin, Armenia, Egypt, Spain,
Italy, and Gaul had alrcady lighted their
lamps before that memorablo year 312, when the
Church's licht, suddenly shooting up, appeared
in the heavens, and a Roman Finperor was con-
verted by its brightaess, Then did the Spouse
of Christ walk forth from the easth, arruyedin
all the * beauty of holivess,” and her ¢ light
arose unto the people who were seated in dark-
ness and in the shadow.of death,”” The Chris-
tian faith was publicly preached, the nations
were converted, churches and monasteries were
everywhere built, and God scemed to smile
upon the earth with the blessings of Christian
faith and Roman civilization. A bricf interval
of repose it was; and God, in His merey, per-
mitted the Church just to lay hold of socicty,
and essablish hersclf amongst men, that she
might be able to save the world, when, io 2
few years, the Northern barbarians should have
swept away every vestige of the power, glory
and cirilization of ancient Rome. It was dur-
ing this interval, between the long-continued
war of persecution and the first full of Rome,
that a young Christian was taken prisoner on
the Northern shores of Gaul, and carried, with
many others, by his captors into Ireland.

THIS YOUNG MAN WAS ST. PATRICK.

He was of noble birth, born of Christian
parents, reared up with tenderest care, and
surrounded from his earliest infancy with all
that could make life desirable and happy. Now
he is torn away from his parents and friends,
no eye to look upon him with pity, no heart to
feel for the greatness of his misery ; and in his
sixteenth year, just as life was opening and
spreading out all its sweets before him, he is
sold as a slave, and sent to tend cattle upon the
dreary mountains of the far north of Ircland,
in hunger and thirst, in cold and nakedness;
and there for long years did he live, forgotten
and despised, and with no other support than
the Christian faith and hope within him.—
These, however, failed him not; and so at
length he was cnabled to escape from his cap-
tivity and return to his native land. QOh, how
sweet to his eyes and ears must have been the
sight and sounds of his childhood ! how dear
the embraces, how precious the joy of his aged
mother when she clasped to her « him that was
dead, but came to life again I’ Surcly he will
remain with her now, nor ever expose her to
the risk of losing again joys all the dearer be-
cause they had omce been lost. Not so, my
brethren.  Patrick is no longer an ordinary
man—one of us. A mew desire has cntered
into his soul and taken possession of his life.
A passion has sprung up within him for which
he must live and devote his Future. This de-
gire, this passion, is to preach the Christian
faith in Ireland, end to bring the nation forth
¢“from darkness 1nto the admirable light” of
God. In the days of his exile, even when a
slave on the mountain-side, he heard, like the
prophet, a voice within him, and it sad, ¢ Be-
hold I have given my words in thy mouth.—
Lo, I have set thee this day over the nations
and over kingdoms, to root up and pull down,
and to waste and destroy, and to build and to
plant. - Gird up thy loins and arise, and speak

to them all I commend thee.” And when he
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was restored to his country and to those wheo
loved him, the sume voice spoke again, for he
heard in a dream the voice of many persons
from a wood ncar the western sea, crying out,
as with one voice, “ We entreat thee, O holy
youth, to come and walk still among us.” © It
" wus the voice of the Irish,” says the saint in
" his Confessions, “ and I was greatly affected in
my heart.” And so he arose, and euce more
leaving futher and mother, houses and lunds,
went forth to prepare himself for his great mis-
sion. aving completed Lis long years ol pre-
. paratory study, he turncd his fuce to Rome, to
" the fountain-head of Christianity, the source of
{all jurisdiction sad Divine mission in the
; Church, the great heart whence the lifeblood of
| faith and sound doctrine flows even to her most
distant members, the new Jerusalem and Sion
of God, of which it was written nf’ oid, % from
Sion shall the law go forth, and the Word of
the Lord from Jerusalem,’” and here in Rome
St. Celestine the TFirst laid his hands upon
Patrick aod couseerated him first Bishop of
the Irish wation,

And now he returned to cur shores a second
time; no longer a bondsman, bot {rce, und
destined to breuk the nation’s chain: ¢ You
shall know the truth, and the truth shall make
you free:” mno longer dragged thither an un-
willinz slave of men. but drawn by irresistible
love. the willing sluve of Jesus Christ ; no more
a stripling, full of unxious fears; but u mun,in
all the glory of a matured intellect, in the
streneth and vigor of manbood, in the fulness
of power and jurisdiction; with mind pre-
pared and spirit braced to bear and brave all
thinrs, and with heart and soul utterly devoted
to tiod, and to the great enterprise befurt him.
Oh, my brethren, what joy was in heaven, at
that hour when the blessed feet of the Bishop
Patrick, touched the shores of Ireland.

THE ANCIENT Y“ISLE OF DESTINY.”

This was her destiny surely, and it is about to
be fulfilled—that she should be the home und
the mother of saints—of doctors and holy soli-
taries, and pure virgins, and martyrs robed in
white, and of a people acceptable before the
Lord. That the Crossof Christ should be the
emblem of her fuith forevermore, of her faith
and of lier trial, of her fvars and sorrow, and of
her victory, ' which conquereth the world.”
O golden hour amongst the hours ! when softly
and lovingly, the beautiful footprints of him
who preached peace and ‘good things; when
Moses struck tlic rock, and the glistening
waters of salvution, liwed in the desert land;
when the “ Name™ which is ubuve all names,”
was first heard in the Celtic tonzue, and the
Lord Jesus, cotering upon his new inheritance,
exclaimed : ¢ This 1s my resting-place for ever
and ever; here shall T dwell because I have
chosen it.”

The conversion of Ireland, from the time of
St. Patrick’s landing, to the day of his death,
is, in many respects, the strangest fact in the
history of the Church. The Suint met with
no opposition ; his career rescmbles more the
trinumphant progress of a king, than the diff
cult lubor of & missionary. The Gospel, with
its lessons and precepts of' self-denial, of pray-
er, of purity, in a word, of the violence which
seizes on heaven, isnot congeniul to fullen man,
His pride, his passions, his blindness of intel-
lect, and his hardoess of heart, all oppose the
spread of the Gospel; so that the very fuct that
mankind has so unpiversally accepted it, is ad-
duced as a proof that it must be from God.—
The work of the Catholic missionary has,
thercfore, ever been, and must continue to be
a work of great labor, with apparcntly small
results. Such has it ever been amongst all the
nations; and yet Ircland seems to be a grand
exception. She is, perhaps, the only country
in the world, that entirely owes her conversion
to the work of one man. e found her, uni.
versally Pagan; ha lefe her universally Chris-
tian, She s, again, the only nation that never,
cost her apostle an hour of sorrow, a single
tear, a drop of blood. She welcomed him like
w friend, took the Word from his lips, and
making it at once the leading feature of her
life, put it into the blood of her children, and
into the language of her most familiar thoughts,
and repaid her bencfoctor, with her utmost
veneration and love, And much, truly had
young Christian Ireland to love and vencrate
in her great Apostle. All sanctity, coming as
it does, from God, is an imitation of God in
man,  This is the meaning of the word of the
Apostle, ¢ Those whom He forcknew and pre-
destined to be made conformable to the image
of His Son, the same he called and justified,
and glorified.” Conformity to the image of
God is, therefore, Christian perfection or sane-
tity, “ the mystery which was hidden from
eternity, with Christ in God.” But as our
Lord Jesus Christ, *“in whom dwelt the full-
noss of the God-head corporally,” is an abyss
of all perfections, so do we find the saints
differing one from another, in their varied
participations of His graces and resem-
blance of His divine gifts, for *so star

ongst the apostles, we are accustomed to
think and speak of the impulsive zeal of Peter
the virginal purity of John, ete., not as if Peter
was not pure, or John wanting in zeal; but
that was all the work of the Spirit of GGod, one
virtue shone forth more promincatly, and
seemed to mark the specific character of sane-
tity in the saint. Now, amongst the many
areat virtues, which adorned the soul of Ire-
lund's Apostle, and made him so dear to the
people, 1 find three, which he made especially
his own, and these were a spirit of penanee,
deepest humility, and a devoting zeal for the
salvation of souls, A spirit of penance. It is
remarkable, and worthy of special notice in
these days of self-indulzence and fanciful reli-
gions, how practical the Gospel is. [t is pre-
cminently not only the scicnce of religicus
knowledee, but also of religious life. It tells
us not only what we are to believe, but also
what we are to do.  And now, what is

THE FIRST GREAT PRECEPT O THE Gospun ?

