entering into or communication with the hunan
ayetem. The same process msy uadoubtedly
take place with the pest germs from the dejec-
tion of typhoid, yellow fever, and cholern pa-
tients, when fliza have access to them. This
knowledge is of the highest impcrtance with
relation to the duty of instantly masking and
steriliziog with powerful disinfectants every ex-
cretion commected with infecticus diseases,

DESERVED OFFICIAL RECOGNITION

THE GOVERNMENT EXAMINATIOR OF DBAKING

| « SPAERES OF INFLUENCE" OF THE

NATIONS INTERESTED.

Tho Scramble For Afcien—The YWidely Folt
Influence of the Britlsh Enst
African Comspauy.

Tho murder of Msjor Barttelof, nt the head
of one of the Stexley rcllet expeditions, saya
tho Boston Hersld, cails fresh attention to
the march of civil’zatlon wpon the intzrlor of
the Afrlcan continent. The 1ick ie great and
the prizs is great, sleo. Moraels involved in
it than tho mere lovo of adventure or the me-
quisition of territory. Foreix or eight years
there has been going on what the Landen
Timas calls ** tho scramble fcr Africa.” Itis
now practically ecnded, and tho Miesionary
Herald for Qutobsr, whioh will appear to-dsy,
says that only about 4,000,000 «f the 11,000,-

000 equare miles of African territory
are .t dirceily or indirectly attached
to somec Iinropesn Power. More than
hali of that which I8  unattached

lies within Sahara. Tho poscessions and
*‘sphere of influence” of Evgland, outside of
Eggpt, amount to over 1,000,000 quare miice,
Germany has 740,000 with claims upon 200,000
more, France has 700,000. The amount of
Hritlash trade with Africn is worth about
$120.000 000 & year ; that of France id warth
anent $100 000,000, Gormany's African trade
{3 amail, The total ferclgn trade of the con-
tinent is worth about §375,000,000 a year,
A TEMITING PRIZE.

Thie prize ls tempting, especially whon it is
soneldered shat tho trade has just begun and
that the continent haa not really been opened
to foreign trade except along the const. There
has lntely been establilshed the Britich Eaet
African Company, which {s eogaged in an
aitsmpt to open trade Into the contlnent np
from the eastern coast opposite Zunzlbar,

Its domain lies within what is oalled the
British *“sphere of {nfluense,” and it has a char-
ter from the British Government under which
it can administer all the laws of the country
under ite jurlediction. Authority ia given it
to construct forts, to ralse and maintain by
taxes a police, and an army if necessary, and,
in short, to perform all the functions of gov-
ernment, Power has been exerclsed under
this charter, and Islands along the coanst,
which come within the territory which was
ceded to Epgland by the Sultan of Zarzibar,
bave been fortified with the idea of control-
ling the slave trade nnd of asslsting com-
merce,

IT PAYS STANLEY'S EXPENSES,

Bus the territory of this compeny cxtends
In land as for 98 the lake Aoyt Nanza, and
it will let miich light upon the African
situation when the fact It known that this
campany pays the expenses of the expedition
of Stauloy to relieve Emin Pache, The plap
of the company hae been for Stanloy, when
the Pacha had been rolieved from the pressure
of hostile forces upon him, to mareh across
Africa to the cast coast through the territory
which Is under the Britieh sphere of influence,
and thua etrengthen tho preatige of the com-
puny there, and holp to eatablieh the Govern-

With this key of the aituation in her
hands, England controls much of the com-
merce of Central Africa, and, of course, doca
not wish to let it fall into other bands. But
this company will act in harmony with the
Germuons in conetructing a road along the
north side of the territery undor the German
“sphere of Influence,” and thus do much to
eatablish guicker communication betweon the
coast and the interlor.

THE RESPECTIVE ‘‘SPHERES OF INFLUENCE,"

Accompaaying tho article ubove mentioned
is a map of tho eastern coast of Africa, op-
posite Zarzibar, as far inland as the lake
Albert Nyarz:, This shows the “British
sphere of influence,” running north-
weateily from the coast to the banks
of the fctorla  Nyanza, Sonth of
this comes the broader ¢ German sphere
of iofluence,” mand to the north of
the British sphere Is another immonse track,
which {s clalmed by botk Germany and Italy.
The German Colonization Socfety is pushing
forward to accupy Its ground, and German
misefonary socleties, both Protestant and Ca-
tholic, are sending in their missionaries to the
newly opened country. In fact, thereis a
strong pueh of the chlef European natlons for
the trade and geopraphical possession of the
central parts of Afrioa,

The “‘spheres ef influence'” which have been
mentioned are new to diplomacy, and were
eatablished in consequence of a treaty with
the Sultan of Zanzlbar, according to whose
provisiona an international commliseion, to be
shared by both Germany and Great Britain,
was to settle the bounds of territory betwecn
the two countrles. It will be remembered
that Emin Pacha himself {s a German, who
has gono tato the territory of Central Adfrlon,
established himself at the head of & large
province, and is dolng his best to oppose tho
hordes of slave hunters and savages who have
overjun such a great portion of the conntry
slready. He la a forco for civilization right
in the midst of the dark continent, and it ia
of the utmost Importance that be should be
sustained, '

