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McCARTHY'S SPEECH.

'TiE ATTITUDE OF THE IRISH
PARTY TOWARDS THE TORIES.

IRELAND WILL FOT REFUSE ANY MEASURE OF
JUSTICE FROM THE PRESENT GOVERN-
MENT—THE EDUCATION. QUESTION—AN
\LLIANCE WITH TORIES ON THIS MATTER
WILL NOT INJURE HOME RULE.

Justin McCarthy, M.P., the leader of
the Irish Parliamentary party, made an
interesting address at Walworth Eng.,
on December 10, in which he outlined
the policy which theparty would pursue
en the educational proposals of the
Toriea. Thin was the speech of whch a

rbled version wss cabled across a few

ya ago with the accompanying news
that by his utterances Mr. McCarthy had
delivered his party ' body and bones” to
the Tories, therehy fatally injuring the
guse of Home Rule. Those who knew
the patriotic lender did not need tobe
told that the cable dispatch was an un-
founded slander. We present below a
summary of Mr. McCarthy’s address,
which will surely be of interest in view
of the attempt of the news agencies to
create discord among his- friends and
supporters in Americar -~

In opening Mr. McCarthy called.atten-
tion to the ncreased Nationalist repre-
sentation ment from Ireland at the lnst
election, showing that the pcople stood
by their nutionnl principles like a rock.
He did not look for the present Tory
Government to grant Home Rule.  They
were not as yet educated up to that
point, but eventually even the Tories
might come to acknowledge the justice
of Ireland’s demand. But they might
dosome otherthings for the Irish people,
he said. They might, for instance, as
they have promised, bring in an Irish
land bill. If they did he hoped they
would model it after John DBlorley’s
measure. They might also bring ina
land purchase Dill, which would be ac-
ceptable. He conlessed that he did not
like n Tory Government, but if it wne
inclined to do justice to Ireland in the
matter of a land bill and of a land pur-
chase bill it could do it of its own mo
tion. Inthe same way, he said, it can
do justicc to Irelsnd, if it will, in the
matter of university cducation, and it
can redress the mongtrous grievances in-
flicted on the teaching of the Christian
Brothers. He then continued :

Now, I had oceasion to speak this
night week at the greet meeting held in
St. James’ Hall, under the presidency of
Cardinal Vaughan, and I venture on my
responsibility to announce what was the
purpose and determination of all Irish
Catholic and Nationalist members of
Parlinment whom 1 know”with regard to
their action as ta the edueation question
in England.  Isaid then, and I say now,
that on thit subject we, the Irish men
bers, will dream of ne surrender.,

TIE CATIOLIC MUST HAVE HIR RIGHTS

in the sehool teaching of this country,
and must be placed in no adverse posi
tion and at noinequality as regards =aeh
terching, Weare resolved that we will
not accept any manner of education that
is divor ed trom religion.  {Cheers.|

Some of our English friends and Rali:
cal alliex scemed rathersurprised at that
declaration of mine; but if they were
surprised they surely have paid very
little attention to the utternneces and
the action of Trish members all through
our own time. [Hear, hear] All my
colleagues, and among my colleagues |
ennmerate those who do not altogether
accept my lendership, all my colleagues
have over and over again proclaimed
that resolve with regard to the great
question of Catholic edueation in Eung-
land. T eay now what I said then, what
I declured on behalf of the Catholivs ot
England 1 declare, if possible with
greater emphasis, on behalt of the Cath
olics of my owncountry, Ireland. [Hear,
hear.]

These are gricvances which the Tory
government, if it ean only lift up its
heart to the task, canset at rest with the
utmost ease, beeanse they control both
housce of Parlinment in"a way which
the most advanced Liberal ministry
never ean possibly pretend to hope to

_@do. [Henr, hear] Also I may say, that
although 'am myself, as_regards Eng-
lish pelitics, a thorough Radieal if you
will, yet, if the Tory government will
endeavor to remedy those grievances 1
have spoken of, in the remedying ol
those grievauces thal government
Linve my cordinl support and the support
of my colleagues.

Ladics and gentlemen, we were and
arc allies of the great English Liberal
patty ; but we are'nllied with them only
80 long as they help forward the best in-
tercsts of the Irish people.

ation. Asforgiving up the idea of home
rule fir ever or for a very long time,
that L, for one, never shalil do.

I have the most absolute faith and
conviction that the principle of home
rule is

THE ONLY SETTLEMENT

which can ever make Ircland a content-
ed part of the British Empire, [Cheers.]
The fact thar we have not Home Rule
now is the reason, the only reason, why
in the whole of the British coloninl em-
pire the one region where there is dis-
content 18 the region that is washed by
the seas around the Irish coast—a coun-
try where we feel that we are as well en-
titled to Home Rule as Cunada or Aus-
traliz [cheers|, but that, as some news-
papers tell us, we are never to get. Much
I care about the “mever” of the Tory
newspapers. We shall get it though we
have to wait for a generation more for-
bearing, more brotherly and more con-
cilintory. Then we shall form again the
Irish Parlinmentary Party, and, faith-
fully bound by its laws and its pledges,
such a party shall fight the battle out to
the end. {Frolonged cheers.]

