AMERIOA IK iITS RELATION TO IRI8H
EMIGRATION.

Almost magical as seem the resources of the
paipter’s art, its power of depicting the subtle
beauties, as well as the wonders aod the glories
ot the external world, and representiog
not merely the actions, but the passions and emo-
tions of men and women, whether they playad
their part on the great historic stage, or in the
drama of domestic life,—stil! the capability cof
art 1s Iunted aod ciucumscribed. Thus, for
example, :f a pawter take for the subject of bis
picture a battle, in which miles of couniry are
occupied with contending armies, and whole
legions are epgaged o active conflict, he can do
little more than illustrate the fierceness of the
strife by a group in the foreground, oo which be
lavishes his utmost ckill and patience ; while the
mass of combatants are conveniently eaveloped
in the dust of charging squadrons, azd the smoke
of belching batteries ; and osly by a few vague
outhoes and dexterous touchbes are indicated the
remote fortunes of the field of carnage,involving,
possibly, the liberty of a people, or ite suprema-
ey of an empire. I employ this mode of repre.

I'senting :he vastoess of the subject comprehended

within the ttle of my theme, and 1o explain the
course which I must of necessity adopt on this
occaston. Had I a dezes opportunities such as
the present, I still could do no more than offer a
series af sketches, lumted 1 their scope and im
perfect in their detall ; so many, so boundless,
are the subjects for coosideration which America
—as the bome of millions, and the hope, I regret
to say, of millions more of our race—suggests to
the mird. I am, at Jeast, io a position not only
to appreciate the magmitude of the subject, but
my inability to do 1t the remotest justice; so,
therefore, as the painter seeks to fix the atien:
tion of the spectator on the promioent group in
the foreground, must I confire my attempt and
your attention to a few leading points, which, if
not most spteresting to you, would, n wmy judg
meat, be most useful to my countrymen—wham
I now address through this assembly,

But, before T consider America as a home for
the emigrant, I may,in justice to my convic-
tions, 1f not to my consistency, answer the ques-
tion which probably suggests itself to the minds
of those who bear me—am I an advocate of Eni.
gration? 1l amnot. TPosubly I may be looked
upon as sbortsighted and unwise, and not capable
of tzking that large and enhghtened view of this
great question taken by your mere cold-blooded
theoriat ; but I regard such a migration as that
from the shore of Ireland as a npational calamity,
and a grievous natiopal wrong. Without in any
way committing myself to the estimates put for—-
ward, and under no mean authority, as to the
nalural resources of this island, whether deve-
loped or ’:tent, aod its capability of supporting a
far larger population than ever existed on 1ts soil,
1 can bave o doubt whatever that were these
natural resources, of which we have been hear—
ing s0 much, fairly developed, and the native
energy of our people sumulated by the best of
all 1ocentives—tbe certainty of reward—this
country could, at ihe very least, support seven
millions of buman bemgs iz comfort and inde-
pendence. Our population 13 now but five mil-
lions and 2 balf, and we must look forward toa
time, and that by no means remate, when our
census returns will exbibit a still more striking
decrease in what 18 considered 1 all other coun-

But, unhappily, when ewigration seemed to he
so easy and so economical a mode of solving a
dificult problem, statesmen, or those wha were
styled such, took little heed of what would bave

comparatively, of those
who leave Ireland with the intention of settliag
in America, return to it again ; and among those
who do return—to revisit old scenes and ance
familiar objects, to bebold the:r relatives or the
frieads of their youth, or to lay their bopes o
the sacred graves of their kindred— the greater
number have been more or less firtunate in the
battle of life, and lova to boast of their honor-
able success, and praise the country which re-
warded the perseverance of their industry, or
the prudence of thewr speculations. Then, for
nearly balf 2 century—more remarkably for the
:ast quarter of a century—there has been re-
cewved n this country from Amn.erica ag anoual
tribute richer thau that which conquered nations
poured tnto the exchequer of zncient Rome ; and
thts woadrons heart-offermg cf the exiled to
parents aod kindred in the old country, has na-
turally ymparted to America a kind of goiden
splendor, when beheld through the bright me-
d'num of youthful bhope, or the sangioe anticipa-
tions of the needy and the reckless. Yet, if one
could see how the money thus sent across the
Allantic was worked for, tailed for, claved for—
how much of 1t was taken from comfort — pay,
denied to absolule necessity—the sight would
tend much to remove false impressions, and dis-
pel dangerous delusions. The [rish are a pecple
of smgufar patural refipement and delicacy of
feehog ; and Lowever low we go down in the
social seale, we fiad among them aa PEquUisite
tenderness for the susceptibilities of those on
whom they confer a gitt, or for whom they make
a sacrifice, which is not to be found to the same
degree 1n aoy other race. 'Thus, though the
five, or the ten, or the twenty dollar draft has
been saved from the scanty earnings of the young
adventurer,— oftentimes a mere boy or gwl,

rendered emigration ubneceesary, or seriously
dininished its asouval flow ; and thue, to this very
haur, we witness a state of (hings, affecting tae
far greater portion of the population, which ofters
but hittle wducement to our people to remam at
home, and is oot calculated to counterbalance
the attractions that America bolds out to the
hopes of the young, the aident, and the adven-
turous, Special eircumstances, principally owmg
to the vierssiiudes of trade and commerce, con—
sequent upon revolution and war, may for the
tune infleence the u'e of emigration from Ire-
land ; but considering that so many millions of
our people are at the other side o} the Atlantic,
and that, as a rule, every Irish family at home
has at least ove member in that land whose name
15 a bousehold word, and a barbinger of hope, 1o
the remotest cabin, or glen, or mouctain side, it
1s too probable that an exhaustiny stream will
still continue to f)w [rowm our shores, unless,
same poleot styptic be applied, and prompily
too, to check this fatal waste of a nation’s life-
blead. This, at any rate,1s nota matler of
sentiment, but of patienal existence or extine-
tion; and 1 can now only express an earnest
hope, that our people may be so dealt with, so
justly and so wisely governed, that this wital cur-
rent may be arrested before it be too lite,~ere
the pallor of utter exhaustion bamshes for ever
the bloom of health and hife that sl flushes the
fair face of our dear motherland, But to check
emigration, or confine it within safe and natural
s, the public sentiment respecting its use and
value must be changed ; and those who exercize
wfluence, whether for evil or for good, must be
brought to understand tbat 1ts people are a na-
tion’s wealth; that labor is capital ; that human
energy 15 so much creative power ; acd that
every emigrant ship that steams out of an Irsh
barbor with tir.e or four hundred sorrowful yet
hopeful youog men, and tearful but blooming
and strong-hearted womem, robs Irelapd, their
God-given home, of 8o much capital, wealth, and
power. We have too often had occasion to pray
that Heaven might change the bearts of our
rulers, We should rather pray that the hearts
of Irishmen should be changed, and their minds
enflightened to the truth,—that a certain class of
landlords and agents should abandon their hate-
ful and uachristtan theories, which are not only
incocsistent with the history and experience of
mankind, but opposed to the mercy and wisdom
of Divine Providence. We must look no longer
to Emigration as the soivtion of a great State
problem ; we must seek for it ratber in the na-
tural aod beneficent results of justice and fair
dealing between nation aud nation, people and
people, man and man.

From what] bave said, I need scarcely add
that i am not an advocate of Emigration, I,
however, koow it to be mevitable; and there-
fore I deal with 1t as an ~vil which I cannot pre-

whom a bard fate or an enterprising spirit sent
from home at a tender ape,—or though it may
have been pinched irom the wants of a groming
family, there is no accompanymg word of grudg-
ngness, no sugaestion of seif-sacrifice, to dimnish
the value of the pift, or mar the enjoyment by
enhancing the obligation of the recipient ; and
the sympathizing veighbors estimate the wonder-
ful prosperty ot Mary, or Bridget, Pat, or
Maurice, by the hberal remittance sent at
Corstmas and Easter to the old people at home.
Many such oflerings are made from abundance,
but maoy more are consecrated by the keenest
privation and the most exalted seli-sacrifice.

