The attention bf Mr. Black was
drawn to reports of unusual exports
of Ontario cattle to Buffalo and other
Mcm markets and he was asked
what he knew of the matter.

During the season since last July,
said Mr. Black, he would estimats that
upwards of 60,000 cattle had left Can-
ada for the United States. “In the

oy Buffalo market alone last week,” said
 Mr. Balck, “there were 150 loads of
i Canadlan cattle, or a total of about

5250, and the week previous 100 loads

&t the same market. When you con-

‘Bider that Canadian shipments are
‘gou will' see that my estimate is not
‘much wide of the mark.”

Acegrding to The _,\World’s informant,
the*cattle being shipped out consist
prineipally of stockers weighing any-
where from 400 to 800 pounds. These
enter the States on payment of duties
per head of from $2 to $8.76; over $18
‘fle duty 'is 27 1-2 per cent. on the
value. Stockers on the Toronio mar-
ket have been selling at from $3.50 to
$5 per 100 pounds, and as about 20 per
cent. is lost in weight in shipments
most of the cattle when delivered at
the American markets will figure up in
‘cost below the $18 mark.\ :

Stockers are young cattle bought by
farmers to be carried thru fall and
winter feeding and will not be ayalilable

| for.beef until sofue tiMe next year at
‘the earliest. .

They May Increase.

“l have frequently drawn attention
to the loss which Canada is suffering
by these unfortunate exportations,”
Mr. Black further stated to The Worid.
“If the shipments still go on, and they
are Hkely to increase when the Ameri-
can duty is entirely taken off, Ontario
farms will be practically depleted- of
cattle, and it requires no arguments to
prove what a calamity this will be;
Ontario consumers will undoubtedly
have to pay high for their beef.”

In addition to the shipments of stock-
ers, Mr. Black also confirmed the siate-
ments made by other cattle men, that

large numbers of Canadian beef c;«n}(

have already been bought up thruot
the country for export to thd States
Just as soon as the new tariff comes
into effect.

Some idea of the way in which cat-
tie are being rushed off the Ontario
farms can be got by the receipts at
the Toronto Stock Yards compared
with a year ago. This week’s reczipin
were 12,965, while the eame week a
vear. ago there were only 5674 »n the
markets. The total number of cattle,
inecluding milch cows, in Ontario, ac-
cording to the last statement in the
hands of the_ provineial agricultural
department., was 2,628,845, so that over
2 per cent. of this number have crossed
into the United States in the last threc
months,

A Famous Orator.

Ureta 18 cunspicuous as a Madero
partisan and enjoyed national fame
for his ability as an orator and
writer.

As a matter
of fact Huerla had despatched mes-
sengers for Rcyes and other opposi-
tion deputies to request them to
ecome to the palace and discuss Ta-
mariz’s appointment. Reyes was
warned by a friend that his arrest was
impending and went to the embassy,
where he remained until the real rea-
gon for his summons was explained.

Diaz Not Heard From. "

No reply thus far has been re-
ceived at the war office to the orders
cabled to General Felix Diaz to re-
turn immediately to Mexico. Tt is
considered likely that Diaz will confer
with his uncle, Porfirio Diaz, befewe
declding how he shall shape his poii-
tigal course.

It has just become known that F. W.

TORONTO HYDRO
HAS ASURPLUS

Profit for First Half of Year
Over Seventy
. Thousand.

COMMERCIAL BUSINESS

Income Derived From That
Source Was Gratifying

to Commission.

Toronto liydro system has a profit
of 871,000 fur the first half of this
year. Chairman Ellis so reported tg
th@®commission yesterday. The balance
sheet at July 1 shows the assets are
$24,124 moere than liabilities.

The chairman submitted the in-
terim accouuts of the system for the
half year ended June 80, which were
adopted Hc stated:

“Phat -waile the income derived
from eommercial light and power
during 1912 fell short of that derwgd
from municipal light and power by
nearly $100,000, the Iincome derived
from commercial light and power dur-
ing the firat half of the current year
exceeded the amount derived from
municipal light and power during the
same period by nearly $70,000. .

“That the total Income for the
quarter ended June last, the smallest
quarter in the year, fell short of the
income for the March quarter, the
gecond largcst quarter in the year, by
the amount of less than $3000, thereby
showing a very gratifying increase of
business, uaving regard to the
lengthened daylight and the conse-
quent lesseined consumption of light
pertaining to this quarter.

