The arrivals of vessels at lie
port of Halifax. fron foreign ports during tIe
past year nutîmbered 989, of which 331 were
Steamers.

'ni 0 hatlham Gare (Ont.) cheese factory,
working 151 days, li 1881 muanulactured 43,810
libs. of cheese from 450,331 lbs. of milk, An
average of 10¾ cents puer p ouend was realized for
the cheese which, aifter paying all expelises and
providinîg $100 ta be carried forward, left
$3,201.24 for distribution aîiong tlc patrons.

THE wool clip of the United States for 1880,
according to the censuls, was 155,680,493 lbs.,

.the ficeces averagiig nearly 4 lIbs. ench.
Thero were 128,000,000 lbs. imported, nearly
double tlhe usuial quantity. In Texas and
California there are two clips a year. Ohio is
the largest producer, Ontlifornia comýs next,
Michigan ranks tLhird, the proportions beiîg
about 25, 17 and 12 million pouînds respec-
tively.

REPcoRrs fromt Manitoba represent tie ex-
citement of the real estate market in Wiuiîi-
peg as simply indescribable. Quite recently
$900 a front foot was paid for a lot on Main
street with a fair frame building on it, and
property lin thsat city is rapidly passing fron
hîand ta band. The Iboom" exltends ta every
part of the Province. The number of people
hicking into the North-West is very great,
every hotel in Winnipeg being filled ta repletion
with giests. The strealm of immigration ls
expected to be very large during hie coming
season.

Ma. WILLIAI Gurruni of the Regent Houise,
Guelph, hias been selling off his stock of dry
goods, and announces bis intention of clearin
out the whole, as he has made arrangements
tisat will otherwisey engage his attention very
shortly.

TuE Mercantile Agency of Dun, Wiman &
Co. reports 5,582 failures in lhe United States
during 1881, covering liabilities of 80 millions
against 4,735 failures in 1880 of 65 millions.
The increase is regarded as snall in proportion
to hie growth of trade and Ihe increase in the
number of traders.

REPREsENTATIVs of the:Great Western Rail-
way and of the corporations of London and St.
Thomas met recently ta consider the terms of
agreement respecting the London' and Port
Stanley Railway bonds. The resuilt was a
compromise, suîbject ta the ratification of the
Couincil, as follows :-New bonds shali be is-
sued-first inortgage bonds ta London and St.
Thomas for the principal of their first mort-
gage bonds and interest prior ta tle lease, less
rents received; second morigage bonds ta Lais-
don for lier second mortgage bonds and six
years* interest; third mortgage bonds to lon-
dont and St. Thomas for ialf tle interest not
provided for abore, and which was hi subject
of the dispute. The inew bonds will bear six
per cent. interest payable semi-aniualily

THE cnistoms receipls at Montreal for 1881
notwitlhstanding the heavy smuggling, were
$7,672,268, an incrense of $1322,478 over 1880.
The receipîs in St. John, NB, were 5961,172, an
increase of$116,014 over the previouîs year sud
of $269,617 over those of 1870. The Balifax
receipts for the last quarter of the year show an
increase of $64,871, as compared with tise cor-
responding period of 1880. The duîties collected
at thle port of:London, Ont., for the last six
months were $298,073, an increase of $33,970

THE WORKING OF THE TARIFF.

W\e noticed in our last issue the practi-
cal effect of the tariff on the imports of
cottons and woollens froni Great Britain
and the United States respectively, but
it seens desirable likewise to refer to
its effect on the import trade generally.
In 1S73, vhicih it must be borne in msiind

was a year' when the imports ivere very
large, their aggregate value, including
coin, was over $127,000,000, of which $70,.
000,000 were dutiable, and 853,000,000
free. In 1878 the imports wiere about
$90,000,000, $60,000,000 dutiable, and
$31,000,000 free. In 1880 the aggregate
imports were $72,000,000, $54,000,000
dutiable, and $18,000,000 free. Our
figures are taken fron the trade returns,
but the great changes in the free list, and
the exclusion of wheat and flour passing
in bond for exportation, renders it diffi-
cult to form a correct opinion from a

