NAVAL BATTLE FOT
CENERAL ALBAN KILED

Vessels of Colombian Govern.ment At-
tacked By Those of the Revolu-
tionary Party—0One Sunk,

Washington, Jan. 20.—Only meagre
details of the fighting between the ves-
sels of the Colombian government and
those of the insurgents in Panama Bay
were received /in official circles to-day.
They consisted of a despatch
Consul-General Gudger, at Panama,
and another from Captain Mead, the
commander of the cruiser Philadelphia,
which is lying in Panama Bay. At
the Colombian legation great regret is
expressed by the city officials at the
death of Gen. Alban, the Governor of
Panama. He was about 50 years ot
age and a man of brilliant attainments,
Formerly he had been Attorney-Gener-
al of Colombia.

A naval battle began at 6 o'clock
this morning in the harbor of Panama.
Three revolutionary vessels engaged
three of the Colombian government

from

ships. One of the latter, the Lantaro,
was sunk, her crew rebelling. It was
in this fight that Gen. Alban was

killed. "The fight lasted all day.

PANAMA ROUTE FAVORED,

Supplemental Report of Isthmian
Canal Commission.
Washington, Jan. 20.—The President
to-day sent to Congress the supple-
mental report of the Isthmian Canal
Commission, in which it is unanimously
recommended that the offer of the new
Panama Canal Copmipany to sell all of
its rights, property and unfinished
work to the United States for $40,000,-
000 be accepted. These rights include

BANQUET WAS HELD IN EAGLE HALL

Speeches By Hon. E. J, Davis, the
Victorfous Candidate and Others
on the Result of Bye-Election

Weston, Jan. 20.—The West York
Reform Association held thelr annual
meeting in Eagle Hall this afternoon.
It was largely attended by Liberals
from all parts of the riding, and was
addressed by W. J. Hill, ML.A., and
others.

The officers elected for the year
were : President, Dr. P. D. McLean,
Woodbridge; first vice-president, A. B.
Rice, Toronto Junction; second vice-
president, D. L. Streight, Islington;
Secretary, A. J. Anderson, Toronto
Junction; treasurer; John Paterson,
Toronto Junction.

Dr. McLean congratulated the
Liberals upon their recent victory in
West York, but warned them not to
be led away by over-confidence.

Mr. W. J. Hill spoke in a similar
strain. said that they would soon be
called upon to buckle on their armour
for another battle, and asked for the
magnificent support which had been
given to Mr. Campbell.

Mr. McKenzie said that in the next
provincial fight they would be up
against a bludgeon. Mr. St. John re-
minded him of a great big log, rotten
at the centre and easily chopped. He
believed that many Conservatives
would be glad when the chopping was
done,

The Banquet,

The annual banquet was the biggest
event of its kind ever known in the
riding. Every seat in Eagle Hall was
occupied a few minutes after the
doors were open. About 200 were un-
able to gain admittance into the
banquet hall.
Dr. McLearn presided, and after pro-
posing the toast of the King, called
upon Mr. W. E. Raney to respond to
the toast of the “Empire.”” Mr. Raney
referred to the victory as an imperial
victory. It was imperial because of
the nature of the contest and be-
cause of the platform. The Liberals
had given a British preference, and
the Conservatives cried Tarte. They
sent contingents to South Africa to
help the Motherland,and the Conserva-
tives cried dog biscuits. The question
for the people to consider to-day was
whether they would be governed by
imperial statesmen or by men less im-
perial in their nature.

A Very 0Old Government.
A. B. Rice, in moving the toast to
the “Provincial Government and Legis-
lature,” said the present administra-
tion had governed longer than any
government in the world since re-
sponsible government was instituted.
He claimed for Mr. Hill that 600 fend-
ers on the street carsin Toronto and
fenders on the cars in Hamilton and
other places were due to a bill intro-
duced into the legislature .by him.

Hon. Mr. Davis on the Result.
Hon. E. J. Davis congratulated the
Liberals on the victory of Jan. 15,
He need not say the victory was a
surprise to the people of Caneda. Even
those in West York did not expect a
majority of 800 could be turned into
a minority of 150. This was a time
when Liberals could show kindly fee}-
ing and charity to the defeated. THe
was glad that no effigies had been
burned, and there was no conduct on
the part of the Liberals that would
bring the blush of shame to their
cheeks.

ISLAND WATERWAYS.

