Tariff Showld Properly Protect,

“The resources of Canada are great

people leave this country and to send
after them our raw material, and after
that matexial our money to buy the
finished goods? This is not the true
policy. = Tariffs have been going up
against-us on all hands. We have given
to the country our policy, which is a
tariff that will be properly protected.
Is not this a wise policy?”

Canada Dependent on US,

Mr. Borden then ’'showed how
trndé . with the TUnited States
against Canada, and told how
country would be swamped
depression came to our
Canafla, he said, wotld 1¢ceive 1he
brunt of the American surplus, even
at a loss to the manufacturers of that
country. We should invite capital and
protect labor, said the speaker, who
proceeded to show the insufficiency ofs
the present tariff.

. the morning, and after a large num-
ber of jurymen had been challenged
the case was proceeded with. T. F.
Heyd, K.C.,, of Toronto, was assisted
in the prosecution by D. J. Donahue,
K.C.,, Crown Attorney, and Inspector:
John Murray of the Provinclal De-
tective force.” W. L. McLaw of St,
Thomas conducted the case for fhe
prisoner unaided. ~

Introduced Weajon Used.

The gun alleged to have been used
"for the shooting, the ©blood-stained
wwdgn pin on which the boy had been
engaged in shaping with a draw knife
at the time the deed was done, the
straw hat worn by Willie Freeman,
the victim, and a photograph showing
the effect of the shot on the head of
It deceased were exhibited in court.

No new evidence was produced, the
witnésses being Mr. and Mrs. Free-
man, Crown Attorney Donahue, J. Wil
son, D. McPherson, Ada Schliehauf,
Maggie Walsh, Undertaker Cullen, Wil-
liam Crosby, Drs.

This the judge held
was an inducement, and, therefore, all
ptatements made by accused after that
time were not allowed as evidence-
Motive Was Jealousy.

The orily reason given f&r King hav-
ing committed the murdel was that
he was jealous of Willie and desired
to drive the bldick team, a privilege
not accorded him. No evidence was
offered by the defence. The address
of Crown Prosecutor Heyd was 1ot
directed wvery strongly againet the
prisoner, and the judge’s remarks were
impartial. Mr. McLaw put up al good
defence in his address, dlaiming lack
of motive and a scargity of evidence
to show that King killed voung I'ree-
man. The question as to whether King
knew that the gun was loaded wag
maised.

Tt is said that many of the jurymen
at first held out for acquittal, and of
no time was a murder verdict con=
sbdered.

Witness stated that he asked
the prigoner the day of the inquest
whether it was an accident, and King
said he hadn’t the gun at all; he had
not taken it upstairs, gnd that he had
nothing to do With the shooting at all.

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In England tradition and custom die
hard, for, altho the superstitions ¢nd
beliefs of the medieval past are almost
extinct, many ancient observanees,some
of them most trivial, have become
part of our national ceremonial and
habit. Consider, for- instance, that
custom of eating goose on: Michaelmas
day, which is said to have grown cut
of the legend that when the news of
the defeat of the Spanish Armada was
brought to Queen Elizabeth, she was
eating a goose for her dinner.
