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Educationists Elect Officers for
Coming Year — Dr. Bal-
liet Lectures on the
Problem of Moral
Education,

At last evening’s cesgion of the O. E.

Problem of Moral Education,
“The problem of moral education, in-
volves a formatiion of right habits of
conduct. They must be formed be-
fore the child is old enough to com-
prehend the reason for them.. At this
stage it is-moral training not moral
ipstruction that is needed.

“The new psychology teaches us
that there is a clgse connectiom be-
tween muscles and mind, and espe-
cially between muscles and will
Flabby muscles and a weak will usu~-
ally go together, hence the morai value
of muscular work, Men cannot long
be idle on a strike before they begin
to riot. Among savages periods of lazy
inactivity alternate with periods of
fierce fighting. Mannal training, gym-
nastics, play, athletics and manyal la-
bor, these have heen praved to: be
powerful moral agencies. Another part
of moral education iz the inculcation
of high ideals,

Tribal Morality.
‘“The human race developed gradu-
ally into morality. Moral ideas were
recognized by our savage forefathers
as valld only within their clan or
tribe. With the organization of society
into larger units the sphere.of moral
obligation widened. Even now moral-
ity is not universal among Christian
nations. In Massachusetts as late as
1742 there was still 2 law on the statute
books offering $100 for every Indian
scalp brought into the colony. What
was that but tribal morality? What
is race prejudice but tribal morality?
What is protective tariff but tribal
morality ? i i

No More War. !
“When Christian-nations once csiah-
lish universal morality there can be
n» more wars between them. That

will mean 2 “parilament of man,”

PENNA. RY. INCREASES WAGES

e

Voluntary Ralse of 8ix Per Cent, Af-
fecting 195,000 Employes.

PHILADELPHIA, Pa., March 30.—Tt
was ahnounced to-ddy that the
boards of directors of all the rallroads
composing the Pennsylvania Rallway
Bystem, have ordered a voluntary ad-
vance of six per cerjt. in the wages of

permanent employes. who now receive
less than $300 a month.

The increase affects 195,000 men and
involves an addition of about $10,000,-
000 to the payrolls of the companies.

This is the third general voluntary
increase in wages granted by the
Pennsylvania in the last eight years,
or a total of 28.26 p.c.

To-night the Philadelphia and Read-
ing Ry. Co., announced a~similar in-
crease, affecting 87,000 men, but omit-
ting those whose wage schedules have
been adjusted within the past three
months. g

The general prosperous condition of
the railroads and the high cost of liv-
ing are given as the reasons for the
increases announced by both compan-
fes.

LOQDON PRACTICALLY FOG FREE

No winter - visitor to the imperial
metropolis, remaining any length of
time, but made acquaintance, sooner
or later, with that undesirable quan-
tity, a real London fog. Those who
have experienced its effect know
how“rapidl,v the streets became chaos
and the feeling of absolute helpless-
ness which it engendered. A full

“day’s fog involves a cost to the city

estimated at not less than $750,000, so
that when as in 1905 there were 44
sufficlently severe to be recorded, the
aggregate loss ran well into millions of
pounds sterling. /

Since that year there has been a
gradual diminution in the number of
fogs, and last year only four happen-~
ed along. During the winter now clos-
ing, London has been practically fog
free, and an article in The Daily Mail
notes that the falling off has corres-
ponded with the diminution in the
volume of smoke attributable to the
introduction of gas fires and cookers
and of electrical heating apparatus.
Half a million of these have been in-
troduced into London within recent
years, and experts declare that the
electrifieation of the District and Met-
ropolitan- Railways, has also helped
materially. .

A share in the deliverance has.also
been ascribed to the activity of the
local authorities in the matter of ex-
cessive smoke prosecutions. Scienti-
fic authorities explain the cause of fog
to an electric condition of the atmos-
phere, where the electrons act as nuclei
to which the minute particles responsi-
ble for the fog are attracted. 8ir
Oliver Lodge has suggested the neutral-
izaqon of these nuclei by the artificial
discharge of electricity of the opposite
kind or ‘“sign.” Not the least of the
wonderful sﬂsrvice which electricity
s destinéd to yleld would be the dis-
persal of the fogs responsible for so
marny -tragic shipwrecks and loss of
hup:m; life. .

