- Gen. Joffre and 8ir Douglas Haig, with their great entourage ot éxperts,
it is said, are making due note of all the causes.of the German failure before
Verdun, Needless to say, they do not require to examine into the main
cause of that debacle. It was this: The Germans were enticed to bid: for a
cheap success by reports which Joffre, apparently, had allowed to be dissem-
inated, that he did not plan to defend Verdun in case the enemy made a great
attempt to carry it. By ostentatiously evacuating Verdun after the Germans
had been rolled back from Douaumont on the fourth day of their assault,
Gen, Joffre, like General Russky, in evacuating Riga last August, had a card
up his sleeve. It was to tempt the Germans to have another try for victory,
and it was probably alone responsible for the resumption of their offensive.

Choquette Declares That, like
. Hazelton, He Has Back
to 'Wpll. 2

PAPERS ARE NOT FAIR

He Cannot ' Get His Views
Before Public, He Tells
Senate.

By a Staff Reporzer,

OTTAWA, ' April 27,—Robert M,
Hazelton " of Todmorden found a
champion today in . the person of
Senator Cheoquette. The senator
complaiged that he. like Hagzelton,
had his back to the wall facing the

mob. Canadian newspapers had re- |

fused to publish his letters correcting
their garbled and distorted reports of
his speeches. He denied ever having
abused the soldiers, and claimed that
there was a general conspiracy on
foot to misrepresent him,

Senator Choquette reviewed - his
previous speech and the letter from
Robert Hazelton, which he had
quoted. He reaffirmed that Hazel-
ton was a man of character, who had
merely criticized the quality of the
immigration which the Salvation
Army had brought from the slums of
London to Canada. He was an
educated man and a courageous man,
who had put his back against the wall
when attacked by & mob and sought
to reason with them, He had served
in the Northwest rebellion and today
had three sons at the front.

Senator Choquette said that he 'was
in much the same position with the
press as Hazelton had been with the
mob, His back was agaimst the wall,
The newspapers had published distort-
ed reports of his speeches and had “de-
clined, with the exception of The Ot-
tawa Journal and The Quebec Chron-
lele, two good Conservative papers, to

In this cannection Mr. Hellmuth di-
rected Col. Carnegie’s attention to some
curious facts, For example, on May
20, the Russell Company had been told
that they must hurry up and put in
their quotations for the 1,260,000 fuses,
Oun the very next day, May 21, a con-
tract for 2,600,000 fuses had been
awarded to an American company, al-
tho on that day the Russell Company
had wired that they were making good
progress and would soon submit their
tender. On May 26 the Russéll Com-
pany wired that they were ready to
put in their tender and that Messrs.
T. A, Russell and Lloyd Harris werr
starting for Ottawa. Upon that very
day the shell committee awarded con-
tracts for the entire five million shells
to the American firms and, instead of
telling the exact truth to the Russell
Company, notified them by telegraph
not to come to Ottawa for the present.
All these facts were fully set forth in
the letter from Mr. Russell above re-
ferred to, :

Offered Small Consolation.

Col, Carnegie said in reply that he
pergonally took the responsibility for
giving the entire order to American
firms. He did not think the .Russcli
Company had any experts in their em-
rloy who could make the number 87
time fuse, He felt that in a way he
had not kept faith with the Russell
Company, and it was on that account
that, later on, he conferred with Gen,
Hughes and offered them the contract
-for 200,000 fuses. -

By this time it developed that the
two American companies who got the
contracts were the American Ammuni-
tion Company and the International

and Fuse Company. The first
was organized hy Bassick and the sec-
ond by Dr, Harris, It came out later
on that the Harris Company did not
fare as well as the one in which Bas-
sick and Cadwell were interested.

Commenting upon Col. Carnegie's de-
claration that the wire from the Rus-
sell Company received on May 26 had
been brought to his attention after he
had malled, on the same day, the or-
ders to the two American companies,
Mi, F. B. Carvell, M.P., sarcastically
observed that it was a matter of min-
utes,

Authorized by Committee.

Mr. Helimuth then led the witness
up to the actual execution of the con-
tracts for the 6,000,000 fuses between
the shells committee and the two Am-
erican companies. The contracts, he
said, were authorized at a meeting of
the shells committee on June 19, 1916,
at which Sir Alex, Bertram, Col. Ben-
son, Col, Lafferty, Col, Carnegle, E.
Carnegle, and Col, J, W, Borden were
present. Lt,-Gen, Pease of the British
army, who happened to be in Ottawa,
was also inWi§ed to attend the meeting
of the committee,

The minutes show that on that day
Alex, ¥, Riddell was appointed finan-
cial supervisor by the committee and
that his appointment was approved by
the prime minister.

The report of Gen, Bertram was
the American companies- and certify-
«ing as to their financial responsibility.

Thereupon the contracts which had
been drafted by John ¥, Orde, K, C,
were entered into, Gen, Bertrar
signed on behalf,of the two -American
companies. The witness was not ask-
ed to explain the celebrated ratifica-
tion clause signed by Sir Sam Hughes.