It is penance. My brethren, “do penance for
the kingdom of Gied is at hand.”  And when,
on the duy of D’entecost, the Prince of the
apostles first mised up the standard of Chris-
tianity upon the earth, the people, *¢ when they
heard these things, had compunction in their
hiearts, and said to Peter and to the rest of the
apostles: ¢ What shall we do, men and breth-
ren 77 And Peter said to them: *do peaance
and be baptized, every onc of you,”” This
spirit of penance was essentinlly Patrick’s. His
youth had been holy; prevented from earliest
childhood by “the blessing of sweetness,” he
had grewn up like a lily, in purity, in holy
fear and love. Yet for the carelessness and
slight indiscretiens of his first years, he wus
filled with compunction, and with life-long sor-
row Iis sin, as he called it, was always be-
fore him, and with the prophet cried out:
“ Who will give water to my head apd a foun-
tain of tears to my cycs, and I will weep day
and night.” In his journeyings e was wont
to spend the night in prayer and tears, and
bitter self-reproach, us if' he were the greatest
of sinners ; and when he hastened from ¢ Royal
Meuth,” into the jur west of the Islund, we
read that when Lent approached, he suspended
his labors for a time, and went up to the steep,
rugeed side of Croagh Patrick, and there, like
his Divine Master, he speat the holy time in
fasting prayer, and his “ tears were his food,
night and day.”” Whithersoever he went, left
traces of his penitential spirit behind him, and
Patrick's pensnee and Patrick’s purgatory are
fumilizr traditions in the lund, Thus, my
brethren, did he *sow in tears,” who was
destived to reap in se much joy; for o it is
ever with God's saints, who do hiswork on this
earth; going they went and wept, scattering
the seed, but coming, they shall come in joy.”
His pext great personal virtue was a wonder{ul
humility. Now, this virtue springs from a
twofold knowledge, namely: the knowledge of
God und of ourselves, This was the double
knowledge of which the great St. Angustine
prayed : ** Lord, let me know Thee, and koow
myself';” and this did our saint possess in an
eminent degree, The knowledge of God con-
vinced him of the utter worthlessness of all
things besides God, and even God's gifts, ex-
cept when used for himsell’; and therefore he
did all things for God, and nothing for himself,
and of ¢ His own he gave IHim buck again;”
he lost sight of himself, in advancing the in.
terests and the cause of God; he hid himself
behind his work, in which he lubored for Gad,;
and strangely enough, his very name and lis-
tory come down to us, by reason of his great
humility, for he would write himself a sinner,
and calls himself ¢ Patrick, an unworthy,
ignorant, and sinful man,” for so he saw him-
gelf judging himself' by the standuard of infinite
holiness in Jesus Christ, by which we also shall
one day be judged. Looking into himself he
found only misery and weakness, wonderfully
strengthened, not by himself,. but by God;
poverty and nakedness, clothed and enriched,
not by himself, but by God, and fearful of los-
ing the Giver, in the gifts, he put away from
him, the contemplation of what God had made
him, and only considered what he was himself.
Thus was he always the most humble of men.
Even when scated in glory, and surrounded by
the love and admiring veneration of an entirc
people, never was his soul moved from the solid
foundation of humility, the twofold knowledge ;
and so he went down to his grave, an humble
and a simple man. And yet, in this lowly
heart there burned a mighty fire of love, a de-
vouring zeal for the souls of his brethren. Oh!
here, indeed, does he shine forth “likened
unto the Son of God;” for, like our Divine
Lioid and Master, Patrick was a ¢ zealous lover
of souls.” Ile well knew how dear these souls
were to the sacred heart of Jesus Christ—how
willingly the Lord of glory had spent Himself,

and given His most saered and precious blood
for them : how it was the thought for their sal-
vation, that sustained Him, during the horror

ssion; in the agony of His prayer:
| when his saered flesh was torn at the pillar,
'when the cruel thorns were driven into is
| most holy brows; when, with drooping head

{ and wearied cyes, and body streaming blood

{ from every open wound, He was raised up on

the cross; to die heart-broken and abandoned,
and with the anger of God and insults of men
poured upon Tim. Patrick knew all this, and
it filled him with transports of zeal for
souls, so that, like the great apostle, he wished
to be us accused for them, and to die a thou-
sand times, rather than that one »oul, purchas-
ed so dearly, and the offspring of <o much love
and sorrow, should perish.  Therefure, did he
make himself a slave, and the servant of all,
that he might eain all to Goed.  Aud in his
mission of salvation, no dificultics retarded
him, no danger frightened him, no labor or
sacrifice held him back, no sickness subdued
him, no infirmity of body or mind, overcame
him. Old age eame upon him, yet he spared
not himself, nor did he for a moment sit down
to connt his years, or to number his triumphs,
to eonsider his increasing wants; but his voice
wes clear and strong, and his srm untiring,
though he had reaped a harvest of many years,
and had born % the burthen ot the day and of
the heat ;' and his heart was youne, for it was
still crowing, in the tiith of these sreund him,
loven to the last day of hislife, * his youth was
reuewed like the eagle.”  He repeatedly jour-
neyed throughout the length znd  breadih of
this land, caring and tending with prayer, and
blessing, and tears, the plants which be had
Manted in this new vineyard of God: and
arace was poured abroad from his lips, and
“virtue went forth from him,” until the world
was astonizhed at the sight of a whole natien con-
verted hy one manp, and the promise maul: of
old wus fullilled in Patrick, T will deliver to
you every place that the sole of' your foot shall
tread upon, and no man shall be able to resist
thee all the days of thy life.” Aund now we
come to the (uestion

WHAT WD ST, PATRICK TEACH,

and in what form of Christianity did he cxpend
himsell for God 7 For filteen hundred years,
my brethren, Christiun meant one thivg, ope
doctrine, one fuith. one zuthority, one buptism ;
now, in our day, thix same Christiznity, though
us undivided, as true, as exelusive, as definite
as ever, is made to signify many things; and
men, fondly imapzining that our ancestors had no
greater unity thun ourselves, ask what form of
doctrine did Nt. Patrick preach to the Irish
people? T answer: Ile preached the whole
eycle of Catholic truth as it was in the begin-
ning, is now, and ever shall be to the end of
time, He tunght them that Christ's most
sacred body and blood are really and truly
present in the Blessed Eucharist, so that we
find an Irish writer of the same century (Sedu-
lius) using the words ¢ we are fed on the body
and members of Christ, and so we are made
the temples of God ;" again the languase used
by the Irish Chureh at the time, as even the
Protestant Bishop Usher acknowledges, con-
cerning the Muss, was “the making of the
body of the Lord.,” In support of the same
truth we have the beautiful legend of St. Brid.
gid—which even if its truth be disputed, still
poiuts to the popular faith and love whence it
sprang—how, when a certuin child, mamed
Nenoious, was brought to her she blessed him,
and prophesised that his hand should one day
give her the Iloly Communion : whereupon the
boy covered his right hund and never again let
it touch any profsne thing, nor be even un-
covered, so that he was called * Neunius na
laumph ylus,”” or Nennius of the clean hand,
out of devotion and love to the most Holy
Sacrament. St. Patrick taught the doetrine of
penanee and confession of sins and priestly ab-
solution ; for we find, amongst the other proofs,
an old penitential canon of a synod held under
the szint himself in 430, in which it is decreed
that “if a Christian kill a man, or commit
fornication, or go into a soothsayer's after the
manner of the Geotiles, he shall do a year of
penance; when his year of penance is over, he
shall come with witnesses, and afterwards he
shall be absolved by the priest.”” He taught
the invacation of sainte, ns is evident from
numerous records of the time.’ Thus, in a
most ancient life of St. Bridgid we find the