TIE CONJECTURED ROUTE OF YTANLEY,

For that pnrpose Stanley went up the Congo
from the west coast of Africa almoat to Stac-
ley Falls, Then he turned up the Aruwlwi,
which fa a tributary of the Congo, and was
to make his way to the northeast from hla
headquarters to Wadelal, wiere It has baeen
supgosed Emin Pasha was statloned, It is con-
jectured at the rooms of the American Board
in this olty (where the course of events in
Central Africa s watohed with muoh solioi-
tude) that Stanley found an unexpeotedly
strong force of hostile matives between the
Aruwimi and Wadelal, and so has turned to
the northward by » wide detour and will seek
& junotion with Emin from the west.

Tha country throngh which Stanley has to
maroh Is full of difficulties, Not ovnly are
there no roads of any sort whatever, but there
is muoh awamp land, through which 1t in very
bhard to make progress.

INno country in the world are children ac
noglected and ran such xieks as in Eogland,
says the Landon Unlverse. They are con-
tinually being murdered, and mo one hears
anything abont it. In Mancheater so many
babios have been fonnd dead in bed as to
cause the deputy coroner of the city to maks
somoe strong remarks on the subjact. During
last weok the coroner had to inqaire lnto the
death of four infsnts who had been ‘‘over-
laid” in bed by thelr parents. He calculated
upon an averago that there wero a hundred
such cases every year in Manchester. In one
vear he knew of 124 caees. He “‘has his
;uapleiona that in many instances chiidren
avo allowod to dle in bed possibly for the
sake of gotting rid of them.” The wsjarity
of these children die on Saturdey nights, snd
after their parents havo been diloking. 1o
Germany o chargs of oriminsl neglect is
brought against parents whose children arc
ruffocated in bed.

Wu look upon the result in Cardwell with
eatisfaction. That constituenoy is withont
doabt the most Macdonaldite, with the exczp-
tion, perhaps, of Carloton, of all the connties
in Oatarlo. At the general election in
Pebruary, 1878, the late Mr. Thomas White
was eleoted by 8 majority of 403. After his
entrance into the cabinset he was elected by
670 majority, Last Wednesday his son, Mr.
R. S. White, managed to get retarnsed by 112
mejority. So large a falling cffis the Mac.

W. Horvey, has suggested that Newfound-
1and should have the right to make her own
treatier, and o correspondent of the St
Joka's Colonist urges that the Newfoundland
fisheries being more valuable than those of
Canada, the colony should look to it that they
are not embroiled in any quarrel between the
United States and Canada.

Washiogton or elsewhere, it will ba with
treaty making powers, not as the back dowe
sdviger of a Birmingham screw manufacturer,
who knows as much about Newfoundland as
he doos of Ireland.”

A rroruer who considers himeelf gifted
with more than average presclence hag given
a forecast of the result of the presidential
sleotion to tho Chicugo Herald, He beliaves
that New York State will go overwhelmingly
for Cleveland., All the advantages appear to
be with the Democrate. TIhe great oltles are
Doamooratic. The farmers have nothing to
gain by taxation, The Republicane to win
must change the faith of the laboring men in
commmunities where tariff argument has been
continnal, where Intelligence 1s at the aver-
age. Besides this, we are assured, the prac-
tical slde of politica reveals an entire lack of
Republican organlzation In the metropolie.
1hbe city has no suck Republican guard on
watoh as in 1850, when, through the effosta
of inspectors, poll clerka and workers in 856
distriots of the oity, the Demooratic plurality
was kept down to 42,000. With the cam-
palgn left to itself, as promleos to be the case
this year—with only Republican speeches,
banners and processlons—there is no real
reason why the oty should not plamp 77,000
plurality agaioet Harriaon, as it did againet
Folger in 1882, The Republioans say almost
the same about the Desmooratic organization,

Proreesor F, W, Taussia has an article
in the cnrrent number of The Forum on a
questlon which is now attracting a great deal
of attention in connectlon with tariff revieion
and the presldential eleotlon In the United
Stater. He holds that the great reason why
wages are very smsil In lndla snd China,
higher but atlll small In Germany, compara-
tively high in England, and highest of all in
the United BStates, Is to bo found in the pro-
daotiveness of labor In these oountries. Pro-
teotive duties, he points out, #o. far as they
affect general wagea at all, tend to lower them
by lessening the productiveness of Industry,
and in the long run the workmen in'the pro-
teoted Industries themselves are not helped,
The poasible exception to “this ia in cases
where groups of workmen possess s monopoly,

labor and icapital produce . less than they
would if free exchange were eatablished, He
says further :—'*As oousumers ‘of projected

worse off, Thelr industry produces less and
they have less material commodities ; and,
to tho extent that the produot s less, wages
alvo are less, The real effact of protective
dnties on general wages is to lower them by
making the return in labar smaller ; and this
lowering of wages takes the concrete shape
of higher pricos of the protected commodi-

ties.”