Only Inst May we had the pleasant
duty of expressing our sincere and warm
congratulations to Sir William Hingston,
on the ocecasion of his reception from
the Sovercign of the well-deserved honor
of knighthvood. We then said that “the
light that has fnllen on the newly-created
knight is reflected upon his . fellow-
countrymen, his co-religionists, and all
citizens of the land in which he lives
and labors.”” This week we have to ex-
press our delight and satisfaction in the
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HON, SENATOR BIR WilLIAM HINGSTON,

faet that s nonetheless deserved and an
equally popularand practical reeognition
of Sir Willinm’s great worth, talents,
and high characteristics, has come to
him in the form ofan elevition toa sent
in the Senate of Canada.  The country,
as well as Nir William, is to be congra-
tulatod on this oeeasion. Although only
in his sixty-tifth year, the new Senator
has performed, in varions sphires,—pae-
ticularly in thnat of his beloved profes-
sion—suflicient to distinguish more than
one man.

On the oceasion first relerred to we
gave a full sketeh of the life and laboys
of Sir William Hingston, As thegeneral
press of the country has so often repro-
dneed the story of his eventtul and sue-
cossinl eareer, we will not now repeat
the details.

Suflice to say that the pregent knight
and senator was eduented it the Montreal
Callege and in MeGill University. After
graduating in Canada he left for Tdin-
burgh, where he obtained the surgeon’s
diploma from that famous University. He
travelled over Lurope, gleaning knowl-
cdee and earrving off hanors in-various
coontries. Finally, in 1853, he settled
o wn to practice his profession in Mon-
troal. So phenomenal has been his sue-
coss and with such ginnt strides has he
scaled the dillicull ascent to professional
eminence, that his name is o honschold
word in Canada and his fame a8 a sur-
geon hus gone abroad and become estab-
lished on both sides of the Atlantic.
He has been President of the Canada
Medical Asgociation, President of the
Colloge of Physicians and Surgeons, and
8 veral times President of the Medicenl
Chirurgieal Socicty. e was Vice-Ire-
sident of the British Association for the
Advancement of Science ; and only re-
cencly he has been elected President of
thic City and District Savings Bank.

We will not atlempt to furnish a full
list of all the high, honorable and res
ponsible positions he has been ealled
upon to oceupy. As an anthor his name
is familiar 1o the grent medieal reading
world, and were it not for his brillinnt
achievements as a physician,, which
cast in compnrative shade muny of his
other successes, he might rank foremost
amongst the scientific writers of the
country. His wonderful firmmess and
gplendid aduministeative qualities have
leit an impress that 18 indelible upon
the stirring period when he.oeenpied the
chair of Chict Magistrate of Myntreal.

In 18758ir William, then Dr. Hingston,
married the second daunghter ofddent.-
Governor MaeDonukl, of the Prgfince of
Ontario, a beautitul amd aceofmplished
Indy, who has since been thg tajthinl
companion and participator fn all his
successes, honors, and distindtions, as
well s in his'lubors of which these are
the fruit. At present he is Prokessor of
Clinicnl Swrgery of Laval Tniversity. For
over thirty-live years he has been’in at-
tendanceat the Hotel Dieu Hoapital. Aund
asan evidence of the esteem in which all
sections of the community hold him
the (Episcopalian) Bishop’s College of
Lennoxville conferred on him the de-
gree of D. C, L., and Victorin Universivy
gave hini the degres of LL.D. ~

The Irish lemders havedecided to adopt
the suggestion of  Archibishop Walsh of
Torontv in regard to the patjonal, or
rather international, conference in Dub-
lin, The date has been tixed for next
May, and it is expected that delegates
will nttendirom Ameriva.

I w recent address Juztin MeCarthy,
M.P., the chairman of the Irish party,
outlined the work that this conference
wortld probably pertorm. He spoke ol

In the Rritish Empire, According to the.
Lutest Returnn,

The new issue of *“ The Catholic Direc-
tory’ for 1896, published by Measrs,
Burns & Oates, under the sanctivn of
Cardinal Vaughan and his Suflragan
Bishops, contains some interesting pare
ticulars as to the 1resent condition of
the Roman Catholic Church at home
and abroad.

The nuniber of Cardinals, when the
Sacred College is complete, is 70, but at
present there are six hats vacant.
Among the list appear the following
Engligh-speaking  Onrdinals :(—Moran,
Archbishop of Sydney; Vaughan, of
Westminster; Logue, of Armagh, and
Gibbons, of Baltimore. Seven of the
Curdinals now ljiving were created by
Pope Pius IX., and 57 by Leo XIli., and
no fewer than 106 members of the Col-
lege have died since his accession, In
England and Wales there are 17 Bishops,
including the ' Vicar Apostolic” of
Whales, and in Scotland seven more; the
total of priests in Grent Britain is 3,014,
and they serve 1,789 churches, chapels,
and misgions. Of these priests, 2,090
are of the secular and 924 of the regular
clergy. .

Besides the above, there are resident
in IEngland one Archbishop and twe
Bishops of titular sces (in purtibus) who
are not included in the nbove smmary.
The Roman Cutholic taith 18 professed
by 41 Pecrs of England, Scotland and
Ireland, by 63 Baroncts, by 15 Privy
Councillors, by 3 English and 67 Irish
members of Parlinment.

The estimated Roman Catholic popu-
Intion of the United Kingdom ia nearly
five millions and a hall—namely, Epg-
Iaind and Wales, 1,500 000; Scotland,
365,000 ; Treland (aceording to the cen-
sus of 1891), 8550.000. Inclusive of
British North America, Australia, India,
and our colonies dnd other posscssicms,
the total Crtholic populntion of the
British Empire is estimated at about
ten millions and a quarter.