1 myself have seen, in Eastern and in West-
era cities of the Union, the dag-lahorer enter the
money-broker’s oflice, accompanied by his hum-
bly but decently clad wife or siter; and I soon
t learned, through a few questions put to them, i
a frieadly and respectful spint, that affection, not
prudence, justified the largeness of the remittance
which, with a heart’s blessing and a pious « God
speed,” they forwarded to Ireland—to cheer the
poverty of the father or mother; to keep the
roof over the old people m ther hailing years ;
or to help a yousg sister or brother, uetil big
enough and strong enough to cross the ocean,
and commence the world on their own account.
1 was toid of hundreds and bundreds of incidents
connected with these remittances to Ireland, as
full of tenderness and pathos as a poem of Long-
fellow’s ; and while I hstened to the recital of
these deeds of modest heroism, 1 knew not which
to admire most—the lavish generosity of the
frequent gift, the beautiful affection tbat inspired
it, or the sublime self-sacrifice through which it
was laboriously hoarded up—denied not merely
to the promptiogs of youtbful vamty and the al-
luremeats of pleasure, but to the requirements of
bealth, and even the craviogs of huager. Itis
true, passage-momey auod pocket-money, and
mouney for the paymeat of the rent, and the pur~
chase of clothing for the fumily at bome, are
sent by the fortunate settler oo the land, when
be converts ihe surplus produce of his farm nto
gold or currency: 1itis true that the prosperous
trader is not forgetful of those whom he left after
him tn that land wlich is ever bright m bis me~
mory ; but the bulk of what is sent s contsi-
buted by those who live in towns, and the ma-
jority of whom are employed in the rudest labor
and the humblest drudgery. But every dollar
that is received 1o Ireland, come from whom it
may, earned bow 1t may, given at what cost of
discomfort or privation—every dollar strengthens
the conviction that there is nothing in Amenca
but prosperity, and thac the simple act of cross-
ing the ocean is all that is required to endow the
successful travelier, who lands sately on any part
of the soil of the New World, with the purse ot
Fortunatus, and unlimited command of the lux-
uries as well as the enjoyments of life, To deal

mestic hearth, Nor are the people of America
uaworthy of tke country they accupy, ar unegual
to the destiny thit manifesily awaits thea.
Perhaps there is no people in the world with a
stronger faith in the power of human eergy,and
as a consequence, a truer conception of the dig-
ity of buman labor. The Americans do not
despise—far from it—the reflected lustre of a
staicless ancestry, nor the distinchon transmitted

lanous g-eed, dogged the £ otsteps of the emigrant in

hislove of the land deasrt the TIrishman‘; for when-
‘ever- he becomes possessed of -what- he ‘€6 much.

waere, incorporate with the ve.y s_ml. The American
will coolly surrender to the readiest bidder hia farm,
whether wholly or partially cleared, and push oo to
& new scene of action, which affords a wider field for
his evergies, or a more favorible provision for his
family; but the Irishman— Irish-born—will never
voluntarily rtalinquish the land he has redeemed
from the wilderness, or purchased with his hard-
earned savings, He will add to his farm,.xf ke cimn—
if frugality and tbrift azd stern gelf-denial will ac-
complish his cbject ; but give It ap, eventos gc?d
buyer and pass on in search of. 8 new home, he wil
not.. How, then, comes it that.a rural peopie, 8 peo-
ple whoss love of the land ia a-passion st heme, do
Bot, when they emigra'e, turn icatinetively to the-
lagd —to the Hmitless plains and forests ofthe New
World, that woo and wait for the.stgrdy energy of 8
vigorons and bardy race? Why is it that they rush
to the cities, whose population they unduly swell,
and whose resonrces, of labor and emplo_yment. they
strain far beyond their utmost capacity ? There
wsre many causes —eome of them inde.peudent of
his own wishes or actioo, some to which he too
eagily vielded —that controlled the movements snd
influenced the destiny of the Irish emigraat in times
aow past, yet not remote I csn but barely enumer-
ate, not describe, some of thege many canses to which
is owing what I—in common with very many of the
best and wisest of our kindred, who have ap9ken to
me in America. oc who had written to me gioce on
this special sukject—regard as acalamiiy inexpressi-
bly g81d and grievous. Enormous mssses of sur
people wers driven across the oceap, either by the
pressuce of prverty or the power of the lony--by the
woad of etarvation, or the resistless logic of the
crewbar; and considering the circumatanced under
which they left their own country, aud the ltde
meane they pogseszed on landing in Awmerics, and
therefore the imposibility of their mikiag their way
10 places where they wera most required, and where
their labor would have yielded them the best return,
it i3 oot to be woundered at thst too large a propor

tion of them stopped in the town3 and cities, and
were abjorbad in tbeic populations Eveu where

the emigrant possessed both money and eulerprfse,
) inatances, sacceeded in robbiog

For
skill w inventon, readiness of resource, perse-
verance in industry, bolduess in enterprise, cour-
age under dificulty, oo people surpass the Ame-
ricans.

Baut there is something more grand aad strik-
g in the American people—which will shed the
brightest glory on their avnals, and which T wmt-
pessed with astonishment aod admiration,—~how,
almost 1ostantaneously after the boom of the last
hostile gun was heard on ther stupendous battle-
fields, the sword was turned 1into the plongh-
share ; and how soldiers, bronzed i war, and
hardened in well-nighk ceaseless conflict, laid
down their animosities with their weapons, and
quetly and without ostentation, resumed the
profession, the trade, the industry, from which
the shrill masdate of the trumpet had summoned

tbem to the dangers and the glories of the camp.
And of the varions nationalities toat in their aggre-
gate oonstitute the popalation or people of .america,
there were none who, under both flaga—Union and
Oonfederate—fought with more eplendid valor or
more degperate heroiam, or who, when the deadly
atrife waa at an end, degired more earnestly to bury
it3 bitter memories in patriotic end Ohrigtian obli-
vion, than thoae of our own race s3d blood.

You would naturally pronounce that man mad who
ventcred to ges in & vessel withont & rudder ¢cr belm
to guide her course. Becarcely less demented is-he
who rashe3 to America without baving a distinct ob-
joct and purpose in view. The sea in its anger is
not more fatal to him who iz uoprapared to brave ita’
storms, than is America to the emigraut who i3 un-
sunited to fight his way sgaiost difficnlties, or who
carrieg his special aptitodes or distiuctive qualifica-
tions to the wrong place, or to the pursuit or em-
ployment for which he is unfit, or pot prepared by
previous traininy To this want of proper fore.
thought, this luckless selection of the wrong place
and the wroog purguit, more than to any ather cause,
muat be traced, not gnly the thousands of digastrous
wrecks of hope and energy thet are 1o be perpetually
witnegsed o the great cities of America, but the dia-
credit which is teo often brought upon the irish
name ard character, [t would appear almogt idle to
repeat tkat which everybody knowa—that Ireland 2s
an agricultural country; that the bulk of her popa-
lation have besn born amidet green fields ; that the
grateful sounds of dature and the pleasant scenes of
rural life, were thoss which first arrested their atten-

tion ; that the plongh snd the harrow, the spade and
the sickle, wers the implements most familiar to their
hands; that 1ha cultivation of the soil —=if not the
mott ancient and most digoified, certainly the most
useful of al! human oczcupations—was that to which
they had been unconsciously trained, as well by the
necessary operations of tbe revolving seacons, as by
the example of thoss who went before them In their
own country, the thoughta acd feelinga of the [rish
are centred in the soil. The strongest passion of the
heart.of the Irigh peasant is his love of the land ou
which his fathera lived and toiled ; bis most ambiti.
oua bope is to ba able ta tranemit, not even ita pos-
sesglan, but its occupation, to bis children nnd his

men, many of whom came out poor 88 Jop. their only
capitai being health, strength, and willingaesa to
work at snything that offered an hocest emplosment
In no few cities of America the Irish posse3 con-
siderable wealth, and exercise much Infloence ; and
in every profession, basineas, parsait and occopsation,
they take & promineant aod creditable place. There

waa not & place in which I stopped for a day in
which the property owned by Trisbmen, and bumble
Irishmen too, wag zot pointed out to me with oride
by a countryman—the ¢ lot’ just purchased, and cer-
tain ere long to be twice it8 then value--or tie lot
whose value bad besn amszingly enhanced by the
rapid growth of towa or eity. It is true that pros-
perous and independent Irishmen are to be met with
everywhere in America, and that a vaat number of
them enjoy a0 honorable and even distingaished posi-
tion in their adopted country ; but it is cgeally trae
that meny, maoy thoasande, are socially and
morally wrecked in the fonl waters of the great
citiea—lost, utterly snd irredesmably lost, through
the firat and fatal error of nof having sought the
right place for theic industry.