“That the net surplus for the June
quarter, aficr providing for interest,
depreciation and sinking fund,
amounted to nearly $28.5600, as against
a net surplus for the March quarier
of a little over $43,000, the difference
being accouited for by the small fall-
ing off in business above mentioned
for the Junc quarter incident to that
period of the yedr and by an In-
crease of a little over two and 'one-
half per cent. in the expenses of
operation and management, caused
principally by extra expense imposed
upon the system under the reorgani-
zation attendant upon the dismissal
of the formcr acting manager and by
the additional expense imposed upon
the system by the strike of certain
employes immediately thereafter,

“That the net surplus earnings at
June 30, after providing fully for the
sinking funa installments accruing
thru the purely construction period,
amounted t. $34,134.05.”

Girls From the Old Country
Are Always in
Demand.

NO MORE ASSISTANCE

Towards Passage Money Un-
til Next Spring, Say Gov-

*  ernment Officials.

“Why has the Omntario Government
stopped advancing passage money for
oringing domestics over from the old
country?”’ was a quesiion to which
Miss Charlotte Lightbourne, who has
charge of the work of bringing do-
mestics from Britain over the Cana-
dian Northern line, desired an answer
on her arrival in Toronto yesterday.
She came to Canada with a large
party of British girls and when seen
oy The World was surprised at the
announcement just made that the
government had for this year ceased
to advance further passage money.

She claimed that the demand for
domestics, always greatly in excess of
the supply, was even more keen in the
winter than -in the summer, and for
that reason government support
should not be discontinued just at the

“period -of the year when this class
were most needed here,

About fifty per cent. of the domes-
tics coming over pay their own
passage, and the remaining fifty per
cent. are assisted, she said. For those
brought to Toronto the fare amounts
to $40. Of this sum the govermment
has been advancing $20 and the re-
maining %20 was supplied by the
young women. The $20 advanced was
paid back by the @irl on her arrival in
Canada, 4f the rate of $ a month,
from her wages.. The housekeeper
who obtains the girl here, either fur-
nishes the $20 on recelving the girl
or signs an agreement that §6 a
month from the girl's.wages will be
paid over until the amount s paid off.
in the former case she deducts the
money each month from the girl's
wages until she obtains the money

back. )1/
A High Standard.

vy about twenty-five per cent. of
the ‘applicants. for transportation to
Canadg are successful and this is due
to the high standard to which they
must come up.

In Toronto monthly wages ranged
from $15 for the average domestic to
$26 for the rweally first-class exper-
fenced girl. In England the wages
began at $4.50 per month and went
a8 high as $15 per month in the case
of a titled family or landed gentry,
The fact of the higher wage scale
prevalling in Canada was becoming
hetter known in England and had re-
sulted in about fifty per cent. of an
increase this year over last,

A Bad Impression.

When told of Miss Lightbourne's
eomment on the government’'s action
in discontinuing the advance of
money, Hugh A. Macdonell, director
of colonization for the Ontario Gov-
ernment, stated to The World that
the government’s action was intended
primarily In the case of agricultural
laborers. While the demand for these
in the summer was far ahead of the
supply, In the winter the wages paid
by the farmers were hardly sufficlent
to warrant bringing men from the old
country, and the doing of such might
create a bad impression in England.

As far as the domestics were con-
cerned it was quite true that the \de-
mand was always greater than the
supply and perhaps greater in winter
than in summer.® At the same time,
however, it was not considered good
policy to bring the old country giris
to Canada at the period of the year
when the changes from the English
climate might come as a shock to
them, and for this reason encourage-
ment..to have them come to Canada
during the warmer months was given.

Director Macdonell added that the
Adiscontinuance of advance money was
unttl the end of the fiscal year, which
terminates Oct. 31.

principal cities. The elaborate nature
of the production is such that it was
originally intended to nave the open-
ing performance in Toronto on Tues-
day afternoon. However, Mr. Ames’
representative, in advance, after real-
izing the completeness -of the stage
equipment of the Alexandra Theatre
and the competency of the stage at-
taches, agreed with Mr, Solman that
it would be unwise to defer the open-
ing of “Snow White” beyond Monday
night in ‘order that children of the
schools in Toronto might be able to
attend the afternoon performances,
which will be given every day after
Monday.