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and cottons were about $21,000,000 of
the $70,000,000 of dutiable goods. The
value of the imports of woollens in 1873
was over $11,000,000, and the duty
$1,679,000. In 1872 it had been rather
mare, but fell in 1878 ta about $8,500,000,
in 1879 ta about $7,000,000, and in 1880
to 96,400,000, the duties on which were
$1,639,000. In 1873 the wool imported
was 6,326,309 lbs., value $1,540,000, while
in 1880 it was 7,870,118 lbs., valued at
$1,684,761. The increase in the raw
material is less than might have been
expacted. In 1873 the cottons imported
and paying duty were valued at $10,070,-
214, duty $1,511,431 ; in 1878, the value
was $7,104,517, duty ß1,243,340, and in
1880 the value was $7,825,164, duty

81,724,676. In 1873 the cotton wool
imported was 1,982,848 lbs., value 8346,-
257 in 1880, quantity 13,237,168 lbs.,
value S1,496,024. The figures that we
have cited prove that there bas been a
much greater increase in the domestic
manufacture of cottons than of woollens,
owing no'doubt ta the latter industry.
having been much longer established. It
should be noticed in 1878 the cotton
wool imported was 7,243,413 lbs., valued
at $774,703, so that even before the stim-
ulus given by the new tariff, there had
been a remarkable increase in the import
of the raw material. The two articles,
cottons and woollens, are those ta which
the principle of combining specific and
ad valorem duties has been chiefly ap-
plied In several other descriptions of
goods there have been varying ad valorem
duties ranging from 15 ta 30 per cent.
There is of course danger of an evasion
of the Customs laws wlhen excessive ad
valorem rates are imposed, but there are
obvious objections ta the combined rates,
and where sa many articles are subjected
ta 30 per cent. ad valorem, it is doubtful
whether there is any advantage in adopt-
ing a different principle in the case of
such important classes of our iniports as
woollens and cottons.

THE CANADIAN PACIFIC RAILWAY.

The enemies of the Canadian Pacific
Railvay are indefatigable in their efforts
ta injure the company, and seem ta be
wholly unscrupulous as ta the means by
which they vainly endeavour ta accomplish
their object. In Canada the opponents
of the Government have undertaken ta
persuade the.public that the company is
a gigantic monopoly, and liat it has made
a most advantageous bargain, which will
enable its promoters ta realize enormous
fortunes. We had occasion in our last
IÅsue to notice a most µnfounded state.

ment in a Western paper, ta the effect
that the company had obtained three
millions of dollars in money and three
millions of acres of land morefrom the
Government than another company had
offered to accept. The very same state-
ment has been made in the Montreal
Daily Witness, which we shail reproduce
in order ta prevent the possibility of mis-
conception.

After a long and severe struggle in the
House the contract in its entirety, giving
the Syndicate three millions more of
money and three millions more of land,
besicles privileges of the most extraordi-
nary character beyond what anothîer com -
pany offered ta undertake it for, was at
last ratified by Parli ament.

Now it is a matter of notoriety that
the work tendered for by certain gentle-
men at a time when they knew perfectly
well that the Government had entered
into arrangements with a syndicate of
capitalists for the construction and work-
ing of the line, subject ta the ratification
of Parliament, was of an entirely differ-
ent character f rom that which the Cana-
dian Pacific Company have agreed ta
execute. It is of course a fair subject for
discussion, whether the Government and
Parliament acted wisely in requiring the
road ta be built and operated exclusively
in Canadian territory, but it is most im-
proper ta represent, as the Witness bas
done, the two undertakings as of the
same character, and ta contrast the tenders
as if they were for the saine work.