Editor World: As numerous Sugges-
tions have been introduced to improve
the Island, perhaps another one might
be added to the list. It will cause a
certain amount of discussion, which is

always in order. One suggestion has
beenya. trolley line round the Island,
with bridges at the eastern and west-
ern gaps, which, I trust, will not be
built, My suggestion is thata canal be
dug, commencing at the sandbpar 1
the western gap, round the Island,
leaving a convenient distance between
the canal and lake shore, also the
Bay side. It should be about 50 feet
wide, and deep enough to admit the
sandpump or scows, or a depth consi-
dered reasonable that anyone falling in
could touch bottom. A plan of the
Island should first be approved. The
sandpump would thus fii]l a double
purpose, digging the canal and level-
ling up the undesirable marshes. The
canal would be utilized by the scows
which could be used for getting rid of
the city's. refuse and depositing It
where needed as per plan. As to our
means of transit, little tugs could ply
from Queen’s Wharf to the eastern
gap, and return by the Bay side canal
and vice versa. In winter the canal
would make a fine skating resort:
double purpose again, summer travel
and winter sport. It would create an
impetus to boat and gondola building,
also electric and gas motors. The
canal once dug would cost very little
to keep clear. It would be far more
pleasant to saill round than going by
car. As to the cars, let them go as
far as the Queen's Wharf and the
breakwater in the east, biit switch
back from there. I would like some
of your subscribers to give their opin-
fon on this subject, if there are any
additional or better suggestions, It will
be a benefit to those who will be called
upon to consider the matter.

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Extravagant Method of Lighting Up
the City Hall Reported By
Engineer Rust.

THOUSANDS SHOULD BE SAVED

City Could Make Light With Its
Own Plant Cheaper Than It
Can Purchase.

Economy has not been the most
prominent feature in lighting the City
Hall, as will be surmised by the re-
port of Engineer Rust, which appears
below. Surprise was expressed when
City Hall Engineer Dixon, after along
and extensive test, came to the conclu-
;®sion that power could be bought cheap-
er from the Toronto Electrio Light
Company than it could be provided by
the expensive plant in the City Hall.
An electrical expert, Mr. Milne, who
was bmu'ght. in by Commissioner
Coatsworth,, thought otherwise, and
when the matter came up before last
year's Property Committee Mr. Rust
was' instructed to find out all about
'it. His report shows the city has been
{wasting a lot of money. It came be-
|fore the new Property Committee yes-
!terday, and will be disposed of at a
. 8pecial meeting.

, Engineer Rust’s Report,

Engineer Rust says, to arrive at these
conclusions two tests were made—one
jof 18} hours and the other of six hours’
duration.

In the first test 4368 pounds of coal
{were burned, at $2.95 per ton—$6.41.
“The Electric Light Company's charge
{per lamp per hour net would be 6 1-10
cents—cost of the same amount of
| power supplied by company at contract
price would be $10.30, while the cost

from the city plant, including oil and

waste, would be $6.47, thus showing a

saving to be effected in summer uwe

of $3.56 on that amount of power, or,

jfor six months of 26 days, $005%86.
Saving on Heating,

In winter time the exhaust steam
from the engine is used ior heating
the building, and the test shows that
only 10 per cent. of the heat in the
steam is used or lost in its passage thru
the engine. ° Therefore only one-tenth
of the coal should be charged to the
electric lighting during the wintér. That
is, the running of the electric light plant
reduces the heating value of the Steam
used by 10 per cent., so that for six
months, or during winter, ths actual
expenditure for lighting would result
in a saving of $V.36 per day, or for
siXx months of 26 days, a saving of
$1459.38, -

Saving for Twelve Months.

The saving for the twelve months
would be as follows: Saving in sum-
mer time, $555.36;* winter, $1459.3%;
saving for the year, $2014.74, and this
under most untavorable conditions for
economy. The engine was run at one.
twentieth of its capacity, and the boil-
er at very little over 20 per cent. of its
rating, the fans, elevators and heating,
which, under normal conditions, are
operated from the same boilers, being
cut out for the purpose of this test.
The results of the second test show
conclusivély that at least 20 per cent.
more water was evaporated per pound
of coal with the engine runming at
nearly 100 horse power than in the
first test. It would only be fair to
the plant therefore to make am allow-
ance of 20 per cent., or, say, 10 per
cent.,, to be on the safe side, for run-
ning the boller at the very inefficient
load, and which will prohably never
occur again. - This would increase the
yearly saving to $2124.72.

The Second Test.

The second test was run for six hoursg
at 120 volts, nearly half the capacity
of the generator and enginezs. Coal
used, 2542 pounds; total cost of coal
and oil, $3.85; cost of the same pow-
er if supplied by the Electric Light
Company at contract price, $33.03;
saving effected in summer time, $29.18;
saving effected in six months eof 20
days, $4552,08. i

In the winter season probably 70 per
cent. of the heat in,the steam would
be used in heating the building, leav-
ing 30 per cent., which should be
charged against engine, showing a sav-
ing of $31.80 in the winter. Saving
eﬂ&c“)ted in six months of 26 days,

What It Would All Cost.