WINDOW GLASS EVERYWHERE

Not a Single Foot of It is Made in
Canada, But it Will Be.

Every year marks a distinet step
forward in the industrial enterprige of
the Dominion. This year is to be made
memorable by the introduction of an
industry that has been carried on in
various other countries for nearly three
thousand years. We refer to the manu.
facture of window glass.

In the rapid development of the
country vast quantities of building
materials are being used, and there
are but comparatively few people who
know that not a single foot. of window
glass {8 being manufactured in this
country. Millions of square feet of
window glass is imported into Canada
every year. The climatic conditions
of the country and its rapid develop-
ment makes Canada one of the largast
consumers, per capita, of window glass
of any country in the world. Enquiry
among dealers fails to elicit any logical |

H. Pepper had spent some days In
communication with Sir Wilfrid Lau-
rier and himself, but no conclusion
was reached which justified the anticl-
pation of a favorable settlement.
“The first sign of difference,” sald
Mr. Plelding, *‘was -in relation to a
clause in the Payne bill which imposed
the maximum tariff on countries which
discriminated against the - United

States.

“This included _colonies and their
mother country. The clause, however,
was rewritten in the TUnited States
Senate, and in the Payne-Aldrich bill
there was no reference to the British

preference.”
Pulpwood Concessions.

As to the pulp wood question, Mr.
Flelding said -that while the Americans
did not formulate any demand upon it,
they would have been pleased ir Can-
ada had made some friendly arrange-
ment with the provincial governments,
whereby restrictions now made, or like-
ly to be made, as respects the ship-
ments to the United States of pulp
wood, might be modified. :

‘““The provincial governments had no
power to levy export duty, or to pro-
hibit export, nevertheless they owned
large tracts of timber lands, and could
accomplish the same object by stipdla-
ting terms when granting leases. In
Ontario, & consideration of the lease
was that the wood should be manu-
factured in Canada, and it had been
publicly announced that the Quebec
Government would adopt the Ontario
policy. However, it was pointed out
to the United States that this was a
matter of provincial concern, and so
no demand was made,

In reply tor W, F. Maclean (South
York), Mr. Fielding said the right of
parliament to levy export duty or to
prohibit such export remained un-
touched, and that had ceased to pe an
issue between the two countries.

French Treaty Not a Factor,

As to the French tregty, he claim-
ed that it was a treaty of reciprocity,
and the Canadian representatives said
to the United States that if they want-
ed those concessions which France was
seeking from Canada, they should be
prepared to purchase them, as France
did, by ®iving equivalent concessions.
To that the United States demurred
and claimed that If they gave the fa-
vored nation treatment, of the best
that was going, Canada should do the
same. Canada, however, refused to
take this view, and refused to take it
now .

There was a misapprehension, he
said, regarding the Franco-Canadian
treaty. It had been sald that if -this
treaty had not been entered into there
would have been no tariff trouble, but
this was not the the case, for there
had been a French treaty in force since
1894, which the new treaty replaced,
but which would also have been re-
garded as discriminating.

President’s Hands Tied.

In reply to a question by Dr. Sproule,
Mr. Fielding said that there was no
rcom for two Interpretations of the
tariff law. The president, while cloth-
ed with the power to grant exemption
to the inmiposition of the maximum
tariff to a country which does not
discriminate against the United States,
had not an absoltely free hand, altho |
he does claim a considerable measure |
of discretion. But it was belleved bv
many that the preeident wouid be ad-
vised by his tariff poard that the
situation in Canada under the French
treaty did amount to a discrimina-
tion, and that he might feel bound in
ccnsequence to impose the maximum
tariff,

Major Currie:

Mr, Plelding: “President Taft was
perhaps bluffing. I will come to that
in a moment. We were anxious that
i’ we were to make gome concessions
te the United States, should
make us some concessions in return, i
and the president had (o admit that
that was not within his power. That
could only be done by congress, and
congress moves somewhat slowly, and

“They had,” said Mr. Fielding, “ask-
ed for the French treaty; they knew
we would not give them the Prench
treaty, The question was where we
could give them something short of
the French treaty, with which they
would  be content.