The balance of the day was occu-
pied in searching examination of the
witness respecting changes in the con-
tracts and prices fixed for the fuses,
The original agreements had provided
that both companies should make both
the time fuses and the graze fuses at
the uniform price of $4.26. The con-
tract, as finally executed required
the Harris. Company (The Interna-
tional Arms and Fuse Company), to
manufacture 2,600,000 time fuses at
$4.60 per fuse. The other concern
however, got an order for 1,666,666
graze fuses at $4.00 apiece, The bal-
ance of their 2,600,000 order was for
time fuses at $4.60,

Change in S8pecifications.

Explaining the advance in the con-
tract price of time fuses from $4.25
to $4.60, Co.l Carnegie justified it by
saying that there had been a sharp
advance in the prices of copper and
zine in the spring of 1915, He said
the price of $4.60 for a time fuse was
not unreasonable,” because the game

Mr. Hellmuth desired to know how
the price of .$4 apiece for the graze
fuses was reached, The witness said
that he had fixed the price himself
by estimation, ;

“T am an expert,” he sald, “and I
relied on my own Jjudgment. . No
other member of the shell committee
had the information upon which to
base any judgment., I had to fix the
price and I did. so. And I take the
entire responsibility.”

Admits His Error.

Sir Willlam Meredith: Have you
lost any of your self-confidence since
that time?

Col, Carnegie: Yes, I know now that
lower prices were being paid at that
time for similar fuses in the United
States.

Upon further questioning by Mr,
Hellmuth, Col. Carnegie admitted that
the United States price at that timo
was $2.50, or about one-half the price
he had fixed for their American Am-
munition Company.

Given Encouragement.

General Bertram invited Mr, Russell
in a letter to forward his fuse proposi-

Believes Disturbances Come
From. Men Actuated by
Selfish Aims.

Rev., George Corbett, pastor of St,

Columban'sy Cornwall, and vicar-

gencral of the diocese of Alexandria,

has written the following letter to tpa

Archbishop of Kingston, treating the

school difficulties In Ontario:
To the Most Rev, M, J. Spratt, D.D,,
Archbishop of Kingston:

Your Grace: Kingston is the oldest
ses in Ontario. Just ninety years ago
Kingston came out of the womb of
Quebec, I trust therefore that it will
not be presumptuous for me to ex-
press to its chief pastor my views on
the “language unpleasantness.”

The silence observed by ecclesias-
tical authority in Ontario in face of
the prolonged strife over this lan-
guage question may not prove to be
the wisest course for the Catholic
cause,

I am fully convinced that the
French-Canadians might have all the
French they could reasonably desire
if they went on peacefully with, thelr
schools, Intelligent Catholie gentle-
men of the laity.in Ontario, both Lib-
eral and Conservative, inform me
that the disturbance comes from
men actuated by selfishness and po-
litical . aims., . No doubt many in-
fluenced by them do not understand
this, I do not believe that the
priests who, according to newspaper
reports, directed the faithful to in-
sult the government school inspectors
understood the separate school law or
the seriousness of their act. They
cannot have been aware that they
were directing the faithful to violate
a provision of the Roman Catholic
Schigol~ Act, which: was accepted and
sanetioned by the - prelacy of both
Upper and Lower Canada. Had they
succeeded in doing away with gov-
ernment Inspection they would have
struck out the keystone of the arch
which supports our right to separate
schools in Ontario. Without this pro-.
vision ‘ there would have been no
Catholic school bill passed in 1864.

After the death of  Bishop Alex-
ander McDonell, in 1840, the Catholic
schools for which he had received royal
sanction and munificent pecuniary aid

had to be organized and established on.

a more stable foundation. The bishops
for several yoars worked zealously in
this cause, but with Ilittle practical
success. They labored under the dis-
advantage of not being thoroly in touch
with conditions in Ontario or Upper
Canada as it was then known, until
finally they addressed a letter to Vicar:
General Angus McDonell, of Kingston
(born in Glengarry), a priest of long
experiencé and influence in Canada, in
which they requested him to look after
all Catholic intérests with which the
government was connected. This let-
ter, which I read and heard explained
by the Vicar-CGeneral Angus McDonell
himself, bore the signatures of Bishops
Phelan, of Kingston; DeCharbonell, To-
ronto; Guigues, Bytown (Ottawa); Ig-
nace Bourget, Montreal; Cook, Three
Rivers; and that of Archbishop Tour-
geon or Baillargeon, of Quebec. After
accepting this appointment the vicar-
general spent several years in stren-
uous labor. Many consultations were
held with bishops, honorable members
of legislature, and with the chief super-
intendent of education, Dr, Ryerson,
The result was the Roman Catholic
school bill, which was passed In 1863,
during the. Sandfleld-Macdonald ad-
ministration, and which became the
basis of the legislation ~in the British
North America Act that secured to the

inspector.

for their acheivements in the Catholic
cause.”’

Only two years had elapsed after
the passing of this measure - when
there was a violation of one of its
important provisions.