.words, “ There are two holy virgins in heaven

who may undertake my proteotion—Mary and
Bridgid—on whose patronage let cach of us
depend.” In like manner, we find in the synods
of the time laws concerning the ** oblations for
the dead;"” in the most zncient Irish missals.
Masses for the dead arc found with such
prayers as * Grant, O Lord, that this holy .
oblation may work pardon for the dead and sal-
vation for the living;"” and in a most ancient
life of St. Brendan it is stated that ¢ the
prayer of the living doth profit the dead.” But,.
my brethren, as in the personal character of the-
saint there were some amongst his virtues that
shown out more conspicuously than the.others,
so in his teachings there. were certain points -
which appear more prominently, whioh seemed.
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to be impressed upon the people more forcibly,
and to have taken peeuliar hold of the national
mind. Let us consider what these peculiur
features of St. Patrick’s teachings were, and
we shall sce how they reveal to us what I pro-
posed as-the third point of this sermon, namely,
the merciful providence of God over the Irish
Church and people. They were the followiog :
Fidelity to St. Peter’s chair and to Peter's suc-
cessor, the Pope of Rome, devotion fo the
Blessed Virgin Mary ; prayer and remembranee
for the dead; and confiding obedience aund
Jove for their bishops and priests. These were
the four great promment features of Patrick’s
teaching: by the first, namely, fidelity to the
Pope, be seeured the uuity of the Irish Church
as living member of the Church Catholic; by
she second devotion to the Blessed Virgin, he
secured the purity aod morality of the people;
by the third, care of the dead, he enlisted on
the side of Catholic truth the natural love and
strong feclings of the Irish character; by the
last, attachment and obedience to the priest-

_hood, he sceured to the Irish Church the prin-
ciple of internal union, which 1s the secret of
her streogth,

TE PREACHED FIDELITY

and upswerving devotion to the Pepe—the head
of the Catholic Churclh. Coming direct from
Rome, and filled with ccclesiastical .kuowledg_e,
he opened up bofore the eyes of his new chil-
dren and reveuled to them the grand desigo of
Almighty God in His Church. TIlc showed
them in the world around them the wonderful
harmony which speaks of God; then risinginto
the higher world of grace, he preached to them
ihe still more wonderful harmony of redemption
and of the Church—the Church, so vast as to
fill the whole carth, yet as united in doctrine
and practice as if she embraced only the werm-
bers of onc small family or the inhabitants of
ouc little village; the Church cmbracing all
races of men, and leaving to all their full io-
dividual freedom of thought and action; yet
animating all with one hcart; gilding all with

the dictates of ome immutable conscience, and

keeping every, cven the least, member, under
the dominion of one liead. Such was the Chuch on

which Patrick grafted Ircland—* A glotious church,

without spot or wrinkle " a perfect body, the very

mystical body of Jesus Christ, through which “ we,

being wild olives, are engrafted on Him, the trae

olive-tree,” so that ¢ we are made the tiesh of His

Jesh, and boae of His bones.” Now, Patrick taught

our fathers, with trath, that the soul, the life, the

neart, the conscienceand the head of the Church is

Jesus Christ, and that Lis representative on earth,

10 whom He kas communicated all His graces and

powers, is the Pope of Rome, the visible head of

God’s Church, the Bishop of Bishops, the centre of

unity and of doctrine, the rock and coruer-stone on

which the whele edifice of the Church is founded

and built up. All this he pointed out in the Scrip-

tures, from the words of our Lord to Peter. Peter

was the shepherd of the fold, whose duty it was to

5 fecd both lanbs and sheep,” with “every word

that cometh from the mouth of God” Peter was
ihe rock to sustain and uphold the Church : “Thou
art Ieter, and upon this rock I will build wy

Church" (words which are the very touchstone of

faith in these days of sorrow). Peter's was the

¢trong unerring voice which was ever to be heard in

the Church, defining her doctrines, warning ofi’ the

enemies, denouncing errors, rebuking sinners, guid-

ing tae doubtful, strengthening the wenk, coufirm-

ing the sirong; and Jesus said, “Thou, O Peter,

confirm thy brethrem Datrick taught the Irish

people not to ba scandalized if they saw the cross

upon Peter's sboulders, and the crown of thorns

upon bis head, for so Christ lives in His Church and

in her supreme pastor; but he also taught them

that he who strikes Peter strilies the Lord; he

taught thom what history has taught us, * that who.

soever shall fall upon that stone shall be bruised ;

and upon whomsoever it shall fall it shall grind

him to powder.” He taught them that ia the day

when they separated from Peter they separated from

Christ, as did the foolish men in the Gospel : ¥ After
this muny of his disciples went back and walked no

more with him. Then Jesus said to the twelve, will

you also go? And Simon Peter answered Him:

Lord, to whom shall we go? 'Thou hast the words

of eternal life.® Thus it was, my brethren, that He

‘bound thewm to ¥ the rock of ages” to Peter's chair,

with the firmest bond of obedience and love aud in-

fused into their souls that supernatural instinct,

which, for fifteen hundred years hias kept them,

through good report and evil report, through perse-

cution and sorrow, faithful and loyal to the Holy

Sce of Rome. It was a band of obedience and love

that boupd Ireland to Rome. Thus, in the begin.

ning of the seventh century, when the Irish Bishops

assembled to consider the question of cclebrating

Easter, we find the Fathers selecting some ¢ wise
and bumble men,” and sending them to Rome for
instruction, “as children to their mother;” and
this in obedience to a primitive law of the Irish

Church, which enacted that, in every difficulty that
might arise, * the question should be referred to the
Head of the Citics," as Rome was called. 'This de-
votion to the IToly See saved Ircland inthe day of
trial.

Tha next great feature in Pateick's preaching was
devation to the Mother of God. Of this we have
abundant proof in the numerous churches built and
dedicated to God under her name (Tempolll Mauire),
ot Mary's Church, became a familiar name in the
land.

IN THE FAR WEYT OF IRELAND,

where the traditions of our holy faith arc still pre-
gerved, enshrined in the purest form of our grand
old Celtic language, the sweet name of the Mother
of God is heard in the prayers and songs of the peo-
ple, in their daily familiar converse, in the sup-
plications of the poor, not under the title of ¥ our
Lady,;” or of the “Blessed Virgin,” but by the still
more endearing of (Maure Matheir) * Mary Mother.”
And so it was that Patrick sent hiis Catbolic doc-
tnnes home to the heartsof the people. e preach-
ed Jesus Christ undcr the nnme by which he is still
known and adored in that far western land: {(Hec
na Maighdine) * the Virgin's Son,” thus admirably in-
sinuating the great mystery of the Incarnation, and
preaching Jesus through Mary; and Mary herself
he preached, with all her graces and glories, as
-4 Mary Mother,” 'The example of her virginal
urity and maternal love he mado the typeof the
?rish maiden and mother: and s0 well did they
learn their high lcsson that they have been for nges
the admiration of the world, and the glory of their
afflicted country. The devotion f{o Mary sank deop
into the heart of the nation. So well had they al.
roady learned to love and to appreciate her that, in
8 few years after their conversion to the faith, whea
they would express their love and admiration for
tho first great Irish saint—St. Brigid—they thought
they had crowned her with glory when they called
her “the Mary of Ireland” This devotion to Mary
was & protecting shield over Ireland in the day of

her battle for the fzith, -~ .
~ The third great prominent point in St. Patrick's
preaching was the doctrine of Purgatory, and, con-
sequently, careful thought and earnest prayer for
1he dend, Ts is attested by the ordinances of the
most ancient Irish synods, in which oblations, pray-

ers and sacrifice for the dead are frequently men-
tioned, as evidently being the practice, frequent and
loving of the people. They were not unmindful of
the dead, " like others who have no hope” Every
ancient church had its little gaveyard, and the
jealous care of the people, even to this day, for these
consecrated spots, the loving tenacity with: which
they have clung to them at all tiraes, speak of tkeir
faith in this great doctrine, and tell w8 how much
Irish hope and love surrcunds the grave. ¢ Noth-
ing is our own except our dead,” says the peet, and
so these affectionate hearts took with joy the doc-
trine of mercy, and cmtied their love and their
prayer beyond the tomb into the realms of expiation,
where the dross of earth is purged away, the gold
and silver refined, and souls saved are prepared for
heaven, ¥ yet 8o as by firo.,” This doctrine of the
Church, so forcibly taught by Fatrick, and warmly
accepted by the Irish people, was also a great de-
fence to the nation’s faith during the long ages of
persecutiion and sorrow,