Waile 8ir Jukn McDopald remains at the

RESOURCES OF OANADA.

The Boston Herald polnts to the vasg

atural resources of Canada as resources
which ‘“ought to convince the American of
the immense advantage it would ba to him
snd to his fellow-countrymen to have this vast
region, which contains the potentiality of so
much wealth and well Leing, included within
our national domain,”

Bearing upon this question of the value of
Canada, publicity bas recently been given it
in Eogland by official reports of the resources
of the Dominlon, particularly of the baain
of the Mackenzie river, From these reports
it ssems that there is an enormous amount of
territory available for cultivation, stretching
northward from the northern border of the
United States for more thaz 2000 miles. It
is asserted that the spring tlowera and buda
of deciduous trees appear as early, north ot
Great Slave lake, a point not far thia side of
the Arctioc olrcle, as at St. Paul, Minneapolis,
or Ottawa, and that the prevailing sonth-
west summer winde bring the warmth ani
moisture which render poasible cereal
growth far to the North, and sexnelbly
affect the ollmate, even up %o the
Arxotio circle, The foreat area, of enormons
dimensions, in made up of balaam-poplar, 120
feot high, with a stump diameter of from five
to six feet; white aprnce, 150 feet high, with
a stamp diameter of from four to five feet;
the larch, of about the same sizs, and the
ploe, whose straight stem Ia often 100 feet
long, with only two feot ot diameter at the
stomp, The rivers flowing into the Macken-
zie frox the west pasa through a country re-
markably rloh in metals of all kinde, and
having a greater area than the metalliferons
regiona of the United States, while along the
lower Mackenzie aro found great deposits of
coal, lignite and iron ore., Still a~other
natural advantage of the country ia what {s
believed to bs the moat extensive petrolenm
ficld in the world, covering an area soutb of
Lake Athabaska of quite 40,000 quare milee,

There {a nothing in all this with which
Canadians are not familisar. They are, there-
fore, quite aware that thelr country ia not a
dowerless lass, What we want Is stable in-
stitutlons, which alone can give a guarantae
to enterprize and contlnental free trade, by
which Amerloan capital will seek investment
in Canada, and this country would become in
n fow yeara one of the richeet and most popu-
lous in the world. .

BOSTON POLEMICS.

Uar despatches the other
day gave an account of the great number of
women, Catholic and Proteatant, who took
out reglatration papers In order to he
qaalified under the law which gives women
the right to vote nt thu electlon of school
commiseioners, The Herald of that city
thinke the Cuatholica will curry tha day, be.

RENT AND WAGES.

Whaievar may be thought ¢f the George
theery for the cqualization of taxation, thors
ctn be no doubt as to the urgent nature of the
rent question in olties, A movement, respon-
sive to that attempted a short time agoin this
city, has been started in Toronto for the soln-
tico of thie groblem. A correspondent of the
G obe nrgues that ‘%t is not 86 or $10 or 35
houses that are wanted for psrsons of smal
incomer, but an increass of wager. Hein
siste that oarents advance the ability ¢,
pay rent must also ha fmproved. He says wo
bave eoarcely got salaries wbove the vlilage
basls while we are approaching to a scale
of Iiving that can by no means be
malntalned at village rates. There has
been some general advancs in the wages of
organizad lsbor, but there are a grest hody
of cierka and porsons engaped In remi-profes-
sional pursuits whoso salariea have not ad-
vanced in aympathy with the' increased cost
of living. The man who Ia gettieg §14 or
$15 a week has to put not less thon on:-fourth
of his Income into rent,and it ia eimply a
desperate sfruggle to maintain a wife and
family on the bilance. He can hardly look
for hia rent to go down, He must look for
hie salary to go up Then there ere hondreds
Who form the ranke of unorganiz-d labor and
earn 81, or §1.50 or §2 & day, who must look
rather $o botter wages than to ch:caper hous.
log end who muet be better pyid or crushed
into ruinous poverty, We must get out of
the village rut in salaries, ns we liaye got cut
of is in congitione of mervize and rents and
goneral cost cf living,”

Tre law of supply aod demand fixes the
rate of rent tha sime as cverything elwo for
which men must pay, either tor uso or con-
eumption, No one would build houses unless
he expected to make a profit ou* +f them, and
that he will get all he can gosa withont say-
ing. It s the sams as regards sslaries. Com-
potition fixes the rate of remoneration. The
real trouble is that there ara tes mauy
‘*clorks and others engaged in simllar oecu-
pations,” elbowipg each other aad cuttlog
wages all tha time. 1t ie, however, undoubt-
edly true the source of a!l this desparation o
the atruggle for existenca ie to bo found in
the retention of a nystem of land laws unsult
able to the present age snd oapplng the run-
ning eore they ocause with the blister of o
falsy fiscal policy. Land, which fa made
valuable by the community, sseames enor-
mous value in great citics; but, instead of
the commuenity benefitsing by the value It
creates, individuala whe have really done
nothing to make the land valuable sccure all
tho profits. A few days agothe New York
Industrial News pointed out that it costs
more now to market gooda than it does to
produee them. Of New York city, for ex
ample, it tays :—