SPEECH FROM THE THRONE.

Honorable Gent lemen of the Senate :
Gentlemen of tF:e House of Commons:

In accordance with the announcement
mnde during the las! session, parliament
has been summ oned somewhat in ad-
vance of the ususil period. The bountiful
harvest with which Canada has beca
blessed is a cause: for the deepest thank-
fulness to the giver of all goud. I con-
gratulate you ujron the evidence of in-
creased activity im the various branches
of commerce and industry. Several such
indications have ¢ onie under my personal
observation durineg a tour made recently
inthe North-West Territoricsand British
Golumbia. In particular I noticed the
exterision of mini ng enterprise in Brit-
ish Columbia, where the vast mineral
resources are in cortain localities being
uow developed and utilized upon sonie-
thing like an adec juate scale.

A specinl feature of the same tour con-
sisted in the opptrtunities ohtained for
visiting a number of the Indian reserva-
tions, and also phe Indinn Industrial
schools. On the ! former I was recetved
with learty demamstrations of loyaity
and good will, whilein connection with
the latter the progfs of proficieney and
intelligence on thet part of the children
were highly encomunging. As to the
work of the Indign Department as a
whole, the manner \in whiceh it is direct-
ed and administerev] appears to be very
satisfactory. A reference to these topies
would be incomplete withont an allusion
to the valuable services of the North-
West Mounted Polieg, which may justly
be regarded by Canudians generally as
indispensable under Lhese conditions to
the well-being of thlose extensive and
pronmising portions of the Dominlon in
which they are stationed.

MANITOBA SCHOUL QUESTION.

Immediately alter tlhe prorogation of
Parlinment my Goverpment commuail-
eated throngh the Lientenant-Governorof
Munitobs with the Goverhment of that
Provinee, in order to ascertuinupon what
lines the local suthurites of Manitoba
would be prepared to promute amend-
ments to the acts respecting education
in the schools in that.

muade his mark in public life, as he pos-
sessed all those sterling traits of charace-
ter and that splendid natvral ability
which eminently titted him lor such a
carcer.

PROPHETIC WORDS.

in 1866 the late Hon. Thomas D' Arcy
" McGee delivered a most able and pro-
phetic address at a banquet in London.
Looking down the vista of the future
and contemplating, in his mind's eye,
the Canada of onr duy, the gilted orator
said : “When United British America
wiil atart on its race with 4,000,000 of
a free people in religion they will be
about 55 per cent. Protestant to 45 per
cent. Catholic ; in some localities the re-
ligious minority may be small, and may
apprehend local oppreasion, but the two
great masses will be too nearly balanced
to suffer any oppression to be long in-
“flicked on the co-religioniste af either.

To us will the children of the
future lovk back, cither to bless or to
cunse, acconling as the heritaze we heand
them will be one of unjon or ol hatred.
Therefore, it is a time forallbttmphtiul
and air-minded men to unite; tostamp
ont the very germs of Janaticism ; to
biy brond and deep the bulwarks of re-
Ligious tulerance ; nud toallow true Can-
adinn patriotizne to eise above all the
tramitnels of partyism or sectarianism.
When the public mind is inflamed, and
the unserupufous seck to excite the
passions, ail good wmen, all honest men
should be calm and gunrded, and above
ull carelul to retrain {rom any expres-
sion that might grate upon the over-
wrought fecliugs of theic neighbors. Let
us have peace, unanimily and cornldiality,
fur the suke of our granl nativnality and
our Duminion’s future !

CANADIAN LEGISLATORS.

In view of the fact that the Parlianent
of Canada is now sitting, and that, for
for the tirst time since Conlederation, a
sixth session is held, it niay not be out
of plice to reeall some expressions o
opinion that an American wrEiter zave
vent to recently inan issue of Donshoc's
Magazine, The writer evidently  had
obscrved earcinlly the workings ol oar
Contederation and taken note ol oug
public men.  He dees us the justice of
saying that :(—

“ It ts 2 mistake to think that the Act
whichi led to the confiaderation of the
various Provinees tn 197 b attained,
{ o higher meaning 1o the lineof the
Canadian people than that of 4 constitu-
tiohai utiion. [t earrics with it n mean-
ing of (ar deeper import—a union of
hearts—whone offspring js cneneas of
patriotic wint and purpose.’”’

This is very tre, and, 1 we lay aside
the various questions of minor or local
intereat that belong to the ditlerent Peoe
vinces and ditlerent sectioms ol the popu-
lation, we will not il i niore unitedd
people inauy country in the world. The
satae ditferrnees exist berween the vari-
ous States in the neighboring Republices,
the diffirent Depurtienits in France,
and the sectiony into which every conp-
try in the world is divided. But we Jdo
not think that in any other Tandsuch
“u oneness of patriotic aim and puor-
pose’” as we have can befonnidl.

Referring to the House of Comminna,
the American writer sags that “one is
atruck with  the dignity and decornm
which mark the proceedings and sur-
round even the warmest and keeueat ol
delmtes.”  He is perfectly right in that

remark. We do not believe that even
the procedure in the British Houne of
Comtmong is as i{ree {rom uoparlia-

mentary conduct as is that in cur Cana.
dinn House. But wherethe critic of our
public men and public measures draws
gome fine distinctions is when he comes
to weigh the representatives of the peo-
ple in the balance of his i mpartial judg-
ment. Whether he is exact or not we
do not care to pronounce; yet we feel
that there must be & great deal of truth
in hig statement, Moreover, we may be
more prejudiced in favor of our legislat-
ors than is exactly right; again, he
may be somewhat prejudiced ngainst
them. No mutter which ; here i3 his
estimate :—

4 Of the 215 members, that maske ap
the House of Commons, in point of
ability andgittstwenty percent. of them
are below mediocrity ; twenty per cent,
occupy the plae of ‘mediocrity ; forty
per cent. possess ndmitted ability ; and
the remaining twenty per cent. are men
of commanding talent.”