Notking 18 more natural than prejodice of race and
country. This exists in Amerlca as it does in En.
rope——as it doeg in these connkries. And when the
American sneera at the Irigh, from any motive—pas-
gibly one of party, posaibly one of religion—he thinke
only of those who sre not & credit to their race ;
while he gives no consideration to that noble arwy
of patient workers, to the waltitudea of good and
ugeful citizeos why, by their virtues and their in-
dustry, add to the greatness of Awerica, acd reflect
lustre on the country of their birth. Now, I would,
if posgible, prevent tbat which, more than any caus2
of which I am aware, tends to lower the Irish in the
esteem of the American; by crupgelling those_w:ho
will emigrate, to seek the right place for their in-
dustry snd capacity : acd imploring my country-
men in America who poesess influence, to empioy it
in induciog those sLill capable of freeing themselves
from the allurexients of & town life,and who have the
heart to face the temporary triala and difficaltiee {n~
cidental to makiog & bome on the land, to do so
without loss of time.

And not only in the grest cities of Ameries, but
in the great citiea of Eoglszd and Scotland—in
mines, and factories, and workabope, as on wharves
and bighways—employed in the rudest and raost
precarious labor—are myriades of Irish who, hed
they, or those of ibem who could have doue 80, at
once turned their facea to the forests aud plaissof
America, inatead of croseing & varrow changel, and
contenting themselvea with n mizerable lot, would
now be in indepeodent eircumstances, with a b_nghter
prospect for their ald age than the cold charity of a
panab, or, more prohable still, eventual tranemission
to their native union, thers to moulder away iz &
workhouae-ward, and rot in & paupes’s grave. IEX
would advige any of my countrymen to emigrate. it
wonld be those to wbom I now refer—wha, having
abandoned the hkealthful labor of the field, sought
ungenial employment, amidst unsympathiziog com.
munities. I have seen Irishmen in Americs who
have bad tbe resoluticn to qnit Glasgow, or Liver-
pool, or Manchester, or Londen, where they ‘ngd no
chonce of doing any permanent good for themselves
sad their families, end who went bravely out on the
land in search of a home—I have Seen them con-
ten‘ed and proaperous, reapected for their worth and
industry ; and I have beard them pless the hour they
listened to thoce who conngelled them t2thbeir fortu-
pate change of eeen and occnpation, Were It possi-

le for men to do 80, I would take my countrymen

from where their virtues are unappreciated,. theic
ter eofera rapid and fearful deterroration. -1 would
insplre them, in'the midat of their rude and thankless
toll, with the sustsining hope of social redemption.
I would urgs them to save and hoard in preparation
for this great vectare—and though a few of those
who tried the experiment migbt felter or fail in the
nttempt, I feel satisfied tbat the msjority woald
sncceed in cresting an jndependance for themselves,
and laying tbe foundation of prosperons fariliea

Na douht some resolatioa ie znecessary for an humble
working man to venture op 50 great & cbange ; but
whers there i the will there is. alao the way ; and
that way bas led to the good fortune of hundreds of
thousands of Irishmen, who were ag poorly furnisbed
with the world's wealth aa those of their class who
now live from hand to mouth in the cities and great
towna of Englond. and Scotlsvd. To-them, 8s to.

| their'brathesn pimilarly circumstanced in America—

that ie, those who were. boru on. the land, aod traie-
ed from their youth to ite cultivation —I would ssy,
in Goi's came, acd for the sake of your own and
children’s bappiness, shake the dust of the city trom
your feet snd turn your footateps to the homes wkich
you csn make yours by little more of toil or trial, or
suffering, than you bad to indurs in occupsations
which have left you small recompeass, and no hopa
for the fatare.

I do not assume to myaelf the responsibility of ad-
vising my countrymen, who are bent or ewmigratiag,
whero they onght to go, I bat desire to impress
upon them the danger -nay, the dis+strous coose-
quence —of oot going to the right place, There is
no dificalty whatever in obtairing land in America.
It ebounds in ali directions. Itis to b had every-
where—~ in everj State, in every couaty, in every
diatrict. There are farmsg to be had, eitker partially
or who'ly cleared ; farma too emall for the necesaity
or ambition of their proprietors ; or farmg which their
ownperg consider exhausted, but which the Irishmen
knows how to bring bick to condition. Then there
are Govercmen® lands, to be had at the lowest prices
or on the simplest conéitious—to be had, ia fact, for
their mera occupation ; and lends in the posssssion
of railroad crmpnoies or less modera‘e terms, but
with -he ndvantage of faciliies for the transit of
agriculiural produce, [n evary State the sattler will
meet with a friendly welcome. States now vie with
each other in represepting their rival attractiong aad
advantages, Southern Sateg, ! kuow, ardentiy desire
some shara of that pricaless stream of human wealth
which is enriching other portions ot the Unior. They
long for some of that freah evergy which i driviog
back the forest, and carving civiiizstion into the
depths of the wildernesa — that is building up cities
and forming thriving communities thousands of miles
from where the wave of Furopean emigrati>a first
touches the eastern shores of tho New World. I do
a0t venture to indicate the State to which the emi-
graot should direct his steps, nor the description of
land which he ooght to select, I eimply say, any
State, any land —anytbing, or anywhere, rather than
tke city, ity dangerons fagcioatio s, its deadly con-
tamioation —anything, or anywhere, for the Irish
peasant who leaves his ewn bome witk the bloom of
health on hia cheek, and a simple purity of the couun-
try io tis miad and beart. rather than the precarioas
occupation of 8 day.laborer in 8 crowded city, and
the coatly occupation of a garret or a cellar ic a tene-
mert house. Somz will recommené prairie land;
others timber and prairie; others forest. The me-
dium appeata to be the best. Batlet the emigrant
face the gloomiest forest that ever shrouded tte
eirth with its leafv horrorg, and with his bold axe
open 1ta recesses to the suplight; and the sturdy
pioneer of civilization will in & few years have a re-
golt—~home and indepencdence—such a3 the longest
und hardest life of toil or jn city or in tawn could
never achieve for him. To any ope who has the
meang of living io his own couantry, i aay do not go
acrogs the ocean in search of a home ; but to those
who ars beat on going, aad who will go, and whom
na sdvice or prayer can influence to temain, I say—
push on Bravely, and do not linger & moment more
than pecegsary in a city lodgiog-houze. If he i3 to
go, let it be &t the right time, when the soft breath
of Spripg i# freeing the aarth from 1ke shackles of
the rigorous Winter, and sgricultural servants are at
a prewinm. If halaod at New York, a3 b> most
likely will, be may learn, at the office in the Cuastle
Garden, whera there i3 a demsnd for laborsuchas be
hag been accustomed to ; and if ke is without mouney
to push on at oncee to the place of his ultimato des-
tination, & few months’ aaviog of his pry a3 a farm-
hand will enable Lim to g> farther, until be reaches
the spot that he finds to snit him, or whick he has
marked out 10 bhis own mind ag the acene of his fu-
tare exertions. I repeat where there is the will,
there ia sure alee to be the way.

The pathof the modern emigrant may atill be rough,
but it ia no longer encombered with the dificuliies
that begat his predeceasor of fifty, or thirty or even
twenty yeara 8inod  There are facilities of travel in
every dircction, of steamboat aad ofrail ; and no em-
igrant whatever by his creed, need now fear that ia
any part of Ganada or the States he will be far from
the reach of the ministrations of his church. Ia for-
mer times, many an hurble Irishman trudgad bidten
and twenty miles through forest track—frequently
with a child by his gide or on his back—to iisten to
the voice of hig clergyman on the Suzdsy; and io
former times. 100, the priest or the minister had to
make pericdical circuits of hundreda of miles to teach
and copaols bis qcitterred fock, 1Ivisonlyinavery,
rate inatance that guch a gtate of thiogs, or snythiog
approaching to it, ja to be met withia the present
day; for let the emigrant turn bia footsteps where be
may, he ig almost certain to find a church, a pastor
and & congregation, within easy reach Education
alao follows the march of the pioneer; and there is
little fear that the yoath of the country will grow ap
without that knowledge which, aided by the holier
teaching of hia home, fits him for the duties citizen-
ship, and prepares him for the battle of life. Thus
there iz no excuse for the agricnltural emigrant to
‘;{uger in the city, and risk the inflaence of ita conte-
on.

I have seen the Irishman who came out a pessant,
with nothing whatever but his 8trength and bis ac-
quaintance with rural life—who maufully faced the
farest with his axe and with tis own bhand erected
the firat-ahelter with the tranches of the trera that
fell beneath his stardy blowes,—I have seen him in the
midst of modeat sflaence, surrauaded by his children
and big grandchildren, not a faw of whom had been
educated in colleges of rapute, and were filling posi-
tions of credit, or preparipg for a learned orefession,
I have beheld this venerable Irishman in hia Amer-
ican home, crowned with the simple digaity of the
patriarch, and bovored by his offspring, who were
prond of his worth, his energy, and hiz euccess ; and
83 I viewed thias picture of the happy lot of the
lrisbman who madao the wige selection in the sopreme
moment of his deatiny, { thought to myself, what
wou!d have been his fate acd theirs, mad he re~
mainad in the city, instead of having gone into the
cauantry, for which he wae fitted by babitarcd by
8ywpathy ?