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THE PRESS ON THE PREMIER.

Press comments upon the prime min-
ister's speech at Halifax show diver-
gent lines of interpretation. More at-
tention seems to have been given by
some of the newspapers to what the
prime minister had to say respecting
the naval policy of the government;
while others seized upon that portion
of the speech dealing with coming con-
stitutional changes in the British Em-
pire. But neither upon the one sub-
jeet nor upon the other do the news-
papers understand the speech alike.

Replying to his critics, who profess
to sée in the temporary policy of the
government a permanent policy of con-
tribution, and in the same breath com-
plain that no permanent policy has
been announced, Mr. Borden said:

Our answer is simple and direct;
our policy is not a policy of con-
tribution, but of co-operation un-
der such conditions that Canada’'s
control of the three ships is abso-
{utely unfettered. Our next answer
is that the people of Canada have a
right to be consulted upon the
great question of permanent policy
and that we propose to consult

: them.

The Toronto Mail and Empire re-
views the premier's speech in an edi-
torial, but makes no reference to that
part of it which deals with the naval
'issue. The Toronto News, while not
claiming that the permanent policy of
the government upon the nawval ques-
tion is forecasted in the Halifax speech,
declares the speech to be an argument
against a local or Canadian navy.

The Toronto Globe addresses its
criticism of the speech to that portion
of it dealing with the naval issue. It
suggests that Mr. Borden is talking
vaguely becau'eh he is not clear in his
own mind, either as to what he wants
to do, or what he intends to do. “His
language,” says The Globe, “as a series
of high qounqlng phrases is all well
enough, but any critical examination
of it, any straight question as to what
it really means, reveals the fact that
it it means anything here, that mean-
ing is contradicted there.”

Commenting upon the excerpt from

" the premier's speech which we have
quoted above, The Globe says:

“Absolutely unfettered!” And
yet those ships were to be sent to
the admiralty unmanned and with-
out provision for their mainte-
nance. Whoever paid for their out-
fitting and their upkeep would have
& say in their disposition and con-
trol. On that point there need be
no doubt. To talk about ships un-
der such conditions being “abso-
lutely unfettered” is to talk non-
sense,

The Toronio Star, on the other hand,
ignores that part of the speech dealing
with the naval policy of the govern-
ment, and examines critically that por-
tion devoted to the development of the
empire and the future of Canada as a
constituent state of that empire. It
sarcastically enquires whom we are to
govern, when Canadlams gbtain politi-
cal equality as cltizens of the empire
with the people of Bréta;rg, and we
*read: e

The most interesting portion of
his address was his declaration of
faith in imperial federation:

“A British subject living in this
Dominion must ultimately have as
poient a voice in > government
and guidance of this world-wide
empire as a British subject living
in the United Kingdom."”

This sounds well, but the prac-
tical difficulty has never bheen
solved. In what manner is (Can-
ada to heip to govern portions of
the empire outside Canada? The
United Kingdom governs itseif. It
is not suggested that we shall
help to govern it. Australia, New
Zealand and South Africa have
almost complete self-government.
It is not suggested that we shall
govern them, India. Fgypt and
other dependencies are governed
by specialists, who Are very
slightly under the control! even of
the people of the United King-
dom. The idea of their being
controlled by the people of (an-
ada is visionary and fanciful in
the extreme.

The first was what we take to
be a hint to those poor-spirited
people who are always mumbling
that in the end Mr. Borden will
abandon his magnificent dream of
a great imperial navy, under truly
fmperial control—a navy as Cana-
dian as it will be English, and as
English as it will be Canadian,
but always British and always
one-hundred- per cent. effective—
and creep in by a side-door to the
narrow-visioned, ineffective and
“separatist” ILiberal policy of a
local flee:, tled to our unmenaced
coasts in ignoble ease while
danger stalks on the other side
‘of the world. We have never be-
lleved this of Mr. Borden. We
have always believed that - he
meant what he said so roundly
when in England—that he stood
for “one fleet, one flag, one
throne.”