in London the policy af the opponents
of the company is ta decry the North
Western lands and ta endeavour ta excite
alarm in financial circles as ta the value
of Canadian Pacific securities, which it is
supposed may b offered for sale in the
London money market. There can be
little room for doubt that the English
detractors of the Canadian Pacific Com-
pany and of the lands in the North-west
have been inspired by the Northern
Pacific Company, which is using every
effort in its power ta damage its rival, and
which is unfortunately encouraged by the
political opponents of the Canadian Gov-
ernment, and who hope ta make the con-
tract, which is represented as a most
profi table one, the means of damaging it.
We feel assured that the general opinion
of the people of Canada is thaf it is unde-
sirable that the construction or operation
of a railroad should be entrusted ta the
Goverument, and under the ciicumstances
which existed when the contract was en-
tered into. there is no reason todoubt that
it was the best arrangement that could
have been made. Having been deliberately
sanctioned by Parliament, the faith of the
country is pledged ta the Çompany, an¢

instead of throwing obstacles in the way
it would be more patriotic to give all
possible encouragement ta the capitalists,
who, as is generally admitted, are sparing
no effort to prosecute the work to com-
pletion as rapidlyas possible. It may be
well for the Canadian assailants of the
Company ta bear in mind that their
English allies do not hesitate ta assert
that it is wholly impossible that the sub-
sidy in land and money granted by the
Government will enable the Company ta
construct the road. We are sorry ta
notice that the Grand Trunk Company has
been dragged into the controversy, and
should be still more sorry ta believe that
that Company had formed an alliance
with the Northern Pacific Company,
which will spare no effort to divert the
traffic of the North West from Canadian
ta United States lnes.

THE TELEGRAPE CASE.

Mr. Justice Rainville has delivered an
elaborate judgment in the case of Low vs.
the Montreal Telegraph Company, declar-
ing the agreement with the Great North
Western Company, ultra oires, and order-
ing the Montreal Company ta resume
possession of its lines and of all the
property transferred ta the Great North
Western Company, and enjoining the lat-
ter not ta use any longer the lnes or
property illegally transferred ta it, but ta
reconvey the same ta the Montreal Com-
pany, and ta account for all manies which
it may have received for telegraph mes,
sages or otherwise under the agreement
in question. The judgment will of course
be appealed from, but it cannot be
denied that it is entitled ta great weight.
The Judge cited a great number of au-
thorities in support of his opinion, and
holds that a corporation which bas been
granted franchises for the benefit of the
public has not the power ta transfer them
ta other parties. The case of the Mont-
real Compan y, on the assumption that the
judgment will be sustained by the Court
of Appeal, is certainly a hard one. It
had for somae considerable time a mono
poly of the Canadian telegraph business,
when Parliament granted a charter to a
rival line, which formed a connection in the
United States with a company which was
in opposition ta the one which was in'alli
ance with the Great Western. The result
was active competition and a reduction of
rates that caused the shares in one com-
pany ta be unremunerative. Parliaithnt
then permitted the Dominion Comyany to
amalgamate with its United States ally.
In-process of tima the two UTnited States
Companien ap 1 to amalgamteand as
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a consegqnence the united Company be-

came ownîer of thel Dominion les, andîî

in a position to inflict great injiuriiy on the
iolntreal Company. It imust be b)orne li
mind that up te the amnalgamation of the
United States les the Montreal Tele-
graph Company hald tiken no steps wNhat-
ever tiat could be coiplained of. It
w'as iatural, under the circumistances, that
its shareiolilers sloioId be ivilling te ac-
cept a reasonable propositionl for aimalgL-

furs The occasional cartoons nii .Puniic7
tend te give an exaggerated idea of the
clothing necessary in thtis cliinate. A
damp Decemeber day ini Lundion is more
searching than onee o our coldest Febru-
ary "Isaps," auld is more apt te makze
kiownci to a muan the vakt spots in his
constitution, hovever he muay be shielded
agaiist it.