During the year the city would pay
the following sums more than the cost
of production, if all power was pur-
chased from the Toronto Electric Light
Company: Light load, summer and
winter season, $2124.72; heavy load,
summer and winter season, $0512.88;
total, $11,637.60.

If a smaller unit, say, of 40 horse
power, were installed to take the light
load the cost of production would be
reduced from $6.74 to about $2.74,
showing a  still further saving
of $4 wu day, which, for the
300 days would amount to $1200, or
nearly enough to pay the cost of in-
stalling the plant in the first year and
a half of operation.

The Engineer strongly recommends
that this be done, as it would obviate
the necessity of purchasing any pow-
er from the Electric Light Company
at the present contract price, as well
as allowing one engine to be overhaul-
ed while the other was running.

Mr. Cockburn was fresh
from that assembly, and if his de-
meanor reflected the temper of the
other directors, the Gas Company
has opinions of the City Council’s con-
duct that are altogether too hot for
publication.

Changes Must Be Made,

“Are the conditions not satisfac-
tory to the Board?”

“You may call it that. What we
insist upon is absolute definiteness in
the wording of the agreement.

Mr. Cockburn proceeded to explain
that the legislature was to be asked
to pass a bill setting forth certain new
relations between the Consumers’ Gas
Company and the City of Toronto.

“This agreement you have before
you simply anticipates that bill, does
it not?”

Bill Must Be Sigred.

“Yes,” answered Mr. Cockburn, “but
we. want to see that bill before we
sign any agreement. That bill must
be put in black and white, and signed
by the city before we approve the
agreement. Let is be distinctly un-
dersteod what the legislature is to be
asked to enact, and let the city put
in writing its obligation to stand by
that enmactment. As I said before we

do not propose to court another law |

suit.” Mr. Cockburn grew indignant
as he referred to the conduct of the
City Council.

“They have been playing fast and
loose with us,” he sald. *“Weak men
abetted by the evening newspapers at-
tempt to violate an honorable agree-
ment entered into with the city. The
city’s legal counsel tells you that the
agreement is a good one; that it is
in your interest to- accept it, but you

A Matter of Taste.

Mr. Cockburn’s indignation grew in-
to withering sarcasm, as he said :

“If the city prefers law-suits to
cheap gas, 1 suppose the city can have
it. Do the citizens of Toronto prefer
costly litigation to reductions in the
price Qf gas- It is a matter of taste;
they must suit themselves.”

Mr. Cockburn declared that Toronto
has cheaper gas than any other city
in America.

“Yet the people are not satisfied.”

“You'd think the Gas Com-
bany was doing all sorts of wicked
things. In the.Gas Company we have
men like George H, Gooderham.

POSITION OF BRITISH GOVERNMENT

Refosed to Ald in Putting Pressure
on the United States
Action,

London, Jan. 20.—The subject of
proposed European intervention in the
Spanish-American war was brought
up by Henry Norman (Liberal), in
the House of Commons this after-
noon in the form of a question asking
whether any communication proposing
or concerning joint or collective ac-
tion by the European States, in view
of the outbreak, or expected outbreak,
of the late war between the United
States and Spain was received from
the Austrian or any other govern-
ment, and, if so, what was the na-
ture of the reply of Her Majesty's
government. Mr, Norman further in-
vited Lord Cranborne, Under-Secretary

The
captain had just left the bridge, after
a watchful night in the heavy scorm,
and, upon being called up, put his ves-
sel about, and in an hour found that
the disabled ship was the A:merican
barge Preston, loaded with lumber, on
In the heavy
gale she had sprung a leak, which
could not be controlled, her fires were
nearly out and the vessel and crew
were at the mercy of the waves.

Five attempts were made to tow the
vessel, but each time the heavy cables
parted, as she would not ride__the
waves. The storm was blowing wiide»
and carried away the smoke stack of
the Preston, her rear cabin and part
or her deck load of lumber.

Capt. Harlow-of the Preston decided
to abandon his vessel, and signalled
for the crew to be taken off. Owing
to the heavy sea and the impossibility
of lowering lifeboats, this was a diffi-
cult task, but Capt. McDougall display-
ed his skilful seamanship and determi-
nation ably assisted by his efficient
crew. Again and again, a score of
times, the Athabasca was put about
and came near enough to the Preston
to take off her crew of 13 by life lines
and life preservers, sometimes taking
one, two or three at a time. The skill
with which the Athabasca was handled,
the coolness and careful judgment of
the captain, inspired confidence in her
150 passengers, and, while he exercis-
ed every precaution for the safety of
the lives and property entrusted to his
charge, he doggedly stuck to the task
of saving eleven men and two women
from a watery grave, never leaving the
bridge from 6 o’clock in the morning
until 2.30 in the afternoon, demonstrat-
ing that deeds of valor are not to be
looked for only upon the battlefield or
on the ocean.