‘“The question arcse,” sald Mr. Field-
g, “As to whether we could, by mak-
ing some reduction—not to the United
States alone, but to the whole world~—
create a situvation  which would
be accepted by the president as a suf-
ficient justification fcr him to issue
the proclamation giving to Canada the:
Lenefit of the minimum tariff. i

Was It a Bluff ?

‘“Now,”” concluded Mr.
‘‘some say this wa a bluff. That is
poesible, There are people in the
Unit Stetes who say they do not
think the president, in the end, would
have imposed the maximum tariff
upon Canada. This it held by some
persons, and for a time it was~held
by a good many. I am hound to’ say
that the best infcrmation I could oh-
tain, from sources that were entitled
to respect and confidence, led me to
belleve that, for the reasons I have
given, the president, with all his
friendly regard for., Canada. might
have had his hand forced, and might
kave imposed the maximum tariff
upon us.”

Mr. Armstrong asked whether the
objections raised by the United States
were practically altogether owing to
the fact that the French treaty had
been accepted by the government, to
which Mr. Fielding replied: “Largeiy.
That was not the only point, but it
was the main point. Undoubtedly it
was the fact that we had granted an-
other country rates of duty which we
were not willing to grant to the Unit-
ed States that made the eseence of
their objections. The wood question
was a subject of some consideration,
but it is only fair to say that, after
discussion, the United States did not
formally present that, and did not, in
the end complain of it.”

Victories Too Dearly Bought,

Mr. Fielding, after reaffirming his
belief that, in the event of no conces-
sions being granted, the United States
would have imposed the maximumn
tariff, proceeded:

“1I am willing to assume, for the mo-
ment, that if we had been content to
stand pat, we might -have obtained the
United States’ minimum tariff. And
that, perhaps, would have been a great
triumph for Canada—to have hurled
deflance at the United States, when all
the rfations of Europe were accepting
their terms and conditions, might havyp
been a herolec method.

“But there are victories that are t)o
dearly bouzht. If we had achieved
such a triumph over the United States
Government, it might have been a
cause for congratulation, yvet it would
not have been for the future advan-
tage of the relations between these
two peoples.

“1f, therefore, we could avoid the
maximum tariff, if it were likely to be
imposed, if we could avoid a conflict
with the United States by granting

the United States.” We provided that
the conceseions are granted in the gen-
eral tariff and shall apply to the whole
world,”

Mr. Meighen: “Why were these
ccncessions or reductions not made
long ago?”

- Mr. Fielding: “They have served a
very useful purpose in that we have
them to give now.”

Mr. Meighen: ‘“Then do I under-
stand that for years we have bheen
cutting off our noses in order to have
a whip to usfe on the T'nited States?”’

Mr.. Fielding: “I'm glad to hear my
hon. friend suggest that these con-
cessions should have been given long
ago. But I want to know what has
become of adcauate protection?”

Won't Be a Heavy Loss,

At this point Mr. Fielding read the
list of conceesions, and proceeded to
say that the list was not a very heavy
one, and would not entail a heavy
less of duty. In the present flourish-
ing conditicne of our revenue, we
would be atle to stand it. As the re-
ductions are to be made on the gen-
eral tariff, the effect will be that, on
these items, the general and inter-
mediate teriffs will be the same.

Mr; Fielding thought that the house
would agree with him that, while the
cincessions have szerved a good pur-
pose, they will not come in any ser-
ious-conflict with any Canadian In-
dustries, and so far as they go will
only be deemed to be reductions of
duty to the consumer.

Mr. Fielding concluded by praising
Ambassador Bryce for the assistance
he had rendered, and by reading the
correspondence between himself and
Mr. Knox.

National Policy Vindicated.

Mr. Sproule, acting leader of the Op-
position, expressed surprise that the
government had not demanded conces-
sions . of some kind for what had been
given,

W. F. Maclean congratulated the
gsovernment upon the settlement of the
waterways treaty, which he hoped
would be beneficial to both countries,
and that Canada would get her fair
share in the division. He also con-
gratulated the government on the set-
tlement of the tariff dificulty and the
avoidance of a tariff war. He pointed
out, however, that this settlement
could only be temporary, and that Can-
ada must prepare to face a similar
situation in the near future,

He was glad to see the present re-
sult brought about for several reasons.
One was that Canada was now recog-
nized as a free and independent na-
tion. Another was that the right of
Canada to give preference to the Brit-
ish Empire and to give reciprocity to
other nations had been established.