Finally, tho great saint established between the
people aud their priesthood the firmest bonds of
mutual coufidence andlove, Inthe Catholic Church
the priest is separated from men and consecrated to
God. Tle duties of his office are so high, so holy
and supernatural, and require such purity of life and
devotion of soul, that he must, of nceessity, stand
aloof from: amongst men and engnge himself with
God ; for, to use the words of the apostle, he is ¢ the
minister of Christ, and the dispenser of the mys-
teries of God."—Hence, every Catholic looks upon
the priest as a supernatural man ; supernatural in
the unction of his pricsthood, in his office, his pow-
er, his life, his dulics, and most sacred in his person
as the auointed of the Lord, "This was the idca of
the priestbood which Saint Patrick impressed upon
the Irish people. The very name by which the
pricst has ever been known in our lapguage, and
which has uo corresponding word in the English
tongue, signifies ¢ a sucred man and a giver of sacred
things” Suchis the exalted dignity of the priest.
hood, such the kuowledge and matured sanctity re-
quired for, and the tremendous obligations and du-
tiea imposed upon it, that we generally find the first
priests of a newly converted people strangers; men
who in Christian lands were brought np and. edu-
cated for their high mission. It would seem as if
the young Christianity of a people, like a vine but
newly planted, were unable yet to bear such full
matured fruit of holiness., But it was not so in Ire-
land, my brethren. There we bebold a singular
instance of & people who immediately produced a
national priesthood. The prieste and bishops of
Ircland, who assisted and succeeded St, Patrick in
hig great work, were almost to a man Irishmen. So
congenial was the soil on which the secdlivg of
Cliristianity fell, that forthwith itsprang up into the
goodly tree of all holincss and power; and so the
aged apostle saw around Lim, in “the ring of his
brethren,” those whom he lad himself baptized,
anointed and consecrated into the ministry of God's
altarand people. Taken thus from the heart of the
people they returned to them again laden with
divine gifts, and, living in the midst of them, joy-
fully and countentedly ministered unto them ¢ in all
things that ate of God.” A community of joy and
sorrow, of good and of evil, was thus established be-
tween the pricsthiood and the people of Ireland ; an
intercourse the most familiar yet most reverential;
an union of the strictest kind, founded in faith, fidel-
ity and affection, and cemented by centuries of tears
and of blood

the work of St. Patrick was the glory of Christen-
dom. The Virgin Church of Ireland,unstained even
by one martyr's blood, became the prolific mother
of snints, Strange indeed, and singularin its glory,
wns the destiny of Innisfail. The Irish Chnrch
knew no childliood, no ages of painful and uncertain
struggle to put on Christian traditions, Like the
children iu the early ages of e Church, who were
confirmed in infancy, immediately after baptism,
Ircland was called upon, as soon as converted, to
become at once the mother of saints, the home and
refuge of leurning, the great instructress of the na-
tions ; and, perhaps, the history of the world, does
not exhibit a more striking and glorious sight than
Ireland for the three huodred years immediately fol-
lowing her couversion to the Catholic faith. The
whole island was covered with schools and monaste-
ries, in which men, the most renowned of their age
both for learning and sanctity, received the thousands
of students who flocked to them from cvery land.
whole citics were given up to them ; ns we read of
Armagh, which was divided into threc parts—
“ Triun-more” or the town proper ; © Trign-Patrick,
or the cathedral close; * Trian-Sassenagh or the
Latin quarter, the home of the foreign students. To
the students the evening star gave the signal for re-
tircment, and the morning sun for awaking, When
at the sound of the carly bell, says the historian,
& two or three thousand of them poured into the
silent streets and mnde their way towards the light-
ed church, to join in the service of mating, mingling,
as they went or returned, the tongues of the Gael,
the Cimbri, the Pict, the Saxon, and the Frank, or
hailing and answering cach other in the universal
janguage of the Rorzan Church, the angels of heaven
must have loved to contemplate the union of so
much perseverance with so much piety.” And thus
it was, not only in St. Patrick's own city of Armagh
but in Baugor, in Clonard, in Clonmacnoise, in Mayo;
of the Saxans in Tagmahon and Bog-Erin, on the
Slaney; in famed Lismore, on the Blackwater; in Mun-
gret, on the lordly Shunnon ; in the far-off Islands of
Arran, on the Western Ocean ; and in many another
sainted and historic spot, where the round tower,
and the group of seven churches, still remain, silent
and eloquent witnesses of the ranctity and the glory
of Ireland's first Christianity. The nations, behold-
ing and admiring the lustre of learning and sanctity
which shone forth in the holy isle, uaited in confer-
ring upon Treland the proudest title ever yet given
to a Innd or n people; they called her ihe Island
of Saints and Doctors.”

The voice of history clearly and emphatically pro-
claims that the intellectual gupremacy and guidazce
of the Christian world belonged to Ireland from the
sixth to the ninth centuries,  But, although religion
may flonrish in the Lalls of the university, and be
fuirly illustrated in the peaceful lives of the suints,
yet, there is one crown, and that, indeed, the vory
countersign of faith,~— Victoria gquce vincii mundum
fides "—which can enly rest on the browsof a church
und a nation which has been tried in the arcna of
persccution and war; and that crown is victory.—
The bay-trec may flourish by the riverside; the
cedar way rear its majestic head on the mountain-
top; lcaf and fuir flower, and the fulness of fruit
way bae there ; but it is only in the dack hour, when
the storm sweeps over the earth, and every weak
thing yields to it, and is carried awny by its fury,
that the good tree is tested, and its strength is
proved, Then do men sce whether it has struck its
troots deop into the soil, and se twined them about
the hidden rocks, that no power can tear them out.
The good ship may sail beforo the prospcrous gales,
znd % walk the waters” in all her beauty and wme-
jesty : but it is only on the morning after the storm,
when the hurricane has swept over the faca of the
decp,when the angry waveshave beaten upon bier, and
strained to its utmost cvery element of her strength
—sceking to destroy her, but in vain,—that the
snilor knows that i can trust to the heart of oak,
and steep securely in his noble vessel. Thusitis
with the Church in Ireland, Her beanty aud hor
sanctity were known and admired both of . God and
man; but her Lord was resolved that she should
wear such crown of victory as never was placed on
a nation's brow; uand therefore, at two distinct
periods of her history, was she obliged to mect and
conquer & storm of persccution and of wur un-
cqualled in the world's anmals, Thé first of these

the ninth century, when the Northmen, or Danes,
invaded tho country in mighty force. They came
not only as the enemies of Ireland’s nationality, but
much moro of her faith; and we invariably find
that their first and most destructive fury wasdivect-