**In cortain loonlities ground nlone coats:
$14,000,000 per acre, Six per cent, on that
investment is 840,000, The conaumers of
the gooda handled on that acre of ground
mast pay 3840,000 for that privilege, There:
are over 5,000 acres ocenpied by the business
portion of New York oity. Allowing only
$500,000 inatead of §840,000 an aore rent for
it, we find that the country at large muat pay
$4,000,000,000 antaally ‘to: the handfal of
landed autoorats in New York lfor permiasios
to handle goods in.that oity. This Is cqual
to the profits of the farmers of all the weat!

“This is the feason that & woman ocsn only get

one dollar & dozen, for making . shirts in that
olty that sell for twelve or fifisen dollars 8
dozen when they resch the consumer. Thb

EFFILCT3 UF MENTAL OVERWURK.

Ssmo interesting observations on the symp-
toma of mental fatigne were discussed atn re-
cent wmeeting of the Anthropological Society.
The reault of these inveatigationa goes to prove
that weariness of mind, the resuly of overwork,
like other forms of exhauation, is recognizable
under the vwo different theugh related forms of
irritability and iscapacity. Further carsful
inquiry into the same subject would probably
show that here, as elsewhere, the tormer of
these condicions is introductory to the latter,
and is the natural sequel of that atageof success-
ful overaction which is scen when an organ still
fully capable is unduly stimulated

The cheervations referred to were culled from
a weries of reports by school teachers, and in-
cluded detaila of their own seneationa as well ns
of the children under their care, The signs of
mental lrritabilib{ were apparent in sleepless.
ness and nervous laughter ; of fatigue, in alespi-
ness and incapacity for task work. Lolline,
yawning, and o langnid manner told that the
will was flagging. Headache suggestad over-
strain in study, combined with defective and
perhapa a too eparing diet; while some curious
facte hearing on the causation of color-blindneas
and somnambulism were alio coted.

Thus in one caae the blue color percaption
wna for a time obiliteratra, and the sufferer
from shis defect found herseif painting leaves a
bright orange § whilo in another a student, who
hal retired to rest on the eve of an examina-
tion, awaoke as his desk to tind that he had been
busily enznged in drawing hummous cartc na
relating to a former converaation. Herea we
have an instanen of cerebral irritation duo to
overwork, which suggests a somewhat close
connsction between dreamice and sfomnarnbul-
ist, and affords a clue to the phy=ivlogy ¢ f the
latter condition.

Overwork, both mental and bnadiiy, is at oncs
the most genersl and the least regarded form of
illnesa to which wa nre lisble in the present age.
Do what we may, it iR next to jmnossihln o
eacape from it ¢ vut there iz, av all events, a
certain eatisfaction in being able to recozuize 168
features. We muab not forget, however, that it
is also to a crnsiderabls extent a preventable
ovil, and it is certainly o matter of eatisfaction
that thie fact is not _ignored by the reformern.
Ita treatment in individual cascs requires chieHy
that due attention be paid to the two greab
cesentials of timely rest and wholesome diet,
Work, however irksome, may, it in generglly
allowed, be undertaken on a very liberal scale,
if only 1t is not too continuoue, but is broken by
timely and adequape intervala of rest. The valua
of a plain aod liberal dietary ia hardly less, and
we may take it as & maxim for the times that so
long a8 appatite and sleep are umimprired,there
is oo daogerous degree of overwork, and con-
versely, that & failure in either of these
respec’ s should beregarded as a warniog signal,
to which astention should be piid by rolieving
the strain of exertion.

THE LATE SENATOR ROSS.

DRIEF eKETCH OF HIS USEFUL CAREER.

The news of the death of Hopo. J. G. Rose,
senator, of Quebec, which was received hore
laut week, hag oaused widespread regret.

The deceased was born in Scotland, April
18'h, 1819, and was therefore in his 70th
year. He oame to this conntry when fifteen
years of age, snd atarted life as clerk in the
store of his uncle, Thomas Gibb, then dolng
busineas in Quebeo. He demonatrated the poa-
seaslon of excellent businesa capaoltios, ross
rapidly, soon went into business for himself,
and by dint of unflapging pergeverance, ur-
ceaaing energy and dlligent attentlon to bua-
Inoss he aooumulated the moat colossal for-
tune ever made by one Individual in the city
of Quebeo, became the foremost merchant of
the Dominion, and In point of wealth ranking
next after the milllonaire magnates of the
Canadian Pacific Rallway. Not only has he
controlled vast railway and ateamboat enter-
prises, immense lumbering and mining terri-
torles, but he has had ships on every sea in
every port of the olvillzod world, trading in
every conceivable artiole of commerce. It
wenld be imposetble to enumerates & tithe of
the interests which he possesmod iz varlous
ports of the world. ' .