We leave that.estimate to our readers
to reflect upon. We will not comment,
Merely will we add that il it is » correct
one, we must nwaken to the et that it
ia for the people of Canadn to raise that
standar | until the last mentioned cate-
gory will beat least fifty per cent.

THE SHORTIS CASE.

Now that all the sensations connected
with this extrrordinary case from that
tatal night at Valleytield when the ter
rible deed was perpetrated, down to the
last act in & too vivid and too renl tra-
gedy, are over, and will soon give place
to the crowd of other exciting events
thint must occupy the public attention,
we feel that a certain rclief has come to
every person. We have no intention of
rehearsing the dark storyofthe wholesale
wiping out of human lives, nor of the
lengthy and celebrated trial, nor even of
the extraordinary and natural efurts
made by a devoted mother to rescue her
son from a doom that would have left a
stigma upon his (amily. Withall these
avents our renders are, unhappily, only
too familinr. No more do we purpose
pagsing judgment upon cither the ver-
dict ot guilty pronounced by the jury, or
the commutation of the sentence of
death,  Opinions vary and each one is,
evidently, guided in his deeision. by
sentinients that, whether fuvorable or
unfuvorable, ure necessarily overwrought
through circumstances and consequently
exaggerated. It s difficult to find any
one person who is completely impartial
in his estimate of the course taken re-
garding the fate of the unfortunate
author of so much misery. We are
content to aceept the different decisions
as they exist and to leave to Providence
the ultimate results that are to tlow
from them,

But we do rejoice in one fact. Since it
hid been decided that Shortis was not
o sulfer the extreme penalty of the law,
we are glad that the Sherill succeeded in
spiriting him away in theclever manner
in which he performed that dilicult

and dungerous duty.  We are there.
by saved the necessity of record-
ing another crime. In  all likeli-
hood, judging  from the determin-

atien of the people who gathered to do
him violence, had he fallen into their
tiands he would have been killed. The
result wotild be that onr country, happily
a0 fur free from the curse of lynch-law,
would hve to Learthat great blot on its
amnals.  No maifer how guilty Shortis
was, nor how justitiable the indignation
o the people whom e had so eruelly
wronged, still, if their putpose were exe-
ented, it would be simply murder. The
precept = Thou shalt not kill,” has re-
placed the old and more virbarous one
of “an eye fur an eye.””  The law alone
has the right to take human life ; and
hecause the executive—for one regson or
another—did not deem it expedient to do
<0 in this case, by no means givesto any
other human being the right to do so.
The execution of Shortis on Friday last
would certainly have been a legal act
and « punishment—perhaps inadequate
—-of the terrible deeds he bad done. But
nis death at the hands of others would
be a erime that not #ll his work, were it
ten times as bad, could justify. Nor
woulil it brink back the victims of his
inexplicable conduet ; nor would it add
one drop tu the eup of consolation, or
take from the ehalice of sorrow that the
relntives of the dead have before them
nor would they be happier, in their last
hours, in the consciousness of having
vengrance ; nor would it be any source
of contidence to them when about to ap-
penr » higher tribunal, whose Judge
hath said * Vengeance is Mine.”

We are, therefore, grateful that it is
all over, and that the hands of Shortis
alone are stained with lives of fellow
men.

THE GERMAN CLERGY.

The union, the harmony of action, the
s0lil strength ot the Catholic clergy'in
Germany, may be looked upon a8 consti-
tuting the source of all the present
changes, favorable to the Church, that
are: to be noticed in that country. Over
the door of the Dominican convent of
Lacroma is the Latin inscription :

* Concordia rea parvi crescunt,
Discorda maximp dilatauntur,”
which translated means:
 Small things grow by harmony.

The greatest things are destroyed by dircord.”

Itisn the presence of that mutual un-
derstanding and coneerted action that is
re-establishing so many Catholic insti.
tutions in that Protestant land. A
Lutheran Protestant minister recently

in which be thus referred to the Catholic
clergy of Germany : * The legions of the
Catholic "priesthood arc phalanxes of
heroes. She bears the brunt of the con-
teat, imposed on her by existing political
circumstance, with a perseverance which
cealls to mind that of the Roman Legions.

civilization. Like a Jeep, broad, power-
tul, mighty river, that national strength
rolls irresistably orrfivard. Qther streams
may sparkle, danuce along with ripple
and mimic show; but they are wore
ensily chaind by the icy breath of
winter, or dritd up by the heat of a long
summer. The German language is golid,
ponderous, :unl consequently effective;
of the sanic mature is German thought,
literature. ;lilosophy, and even music,
The iron | ower of Teutonic giants of old
hag been imparted to the race and to all
that emnnites from it. It requires great
effort, luug caleulation, exact action
and exceptional patience to turn such a
river, cven one iota, from the ehannel in
which it has been tiowing; but once
turned, there is scarcely any known
powt r to cheek its scaward sweep in the
bed that has been carved out for it.