While the main parpose of this address ia to appesl
to the agricultural emigract, and, ao far aa vnice and
connssl of mina can do 8o, to puide him to the proper
place for his specialindustry, I mnat not omita word
of advice to a class of advaoturers who have to en-
couster even greater peril than kave thoae whose only
capital 18 their physical strength, T would earneatly
caution those who leave their home in eearch of

youth, believe that these are to be had for the mere
spplication in Aby of the great ci‘'ies of Awmerica,
against the terrible danger of delay. I would wurn
them agaiost exheuating what little money they
poageae, 1o their rearch for what they consider would
moat ecit their talzeat or capacity ; or indulgiog ia
the Micawber polisy—~waiting for something lo turn

matners. ‘are-derided, and 1heir simplicity_of charao-

i many-fall of comfort—is  that tbey ‘ahould grasp at
any employment rather than waiton fiom day to day,
rising in the morning with declining hope, and Iying:

dowan at night with sickening despair. . Clothes will
becoma shabby, so will boots, mo will hate, almost a8
rapidly se the last dollar wiil welt into the lastcent ;
and then what is to become of the belpless siranger,
far aw=y from home and friends ? For the respectable,
tenderly reared young Irishman, I caa conoceive no«
tbing more ead or terrible-than to be caught in ruch
a dilemma a8 thie. Let him zather accept any em-
ployment, however rude, however forajgs to his tagte
or repuguant to his pride~apythiog that; being
honest, will give bim the means of living, aod thoa
of waiting in s«fety for the right time and favorable,
oppariugi:y.. I bave the pieasure of kaoowing [rish-
meun in various pasts of America, holding excellent
positions, and standing well in public esteemn, who
had to put their native pride ander foot, and do.work
of wtich they never dreamed themselves capable
until the necessity for doing it became ipexorable
They drove carte, trundled barrows, rubbed dawa
horses: they a'tended mechanics; they worked with
the spade ané crowbar ; they earned and saved the
puactuslly-paid dollars, and were ever on the watch
to do better—to rise ont of their lowly positicn, and
aseame that for which they were suited by education
angd previous trainicg Nor did they watch in vain;
for they cow enjoy an indepeacente, not the less
sweet, vor the less honorable, because of early triai
and momentary humiliation,

sitoatione, and who, with the sanguine credulity of .

T the srtizan, snd the man with small capital, [
would suggest, whether it might oot be more prudaat
to turn towarda the new States and risizg cites,
rother thano crowd the places in which comretition is
keener, and chances are gecessariy fewer. What the
famong cities were gome vears ago, rising cities are
at the present day ; and with ‘lota’ to be atiti had on
favorable terms, but which must increase enormousiy
in valus with the progresa of the city and the dustrict
—are, in my judgment, best for tbe aaven:crer;
nnless as may possibly be the case, work, or the op-
portunity of investment awaits him in one of the old
piaces, whero he hag friends who are willing to nesist
and belp him. [ know many wealthy Irishmen who
were fortuoate esough to pitch their tent in the midst
of a rising city, and whoss sfilience ia mainiy
owing to their judicious selection snd wise fore-
thought.

But there i3 one class to whom America caz only
sfford azhameful grave—drunkards. Letthe drunk-
ard remsin at home, where sorrowing relatives will
throw the veil of family sffection over bis errora, and
n compassicnnte psople will speak tenderly of his
madnegs. Let him seek tke skade amids: those who
Enew him ia better daye, sad die awidst the prayers
«.f those who tried in vainto wean him from disgrace,
Eot let bim no* bring his shame to Americs, or sdd
tothe number of thoge who briog discredit to the name
Iriabmen. He can do no gond in America, but much
evil. No ore will trust him, or employ him ; and so
surely 8 he vepturas amidst strangers, with bis
micerable infatuation, he will find bimself spurned,
daspised, walked ovor - trampled into the mire of the
moat abject poverty and degradation. For the gober,
self.regpecting Irishman, America has everywhere a
welcoms ; but for tho drinkard, there is notbing but
scorn and contempt, failure and despair. If he can.
not cure bimself at home, let him remain there ; lot
kim wot do dishonor to bis name and race in a new
conntry.

I have now dooe my task, with what imparfect.
Zeas of manner no one can be more conacions than [
am. [ might p-ssibly have sought to enliven this
address with illustrations of a bumorous and chee:-
ful nature ; but 1 confess [ was too much in earpest
in my intention, and the subject i3 also tos grave for
mere amugement. [ brought no stronger impression
with me from Amezrica than that which 1 have
songht to communicate to my hearers; and ro duty
wag urged on me with greater solemnity by the
worthieat and most dis‘ingoished of my countrymen,
from the day I landed in Halifax, to the day I
left New York, than that of warning thoss whe
were yet to leave Ireland from the dangers of over-
crowded cities, and advisiog tbem, to push 2n to the
land, a8 people of other nationalities have dons, and
coantinue to do, with system and euccess, The [rish
have dane mach for Americs, a8 America has for the
Iriah race; but the Irish conld do much mo=e for
America, and infinitely more for their own fame and
honor, if those whoie youth was spent amidst the
green fialde and beauteoua hills snd valleys of their
natize home, would turn with strong and greatful
bearts to the new lande which Providence has pre-
pared for their reception, and has specially ftted
them to conquer, cultivate, and enjay.

THE CARDINAL ARCHBISHOP OF DUBLIN ON
THE PROPOSED COLLEOTION FOR TEE
FAMILIES OF THE FENIAN PRISONERS.

The following letter nppeared in the Freeman's
Journal of Saturday 13th ult.

' VerY Rev. BreTEREn-A notice has just been
gent to me by tke honorary secretary of a body called
the (entral Ampesty Gommittee, that they propose
to make a collection at tha doors of all the Qatholie
churches in Ireland in favour of the iately relessed
Fepian prigovers and their familiea. The secretsry
adds that be ia instructed to aek for my co-operation
10 carrying out this huomane act in the diocese on
St, Patrick’s Day, a request which bas garprised me
83 no one inquired whether I approved of thia ander.
taking or not. In reply to the requess, conveyed to
me In the name of the Amnesty Comumittes, I beg
you will announca to yeur flocks, if you thinz it ne
cessary, that I will take no part in this movement,
8nd that I will give oo permission, direct or indireot,
tor the proposed col'ection at our churches.

Baby Fanmirg -—Last eveniog, at & meeting of
the Social Sciesce Asaociation at the Adelphi, Dr.
Farr ia the chair, Mr. J. Brendon Cargenven read a
paper on baby-farming and propossla for the registra-
tion of nurses. The apeaker stated that the term
! baby farming’ was only invented a few months ago,
but the subject bad long been before our social re-
formers, a8 was proved by the fact that the Harveian
Society geveral years since debated the matter ot
some length, and made suggeations to the Govern-
ment for reprepsing the eviis. He described 1be pre-
gent condition of the avil, baby-farms beiog kept by
igzorant and, generaily. depraved persone, who take
bat little care of the children, and the consequence
was that infants epeedily passed away, the mortality
of these children rising as high as 90 per cent,
whereas the mortality of other children was only be-
tween a foarth and 6fth. Some of the nurees were
perfectly reckless of life, they were ready to permit
the children to die of neglect and it was known to
the medical profesgion that many of the mothers of
the infants sacrificed their lives owing to the igno:~
ance and upscrapulousness of these nurses. He pro-
posed that all the people who ‘ adopted’ children for
money shoald be registered and reported upon by
proper officers from time to time, 8o that it would be
impossible for a person to keep euch baby farms as

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NEWS OF THE WEEK.

We have noth'ng this week to report as to the
progress of Mr. Gladstone’s Irish measure.—
From the Continent of Europe there 15 little of
1pterest to record.

‘Wnter still holds its own, and gives the lie to
the Almanac, which tells us that we are now weil
onin the month of April—though te judge from
the thermometer, and the aspect ot the country,
one would ¢hiok that we were in the middle ol
Janmary. Stull even a Canadian winte: must
come to an end; and we may hope therefore that
in a few weeks more 1t shall bave yielded to the

Yreath of Spring.

EASY LESSONS IN IRISH RISTORY,
FOR THE USE OF THE “ MONTREAL WITNESS.”