The Montreal Herald can find no
justification for the inferences of The
Star. It quotes from Mr. Borden's
speech to prove that the premlier was
careful not to foreshadow in the
slightest degree his permanent
policy. -The Herald finds that he laid
stress upon the fact that Canada would
own the three Dreadnoughts pro-
vided for by the bill of last session,
with power at any time to recall them
for use in a local fleet or Canadian
navy, and adds:

The Herald is anxious for
Mr. Borden to declare his
permanent policy. As we have al-
ready said we Delieve it is his
duty to do so at the earliest pos-
sible moment in order that the
Canadian people may have ade-
quate time in which to judge it be-
fore giving their verdict at the
polis. But we are content fto
await the premier's pleasure con-
fident as we are that he is giving
this great -question his most
serfous thought and realizing as
we do that the problem  before
him is one of surpassing diffi-
culty. For purposes of its own
The Star is reading into Mr. Bor-
den’s speech something which the
speaker did not put there. Its en-
deavors to stampede him are not
likely to succeed.

Mr. Bourassa in Le Devoir, finds
nothing of news value in the Hali-
fax speech, which he characterizes as
timid and colorless. Mr. Borden, he
says, cannot tell what his policy is to
be until he receives fresh instructions
from London. There is to be a de-
fence conference at the capital of the
empire soon, called at the request of
Australia. The British Government,
Mr. Bourassa thinks, will approve of
Australia’s plan of a home made navy
for Australia, and will bring pressure
upon Canada and New Zealand to fall
into line. The imperial authorities, it
is said, have oscillated violently dur-
ing the past fifteen years, between
colonial contributions and local
navies. It is suggested that they may
ask Mr Borden to ‘“fraternally em-
brace” Sir Wilfrid Laurier, and pro-
ceed to build up a local fleet for Can-
ada. In Mr. Bourassae’s opinion there
is no real fight over principle be-
tween the two great political parties
on the naval question, and the present
government: could therefore declare
for a Canadian navy as its permanent
poMcy, without sacrifice of principle

or loss of dignity.

WHY SUCH ARRESTS.

The Star rightly condemns the
practice of haling presumably inno-
cent citizens to police stations and
incarcerating - them on frivolous
charges. For this the constables are
not to blame, for it is the fault of
an improper system. %y not adopt
here the rule in Germ@ény where fin-
dividuals accused of mthor infractions
of the law simply give their address
and evidence to establish their identity
and are then. allowed to go, to be
later summoned to court. Surely so
reasonable a regulation ought not to
be beyond the competence of a To-
ronto policeman,

Nothing is more surpriging in both
sections of English-speaking America
than the readiness to issue warrants
mot only for the pettiest of offences,
but even in the case of disputes that
are really of a clvil character. In
the case cited by The Star a citizen
who differed with 2 restaurant keeper
over the amount of a bill, was arrested
and spent the night in a cell only to
be :Jiscl:drggd in the morning because
nobody appeared to prosecute the
charge. No justification can be offer-
ed for conduct so contrary to the
British maxim which presumes every
man to be innocert until his guilt is
proved.

-Among the latest is a
publication issued by The Railway
Age Gazette of New York, entitled,
“Sayings and Writings About the
Railways by Those Who Have Man-
aged Them and Who Have Solved
Their Problems.” Its purpose, as ex-
plained in the prefatory note, is to
assemble for easy reading and ready
reference, views and suggestions of
men experienced in the management
of railroads or who have given atten-
tion to these problems, American
raflroads, ‘it is realized, have reached
a new crisis in their development and
the railroad interests are, of course,
entitled to defend themselves if they
can and as they will. The extracts
cover all branches of the transporta-
tion question, have been carefully
selected and their sources noted.

RALLWAYS WOULD
STILL DELIVER

Cartage Service Will Be Con-
tinued if Rates Are

Increased.

Provided the commission will sanc-
tion the increase in rates, the rail-
ways are willing to continue their
cartage service in those places which
they have heretofore served, at least
until the end of the current year,
Notification to this effect has been re-
celved by the traffic department of
the Toronto board of trade, from. the
Canadian Freight Assoclation.

The increase referred to amounted
to one-half per cent. per hundred
pounds, with a minimum charge of
twenty cents. The rate is at present
two and one-half cents per. hundred
pounds, with a minimum of fifteen
cents, With the permission of the
commission, the companies will charge
the new rate of three cents per hun-
dred pounds, after October 1.