The winter of ISSI-2 has thus far been
exceediiigly mili ifor tiis country, but all
the more disagreeable whlîether fromt a
social et' a business point of viev. 'T'le
amoint of winter gonds lield ovaer in
country stores is soeithing considerable.
Sortiig-tup lias beei less thtan usual, and
it is estinated that in Montreta not less
than $8,0J10,000 wo'tlh of wiiter goods
will be hel over te anîother seasone. ''ie
recent practice of biying in coiipar-ative'
lyl smali qîîantities nuid giving repeat
orders-as roequed-has not altogether
provided igainst the present circum-
stances. It is, howeveir, a common error
te suppose that lumbering operations are
uiniversally atfected toi' the w'oirse by the
absence el snîov Ut this timie. Where
operations are carried on largely it is
customary te pile the logs as cnt, and
only begin iatiliig them on eor about the
firsat February, se that even should the
bare roads continue during: the present
monthi, it ivould înot be a seiotis dis-
advantage te lumibrers on a large scale.
''ie case is different wTiti such nmlilis as
rely upon joble-s for their supply of logs,
who cannot alforid to pile their cut and
must draw then al once out of the
woods. 'l'le quatiity of logs coiti'acteid
for' witi jobbers the present vinter is not
equal te that of tvo seasons ago, foi' the
lha/itainl having imale some money out of
his crop, had not the spur of necessity te
urge hin the past Fili into ajob in vhich
there is alavtys sonie degree of uncer-
tainty about his eaings, through want
of snîov-ioads t hault out lis cut. The
English m iar-kets are : possessed by the
usual quietiess of the holiday seasoi,
and it iill be a fortniglit hence ere the
drift of present year's prices can be seen.
Stocks are lover tihan a yeair a4go.

IRON 'RADE A ND MANUFACTURE.(5)

Any ene who lias tried the opera-
tion Of kiidling iL fire with a pair of
bellow's or eim'arkel the effect of a strong
wid upon the red poiion of a burning
brand must have observed tha-tt whiere the

blast directly strikes the embers it pro
duces a black spot, and at the place and
for the time checks combustion ; of the
same nature is the effect of the cold blast
upon le smelting turnace. The liot blast
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which is substituted, as referred to in a
previons article OF this series, is air pire.
viously laited in an oven to a high
degree Of temier'atui'e, in sone cases
several thousand legrees Fahrenheit,
wheince it is blorvi into the furnace, caus-
ing a prodigious increase of combustive
power.

As it is our intention in these articles
to make the surbject or iron manufacture
o interest to the genîeral readeir who is
generally repelled by its comiplexity and
its technicalities, the in formîned reader will
perceive why ive must enter into air occa-
sional minuteness of detail that iay Io
himii seeu unnrecessary. On looking over
a price list we nieet, beside the various
qualities of pig-iron and wrougit. anothe
state known as puIldled iron. 'Iis is Iali
mainufactur'ed .iroii. If pig ironi is coim-
pared to iloir, wrougit iron ail! reriesent
the loaf and piiîle i iroîn the longh]. We
do notenter here into any description of
what are known as malleable castings
made from chir<oa pigiruon, ihe quality
chiefly prepared by the St. Maurice
Forges.

Pig-îron is classifieid according to its
uises. Ie two great divisions are,-for
" faurdry purposes " and for "forge
purposes," a diversity partly caused by
the different property of the ores. but
nainly by the difference of the ruel and
of the tr'eatment. The fluid iron needed
for the foundry is produced hy increasing
the proportion of tire fuel to the mineral,
and thus impregnating the product with a
greater proportion of carbon, and which is
therefore more costly to make and more
expensive. What is called " cinder iron I
is the refuse of the puddling furnace, con-
taining a considerable percentage of iron
iu combination with the impurities ex-
pelled from the pig iron in the process of
puddling. This power of the hot blast in
extracting this iron is equivalent to the
discovery of a new iran stone supplied for
nothing but the pro-luce is much deteri-
orated by the ingredient. " All mine " is
atern used to denote that no such dele-
terious admixture lias been enployed.
"lRed short," and '' cold short ' are ternis
used to indicate the quality of being
brittle when red hot or coli respectively.