Further, and even more {mportant

e
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from Great Britain, were ready to go’
down to Albany and bow the knee to

Canada had maintalned her right te
place export duties on articles. The
national policy’ of Sir John A. Mac- |
donald and the men of his time had |
been vindicated. The natlonal policy |
had produced a nation.

Canadians must not be led away . by
that very sweet letter of Secretary |
Knox. If they wanted to see the|
friendliness of the United States, they |
must look for it in.the tariff, and not |
in the letters of thelr diplomats. The'
American tariff was nothing but a
menace to Canada, it was designed
to foster American Industries, nothing
had been done as yet to take the sting
out of that tariff. What was wanted
now was more- of the Canadian na-
tional policy. Why should we not have
an export duty on lumber, nickel, as-

some concessions—not very numerous,
and from our point of view not very |
important—I claim that in-the inter-
ests of this country, for the pres_?ntl
and the future, it was far better that :
we shou'd make these concessions than |
even that we should have a triumph |
over the United States on terms which
would have left soreness and m-te:.l-
ing, and may have created friction in
the negotiations that might arise from
time to time.”

Two Guiding Rules,

In considering the matter of conces-
sions, Mr. Fielding said that twoprin-
ciples were laid down, First, that they |
should not be numerous, and, second,
that they should not involve anything
which could place at a disadvantase
any established Canadian industry.

W. ¥. Maclean: “Do these conces- |
sions apply only to the United States |
or are they general?’

Mr. Fielding: *“No, we declined to
grant any comcessions specifically to

' our resources by developing them

SHLT 15 ESSENTIL TO
HEALTHY DABY GONS

Milch Cows Require Salt in ‘Addi-
tion to That Centained in .
Ordinary Feed.

Owners of llve stock cannot ‘o wrong
when they place salt where it can be
conveniently got at by the animale.

Balt should enter at all times into
the food of the dairy cow, ang it
should be kept where she can partake
of it ad libitum. Both the quantity
and quality of milk are considerably
affected by withholding salt t 11 the

cows get hungry for it. Cows in the
season of lactation require more sall
than at other times, and the cows that
give most milk require most of it.

Sodium chloride, or common salt, is
very widely distributed in both the
animal and vegetable kingdoms, and
being a normal constituent of nearly
ali animal organs, and fluids, undoub:-
edly plays an important role in the
process of nutrition. Such being the
case, it is essential that an adequate
amount of salt be obtained either in
the food consumed, and water drunk,
or as a direct addition to the ration.
The food and water always contain
some salt, but the amount varies widc-
ly In different localities, and is rarely
sufficient: to satisfy the desires of an
animal, so that more will not be taken
if offered. When allowed free access
to salt, cattle will consume from one
to eight ounces daily—the last amount
is, however rarely reached, and the
average amount would probably fall
below three ounces. In general, it has
been observed that cattle having free
Aaccess to salt have a better appetite,
and are less affected by changes in
the ration than those receiving no aait
except that contained in the food. It
is claimed -that milch cows require.
more salt than other cattle, and that
if it is withdrawn there will be uan
immediate and decided falling off, both
in the yleld and in the quality of milk.

The trials that have been carried
out agree in the following particulars.
Cows having been deprived of salt for
two or three weeks exhibited -an an-
normal appetite for it, but the heaith
of the_.animal did not seem to suffer
for 'a far longer period. This period
of, immunity varied with individual
cows from less than one month to
more than one year. ' In every case
there was finally reached a condition
of low vitality, in which a sudden and
complete breakdown occurred from
which recovery was rapid if salt was
supplied. The breakdown was most
likely to occur at calving, or Immedi-
ately after, when the system wuas
weakened and the flow of milk large.
In" genera}, the cows giving the larg-
est amount of milk were the first to
show sigiw of distress, It seems pro-
.bable that a dry. cow or a steer would
suffer no great inconvenience if given
no salt except that contained in the
“rationt. The uniform resaits obtainsd
from the cows in the trials I.am, quot-
ing indicate beyond question that sait
in addition to that contained In the
food is- Absoliutely essential to the con»
tinued. health: of a dalry..cow while
producing milk.. It is evident, more-
over, that the amieunt of salt “which
must be supplied directly will vary
greatly in different loWlities, It be-
ing _more at hieh elevations and at
places remote fri¥gg Yhe sea.