ed against the churches, monasteries, and schools,

hundred long years the whole land was covered with
bloodshed and confusion, the pation fighting with
heroic courage and perseverance, in defence of its
altars and homes; until, at the close of the eleventh
centwry, Ireland rosc up in her united strength,
shook off the Pugan and fierce invaders from ber
virgin bosom, und cast them into the sen. The
faith and religion of Christ triumphed, and Ireland
was ag Cutholic, though far from being as holy, at
the end of the eleventh century. Now we can only
realize the greatness of this result by comparing it
with the history of other- nations. Behold, for in-
stance, how completely the Musselman invasions
destroyed the Chiistianity of those ancient peoples
of the East who had received the faith from the lips
of the apostles themselves; how thoroughly the

the Christian faith of the North of Africa—the
Alexandria of St. Alatk, the llippo of St. Augustine
the Cartliage of St. Cyprian. History attests that
nothing is move subversive of the religion of a peo-
ple than long-continued war; and of this great
truth we have, without goiug to the East or to Africa,
& most melancholy proof in the History of England.
« The Wars of the ltoses,” as the strife between the
House of Lancaster and York was called, cover a
space of only thirty rears from 1455 to 1485. This
war was not directed at all against religion, but was
simply a contention of two great rival Houses strug-
gling for the sovercignty; and yet it so demoralized
the English people that they were prepared to accept
almost without a struzgle, the monstrous form of
religious error imposed npon them at the so-called
Reformation,—an heretical Church with a tyraat,an
adulterer, and a murderer for its head. Contrast
with these and many other such terrible examples
the glovy of a nation that emerged from a contest
of three hundred years, which was really a religions
war, with faith unimpaired, and untarnished by the
least stain of superstition or infidelity to Ged.

It was necessary for us to-day torecall the =ad
events that followed the Danish invasion of Ire-
land. The crown of empire fell from Ireland’s
brovws, and the Leart broke in the nation's bosom.

« The emerald gem of the western world
Wus set in the crown ot the stranger.”

Tt is, however worthy of remark, that although
Ireland never was united in her opposition to her
English invader, as she had been at Clontarf, still
the contest for national existence was so gallantly
maintained, that it was four hundred years since the
first Norman invasion, beforc the English monarch
ventured to assume the title of “King of Ireland.”
It was in 1169 the Enclish first landed, and it was
ou the 10th of June, 1541, that the royalty of Ireland
was first transferred to an English dynasty, and the
Lordship of the Island of Saints conferred on one of
the most wicked and inhuman monsters that ever
cursed the earth, King Henry VIII. And now a
new gra of persecution and sorrow opened upon
Ircland, The nation was commanded to give up
its faith aud religion. Never, since the begiuning
of the world, was an all-important guestion more
solemnly put ; never has it been more trinmphantly
asd clearly answered, The cuestion was: Were
the Irish people prepared to stand by their ancient
faith, to unite in defeuce of their altars; to close
with the mighty persecuting power of Engiand, and
fight ber in the cause of religion? Sclemnly aad
deliberately did Treland take up the gage and ac-
cept the great challenge. The issne scemed scarcely
doubtiul, The world refused to Lelieve that a peo-
ple who could never be usited in defeace of their
national existence wonld unite as oneman in de-
fence of religion ; or that the power which had suc-
ceeded in breaking Ireland's sceptre and wrestling
her crown shou!d be utterly defeated in its mightiest
and most persistent eftorts to destroy Ircland’s an-
cient faith. Yt so it was to be. The ¢ Island of
Saints and Doctors” was destined to bea land of

land's nationality was destined to be saved in the
victory which crowned her wonderful and glorious
Lattle for her faith. This is not the time nor the
occasion to dwell upon the details of that terrible
struggle in which the whole strength of ecarth's
mighticst people was put forth against us; which
was fought out on a thousan:d battle-ficlds: which
deluged Ireland with the best blood of her children,
and reduced her fuirest provinces, over and over
again, to the condition of a waste and descrted lund.
RUT THE CELT WAS ENTRENCHED

in the citadel of God ; the light of divine truth was
apon his path, the power of the Most High nerved
his arm, and the spirit of Patrick bhung over him,
like the fiery cloud that overshadowed the losts of
Israel upon the plains of Edom and Madian.

Ireland’s preservation of the Catholic faith has
been a puzzle to the world, and men have sought to
explain in many different ways the extraordinary
phenomenon. Some ascribe it to onur natural anti-
patby and opposition to Lngland and cverything
English; others again allege the strong conserva-
tism of the Irish character, and its veneration for
ancient rites and usages, whilst linglish historians
aud philosophers love to attribute it to the natural
obstinacy and wrong-headedness which they say is
inherent in the Irish, T do not deny that, amongst
the minor and human causges that iufluenced the re-
ligious action of the Irish pcople, there may have
beena hatred and detestation of England., The
false religion was presented to onr fathers by the
detested bands that had robbed Ireland of ler
crown; it was offered at the point of the sword that
had shed (often treacherously and foully) the blood
of her best and bravest sons; the nauscous dose of
Protestantism was mixed in the bowl that poisoned
the last of her great carls—Owen Roe O'Neill.  All
this may have told with the Irish people; and 1
also admniit that a Church and religion claiming to
be of God, with such a divinely appointed head as
the sainutly Henry the Eighth—such a nursing mo-
ther as the chaste Elizabeth—such gentle mission-
aries 8s the humane and tender-hearted Oliver
Cromwell, may have presented difficaltics to a peo-
ple whose wits were sharpened by adversity, and
who were not wholly ignorant of the Christian char-
acter, as illustrated in the history and traditions of
their native land,

We may also admit to a slight exteut the con-
servatism of the Irish character, and its veneration
for antiquity, Oh, how mnch our fathers had to
love in their ancient religion! 'Their bistory began
with their Christianity ; their glories were all inter-
twined with their veligion ; their national banners
were jnseribed with the emblem of their faith, ¢ the
wreen, immortal Shamrock ;* the brightest names in
their history were all associated with their religion—
 Malachi of the collar of gold,” dying in the midst of
the mouks,and clothed with their holy habit on an is-
land of Lough Enncl, near Mullingar, in Mcath—
Brian, “ the great King,” upholding the erucifix be-
fore his army on the morning of Clentarf, and ex-
piring in its ¢mbraces before the sunsst—the brave

They ealled herin their
prayers ¥ Miden dheelish)” their darling Virgin, In
every family in the land the eldest daughter was a
Mary: every Irish maid or mother c¢mulated the
purity of her virginal innoceuce, or the strength
and tenderness of her maternal love,  With the
keenness of Jove they associated their daily sorrows
and joys with hers; amnd the ineftable grace of
maiden modesty which clung to the very mothers
of Ircland seemed to be the brightest reflection of
Mary which had lingered upon the earth, Oh, how
harshily upen the cars of such a people grated the
detestable voice that wonld rob Mary of her graces,
and rol: the world of the light of her purity and the
glory of her example ! Never was the Mother of
God so rlear to Ireland as in the days of the nation’s
persecution aad sorvow, Not even in that bright
day when the Virgin Mother secemed to walk the
earth, and to have made Ireland her home, in the
person of their own St Bridgid was her nawe so
dear, and the love of her so strong as in the dark
and terrible time when chiureh and altar being de-
siroyed, every cabin in the land resounded with
Mary’s name invoked in the Holy Losary, the great
devotion that srved Ireland’s Luith,

'Fhe third great leading feature of our holy reli-
gion assailed by Protestuntism was the sweet and
tender doctrine of prayer and love for the dead.—
That which is opposed to divine truth is always,
when we analyze it, an outrage on the best instincts
of man, Remembrance of those who are gone, and
a desire to help them, to communicate with them,
seems natural to us all, and the more affectionate
and tender-hearted and loving n people are the
moredeeply will they realize and appreciate the Cuth-
olic doctrine of Purgatory, and prayer for the dead.