From most an-
doubted eources, I learn that you have de-
termined upon Immediately introducing a
resolatlon making It the duty of the Presi-
dent to open negotiations with Groat Britain
for the adinleslon of Canada Into the
Union, It is a bold and meaterful policy
from the United States point of view, but
I am thoroughly couvinced that it would
fail, and you cannot afford the oatastrophe,
It would fail, bacause the paople of Canada
would not accept it. The propoesition would
bs strongly opposed and not s few would bit-
terly reeent it. My dear Saastor, thiz is a
most grave matter and you noed to have the
best Information, You muat not acoept as
abzolate fact the narrations of well-intended
Amerloana, who have little or no knowledge
of the real reciation of sentiment below the
surface, Mon who have been born in Canads,
who huve grown up In the atmosphere ot
loyulty to the British crown, and who koow
the hearts that beat responeive to the atruins of
God Save the Queen are not ohanged in the
twinkling of an eye to be, what they con-
gider, reuegades, by the invitation of even
this great country, or by the temptation to be
rid of their natlonal debt, which you propuse
to assume. 1 beg of you to consider well be-
fore your iavitation is given and rejected.
Ooneider and get full inlormation as to the
real sentimont uf Canada before you actagaln.
Let me ask you to read aleoud or have some
one rcad to you the words I have tried
to Instil into your ears, Nao one can know
bettor. than I do the sentiment of my
own people. Of course, I miny be mistaken,
but I submit that what I have urged in this
article must be met by egually good anthor-
Ity, before you are betrayed Into an annex-
atlon policy that may be fatal to your desire
and the desire of all who hope for the closeat
relations between the two countriee, Your
{nterest and devotlon to this matter of the
union of the two countries has raised you
durlog the past ninety days sbove all men,
and to.make a mlatake now le not for a mo-
ment to be contemplated, LI after reading
the enclosed you would like %o aee me, I will
gladly go to Washington, or I will write
you further or get you fuller Jnforma-
tion. .

The ioadequacy of human caunees to account

the laxities of the Weat Lave revived the abu:e
of divorces, and have partially abolished the
wise and salutsry prohinitions which guard the
homes of the faithiul, These relaxations prove
that all natural forcew have been, and are,
hoatile bo the ndissoluble law of Christian mai-
ringe. Certainly, then, i% was uot by natural
forces that the Sacram: it vl Matrimony aad the
legislation springing fro: 1t we:e enacted. If
these are restraints of hum-n liberty and licsuse,
either they do not spring from uwinre, or they
have bad a sup:roatural cause whershy they
exiet, It was tLis that redvemed woman ir.m
the traditional degradation in which the woild
had held her. The condition of women in
Athens, in Rome—~which may be taken as the
highest points of civilization—ia too well known
to need recital. Women bad no riEhts, no
property, no independence. Plato looked upon
them a8 State prop-riy; Aristotle as chattels,
They were the prey, the sport, the alaves of
man. Even in Israel, though they were raised
incompsrsbly higher thau the Gentile world,
they were Iar below the dignity and authority
of Ohristian women. Libanius, the friecd of
Julian, the apostate, said:—"0 ye gods of

Greeoe, how great arz the women of the Chris-
tians I’ \Whence came the elevation of woman-
hood? Not from the ancient -civilization,
for it degnded them; mnot from Israsl,

for among the Jews the highest stnte of woman-
hood was the marziage state. The daughter of
Jeptha went iuto the moun$nins to monurn not
her death but her virginity. The marriaga state
in the christain world, though holy and gzood, is
pot the highest stata, The atate of virginity
unto desth is the higheat condition of man and
womsn. But this is above the law of natura.
It belongs to a higher order. Aund thia life of
virginity, in repression of opntural paseion
and lawful instinet, is both abuve and
against the tendeucics ¢f buman_ nature. It
begina in a morsification, and ends in
a mastery over the movements and
ordinary laws of human natura. Wtko
-will ascribe this to natural causes? and, if sv,
why didit not appear in the firat four thousan
years? And when has it ever appeared, except
in & bandiul of vestal virgius, or in Orieptal
reclunges, with what reality history showa? An
exception proves o rule. No one will imagine
that n life of chastity ia impossible to natare ;
but the restriction’ is a repression of nature
which individuale may acquire, -but the multi-
tude have never attsinad. A religion which im-
poses chastity on the unmoarried, and upon ita
priesthood, and ups:n the muliitudes of women
in avery ' age who davota themsslves  to
the servicea = of One whom they have
pever .geen, ia' a mortification of nature in eo
high a.degree as tostand out as's fact and a
phenomenon, of ‘whicli mere natural causes
afford no adequate solution, Ita existence, not
in & handful out of the millions of the world, but
its prevalence and. continuity iz multitudes
soatbered throughout  the OChrietian world,
proves bhe preseaoe of a cause higher than the
laws of nature. So true ig this, that jurists
‘teach thag the three vows of chastity, poverty
and ob:dience are contrary to ‘?h‘m policy
of the law ;" that is, 8o the interesta of the
commonweal b, which desires the multiplica-
tion, enriohment and liberty of its members.