‘Theretore, we conclude that the day
when the Church will again hold the
ascendaney in Germany will be the oné
upon which her universal triumph will
commeiee. And we have hopes to yee
live loug enough to behold that day.

MORE EVANGELISTS.

The other day a number of Baptist
ministers met in Boston and adopted a
30t of resolutions anent the ‘‘conversion
ot the French-speaking Catholics of New
Ingland.” The Republic, referring to the
undertaking, says:—“They are simply
wigting their time and efforts in endeav-
oring to make Prosestants out of the
French-Canadians, who cling to their
IFaith with a fidelity and tenacity much
akin to the way wherein the Irish-Am-
driapg hwve ever remained loyal to
Catholicity. All attempts to pervert
fhese people that have hithertn been
made by Protestants have proven com-
plete tailures, and all subsequent en-
deavors will end in the same way.”

It i= ip1ite possible that those zealous
evaugelivers, having found their eftorts
so (ruitless in Canada, imagine that there
is a wider and easier field for their labor
in the New England States. They calcu-
late upon the fact that a great many of
the French Canadians, who have made
homes for themselves across the line,
have hecome more or less Americunized,
and that while gradually dritting away
from the association of home they may
e more easily deagged into the mazes
of non-Catholic religious chaos. In this
they orr; and they will discover their
mistake beforethey go very far with their
work. All over the United States, wher-
ever there are large numbers of French-
Canalinns congregated, they have their
own churches, priests and teachess.
Should they ever grow indifferent in the
praclice of thieir religion they certainly
have no inclination to abandon it for
the phantom of Protestantism. It would
be well for the evangelists if they were
to remember that “for every idle word®**
they sball render an account.”

But apart trom auy judpment of
onrs, an introduction from the pen of
Mr. George Parsuns Lathrop s not auly
a cardial tribute to its excellence, bt a
suzraitee of merit that will be generally
sccepted, Literature, says Mr. Lathrop,
i~ the outgrowth of lite—the expression
of the highest aspirations of the lunnan
mind inatl nges, ob its thonghts, conelu-
sions amd relfizious ith, AsJL T dnse
serand sayvs of those old manuseripts, the
seerots ol which have, siter long silenee,
becnrevealed to the students ol to<day,
v have yiebled np plirases g0 full ol
fites that “our living hearts suestirred by
the ) Awd this is o good te t for deedd-
ing what is bastin the world's literature,
Such lterature is addressed not to tie
studdent only, but to the professional
e, the mas of business, the inteligent

woraer in oevery walk of life. And
oqevialdly s oan aequaintance with
the  lterature  of Wils  own  tongue

asonrecal true profit and pleasure to
(oraons of eviry oeeapation. But, not
oniy is o knowledge of the litienry mas-
fer; irees ol our English speech an ad-
var tage from the asthetic amd secn.ar
Mr. Lathrop reminds ue that
“there 18 another, and o higher sensein
which it assnmes great import. This ix
the dight which it throws upon the vital
and contintous  influienee of religious
eonviction  and  irae faith, abiding
through ten or twelve centurics.””  And
then hie gpeaks of the present work as
roparded rom  this exalted paint of
view: “One of the most striking fea-
tures of the text book of Brother Noah,
as an introduetion to which Iam priv
ileged o offor these tew lines, s the
c¢lear and conseeutive way in which that
clement, and that influence, are bronght
out and are traced trom the earliest time,
For. ‘even as heathens,” he writes, * the
English were ol a religious turn of mind.’
lrom the time of Cadmion, when the
peaple had become Christian, the ntter-
ance of theirinnate piety, now converted
from fatulisin to exalted Inith Ly the
touich and guidance ot the Chureh, be-
canie increasingly surer, sweeter and
more eloquent.” Nor is this the only
m ‘ritof this manutl. “ It is a pleasure.”
continues Mr Lathrop, * to tind in such
& work accuracy, method and chrone-
logieal arrangement, combined with
vividness and naturnlness of style and
presentation.  Somie e¢ven of the bust
works of the kind have miled “to bring
the minds, the conditions and the mean-
ing of the past forcibly hume to the read-
er in the present soas tomake him feel
that all this past is # pnrt of hix inherit
ance for daily use;” but Brother Nosh
makes the men and the thonghts of the
remotest time as vivid and immediately
interesting to us as though the belonged
to our own country and our own neigh-
barhood.”

In illustration of this linking of the
past to the present by the chains of
thought and sentimens, Mr. Lathrop
mentions the author’s indieation of
Cynewull's ~eafurer as supplying a note
thut is echoed in Lennvsun's Nuilsr. bseoy,
and of Crashaw’s spiritual tone as, re-
fleeted in some strains of Faber, Heber
and Kcble—the latter having, also, taken
more than one hint from Lydgate. Nr.
Lathrop equally commends the arrange-
ment and such suggestive headings as
# The Love of Naturein English Litera-
ture,” " Pamjphlet, Newspaper and
Novel,” and ¢ Religious Elements in the
Literature of the Nincteenth Century.”
The reviews appended to each chapter
are also among the features to which
Mr. Lathrop calls specinl attentfon. ns
caleulnted to make the student not only
rend, but also mwardly digest. and, in
dtie, * tosee for himself why things are,
il what causes have produeed ncknow-
ledged vesults.”?  [u conclusion, Me. Ln-
throp {who disclaims mere eulogy) ex:
presses his *honest, cordinl and deserved
recegnition® of Brother Nonh's siyle
and methods, and of the spirit which
they tend to loster. .