To our last we showed oa Protestant authonty,
that down to 1641 the Catbalic Irsh had been
guilty of go acts which can be qualified as * mas-
sacres;” that though for mgh a century they
bad been crushed beneath a cruel Penal Code,
which made the exercise of thesr religion a capi-
tal crime, they bad done nothiog but what in the
opinion of Hallam, they bad a natural right to
do: pothing but what upon far less provocation
Eaglish and Scotch Protestants have dope : and
that the rebellion of 1641, with allits horrors,
was the © consequence” of the cruel penal laws,
andthe tyranmcal spoliations exercised upon the
ancient landed proprietors of Ireland, by the
Eoglish goveroment.

In 1641, the Insh could bear it no longer.—
England was ripe for revolt : Scotland was taking
up arms agasost its king : and 1t seemed that the
day of [reland’s opportunity bad at last dawaed.
With grievances far more serious than those of
eitber the Englsh or the Scotch, the Irish rose
in arms against the aliens who bad robbed them
of tbeir lands, and imposed on them a religion
which they bated. The great rebellion of 1641
broke out ; and as Hallaw says, its primary
 causes’—mind that word Mr. Editor of the
Witness—are to be found :—

¢ip the penal laws as to religion whiok pressed
on almost the whole people, and in the systematio
iniquity whieh despoiled them of their poesessions
TRey conlt not be expected to miss such an occasion
of revolt.’
This revolt broke out with a furious onslaught

on the Scots and Evghsb, n Ulster, in which a
large pumber of these wtruders, and despoilers
of the Irish, were, so it 18 said, put to the sword.
The numbers so slaia in 2 moment of fury, by a
long persecuted race are very uncertam. Ac-
cording to the Protestant historian Warner,
quoted by Hallam as ove *who may perhaps,
upon the whole, be recloned the best modern
awthority,” twelve thousand Protestants are the
o ytmost” that can have lost their lives during
the frst two years of the rebellion, except losses
1n war—and of these  only one third,”’ or say
four thousand, by murder or massacre. Catho-
lic writers contest the trath of Warner’s statis
tics: and contend that though there may bave
been, and probably were wolated acts of blood-
shed, there was no massacre, properly so called
gt all: but it may readdy be admitted—tbat ia
the bour of their power the long persecuted, and
dispossessed Irish Catholics of Ulster may bave
in some measure retaliated upon their Protestant
persecutors and alien apoilers, and given the latter
to taste of the bitter chalice which for mgh a cen-
tury bad been forced down their throats. But
without bazardiog any opinion of our own on the
disputed post—whether there were any mas-
sacres properly so called; and for the sake of
argument admitting that 1» the first two years of
the rebellion some 4,000 Scots and Englsh who
 bad dispossessed the Irish of Ulster of their pro-
perty, were murdered or massacred—we contend
that it was not the work of Catholics generally :
and that the imeting cause was pot rehigious

ate men, made landless and bomeless by alien ad-
venlurers, to recover posseasion, at any cost, of
the property which rightfully belunged to them
and of which they had been wrongfully dispos~
sessed.

'The massacre was not general. It was con-
Gaed to Ulster, and to those other districts ia
which the legitimate proprietors bad been dis~
possessed of their lands, and driven forth to
starve. Lor remember; that in some parls,
¢ the native Irish were not to be admitted as
tepants” even upon the lands belonging to them,
and to their fathers before them. It was, to
use a slang pbrase of lbe day, an agrarian, rather
thay a religious crime,and was loudy condémoed
by the body of the Irish Catholic population.

Again «e quote from Hallsm :—

“It was certainly not toe crime of the Catnolicd
geverally : nor perbaps in the otber provitoes of
[relsnd are they chargeable with more cruelty than
their opponents.”— Hallam's Const. Husl,

For Leland, quoted by Hallam, refers to on-
gioal deposttions m Trimty College, Dublin,
whence it appears that the Scotch soldiers 10
garrison 10 Carrickfergus sallied out 1 January,
when the rebellion was at its height, and slaught
ered a few families of unoffending natives in Jale
Magee.”

Aund agamn in the foot notes ta the chapter of
the Const. Hist. from which we are quoting we
are told cn the authority of Leland and of

Warner, both Protestants, that : —

t: The Catbolic confederates spoke with abhorrence
of tbe Ulster maesacre.”

Agd that :—

* They~the Irigh—behaved in many parts with
bumsnity ; nor indeed do we find frequent instances
of violerce except in those counties where the proprie-
tors had been dirpossessed.”

Thia is the testimony of thewr epemies, and
fully establishes our thesis that the * massacre”
ot 1641, was oot a Catholic crime: that it was
not general all over Ireland, but was lmited to
Ulster and the other districts ia which the right-
ful proprietors had been lately dispossessed of
their lapnds ; that it was condemaed by the Ca-
tholic body : and that 1t must therefore be classed
under the category of agrarian, rather thao of
religious crimes.

Aund this too, 15 the sohtary crime, with which
after a century of Penal Laws, the Catbolics of
Ireland can be reproached even by their most
embittered enemies. The annals of no other op
pressed nation, of no other persecuted people are
s0 pure, or so free from bloody reprisals against
their oppressors.

But it is not our object to defend, or pallate
the rebelhon, and the so called massacre of 1641.
Our thbesis is—that this, the ooe massacre which
preceded the cruel legislation of the post revolu
tonary period, was itselFnot the cause, but the con-
sequence of the still more ancient Penal Laws;
and cannect therefore be urged by aoy one ex-
cept a dunce, or a knave, as an excuse for
therr imposition. For, o the words of Hallam,
the rebellion of 1641, in which the Ulster mas
sacre was aa episode, was the consequence of,—

“ the peunal laws ag to religion, which pressed on
almoat the whols people, and the svatematia iriqaity
which despoiled thex of their possessiona.”—Const.
[ Hist.,c. 18.

T'be atrocities of Cromwell are of course apo-
logtsed tor oy the Eoglish on the grounds of the
great rebellion of 1641, and its concomitants,
But no such plea can be urged, or ever was urged
by statesmen, for the Penal Laws of the post
revolutiopary period, and which were enacted
subsequent to the conquest of Ireland by the
Anglo<Dutch, and to the Treaty of Limerick:
laws wbich it would be 2 waste of time to abuse,
and of which Hallam speaks in these terms :—

{ To bave exterminated the Oatholica by the aword,
or expelled them like the Moriacoes of Spain would
have been little more repugnant to justice and hu-
msanity, but incomparably more politic,

The only excuse that could have been urged for
this crael code, for the wiolation * of the express
stipulations of the Treaty of Limerick, would be
that the Irish Catholics themselves had first
violated its provisions: or bad, by their scts of
violence towards Protestants, absolved the latter
from the obligations it imposed on them as to-
wards Catholics, and furmshed vahd grounds tor
a nigorous course of legislative repression. But
this excuse cannot be urged ; for trom the day of
the sigoing of the Treaty down to the rebeliion
of 98, the Irish vever furnished the slightest
rretext even for the cruel legislation of (he
eighteenth ceotury. This in the most emphatic
language Macaulay asserts : —

4 A riging of the Irishry sgamst the Eoglishry
waa no mors to bs apprebended than s rising of the
women and chilérea againe! the men."~ C, 17, vol,
4 Hut. of England,

To tis in a foct note 1s appended the testi.
mony to the saroe effect of Swift, writing at the
very time when the Penal Code was m force,
and was daiy receiving additional articles. ¢ If
we” the Protestant clergy, so wrote Swift in
1708 on the Sacramental Tests—¢ were unde,
any real fear of the Papists in this kingdom—
Ireland—1t would be bard to thwk us so stupid
as not to be equally appreheosive with others,
since we are likely to be the greater and more
immediate sufferers; but on the contrary, we
look upon them to be altogether as inconsider-
able as the womeu and children.”

Not only, therefore, is it evident that from the

fapaticiam, but the frm determination of desper- !

Revolution to the latter end of the XV1IL. cén-
tury there was no real danger of a riang of Irish
Papists ; but it is also evident that amongst.
Protestants in Ireland, and even amongst those
who by their pecular position as members of the
dominact church were most clearly marked out
as tie objects of Papist hostility, no dread &ven,
no apprehension of any massacre, rising or re-
bellion of the Irish Papists was ever entertained.
It 1s therefore manifestly false to pretend, as does
the Watness, that the Penal Laws of the
eighteenth century were tmposed in dread of a
renetition of the sanguinary events ot the first
half of the seventeenth century.