Tire qualities of pig.iron are varions, and
denote not mrerely diegrees of goodness
but totally different properties; they are
usually designated by the niumerals up to
8 ; nubliers 1. 2 and 3 mark the gradations
of the grey " me! ting " iron, which is used
chiefly for very fine castings ad steel. No.
4 is generally called " best grey forge,
but is too grey for ordinary forge pur-
poses. No, 5 is called 4 grey forge," and
is less melting but of tougher.quality. No.

6 is "strong forge;'' tiese two latter
qualities are those in greatest request for
the manufacturpe of rvought iron. No. 7
is niottile, anel No. S is white. The latter
are of deciledly iii ferior quality, but useful
fIr marny urposes. Melting iron may at
once l'e distinguished by the novice from
the tougher kinds by its grey color and
tire sparkling crystals it exhibits where
brokenr, but it requires the eye of an
aiept to dlistinguislh No. L H aIl minel"
froi No. 1 I cindler iron.''

Mrcir depends uipon the skill of the
marnufacturer in producing good quralities
of iron, even with the best iiaterials and
appliances, and in spite of the best skill
and care a.certain pro'portion of inferior
qualities will be turned out. Above all,
success deprends on the jndgnent withr
which the imaterials are combinedi ; the
proporLtion of flux must vary according to
the character of the ores, but thougl
this may be learned empirically by a
clever and observant furnace manager,
the result would be arrived at with more
speed and certainty by the assistance of
chemical aialysis.

The 33,300 tons o, pig.iron inported by
us fromr Great Britain in 1880 may be
estimatedi worth about 7 millions of
dollars. 'l'he greater:part of this was un-
doubtedly nie froni ores of a quality far
inferior to those of Iluil, Madoc and other
piars in Canada wvhich are anxiously
waiting the estahlishment of local smelt
ing furnaes, ihether hy the Duryee
petroleum process or sone other method.
The great impetus given to railway enter-
prises of late shrould stimulate our people
to renewed efforts at utilizing orir own
abrindant and superior rav materials and
therehy attracting to Canada tlat'skilled
labor which we norý indirectly employ in
otier countries. The total imports of iron
and steel of all kinds from G reat Britain to
Canada during the period aforenentioned
was nearly 200,000 ton. 'l'ie iighest in
any previous year was 25S,743 tons, viz.,
in 1872.

COMMERCIAL IRELATIONS WI
FRANCE.

FRANCE AnIITs ,UNIr s' r TATES EXPORTs AT
MUCH LowER DUTIEs TH.N THOsE aroM
CANAVA ; CANADA ADMITs FRENCH EXPRTs
ON MIrIH MIRI FAVORABLE TERMs TiAN'THE
UNITED STATES DoEs.
Is L rMiierve to be congratulated or

not on its success in finding a champion
to defend the treatment of Canada biy
France? Tiere is something to be said
on botin sides of the question. ILt may
certainly be in some degree satisfactory
to be relieved of the task of defending an
untenable position, but when it is con-

sidered that the selected champion is Mr.
J. X. Perrault, the avowerd advocate of
revolufion, it canot but be humiliating
to the organ of the loyal portion of the
French Canradians to be compelled to
accept such aid. Tiose io have witness-
ed Mr. J. X. Perrauilt's recent escapades,
will not be surprised to find hrim taking
part with France against Canada and G reat
Britain. It seems far from improbable
that in advocating independence, or, in
ouier words, endeavoring to effect a separ-
ation frotr Great Britain, he may have an
uerior ohj-ct in view, arid nay imagine
thiat it would be possible to bring about
more intimate relations between the
French Republic and I ses anciens colons."
It is a significant fact that the rejected of
East Montreal ias bee selected as a
Vice-PresiIent of the Corimittee of Rie-
ceition ai the " distinguislied citizens of
La Belle Fr'ance."vho have been invited to
visit Canada. Possibly Mir. J. X. Perrault
nay be more consistent in his conduct on
tIe occasion than sane of ihis associates.