Progressive Farmer Must Check Soil
Robbery to Make Farm Pay,

The time is rapidly
when the farmer. will have to pay more
attention to fertilization of the soil
in order that he may make his land
more productive. The higher cogt of
living is due to no other cause than
that of short production, and while
the farmers are getting good prices for
what they have they are not produc-
ing enough to fill the bill. To raise
larger crops on the same amount of
land means more careful cultivation
and a better knowledge of the fertilizer
problem. "Phus far the rich prairies
have grown good crops without much
attention to the care of the soll, but
that condition cannot last always and
even now the progressive farmer real-
izes the néed of checking soil robbery,
To do this more live stock should be
produced and there is no getting away
from it if the soil s to be saved.

Tiny farms in France, where one or
two acres keeps a family for years;
the rugged farms of Scotland, where
one small house and a patch of ground
is wealth—what is the source of their
well-doing? The secret lies in the
fact that they are raising more live
stock per acre than is the average
Canadian farmer. In Germany there
is one head for 3.6 acres; in Denmark,
one for 4 acres; in France, one for 4.3
acres, and in England, one for 5.3 acres.
In this last country, two-thirds of all
the good farm land is used for graz-
ing purposes.

I saw flowers
‘bursting into bloom fn the woods, the
robins’ have arrived, winged insects
and moths flit about in the sunshine,
and everything indicates the early dis-
solution of winter,

There are very few visitors in town.
There has been a great exodus of mine
managers and prospectors during the
past few days, who will not return
until the river opens. Prospectors who
have been working on their olaims
thru the winter are now prevented by
the inflow of water into the pits and
trenches, and are seeking work at the
neighboring mines.- There appears to
be a good supply of labor, but it is
mostly for surface work and hand dril-
ling.

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SPIRIT OF ICONOGLASM
HOLDS THE CONVENTION

Present Education Methods Come
In For Some Hard
Knocks.

With still increasing enthusiasm the
delegates to the Ontario Educational
Association went thru the various
meetings : of their different sections
yesterday: Revolutionary statements
were uttered all along the line, con-
demning different phases of the edu-
catlonal methods at present adopted
by the schools thruout Ontario. A
breaking away from the hard and fast
routine methods and forms was pro-
tested againkt hy many capable speak-
ers.

Another Intcrezting address was
given to a joint meeting of the as-
soclation in Convocation Hall yester-
day afternoon by Dr. Balliet of New
York University, on the “Function of
Play in the Life of the Scholar.”

Inherited Instincts,

The speaker referred to fighting,
fishing and hunting as inherited in-
stincts handed down thru generations
to children from their remote ances-
tors. The lad of seven who runs away
from home Is merely following the
roaming disposition of some of his
predecesgors. Dr. Balliet stated that
the biological theory of play was that
it was a rehearsal of ancestral cus-
toms. ‘“The kitten seizes:a ball in
its four paws, and the puppy with its
teeth.” In both cases they are adopt-
ing the methods used by thelr ances-
tors.

‘When boys fight and play roughly
they are merely finding an outlet for
their inherited instinct. Playing foot-
ball is merely following a strong
racial Instinct, but sawing wood s a
modern convention, and as yet has not
registered itself on the nerve centres.
Boys’ marble-playihg In April and
kite-flying in September are as cer-
tain as the migration of the birds,
and are from practically the same
cause.

Physical exercises in a gymnasium
are called work because they are bas-
ed on physiology and anatomy. Wild
animals exercise at play when they
are young and at work when
they grow older. If the state were
so organized that every child had
ample opportunity to play and every
adult had to do work enough to earn
his meals, it would do much toward
keeping the race in a healthy condi-
tion. He argued that the best forms
of play were those in which the child
was allowed to follow his or her own
racial instincts.