irine may do for the selfish light-hearted, thought-
less worldling, who loves nothing in death, and
who in life only loves for his own sake; but it
would scarcely be acceptable to & gonerous, pure,
and loving race, and withal a nation of mourners,

far the ballot prevents bribery and corruption we
will not discuss. How complete it is a system of
secret voting may be disputable, though it is no
doubt thoroughly perfect as respects an individual
voter who wishes to keep his vote secret. Neither
the card trick nor any other trick strips the mnask
from the individual vote. Amopng the discussions
on the ballot, 1t was often asked why a man showld
wish to vote in secret; it was hard to evade the con-
clusion, that the man who degired secret voting
cither wished to comecal his political opinions or
voto contrary to his expressed opinions. As the
Ballot Act now stands, it most undoublitedly fosters
deception and falschood. The electors are can-
vasged by the respecfive candidates, and asked to
pledge themsclves to vote for A.or B, We have
heard of an enthusiastic lady, who, baving obtainad
the promise of a vote took a Bible from her pocket
and requested the elector to swear that he would
vote according to his promise. In other cases the
pressure is very severe. The voter has to promise
cmphatically that ho will vote for A, or B. Inlargo
boroughs the canvassing is corried on through the
agency of the post. It will, we presume, be admit-
ted that before the election there may. be just as
much pressuce, undue influence, and intimidation as
in the olden time. Well, then, what is the use of
the ballot? It enables fhe voters to break their
prowises. That this is done to a large extent is
beyond question, because the figures of the returning
officera have not coincided with the promises made
to the candidates.

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NEWS OF THE WEEK,

The Imperial Parliament was opened on the

19th jnst. In the Speech from the Throne,

Her Majesty congratulated the country on the
success of the Ashantee expedition; praised
the galiantry of the troops taking part therein ;
regretted the impending Indiaw famine; and
rccommended some changes in the laws rela-
ting to lund. In the Lords the address in
reply was carried without a division; but in
the other House Mr. Butt moved an amend-
ment to the effect that in view of the political
discontent in Ircland it would be the duty of
Farliament to take steps for its removal, by ae-
cording to the Irish the power of managing
their own affuirs. In the debate that cusued
Sir GGeorge Bowyer aod others spoke in favor
of the amendment ; Mr. Gladstone opposed it ;
and oz a division it was negatived by a vote of
114 to 51, The Address was then carried.

The cxpedition to the Gold Coast is on its
way home, and some of the troops have already
arrived, as hus Sir Garnet Wolsely. The 23rd
Fusileers were received at Portsmouth with a
grand demeonstration.

The publication of the Lnivers has been re-
sumed. The rcappearance of this Catholic
journal is most appropriately signalised by the
publication of a letter frem the Sovereign
Poatiff.

The revolutionary governinent of Spuin with
that delicate regard for the liberty of the press
characteristic of all truc Liberals has forbid-
den the publication of news from the scat war
in the North which it has not itself manipu-
lated. In spite, however, of these precautions
it leaks out that the Royalists are still pressing
the siece of Bilboa, and bave carried some of
the outworks of that City,

Bismarck isnot ¥o have everything hisownway.
Not only has he the opposition of the Cuth-
olics of Germany to make head against, but in
secular matters his policy is thwarted. Twice
has the Reichstag refused to raise the army to
the standard of 400,000 men, and matters are
apparestly at a deadlock, Military glory is a
fine thing, but the people of Germany find the
conscription a very heavy price to pay for the
article.

The latest news from Spain though brief is
engouraging. It is simply to the effect that
the attempt of the revolutionary party to raise
the siege of Bilboa has turned out a fuilure.—
We may reasonably expeet to hear in 2 few
days that ‘the city has opened its gates to
Charles V1I. King of Spain.

The intentions of the new Ministry as to-
wards the military prisoners still undergoing
punishment for their participation in the Fe
nian movement, may be learned from the fact
that Mr. D'Iaracli refused to receive a deputa-
tion asking for their release. Much destrue-
tion of property, accompanied with some loss
of life, has been caused in London by the risiug
of the Thames, in conscquence of high tides,
and the flooding of a portion of the city.

To the Generals of his army waiting on him
on the 21st inst., to congratulate him on his
having attained his 77th year, the Emperor
William made the ominous reply that he was
determined to maintain bis army at its fall
strength, in view of the crisis impending over
Burope,

sian ambition. A very remarkable article in
the Augsburg Algemeine Zeitung indicates
the future polioy of the new German Ewmpire.
Russia is to work her with Turkey ; but to will
Prussis, Austria is to be given over for a prey.
Russia and Germany the two great anti-Cath-
olic Powers being allicd, and having come to an
derstanding, the East of JSurope is to be re-
modelled. Here is how the German semi-
official paper declivers itself :—

“The populations of Eastern Europe experienced
a sort of instructive presentiment of this mission
that Germany and Russia arc called upon to fulfil
when they rejoiced over the victories of the Prussian
arms, a8 wall in the war of 1866, a5 in the Franco-
Guerman struggle”

To them, to all the ecnemies of the Church,
the victories of Protestant Prussia jospired the
hope that the Papacy would speedily, together
with the Ottoman Ewmpire, share onc and the
same fuie; that the Cross and the Crescent
were both doomed to swift destruction. Ger-
many and Russia being agroed upon the course
of policy to be pursued towards Rome und
Constantinople, there is no power in man to
prevent the carrying out of their joint
scheme of spoliation, and aggrandizement.

& If Germany and Russia choose to proceed at
ounce to the solution of the Eastern question, there
is nothing to stop them fiom doing so. It stands
now in their power to alter the whole map of East-
era Europe, and not only in regpect to those terri-
torics which belong strictly to the province of the
Oriental question, but also in respect to those of
the Upper Danube, which appertain to the eventanl
solution of the German question.”

This, judgiog from a human stand-point, is
perfectly true. Great Britain is without voice
or influence in the affairsof Europe; if epoken
of at all, it is only in derision, for her impo-
tence is a standing joke, nor has she a single
ally on whom she could rely. France is ex-
hausted with loss of blood, and now in sack
cloth and ashes may weep, but in vain, the
suicidal victories ol Solferino and Magenta
whereby she weakened Austria to the profit of
Prussia, and made easy the way for the victors
of Sadowa and Secdan. Humanly speaking
there is nothing to prevent Prussia and Russia
if united, from working their will in Europe,
and such a union is of all things the most pro.
bable since both are inspired with a bitter
hatred of the Catholic Church. There is how-
ever in the affairs of man, 2 factor whom nei-
ther Bismarck nor the Czar take into account,
un nomme Dien—as the Parisian Communists
have it;—and pevertheless He is a very im-
portant factor as history shows. ¢ Man indeed
proposes,” says the proverb, ©“ but that other
party whom peliticians iznore in their calcuia-
tions, disposes.

As » general rule, in Canada ot least, the weather
on and around the Seventeenth of March is not the
most pleasant, and St. Patrick's Day bears in its
train mere snow, and rnin, and blustering wind than
any othier day in the year. If, as it occasionally
happens, the sun should shine forth in ail his spien-
dor, then the streets, owing to the rapidly dissolving
snow, become s0 many rivers, and parading is ex-
tremely difficult. With all these drawbacks, St
Patrick’s Day is more widely and more patriotically
celebrated than any other feast or holiday on the
calendsr. The Irishman, all aglow with faith and
nationality, carcs not for the dark clouds above and
the wretched rondway beneath him, for the dear lit-
tle Shamrock clinging close to his heart reminds
him that the duty he owes to the Church, to Erin,
and to the memory of his forcfathers must be per-
formed despite the season's inclemencies. He dons
his best coat and hat, falls into line after his baaner,
and as the band plnys those soul stirring Irish airs
he knows so well, marches along with head ercct
and looking every inch a man,