To what has-been said  may be added the
change wrought by Christianity upon the social,’
political and international relations of the world,
The root of this ethioal changs, private and pab-
'lie, is the Christian home. The authority of
parents, the cbedience of children, the love of

rotherhood, are the ‘three active powers which
have raised the society of man above the level of
the old world. - Israel was head and shouldcrs
abave the ‘world around it; bub Christen-
‘dom -is - high -above Israel. The new
commandment of brotherly love, and the
Sermon on the Mount, bave wrought a revolu-
tion, both in private and publio life. From thia
come the laws of justice and sympathy which
vizd rogriherthe nations of the ¢l tian werld,

The necesaity of being brisf, the impossibility
of drawing out the picture of the ald world, ita
profound immortatities, ita nnimaginable cruel-
ties, comprls me to argue with my right hand
tied behind me. 1 can do no more shan point
again o Mr. Brace’s ‘ Gesta Ghristi,”
or to Dr. Dollinger’s *'Gertile and Jew,” a8
witnoeses to the fac's which I have staved orim-
plied. No one who has not read such books, or
mastered their contents by original swudy, can
judge of the force of the assertion that Chris-
tianity hos reformed the world by direct an-
tagonism to the human will, and by a swarching
and firm repremsion of human passion. It has
sscended the stream of human license, contra
ictum fluminis, by a power mightier thun na-
ture, and by laws of a higher order thau ths
relaxations of thia world, ..

Refore Chrintiveicy came on earth the civiliz-
ation of man by u.erely natural force bad cul-
minated, 1t enuld nov rise above its source ;
&ll that it couls vo was doce; and the civiliza-
tion in every race and empire had ended in 2e-
cline and corruption.  Tre old ervillzatiou was
not regeuerated. It pa-red away to give
place to a new. DBut the uew had &
higher source, nubler laws and  superns-
tural piwers. The bighest excellence of
men znd of nations is  the civilization
of Christianity. The human raca haa aaceaded
into what we: call Chrisvendom—tbab is, into the
new creation of charity and justice among men.
Crristendom was created by the world-wide
Church aa we see it before our eyes at this cay.
Patlosr phers an! statesmen believe it to be the
wiork uf their own bands ; they did not make
it; but they have for three hundred yests been
u:wakiug it by retormationa and revointions,
These are destructive forces. They buld up
pothing. It has been well said by Donoso
Cortez that *‘the_hisbory of civilization is the
history of Christianity, the history of Chris-
tianity is the history of the Church, the history
of the Church is the history of the Pontiffs, the
greatcat atatemnen and rulers that the world
has ever eeen.”

Some years sgo a professor of great literary
reputation in Eugland, who was supposed even
thea to be, as hissabsequent wrihio%- have prov-
td, a sk p ic cr pon-christain, pablisheda well
known aud very candid book, under the title of
 Foce Homo.”

III. We coma now to our third poin!, that
Ohristianity has nlwaya claimed & divive origin
and a divine presence a8 the source of ibs author-
ity and powers.

To prove this by texts from the New Testa-
ment would be to transcribe the volume ; and if
the evidence of the whole New Testamend wera
put in, not ounly might scme men deny its
weight as evidence, Lbub we should place our
whole argument wnpon o falie foundation.
Christianity was azterior to the New Tegvamen:
and is indepapdent of it,  The Christian Scrip-
tures presuppose both the faith aud the
Church ae alresdy cexi:ting, knowa and boliev-
cd, DPrior Liber quam stylus, as Ter:ullian
argued. The Gospel wae preached before it was
wrnitten. The four books were written to those
who already believed to confirm thewr faith,
They were written at intervals : St. Matthew in
Hebrew in the year 39, in Greek in43, St
Mark in 43, St. Luke 1o 57, St. John about 90,
in different places and for different motives,
Four Gospels did not exist for sixty years, or
vwo generaions of men. St. Peter and St. Paul
knew of only three of our four. In these sixty
years the faith had spreand from east o west
Sainta nnd martyrs had gone up to their crown
who never saw a sacred book. The Apwtolic
KEpiatles prove the antecedent existence of -the
Churches to which they were nddressed. - Rome
and-Corinth, and Galatia and Ephesus, Phillippi
and Colostic were churcbes, with pastors and
pzoplr, befure St Peul wrote to them, The
Church had already attested and executed ite
divine legislation befora the New Testament ex-
.isted ; and when all its books were- written they
were. nod as yeb collected into 'a- volume,
The eatliest  collection  was™  about
the begioning of the s#econd cen-
tury, and in the custody of she Church in
Rome. We mush, therefore, aesk to know
whati was and is Ohriabianity before and ount—
side of tho writben books; aund we bave the.
same evidenc: for the oral tradition of the faith
‘aa we have for the Now Teatament iteelf, Both-
alike were in the custody of the Church; both
are delivered to ua by the #ame witness and on
the same evidones. ~ To rejeat either is lcgically
to rejest hotb.  Happily men are not aaved by
logio, but by faith, The millions of men in ai
ages bave belioved by inheritance of truth
divinely guarded and delivered to them They
have no mneed ot logical annlysis, They
have believed from childhood. Neither chil-
dren nor those who infantibus equiparantur
ure logicians, Itis the pepance of the doubter
and the unbeliever to r gain by toil his loss in-
heritazos. It is a hard penance, like the puffer
ing of those who eternally debate on ** predes-
tination, free will, fate.”