Mr. Lathrop has dealt snably with the
more salient merits of the book that our
task is mainly that of acquicscence.
There are some points, however, - to
which it is our duty to make relerence.
As Mr. Lathrop has made clear, zu}d a8
the title pnge implies, the tone of the
work is distinctly Cutholic. | =

"While this fact does not prevent the

‘author from doing full justice to :the

'

reat Protestant masters of English prose
nnd verse, it hus made essentinl a more
ample recognition of the elatms of Cuth-
olicity as u fuctor in‘the creation of our
specch nud letters, as well in the age of
their origues as in the éuvitunce and
the .intervening centaties. Many atn-

dents, Protestiints ‘as well ns Catholics,

“will thank him for-his chapter on *The:

Catholic: Writers of the United States,”
sctting forth as it does phases of literary
developement to which many historians
have given but scanty place in their
warks:. Another point of excellence is
the select bibliography under the head
of “Suggested Readings,” appended to
each chapter. To thuroughly understand
a subject, one n.ust know its literature,
and to the teacher these indications ol
works that he may advantageonsly con-
sult must be both usetnl and welcome.
The illustrative passages are also chosen
with judgment and must stimulate inthe

‘learner the desire for a closer nequaint-

ance with the great writera ubout whom

the Manual has been telling him. In

closing this notice, we may mention that
the author is a Montrealer, Mr. Frank Jd.
Curmn, whosename in religion is Brother
Nuosh. Heis Professor of Euglish Lit-
eruture in ManhattanCallege, New York,
and is known to several readers of the
Cruzette ax the brother of the Hon. Mr.

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USEFUL RECEIPTS.
i EXCELLENT MILK BISCUITS.

. One cup of flour, one cup of lard ; pour
ene quart of boiling milk on it and let
"it stand without stirring until cool, then
“puat in a good half cupiunl of yenst, and a
ﬁ:&le salt, flour enough to make a soft
dough; set away to rise; when light,
make out in tins and let rise again; put
a pinch of soda in the yeast.
OYSTER FRITTERS.

Oyster fritters make an excellent
breakfast dish., Drain the liquor from
" the ovsters, and to a cupful of the liquor
add the same quantity of milk, three
eggs well beaten, salt and pepper, and
flour enough to make thin batter. Chop
the oysters and stir into the batter.
Drop by spoonfuls into very hot lard and
‘fry to a light brown. Garnish the plat-
ter with parsely and serve as soon as pos-

sible.

CABBAGE AND BACON.

Four ounces of onions, four ounces of
bacon, one ounce of butter, one sabbage,
seasoning; chop the onions and bacon
finely, fry the onions in the butter and
before it commences tu brown add the
bacon; stir over the fire five minutes;
parboil the cabbage, shred it and add to
the onions and bacon; sea- n to taste
and toss over the fire till dunic-—nhout
ten minutes.

POTATORS A LA CUSTARD.

Peel and boil six large white potatocs,
drain very dry and make smooth and
ereamy; season with salt, pepper and
butter and & little cream; press through
a colander so that the little bits will fall
into the dish evenly and as light as snow
flakes; beat one egg well, add one giil of
milk and pour over tup; buke filtern
minutes. It should look like a golden
brown custard when it leaves the oven.

CABBAGE PIE.

One cabbage, two ounces of grated
bread crumbs, one-hall pound ol ecold
ment, two slices of bacon; put the cab-
bage in boiling water. Boil twenty
minutes, butter a pie dish and sprinkle
bread crumbs over; lay in some cab-
bage, chopped fine. then a laycer of heef,
finely minced ; sprinkie scasoning over,
then mure cabbage and meat, then cab-
bage; on the top put the bacon over
Bake in a good oven thirty minutes;
turn on to a hot dish and serve with
brown gravy.

Inthe current issue of the Fortnightly
Review Mr. Altred Austin, who has bieen
recently appointed as the successor of
Tennyson in the English poet lanreate
ship, has a brilliant contribution en-
titled, “A Roman Reverie.”

to her rightful rule. *““For nigh on three
thousand years,” he writes, " Italy has
had ita nrchitects, its senlptors, its law.
givers, ity navigators, its searchers of
the stars, its rulers of men. To every
educatedsperson Italy is ‘ the old countryy!
to every filinl mind Rome is the alina
genetrix. Only in Rome can we trace
the majestic pageant of the centuries
following each other now with elaste, now
with faltering footsteps, but always con-

[ ¢ributing something to the onward. if at

times devious, march of man. Hence,
while modes of civilization elsewhere
come and pass, Rome remaina; and
when some other conception of soeicty
shall have created other Loundong and
another Paris, Rome will still be the
foster-nurse of the poet, the home of
the archwologist, the goal of the artist,
the bourne of the pilgrim and the sanc-
tuary of ths saint.” There is an easily

DRINE’S DEVASTATION.

The general secretary of the C.T.A.U.,
Rev. A. 2. Doyle, C.S.P.,, has recently
been speaking in behalf of temperance
in Maine. At Bangor he had a large
and enthusiastic audience, Several
prominent clergymen, Protestants and
Catholics, sat on the platform. Rev. E.
McSwecny, rector of St.John'’s Church,
presided, and the following extracts are

* taken from Father Doyle’s address :—

*In the United States annually,” said
the reverend speaker, * 75,000 people
went to drunkards’ graves—200 a day,
eight in an hour! In the brief hour of
this lecture eight souls would go down
in darkness.