The Witne:s will please notice that in reply-
10g to bis attempted palliation of the Penal Laws
we have advanced nothing of our own ¢ but have
contented ourselves with quoting verbatim from
Protestant histerians—relying on whose testi-
mony, we contend, without fear of refutation—
1st. Tbat the Penal Laws preceded—and were
the cause of aoy acts of retaliation of which the
Irish may bave been guilty against their oppres~
sors 1o the seventeenth century: and 2ad, thap
the Pepal Laws imposed on Catholics in the
eighteenth century, were not so imposed asa
measure of protection to Protestants, or from
aoy fear or apprehension of a risiog, or massacre
of Protestants by Irish Papists—for no such fears
or apprebensions existed even amongst the Pro-
testant clergy in Treland.

The Montreal T¥itness of the Ist iost., al-
luding to the emigration from Lower Canada to
the United States, asks, « What do the clergy
thiok 1t is that their people are fleeing from ?”

How any ose can ask such a question who bas
eyes 1o his head, and knows how to use them—
who will look aroend him oo our snow-covered
fields, on our ice-bound rivers and streams, in
this month of April, wken the earth should be clad
in verdure, apd the air redolent of the sweet
perfumes of fSowers—is to us incomprebensible.
From what 15 1t that in all ages mea have fled,
when they have streamed from the cold inbos-
pitable regions of the North, to the more fertile
and genial plaios of the South ? From what did
the Norsemen flee, who long ceaturies ago,

descended from their fields of almost eternal ice,
and snow, to the garden lands of Europe ?

It1s a law of pature, which \o vain can we hope
to resist or to repeal, that the tide of emigration
will flsw from the coll to the warm climes; fiom
North to South in the Northera Hemisphere, and
from East to vWest on the Continent of America—
where, as they recede from the Atlantic, the
isuthermal hoee steadily advapce to a Iugher
latitude. It 18 from the long wianter, from the
desolation of ice and snow, that Caeadians flee to
more favored lands ; where the winters are shorter,
the summer longer, where spring opens earlier,
and where the cruel blasts of an Arctic wiater
are not felt till later in the autums. 'This 15
what, most reluctantly, French Canadians are
fleeing from ; for they for the most part dearly
love their pative land, and above all its social and
religious institutions.

But alas! the daily mcreasing dificulty of
earning therein their daily bread, a difficulty
which is the result of Canada’s uafortunate chi-
matic conditions—compels the sons of the soil to
abandon the homes of their youth, their fathers
graves, acd the parish church, the sound of whore
bells they so dearly love—to seek in lands to the
south and west of them, the means of sustenance.
Nor is this process of emigration peculiar to
Lower Canada. It 18 at work in the North
Fastern States of the Union, from which for years
past, there has poured a steady stream of emigra
tion towards the more favored districts of the
West. This emigration does not attract so much
attention as does that from Canada, because it
does not iavolve such a rupture of sational, social
and religious ties, as does that of the emigration
of the Catholic Freach Canadian to the Protes
tant Uaited States ; but it 1s none the fess real
for all that, and already its effects are noticeable
1o the dimnution of the native Yankee population,

Bestdes, in Lower Canada. where the practice
of foeticide has not been rased to the digmity of
a npational mstitution, as it has been in the
United States, the population :ncreases in a far
greater ratw than it does amongst the Yankees,
Canadians marry earlier than do the latter, and
their unions are also more prolific ; and in con~
sequence, on the already too mioutely subdinided
soil of Lower Canada, there s no place for this
natural mcrease of tbeir numbers. Agriculture
as a rule,1s but a poorly remunerative occupation
in swch a climate as ours; and of other 1ndus-
tries or manutactures ‘we have but few, brcause,
owing to the exclumve tanff of our neigbbors,
there 18 no market for theiwr products.

Tn these, our physical couditions which oo le.
gislation can modify, and m these alone, are to
be found the causes of the emigration from Lower
Canada ; for our moral coaditions, wherein they
differ from those of the Umted States, are far
supertor to those of the latter,  Life
and property, and the liberty of the indi-
vidal have hLere stronger guarantees. Judge

Lynch has not yet, thaok God! deposed the
mmstera of justice appointed by our Queen ; and

though we have amongst us crime epough to

make us bumble - as - before God, yet when we
contrast our moral condition with :that. of :the
Uoited States, we have abundant reasons to be
thank{ul that we are not as our neighbors are,and
to be loyal ta our institutions. The physical
advanteges of the United States we admit - their
mora! advantages we altogeihier deny.

‘What is savce for the goose is not elways. ac-
cording to Protestant philosopby, sauce for the
gander. Godless edncation, or education in
whict all distinctively Christian  doctrine is
ignored, is a bad sauce for the Hindoo, but a
first rate oee for the Papist.

Godless education is bad for the Hindoo ; so
at least we find it stated iv an article copied by
the Montreal TWitness from avother Protestant
paper, the Christian Advocate, m which the
followinp passaze gccurs:—

Some thirty years ago t'e Indian Goveroment,
under the anspices of Lord Eilenborough, established
a series of godless icstitutions, in which young men
were thoroughly educated and in which Ohristianity
was aentirely ignored. ‘Their minds were gifted and
logical ; they could speak English with elegance nnd
precision ; they sent to Europe for the works of V.l-
taire, Roussenu, Bolingbroke, and Home, and imbibed
their princinles, and became propagandista of their
{nferoal doctrines  Seldom in the world's history has
it ever read such a leason of the effects of godless
education a3 in the recent history of India That ine
carnate fiend, that 8atanic bero of the massacre cf
Qawnpore, Ner.a Sabib was, upoa the best anthority,
educated upon this priociple. He had all the refine-
ment3 of the most finished aud elegant gentleman, bnt
ke bad the heart of a demon ; and to-day tie blood
ot women and invocents cries out from the dust of
India'a palmy plain’ againat the dread folly of divore-
ing intellect from conscience.— [Chrigtian Advocate.

Oa the other bhand, Godless education, or
education 1 which tbe distinctive doctries
of Chrigtianity are ignored, i3 just the
thiog for Ireland and Capada, where there
13 a mixed population of Catholies and Protest-
ants. Thatwhtchio India is loudly denounced as
tbe ¢ dread folly of divorcing intellect from con-
sctence,” is in the case of the frst named coun-
tries extolled as the noblest product of medera
philosophy.

Why this cootradiction? Why should that
be desirable 10 Canada, whick bas produced such
fatal effects in Todia? How shall we account
for this strange inconwistency in the utterances of
our Protestant contemporaries ? v

The ioconsisteacy 1s rather apparent tkan real ;
the solution of the enigma 13 this.

Whilst ia India, the object of the Governmeat
i3 to give such education to its Hindoo subjects
as shall make them docile British subjects, the
great object of the promoters of State education,
whether 10 Ireland or iz Canada, 19 to pervert
Catbolics. But to make the Hindoo a docile
British subject, it is necessary to convert him to
Christianity, and therefore 10 his case edueation
should be relizious. Oa the other hand, itis
eaough if the Catholic be so trammed as to throw
oft s faith, though of course iafidelity, or the
total rejection of Christianity, is the isevitable
consequence ; and therefore (rodiess education,
which generally leaves its subjects wfidels, is an
admirable sauce for cooking the Catholic gander
witbal, though it by no means suits the Hindoo
goose,

Ax the dewil 13 popularly beld to be able :o
quote Scripture for his purpose, so can Pro-
testants umitate very closely tie language of the
Catholic Churcb, when their interests are at
stake. Betwixt the denunciation by the Chiis.
tian Advocate, as quoted by the Moantreal
Witness, of * Godless education;” of * the
dread folly of divorcing intellect from con-
science”—and the condemnatica by the Catholic
Church of the same educational system, as * al-
together dangerous to faith and morals, there is
no substantial difierence. The evangelical
editor is in theory, at one with the Pope, and
Romish Bishops as to the effects of such an edu-
cation, of such a divorce: and (f ia the case of
wixed commumties such as those of Ireland, and
of Canada, he refuse to carry his theories into
practice, and mmist upon the adoption of the
Godless system, of a system # in whrch Chris-
tianity is entirely 1gnored,” 1t is not from any in-
tellectusl defect on bis part; nst from any
doubts as to the consequences of such # divorcing
intellect from conscience ;” but simply because
the consequences which 1n the case of Hindoos
he deprecates, are those which he aims at i the
case of Romenists. Proselytism, no matter
what its advocates assert to the coatrary, is the
great object of all Protestant supporters of
State Schoolism ; and 1f in India their object is
to make Himndoos Christians, 1t 1s enovgh for
their purpose if in Canada they can cransform
Papsts into 1ohidels.