We i ust however proceed to notice Mr.
J. X. Perrailt's letter to La Minerve, and
we are bournd to acknledge frankly
that lie lias raised a square issue, and,
moreover, that lie is quite consistent witir
iis previous declarations. Heîr commences
by congratulating La ilinerve on the
energetic position iviici it has taken in
affirming our rr absolute riglt to regulate
ouiselves, our commei'cial relations with
foreignî countfies and espccially wiU7
France !' Il " Thei'e is," .headds," butone
opinion in favor of this policy in tire Pra-
vince of Quebec." Tire obvions inference
would be that the people of the Province
of Quebec-or perhaps Mr. J. X. Perrault
would limit his assertion to those of threm
wio are French Canadians-concur witi
himîr in his opinion that Canada should
separate from Great Britain. We hrave
demonstrated more than once that Mr.
Perrault and those vho share iris views
are unaible to establisi any real grievance'
as tac our foreign relations. La Minaerve is
wel 1 awa'e that the leader of tire Dominion
Gove'rmeit disclaimed altogetier the
responsibility of tire irregular ilegotiations
which were sarid to have bee-n carried on
by Sir Hectoi Langevin, althougi it ias
never been cleariy establishied that that
gentleman intentled to enter into an un-
authror'ized diplonatic corresponrdence.
Mr. Perrault lias ruade sonie rather rash
assertions, One that for soie months the
name of Sir Alexander Grit was unknovn
at the French Buireau of Conmerce. The
object is to rislead, by conveying the
inpression that after Sir Alexander Galt
visited Paris, with the viean of entering
buto negotiations with the French Govern
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ment, his name was unknown. We pro-
nounce this a deliberate misstatement, as
is aiso the allegation that it is vain- to
hope to obtain a tr'eaty between France
and Canada, thirougl the imediation of the

British Anbassador. We are told by Mr.
Perrault that Sir Alexander Galt cannot

solicit an interview witl the French
Minister of Coninnerce because the lawes of
diplonacy are opposed to it. Of course,
on the assumliption tLhat Sir Alexander
GaLt was disposed to act il accordance
witL the vievs of r. J. X. Perrault and

La Minerve, and te ignore the British
Ambassador altogether, the statement
would be correct. On the other band,
knowing, as we do, that Sir Alexander Galt
bas ail the advantage fi the advice and
assistance of the Imperial Government,
tliere is nlot the sliglitest difliculty in the
ivay except what arises froi the injustice
and obstinacy of the French Governinent.
WVe have more tLhan once pointed out that
no diBlîculty ivhatever was experienced at
Washington wehen thelate Senator Brown
vas accrodited te act in conjunction with
Sir Edward Thorn ton in negotiations or a
similar character.

It is alleged by Mir. Perrant that
England is necessarily hostile te more
intimate relations ieUh our Mlfother' Couîn-
lr te the possible detriment of its owen

l commerce with us." Is the foregoing
assertion evidence of mere stolidity or of
intentionalideception? Whatconceivable
object, ie sbould lilce te know, can a free
trade country like England have in
obstructing commerce betw'een France
and Canada, unless, indeed, Mr. Perrault
should desire that French imports should
be admitted into Cainada on more favor-
able terms than those from Great Britain.
Such a proposition vould hardly surprise
us but even if Mi. Perrault's sclieme of
separation were carried, it would be wholly
inpracticable, unless, indeed, we estab-
lished more intiniate relations with what
he terims 'our Motlier Coutiry." Atpre.
sent France is on the footing ef the most
favored ntions, and yet our imports are
little over« a million of dollars, the principal
items being vile and spirits. Is it likely
that England would have any apprehen-
sion tliat France would dr'aw away its
trade, wien site is admitting ail French
exports of manufactures duty free, and
sending hier own: maiuL'sfactu'es te coin-
pete witli thie French in theiri owvn markets
after paying considerable duties.