Amidst circimstances such as these, the anniver-
sary just past was celcbrated in Otfawa. At dawn
it began to rein, and when 9 o'clock approached, the
hour at which the Procession had been announced
to start, the city was literally subject to a heavy
shower-bath. Then wisencres b gan to shake their
heads, and assurc one another most positively that
there would be no outdoor display. Bah! the wish
is father to the thought, and both are quickly dis-
pelled. Seo! already the Grand Marshal on nettle-
somc steed rides up, leading four thousand men and
youths with their flags, banners. and bands, - First
comes & compnuy of volunteer firemen, Cells every
ono of them, their helmets surmounted by the na-
tional emblem, and their red jackets facod with
green, Next, the pupils of the Christian schools,
marshalled by four younmg horsemen and accom-
panied by the good Brothers, their instructors. Im:
medintely following them, and drawn by four
prancing greys, is a car containing two silver-haired
poiftonages of nncient Irish history, the ons repre-
Senting the monarch who ruled in Tara’s Hall, the

other, that monarch's constant and faithful attend-
ant in peace and war, the child of song, Ircland's
bard. This car, emblematic of a golden age, passes
on amidst lusty cheers; and here came the mem-
bers of the Cotholic Young Men's Society, number-
ing over one hundred, & credit in every way to their
Mother the Church, to the laud of their fathers, and
to that of their birth, for most of them are Canadian
born. Thdre i8 the banner of Temperance, support-
ed by hundreds of warm-hearted ®cold-water men,”
How proud and firm they are! and what a noble
escort they form to the Teimnperance Apostle of the
Ottawa valley, their soggarth aroon, Father Molloy !
The veteran champion of Tetal Abstinence looks as
hale, as full of lifc and fire as he did eight and
twenty years ago when he first unfurled the banner
and guthered his countrymen around it. Droad-
ehouldered yeomen from neighboring rural patishes,
headed by their respective Pastors, follow in count-
lgss.numbcrs ; and the St. Patrick’s Literary Asso.
ciation, under whos: auspices the Day is celebrated,
brings up the rear,

In the above order the procession moved along
the route lying between the national ball in Lower-
town and St. Patrick's Church in Bppertown. This
splendid but not yct completed edifice was taste-
fully decorated, nnd thaunks to the worthy and reve-
rend parigh priest, Father Collins, the deficts of our
unfinished building were happily concesled. The
celebrant of Mass was the Very Rev. Administrator
of the Diocese, Father Dandurand.  Father Stenson,
the popular Curate of St. Patrick's, preachied the
scrmon which certainly went home to the hearts of
the assembled worshippers. IHe graphically por-
trayed Patrick the bondman and Patrick the Apos-
tle; represented him ns a mirncle of Faith,of Hape,
and of Charity ; and exhorted the children of Frin
to imitate him as closcly as possible, The perora-
tion was most eloguent, and withal remarkable for
the absence of that bombast in whieh preachors
are apt to indulge on such an occasfon. Father
Stenson will permit us to congratulate him upon
his remarkable success on his remarkable suceess
as the panegyrist of our glorions Patron Saint.

We must not omit to mention that bLesides the
clergyizen already named there were also present in
the sanctuary Iiv. De. O'Connor, and Rev, MM,
Molloy of the Cathdral, O'Connell of Richmond,
Barrett of the College, Bouvier of Arnprior, and
Shatloe of Chelsca.

After divine scrvice the procession reformed, and,
having been swelled by a targe number of recruits,
marched throngh the principal streets back to St.

Mr. Waller, Pre-
sident of St. Patrick’s L. A. spoke earnestly and
cloquently on Home Rule, and the suceess achieved
by the party during the Jate clections, From the
enthusiastic reception his remarks on this point re-
ceived, we conclude that a branch of the [fome Rule
Learue would take well in Ottawa, Mr. Waller

This means that the government may
have legal power to exile or imprison thoge bishops
or priests who bave already declaved their intention
of resisting « loutrance the Falk Inwa, and the
other imperial measnres  which have for their
ohject the rooting out of Catholteity, the destruc-
tion of all religion, aud the stifling of conscience.

This' being St. Patrick’s Day, on which
every truc son of Erin feels it his duty to show
his Joyalty to his native land, and his venera-
tion for its patron saiut by un almost religious
observance of its recurrence, the Irish societies
of this and peighbouring cities made this an
occasion for a display upon alarger and grander
scale than has, perhaps, ever before beem wit-
nessed in Toronto, The Central Committee
of the Irish National and Temperance Socie-
ties had issued invitations to the various IPro-
vincial organizations some weeks ago, and the
consequence was thut several of’ them were re-
presented in force, and many others by small
delegations, while thousands of Prishmen ar-
rived by the various morning trains,

The procession was formed in front of the
La Salle Institute, and procecded to St. Mi-
chael's Cathedral.

The procession arrived at the cathedral
shortly after 10 o’clock, when Muss was of-
fered, as wusual, and u scrmon delivered by
Fatber Cassidy.

THOE SERMON,

The sermon was preached by Rev. Father
Cassidy, of Thornhill, who. took for his text
Hebrews xiii,, 7 and 9. They were assembled
to put in practice the advice contained in the
words of the test, and to commemorate and do
honor to their saint and prelute, St. Patrick.—
On this memorable duy they did not stand iso-
lated or alone in doiug this; for in cvery part
of Christendom where the children of St, Put-
rick -had found an abiding place, and had made
a home; on every shore to which they were
exiled or had wandered to; there, as well asin
the old land from which they all sprang, will
this day be given to the praise and honour ef
St. Patriek, the patron saiot of Ireland. e
felt that on this great day their hearts were
animated with sentiments befitting the ocea-
sion ; that they had come there to pray to God
for Ireland and the Irish; to honor St. Pat-
rick, and beg of him to extend his intercession
to them.
speak of the virtues of their patron saiat, and
of the result of his labor as evidenced in after
ages; and testifying to the power of fuith he
taught, und to the depth of religion implanted
in the hearts of the people of Trclund, He
spoke of purticular men being sclected to be
the channels of grace, the instrumenrts for the
salvation of many souls; and of their being
endowed with those qualities necessary for the
attaioment of the objects which distinguish
them. St. Patriek might be viewed in two ways,
as un apostle and tcacher of the truth, or us
one whose sanctity and great virtue gave weight
and efficacy to bis words, and produciog a deep
and lasting impression. St. Patrick reccived
his mission and apostolic benediction from the
Sovereign Pontiff himself’; thus he stood clear-
ly before them, and they might read his listory
in the memoirs of the Irish nation. He was
followed by a few companions, and like the
Apostles of old, desired neither gold or silver,
or other worldly goods, but his only wish was
for the conversion of the nation. His mission-
ary carecer was 4 most extraordinary ome. It
was marked by unceasing lubors, privations,
and strong works of penance. Like the Apcs-
tles, he hesitated not to yrecipitate himself be-
fore kings and courts, foreing his way to the
hearts of his hearers and thus producing a de-
sirc for conversion. The preacher {further
spoke of the labors of St. Patrick, in bringing
people to the faith from idolatry "and supersti-
tion ; and of the hardships he had to undergo.
The humility of St. Patrick was always mo:t
marked, in the simplicity of the truths he spoke
and in the meckoess and padence of his man-
ner, e became all in all that he might gain
all for Christ. But among the apostolic vir-
tues which distinguished him, there was not
‘one more remarkable thun that of the man-
ner in which he prosecuted his spiritual lubors,
Ile took part in thc conversion of a whole
nation to Christ; he conferred sacred or-
ders on thousands of people, he covered the
Jand with churches, and estublished monas-
terics aud other religious bouses; and the
faith which the Irish people gloried in; and all
the spiritual teaching they enjcoyed, were to be
aseribed to the teachings of St. Palrick, He
referred to the years of desolation which after.
wards set in over Ireland when monasteries
and cities were burnt and destroyed, and when
Ireland was struggling for the fuith. He also
repeated the words of the late Prime Minister
of England, who once said that Ireland had
been systematically misgoverned for centuries,
The truth is, that the Irish people are in faith,
practically the most Cetholic people on the face
of the globe. It had been asscrted that lre-
land remained Catholic through hatred of Eng-
lang, and their encmies would have them be-
lieve that what persecution, impriscnment, star-
vation and death failed to accomplish, would
now be gumed by some little concession of
power, This argument was as weak as the
other arguments emanating from the same
source. He gave an outline of St Patricks's
vieit to Ireland and the faith he taught the
people.  He spoke of the doctrine of the com-
munion of saints, and praying for the dead.
Both of these were inculeated in the minds of
the people by St. Patrick, and were readily
received by the Irish people. Ile alluded to
the devotion of Catholics to the Virgin Mary.
Nowhere was Mary the Mother honoured more
.truly or earpestly than she was by the chil-
dren of St, Patrick, and also honoured those
places made sacred by the memory of St.
Patrick. He asked them to call on St. Patrick
and to try to follow in his footeteps. In con-
clusion,;the preacher remarked that every one
present wearing the-grecn, was 2 representation
of his country and ereed; the eyes of the
whole community were looking on at them to
gee if they could find anything to laugh or
sooff at, He asked if any one present would
give them thatJchance.