Between the death of 36, John and the ma-
ture lifetime of Sb. Ireneus fitty Jyem elapsed,
S*, Polycarp was disciplo of St. John, St. Iren.
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sun was disciple of 8. Polyoarp. The mind of
8t John and the mind of Sk Irenmus had
only one intermediate intelligence in con-
tact with each. It woull be an affec-
tation of minute criticlsm to treat the
dootrine of St, Irenmns as & departure from the
dootrine of St. Polycarp, or the ductrine of St
Polycarp as a departare from the doctrine of St.
John, Moreover, St. John ruled the Church a
Ephesus, and 8t Irenmus was born in Asia
inor aboulthe year A. D 120—thavis, mz‘
years after S¢. Jonn's deash, when the Ohurg
in Asis Minor was +till full of the lighs of his
teachings and of the accents of his voice. Lat
us see how St. Irecenus desoribes she faith
and the Church. In his work sgainst
beresies, in Book iii, chap. i, he mays:
“We bhave known the way our
salvation by thoae throngh whom the Goep:l
came 6o us; which indeed, the( then praached,
but afterwarde by the will of (iod, delivered to
un in Scrip'ures, the future fovndation and
pillar of our faith. It is not Iawful to sag thas
they preached before they had perfect know-
lodge, assome dare to affirm, boasting them-
selves to be cnrrectors of the spiatles. For
after our Li:rd rose from the dead, and when
they had been clushed with the power of she
Holy Ghost, who came wpin them from en
hiph, they were filled with all trutha, and bad
krnowledge which was parfect.” In chapt-rii,
he adas that “When they are refuted
out of Seripure tbey turn and accuse ihe
Seriptures an errcneous, nnauthoratative, and of
various readings, so that the (ruth canaot be
fonnd by those who d» bot know teadition "—
that iz, theirown. ‘‘ Bu: when we challenge
them to comn to the tralitiun f the apatler,
which 1a in znatnly of the suce - rsion of presty-
tera in the chures, they turn against tradition,
sayinz that ti, - are notonly wiser than the
presbeters, bu even tha Apostl-p, and have
toand the irh 0 4T theretoze, eomss oo jiass
thas they wii' 2ot agres either with the Serip-
tures  or wish tradition. {Ibid., e iii.)
*Ther f. r°, al. who deaire to know the truth
cught to lo k to the tradition of the apostles;
which is manifeat in all the world and in all the
Church. We are able ta count up the Bishop.
who were instituted in she Church by the
spostles and their auccessors to our day. They
never thcught or knew such thinga as tnese men
madly assert,” ‘‘But, as it would be too loog
in such a book as this to enumerate the succes-
sions of all the chrches, we poiunt tu the tradi-
tion of the greates, moet ancient Charcb,
knoown to all, founded and constituted in Rime
by the two clorions apostles, Peter and Paul,
and the faith anoounced to all men, coming
down to us by the succession of bishops, there
by confounding all those, who in any way, by
sell-praising, or vainglory, or blindoess or
an evil mind, teach as they ought not. For
with shis Church, by reazon of its greater pria
cipality, it ie neceesary that all chu:ches should
agree ; that is, the faithful, wheresoever they
be, for in that Church the tradition of the
apostles has been preserved.” No comment
need be made on the words the ‘‘greater princi.
rality,” which have heen pervertnd by every
anti-Citholic writer from the time ther were
written to thia day. Butif auv ono will com-
pore themn with the words of St. "aul tothe
Quloseians (chap 1, 18), describing the primacy

of the Head of the Church in Henven,
it will appear almost certain that the
original Greek of Saint Irens v, which ia

unfortunately lust, contained term sigeifying
primacy. Hiwever this may be, 3t Irecwms
goes on : ‘' The hlesaed apoatles, having found
ed and instructed the Church, givein charge
tiie (p'ac pate, for the admicistration of the
sama, to Linus., OFf this Liswe, Paul, in hia
epistla to Timothy, makes men'ton. To him
succeeded Anacletus, and after him in the third
plece from the Apostle Cleinent received the
¢ pisgopate, he who saw tha ;pratls themselves