“ Yet, with these terrible facts staring
them in the face, there were many men
and women who sat with folded hands,
saying, ‘It is none of my affair—I can
not help it.” They even do things that
help to perpetunte the plague. If a mad
dog ran loouse in the street there would
be panic and the dangerous beast would
be ﬁilled. If a stagnant pool gave out
foul odors, there would be a great stir to
remedy the evil. Why not so with the
liguor curse ?”

Referring to the evil effects of aleohol
upon the human system, Father Doyle
snid that it was well understood that
alcohol was a poison and of no benetit
whatever to anybody. *“The idea that
any kind of liquor was nourishing or
strengthening was absurd—all mediceal
testimony and all experience was to the
contrary. Good bodily health, which is
essential to good morals, is best pro-
moted by total abstinence. Theathletes
understand this; so do the life insurance
companies, for a total abstainer is con-
sidered a far more desirable risk than a
drinker.”

Father Doyle devoted some pointed re-
marks to beer, with particular reference
to Milwaukee beer, which is said to be
the best made in this country. He»
pointed out that an insuranee company
had refused to insure any man employed
in the brewcries of Milwaukee. These
men drank a great deal of this beer, and
they leoked to be tine. strong men; bt
it had been shown that they easily coi-
Iapsed  under comparatively slight
shoeks and injuries, mortitication often
following a trifling wound.

Turning_ to the most sorrowful phase
of the lignor question—the ruin of
domestic happiness—Father Doyle drew
a beantitul picture of the institution of
home, the foundation and bulwark of
society, and deplored its wrecking by
the curse of drnink. He painted a dis-
mal picture of low life in large cities
where poverty had been made heavier
amd bitterer by drink, and related some
instances that hind come under his per-
sonal ohservation of the awful results of
intemperance.

“There was no place so utterly

wretched, **said Father Dovle, " as the
home of the drunkard”—and by the
drunkard he did not mean only the man
who reeled through the streets and fell
in the gutter, but the home of the drink-
ing man, where liguer is commaonly
nsed, or frequently scen on the table,
*Oh. ke takes a drink, but he doesn't
et drunk,” iy said of many. It would
be better, sadd the speaker, 10 these men
did get helplessly drunk instead of com-
ing home with just enough Hqnor in
them to ke thoem fiends, destroying
the happiness and descerating the sane-
tity of the holy place which God has
nde—thie home,
As a remedy for this fearful vice
Fatber Doyle simply and carnestly re-
commended  total abstineuce--** touch
not, taste not, handle not. —gfacred
Heart Review.

COLONIZATION.

The Work of the Fast Year Discussed.

The annual meeting of the Society of
Colonization and Repatriation took place
on Saturday alternoon at headquarters.
Mr. J. D. Rolland occupied the chair.
Amongst those present were Recorder de
Montigny, Mr. Drolet, Rev, Father Para-
dis, Dr. Brisson, E. L. de Bellefeuille, L,
E. Carutel, I, X, Perraalt and others,
Mr. Rotland opened the assembly and
De. T. A. Brinaon, the agent, read the an-
nual report. The same is forwarded to
the Minister of the Interior, Hon, 1. M,
Daly. The report says that the north of
Mastrenl has mostly prolitted by the
work of the society. Judging from the
[ngt report of the Iand agent of Labelle,
Mr. Christin, there was an incresse of
300 families, representing 1200 souls,
The Provincial Government had hegun
geveral ronds in the northern townships
for the purpose of drawing more colonista
to that region, During the present yenr
the lollowing number of geltlers were in-
scribed in the books of the socicty:
January. 88; February, 58; Mnzch. 70 ;
April, 188; May, 151; June, 114 ; July,
203; August, 340; September, 390; Oc-
tober, 216 ; November, 132; December,
48. Total, 1898.

On November 25 A. E. Guay, agent of
Buie des -‘Peres, communicated to the
soviety that 3 familics have settled in
that region, and he sold 17,000 acres of
Iand. The reccipts of railways like the

This region would be called the Provin-
cial Northwest, In the township of Tur
geon Dr. Jacques and others huve gone
to work to establish an eatire parish,
and the following is the number sent to
each section of the pruvince by the Colon-
ization Society ; North of Montreal,
1132; Lae Temiscamingne. 250; Lake
St. John, 146 ; Valley ot the Lower Lau-
rentides, 53 ; Metapedin, 42; North On-
tario and Manitoba, 278.

At the end of the mecting Dr.T. A.

During the discussion it canie out that
the Government had cut off $1000 from
the yeuarly sum anccorded to the depart-
ment of the interior, but as the showing
has been such un excelient one, it was
understood that the department will see
its way cleartorenew the amount in the
future,

THE SCITOOL QUESTION.

The St Gregoire de Thaumatarge Petis
tion Dixnissed,

Mr Justice Doherty has dismissed the
petition to annnl the vrder-in-Couneil
deerecing the ereetion of the school
municipality of St Gregoire de Thau-
maturge. o this case Messrs, George
Jetlrey, Johin Neabitt and Alexander M.
Druniman, dissentient schooltrustees of
Cote Visitation, petitioned to have it
declared that the sehool municipality of
St. Gregoire de Thaumaturge had been
illegally and frregularly constituted. It
was alleged that no notice of the petition
fur the ercetion of the municipality
of St. Gregoire had been given to the
Protestant School Commissioners, aml
that the ercetion of the new municipality
had the effect that parties who had for-
merly puid their school taxes for the
suppuort of the dissentient schools in the
municipality of Cote Visltation, now
were obliged to pay for the support of
the Catholie School 1n St. Gregoire.