The Edacation Bill for L. Canada has passed.
Whether its authors bave pot been a trifle too
liberal 7 13 a question that presents itself to many
of our contempararies; but as we have po wish
to offer opposition to our local goveroment,
which, if not perfect, 1s better prabably than any
government that would replace it—we simply ac-
cept the measure in the hopes that it may work
well ; that it may remove any jealousy of the
majority, thal the minority of Lower Canada
may bave bitherto entertained : and that it may
promote and perpetuate peace and good will be-
twixt Protestants and Catholics. Should it ac-

complish thie, we sball readily everlook its other

defects.

. We'do'not expect however ‘that -t great I~
berality of-a Catholic majority towards a Protes. .
tant miuority w-this Province, will have the Jeast
eficct in Upper -Canada, or:that it wili in any.
manuer tead to induce the Protestant majority
10 that section to act with liberality, or justice
towards the Catholic * minority.  la this opiniog
Protestant members of our ‘own local legislature
coiacide with us ; for we see that tke Hon Mr,
Ross, in bis remarks vpon the motion for the
second reading of the Bill, expressly asserted
that :—* All krew that 1 Upper Capada the
Roman Catholics were not treated with the same
liberality as Protestants in this Provipce.’

Stll,because the Protestants of Upper Canada
are illiberal and unjust, that it is no reason wiy
we, Catholica ot Liower Canada, stould refrain
from doing what is right. ~This, and perhaps a
trifle more, M. Chaunveau has done ; and hoping .
that our Protestant fellow-subjects will accept
the measure 1 the same liberal spirit as that in
which it was conceived, we flatter ourselves that
all causes of discord betwixt the several elementa
of our mixed community are now, aod for ever re-'
moved.

The Daily News 1s eloquently indignant with
Mr, Gladstone’s Bill for disendowing the Irish
Protestant Church, and asserts in the most ua-
qualified terms the sanctity of ecclesiastical en-
dowments. This would ceme with a beltter grace
from our Protestant contemporary if he had
showa hiwself equally wdigaant at the spoliations
perpetrated upon the Church w Ttaly by the
Piedmontese goverament, and by the revolution-
ists of Spain upon the convents and religicus
establishments of the last named country. Dis-
endowment ia the eyes of the Montreal Daily
News appears wroog only when directed against
Protestant ecclesiastical property : aod though
by oo eloquence * can it be made to appear that
the British Government have any moral right to
divert to other purposes the proceeds of property
bequeathed for the maiotenance of tbe Chureh,”
oo srgument at all appears necessary to prove
the rigbl ot the revolutionary government of
Spain to divert to secular purposes the religious
endowments of that coentry.

The Daly News szems to forget that the
rights of private property are recognised by Dir.
Gladstone, in dealing with the property of the
Irish Protestant Churck. Not ouly does be
propose to leave it in undisturbed possession of
the faurics—the churctes and rathedrals built by
Catbolics—and much ot the property which was
1niguitously bestowed upon it by the State out of
the plunler of the Catholic Church: but he
leaves it 1n possession of all that it bas since cer-
tawly acquired by private endowments, Of the
property accruing from the latter seurce, actually
held by the Establishment, there are reasonable
doubls as to the purport of the donorz: zad
therefore, as it was necessary to lay down sorae
fixed rule for the application of bis prineiple.—
Mr. Gladstone bas assemed that all private en-
dowments sioce the date of the Testoration of
Cobrrles II. were unloubtedly desigoed for the
stpport of the existing Protestant church. Of
all these endowments therefore he proposes to
leave it in undisturbed passession: and only n
those cases in which the intentions of the original
donors are obscure, does he propose to secularise
any portion of the Protestant ecclestas‘ical oro-
perty accrumg from private endowments. How
wide the difference betwixt the tender treatment of
the Irish Protestaot church which the Daily News
8o fiercely denounces—though the greater part
of its property was stolen from the Catholic
Thurch: and the spoliation of the Church m
Italy and Spaw by the Liberals whose acts how-
ever, the Day News contemplates with bland
approval.

What about the latest born of Eugland’s
Penal Laws against Catholics—the Ecclesiastical
Titles Bill? In the analysis of Mr. Gladstone’s
measures for establishing religious liberty and
religious equality in Ireland, we have not seen
any allusion to this very umportant question,—
And yet it 1s ewident that it must be dealt with
in oue way or another. As usual three coursesor
modes of deahing with it present themselves.
Mr. Gladstone may retan the law on the Sta-
tute Book as it stands: or as a second course he
may extend its penal provisions so as to make them
apphicible to all Protestaat ecclesiastics assuming
territorial titles—as for instance ¢ Archbishop of
Dablin,” or ¢ Bishop of Cork.” Or as his
third course he may repeal the law 1 the
ease of Ireland, ia which case he will be soon
obliged to repesl it in the case of England.

No doubt the question will be discussed when
Mr. Gladstone’s Bill 1s before the Committee ;
and no doubt all the Catholic menibers of the
House will insist that as before the Law, Ca-
tholic Bishops in Ireland shall in every respect,
be put on an equal footing with the Protestant
Bishops: that if the State tolerate, or recognice
tbe assumption of territorial titles n the case of
the Iatter, it shall tolerate and recognise n is
official acts the assumption of similar titles by
the former, or Catholic Bishops. If this be not

graoted, Mr. Gladstone’s Bill will be but a de-
lusion, a mockery, and a snare: Protestant As-
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cendency will still flourish as solently as ever:
State Chirchism will still be rampant, and the
era of religious equality before the State, with~
out which there can be o religious liberty, will
be aa remote as ever.

Tricuos1s.—There has been much excite-
ment i Montr=al about a seriocus case of whole~
sale poisonmg by the trichinia, or vermm that
frequently infest tbe flesh of swine, and {from
which so many fatal accidents have occurred
both in Europe and in America. Several of the
boarders at a house in College Street had par-
taken of a piece of bam for dinuer, and were all
attacked soon after with the well known signs of
trichinasts — vomuting, dirrhea, aod intense
paips in the muscles. Suspicion as to the cause
of this outbreak baving naturally been aroused by
the symptoms, a portron of the ham in question
was submitted to careful microscopic examination
by Messrs, Edward and Howard: when the
prestoce of the deadly trichimia was at once
established, and the sudden and horrid malady of
the immates of the College Street boarding house
was also fully accounted for.

The loathsome vermin which finds its appro-
priate, 1f not exclusive bome in the flesh of swine
—the frichina spuralis — has not long been
known to the world: but since the microzcope
has revealed the existence of the hideous thing,
many a death amongst swine-flesh eaters has been
traced to it. It issaid thbat cooking at a very
high temperature will destroy the filthy parasite,
and that pig meat so cooked may be eaten with
impumty ; but so long as the flesh of the unciean
beast i3 habitually uged as an article of food, we
may expect that, m spite of sll precautions as to
cookwng, fatal accidents will be of frequest ce-
currence. Total abslin'ence from such flesh, and

-indeed from all naclean meats, is the best way of
avoiding the danger: and we believe that 1f men
—not of course from religious, but simply from

bygienic motives—were to adhere strictly to the
" Mosaic Law with regard to eating and drinking,
many loathsome diseases to which are subject the
transgressors of those admirable sanitary pre.
cepls, would socn disappear fiom amoogst us.

Thia
one, however, is formally contradicted, and it ia totally
unfounded. The case is & very simple, and we regret
to gay, not now a very uncommon cne.

THE REV. FATHER BAKEWELL'S SERMON
ON THE MISSION QF IRELAND,

GIVEN by him, in_St. Patrick’s Chorch, Montrea?,
on 8.