Mr. Perrault assures us that France bas
a lively desire te admit oui' exports
on conditions 1 the most favorable te
us, Why, thon, does she nut admit
Lem on the same terms that she grants
to Turkey, Germany, Italy, etc. We doiVt

ask her te alter lier conventional tariff;
we ask te be put on the saine footing as
the nost favored nations. It appears
that Mi'. Perrault lias limself been taking
part in ene of those irregular negotiations
which La llinerve bas defended. In 1878
lie must have had not eue but several in-
tervieivs with the French Minister of Com-
merce, fori he refers te I mes entrevues,'
and lie appears ta have silbiitted our
tariff, and asked if 'vo were in a position
te obtain the treatment of the most favor-
ed nation. 'lie Minister was quite satisfied
with the taril', and declared that I if Can-
" ada had thre iight te nake a treaty with
" France he would nîot lesitate te recom-

i mend it to the Chanber of Deputiesi
elwith the certainty of its being adopted.
We are not told why a treaty is necessary,
unless'one of the parties desires sone
alteration in the tariff o the other. If we
are satisfied with the French conventional
tariff, and France is satisfied with ours,
there is no occasion foi' a treaty. France
lias taken a course dif'erent froin other
nations in framing tîvo tariffs, with the
transparentobject of extorting from other
nations what nay be described as " better
terms.'" Notithstandinîg Mr. Perrault's
assertion, we disbelieve that France is
satisfied with our tariff, and we are per-
suaded that the real difliculty is that
France bas demanded a reduction in our
tariff, and bas refused te make any con-
cession te us in return. ILt lias been Îll
understood that in the irregular pour.

parlers in Canada, thie French agent in-
sisted on concessions on Our part in con-

sideration of our being put on the same
footing as the Turks. The difficulty nowi
is that Sir Alexander Galt insists on con-
cessions being made by France, il she de-
mands concessions froni us. Mr. Perrault
bas put a strange r'emîaik into the nouth
of the French Minister. After stating
that our tariff was quite satisfactory, and
that there was no difliculty in the way, ho
proceeded te point out that, if thie nego-
tiations were conducted by the British
Ambassador, ail the questions of the
French English treaty so dificult te
solve would be brought up. Why ? In
1878 there was a subsisting treaty between
Great Britain and France, whic]h we may
remark Greiat Britain is and lias always
been ready and willing te rene, so that
whbat the Frencli Minister meant was that
if England proposed a treaty of commerce
between France and Canada, Franco
would avail itself of the opportunity t
break up a subsistinig treaty, iviich hac
nothing whatever to do vith CanadaThi
is French hîoîor and evidence of
lively desire to open conimelpc lyt C ean

Mr. Perrault ridicules the idea of
England having any diplomatie in-
fluence, and actually is stolid enough ta
argue that England lias been unable ta
obtain a renewal of its commercial treaty
with France, ihile Italy, Spain and Bel-
gium have obtained theirs. Does Mr.
Perrault imagine that Great Britain would
have any difficulty in obtaining a treaty
similar ta wehat other nations have
accepted ? le cannot be so ignorant-
France bas up ta this time insisted on
materially increasing iŽs duties, and Great
Britain is unwilling te renew the treaty
on such terms. In arguing this question,
we have admiiittedl the î'ight et Fiance te
arlopt a pietective policy, sud re have
pointed ont the difficulty under whichi
Gr'eat Bi'itain laboîs, oîein é te the aver'-
sion et liei' Parliarient sud Covertiment
te srlopt retaliatoî'y nieasures. Our ovn
conviction is tîmat nothing, but metaliation
will sueceeci with Fiance, and that by
arlopt-ing thart policy, oui' Govei'nment
could obtain aIl that ive have sluati î'ight
te insist on, viz., admission into Franco
oni the saine ternis as tire most; favoi'od
nations.