€urrar and Grattan had fought for it. No one,
therefore, need be ashamed of it, and he believed the
time was fast approaching when it would be more
universally acknowledged than it now was, that any
people must knew hetter what was required to
makc them happy, and better able to judge of their
own affairs than any forcign government or pcople
posgibly conld. He was pecfectly sure, and it had
been admitted by all the most profound minds of
the age, that the statesmen of England could find
no means so cffcctunl to pacify and reader happy
the Irish people as by giving them what they had
50 long ardently desired, self-Government by means
of a Parhement composed of their own people in
their own land. If the people werc bappy and
contented at home there wonld not be so much emi-
gration to other lands, and thuy would net be sent
in such Inrge numbers to the United States and
other countries which might at some time become
hostile te England. If Ircland had Home Rule, such
as we have here, under which the various Provinces
govern themsclves peaccubly and prosperously, with
a general Government in which they are happily
reprosented, they would be as happy and progperous
as our people here. The result of giving Ontario
the control of her own affairs, after the termination
of the unhappy differences between that prevince
and Quebec, was that the people were happy, they
had an overflowiny treasury, and dwelt together in
peace and concord. If that were tho result here,
what would it not be in Ircland? Many well read
men had charged the dissatiefaction now existing
there as the result-of Catholic disaffection, but that
was not truo, The leading men who had agitated
Ireland on popular questions bad Leen Protestants.
Mon out of the Uatholic ranks had been men who
had been averse to the shedding of blood, and had

The anniversary of the Tutelar Saint of Ireland
was celebrated to-day with the usual eclat. The
weathuer, which for the past fuw days has been fine,
was now changed to murky, gloomy, sky, but this
did not damp the ardour of the Irishmen turning
out iu great numbers to celebrate that day which is
potr vxcellence devoted to Ireland.

The procession was as large ns ever. It was
formed in front of the City Hall, and started a littls
after ten o'clock in the following order, marshalled
Ly Messrs. Jas, Rogers and Michael Weleh, assisted
by Messrs. Mooney and Mark Welch.

The procession proceeded by way of Outario
stecet uwp Tlace dArmes, Wellington street aund
Johuson strect to the Church, where a High Mass
way celebrated, The church was densely crowded,
there buing a large number of Protestants present.,
High Mass was cclebmted by the Rev, Father Me
Donough, assisted by Fathers Davis and MceWil-
linms, und the sermon was preached by the Rew,
Fatber O'Boyle, Chaplain of the $t, Patrick's Socicty,
from ¢ Cor. X1I,, 12,

Mass was then proceeded with; after which the
Procession reformed, and marched through the priu-
cipal streets, and, on arriving at the City Buildings,
wis addressed by Mr, P. Doherty, President of the
St. Patrick’s Society, who spoke eloguentiy on the
subject of Homo Rule for Ircland, On retiring, Mr.
Doberty iatroduced Mr. J. O'Reilly, Q.C., ns the orn-
tor of the Day. This gentleman madea most splen-
did address, which we regret much that our limited
space obliges us to condense.

Iaving alluded to the many years that had elapsed
since le first was enrolled a niember of the St. Pat-
rick’s Society, and the changus that since then have
talcen place, he passed to the all engrossing topic
of Home Rule on which the Irishi have set their
hiearts, Of Ireland's ability to manage her own af-
fuirs he adducad her successful management of her
trade and monetary institutions. Ireland, Le said,
has a number of banks yiclding large dividends far
in excess of those of the banks of this country, sus
tained by Irish capital and managed by Irishmen,
To show the confidence reposed in their stability no
less a sum than oue hundred millions of dollars are
now on deposit in Irish banks. We hear of no Irish
bankas breaking or becoming insolvent. In like
munner with her trading or other corporations.—
The wisdom and economy displayed by Irishmen in
their management show that they are a provident if
not n progressive people, :

The learned gentleman also madc some remarks
upon the relative positions of the Catholic minority
in Upper Canada and that of the Protestant minority
in the Lower Province, as illustrative of the illiber-
ality of the first named :— )

Now my friends T have a word to say to you
about Canada, for after all, as much as we love
Ircland, where the ashes of our forefathers rest, our
devetion and duty to Canada are parnmount, Cana-
da ought to be our first consideration as adopted
citizens of the finest and Lest governed country on
carth, and where civil and rcligious liberty are se-
cured to all by those constitutional guarantecs that
only free men ean fully apprecinte. Even here in
frec Canada attempts are made for political pur-
poses to arouse hostile fuelings between Catholics
and Protestants, and to evoke the religicus rancour
that has been the cruse of so0 many heartburaings
in the past. Before Confederation the Protestants
of Ontario may bave had fears, which have proved
unfounded, of the political dominancy of the Cath-
olic Province of Quebec, but since cach Province
possesses o scparate Legislative Chamber, these fears
ought wholly to disappear. In the prescnt Outario
Asrsembly theve arc only three Catholics, althoupgh
Catholics arc one to five of the population. In the
Government there is one Caiholic, but in positions
connected with the House not one. Inall Ontario
there is only one Catliolic Judge, and he is only a
junior or second-class County Court onel There
are 1o Catholic sheriffs, and but two or three Clerks
of the Peace and County Attorneys. All the chicf
offices of the country are in the bands of Protest-
ants,

Ha then condemned the proposed incorporation
oi secret politic religious societies, and depricatel
the introduction of a spirit of knownothingism ex-
clusiveness in politice. We should all make the
good of anada our first object, but not to the ex-
clusion of old countrymen, and Irish, whose love
for their Fatherland formed a noble trait in the Irish
national character. :

Our countrymen are celebrating “The Day’ in the
four quarters of the globe, On this day will they
turn towards Ireland as the Mecca of their devotions.
In Africa her sons have fought and bled to maintain
the power of ©England, and have just
marched to victory. Her arms have ever been vie-

torious when in her ranks were found the Irish’

soldier, The victorics that havo added the greatest
lustre to her arms, and won for her imperishable
renown, were secured by the valour of the Irish
soldier under the leadership of the great Captain of

ple. (Cheers) He mayyet be called upon to a
still more dfstinguishing part on the world's stage,
and curl the ambition of a Prince who has persecu.
ted the children of the Sainted Loyola, trampled
upon the sacred rights of conscicnce and religion,
nnd who has striven to intimidate the Great Pius in
the Government of his church, and the mainten-
ance of the rights of its pastors and people. (3p-
plause.) The old man of the Vatican is undis-
mnyed. He will continue to maintain, with the
help of God, his autherity over two hundred mitlion
of Catholics, who acknowledge and will continue to
ackuowledge him as their only carthly ecclesiasti-
cal ruler and guide. (Prolonged cheering.) In
Spain, too, there ace gifted and true sons of Erin
fighting to maintain the flag beneath whose lroad
fold ages ago the brave Castilian beat back the In.