and cooferred with thewn, wiila as yet
he had the preaching of the «cpns-
tles in hia ears nnd the tradit‘on ba-

fore his eyes ; and not he enly, but marny who
had been taoght by the apostles still survived.
In the time of this Clement, when no litsle dis.
rension had arisen among the bretbren in
Corinth, the Church in Rowe wrot» very power-
ful letters, poreuntissisiuas litteras, to the Corin-
vhinns, recalling theu: to peace, rcsturing their
faith, and declaring the traditicn which it had
#o short a time ngo r+veived from the apostles,”
These letters of S8t. Clement are well known,
bus have lately become mora valuable and com-
plete by the discrvery of fragmeats published

in & new edition by Lightfoot. In these
fragments there is a tonme of anthority
fully explaining ths words of St.  Iren-
icus, He then traces the succession

of the bishops of Rome to his own day, and
wdde: * Thi+ dimonatration is complete to
show that it is one and the same life givirg
faith which has besn preserved in the Church
from sha apostles uotil now, and is handed on in
truth,” * Polycarp was not only taught by the
apostles, and conversed with many of those who
had scen our Lord, bns he also wus cunstituted
by the apoatles in Asia to be bishop in the
Church of Smyroa. We alan saw bhim in our
carly ycuth, for he lived long, and when very
213 deparied from thia life most glorion:ly and
tobly by martyrdom. Heever taught that what
he had learned from the apostles and what the
Church had delivered, thess things only are
true.” In the foursh chapter, St Irerweus g-es
on to ray : ‘‘Siuce, then, thera are such proofs
(~f the faith), the truth i3 no longer to be sought
for amoog oshers, which it is easy o receive
from the Church, forasmuch na the apoatles laid
up all trrth in fullnees in & rich depository, that
all who will may receive from it the water of
life.” ‘‘Bub what if the apostles had not left
us the Scriptures; ought we not to follow the
order of tradition, which they gave in charge
to them to whom they intrusted the churches?
To which order (of tradition) many barbarous
rations yield assent, who believe in Christ
withont paper and ink, baving salvation written
by the Spirit in their bearts, and diligently
holding the ancient tralition.” Iaths twenty-
sixth chnpter of the swme book he eays:
““Therefors, it is our duty to obey the presbyters
who are in the Church, who have succeesion
from the apostles, as wo have already shown;
who also with the succession of the episespate
have the charisma veritatis certum,” the
spiritunl and certain gift of truth,

To
this even the Ubristian world, 1a all its frog-
meuts external to the Catholic unity, bears wit-
re:a. It isturnzed to our reproach. They re-
buke us for holdiug the teaching of the Church
to be infallible, We take the rebuke_as a testi-
mony of our chavgeless faith, It is nof
enough for men to say that they refuse to
believe this account of the visible and palpable
fact of the imp rishable christianity of the
Catholic and Roman Church. They must find
a more reszonable, credible, and adequate ac-
count forit. Thia no man has yey done, The
denials are many and the solutions are many,
but they do not agree together. Their wuiti-
plicity is proof of their bumsn or'gin, The
claim of the Catholic Church to diviae authority:
and to divine assistance is one and the sansie in
every age, and 18 identical in every place  Er-
ror i3 not the p:inciple “of unity, nor truth of
variations. .

The Oburch has guardel the doctrine of the
apostles. by divine assistance, with uuerring
fidelity. The articles of the faith are to-day
the same in number ns 10 tha beinning. The
explicit definition of their implicit meaning has
expanded from age to age, as the ever-changiog
denials and perversions of the world have de-
manded new definitions of the ancient truth,
The world is ngainst al! dogms, because 1% is
iapatient of definiteness and certainty in faith,
It loves open guestions and the liberty of error,
The Chursh ia dogmatic for fear of error, Every
truth defined adds to ite treasure. It bar-
rows the field of error and eunlarges she in-
heritance - of truth. The world and the
Church are aver moving in opposite directions,
Aa the world becomes more vague and uncertain
the Church becomes mora detinite, It moves

The cfficial general average for the
whale country as the orop etoed on the lat
ioet. was 77 3 per cent. But, as an offaet
to this wheat deficlency, the condition of
Indian corn stood at the same date as high ap
94 2, which, with ooe exception, ia the high.
eat averags slnce 1879. In 1855, when the
average condition of corn was one point lower
that It now is, the crop wea tbe largest on
record, the product reaching nearly 2,000,-
000,000, But in that year the noreage was
cozeiderably smaller than it ia now repnrtsd.
The total yleld this year will, therefore,
probably prove larger than in 1885,

Oats and barley are put down respectively
at §7.2 and S6.9, while rye averaged 92 8,
cotton $3.8, potatucs 91.6 and tobacco 88,