The Court, however, maintained the
plen of the commissioners of that muni-
pulity, as acts of the Lientenant-Gover-
nor are acts ot the Exceutive, and are not
stubject to be annulled by the courts.
‘The charter granted to the school com-
misstoners of St, Gregoire de Thauma-
turge is an order in council, and the
Court has no right to enquire into the
regularity of the exercise by the Lieuten-
ant-Governor of the powers granted him
under the constitution. The petitioner
had by Iaw no right of action to have
the Court revise the proceedings of the
Executive Government and declare null,
or annul.:its administrative acts.

The petition was therefore dismissed
with costs.

They lic at the gates of the temples, in
the fuod bazaars, aud on the sides of the
bridges, where they expose their hide-
ously mutilated limba to excite ¢ mpas-
stonand abtain alms., An asylum lor
these miserable objects was hailed with
gratitude.  Intwo days aiter it opened
the wards were crowded, and new build-
ings had to be commenced. Father We-
hinger has made the institution o model
for all leper asylums—with & perfect sys-
tem of hygiene and measures for the ai-
leviation or rather curativejtreatinent ol
the disease, sepnrate wurds for the un-
affected children of leprous parents, and
a vernacular school fur their education.
During Inst year 260 lepers were on the
rolls, and the demand for fresh wards
grew urgent.  Father Webinger came to
the end of his resources. All thut sell-
denfal and devotion could achieve he
has accomplished. He 18 now, we be-
lieve, in Lngland, secking aid to enable
hint to go on with his work. It is a work
which ean most etfectively be done by
celibate brethren, without the responsi-
bility of wilfe or possible children ot
whom the disease might be communi-
ented.

FARM AND GARDEN.

As a rale, (rnit trees need lime and
potash more than any other plant food,
for the reason that the leaves and the
wood are the largest product of the tree,
the frult having but little solid matter
in it beyond the sugar, the acid and the
cellular tissue, and all these are mostly
derived from the atmosphere.  The most
mmportant purt of the fruit from the
point of view of the fertilizer necded is
phosphoric acid, but as this is mostly
concentrated in the seals, the total quan-
tity needed for an acree of land is very
snull. Woold ashes would reasonably
appear to be themost usetul of all fertil-
izers tor this use, and this is the fact, as
they contain lime, potash and phos-
phorie aeibd in abont the proportion re-
quired, which is 80.8 and S per cont re-
spectively.  In the place of these the
potash might be supplied in the form of
kainit, baving 12 to 25 per cent of it, as
the grade o' 1t varies, the price, of
course, changing proportionately ; but,
ay the lime supplics itself, and by its
action on the Lnd also makes available
potash, phosphoric actd and nitrogen s
well, o dressing of airsiacked fine at
the rate of thirty or forty bushels to the
acre will doubtlesg e the most etfective
and cheapest applieation Ter an orchand
of any kind of frudt trees. 10 the lund
is sown with clover, and this is turned
nuder, it witl supply ali the nitrogen
needed to tully sapply the wants of the
trees,

AVING THE GARDEN CROPS,

Most farnmers have now completed all
the tinishing up wark necessary in their
kitehen gardens: but they must continue
to keep i close watelr on the vegetables
in storawe, savs Deo DT Muore, in
Christian at Work, RootSand eolery in
trencehies wiil need praotection fron trost,
but they should not be covered thickly
enotigh Lo canse  them to start growing.
The covering ought to be governed by the
weatheor, commeneing with a litle pro-
tection and adding inore as the tempera-
tire inereases inseverity. Calilagre may
be burid with their heads down, ina
few Inches of earth, although it is hetter
ta place them intrenches aud cover with
boards.  Colld frames that contain grow.
ing plants need daily adring when i is
not tao frighd. The plants are just as
likely to e injured by too mineh heat as
too mueh cold. and henee the frames
shonid be ventilated whenever it is si1e
to do o, Hoonse cellars used for storinge
fruit shouldalso be well ventitoed, 1t
is a good plan to ave them conneet
with « chimney 10 possible, inorder to

insure a sapply of air. Horse radish
may be had all’ winter if dug now and
stored in a box of carth in the cellar. If
celery is put in the sume place it should
be kept as cool us possible without
freezing. Sweet potatocs and squashes
need o dry storage room and a rather
wirm temperature—ahout sixty degrees.
VALUE OF THE SUNFLOWER.
It is predicted that before many yeam
the suntlower will came into general enl-
tivation in this conntry. As n plant jt
has no superior for vigor, rapid growth
and prolitic yield of seed, lewves and stalk
all of which can be utilized.  The seeds
are capeelndly good as teed for foawls it
when mixed with grains they are relish-
od by all (armanimals,  Fifty bushiels
of sead to anaere is atair viekd, nod thie
will produce filty gallons of oil worth
Stagallon.  In Chinaa valuable fibre,
usedd 1y silk weaving, iz obtained from
the stalks, and they are of service as tuel
and a4 souree of potash, The Orientals
mix thedr tobaeea with cured suntloawer
Lenves, whicl sre also rieh in honey and
wax. Thesuntlowner grows riotously in
the United States, and stamds all ex-
tremees of weather well Piadoeay, 1t s
one of nature's great gites. hntas vet an-
appreciatoed,