*  Theleading organ of the French democracy,
the Opinion Nationale, weighs all the argu-
‘ments, for and egaiost the: probability of war
growing out of this, difference, 2nd concludes i
favor of peace. To annex Belgium and make 1t
a Freach province would not; perbaps, be very
difficult. _Prussia has several times made the of-
fer to Frasce. England would, mdeed, be dis-
satisfied, but she would not stir a step. By this
acl, bowever, there would not be a particle of
glory for France, not a musket shat would be
fired.. It would be simply an abuse of force,a
_ violation of treaties, one of the results of which
would be to strengthen in aggrandized France
the:liberal and mumicipai epirit which the con-
quered provinces would bring with them. But,
suppose ‘that 1t ‘18 ‘not only Belgium, but the
Rhenish-provinces that are proposed to be an-
pexed. Tn that case 1t would be war, and a
terrible war, mith the whele of Germany led by
Prussia, which could not termmate but witha
Jena or a Waterloo. It is not possible for any
Sovereign, nat impelled by absolute necesaity, to
deliberately run the nisk of such a disaster. It
15 to be better prepared for so gigantic an under-
taking that, as we are told, it is sought to obtam
the alliance of Austria and Italy. With regard
to Austriz, Ittle need be said except ibat it is
by no means praved that ber populations, who so
mnck teed peace, would bail wmith joy the pros-
pect of another war. As regards Italy,it is
certain that before she gave her adhesion she
wonld make ber terms, and the price she would
require is the possession of Rome. Ta case of
war this would 1nevitably bappen ; but how would
the French clergy regard that transaction 7—
They would amply reveoge themselves i the
general elections. There is an objectian of aan-
other kind, which is not mithout its weight. 1o
case of war, who would command in chief? Is
the Emperor’s bealih such as to adaut of s un-
dergoing the fatigues of campaigning? Could
be remain-in the saddle 12 or 15 hours at a
stretch, and day after day ? 'Which of the
Marshals, Niel, or Bazawe, or MacMabon,
would bave sufficient autbority over his col
leagues? And, moreover, in case of success.
would be not become a personage of tes much
consequence, and would oot the conqueror of the
Rhbemish provinces throw into the shade the Im-
perial authority ? He would have the profit of
the victory without relieviog the Emperor from
the responsibility of defeat, It 1s,indeed, some-
times said that the Emperor is fucky in such
games ; be it so, but when a man bas ganed one
of the first thrones of the world he 1s not likely
to set it on the cast of the die. These are sorue
of the reasons which justify hopes o! the main-
tenance of peace.

Parss, Mareb, 15,—If there are people who
cling to the 1llusion that the Parisians (I need
say nothing of the prowincial populatnoés) stil}
cherish the war hke tastes which characterized
them mn other times, I would recommend them
to.pay a visit to one of the public meetwgs call-
ed ¥ Conferecces’ which are getting inte fashion,
and indeed may he said to be ¢acchmatized’ in
this capital.

SPAIN.

The fact is, that the presect rulers have takeo
a leaf out of Isabella’s own book. They rely
too much on material strength, and too little on
moral 1sfluence ; on the army rather than on the
nation. We hear every day of the glortous con-
quests of the Revolation ; of the unbovaded li-
berties which the people bave won for 1hemselves.
The real truth s, however, that the people bave
not yet been made to see the reality of the bless-
togs which they are said to bave ohtained, There
is but little like equity or legahty i the liberty
which we bere esjoy. The rule bas beeo * woe
to the cocquered,” and the partisans of the late
Government have fared no better at the hands of
the Liberals than the latter used to do at the
hands of the late Government, In the midst of
all these reprisals, 1o the gratification of these
rancours, it is but little that the cause of justice
or of true liberty ean gawm. It is still passion
that rules tie country, and abuse of power na
turally suggests and almost sanctions appeal to
violence, 'The Spaniards are a superlative race.
Nothing but the most traoscendemt success,
nathing but the most uohmited hberty, the most
unhrmted proclamation of all liberties, will satisfy
them. Youcan judge of their disposition of
miad from the proposals pow laid before the
Cortes. Abolition of pmhitary and naval con
scription, of the penalty of death, of the salt and
tobacco nonopoly—of everything that 1s objec-
tionable, and the establishment of everything that
is desirable. All this would be admirable if the
people would only begin at the begwmniog ; if one
would reckon upon apything like secunty for
person or property, or upen a fair admmistration
of the law 1a open court. But what is grievous
to say, !5 that justice in Spain, good or bad as it
may be, stull stuns the light of day. Ot that too
famous assassination at Busgos not one word has
appeared in print. A coart-martial has sat maoy
days, sentenze has been pronouneced, four or five
wretchen have besn condemued, there has been &
eommutation of penalty ix behalf of the worst offander,
bat barely the names of these obscure malefactors are
known. The cry ia everywhers, ‘ Hit him; e jaa
Bonrbonist ; be is & Carlist ' It does not in the least
signify whether he be really one or not; at any rate,
it eezms to be perfectly unnecesaary to prove tbat he
is. The brothers Villoslada have been for weeks or
months in pridon, and their ofence has not yet been
clesrly defined. Senor Muzquiz has been in durance
for a still longer period, and the dark conapiracy in
which he was supposed to be implicated appears anw
extremely likely to tuzn out mere moonshine., The
policy is meither wise mor gemeroue, truly, and the
pregent ralers will soan be made sware of i's hallow
ners, Those who wish to be free shonld begin by
being just. Reactionary partisave, when unfairly
dealt with, ind warm advocates in the ranks of the
Republicana. In the divizion respecting the motion
for a general amoesty the minority mogtered no less
than 94 atroog, more than 30 of the ordinary sapport-
ers of the Government having walked over to their
adversaries.— [Times Cor.

The same decay of religior, hooour, and virtue
wbich alarma even the revolntioniats of Italy, is at-
testing the snacess of their brethren in Bpain. We
noticed some lime ago that the Governmunt which
prof-gsed to have inaugurated liberty of the Press,
msken no scraple to imprisan jonrnalista who refoee
to be iia partisane. Here is acother example of the
kind of liberty which the revolution bestaws upon
its victims. Senor Muzguiz, a royalist, wae elected
deputy to the Cortes by 15,000 votes, The Goveran-
ment immediately incarcerated him !

The
proposition was rejected by a vote which hed the
snpport of Serrano, Prim, and Yopete; and Senor
Muzquiz is still in prieop, in epite of aniversal suff-
rage. If the people of Bpain love the rule of these
ignable impostore, their friends need not complain
if they continue to enjoy its benefita.

It rosfessed ail three ina
very ample measure, under i'p former princes ; and
only & counter-revelution, a8 even the Italians begin
to understand, can restors them. Baf, if Italy bas
lost these material blessings, she has to lament, with
a stiil deeper sorrow, losses of snather kind The
inerease of crime and immorality in- the peninsula
reminds one of the effects of the so-called Reforma~
tion, the true source snd origin ot all sabseguent
revolutions. The ¢ Reformera’ were perpetually be-
waiiing the disappearance of virtue which accom-
pauied their new doctrines, and the revolutionary
organs of Italy ars now uttering similar lamente-
tions.. The Opinione records, with real or affected
horror that the number of crimes commitied aonual-
ly in Italy is already 4 times greater than in France.
But this dtatement is founded upon the judicial sta-
ticg of 1866. Italy hea made rapid progress since
then, and the disciples of the revolution are proving
wore and mare worthy of the new teachsrs whom
they have chosen. When the English journais sp-
pland, ag they do every day, the triumphant success

Irary o Oonvexys Asp ITALy or Pmisons.—A
great work is in progress in Ialy, that of converting
convents into prisons. A few days ago the Minister
of the Interior, Oantelli, caused to be distributed

among the deputiss a propoeal for votiog
132,000 lire for adeoting to prison pur-
peses the late monastery of San Tom-

mago, in the city of Noto. Cauntelli begins bia addrees
with an imprecation against the f detested dominion
of the Bourbons,’ which left many coovents in the
two Siciliea and s great dearth of prizons. The
gentle Government of the Menabreas and Cantellis
bas found it needful to enlarge two existing prisons
in Averss, and to open a new oune in Naples in the
beretofore conveat of Sant' Bframo Nuaovo, and are
now plaaning similar works in other suppressed con-
vents : Bome being slready in course of execntion. &8
ic the Ia'e convent of the Missicn in Lecceand of San
Domenico iu Irani. In Sicily, the Minister proceeds
to say, there was no peual establishmeat st all, bat
the present Government i3 occapied inzapplying thia
deficiency. Besides proviiing ore in Palmero for
wen it is sransforming the convent of the Capuzhina
io Mes3ina into a prison for wowsen ; and to complete
these beneficent andertakings, ha wap's the afore

stated 132,000 lire for San Tommaso. Nevertheleas,
Oantelli adds that the prison accommodation will
even then be far from sdeqnate. Great nombers of
prisoners have at nresent tc be removed t1 the main-
lapa —not lesa than a thoussnd of men alons—on ac-
count of the Sicilisn prisons being babitaally over-
stocked, irrespectively of the temperary addition of
guch convicts ag sre sentenced to a brief term of
punishment. The exordium ofthe’ detestad domicion
of the Boarbozns’ is & gurions introductivn to these
pieasing statements, Thae Italian peninsnla was once
styled the Italy of monks aod eonvents ; it now merita
the appellation of the Italy of cnlprits and prisons.

Formerly, the poor who wanted belp uged to go and
knock at the convent door; their want wag their
sufficient plea for relief: now, when in need of a piece
of bread, they musat break the law that they may get
sbut up in prison, where they wiil at any rate be fed.
What sweet and geatle rulers we' have irnly got in
the placa of the ‘ detested Bourbong’!