Mr. Pei'raulL aslcs if ive are ignorant
tliet tlîei'e ivas a pî'oiel dle traité of Coin-
meice in 1878 batveen Fr'anice sud tire
Unitedi States. with a simple stipulation,
that the duties ]eeied lu the latter
country should net exceed 30 per' cent.

THE BAINK CIHCULAR.

There seems no reason to donbt tiat
the Goverinient was fuly jnstified in tak.
ing steps to ascertain the mode by whi ch
various of Bunking institutions in the
Dominion have been violatiii the law
which prohibits loans on bank stocks.
It is non stated in the Globe that 4 ie
circular from the Treasury Boari has had
the effect oh' stopping loans an bank
stocks," in other words the ciietular has
been a mor powerful instrnment thian an
Act of Parliamuent. It is sait by the sane
journal that " lending on stocks appears

to have been a very profitable business
foi sone banks, and not a few baikers
consider these securities ample col-
lateral. They have not, thus far, lost

anything by so doing." The ob*ject in
passing the Act vas niot, wve apprehiend,
ta fetter the judgmnent of bankers as to
the value of the securities on which these
loans are made, of whic theymust then-
selves bne the best jes. I hasb f
cause it was believed that the facilities
afforded by such loans led to speculations,
the resut of which wis often prejudicis
t the interests of the shae olders gener
a L itas been notoriots that some of
the banks whic ghave been in the habit of
making suchi loans have felt bliemselves
justified in lending the stocks transferred
to themn as security, in whichi case the
lending would be Il a very profitable tusi
ness " for the bankv though perhaps the
reverse for the original borrower, el'e
Government not knowingexac tly how the
law was evaded, though well aware of the
fact, felt it necessai y to make a Most
searching inquiry into the transactions of
the banks, wliich would have put the
baiks which have obeyed the law to a
vast deal of nnnecessary trouble, and
would moreover have led to great delay.
We have no doubt that during the next
session of Parliament an amendment.in
the law will be proposed, wl ich is very
desirable, as it is unfair to those banks
which have complied withi the lave that
othier institutions should treaiitas a dead
letter.

THE -FRE NCI DELE GATES.

The îvisit to Canada of the Delegates
from the French Republi to the United
States to celebrate the surrender of Lord

Cornwallis at Yorktown, at the close of
the revolutionry war, seems to have been
as successful as could have been expected
It, was natural Uhat the French Canadians
should have been anxious that a number
of distinguished representatives from ol
France should pay a visit te a Province
whieh is principally inhabited by descen-
dants of their race, who still cling to the.
religion, language and laws of their ances-
tors, and the visit seems to have given
great satisfaction to the distinguished
guests, while the ciief regret experienced
on both sides vas thiat it was so short.
The contemplated dinner and ball were
necessarily alanloned, but on the last
day of the old yeai there was a dqjenner
presided over by Lieut..-Col. Ouiinet, M.P.
when a numberof speeebes were deliver-
cd, and kindly sentiments interchanged.
General Boulanger vas the principal
spokeman'of thedelegates, and expressed
himself in ternis whici were quite unex.
ceptionable. We sincerely wish that there
was any grouind for hope thiat theGeneral's
wish l'oi more extended commerce
betwveei France and Canada was likely to
be realized-one tliing is certain that the
option is entiîely with France. IL is, how-
ever, discouragmg to find that in the year
1873 the imports froin France were $2,023-
288, on w'hich I tities vere collected to the
amount of $627,831, w'hile in 1880 the im-
ports were only $1,117,841, and the duties
$427,937.
